THE FUNERAL AT PALMYRA

Hundreds of Friends Honor
Memory of Hon. David Mills.

SIMPLE AND BEAUTIFUL SERVICE

The Tribute of Rev. r. Walker—
Prominent Men Were
Present.

The funeral of the late Hon. Justice
Miils, which took pizce from the resi-
dence of his son, Mr. Blake Mills, at
Palmyra yesterday, was ® one of the
largest seen in recent years in Western
Ontario. The great statesman was
mourned by the whole country and
people were present from all parts (o
show their respect for the deceased
and sympathy for his family. Among
the many from outside places were
numerous {riends from this city. Over
the scene of sadness, the sun shone oud,
not a cloud m the sky. All about the
pretty country place where Mr. Mills
was ‘lmrn and where he was buried,
the ficlds and trees were in the fresn
beauty of spring. The people who

‘Lhdt it was necessary to hold the ser-
vices upon the lawn; and the hundreds
of those there with bowed and bared
heads listened to the words of praise,
words of thankfulness and words of
regret that were said over the body of
their friend.

The {ioral tributes were many and
beautiful. Those who carried the
casket were three sons of the late Mr.
Mills and five nephews. The former
were Wailter, David and Blake Mills;

Less Than $10,000.

London, May 14—The Bank of Eng-
land announced Tuesday afternoon that
the allotments of the Transvaal
loan would be mailed that night. It
has been found impracticable to make
any allotment to applicants for sums
under £2,000. Applicants for sums over
£2,000 will receive about 2.6 per cent
of the amount they applied for, but
. no allotment of less than £100 of stock
will be made.

HELD ARSENIC

Express Company Men Drink
From Poisoned Bottle.

‘ONE DEAD AND FOUR VERY ILL

Cincinnati Woman Says' it Is From |

a Memphis Woman Who
Is Jealous.

Cincinnati, May 14.—As the result of
drinking what they thought was whis-
ky, five men employved at the Adams
Express warehouse in this city, have
been poisoned, one dying shortly aftec
he arrived at the hospital. The other
| four men are in a serious condition.

A bottle was received from Memphis
| addressed to Kate Nobbe, in this city.
In handling the bottle J. B. Ficker dis-
i covered a leak, and remarRed: “Th’s
| is & nice bottle of booze,” and thought
it too good to let go to waste. One
of the men procured a tin cup and
each took a drink. They became vio-
lently ill in a few moments, and were
rushed to the city hospital. Ficker died
on arriving there, while William Stev-
ens, George Eberle, Louis Burbauk,
and Wm. Daley were seriously affected.

When seen Mrs. Nobbe said: “I can-
not say what the bottle contained, but
it undoubtedly was sent by a woman
who is employed by a relative of mine
in Memphis. This relative visited me
three weeks ago, and since that time 1
have been receiving packages and im-
proper letters from Memphis. 1t
jealousy on her part.”

It was found that the bottle contain-
ed arsenic and whisky.

Toronto, May 14.—The special com-
mittee of the Legislature to which the
new assessment act was referred,
met yesterday morning to hear deputa-
tions.

This
to take the place of the complicated
house tax. He objected also to the
exemption of plant and machinery
from school taxes.

The retail merchants’
presentatives did not oppose prin-
ciples, but objected to wuniform busi-
ness tax, which would force smaller
men out of business. Some retailers
were doing business on
with a capital of $1,000.

It Compels Workmen to Give Four
Night’s Notice or Be Considered
as a Striker.

Melbourne, Victoria, May 14.—In the
Legislative Assembly yesterday Pre-
mier Irvine made a speech on the sub-
ject of the strike. He said the country
faced a long-meditated revolt against
established authority. The issue con-
cerned every country.

| be ineligible in the future for Govern-
ment employ. The bill also forbids in-
terference with employes, the collec-
tion of strike furds or encouraging the
strike in any manner. The bill further
empowers the police to destroy docu-
ments encouraging 'the strike, makes
printers thereof offenders against the
law, and declares meetings to be un-
lawful if four strikers are present. All
persons refusing to disperse are liable
to arrest without warrants, and the
police are empowered to forcibly enter
meetinges.

An amendment expressing regret
at the strike and promising that Par-
liament would consider the grievances
of the railroad men if they return to
work was defeated by 55 to 30.

The" Spring Bulletin Gives
Favorable Outlook.

.

WHEAT HAS WINTERED WELL

Clover Is in Good Condition and
Prospects for Live Stock In-
dustry Is Good.

Ottawa, May 13.—The May bulletin,
about to be issued by the Ontario De-
partment of Agriculture, will contain the
following regarding crop conditions on
May 1.

Fall Wheat—The crop bulletin issued
in November last sald that the outlook
for fall wheat ,was most promising, the
crop being healthy in color and vigorous-
looking generally, although not having
as much top as was usually seen at that
time. It is safe to say that much less
wheat will be plowed up this spring than
usual. Taking it altogether, fall wheat
may now be described as promising to be
from fair to good. Only the faintest
mention has been made of the Hessian
fly, which, for the past few years, has
been the scourge of the wheat fields of
Western and Southwestern Ontario. The
acreage is thought to be less than in the
last year or two.

Winter Rye—Very little winter rye is
now grown in Ontario, the acreage being
so small that it can hardly be considered
as a staple crop. What was sown, how-
ever, wintered well, considered as a
whole.

Clover fields, as a rule, came through
the winter in the same condition in which
they entereq it.enly a comparatively small
portion having been reported as ‘‘heav-
ing,” and as the catch of last year's
sOwing was a good one, the crop faced the
spring with the best prospects. Meadows
have a good thick bottom, even though
spring growth has been backward. The
prospects for clover are particularly
bright in the western half of the province.

Vegetation—Notwithstanding the fact
that the snow disappeared early, and that
warm weather in March gave promise of

The Liberal members of the Redis-
tribution Cemmittee have submitted a

gchedule which forms the basis for
the work of recasting the constituen-
cies. The schedule specifies the num-
ber of ridings into which each county
in Ontario shall be divided. The com-
mittee ‘will reach a more contentious
stage when it proceeds to define the
boundaries of the ridings in those
: counties which will have two or more

members.
Toronto will be given five members

instead of four, and those portions of |

‘the city now in East and West York
for Dominion purposes will be incor-
porated in the Toronto ridings.

The county of Middlesex, including
London, will have four members, a
very fair allowance for a population
of 92,702. The unit of representation
for the new redistribution is one mem-
ber to 25,000 population, in round
figures. Middlesex will have one
member to 23,000 population.

Algoma and Nipissing together, with
a population of 60,761, will have four
memnibers; but they are entitled to ex-
ceptional treatment because of their
vast area and because it is expected
that before the mnext census their
population will have greatly increased.

THE SHANNON
TIMBER LIMIT

Evidence by Mr. White and
the Hon. Mr. Davis

BEFORE ACCOUNTS COMMITTEE

Mr. Davis Had No Knowledge That
Others Than Shannon Were Pur=
chasing the Limit.

Toronto, May 14.—Mr. Aubrey White,
Assistant Commissioner of Crown
Lands, was examined at length before
the Public Accounts Committee of the
Legislature yesterday in regard to the
sale to Patrick Shannon, in May, 1902,
of a timber limit in Rutherford Town-
ship. Most of the evidence given by
Mr. White in answer té® Col. Matheson
and others dealt with the regulations
and methods of the department in sell-
ing or licensing timber limits, and
measuring the amount of timber taken
off. To other questions, Mr. White
stated emphatically he did not know

| the real purchaser of the limit, which

was sold for $250, was Captain Sullivan,
and that it was afterwards sold by him
for $9,500. He had read such:reports
in the newspapers, bu: had absolutely
no personal knowledge of them. Crown

lands agents as well as prior applicants |

for the limit had reported that the pine
on it was scrubby, poor and practically
of no value, and that it had been burnt
over. It was not an unusual thing for
limits sold at public auction or other-

wise, L0 be resold for perhaps double |

the price, but that did not mean that
agents had made incorrect reports as
to the  quantity of timber upon themn.
Hardly any two men would agree on an
estimate as to the gquantity. Sometimes
those who' bought from the original
buyers lost their money because the
bargain was bad. Hon. Mr. Davis, who
was present, but was not formally
called, said that so far as he was con-
cerned he had no direct or indirect
knowledge, in any way, shape or form,
that there was anybody in the appli-
cation but Patrick Shannon. He said
he would telegraph to the agent under
whose jurisdiction the limit was for a
return, so far as it was ready, of the
cut during the season. This
was in answer to several members, who
said they had heard that more timber
had been taken off the Shannon lmit
than was reported by the agents to be

i on it, and the surrounding sections in-

clusive. Orders were passed for the
attendance of several witnesses and the
committee adjourned until today.

OPPOSED TO THE BILL

Municipal Association Opposed
to the Premier’s Measure.

: |
Wants It Amended Before Passed by |
the Legislature.

Assessment Commissioner Grant is |
in receipt of a letter from 8. H. Kent, |
of Hamilton, secretary of the Ontario |
Municipal Association, asking him 1o |
write the representative of the city in
the Liegislature and have him urge the |
views of the association on Premier
Ross’ bill relating to municipal associ- |
ations. The executive committee of
the association at its last meeting dis-
cussed Mr. Ross’ bill, and in the letter |
Mr. Kent says that in its present form
the bill would be disastrous .in -its
effect upon the revenue of the munici-
palities.

The resolution of the executive com-
mittee, a copy of which was inclosed,
expresses the conviction uttered at
Brockville last September that the bill
should not be passed as introduced, as
it was not reasonably clear that the
taxes under it would not enable the
municipalities to pay their way unless
by increasing the general taxes far
beyond the former limit of 2 cents on
the dollar, and so making the taxes
to property owners far beyond any

| ability of the average taxpayer to pay.

The executive asks that if the bill|
be passed it be amended to provide for
the taxatfon being upon (1) real prop-
(2) by a business tax similar to
what is provided in the bill, but te be
applied to all trades, businesses and
professions, and (3) by an income tax
upon all persons, whether engaged in
business or drawing the same from a
private or other source, the taxation on|
the real proverty and income to be as
fixed by each local municipality.

The executive also opposes the ap-
pointment of a caqmmission to assess
the property of railways and compan-
ies holding franchises,believing that the
same can be better done by the loeal
assessors.
