London, May 5.—One of the most in­
teresting and important features of the 
experiment in municipal socialism 
which London's progressive County 
Council has been making has been its 
effort to discard the contract system 
and do its own building, repairs, sewer­
age work and bridging. It has estab 
lished an enormous plant of workshops 
and machinery all over the metropoli­
tan area under the control of its works 
committee and up to the present it has 
expended nearly $1.000,000. The report 
now on the total operations shows a 
deficit of only $10,000 between the esti­
mated and actual cost, which is an ex­
tremely good showing. The committee 
however, suggests that there might 
have been a considerable gain instead 
of this loss but for the difficulty in deal­
ing with the skilled workmen, who 
started out with the idea that they 
did not need to work as hard or as 
faithfully for the council as they 
would have done for a contractor in the 
municipal workshops. It became the 
fashion for a workman to throw down 
his tools and quit his job if the fore­
man found the slightest fault with him 
and only too often he could get some 
private member of the council to raise 
the question of his case as a public 
grievance. This is not so bad now, 
but it still handicaps the works com- 
mittee.

Toronto, May 6.—The jury in the 
Clara Ford murder trial finally .retired 
at 8:45 p.m. Saturday, and the audience 
settled down for a long wait, the gener­
al impression being that the judge's 
charge had been so strongly against 
the prisoner that it would either result 
in a prompt conviction or a long fight 
by those who were favorable to her. 
When, therefore, at 9:48, or after an 
absence of only an hour and three min­
utes, there was a rap on the jury-room 
door, and the twelve men filed back to 
their seats, the ominous hush of ex- 
pectancy which fell upon the crowd 
awaiting them betokened the general 
belief that the accused woman was 
doomed. The prisoner herself moved 
uneasily in her seat, and then by a su­
preme effort straightened herself up 
and gazed with agonized intensity into 
the foreman’s face, as if to wrest from 
him the fateful words which hung upon 
his pallid lips.

NOT GUILTY.
Slowly rising in his seat. Clerk Nich­

ols turned to the jury, and, amidst the 
strained silence, asked: “Gentlemen of 
the jury, have you agreed upon your 
verdict?”

“We have,” responded the foreman, 
rising to his feet.

“How say you of the prisoner at the 
bar? Is she guilty or not guilty?”

“Not guilty,” came the prompt reply, 
and instantly from the back of the 
court rose a cheer, which quickly be­
came general. His Lordship sat quietly 
writing, and made no attempt to check 
the unseemly demonstration, and not 
an officer of the court raised his voice 
to demand silence. After a moment’s 
delay the clerk rose again, and, once 
more addressing the jury, said:

“Gentlemen of the jury, hearken to 
your verdict as the court records it. 
You say the prisoner at the bar is not 
guilty, and that is the verdict of you 
all?” Several of the jurors nodded their 
heads in assent and repeated “not 
guilty,” and the cheers broke out again.

As the words which gave her back 
her life and liberty broke upon the 
prisoner’s ear, she sat a moment mo­
tionless, as if unable to comprehend her 
good fortune, and then sank back into 
the corner of the dock with a deep sigh, 
and, as the noisy plaudits of the crowd 
burst forth a moment later, she glanced 
round the court with a pleased and 
gratified smile.

When the noise had subsided, the 
judge looked across to the dock and 
said: “Clara Ford, stand up.” She

FOUR DROWNED.

A Day’s Fatalities at Windsor-A Man 
and His Wife Lose Their Lives 

While Boating - Two Boys
Drowned While 

Bathing.
Windsor, May 6.—The season here 

opened up yesterday with a record of 
four drownings, which is the largest 
number for several years past at this 
time of the year. The names are Geo. 
H. Baugh and his wife, Frank Connelly, 
and John Morarity. Mr. and Mrs. 
Baugh and a male companion started 
out from Detroit this afternoon in a 
rowboat, and headed for the Canadian 
shore. When near Sandwich point the 
swell from a passing steamer caused 
the boat to upset. The male companion 
swam to the shore, but by the time 
assistance arrived the other two had 
gone down for the last time. The mouth 
of the River Rouge is almost directly 
across the river from Sandwich,and two 
boys, named Frank Connelly and John 
Morarity, were bathing there at the 
time when men were searching for the 
bodies of Mr. and Mrs. Baugh. Con­
nelly was seized with cramp, and his 
companion went to his assistance, with 
the result that both were drowned in 
the presence of a number of people, who 
thought the two were simply having 
some fun. George H. Baugh belonged to 
Detroit, and was connected with the 
Baugh Forge, of the Michigan Penin­
sula ear works.

THE UNIVERSITY INQUIRY.
The full text of the report of the 

commission which recently inquired in­
to the troubles of the Toronto Univer­
sity has not been published, but enough 
of it has been given to the press to 
show that the authorities of the uni­
versity have been sustained.

Where so much feeling has been ex­
hibited both by professors and students 
it does not seem likely that the find­
ings of the commission will meet with 
ready acceptance at the hands of those 
against whom the verdict has gone. 
Were there only a few persons con­
cerned It might not matter much, per­
haps, what they thought or felt. But 
it happens in this case that they num­
ber several hundreds, that their homes 
are scattered over all parts of the Prov­
ince, and that presumably they re­
present the best elements of our popu­
lation. They have the opportunity, 
therefore, to create a public opinion 
upon the issues which have been raised 
at the university, and unless early and 
full publicity be given to the facts elicit­
ed at the inquiry it is possible that 
harm may be done which cannot read­
ily be repaired. In the long season 
of the holidays students will find ample 
leisure, if they are so disposed, to 
place their cause before the public; and 
if they are determined to maintain hos­
tilities there is no knowing to what ex­
tent the interests of the institution may 
suffer before the opening of next term. 
We have no reason to fear that they 
will adopt unfair tactics. They repre­
sent the intelligence of the young men 
of our country, and none have a larger 
or more personal interest than them­
selves in the welfare of the university. 
But it is to be remembered that be­
tween the students and some members 
of the faculty strained relations have 
existed for some time, that bitter words 
have been spoken on both sides, and 
that with or without cause confidences 
have been lost which may not easily be 
regained.

In view of these considerations we 
think it is important that the full re­
port of the commission should be given 
to the public without delay. It ought 
not to be considered necessary in this 
case, and we have no reason to believe 
it will be so regarded, that the report 
should first be presented to the Legis­
lature. The fact that portions of it 
have already been given to the press 
disposes at once of the notion that 
there would be impropriety or breach 
of privilege in giving the report fullest 
publicity before first going through 
the form of sending it to the Legisla­
ture through his Honor the Lieutenant- 
Governor. We trust therefore, that 
the full text will be published 
forthwith, so that we may be in pos­
session of all the evidence for forming 
correct opinions, both of the matters 
at issue and of the manner in which 
the investigation itself was conducted.

As far as now known, from the frag­
ments of the report which have been 
given to the public, the decisions are 
on every point against the students and 
in favor of the university authorities. 
One thing only is said against the latter, 
viz., that on one or more occasions 
they proved themselves to be lacking 
in tact. Well, tact is a quality of very 

• great usefulness in the management of 
a large university, and the man who 
lacks it should neither find nor hold a 
place there. When we have the com­
plete report it will so doubt appear how 

. this want of tact exhibited itself, as 
well as in what persons, and how far it 
disqualifies them for the efficient dis­
charge of their duties.

In some two or three matters upon 
which the commissioners have express­
ed strong opinions, we are inclined to 
think that too much was expected in 
the form of concrete evidence. The qual­
ifications of a professor is one of these, 
and another is want of confidence in 
his honor or veracity. These are to 
Some extent matters of sentiment, and 
proofs are not to be easily given in all 
cases. A lawyer who cross-examines 
• witness on such points may make 
him appear very ridiculous because he 
cannot state accurately and definitely 
the grounds upon which his opinions or 
sentiments are based. All of us have 
known teachers and men who did not 
possess our confidence or command our 
repect; yet the instances are rare in 
which opinions or sentiments so held 
are capable of being established by 
facts.

Seeing this, the 
association has refrained from an un­
seasonable activity, which could only 
lead to fruitless irritation. But though 
anchor has been cast for the present, 
the flag has not been hauled down.

St. Petersburg as the guest of the Czar, 
and is treated with unusual considera­
tion. He is engaged upon a great pic­
ture representing the Imperial wedding 
in November last, at which he was 
present and took many sketches. The 
picture is said to be intended as a gift 
to Queen Victoria, but a reduced copy 
will be given to the young Empress.The 
talk in St. Petersburg is that Czar 
Nicholas promises to be a model hus­
band and father, and that his wife's 
influence over him grows daily. The 
reform party still clings to the hope 
that the Czar’s political and social pol- 
icy cannot fail to be affected for good 
by that influence, and the more moder- 
ate members of the Nihilist party, shar­
ing his optimism, are steadily endea­
voring to restrain the extremists, who 
read in his Majesty’s recent speech to 
a visiting delegation a declaration of 
war against Liberalism in every form.

CAMBRIDGE MAY RETIRE.
There was an important conference 

at the War Office on Wednesday last 
between the Duke of Cambridge, the 
Duke of Connaught, Lord Wolseley, 
Lord Roberts, of Kandahara, and Lieut. 
Gen. Sir Redvers-Buller, and it revived 
the rumors of the approaching retire­
ment of the Duke of Cambridge from 
the post of commander-in-chief. This 
would be most welcome news to the 
public, as his continued retention of the 
office which the Hartington commission 
advised the total abolition of, means an 
immense pecuniary loss to the country. 
It is stated that Lord Roberts of Kan- 
dahara, will succeed Lord Wolseley at 
Dublin as commander of the forces in 
Ireland, Lord Wolseley taking the new­
ly-created post of chief of the staff at 
headquarters, should the Duke of Cam­
bridge retire.

0 0 ENGLAND’S ASIATIC POLICY.
England’s policy of non-intervention 

in respect of the Japan-China treaty 
having met with the approval of all 
the parties here, political speculation 
is now concerning itself with what Eng­
land would do If a coalition of Russia 
Germany and France, or if Russia 
alone, should attempt to resist the op­
eration of the treaty by force. I have 
attempted to secure the views of the 
leaders of both parties on this point,but 
without exception they decline to ex­
press an opinion for publication. The 
issue is, of course, a very delicate one 
and English newspapers have not even 
referred to it because of the obvious 
fear of international complications.

The greatest importance was given 
during the past winter to the estab­
lishment of a good feeling between Rus- 
sia and England through the influence 
of the Prince of Wales with the new 
Czar, who is his nephew by marriage 
and the popularity which the prince 
received from it gives an impetus to the 
policy which has never been equaled 
Its first result was the amicable ar­
rangement of the Pamir frontier ques- 
tion, which had dragged for years and 
had twice nearly plunged the two na­
tions into war. The strong disposition 
of England is. therefore, to do noth- 
ing to interrupt this present friend- 
ship, and, while recognizing that Eng­
land s commercial interests and politi­
cal policy would lead her to do any- 
thing possible for Japan, the leaders 
of both parties in private conversation 
say it Is most probable England would 
go to the length of assisting Japan in 
a war with Russia. P in
To avert the necessity for this crisis all the efforts of the British Foreign 
Office are now directed to bringing 
about a peaceful settlement of Bine 
points at issue.

A SOUTH LONDON CASE SETTLED.

The cause celebre of Lewis vs. Alexander, 
which has dragged its weary length through 
the courts for many moons, was decided to­
day by the Supreme Court, Ottawa, in favor 
of the defendants, Messrs. Alexander, Leys, 
Cameron, Puddicombe et al. The plaintiff 
claimed that a drain or sewer used by the 
defendants was a nuisance and a personal 
injury to him, and he brought action to 
restrain them from continuing it. Defen­
dants won on the first injunction, lost on 
next, then won before the Court of Appeal. 
Plaintiff appealed to the Supreme Court, 
which decided against him.
WITHOUT A PASTOR.

At Adelaide Street Baptist Church yester­
day the pulpit was filled by Mr. McFarlan, a 
promising young student from Woodstock 
College, who preached acceptably. At the 
close of the morning service the members of 
the church were asked to remain, when a 
very brief note from Rev. D. M. Mihell was 
read, stating that he had definitely decided 
to sever his connection with Adelaide Street 
Church. Two weeks ago yesterday the 
reverend gentleman quite unexpectedly 
(to most of the congregation) tendered 
his resignation of the pastorate, to take 
effect at once. A business meeting was held 
the next Wednesday, when, by a consider­
able majority, Mr. Mihell was asked to 
withdraw his resignation. The pastor was 
not prepared to give a definite answer at 
once, but asked for a week’s time to con­
sider. This proposition was readily agreed 
to. When the week had expired, Mr. 
Mihell was not ready to reply, and the 
church requested that he give a definite 
answer by next Wednesday. The answer 
came on Sunday morning as stated. Rev. 
Mr. Mihell's reasons for resigning have not 
been made public.
A BICYCLE STOLEN.

A valuable Whitworth bicycle played 
a very prominent part in the prelimi­
nary hearing of Fred J. Grant at the 
court house on Saturday afternoon. 
Grant is a young man, living in Dela­
ware township, and he is alleged to 
have stolen the bicycle from Johnston 
& Bodkin’s store in Delaware village 
on Saturday night, Jan. 2. When Nor­
man Bodkin locked the store on that 
evening the wheel was there, but the 
following day the door was found un­
locked and the wheel gone. No trace 
of it was found until April 20, when 
Grant rode up to Bodkin’s on the wheel. 
Grant claimed to have bought the 
bicycle from a man in London, and pro­
duced a receipt for $61, signed “Nelson 
Beaugner." Bodkin recognized the 
wheel at once, but an examination 
showed that the original number, 4.935, 
had been destroyed and another num­
ber, 7,121, stamped on instead. Grant 
at a later date brought the wheel to 
Bodkin’s shop and left It, and further 
inquiries showed that no wheel num­
bered 7.121 had been issued by the 
Whitworth company. A few days ago 
the accused showed the receipt to High 
Constable Schram, and Grant unsus­
pectingly wrote a copy of it. The writ­
ing was very similar. It was also 
shown at the hearing that Grant ad­
mitted writing the first receipt, and 
also blamed the theft on George and 
Alex. Graham, of Caradoc. Grant was 
committed for trial. Mr. Magee acted 
for the Crown. Mr. J. M. McEvoy look­
ed after the prisoner’s interests, and 
Squire Lacey presided.

CHICAGO, May 4 —The market has been 
a puzzle for the past fortnight to everybody 
except to such as are convinced that it 'never 
would have sold under a dollar but for the 
wicked bears. They are always right on a 
bull market. It would probably be difficult to 
convince them that the fault has been with the 
market, and not with the tipster, so he will not 
make the attempt, but will his fellow sufferers 
be good enough to remember that previous to 
the late bulge ho was one of the very few per­
sistent bulls when other houses were bearish 
around 55c, and predicting 50c.

Market letters were so uniformly bullish as 
to attract considerable ridicule. Now that the 
market has advanced 10c the aforesaid houses 
are pumping their customers full of 75-cent 
predictions, and customers of K., H. Co. are 
inclined to complain that we hesitate to climb 
into the band wagon and follow the crowd. We 
can't help feeling that these eleventh hour 
prophets may possibly be as unsafe guides as 
they were around 55c. While aiming to give 
our customers the promptness and fullest in­
formation of any house in the trade, we want 
them all to exercise the great American 
privilege of doing as they please in regard to 
their trades.

Corn and oats have been sustained by the 
continued heavy shipments of corn and pre­
dictions of lighter receipts. The immediate 
situation had more weight with the trade than 
far off crop conditions. There is a growing 
belief that stocks of corn are light in the 
country, and that much higher prices will be 
seen in consequence of the expected scarcity, 
but the idea is new and the alleged scarcity is 
yet to be established. The market would 
doubtless bull if receipts should fall off 
materially, and the shipping demand continues 
as good as at present. It should be sold only on 
sharp bulges and on the breaks. It may be a 
purchase for the present

Provisions — The market has been weak, as 
indicated in our letters recently. There is too 
much stuff in sight. The demand for consum­
ption is not as good as wished, and hogs are 
coming in more freely than anticipated. The 
greater part being in prime condition, which 
will be likely to have a weakening effect on 
hard.
