]t the hundred fold in this life will nut be 
worldly comforts but heavenly joys and 
consolations. We are not called 
to make such sacrifices as the missionar­
ies, but we are called upon to partake of 
their reward by eome pecuniary assist­
ance to enable those self-sacrificing 
missionaries to spread the kingdom of 
our dear Redeemer on earth, and save 
souls from perdition. Who will refuse 
to do this according to his ability ? We 
do not ask any one to do without his or 
her ordinary worldly comforts; hut we 
ask, in the name of God, for help to do 
God's work. The reward will be im­
mense and eternal. The missionary has 
to make journey*. This he cannot do 
without money.passages in ships or 
otherwise must be paid. On arriving at 
the coniines of his mission he requires to 
get to the interior of the country. Must 
he walk and carry his clothes, books, 
altar, vestments and eveiything for the 
sacrifice of the mass ? Many are obliged 
to do so, but, with a little money, great 
time and labor can be saved. He can 
hire means of conveyance or even a ser­
vant or two to carry his baggage. Any 
one here, finding a missionary in this 
plight, would he not open his purse 
and give him a few dollars to save 
him from grievous labor and trouble?
Arriving at his mission he wants 
a lodging. A cabin will do him. and a 
little school chapel to collect into it his 
neophytes. He requires food and clothes, 
nothing can be procured without money.
His converts are too poor to help their 
missionary to live, so he is utterly de­
pendent on the alms of the Propagation 
of the Faith which you are going to con- 
tribute to. This, you are called upon in 
God's name, and in the name of His 
Church to-day, to do as largely as pos­
sible. If you saw these noble and holy 
missionaries in their distress and suffer­
ing, you would be moved to pity, which 
would elicit from your hearts a generous 
contribution. If you read the Annals of 
the Propagition of the Faith, you would 
there learn ot sufferings, privations, pa­
tience, and resignation to the will of God 
of these apostolic men. Those mission­
aries do not bring with them wives an-1 
families, and household furnishings, 
they go as the early Apostles did, “with­
out purse or scrip.” In China there is a 
small body ot holy women, whose occu­
pation is to secure the kingdom of Hea­
ven by baptism for multitudes of chil­
dren, cast oil* by their parents, as though 
they were little domestic animals that 
they did not wish to raise. These good 
women receive for eveiy child a small 
gratuity which enables them to live and 
bring the child to the Orphan Asylum.
Here are laymen, Brothers and Cate­
chists, who are employed m schools 
instructing the old ami young, 
good Sisters of Charity of various orders 
rivalling the men, and often surpassing 
them in their zeal and sufferings. As 
this world is constituted, money is re­
quired for everything to support and 
carry on this great work of evangelizing 
the heathen. We must not forget either 
that near at home we bave poor missions 
to help. God could evangelize the world 
by the ministry of Angels, but, out of 
love for us, He leaves it to men, that 
they may thereby purchase lor th 
selves the rewards of eternal life. The 
world, that is the worldly people, whose 
views do not mount to Heaven, but who 
have their hearts centred in the goods of 
this fleeting world, as though they were 
to last for ever, do not care lor the things 
of God, and strive to put all obstacles in 
the way of the spiritual progress of God’s 
Church, such as the governments we 
spoke of. But the zeal of the good Chris­
tian will bo rendered the more active as 
the opposition of the world is greater.
We must more frequently raise our minds 
above the things of earth, and consider 
the eternal rewards for good actions.

When a visit to a church is a condition for

gaining an indulgence, it is not necessary 
to visit a consecrated church.

When it is laid down as a condition 
for gaining an indulgence, for example, 
on the feast of the Patronus Ecclesiae, 
that a visit is to be made to the church 
or public oratory, is it necessary that 
the church or public oratory should be 
consecrated, oral least solemuly dedi 
cated ?

Consecration is not necessary, 
suffices if the c hurch or public oratory 
be blessed, with the form of blessing 
given in the Ritual, by a Bishop, or by a 
Priest delegated by him for the purpose.

Our respected correspondent will 
allow us to remark that there is no dis­
tinction between the consecration and 
the dedication of a church. They are 
two names for that solemn form of bless­
ing of a church, which is given in the 
Pontifical. “Dedicatio Ecclesiae,” writes 
Guyetus, “est ipsamet consecratio facta 
ab Episcopo solemn i ritu, qui in Ponti* 
ficali praescribitur,”

The yarn is gravely 
cabled across to America only to fall 
flit ; but perhaps some Englishmen are 
credulous enough to believe, first, that 
dynan?;t*,;s would blow up a children’s 
hospital from pure fivndislmess, and, 
second, that they would be idiots enough 
to t‘11 the police or papers of their in­
tention* beforehand. Even a Cockney
can hardly be expected to think that the 
London nolice were smart enough to find 
it out any other way. It is such brutal I 
falsehoods as this, and the spirit which 
inspires them, that makes England so 
detested wherever she is known. Titus 
G iles, it must bo remembered, was an 
Englishman as well as Guy Fawkes.

The Vail Mall Ga . tie makes fun of the 
old-woman panic of the Tinus, which it 
pronounces both undignified and foolish. 
“Never was there a greater mistake,” it 
says, “than to imagine that the suppres­
sion of papers and the selecting of plat 
forms is an effective method of waging 
war against the dynamitards. There is no 
villainous and ribald platform allowed to 
exist in Prussia, yet it was the merest 
chance that saved the Emperor at Nei- 
derwald.

Note. — It has been often asked how 
it is that Italy and France, once so Catho­
lic, should now lie so irreligious. The 
answer is a general one. The tendency to 
evil, of fallen human nature especially 
among the well to-do people, who love 
this world too much. Why did the Jew­
ish people, once so religious, and Govern­
ed from heaven through oracles, prophets 
and judges become irreligious, and instead 
of judges wish to have a king? Samuel 
the prophet consulted the Lord, and his 
answer was: “Hearken to the voices of the 
people, for they have not rejected you 
but Me” that 1 might lint resin over 
them, (1 Kings 8, 71.) The change of 
governor of Rome was not the act nor 
the desire of the people. Rome was 
taken by an irreligious and conquering 
army incited and helped on by Freeinsons 
and other sects hostile to the church. 
England give essential assistance in all 
the revolutionary movements of Italy; 
hence the gratuitde of the Italian states­
men lately expressed in their journals. 
Rome, on account of the mildness of tlie 
government of the Pope, and the great 
extent of liberty enjoyed there, became 
the centre where the discontented nf 
Italy took refuge.

Will you kindly give your opinion as 
to the legitimate use of a new Breviary 
—the edition printed ‘‘Taurini,” pub­
lisher “Romano,” A. n. 1 S7t>, and for sate 
in Dublin ? It has all the credentials of 
authorities except the “Approbatio Or- 
dinarii.” .

If the Breviary in question has not the 
“Approbatio Ordinarii,” it cannot be 
legitimately used. The Sacred Congre, 
ration of Rites has declared, over and 
over again, (7th April, 1832, lGtli Mardi, 
1833), that the decree of Urban VIII. 
regarding the Breviary to be used is in 
full force, and must be strictly observed. 
All priests know that this decree ot 
Pope Urban enacts “Ne quis Typo- 
graphorum Breviarium ltomanum Pii 
Pont. Max. jussu editum, dementis 
VIII. primum, nunc denuo ipsius Ur- 
bani, P. P. VUl. auctoritate recognitum, 
imprimere aut imprimi facere vel in 
lucem edere praesumat, sine licentia
Irdinarii loci, deeuperinscriptisobtenta 

ac in calce vel initio Breviarii semper 
impressa, quae Idem taciat de collatione 
istius Breviarii cum Breviario Romano 
typis Yaticanis anno MDCXXXII. ex- 
cusso et de reperta inter utrumque con- 
tormitate."

“ ‘Whereupon, when 1 was going to 
Damascus with authority and permission 
of the chief priests, at midday, O King, 1 
saw in the way a light from heaven above 
the brightness of the sun shining around 
about me, and them that were in company 
with me. And when we were all fallen 
down on the ground I heard a voice say­
ing to me in the Hebrew tongue : Haul, 
Saul ! why persecutes! thou Me? It is 
hard for thee to kick against the goad. 
And I said : Who art thou, Lord ? And 
the Lord answered : 1 am Jesus, whom 
thou persecutes!. But rise up and stand 
upon thy feet; for to this end have I ap 
peared to thee, that I may make thee a 
minister, and a witness of those things 
wherein I will appear to thee. Delivering 
thee from the people and from the nations 
unto which now 1 send thee. To open 
their eyes that they may be converted from 
darkness to light, and from the power of 
Satan to God, that they may receive for­
giveness of sins and a lot among the saints 
by the faith that is in Me.

“ ‘Whereupon, O King Agrippa, I was 
not incredulous to the Heavenly vision. 
But to them first that are at Damascus, 
and at Jerusalem, and unto all the coun­
try of Judea, and to the Gentiles, did I 
preach that they should do penance, and 
turn to God doing works worthy of pen­
ance. ’

“Of course such preachiug on the part 
of St. Paul and the angels, is an impos­
sibility. But St. Paul makes this strong 
supposition to teach us the strength, the 
reality, the unyielding character of faith ; 
stronger than the truths even of science 
itself, because it is the testimony of the 
Living God. And this is the faith and 
the morality realized that the community 
requires, that honesty requires in your 
public men, and in the private lives of all 
men and women. This is the faith that 
the nineteenth century needs ; and this is 
the Catholic Faith, the Faith of St. Paul.

“And while this faith is so certain, it is 
also most rational. Faith is belief in what 
we have not seen, on the testimony of 
others. As historic faith is belief in the 
past, in perçons in the past whom we have 
not seen, but whose existence is rendered 
certain by the testimony of others.

“Now, in proportion to the weight of 
the t.stimony must be the strength and 
depth of faith.

As the great rivers spring 
from the tame source on the mountain 
side, and ure lust in the same ocean, so the 
si-rvant of God have their beginning and 
their end in Him who is the beginning 
and the end of all things—in whom we 
live, move, aud have our being.

“And the lives of those great public 
servants of God are more like the lives of 
the solitaries than we imagine. There are 
hours of solitude as there are moments of 
still-flowing in the busy river. There art 
moments of solitude when the soul is 
united to God ; aud these are the moments 
of strength, when the divine energy is in­
fused into the soul for the great public 
work it has to perform. In the silence of 
the night, in communion with God, when 
the world bees not the soul, it is prepared 
for the work that startles the world, aud 
claims the admiration of men. Great 
souls are formed in the silence of the 
night, and the hidden power of Cod in the 
human soul is gained in strength-produc­
ing solitude.

“In the solitudes of Citeaux and Cer­
veaux, near to God, did the noble and 
tender coul of St. Bernard gain that 
energy which startled and sanctified an 
evil age. As it is, only the surface of the

A PHESBY I ERIAN CONDESCENSION.

N. Y. Freeman’s Journal.

Over in Brooklyn the other night there 
was held a meeting of Presbyterians to 
talk about Sunday school work. Kev. Dr. 
Cuyler, among other things, said :

‘•Forty yean ago ball of Hew York 
city was directly under the influence, relig­
iously speaking, of evangelical sentiment ; 
to-day the proportion is about one-fourth. 
We are the same iu Brooklyn. 1 don’t 
care at this time to enter into^he question 
of Roman Catholicism as against Protes­
tantism, but I will say that even the Word 
of God as preached by the first-named 
Church, with its errors and prejudices, is 
infinitely preferable 1.1 the black skepti­
cism of Iugersoll. Roman Catholics 
help us in the fight of order against mis­
rule.”

It will be considered v rateful not to 
express thankfulness lor the condescension

gentleman who represents a number 
of Presbyterians. Protestantism, which 
holds to some essential truths, while deny­
ing other essential truths, is, too, prefer­
able to “the black skepticism of Ingersoll.” 
But not “infinitely preferable,” for the 
difference between religious Protestantism 
and “black skepticism” is by no means 
infinite. Religious Protestantism, which 
year by year holds less Christian truth, is 
a gradual descent towards skepticism. The 
Catholic Church B immutable. Who 
truly say this of the Protestant sects i The 
Rer. Dr. Oayl r, if he observes carefully 
the signs of the times, must admit that the 

growing more and more skeptical, 
and natural religion—humanitarianism, it 
is called—is substituted for supernatural 
religion. The two opposing camp 
Chuich and “black fekeptici-m.” 
terianism and the rest are skirmishers that 
must be sooner or later absorbed by either 
of them.

^ For instance, here is the Rev. 11 cher 
Newton preaching skepticism—more or 
less “black”—from a pulpit as “orthodox” 
as the Rev. Dr. Cuylet’s. Mr. Newton is 
a Protestant ; he jeers at the Blessed 
Trinity, at tlm inspiration of the Sacred 
Scriptures. Nevertheless, he is a Pro­
testant, and the “orthodox” Bishop Potter 
dare not bring him to trial for heresy. 
Where is the lTote-tant who can claim to 
eav infallibly what heresy is /

Is there an authority in Dr. Cuy let’s 
denomination that can point out any 
doctrine of the Catholic Church as an 
error, as an infallible judge I If there is 
not, he ought to be very careful before 
he accuses the Church of “errors.”

Dr. Cuyler, somewhat ahead of his 
brethren, begins to see that the Church 
and religious Protestants are fighting a 
common enemy. But religious Protes­
tants have no rallying point, except the 
Bible, which unfortunately is wrested by 
each individual Protestant according to 
his inclinations. The Church, fixed in her 
interpretation of the Sacred Scriptures, 
permits no such divergence.

Mr. Newton may reason away the Bible 
by quoting from the Bible, and who shall 
say that he is not a Protestant, or that he 
has not that right ?

Not so very long ago the Presbyterian’s 
admission that the Church teaches the 
Word of God, and the Protestant Epis­
copalian’s denial of the Trinity, would 
have seemed equally culpable in the eyes 
of tne orthodox.

“GRATTAN”* PARLIAMENT Î”

mu. varnell’s speech at clonmel,

On dan vary 9tb, the Freedom <»f Cion- 
mel wu*» presented lu Mr. Parnell, iu the 
lown Hall, in the presence of all the town, 
it may be truly *aid. There was a great 
assembly of leading men, including muny 
priests.

The Town Clerk stated that Mr. Parnell 
was the first honorary freeman admitted 
to the freedom of Clonmel (cheers, and 
cries of “No one better deserves it”).

Mr. Parnell, after returning his thanks, 
said :—

The principle of local self government 
in Ireland is, of course, one entirely 
separate and distinct from that of national 
self-government. We claim fur Ireland 
and fur the masses of the peopl. the resti­
tution of her Parliament (cheers)—her 
independent Parliament, of which she 
cheated and deprived towards the close of 
the last century (cheers). That parliament 
was, in deed as well as in name, nn inde­
pendent one—it had a right to grant sup­
plies for imperial purports, as well as for 
lri»h purposes. If it had been composed of 
men of sincerity—men who were elected 
by the people of Ireland, instead of 
elected by a very small class amongst the 
people, undoubtedly it would have pre­
served the nationality of the country, aud 
strengthened its own constitution and 
power, and we should have in existence 
to-day nu assembly of which we would 
have been proud, and which would have 
been working fur the happiness, peace, 
and prosperity of Ireland, without the 
necessity for agitation, or fur movements 
such as that ot the Irish Land League, 
But the question uf local self-government 
is one which would have to be developed, 
even under an Irish Parliament. If 
we had an independent Irish Parliament to­
morrow— and we never can claim any­
thing less, Mr. Mayor, and we do not in­
tend to claim anything less, than the Par­
liament of Grattan (cheers)—if we had 
such an assembly, it would also be neces­
sary for us under its directing care and 
guidance to develop our imtitutions 
of local self-government (cheers). Even 
before we obtain the restitution of this 
body it will be possible for us to do much 
to strengthen, increase and develop those 
institutions of local government in Ire­
land, of which this Council of Clonmel is 
a conspicuous example (cheers). I believe 
that no country in the world is governed, 
so far as its local institutions are concerned, 
in so absolute a non-representative 
fashion (hear, hear). i have shown you 
that even corporations and town councils 
like your own, the best examples of gov­
ernment in Ireland, are so limited in their 
representation that they reflect the opin­
ion of but a small portion of the popula­
tion, nvd that therefore there is great 
room fur improvement in these bodies 
(hear, bear). I shall also now show 
that a* regards the rest of the local 
ernmerit ol Ireland still more pre-sing 
grounds exist for a wholesale and radical 
sweeping away of the present system. I 
do not think that you can sweep them 
totally and at once, but I think that it can 
be done gradually, and there can be sub­
stituted for the present system something 
better—I refer to the fiscal powers of the 
grand juries. Those fiscal bodies

ed by one man, the High Sheriff, and 
those bodies levy and spend taxes to the 
annual amount of over £1,000,000 ster­
ling in the country, it is quite certain 
that the further maintenance of these 
bodies is hopeless, and that their po 
must go to the elective bodies who repre­
sent the ratepayers of the county (hear, 
bear, and cheers). We can then look after 
the development of the industrial re­
sources of the country, wo can reclaim 
aud drain lauds, and attend to the making 
and improvement of our harbors, ami 
many other industrial matters to which I 
have not time now to further advert. 
Going further, however, and examining 
the system of local government in Ireland,
I have to point out to you that all the 
boards that control Irish departments 
non-representative, being nominated 
by the Lord Lieutenant of Ireland.
1 he Board of National Education, 
the Lu cal Government Board, the Fisheries 
Board, the Board of Intermediate Educa­
tion, the Board of Public Works, and a 
variety of other bodies of the same de­
scription and known by the same name, 
which gave rise to a witticism on the part 
of a celebrated man, that Ireland was the 
most lie-boarded country in the world 
(hear, hear). 1 cannot say that we could 
improve those bodies iu our claim for 
local government. We ask that they 
should be entirely swept away, and that 
some system representing the will of the 
people should be substituted in their 
place. I believe that all these things 
could be done concurrently with our 
movement for the restitution of national 
self government. The attainment of these 
reforms would not interfere with our 
chances of obtaining the larger reforms, 
nor is it to be taken by our enemies as an 
admission that we had given up our de­
mand for national rights (hear, hear, and 
cheers), and that we had ceased to attend 
to the many matters of vital importance 
to the country (cheers). At present the 
question of education, primary, interme­
diate, and univer.-ity, is upon a very un­
satisfactory footing (hear, hear). The 
National teachers are starved ; they ate 
left to live in houses not fit for the habit­
ation of pigs; their salaries are only on an 
average one-third of that which is given 
to their more fortunate brethren iu Eng­
land and Scotland. The education of the 
country is being directed after a fashion, 
under the auspices of the National Board 
of Education, that we are bound to repro­
bate and reform (hear, hear, and cheers). 
A o Irish history can be taught in any 
National school (cries of “shame”). You 
are prevented from learning the history 
of your country, and not only the history 
of your own country, but that of several 
other countries. It is a fact that there is 
more Irish historv taught in England 
under the School Boar l there than in the 
Irish schools under the so caUed Irish 
National Board of Education (cries of 
“shame”). If wo come to the question 
of Intermediate and University educa­
tion we find the grievances and
anomalies still more intensified (hear, 
hear,) and if we take some other 
boards to which I referred—namely, the 
Local Government Board and the Board of 
Public Work-—we also find that the most 
vital interests of the country aie commit­
ted to the hands of men who are mostly 
E iglishni'-n, men who are ignorant of our

Bishop John Ireland, i' 1J , of St. Paul, 

said there was a law belt 1 “*t at least one 
day in the week the sal » ns should be 
closed. The saloons should be closed on 
Sunday, so that the poor man should not 
bo exposed to temptation. Was the law 
observed ? There was a law that liquor 
should not be sold to minors or drunkards. 
Was the law observed ? There was and is 
a wide.-pread movement to disobey the law. 
The trallic continues, and the cry is raised 
that personal freedom is attacked. But it 
is the personal freedom to send men to the 
grave that is thus defended. He continued :

“Americans must rise in their majesty 
and say that these tilings shall not lie. 
The men who trallic in liquor have gone 
further. They have sought to take pos­
session of our municipal councils, our 
State legislatures, and even of Congress. 
Take the vilest of the dens and you can 
count the number of votes that it controls. 
The liquor trallic is so potent that it puts 
its men in office and keeps them there. 
The saloon-keeper gets the power and 
makes the laws. Oh, the sliatne of Amer­
ica, that the Ues-ings of freedom should 
be thus abused ; that the enemies of the 
people should be placed in power !

THE HHAME OF COWARDICE.
“But a few years ago there was an open 

attack on the Union by rebels. There 
was something honorable in the open 
efforts of rebels. But the opposition 
urged by the liquor trallic is secret, deadly 
and more dishuuuiable than the rebellion. 
The liquor men ate at work. They have 
the money to control votes, to purchase 
legislatures, and what are temperance 
men doing ? The energy that the liquor 
men display must be the example for the 
temperance men to follow. How is it 
that the power of manhood sull'rage has 
not before this remedied the evil ? When 
any liquor man is nominated the temper­
ance men should work honestly against 
him. Tell the men in ollice that they 
must enforce the law. See that they 
sustained by public opinion. The great 
want of the day is the strong, earnest dis­
play of an earnest public opinion in favor 
of temperance. Do you ever hear of 
great manifestations of Catholics to sus- 
tain the temperance law’s ? It is a shame 
that the freedom of worship is not main­
tained. It is because men will not stand 
up with votes in their hands and say that 
these da vs of bigotry and persecution 
mu*t cease. So it is with the temperance 
question. If it does not succeed it is be­
cause you are cowards, and do not dare to 
stand up fur what you believe to be patri­
otism and religion.

“The taloon-keepers must not be per­
mitted to open their saluons a few hours 
ou Sunday. The law says they shall be 
closed all day. To have them open a few 
hours would be the entering wedge to 
have them open all day. They are not to 
be trusted to make this trial. When they 
say they will sell only beer, we know they 
will sell all. We cannot compromise with 
evil.

WAR ON WHISKY.

THREE manor.* IN NEW YORK lecture on 
the EVILS OF INTEMPERANCE.

New York, January 31,18.S5, 
Three bishops, a large delegation of the 

local clergy, representatives from thirty- 
three Catholic temperance societies, and 
an immense congregation gathered iu the 

Church ot St. Paul the Apostle,new
Ninth avenue ami Sixtieth street, last 
night, at a grand temperance meeting, 
under the auspices of St. Paul’s Guild. 
The great church was brilliantly lighted, 
and the vast audience sat and stood pa­
tiently nearly three hours while the ser­
vices lasted.

The Paulist Fathers have been hard at 
work in the temperance cause, aud this 
meeting was but one of many that have 
been held under their direction. When 
this church was founded Father Hecker 
refused the proffered help of liquor deal­
ers. He toll them he did not want their 
money. The Fathers have been strenuous 
advocates of political action, and have 
used their intluence openly to secure tem­
perance legislation. The. meeting was 
opened by Father McMillen, uf the 
church, who introduced the speakers.

HISHOr KEANE.
Bishop Keane, of Richmond, spoke of 

the significance of this grand meeting in the 
early days of the new church. The sugges­
tions of the occasion were those of grati­
tude to God that he had made man, 
in the words of the Bible, “a little 
lower than the angels.” From the 
first, the devil had been envious of 
man, and was seeking all the time to 
drag man down. The Bishop continued :

“Take all the poor down-trodden men 
uf all the world, what means has the Evil 
Une made use of to work out his end i It 
is drink that has been the instrument of 
•.he devil’s work to drag men down. What 
is it that has ruined so many of God's 
loved ones 1 What injures men most, 
robs them of their own self-respect, of the 
dignity that God gave them ? It is think. 
Why should we not hate drink, then ? 
My heart is filled with indignation against, 
whatever instrumentality drags men 
down.

“God made man to be happy, and the 
•anetuary of the family is the holiest 
method of securing that happiness. The 
Church itself is called God’s family. The 
family is the unit of the Church, and it is 
God’s will that every chill should have 
for its mother the Child Jesus, and that 
each family should be the copy of the holy 
family of Nazareth. As the envy of the 
devil seeks to drag down individuals, it 
also seeks to drag down homes. Suppose 
you should visit all the home* from which 
the devil has driven happiness and purity, 
and made them the dwelling place of hat­
red. and ask what it is that has driven 
forth the happiness, what would be the 
answer ? It would ba that drink was the 
instrument of all that destruction.

“It cheers me to see 5,000 or C,000 citi­
zens of New York here, showing their in 
terest iu the work of temperance. The 
Catholic Church has spoken well her wish 
on this question, and the mandate has 
gone forth from the Plenary Council that 
the Sunday law must be observed, ami 
Catholics must seek to secure even more 
stringent laws. The words of the Church 
should be ever present iu the minds of 
Catholics. Priests and bishops must labor 
to induce Catholics in the liquor trallic to 
leave it, and to get some other way of 
obtaining a livelihood. God grant that 
the wont may be listened to. God grant 
that in New York it may soon be said 
that. Catholics aie leaving the liquor 
traffic.”

Priest, Rabbi and Minister.

If Christ has come, then 
the priest here is right, if He has not 
come, then 1 am right ; but in either case 
you are completely wrong.”

Young persons who have not completed 
their twenty-first year of age, and those 
who have reached the period of life 
when old age itself is an infirmity ; like­
wise the sick, nursing women, and all who 
are employed at hard labor, are free from 
the law of Fasting, and may therefore 
take their usual number of meals every 
day in Lent.

II. The law of Abstinence, which forms 
part of the penitential discipline of Lent, 
prohibits certain kinds of food, and all are 
uound by it who have completed their 
seventh year of age, unless they be actually 
sick or may have obtained a dispensa­
tion.

ia an amusing example of Mark Twain's 
humor. It in a description of a visit to 
Niagara :—“When you have examined 
the stupendous horse shoe Fall until you 
are satisfied you cannot improve on it, 
you return to America by the new suspen­
sion bridge, and followup the bank to 
where they exhibit the Cave of the Winds. 
Here 1 followed 
myself of all my clothing and put on a 
waterproof jacket and overall-. This cos- 
tume is picturesque, but not beautiful. A 
guide similarly dressed led the way down 
a flight of winding stairs which wound and 
wound, and still kept on winding long 
after the thing ceased to be a novelty 
then terminated long before it had begun 
to be a plea. ure. We were then well 
down under the precipice, but still con­
siderably above the level of the river. We 
now began to creep along flimsy bridges 
of a single plank, shielded from falling by 
a crazy wooden railing, to which 1 clung 
with both hands—nut because I was afraid, 
but because 1 wanted to. Presently the 
descent became steeper and the bridge 
flimsier, and sprays from the American 
Fall began to rain down on us in fast- 
increasing sheets that soon became blind­
ing, and after that our progress was mostly 
m the nature of groping. Now a furious 
wind began to rush out from behind the 
waterfall, which seemed determined to 
sweep us from the bridge and scatter us on 
the rocks and among the torrents below.
1 remarked that 1 wanted to go home. 
But it was too late. We were almost 
under the monstrous wall of water 
thundeiing down fiuui above, and speech 
was vain in the midst of such a pitiless 
crash of sound, in another moment the 
guide disappeared behind tbe grand 
deluge, and, bewildered by the thunder, 
driven helplessly by the wind, ami smitten 
by the arrowy tempest of rain, 1 followed. 
All was darknes-. Such a mad storming, 
roaring and bellowing of warring wind 
and water never crazed my ears before. 1 
bent my head and seemed to receive the 
Atlantic on my back. The world seemed 
going to destruction. I could not see 
anything, tbe 11 rod poured down so 
savagely. 1 raised my head with open 
mouth, and the most of the American cat­
aract went down my throat. And at this 
moment I discovered that the bridge had 
ceased, and we must trust for a foothold 
to the slippery ami precipitous rocks. 1 
never wa-so scared before and survived 
it. But we got through at last and 
emerged into the open day, where we 
could stand in front of the laced and 
frothy and seething world of descending 
water ami look at it. When l saw how 
much of it there wa-, and how fearfully in 
earnest it was, l was sorry 1 had gone be­
hind it. I said to the guide: ‘Son, did 
you know what kind of place tbi- was be­
fore you brought me down here ?’ ‘Yes.’ 
This was sufficient. He had known all 
the horror of the place, and yet he 
brought me there. 1 regarded it as delib­
erate arson.”

A great many people cannot see why it 

i* they do not Lake cold when exposed to 
cold winds and rain. The fact is, and it 
ought to be mure generally understood, 
that nearly every void is contracted in

Let a man go home tired or ex­
hausted, eat a full supper of starchy and 
vegetable foo l, occupy his miml intently 
for awhile, go to bed in a warm, close 
room, and if he doesn’t have a cold in the 
morning it will be a wonder. A drink of 
whisky or a glass or two of beer before 
supper will facilitate matters very much. 
People swallow more colds down their 
throats than they inhale or receive from 
contact with the air, no matter how cold or 
chilly it may be. Plain, hearty suppers 
are good to go to bed on, and are far more 
conducive to refreshing sleep than a glass 
of beer or a dose of chloral. In the esti­
mation of a great many this statement is 
rank heresy, but in the light of science, 
common-sense and experience it is gospel 
truth.

The injustice which our representatives 
in Canada received from the United States 
brethren in their refusal to accede to the 
petition presented by our represen­
tatives cannot for one moment be over­
looked.

Apart from its becoming a necessity to
