BERMUDA: ITS RELIGIOUS CON-
DITION.

Bermupa is 8 group of islands situated
about 670 miles South-east from S8audy Hook,
three days sail from New York by steamer.
‘There are numerous islands, over tbree hun-
dred, not more than twelve of which are in-
babited. We ¢njoy a climate of perpetual
spring, the thremometer ranges from 50° to
859, Our islands are principally known in
New York as the place from whence early po-
tat i and tomat are obtained

The inbabitants are of English descent, and

The Episcopal is the established church. It
pumbers eleven churches, and all persons not
in connection with other religious bodies are
called Episcopalians or churchmen. Accord-
ing to the last census, 1871, there were 9,000
Episcopslians, this includes children snd all,
from the cradle almost to the grave, though,
strictly speaking, there are not more than 1,500
bdona fide members of the Episcopal charch in
Berauda.

The Wesleyan Methodist Charch (here
terme | clapel, and society by some,) was
first established bere about sixty years ago by
the Rev. Mr. Stepbenson of England. He
was persecuted by the authorities and impris-
oned tor several months in the common jail for
preaching Metbodist doctrines, and bis bealth
suffcred so much in cousequence be was ob-
liged to leave for his bome. The good seed
planted by bis band bas, under divise c.an.
continued to grow despite every persecution,
and the cause of Methodism bas flourished in
our i-lands, and we now pumber 1,100 mem-
bers, and more are being added to the church
daily.

‘The above parenthetical aote is fouad in the
directions given the minister in the administra-
tion of baptism. Modslity not being an essen-
tial of baptism, it is understood that pouring,
sprinkling or immersion is baprism. Whilst
modality is not essential, it masy appear that
non-modality is essential.

Tt the Almighty caa be said to look with in-
difference on anything, we might suppnse it to
be so on the qnestion whether the worshiper
was in Jerusalem or Samaria when worshiping
God. The essential bere was not ol form or
place, but of spirit. And we camnot perceive
why modality, as mode in baptism, should be
of any more importance.

Is baptism a rule of action—a law ? Then, it
s0, we should look for some prescribed mode of
acting. But 1t is not a law—it is simply a re-
ligious service—a rite.

And yet, strange to sav, there are those who
look upom it as a legal exactpon. Baptism, i
thas put opon 4 legal basis, caonot be used to
attest our faith in Christ ; in fact, it sets aside
Jjustification by faith alone, and seek« itina
worse heresy than ‘hay and stubble’ In
short, there is no faich about it; it is all by
works—works after a legal mode—ilJolatry.
Now, bow much of this heresy is brought into
our Church by the above parentbetic:l door P
Justification by faith admits of no such thing
as the modality of a religious rite. Henoe, we
bold that any mode of baptism contsined in the
desigu of the rite is proper. Aond thas the pa-
rentbetical door of immersion is opened, and
scores bave come into our Cburch who trust in
the efficacy of the mode of baptism. Whatever
they may be, we are certain they are not Metb-
dists. -

As mode cannot obtain any ruling force in a
mere cermonial ri‘e, we bold that baptism is
properly pertormed by sprinkling, pouring or
immersion.

To bold exclusively to one of these modes is
to make baptism depend upoa that mode, and
salvation itself upon an act of legal obedience.
And are we thus justified ?

A candidate for baptism should be questioned
oo his views of baptism, and if he believe that
sprinkling, pouring or immersion (eigher) is
right, be may be baptized into the Methodist
Church by immersion, if that be his cboice-
But if he hold to immersion as the only mode
of baptism, either for himself or for otbers, ha
should not be received into tke Church.
Whatever be may be, be holds to a beresy that
plainly pronounces him no Methodist.

That preacber is but sfightly acquainted with
the terms of his commission who, by sutbority
of the above parenthetical note, administers the
rite of baptism by immersion with no inquiry
as to whether that mode is held in accordance
with Metbodist doctrine.

We bave seldom known an instance where an
applicant for baptism preferred immersion, but
beld that other modes were equally valid, who
did uot decline immersion when it was stripped
of some force that education or ‘ometbing of
the kind had thrown around it.

And of those in the Cburch who bave been
immersed (good Christian people) we bave
scarcely known any who were not beretical on
the subject of baptism.

The errors on the subject of baptism, as
taught by Basptists, Campbellites, and otbers,
are quite sufficient without lending our aid to
them.

And an indiscriminate immersing of all who
may be singular enough to apply for the mode
is lending our aid to the error, and should
cease.—St. Louis Christian Advocote.

THE GREAT LONE LAND.

LECTURE BY REV. DR. TAYLOR.

On Tuesday night Rev. Dr. Taylor delivered
his lecture on *‘ The Great Lone Land " in the
Association Hall.

His Worship L‘e Mayor occupied the chair,
and introduced the lecturer.

Dr. Taylor, on coming forward, first referred
to a remaik made to Napoleon Bonaparte by
one of his councillors to the effect that the col-
onies of Britain were ber sheet anchor, the sup-
port of her power, and to one made by Napo-
leon himself on the eve of Waterloo, thst
England should look wholly to ber commercial
and oaval affairs for her power. He next re-
terred to the extent of the British colonies,
three of them together were more than twice as
large as Europe, and two and a balt times as
large as the United States. British North
America is more than 100,000 square miles lar-
ger than the United States, their latest purchase
Alaska included. The population of one of her
colonies is almost as much as that of all the
European corntries. Her empire comprises
one-sixth ot the globe, and her Queen rules
over more than one-fifth of the world’s popula-
tion. Manitoba,—Indian, Manito-a pa, the
place of the Great Spirit,—which was travelled
over by the writer fcr ten weeks continuously,
from 4 a.m. to 8 p.m. each day, would be the
subject of the lecture, The prairies of tbis
province were covered with rich verdure and
flowers, and sometimes on rising in the morn-
ing, baving pitcbed their tent after dark, the
travellers would find that they bad slept literal-
ly on a bed of roses. This prairie was the fin-
est cattle pasture in the world. The lecturer
dreamed that he saw on it the vanguard of civ-
ilization, that it was spotted with towns, villa-
ges, churches and schoolbouses and millions of
people, farmbouses and cultivated fields yield-
ing abundance to support the millions on it
Think of the enormous size of this country.
North of the parallel of its soutbern boundary
there was situated in Europe the British Lsles,
part of France, Belgiom, Holland, Baggsia.
Denmark, Norway and Sweden, part ot Austris
and nearly all of Russia. Some appear to
think, bowever, that this continent is much
colder than Earope, but this is bardly the case.
The Eastern portion of it doubtless is, but in
British Columbia, north of the latitude of Mon-
treal, the lecturer had three beautiful boquets
placed on bis table on New Year's day.

The s0il ot Manitobs wss the best the lecturer
had s-en since be left the banks of the Nile,
and be kad travelled over three-quarters of the
world. It bad been eustomary to deposit the
manure in that place on the ice, to be floated
away dowa the river, the soil not requiring it ;
but a law has recently been passed not allowing
this, as the river was being obstructed thereby.
The valley ot the Saskétchewan comprises 20,-
000 square miles, and is as large as New Hamp-
shire and Vermont. The crops last year aver

aged as fo'lows: —Wheat, 45; oats, 60; and
barley, 50 busbels to the acre. From seven
bushels of seed potatoes, 750 bushels bad been
raised. He bad seen onions measuring seven-
teen inches round. In some places, over fifty
bushe!s per acre of barley had been raised, and
seventy five of oats. Some wheat weighed 75
pounds to a bushel The natural way for the
development of this country is by its rivers and
and lakes, the 8 -katchewan being its natural
bighway, being 1,300 miles long. Four bus-
dred thousand square milcs of the continent
sheds its waters into Lake Winnipeg alone, a
country four times as large as Great Britain and
twice as large as France. There were two
steamboats on that river now running over one
thousand miles. The lecturer suggested that

steamers with scows attached be used tp bring
up immiprants and their effects, bringing back
square timber and eual. Let every means at
band be u'ilized to open the country, and as
s00n as possible let the railway be built. The
country north of the forty ninth parallel, would
make forty States as large as Ohio, and twenty
as large as Massachusetts, and we could not be
merged, as some Americans would appear to
desire, into the United States ; we are not only

The lec'urer
next referred to the great advantage the Pacific
Railway would be in fetching timber from Brit-
ish Columbia, one of the best timber countries
of the world, &c., and closed by urging the ne-

No true minister of the gospel desires to
avoid work. His real wish iuodou-udui
possible, tnd ‘o do it well. 1t is very easy loran |
uncharitable spirit to mi-construe the sugges- |
tions made by pastors as a desire 0 shirk work |
'-bez: it is really an expression of s wish to ac- '
{ complish more. The lives of most popular |
ministers areso frittered away by ihnse who re- |
ally love them, that we propose to mike a lew ‘
saggestions or their benefit in geveral. |

Let pothing be done by the pastor which can |
be done by any other member ol the congrega-
tion. This will leave bim free to use all bis
powers ia the doing of that which canoot be
done by any one else.

Let bis Sundays be sacred. Do not appoint
a funeral or a marriage on Sunday. Do not
step into bis study to give bim some informa-
tion, or to make some reqnest. If be is in
proper condition for preaching, be probably
cannot wudsrstand you. His whole soul ought
to be wrapped up in his sermon. Let every
one keep clear from the minister uatil be is
through with his Sunday's Jabor. Let him have
all bis vital forces for the pu'pi’.

Do not go about creating work tor your pastor.
Do not make loose statements as to what he
eaid in the pulpit or in private lite, which may
keep bim busy in making exp'snations. Do
not send to bim everybody tbat you know.
Do not sead for him to visit all the sick people
that you know. Discriminate. It the sick
man bave never seen your pastor, any other
minister is as good for bim as that pastor. Let
him select. If he know no minister, send for
the mearest. !

Never go to a clergyman to conduct the
funeral services after the hour bas been fixed
and bas been announced in the papers. An
bour or so later might suit bim and be just as
good for you. The bour you bave appointed
may cooflict with several otber arrangements.
It may be the bour at which he eats. A pro-
fessional man's working condition depends upon
his esting every day at the same hour. Tbe
minister may have another engagement at the
apooisted time, and it may give him an hour of
trouble to postpone it ; or, failing to make such
postponement, be may give others much trouble
and cre ate for himself a reputation for being
unpunctual.

Moreover, when practicable, employ the
sexton of the church whose pastor is to offici-
ate at the fuceral. He will know the pastor's
babit of study and work, and thes much time
may be saved.

Perbaps this is enough fer ons lesson.

THE POPE AT HOME.

The Pope is at present believed to be living
in gloomy seclusion in the halls ot the Vatican.
He is never seen in public. Now and then de-
putations ot the faithlul charged with embas-
sies to the Holy Father are granted admission
to the Papal palace ; and on these oceasions he
always appears surrounded with the trappings
of martyrdom. Those, bowever, who are al-
lowed to go behind the scenes tell us that the
babitual sttitude of the Pontiff is anything but
that of tearful remonstrance. His voluntary
monasticism seems to agree with him. The
mental relief from the anxieties of temporal
power have so visibly improved the Pope's
physical state that ‘ every obe observes with
wonder and almost with stupefactioa the florid
and robust health of the Holy Father. He
seems 1o be almost miraculously ‘rejuvenised
and transfigured.’ [is bearing is almost
youthful; bis eyes are full of brightness; his
cheeks rosy ; his voice sonorous, and his ‘ ap-
petite very great.' He is in excellent spirits,
and full of confidence in & speedy restoration
ot the temporal power. The Pope's elasticity
of mind takes a malicious turn. He is perpet-
ually jesting at the expense of his Prelates, all
of whom be scolds severely. but es;ecially An-
tonelli, who has the honour of either being well
scolded or turped into ridicule. Although
credited with serpentine cunning, the Pontiff is
childishly ingenious, and ignorant of the ways
of the world to an extent that is scarcely cred-
ible. The Vatican he knows is at war wi b all
the world, and yet of the real bearing of the
struggle he is quite ignorant. The homage
aod adoration of the crowds of visitors who
now throng the city delude him into the notion

LETTER FROM MONTREAL.
Dear Mr. Editor,~This fifth month of
the year is the beginning of the
month of continuous winter in this region.
Scores of men have been employed in break-
ing up, and removing the masses of rock ice
which by the subsidence of the water have
been left on the wharves.
The first arrival from sea at Quebec was
that of the Allan steamship ** Sarmatian.”
But a few weeks since she was within the
tropics on the west coast of Africa. Thence
she carried troops to Fogland. She has
brought to Cavada more than six hundred
emigrants, chiefly farm labourers from the
Midlaod counties. The ice bridge at Que-
bec being ¢ firm as granite’ with a May-pole
erected upon it, the ship was compelled to
anchor at Indian Cove, a few miles below
Before her passengers could be landed a
snow storm arose which lasted for maoy
hours. The road previously bad, was thus
made impassable. The people consequent-
ly had to remain in the ship for nearly a
week. How their hearts must have sunk

The early sowing on the
farms was about ended. On reaching the

TALMAGE AND HIS TABERNACLE.

BY REV. DAVIS W. CLARK.

CONSECRATED EARNESTNESS.

If Mr. Talmage had needed an introdue-
to American society, the recent dedication of
bis Tabernacle—the largest Frotestant house
of worship in this country—would bave ac-
complished this for him. Bat the truth is,
he meeded nothing of the kind. Nebody can
tell when (if ever) he was formally ** present-
ed "to us; but somehow be has insinuated
bimself into the pcople’s thinking and talking
and his place scems well assured. Ho s
probably almost as widely known as Mr.
Beecher is, although his career has been much
briefer. It scems hardly possible to us that
it was only five years ago that Talmage moved
to Brooklyn, and that it was only then his
wider fame began. Only five years! But
how the time bas been packed with intensest
industry! Let us glance at the results.

The Church of which Mr. Talmage is pastor
was almost in its death thro> when bhe was
called to it, baviog a total of but nineteen
members. One Bunday, last month, the
pastor reeeived isto his society three hundred
converts, the harvest of a single year Kvery
Sunday he has between three and four thous-
and listeners, perhaps the largest Sunday
congregation that assembles in our country.
Besides performing all the fuuctions of & min-
ister and pastor, Mr Talmage conducts his
“ Lay College,” and writes from four to five
columns a week for his Christian at Work
Within five years be bas built two immense
and costly churches, the second replacing the
first which was destroyed by fire. Such la-
boriousness has rarely been surpassed. It is
the * high pressure ” life, characteristic of
the times in which we live—a life which is
perbaps least reprehensible in the Christian
minister.

CONSECRATED ERCCENTRICITY.

Mr. Talmage's eccentricity is a proverb.
He seems to delight in strange texts and un-
usual phraseology. Some are shocked by his
utter departure from ministerial propriety of
diction ; but others delight in it. His p cu.
liar style appears to be entirely indigenous
to him. [t characterized him while in eollege,
and made hinwthe favorite of the literary
arena. The trath is, it would be unnatural
for him fo preach in any other way ; and who
will assume the responsibility of saying he
ought to?

JAPAN.

WAR DECLARED AGAINST THE IsLAND OF
FORMOSA=—=A GREAT STRUGGLE BATWEEN
CHINA AND JAPAN NOT IMPROBABLE—
Tae NeEw PARLIAMENT

Yoxkuama, April 7.—The cost of putt-
ing down the rebellion is officially stated at
$2,000,000. This is probably somewhat
more than the actual cost ; but there is no
doubt that the Mikado's treasury has suffer-
ed by his recent enforced war against his
subjects. The insurrection has had one ef-
fect upon the goveroment of Japan which
may or may not be productive of good in
the future. The battle cry of the Samourai
was *“ On to Corea,” and the Mikado has
awakened to the fact, that a foreign war
of some kind is just now a necessity. Corea
is just now the natural enemy of Japan,
and to Corea the Samourai are anxious to
be taken. But Iwakura fears to declare
war against the Coreacs, because he knows
that iu that case Russia would step in and
snatch that maguificent prize from the possi-
ble future grasp of Japan. But war is ne-
cessary to undo the effects of the late re-
bellion, and g0 war has been declared with
high-sounding words and with a great flour-
ish of trumpets against the little island of
Formosa.

Formosa is a beautiful little Island in the
North China Sea, which, while nom-
inally independent, owes a sort of half-way
allegiance to Chioa. A great part of the
island is indeed occupied by the Chinese,
who have driven the natives back and taken
possession of the most valuable portions.
The natives of Formosa are wild and sav-
age, and are addicted to eannibalistic pro-
peosities. In December of last year a Ja-
pavese juok, belonging to Loo Choo, a
group of islands which owe a semi-allegiaace
to both China and Japan, was wrecked of
the coast of Formosa. Her crew managed
to reach the shore, when they were seized
by the natives, killed, and eaten. The Loo-
Choonns are weak and they appealed to
Japan to avenge the death of their country-
men, Now, in ordinary times Iwakura
would bave allowed any pumber of canni-
bals to eat any number of Loo-Chooaus
without giving the matter a moment’s con-

DANGER OF WAR WITH CHINA.

If the little island of Formosa were
completely indepeadent, this new venture of
Iwakura would very soon end in victory.
But Formosa is to a certain extent depend-
ent upon China, and this little war upon
Formosa may ultimately end in & grand
war between Japan and Chioa. No love
is lost between the two races of celestials,
and the killing of one Chinaman in Formo-
sa would inevitably result in a war between
the two nations.

A BHAM PARLIAMENT,

One great benefit which has indirectly
accrued from the recent insurrection is the
establishment of a Parliament. The Mika-
do has given his spoction to the scheme,
and it is to be carried into execution at
once. There will be two houses, the upper
and the lower. The upper house will be
similar to the House of Lords in Eoagland,
and the members will be nominated by the
Mikado from among the promineot nobles.
The lower house will be the popular body,
and will be elected by the people at large,
as the House of Representatives is elected
in the United States. This is one great
step toward progress, bat no real power is
given to @e people, The concurrence of
both houses will be necessary to the pas-
sage of laws. Bat Iwakura has no inten-
tion to renounce one tittle of his power.
The members of the upper house being ap-
poioted by him will of course hold the ten-
ure of their office upon his will, and no
measure which be opposes can by any
means pass the upper house. The simple
people will accept the shadow as the sub-
stance. There is no doubt that the estab-
lishmeunt of this Parliament will do more
to calm the wide-spread disconteut than all
the foreign wars which could be under any
pretext undertaken.—N. Y. World.

THE ENGLISH CHILDREN.
Sir,—As the public have been informed
through your colamns, Mra. Birt landed here
on the 20th April witha party of 73 children,
who were at once accommodated in the Indus-
trial School and St. Paul’s Girls' Home, and
the allotments were made without delay, so
that notices were sent out by mail the same
evening to applicants, informing them of date
and place of distribution.

With over 200 applicants and oaly 73 chil-
dren to be placed out, it was impossible to
meet everyone's wishes. and the same princi-
ple as before was observed—of first supply-
ing those who offered to adopt them, and next
—takiog in order of application—those who
wanted children for service,

A most interesting public meeting was held
in New Glasgow on the 28th April, at which
Mrs Birt aod 35 of ber children were pre-
sent; Mrs. Birt addressed the meeting for
more than an hour, and was received with

great cordiality and listened to with much a
tention.  The 85 children were all placed out
in the peighborhuod of New Glasgow,

Tue Prussian Postmaster Geveral has
given to the nation a most intesting account
of the extent and labors of the German
Post-office Department, in which we fiod
a reference to the administration of postal
matters in the army during the war, The
family correspondence between the German
soldiers and their friends at home was sim-
ply enormous. From July, 1870, till the
last of Mareh, 1871, the army post forward-
ed ninety million of letters, that is 315,000
daily. When the German army spoke to
to the Fatherland in the thundering echoes
of its victories, each individual soldier
spoke with his dear ones at home through
the voice of the army post, and these sent
back their thanks and congratulations, their
crystallized tears of joy and satisfaction
through the same magic chaonel. This
iotimate and heart-felt intercourse, doubt-
less, did much toward inspiring the soldiers
in their arduous and dangerous tasks.
Powder, bread and letters, where the three
prime necessities of the (German host, and
when these letters come duly to hand,
every other privation was lightly‘estimated.
When the army-post wagon came in sight

every morniug, it was received with roas-

ing cheers of joy, and surrounded by a

BEATEN BY BEES.

Aoxious to botanize in the depths of a pri-
meval forest, Schweinfurth proceeded in a
north-easterly direction. His plan, however,
was frustrated by an incident, which be saye
be cannot recall without a shudder. As the
wind was contrary to their course, it was ne-
cessary that the boat should be towed through
by the crew. As the rope was being drawan
along through the grass on the banks, it bap-
pened that it disturbed a swarm of bees !

In a momeat, like a great cloud, they burst
upon the men who were dragging. Every one
of them threw himself headlong into the water,
and harried to regain the boat. The swarm
followed at tueir heels, and in a few seconds
filled every nook and cranny of the deck. With-
out any foreboding of ill, I was arranging my
plants in my eabin, when I beard all around s
scampering which I took at first to be merely
the follies of my pedple. as that was the order
of the day. I called out to enquire the mean-
ing of the noise, but only got excited gestures
apd reproachful looks in answer. The cry of
* Bees ! bees !” soon broke upon my esr, and
I proceeded to light a pipe. My attempt was
entirely io vaio. In an instant bees in thous-
ands are about me, and I am me1 cilessly stung
all over my face and bands. To no purpose do
I try to protect my faze with a bandkerchief,
and the more I fling my hands about, the more
violent becomes the impetuosity of the irritated
insects. The maddening pain is now on my
cheek, now in my eye, now in my bair. The
dogs from under my bed burst out frantically,
overturning everything in their way. Losing
well-nigh all control over myself, I fling myself
in despair into the river; I dive down. but all
in vain, for the stings rain down still upoa my
head. Not beeding the warnings of my peo-
ple, I ereep through the reedy grass to the
swampy bank. All at once four powerful arms
seize me, and drag me back with such force that
I think I must be choked in the mud. I am
compelled to go back on board, and flight is not
to be thought of. In the eooling moisture I
bad so far recovered my self-possession, that
it occurred to me to drag a sheet irom my chest,
and thus at last I found some protection, but I
bad first graduslly to crush the bees which I
bad enclosed with me within this covering.
Meantime. by great self-denial and courage on
the part of my excellent people, my large dog
was brought on board to me, and covered with
cloths ; the other, an animal from Kbartoom,
was unfortunately lost. Cowering down con-
vulsively, I lingered out thus three ‘ull bhours,
while the buzzing continued uninterruptedly,
and solitary stings pesetrated periodically
through the linea. Every one by degrees be-
came equally passive as myself; at length a
perfect silence reigned on board ; the bees sub-
sided into quietness. Meanwhile, some coura-
geous men had crept stealthily to the bank,
and bad succeeded in setting fire to the reeds.
The smoke rose to their assistance, and thus
they cootrived to scare away the bees from the
boat, and setting it afloat they drove is to the
otber bank. Had the thoughs of the fire oceur-
red at first, our misfortunes would have assumed
a moch milder character, but in the suddenness
of the attack every one lost all presence of mind.
Free trom further apprehension, we could now
examine our injuries. With the belp ot a look-
ing-glass and a pair of pincers I extracted all
the stings from my face and bands, and incon-
venience in those places soon passed away. But
it was impossible to discover the stings in my
bair; many of them bad been broken off short
in the midst of the fray, and remained behind,
produeing little ulcers, which for two days were
acutely painful.

A MESSAGE TO A KING.

In the early part of the reign of Alexander

His stolen study of the Holy Book soon in-
fluenced the character and manners of the once
baughty soble, so that all who dared to do so0
sneered at him.

In course of time Napoleon invaded Rassia,
and all St. Petersburg prepared either to fight
or flee. Galitzin alooe remained unmoved. His
palsce was undergoing extensive repairs, and
be continued to superintend them as composed-
ly as if his country was in the midst of the pro-
foundest peace.

The Czar was astonished at the apparent un-
concern of his favorite prince, and betore put-
ting himself at the bead of his armiss be called
on him, balf fearing for the soundness ot Galit-
zin's patriotism.

* What does it mean,’ said he, * that you go
on building when every one else prepares to
flee ?'

* The Lord is my delence, sire,” answered
Galitzin; ‘I am as safe bere as anywhere.’

Alexander demanded to know where be had
found this new confidence, and the prince show-
ed bim his Bible. Strange as it may seem, it
was the first Bible the Csar had ever seen.

The first place which be opened was at the
91st Psalm: ¢ He that dwelleth in the secret
place of the Most High shall abide under the
shadow of the Almighty,’ etc., and Galitzin read
to bim the whole of that sweet grand scrip‘ure.

Profoundly impressed, the Czar repaired to
the catbedral for public worship preparatory to
departing on bis campaign. The priest who
conducted the service chose, by a singular co
incidence, the 91st Psalm to read. *He that
dwelleth in the secret place of the Most High,
shall abide under the shadow of the Almighty.’

* Did Galitsin tell you to select that?' said
Alexander.

¢ I bave not seen Galitzin," said the priest.
‘I only prayed the Lord to be guide in my
choice.’

The Czar went a day’s march with his army,
and in the evening feeling anxious and serious,
be ordered his chaplain to read to him in bis
tent. The chaplain began to read, *‘ He that
dwelleth in the secret place of the Most High
shall abide under the shadow of the Almighty'—

¢« Hold,' cried Alexander: * did Galitzin tell
you to read that to me ?’

¢ Assuredly not, sire,’ said the chaplain; ¢ J
asked God to diree! me to a passage, and then
I felt constrained to select this Psalm.’

From that time Alexander secretly got ancess
to a Bible every day, and read it with wonder
and delight. And when divine Providence
scattered the great Army of Napoleon, and
drove it out of Bussia with a loss 450,000 men,
the Czar returned to bis capital, borrowed
Galitzin’s Bible, and spplied bimself eagerly to
t* e study of its precious pages, until the Holy
Spirit taught bim to make it the rule of his life.

Some years afterward two missionaries who
were preaching and teaching the Scriptures in
8t. Petersburg learned this story from the mouth
of Prince Galitzin, and beard the Czar himselt
coofirm it, during an impressive and memorable
interview which be granted them at the pa'ace.
One of those missionaries was Stephen Grellet,
a Quaker, who recorded the facts ia bis journal,

A GENTLEMAN who bad been using the boat
of & pious waterman, asked bim if be did not
make seven days in the week? *No, sir,’ be
replied, * that would be taking what does mot
belong to me.

SUMMER CARE OF HORSES.

The horse is of more value to man than all
otber animals of the earth; he bas been the
obedient and constant friend of man tor near
four thousand years, ever ready at his master's
bidding, rewarding bim with bis lsbor, in pro-
portion to the skill and kindoess of using him.
Treat him kindly and gently and be will come
from the pastare at your calling ; be bas coufi-
dence i you; but treat him with barshness and
brute force, and you awaken in him the worst
teelings of his noble nature; he does not obey
you only as ke is forced to; it you want bim
from the pasture you must get help and corner
him and catch bim by force; he does not like
your company; by your rougbness with him
you have awakened his wvicious nature and
made bhim a dangerous and unprofi able ser-
vant.

But bis bealth and comfort we should look
after when we require bis constant labor in the
long and bot days of summer. Many farmers
do not appear to think or care sbout the com-
fort of their horses, they will imprison them of
nights in the stable on & bard floor, and even
tie them op with a rope round their neck, and
feed them on dry corn every meal all summer,
with salt once a week.

Reader, just think of this matter for a mo-
ment. Suppose you were to work for this sea-
son, and I should set before you corn bread,
meat and coffee every meal, without change and
without salt; would you not think that I kept
a poor boarding bouse? Your borse bas the
same opinion of you. I jeed my borses in the
ollowing manner. For six horses I !l a bar-
rel with eorn, | then cover the corn with water,
adding a bandful of salt. I feed them corn tor
breaklast and feed a cut mess of sheat oats and
bran for dinner, with a very little salt added;
tor supper Iieed oats; occasionally I give a
feed of corn not soaked, and in this way | man-
age to bave a change often. My horses are
contented, they eat all I give them; are never
sick and are always ready and able to do what
is required ot them. I do net imprison my
horses in the stable, but let them have the lib-
erty of the pasture, Beld, or stable as they de-
sire. When convenient, [ water my horses be-
tween meals during the bot days of summer,
out allow them to take but a little at a time

That it a farmer is obliged to keep his cattle
on a limited allowance or an inferior food it is
better to stint them early in the season, or give
them the poor food first. The reverse of both
these propositions is the trath.

That farmers, in putting their crops mto the
earth, should pay attention to the phaves of the
moon on land well manured, well tilled, and
the se2d put ia good season. The moon never
does any injury.

That the Canada thistle does not vegetate
sod bence is not injurious in grass or other
seeds. Canada thistle seed will vegetate, and
and be who knowingly seils this reed with other
seeds deserves a place in the penitentiary.

In tilling the earth some farmers go upon
the same principle that regulates their business
intercourse with men —they must be sure to
get the advantage of the trade, and if this can-
not be secured without, they may cheat and de-
ceive the person with whom they deal ; and they
think to practice the same artifice upon Old
Mother Earth. You will see them on the
grounds in the spring, apparently supposing
that earth bas forgctien the exbausting crops
that were taken from her last season. Perbaps
they will give a sprinkling of manure, and
throw it on s0 as to make the earth think it bas
a noble lot. Well, they go to work, but the
earth won't be cheated—she will reward every
man according to his works, and tell the truth
in the autuma.

TESTING SEED CORN.

I notice in your paper a recommendation to
try seed corn this year, by putting it in earth
betore plinting time, on account of the imper-
fect ripening last fall.

There is no particular objection to this course,
bat I think there is a simpler and easier method
of testing its vitality, and equally sure, Oa the
upper side of the kernel, or the side next to the
tip of ths ear, is a cove or identation. At th»
bottom of this cove lies the gurm, and very near
the surface, being covered with little else than
the thia bull of the kernel.

It the seed possesses vitality, this g2rm will
be plainly visibls in the torm of a narrow,
rounded cord, or stripe, raoning irom the head
of tbe cove towards the point of the kernel, and
usually ot 8 dark: r colour than the general sur-
face of the cove. It it not necessary that the
germ should form a rilge through the bottom
of the cove. [Its appearaace is more as it 1m-
bedded ia the kernel and slightly covered with
a semi-transparsnt surface. If the enamel of
the cove is bright and smooth and this liue visi-
ble, we may be sure the seed will germinate.
If the surface of the cove is dull and wrinkled
and no line visible, it will be useless to test it
in earth,

Let any one not accustomed to observe these
indications, take a bright, sourd ear and a de-
cidedly umipe one, break them in the middle,
and look at the kernels in fBe~break on the
stem halves and be will at once sce the differ-
ence.

By this rule I bave se¢jected seed from the
erib from amidst much that was unsound, and
with unfailing success. Many doubiless ynder-
stand all this ; but it may be well to repeat it at
this time.—J. Y. S., in Western Farmer.

DURABILITY OF POSTS.

A correspondent of the Western Bural gives
the following as bis experience in reference to
the preserving power of coal gas tar. The
posts of whieb he speaks, it will be seen, bave
been in use twenty years:

¢In June, 1853, 1 employed men to go in the
woods on my place, cut aoy trees that were
about the size needed for fence posts, say from
ten inches in diameter at base to six inshes or
even down to five at the top of the post. They
cut ash, maple, elm, beech, chesnut, etc.—I
can bardly remember just wbat. The posts
were cut to a length in the woods, and stripped
of the bark; then they were drawn down :o
the line of jence for planting, then each post
was dressed 10 stand four feet out of the ground,
and then it was dipped and swabbed in & bar-
rel two thirds filled with gas tar, in which one-
balt bushel of fresh stone lime had been dis-
solved and intermixed. The posts of that
fence were good last year, when they were
mainly removed to give place to the bedge of ar.
bor vitee | bad plasted. A fow yet stand be-
bind the: line of the arbor vile bedge and
against a belt of Mabaleb cherries; they
are sound to-day. The soil was and is a cold,
springy, wet, gravelly clay.’

WIHAT TREES SHOW.

The Canada Farmer says forest $rees and
indigenous plants may be regarded as expoa-
ents of the pbysical coudition of the soil rather
than of its chemical composition. A soil on
which oak, hickory, and tulip or yellow poplar,
are the principal trees of 1be pative forest, is
most suitable for the growth of wheat. Maple
and beech produeing soil is better adapted to
Spring god Sumamer crops, sach as barley, corn
and potatoes. The adaptation of ‘white-oak
#0il’ to winter wheat, and tbe beech and maple
to spring crops, shows that it is the physical
condition that determines the fitness of the soils
tor cuktivated crops ; for we have only to bear in
ny'nd that winter wbeat, barley oats and corn
are identieal n chemical composition. In both
varities of soil, the chemical constituents which
are necessary to the growth of beech, maple,
poplar and bickory, wheat, barley, cora and po-
tatoes are present, but tre physical condition,
or mechanical texture of the two, is different.

HOW TO WATER HORSES.

One writer says, Never water immediately
before or atter feeding. 1 say that if a horse
is thirsty, always give him drink, and be will
thank you for it. I bave often seen horses put
in the stable at noon for an hour or two, and
not-eat & pound of hay or graia, but looking
wistlully for water, and thea their carelul own-
er, who would not let them bave water when
warm, will come to give them enough to kill,
and drive the remainder of the day on two
buckets of water and no feed. Ten chances to
one his horse gives out with bim, or gets sick
belore night. Nov, I say, give the horse wa-
ter il be is ever so warm ; give him a swallow,
rinse out bis mouth and mostrils, give him a
bite ot bay, in a short time & little more water,
but net too much. If be is watered several
times, a little at a time, until be is satisffed, be
will not drink more than balf what be would
it you would let bim gulp it down all at occe.
—Cor. Tribune.
