Lay Preachers
It ia well known that lay preaching is a part 

of the economy of Methodism, and has been 
from ita origin, not only for the purpose of giving 
exercise to the talent* of such aa may be found 
qualified for such a work, but also to aid the 
Itinerant Ministry in giving the Gospel a wider 
diffusion, than they otherwise could. Whatever 
may be the defects of the itinerant system, it is 
admitted on all hands, that by it, a much wider 
field may be cultivated, with a given amount of 
means, than by a settled ministry ; and how 
could this be done without the unpaid instru­
mentality of lay preaching. This being the case, 
Methodism is bound by interest as well as 
principle to sustain those men who, foregoing 

called by the Church to go 
forth, without hope of other rexvAfc then the 
smiles of Heaven, Sabbath after Sabbath, to la­
bour for the spiritual comfort and edification of 
their brethren on the circuit. Aa wide aa our 
circuit* are, we all know that our ministers sn­
oot too well paid, arid bow would it be, were the 
circuits curtailed so tBat every appointment could 
have Sabbath preaching, aa they would have to 
be if the office of local preacher were abolished ? 
Why, the burden not sustained by the circuits 

ould then have to be borne by half the number 
of members, and doubtless, those who say we 
don't want local preacher* sent to us, would 
be amongst the first to murmur under the load. 

If a circuit can be supplied with the gospel 
ore cheaply and largely by a junction of itin­

erant and lay preaching, the same principle ap­
plies to the evangelisation of the world, and with 
the present stinted liberality of the churches this 
is a great deaideratum—abolish lay preaching, 
and itineracy must die, and Methodism must 
lose her aggressive character on the kingdom of 
Satan, which now distinguishes her) a fact 
which would be a dire calamity to the interests 
of religion. Our love-leasts would dwindle into 
mere congregational gatherings, and lose the 
interest and unction which now attend them, and 
Methodists instead of feeling that connexional 
tie which now binds them together eo widely, 
would soon peas into frigid estrangement end 
locality of feeling. It would appear then to be 
the interest of both clergy end laity in our 
Church to give their ley preacher» due encour­
agement, for otherwise, they themselves will 
facilitate the growing tendency in our circuits to 
do them awey, by showing neglect for neglect, 
and indifference for thankleasnesa. As officers 
in the Church, appointed under it» system for 
its benefit, we ask not your attendance on our 
ministrations as a fever to us, but ae » duty you 
have pledged yourselves to. We know we can­
not, with as much polish and learning, preach to 
you as our ordained brethren, from our secular 
relation* in life, but we «foil» to feel aa strong a 
desire for your welfare and that of the circuits 
on which wc live, and cannot divest ourselves of 
the opinion, that religion should be dear to the 
true Christian, whether in » plain or a gorgeous 
garb.

extreme horror, and presenting s ghastly and 
frightful appearance, almost liks death itself ; but 
the change was not less remarkable when they 
obtained peace with God, and went on their way 
rejoicing. As the work spread, ministers and 
people of different denomination» fraternized, eo 
that all joined in one general work. He waa 
glad to add that Christian harmony prevailed 
through «11 the evangelical denominations for the 
most until the present The chapel at Kingston 
w as so densely crowded that numbers were un­
able to gain admiseion, whilst others might be 
seen thrusting in their heads at the windows. Aa 
the people became stricken and prostrate, they 
were carried out into the school-room or class­
room, or private houses, where prayer was made 
for them until they obtained mercy. The result of 
this revival was an increase in our societies ; from 
the first week in October to the 31st March, waa 
the reception upon trial into our society of up­
ward of 6800 members. In the Kingston Circuit 
alone, 9tH had been received <m trial, while 
another circuit they reported 480 at the March 
quarter. In this revival they had many striking 
evidences that the work waa of God ; ita 
mencement, apparently, without human agency, 
its progress in a great measure setting that 
agency aside, the effect upon the community gen­
erally solemn and serious. It. was well known 
by those familiar with Jamaica, that during the 
Christmas holidays it was usual to have.heathen­
ish festivities, processions, licentiousness, and 
drunkenness fearfully prevalent, but last Christ­
mas scarcely anything of the kind had been beard 
or seen. He had not a single seen station against 
any member for going to any of these process­
ions, and scarcely anything of the kind had been 
indulged in by anybody. Many of the worst 
character» in the island had been converted, and 
among them Vine who had been a leader in these 
heathenish processions, and whose cries for mer­
cy, when awakened, could be heard at a great 
distance. He had become a member on trial, 
and lived a consistent life. They had had many 
cases of conversion of the most notorious char­
acters from all kinds of evil, who had 
champion* for God and very uaefol in the revi­
val. While preaching in Wesley Chapel a few 
Sundays before be left Jamaica, one peraon fell 
down stricken at the singing of the second 
hymn, and ivied aloud for aaarcy ; and though, 
during the service, one after another teas simar- 
flv stricken, all went on quietly, ae they were re­
moved into the vestzy, and the other portion of 
the congregation Hatended attentively to the 
Word of Life. At the pray* meeting, after the
service which he attended, tie 
thirty and forty persona under conviction, and 
some of them were soon enabled to rejoice in God. 
Il aaa remarkable that many of these new con­
verts possessed all at once extraordinary power and 
gift» in prayer, though until their conversion they 
and had been very ignorant, displaying uncommon 
appropriateness of expression with accurate and 
a1 'undent quotations from Scripture. One pecu 
liar feature of the revival waa the desire of the 
awakened to join themselves to the people of 
God. In meeting the classes, he had been de­
lighted by the testimonies which he had heard

1 of faith in Christ, and joy in God their Saviour.
I Many young men had among others, been con­
verted and brought into church-membership.

1 The new converts had begun to contribute, of 
their free will, to the cauae of God ; and the re- 
o ipts of the quarter, when he waa last among 
them, hail been greatly increased. It had be­
come impossible for the missionaries, whose la­
bours had now become increased, to pay full 
pastoral attention to the members, to instruct the 
ignorant, to watch over the inexperienced, to ap­
point leaders, to pray with the distressed, and 
direct them to Christ, as circumstances really 
demanded. He was hsppy in the hope that 
Conference would appoint aeveral additional 
sionaries to these spheres of usefulness in Ja­
maica.

Secret and Conseientious Drunk­
ards.

To some this may seem a strange designation 
—“ conscientious drunkards." The writer thinks 
he has met xrith such, and that the number of 
them is probably increasing in the region in 
which he reside*. Hi» heart'» desire is to do 
them good.

1. They are dnmhtrdt. Often under the per­
verting influence of strong drink, they take de­
light in the delirious or stupyfying effect which 
it produces oe them. Unwilling to abandon the 
intoxicating eep, they are frequently overcome 
by it. Although no man may ever have seen

reel or stagger yet privately they serve 
this appetite. And thus the appellation of 
drunkard i «longs to them.

2. They are drunkaida necretly. Their habit 
ie known to a few only. Some in their own femi- 
tiee, with possibly the physician or the legal 
counsellor, consulate the little circle of those 
who know the secret. Other friend* may at

i suspect that someting is wrong, and aur- 
whatitia.

3. The persons described arc runtcientio**—
They are not aware of the mastery which Setan 
and their own depravity have over them in die 
cup of intoxication. The lust that controls 
them, blinda them. Perverting some passages

to 10,000. The Rev. Mr. Foster, who has re­
cently returned to England from the West In-1 
dies, in an address to the Conference, gave a 
thrilling description of this work of the Spirit.

“ He remarked that God had been graciously 
pleased to pour out his Holy Spirit in Jamaica, 
and to revive his work. That work bad com­
menced on a remote part of the island, apparent­
ly independently of any human agency, and at a 
time very unexpectedly. For a long period there 
had been great apathy among the people, and 
the missionaries had begun to fear that they 
might not be visited by the gracious influences 
which they had heard of in America, Ireland, and 
some portions of England. Some weeks before 
the revival, however, they had witnessed a great 
increase in their congregations throughout the 
island. The attendance at prayer meetings had 
also greatly increased ; and at length they began 
to hear of remarkable awakenings in aeveral 
places. The chapels were opened for special 
prayer meetings, and the work apread on every 
hand, cases of conversion becoming daily more 
numerous. The agony of mind manifested by 
the people waa remarkable, they roared in dis­
quietude, and their cries for mercy were heard 
at a great distance. In many cases they fell
upon the earth in anguish, crying for salvation, 
and perspiring so profusely that the ground be­
neath them was moistened. After obtaining 
mere)-, many of them went in groupa to their 
friends and relatives, to warn them of their dan­
gers, to invite them to Christ, and telling their 
own Christian experience. The work thus spread 
more and more. Even the notoriously wicked 
were awe-smitten, and acknowledged the hand 
of God. Vast numbers joined in the prayer 
meetings, and gave their hearts to God. The 
work then extended to various parts of the is­
land. In some of the larger towns the work was 

extraordinary that the chapels could not hold 
people, and it was thus among all religious de­
nominations. The chapels had to be opened 
day and night, and were constantly occupied, 
prayer-meetings being often protracted until the 
m—wiing Miniate rial" labours, in the* circum- 
stances, had become excessive, but all seemed 
heartily to unite in the good work. Their feed­
ers took some of the awakened to their owe 
house, for peayrr, until they found peeee, while 
many others were converted who did not saler 
the ehspdL Othei

The Wesleyan labourers on the estates in the 
island had l«en much commended by their 
employers, some of whom had forwarded dona­
tions to the mission in acknowledgment He 
believed that our mission there was becoming 
better appreciated. . . . After giving some 
instances of conversion, the speaker observed 
that, should the revival continue in the same ra­
tio, by the end of the present year they would 
have it least 10,000 added to the Society. The 
work was still in progress ; and though there had 
been some few irregularities; it was only where 
there was a want of pastoral care.* The speaker 
closed his observations amid much cheering."

Coptic Worship.
The interesting account given below of reli­

gious worship among the Coptic Christians of 
Egypt, is extracted from an account of *» trip up 
the Nile, by one of the missionaries of our bre­
thren of tbs United Presbyterian Church. The 
Copts, who number about 180,000, are the des­
cendants of the ancient Egyptians and profess a 
corrupted end rather erroneous Christianity. 
They bold to the doctrine of the Monophysites, 
or “ a belief that the Divine and human natures 
of Christ, so coalesce aa to become one," end 
also resemble in some of their doctrines and 
practices of the Greek and Latin churches. The 
head of their church ia e patriarch who resides 
in Alexandria, and ha* under his control differ­
ent bishoprics in Egypt, Syria, Nubia, and other 
countries. The Copt» practice both circumcision 
aud baptism, observe confession, and are much 
given to austere observances. They are, how­
ever, but formel Christiana, having a name to 
live while dead. Missionary operations among 
them srffor, have not met with much success. It 
will be seen by the succeeding ex tract, that their 
worship ia the very opposite of the simplicity 
which the Gospel reveres.

2d. (Sabbath.) The Biahop having invited us

church awoke a* by starlight. but withal I was 
not early enough, for I was hot just feirlr seated 
at my coffee and eggs, ami the sun. not yet up, 
was beginning to gild the western hills, when 
two messengers came from the BiAop, to tell 
me to come, ae the services bad already com­
menced. I hastened up to the church with my 
Testament under my arm, and wss pointed to a 
chair beside his reverence. They were reeding 
and chanting their prayers, partly in Arabic, but 
meetly in Coptic. When the time came for 
reading the “ lesson” from the gospel», the 
Bishop first read it in Coptic, with a deacon 
standing on each aide of him, with a lighted 
candle. He then asked me to read the trans­
lation in Arabic, and 1 took my place Iwhind the 
stand on which the books were pieced, (there 
was no pulpit.) One of the deacon» came to 
me xrith a lighted candle, but, looking up to the 
window» in the roof, I remarked that there wa« 
light enough* end I could see to read, which 
provoked e smile from those around, and he took 
his wet I read the passage above mentioned, 
when the Biahop aaked me to expound, and I 
commenced my sermon. The men and boy*, 
large end small, were sitting around on mat*, 
and the women in the railed place in the hack 
ground, where the school is kept. There were, 
I should think, from 180 to 200 present, and 
were all very attentive. I spoke about three- 
quarter» of an hour, when I could see that the 
Bishop waa getting uneasy, and 1 stopped. He 
had good reason for uneasiness, for he had not 
yet had his breakfast, and I found that they had 
yet the long service» of the mass before them. 
When all was over, I found that it was nearly !l 
o’clock, which, considering that the service com­
menced before sunrise, made a long—not nedrrunt 
for as the church, like most churches of the East, 
eras unfurnished with seats, the people s/ixxf 
most of the time. The Copts are as noted in 
the Beat, as the Covenanters, in the West, for 
the length of their rervicea, and when we con­
sider that they are almost altogether in incom­
prehensible Coptic, we must at least admire their 
patience. Aa I went out of the church 1 could 
not help exclaiming, Poor, poor people, who 
base do food but this for their souls.

But to return to the mass, or Kudda* as they 
call it The Biahop aaked me to go into the 
Holy of Holies, which, as 1 had never witnessed 

ceremony in Coptic, I did. The inner room 
whieh I hare called the Holy oT Holies, as it 
corresponds to that department in the Jewish 
temple, ie a small room about 10 feet square, 
«died overhead, with a narrow door on each 
aide, leading into email dark vestry rooms. It 
is separated from the body of the church by a 
chintz veil, into which an opening is cut, large 
enough for the entrance of a man : (this veil oc­
cupied the place of the pannelled or carved par­
tition or image-stand in finished churches,) and 
beck of the veil is the altar, (a stone one, and 
not a wooden teble which the high-churchmen 
would doubtless rejoice to learn,) covered with 
a cloth much greased by the droppings of the 
candles. The officiating prieat, a fine looking 
young man, whose acquaintance I had mode the 
day before, was dressed in a dirty white linen 
robe, xrith a shawl of the same over his head, 
and around his face, on which were embroidered 
fancy designs and crosses. He stood in front of 
the epening, just xrithin the veil, snd before the 
altar, and of course xrith bis back to the people. 
Beside him and myself there xrere in the inner 
room a deaeon, (who sarong the censer which 
replenished by the priest from a little box of 
frankinacence beside him, from which he each 
tie* took a pinch, at first with his naked fingers, 
but after he had washed his hands for the man­
ipulation» of the mass, xrith an interx-ening cloth,) 
and four boys one of whom wss also robed. The 
service was altogether Coptic, and was chanted ; 
the deacon, and boys, and also at times the peo­
ple xrith out joining in the reponses. The bread 
was a round cake, about three inches in diam­
eter and one in thickness, with a square figure 
like a Jerusalem cross in the centre, which they 

ly represents the Saviour, and around it twelve 
other similar crosses, for the twelve spostles, and 
five small hole» pierced into it to represent the 
five wounds of the Saviour, and around this 
figure the passage, “ Glory to God in the highest, 

on earth, good will to men," in Coptic. 
The silver platter containing the bread, aa well 
as the cup winch was placed on a raised aland in 
the centre, were each covered with aeveral small 
silk embroidered cloths of different colora, which 
were alowly removed, two by two, by the priest, 
and then held up in succession beside him, on a 
level xrith his shoulder», while he was repeating 
the rervice. After removing all the clot ha, be 
performed various manipulation» over the breed, 

aa crosse», passing his finger around the 
edge of the cake, placing it over the cup, and 
holding it in one hand and placing the other over 
it while he was constantly repeating the service. 
He then broke the bread into I think fix e pieces, 
one of which he dipped into the cup, and then 
pressed it upon the other pieces successively. He 
then eat a part himseif, and the rest he adminis­
tered to the boy in robes, the latter walking 
round the altar after each mouthful, holding a 
cloth clorelv to hi» mouth, to prevent the possi­
bility of a crumb being lost. The trine waa then 
taken xrith a spoon also by the officiating prieat 
and the boy. Throughout the whole ceremony, 
the greatest care waa taken to prevent the waste 
of a crumb of the bread, or a drop of the wine. 
Every time the prieat lifted or touched the breed 
be very carefully nibbed hi* finger» over «he 
platter, and after the bread waa eaten he first 
earefblly picked up the crumbs, and then rubbed 
the platter over and over again, with hi* fore­
finger, which he each time licked off xrith an ap­
petizing smack, which must have made the teeth 
of the poor people who were feeling outside 
water. Jhe bread was elevated aeveral times to 
a level with his head, when the people bowed 
most of theartbalf way, bet many of them xrith 
tR.tr frees to the ground. At particular parts of 
the rervice, too, the people repeated prayers, ap­
parently very devoutly and earnestly, with their 
hands and eye» lifted to heaven. When nil wee

Shooting a Preacher.

Bko. Elliott :—The aliove heading may aeera 
to sound ^strange, coming from the bound» of 
the Southern Illinois Conference, yet no stranger 
than true, for we have received a viait from the 
Rev. Henry Glaze, and to the writer lie related 
substantially the caw of hi» being allot, ia the 
tosro of Marion, Williamson county, by the 
notorious Jim Fully, who has been a representa­
tive from that county to the State Legislature, 
and who was recently arrested for treason. Hrn. 
Glaze is the son of Rev. John Glaze, of thi* 
conference. Mr. Glaze ia closing the wcond 
year of Ida itinerancy among ua, and ie a young 
man of more than ordinary talent and ability. 
Last conference he wa* appignted to the Blairs, 
ville circuit, in Jonesboro District Hia circuit 
lies principally in the weal part of Williamson 
county and runs to within three or four mile» of 
Marion, the county seat, where Bro. Glaze I lad 
hi» little family.

And now to begin with all the particulars as 
he related them. It ia generally supposed that 
this town and county are strong for recession ; 
they have rent a company of men to fight for 
the dark treason of Jeff llavia. But aoine time 
after they had done thia notorious act, which 
will cover the name of those who had a hand in 

with infamy and disgrace, they heard that a
body of government troops were coming on 
them, and, to save tliemselves, they ran op the

Ulaie, supposing Fully 
had reference to him, turned around, when Fully 
drew hia revolver and fired at him, but missed 
him. Glaze then drew his, but before he could 
get it out of hia belt, Fully took shelter behind 
a fence. Glaze then shot at him, but did not hit 
him. Fully then shot at Glaze through the crack 
of the fence, which took effect, hitting Glaze in 
the left aide, the ball passed round toward the 
back, and lodged some four inches from where it 
entered. They took two other shots apiece, 
without effect, Fully behind the fence and Glaze 
sheltered by hia buggy. When Fully had ez- 
hauated hia «hot» he then ran at Glaze with the 
empty revolver in one hand and a brickbat in 
the other. Glaze laid he had one shot left, and 
could have killed Fully, but by thia time Pulley'» 
friend» of the town rabble had come up, and he 
knew to shoot again would be instant death. 
Then he told them that they might overpower 
him by number» and kill him, but that he had 
friends that would make them atone for hi» 
blood. Thi* intimidated them, but they gather­
ed around him and wrenched hia revolver from 
him, when the affair ended. The physician! cut 
the ball ouL Bro. Glaze showed the hall to the 
writer and a number of others yesterday. Full) 
waa allowed to go unpunished. He ia supposed 
to have left the country some days after thia 

! atfray. ,
Now, we will say to Judge Allen and Captain 

John Cunningham, and other leading men of 
Marion, that you are, to a great extent, respon­
sible for three raids and if you want infamy and 
disgrace banished from your doors end comma- 
nity, bring Fully, end other desperadoes of the 
same clique, to justice. Punish them in the 
State prison, and if you are loyal to law, let the 
world know it by your acta in punishing crime. 
The people of Southern Illinois have home there 
raid» of persecution until furliearance has ceased 
to be a virtue.

Fireproof Buildings.
The late gigantic fire at London-hndga he* 

tested and found wanting our prvrent system of 
fireproofing warehouses, lu life conflagration 
we hare just witnessed, the fiery element has 
made liis meal of no mere piles of wooden 
houres, aueh ae he ia accustomed to ton mere in 
his grand gormandizing meals in Canada or the 
East, where they ere composed of the moat 
highly combustible materials, dried to a chip by 
the great beats of aunuper, hut of piles of build­
ing in which science has exhausted her resources 
in attempting to fortify them against him. IN e 
are obliged to confea* that science haa utterly 
failed. Fhrty walls of immense thickness, atone 
staircases, iron beam* and pillars have been of 
no avail against the spontaneous combustion of 
a little heap of hemp ; and the probability, in­
deed. i» that one of the moat valuable lives in 
our working hive haa been sacrificed to our 
latest notion» of fireproofing warehouses con­
taining highly inflammable commodities. It fe 
instructive to know that poor Braidwood to the 
last pro tested against the use of cast iron ■ the 
construction of our great river-aide warehouse*, 
in the paper be reed at the Institution of Civil 
Engineer» in 1646, “ On Fireproof Buddings," 
hr denounced the uae of this untrustworthy 
material in the moat decided manner, and point­
ed out that some great calamity must inevitably 
befall the men of the Fire Brigade, sooner or 
later, in their attempti to extinguish the vast 
conflagration which were likely to taka piece in 
these extensive building». Hia own destruction 
has lieen the first testimony to the correctness 
of hia view*. The fire raging ie one of there 
warelHfiisea can only be oothpared to that of a 
blast furnace, ami in consequence the cast iron 
pillars speedily became red-hot, the water from 
tile hoae falling upon there pillera suddenly con­
tracts and snap* them like so much glare, and, 
of course, the floors fall in at once. It ia not 
necessary to give our testimony to the bravery 
of the men of the Fire Brigade, neverthetore it 
U a well known foot that they will not venture 
inaide there building» to play upon the tire, 
knowing that by ao doing they ere, like Samson, 
sure to bring the place about their hexola with­
out a possibility of their escape. Moreover, 
there ia another danger to those outside there 
warehouses. The massive girders of oast iron 
supporting the flooring of course expend xrith 
tlie heat ; and no walla, however strongly built, 
can [wssibly withstand their lateral thrust, and 
doxm they come, to the destruction of those 
near at hand. We have no doubt whatever that 
this was the cause of the felling of the wall 
which killed peer Braidwood. It waa proven on 
the inquest that there waa no saltpetre ie thia 
prat of the-building j it was also proved that 
no explosion took place here at all. It has been 
suggested that the walls were burst out by the 
swelling of the cotton bales, but It Is quite need- 

s to attempt such an explanation when we 
know that the girders, I tested to s white beet as 
they were, must have elongated half a foot, 
pressing before them the solid trails.—Lemdem 
Review.

There are among them four married couples, and 
four of the men and five of the women are under 
forty-Ave years of age ; but no children have 
been bora to them for year». It is considered 
difficult to account for this. The Maoris of New 
Zealand are said to attribute their decline in 
number to the gxmenal change of habits intro­
duced by civilization. Besides the* fourteen 
persons, there is a native woman who ia married 
to e white man, and xrho haa a sen, a fine heal- 
thy-looking child, of xrhom ahe and ell the blacks 
are very proud. There fourteen aboriginal na­
tives of Van Diemetfa Lend live at Oyster-Cove 
■Station, where they ere fed, clothed, end honied

The American Conflict. .
The tone of the press in the Northern States, 

has of Into been most repugnant to any criticism 
of their national affairs. With s peculiar aensi- 
tirenees to the remarks of others, our neighbours 

. are by no means delicate in their own expres­
sions. This is much to be regretted, as it tends 
not only to exasperate their opposera, but also to 
alienate their beet f&end*. Yet with the teach­
ing of the Bible, and the facts of history before 
us, we cannot help asking in regard to the dis­
turbances in the great Republic, “Is there not a 
cause f*

When the dark cloud overspread our own 
land, by means of famine, and pestilence and war, 
we did not refuse to see the herd’s hand right­
eously displayed in our chastisement ; nor did 
the pulpit nor the press then keep silence, in re­
gard to what was believed to be the principal 
cans* of our trouble, self-condemning though 
they were. We do not think therefore that for 
fear of giving offence to others, we should ab­
stain from analysing the ground of this unhappy 
conflict, or from stating our impressions respect­
ing it Should those more immediately con­
cerned he uninfluenced by our observations, per­
haps we may ourselves derive some benefit by 
endeavouring honestly to interpret this warning 
voice of Providence.

Be it understood, however, that we have not 
a word to say in favour of what is termed the 
Southern Confederacy. If we do not join in the 
outcry which has been raised at the North, against 
Secession, it is neither because we are indifferent 
to the ctmms of constitutional government, nor 
because we think that the act of secession does 
oot violate the* claims. But we • believe that 
there are for worse evils than this, for which the 
Southern States are to be held accountable. 
Granted that they have latterly become “ coven­
ant breakers,” yet is it not notorious that for 
years their treatment of the African race, has 
shown them to be “ without natural affection, 
implacable, unmerciful ?” And then with what 
hypocrisy, not to say blasphemy, have they en­
deavoured to justify their inquity on Scriptural 
grounds, and have offered praise to Heaven for 
the triumph of their arms ! The Christian na­
tion of Great Britain cannot be guilty of sympa­
thizing with a people so unholy and protone.

But, on the other hand, our antipathy to wrong 
in principle no lew than in fact, forbids our com­
placency towards, or our concurrence with the 
spirit just now exhibited at the North. It can­
not be questioned that slavery, and all its attend­
ant evils, which hare given the South such an 
unenviable fame, have been connived at, and 
participated in by the people of the Free States. 
The ballot, which might long sin* have wrought 
the destruction of slavery, has evea in the North 
been servile to the upholders of that oppression. 
Hen*, government patronage has been lavished 
upon them, and legislative compromis* bave 
with increasing disregard to justi* and truth, 
been yielded to them. For the men and for their 
system more could scarcely have been done ; and 
therefore for the consolidation and extension of 
slavery, both department* of the Commonwealth 
must be held responsible. And, further, not­
withstanding the absence of this evil from fibe 
Northern soil, and the frequent protestations 
made against it there, not only have their cap­
italists upheld the plantations of the South, but 
their artisans have built, their merchants have 
fitted out, and their «plains and crews have 
sailed those vessels, which have been engaged 
in the revival of the slave-trade.

But do* not the present struggle imply the 
compunction of the North, for having sustained 
and co-operated with the South? We ask in reply 
whether the present action of the Federal go­
vernment, which is so enthusiastically applauded 
in the Free States, is intended to abolish slavery ? 
If so, we have yet to re*ive the first intimation 
of it. True, there are many who desire that 
this may be the issue of the contest, and their 
wish is doubtless “ father to their thought.” But 
this is neither the object sought, nor the result 
likely to be produced. President Lincoln's in­
augural address, was from a British point of 
view, a pro-slavery speech. And yet we do not 
charge him with inconsistency to his political 
creed, in giving uttoran* to it. As a Republi­
can, he did not contemplate taking a single step 

- towards the emancipation of the slaves. He was 
not elected to do so. The policy of his party 
seems simply to confine slavery within certain 
limits. Abraham Lincoln has never gone be­
yond his party in this policy. He protests against 
being misunderstood in regard to this matter, 
semiring us that it it not his design to interfere 
with slavery where it existe ; that on The other 
hand he is prepared not only to stand by the pro­
vision* of the Fugitive Slave Act, but to guard 
“ the domestic institution " by any other mean* 
which may be constitutionally devised. These 
are also the avowed sentiments of hie support 
ere. In the recent q|xtra session of Congress 
they were again and again uttered, as a foil jus 
tification of the war then being prosecuted. It 
was a war for the maintenance of the Union, and 
did not contemplate the annihilation by any 
means or at any time of the rights of the plant­
ers to hold their follow men in thraldom. And 
tiers we might enquire, Why preserve slavery 
within a certain territory ? If it be right to hold 
men in bondage because their forefathers were 
stolen, why not thus deal with them every­
where? But if the affair be wrong, why tolerate 
it anywhere ? Justi* is not local And what is 
morally wrong, can nowhere be politically right

Taking it, then, on their own shewing, * we 
are bound to take it, the Federal Government 
are simply seeking to perpetuate the Union. To 
us it appears really lamentable that for this end 
Christian soriette*, the Christian press, and even 
the Christian pulpit, should agree to sink what, 
though of inconceivably greater value, are now 
supposed to be but “ minor differences." Is not 
this an explicit avowal that greatness sea nation 
te, in their estimation, of for mors importai*» 
than goodness ? That the unity of the States, 
even with the rotten core of slavery, is to be 
preferred to a nationality of half the extent, ft* 
from that moral plague?

It was with grirf «ad «haps that we mad the* 
ha *• »a*Miy.pnHi*fi»l teply of the

Young Men's CViatiau Association in die North, 
to an addrrn which they had received from the 
same Society in the South “ Party namw are 
no long* heard among us. We are s united 
people. (Air purport is mot to subjugate th/ 
South. Far be it from us to entertain tuck a 
thought far a moment. We wage no warfare 
against any if the Institutions of our Southern 
brethren. We hove ». intention of depriring 
them of any of their rights under the constitu­
tion. But we are determined, by the help of 
God, to suppress rebellion against the mort be­
neficent Government ever vouchsafed to man, as 
the necessary and only mean* of preserving our 
nationality.” So then it neems that the “ Con­
stitution ” which permit* one man to treat ano­
ther like an irrational animal, is all but immacu­
late, and needs no revision. The “ right* ” 
which the Southern planter holds under this 
Constitution are not “ for a moment ” viewed by 
the* Christian young men with a jealous eye ; 
but they do invoke the help of the Almighty in 
their effort* to uphold “ the most benefi*nt 
government ever vouchsafed to man.” M e 
should think this rather an unfortunate time to 
talk of the superlative excellence of this govern­
ment We have long been accustomed to this 
strain, but bare always regarded the fact °f sla­
very as its perfect refutation. Now, however, 
other weaknesses and wrongs appear. They 
have told the world that this is a “ rebellion ;” 
and they affect surprise that it should be viewed 
by others in a different light But if it be only 
a rebellion, why do they not extinguish it?

I believe that 1 was the second minister ap­
pointed to preach regularly in Truro, which 
then included the Shubenacadie, now Mait­
land Circuit, extending from Upper llawdon to 
Greenfield and Londonderry. My rid* were 
long and tedious,—all performed on horseback, 
not in a comfortable carriage as at present—and
my labours difficult and onerous, but, thank God,
I have satisfactory and joyous proof that they 
were not in vain. And it is with great pleasure 
that I observe that, neither have the labours of 
my brethren who have occupied this part of the 
Lord’s vineyard during the interval that has 
elapsed tin* my first appointment here, been 
unaeeompenied with gratifying results. Various 
proofs of the progress that has been realised in 
connexion with our cause sin* the period ad­
verted to present themselv* to my not!*, and 
among them, I may mention the following, vis. : 
The erection of three church* and a comforta­
ble parsonage ; the formation of three addi­
tional societies ; the five or sixfold augmentation 
of church members in the whole circuit,—and a 
proportionate advance in (inane*. From various 
causes the spiritual state of the Circuit has not 
been satisfactory for some time past, but I be­
lieve that at present there ia a warm desire on 
the part of our people generally to end*vour to 
secure for themselves a higher state of religious 
purity and enjoyment, and to unite in prayer and 
effort for the prosperity of Zion.

Previous to our arrival here we had some an­
ticipation of being kindly received, but the cor­
dial and hearty welcome extended to us, exceeded 
all our expectations. As soon ss the cars stop­
ped at the terminus—a number of our friends— 
several of them old acquaintances—«me in 
quest of us ; our luggage was instantly taken 
charge of, and ourselves put into a coach and 
taken to the parsonage. There we found a good­
ly number of lady friends who, with smiling foe* 
and warm heart*, were waiting to give ua their 
cordial greetings. After a short time spent in 
agreeable conversation, we were introduced to 
the tea-table, which was most abundantly sup­
plied with a variety of good things, of which in 
company with our friends we pleasantly partook ; 
and after a little farther spa* spent in kindly 
intercourse, our friends retired, l«ving us a 
supply of ratahl* sufficient for several days. 
In addition to the above mentioned expressions 
of kindly feeling I may observe that, previous 
to our arrival, a number of necessary articles of 
furniture had been considerately provided and 
put in the parsonage. These acts of considera­
tion and kindness were, as you will easily con­
ceive, Mr. Editor, very encouraging, and tended 
powerfully to excite a hope that we should, by 
the blessing of God, spend our appointed time 
of labour here pleasantly to ourselv* and pro­
fitably to our people.

So much for the agreeable. I now proceed to 
write what is of a solemn nature, in the form of 
an obituary noti* of one of our church mem­
bers.

Miss Cooke, daughter of George Cooke, Eaq., 
died after a protracted illness on the 21st ult. 
When about fifteen years of age, she experienced 
• rather severe affliction which was so far sanc­
tified as to excite serious concern in reference to 
her spiritual and eternal interests ; but through 
a lack of decision, and the neglect of 1 
means which were necessary to the cherishing of 
her religious feelings, that concern to a great 
extent subsided, and she became in danger of 
being influenced by an inordinate attachment to 
the pleasures of the world. Fortunately for her 
she was favoured with the counsel of a pious 
relative who kindly admonished her of the dan­
ger to which she was exposed of losing all her 
good impressions, and of becoming absorbed in 
the spirit of the world. By this mnnn, „he was 
induced to attend the means of gran with in­
creased frequency ; and soon became decidedly 
in earnest in seqking the salvation of her soul 
And though she felt the evil of having formerly 
resisted the Divine influen*, in its comparative 
diminution, she nevertheless persevered in seek 
ing the Lord until she realised a sen* of hit 
mercy in the forgiveness of her sins, and the 
conversion of her soul Her joy was greet, end, 
it is believed, was retained with more or la* of 
vividness to the end. The genuineness of the 
change she experienced was demonstrated by 
her practical dev atones i to God, her delight in 
hie ardmanesa, hsr attachment to Me pi 
and her affectionate interest in his cause. Her

Toth* Editor of the Provincial Wesleyan.
Dear Sir,—I regret that the Editor of the 

Presbyterian Witness has again brought up the 
Calvinistic discussion based on the publication 
of my sermon. I deemed that my letter was 
sufficiently explanatory, and was calculated to 
satisfy his mind, at least, as to the validity of 
my reasons for that discourse ; and that having 
shown myself in the attitude, not of aggression, 
but defen*, and further having expressed my 
sorrow in view of any quotation which I had 
made placing Presbyterian Theology in a false 
light, no more had been required. In this it 
seems I am mistaken. In the last Witness 1 am 
assailed with the charge* of misquoting Calvin, 
reasoning illogically, and of evincing an illiberal 
spirit toward another branch of the Evangelical 
Church. The first is a serious moral often* ; 
the second provre me guilty of mental weakness ; 
and the last would make me a sectary and a bigot. 
Allow me a word or two in defen*. I shall be 
relevant to the subject, and brief as the rircum 
stances will permit.

Now, I am at a loss to know what the Witness 
desires. The Editor exclaims, “ Would that 
our friend had never preached that sermon ! had 
never written that tetter!” To that exclama­
tion I replied heartily Amen ! if they were un­
necessary and uncalled for

“ Erase the verse, however well it flow 
That tends to make one worthy man thy foe.'

but as I conscientiously believe that the cau* of 
truth demanded that sermon as an antidote to 
gross doctrinal error and misrepresentation—end 
as justi* to myself required the explanation con 
tabled in the tetter, I have no such regrets to 
utter over their publication, ss those expressed 
by the Editor of the Witness. If I have alien­
ated his friendship, I sincerely deplore such an 
event : but that duty required of me the enunci­
ation of the sentiments contained in my sermon 
I retain not a doubt As to wherefore that dis­
course was necessary Mr. Cameron can bwt re­
ply. That parties carried false statements to and 
fro between ua, may, as the Witness asserts, have 
been true : but that he ever manifested a jealous 
and repulsive spirit and avowedly preached to 
•how the infidel character of Arminien jam, I 
think he cannot deny.

But to keep to the point, the Witness accuse* 
me of quoting from Calvin’s works in such 
manner as to give a signification to bis words 
wholly opposed to his meaning : that is, that 1 am 
guilty of wilful perversion of the author from 
whom I quote. One word of explanation will 
transfer from my shoulders. I did not quote di­
rectly from the author referred to. Being absent 
from home when the communication in question 
was written, the means of referao« to the books 
under noti* were not available, consequently 1 
quoted from the writings of John Wesley and 
Richard Watson, to which at the time I had alone 

l If there had been dishonesty in the use 
of Calvin's words, on the* distinguished divin*, 
and not mywlf, must the charge rest. If John 
Wesley, the holiest man in the 18th century per­
verted the words of the great Geneva Reformer, 
the fact will «rtainly appear inexplicable to thow 
who have studied that peerless character and his 
writings : for however far in theology hie oppon­
ents regard him astray, they have never attach­
ed to his memory a mean and di*hon*t act such 

this. That Richard Watson, in his “ Insti­
tut*,” a work reviewed again and again by the 
abkat Calvinistic critics of the day, should make 
Calvin say that which he never laid, is to me 
equally amazing : and the more so aa such perver­
sion has escaped the noti* of the writers on the 
other side, until the discover)- is now made by 
the Witness !

But that Wesley and Watson quoted correctly 
1 believe : and that I again copied correctly from 
them, ia not matter of belief but absolute know­
ledge. One suggestion here however may re­
lieve all parti* from the embarrassment of this 
statement. The editions I copied from were 
old : may not the edition of Calvin’s works used 
by the Editor be more modem ? Consequently 
the arrangement of pages, chapters, &a, will be 
different. If I refer for ins tan* to p. 16 of Cat 

the Editor may apeak truth when saying 
no such language can I find on p. 16. But will 
he say it ia not to be found in the work ? How­
ever this may be, I know not : I state the fact— 
and leaving others to read the mystery, repudiate 
the insinuation of carving and mutilating Cal­
vin’s works for sectarian ends. And further : 
it shall be my effort to free Wesley and Wat­
son as well * mywlf from so serious » charge : 
if I fail herein, I will acknowledge that they too 
bave been tod to quote from unauthorized aourc* 

thing almost incredible, so far at least aa 
Watson is conwmed. Wesley was always busy 
and wrote hurriedly—Watson, on the contrary 
was accurate in his style, and profoundly read 
in the controverai* of all ages.

Secondly—the Witness affirms that my reason­
ing is inconclusive. The sum of his remarks is 
this : whatever be our premia*, you have no 
right to follow them to their consequences. We 
may say that the logical consequent* of Armi- 
nianism ia infidelity—acting" on such a principle. 
For instan*, Mr. McKinnon is wrong in infer­
ring from our doctrine* the logical deduction 
that God is the author of sin—the Presbyterian 
teaches no such doctrine—nay it repudiates such 
a blasphemy. To this I answer—That the logi­
cal inference remains the same notwithstanding 
the disclaimer. “ The world still mov*," said 
Galileo, “ though I have sworn that it does not” 
1 ask the Editor of the Witness, either to aban­
don his promis* or to admit my conclusions. 
No, he repli*—for white our Church teach* 
that “ no scent takes pla* in time which was not 
decreed from eternity, and nothing happens in 
the world without the will of God,” • yet our 
confession of Faith explicitly declares that God 
ia not the author of sin. But this ia the veriest 
puerility. Either admit with Toplady, the con­
clusion, or deny the premises. Be not guilty of 
the absurdity of saying that two and four ought 
to make six, but that you deny the feet ! I am 
not concerned to know what the framers of the 
confession understood by the language they need, 
but from HI dram the very conclusions which 
they deny ! The Calvinist is manifestly afraid of 
the inevitable deductions of hie own prei 
and therefore hastens to deny their legitimate 
conclusion to avoid the odium of the doctrine 
that God ia the author of sin. What drove the 
powerful mind of John Foster to despair? His 
clear intellect perceived that this conclusion was 
logical and legitimate and moat be admitted, * 
Calvinism in its saeance must be abandoned, jle 
would not admit the “ horrible decree,” but ac­
cepted as preferable the doctrine of universal sal­
vation. “ From CUviokm to Universalisai there 
was not even a step,” it was a swing of the pen­
dulum who* proper center (Arntinianam)

i McCulloch? Urn WitnessWhat says T
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is not of frith is an.” But God mjhholds frith 
according to his own will—brocade the conclu­
sion illogteal—God is the author of sin in the 
non-etectg^n whom Mo faith effhld be bestowed ?

Says tne' same writer again—“ For actions 
which God has infaltifty decreed man is accoun­
table.” (ibid p. 250.). To prove this montrous 
doctrine be quotes Acts iv. 27, 28. The error 
of McCulloch ia very obvious—that while it is 
admitted that Christ’s death was pre-determined, 
the passage do* not affirm that Pilate was or­
dained to crucify him, and thus necessarily incur 
the guilt of the action. Pilate was a free moral 
agent or he was not. If he was, then by his 
own will and not the eternal will of God was 

by him sentenced to death—if be wu not 
a free moral agent, the action be committed wu 
neither one of merit nor demerit—it was the re­
sult of .the causation of an everlasting and re­
morseless destiny which left him no choke, but 
inevitably compelled him to the act But what 
a doctrine is this ! Will the Witness affirm that 
McCulloch has reconciled thi* destiny with man’s 
free will ! They who *y so know not of what 
they talk..

But says McCulloch, Arminiant at last are 
driven to refer the «une of sin to the will of 
God, as well as Calviniste and thereupon 
quotes Dr. Hill :—“ Arminiens are compelled to 
have recourse to the very same answer. They 
say that men do not repent and believe bereuw 
they resist that grace which might have led them 
to repentan» and frith. But why do they re­
sist this grace ? The Arminian* answer tBat the 
resistance arises from the self-determined power 
of the mind. But why doe* one mind deter­
mine iteelf to submit to this Grace—and another 
to reiist it ? If the Arminian* exclude the in­
fallible operation of every foreign can*, they 
must answer this question, by ascribing the dif­
ference to the different character of the minds 
—and then one question more brings them to 
God the Father of Spirits. For if the* differ­
ent characters of mind be supposed to have ex­
isted independently of the Divine will, a sufficient 
account is indeed given why some are predesti­
nated and some are reprobated : but it is an 
account which withdraws the everlasting condi­
tion of his reasonable offspring from the dispo­
sal of the Supreme Being : whereas if it be ad­
mitted that be who made them gave to their 
minds the qualities by which they are distin­
guished, and ordained all the circumstance* of 
their lot, which conspire in forming their moral 
character, the resistance given by some is refer­
red to hi* appointment—hen* the Calvinistic 
and Arminian ' systems lead ultimately to the 
same conclusion.”*

That is to say—“ we give up the point : it 
must be conceded that God ia the author of sin. 
But then you Arminians teach it after all as con­
clusively as Calvinists.” Hen* McCulloch en­
deavors, ss in the above quotation, to prove that 
such is the fact But we deny the statement— 
and are able to demolish the reasoning on which 
it ia founded to its very foundation.

First—Dr. Hill has ingeniously not ingenu­
ously, introduced the supposition—“ if the Ar­
miniens exclude the operation of every foreign 
cau*, they must answer this question by ascrib­
ing the difference to the different characters of 
the minds, &c.” But Arminians by no means 
“ exclude the operation of every foreign mu*" 
—they only deny the existence of a «usation at 
on* eternal, inevitable, and irresistable. But 
supposing that they did deny or exclude such an 

it follow that the next link m 
Dr. Hill’s chain is sound—“ they bare their 
minds from God”—hen* God giv* one a mind 
to repent and believe, and another a mental or­
ganization that inevitably rebels. Ala* ! for Dr. 
Hill ! a greater than he, and a Calvinist with­
al, says “ the mind is from the mother ! ”

If Isaac Taylor be correct, and the mind be 
from the mother ” then a variety of condi­

tions contingent on human free agency may en­
ter into its formation. The sins of the Parents 
—the bias of eduMtion, and many other influ­
ences, purely human, may be found moulding 
the moral character of the mind, or lest this lan­
guage should appear verging toward rationalism, 
let me vary the terms:—It may be that God in 
the formation of every mind is governed by 
motiv* which human agencies control, and not 
by an inflexible and eternal will. As for instan*, 
the sobriety or drunkenness, virtue or vice of 
the parent may in no small degree determine 
the character of his offspring. But there, *ys 
Dr. Hill, you arrive with us at the same starting 
point— the end of the chain is the Will of God. 
No. We only arrive at the general law—“ I 
will vint the sins of the fathers upon the chil­
dren"—the circumstanc* of the child’s birth 
were influenced by the fact that the parent had 
violated a divine law—not by the direct causa­
tion of an arbitrary and motiveless will exerted 
upon the child from eternity.

In the second pla*, Dr. Hill quietly intro 
due* another supposition, viz. :—“ If He who 
made them, &c. ordained all the circumstances 
of their lot, whkh conspire in forming their 
moral character, the resistance to grace shown 
by some may be referred to this appointment" 
So it may verily “ if all the circumstanc* of 
their lot are of divine appointment” But who 
admits this ? Who admits that God wills the 

lin to take the life of his neighbor ? Cer­
tainly not the Arminian. Now what is this but 
a repetition of President Edward’s exploded 
doctrine .of the Will ? The will ia governed by 
circumstances—but God controls circumstances 
—hen* the Will of God it ultimately the «use 
of every act on the part of man. But this so­
phistry is easily detected» The notion inculcated 
is, that motives influen* the will just aa an ad­
ditional weight thrown into an even scale inclines 
the beam. In this favorite metaphor of the 
necessitarian* they annihilate tlie distinction be­
tween mind and matter. For what are motiv* ? 
Not physical weights thrown into the scale, but 
reasons founded on conceptions, and Judgment— 
in whkh the mind itwlf is not a passive agent, 
but the determining power. Hen* if mind was 
always influenced by strongest motives, then the 
best reasons for a given course would lead to 
tho* motiv*, and man would never ■"''u.t. his 
true happiness. But common experience teach* 
us differently. We discover frequently that the 
weaker motiv* govern ; and that passion, not 
reason prevails—” When sinners enti* th* 
conwnt thou not" said Solomon. But if con­
trolled by circumstanc* governed by the eternal 
purpo* of God, he must necessarily con*nti 
Truly Solomon was deplorably ignorant of the 
Edwardean philosophy. I grant that some mo­
derate Calviniste avoid this view, or endear* to 
hide its worst features by various guises—but 
many broadly adopt all the consequences, and 
affirm that God will be glorified in the destruc­
tion of the wicked, compelled by himwlf to sin, 
and made intentionally for “ the day of evfl> 

On* for all, Calvin, though denying the con­
sequence» in so many words, admits the fact, and 
acknowledges, de facto, that God is the Author 
of sin. Calvin manna that the Almighty perntit- 
edit, suggests the Pradeetinanian? No! He 
laughs at the distinction between will and per­
mission ; and telle ns the* is no -mum far the

of the reprobate but the will or 
Gon." This sentiment is so often reiterated 
throughout hi» “ Institutes,” that a reference to 
the peg* » unnecessary. “But how," *ys 
Richard Watson, “ God should not merely per­
mit, but will the defection of the first man, and 
that his will should be • the necessity of all 
things,' and yet that Deity should not" be the 
author of that whkh he appointed, willed and 
necessitated, would be rather a delkate enquiry. 
It is enough that Calvin deni* this impious doc­
trine; and even though his principle» lead di­
rectly to it, sin* be has put in his disclaimer, 
he is entitled to be exempted from the charge— 
but the LOGICAL CONCLUSION IS INEVITABLE.” 
So, for charity’s sake, we shall leave the qurttion. 
Calvin drew up an un scriptural theory, whkh 
neither he nor his followers can render har­
monious. .And we accept the rather paradoxi­
cal doctrine—“ that though the mu* of the loss 
of tbs non-elect through sin is found in the will 
of God alone, yet God k not to be regarded as 
the Author of sin." The editor of the Witness 
ia perfectly welcome to call this logical and con­
gruous, and to term my deduction from tbs same 
given premia* unfair and logically wrong.

McCulloch says—“ God knows that if He or­
dered such and such events to come to pass, tin 
would infallibly follow.” But God is not to he 
regarded as the Author of sin.

But, urge moderate Calvinists, we mean that 
God permitted it. No ! Calvin distinctly de­
ities that God permitted anything : all was de­
creed. And the Rev. George Christie—who, by 
the way ia not a second Calvin, though a Calvin­
ist—repudiates the term ; belkving that God 
designs sinful acts in order to manifest his own 
glory. Reader, dost thou understand Calvin-

n?
And now a word respecting my illiberal spirit 

Never has such a charge been made, by Presby­
terian* at least, before. With them, as with all 
Christians, I have ever endeavored to cultivate a 
spirit of Christian fellowship and love. I recall, 
with gratitude to God, the memories of hours 
spent in united prayer with ministers of that 
denomination : and in thi* evangelical triumph L, 
have ever rejoiced, as I still will rejoke. At our 
annual missionary meetings I have been cheered 
by the presence and inspiring speech* of my 
Presbyterian brethren ; and often on such occa­
sions thought on ' a remark by Dr. Clarke, in 
which he said, “ I would tear this scoundrel 
heart from my bosom, if it refused to rejoke in 
the succ*«e« of other branches than my own of 
Christ’s Catholk Church.” But in an evil hour 
a clergyman of the Presbyterian communion be­
gan a series of premeditated attacks on the doc- 
trines promulgated by Wesley—with the avow­
ed determination of crushing Methodism in the 
locality wherein 1 laboured. That he failed, is 
owing more to the efrora of bis theory than the 
lack of violen* in hi* Mimons. Once only 1 
replied to hie unprovoked assault*. And hen* 
the comments in the Witness. Do* the editor 
desire controversy ?

* a number of fragments, containing, * 
have said, pottiooa of the Gon pel of St. Matthew, 
and hearing the following inscription :—“ The 
writing by the heed of Nkholaus, the Deacon, 
at the dictation of Matthew, the Apostle of Jesus 
Christ. It was done in the 15th year after the 
ascension of our Lord, and was distributed to 
the belkving Jews and Greeks in Palestine.”

The papyrus is much injured, and the frag­
ments preserved are not numerous. They are 
valuable, however, in that they supply the two 
lost vers*, and furnish a much purer text than 
any known version, besid* clearing up many 
passages that have up to this time been doubt­
ful and obscure. The manuscript is written in 
the Greek uncial character, and is probably the 
one which was copied seven times by Henno- 
dorus during the life of Sl Matthew, and *ven 
tim* after his death. The ropy from which the 
F.ngliah version of the Gospel is chiefly derived 
is the eleventh made by Hermodonia, which 
contains, several errors in transcription. It is

Bishop JanffB.
From a letter of our corresponding editor just 

received, we have the following interesting intel­
ligence of Bishop Jan*:—

“ I have just had the pleasure of a brief visit 
from Bishop Janes, who ia on his return home 
from the German work. He has been flying 
serosa Europe by rail at a greet rat* during the 
few weeks to whkh his official trip baa been 
limited. Norway, Sweden, Denmark, Germany, 
Switzerland—that ia a pretty large field for four 
or five weeks’ work ; yet the Bishop has visited 
all our stations in tho* countries in that time 
Hi* view* of the importance of our European 
work are greatly enlarged by this tour of inspec­
tion ; but on all this he will, doubtle*. foake full 
reporta in due time. The Bishop it accompanied 
by his brother, the Rev. E. L. Janet, who ia 
travelling for his health, and also by the Rev. L. 
S. Jacob)-, who visits England on business at 
the German mission. The party left my houw 
this morning, in excellent health and spirits, for 
London. They will remain over Sunday in the 
great metropolis, and go on Monday to the 
British Conference, now in session at Newcas­
tle. The Bishop and his brother expect to em­
bark for Amen* in the Persia, whkh sails from 
Liverpool on the 3d of August ; but they may 
not be able to get sway from the Conference in 
time for that steamer.

1 It is a pity that the Bishop’s official duti* 
at home could not have been so arranged * to 
give him longer time for the inspection of the 
various fields of Methodist labor now open, and 
opening, in to many parts of the Continent of 
Europe. After coming *o far, three months 
would be * little time * would suffi* for a fair 
survey of the whole field, including Bulgaria.— 
But you pay rest assured that Bishop Jan* has 
seen and done all that any man could, in the 
short time allotted to him.”—Methodist.

Missions.
The London Missionary Magazine opens with 

an interesting letter from China, narrating the 
events of a voyage made by a missionary with 
the British fleet up the Yang-tee, the great river 
of Northern China. The Admiral paid the 
greatest respect to the missionary and to the 
Sabbath, the fleet being under orders to lay-to 
on that day. A number of towns and citiw 
were passed, partly in ruins, and the whole 
country Was in a most .desolate state from the 
devastations of the insurgents. Every few 
months they pour hundreds of thousands of men 
over the country, who destroy all before them. 
At the first signal of their approach, a city of one 
hundred thousand inhabitants would be desolate 
in 24 hours ; the imperialist troops being power­
less, and the inhabitants having no heart to re­
sist. The missionary had many favorable op­
portunities for preaching the Gospel, and was 
listened to by large crowds with great attention. 
Still, the writer thinks that missionary prospecta 
are poor till tranquillity is restored. Respecting 
the rebels, he says :—“ They seem to want the 
elements of government, while in military affaire, 
it ia possible for them to overturn the dynasty 
without being able to construct anything in its 
stead." In India the subject of female education 
it exciting deep interest among the people, and 
the wives of missionaries are now finding access 
to the zenana, or j art of the houw devoted to 
the use of ladies. The young women in particu­
lar are eager for instruction.------Great tears were
felt in Trsvancore lest this year's crops should 
fail, but tho* fears had been dispelled by 
abundant rain, and harvwt prospecte were never
better.------The Rev. J. M. Lee hier, connected
with the London Mimionary Society sin* 1839, 
died of cholera in Southern India in June last
----- The missionary ship “ John Williams,”
with missionaries, had arrived at Sydney, Aus­
tralia, where the latter preached and held mis­
sionary meetings.------The following missionaries
for India have recently been *t apart in con­
nection with this Society Mr. John Hewlett, 
at Swansea ; Mr. 8.

The Divine blessing rests upon the labors of the 
missionaries. In one instan* a missionary was 
occupied frequently the whole day in meeting 
inquiries.

New York, Sept 1—The Tribunds special 

Washington dispatch giv* the following parti­
culars of the Hatteras expedition : On Wed­
nesday the Minnesota, Wabash, Cumberland, 
Suaquehannah, Pawnee, Harriet Lane and Mon- 
ticello, and transport steamers Adelaide aad 
Peabody, with numerous tugs, arrived off Hat­
ter* hurt. The fleet wu in command of Com- 
modere Stringbam, and the land fore* under 
Gen. Butler. Two forts had been erected by the 
rebels to guard the mouth of Hitter* Inlet, 
which command» the entrance to the Pamlico 
■nd Albemarle Sounds, which afford connection 
thus to Virginia and the sea. The bombardment 
was commenced at 11 o’clock in the morning by 
the Minnesota, the whole fleet soon joining 
The laadhm of troops also immediately com­
menced. but owing to the surf only three hun­
dred were enabled to land. The forts replied to 
the incessant cannonade without much damage, 
aad after three hours the flag on Fort Clark v* 
hauled down and the rebel* retreated to Fort 
Hatteras, a large work below. Our land force» 
soon occupied the abandoned fort, and hoisted 
the stars and stripes. At night the fleet an­
chored, several gua-boate remaining * new»* 
possible to protect the tend force. At 8 oclock, 

~ " noming th* fleet again opened*
fire oa Fort Hatteras, the d*?
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our shots beginning to play on the taagarina, 
the rebels hoisted a white lag, when <*r troop* 
started at double quick from Fort Clark, and 
were met on the beech by a flag of truce. Opt 
Nixon of the Coast Guard went to the fcrt, when 
Commodore Barron, late of the Federal NeVy, 
who eras in command, proposed s capitulation 
by allowing the garrison to stock arms, and al­
low the officer, to retain thsir mde arms. Oen. 
Butler reftiaed to accede to such tarai, sad de: 
Mended an unconditional surrender, which was 
subsequently acceded to. Commodore Barron 
delivered his sword to Commodore Stnngham, 
and the other officers delivered theirs to Gan. 
Butler. •

One thousand stand of arms, thirty-two can-^ 
non, five hundred knapsacks, a large quantify of 
munitions and about seven hundred prisoners, 
wire captured.

priately called, the beer plant » sort of vegetable 
“ what is it" imported from California, that land 
of wonders and oddities, is attracting considerable 
attention among the curious. It is a small, white, 

egular shaped substance, not unlike rice in 
general appearance, and possesses the property 
of starting fermentation in a bottle of sweetened 
water, which in twenty-four hours results in quite 
palatable beer. The seed seems all alive during 
fermentation, rising and falling in regular cur­
rents, the ascending platoons discharging their 
gas at the surface, and falling back to reload like
regular soldiers. 

But tlthe most singular thing about it is its pro­
perty of propagation or indefinite multiplication, 
without any change of its structure or develop­
ment—that is, it does not grow up into a plant 
and go to seed, but each seed brings forth a plant 
seed and that another, ad infinitum. There is of 
course much speculation about its nature, many 
looking upon it with almost superstitious curio­
sity, as if it were an exception to all known laws 
of life and growth. We are inclined to think, 
however, that it is simply a new species of the 
Cryptogamous genua of plants, which includes 
besides lichens, mosses, that have a regular

probably
also the principle of cholera, potato* rot and 
other epidemics. These exhibit the very lowest 
form of organization—a congerie of cells, from 
which all vegetable and animal tissues are form­
ed, each cell having an individual life of its own 
growing and propagating independent of the gen­
eral fife of the system to which it belongs, so that 
it may live and grow after the cessation of the 
general life. These lower orders of plants are 
For the moat part illustrations of cell life proceed­
ing on its own hook and not developing into the 
regular) structure of roots, stems, leaves and ca­
pillary tissue.

fPHE order concerning the competition for the 
1 National Rifle* Association’s Medel at Halifax, 

dated August 5th, is rescinded as far a* regard* 
date and place.

The Medel will be shot for at Windsor, on the 
1st of October, 1861.

Detail* will be settled on the ground. Should 
the weather be unfavorable on Tuesday, 1st of 
October, the authorities on the spot will postpone 
the practice with due regard to tne convenience of 
competitors.

A Silver Cup, presented by Hi* Excellency the 
Earl of Mulgrave, will also be open to the compe­
tition of Volunteers belonging to this Province, be­
ing certificated effectives by their respective com­
manding officers.

For this prixe, five rounds will be fired by each 
competitor, at 300 yard*.

The names of competitors for the Medal and the 
Cup, will have to be given into thi* office, or on 
before Wednesday, the ‘25th of September, 1861— 
vide General Order, dated the 6th August, by which 
companies are directed to select two members each, 
to compete for the Medal.

A Pool Target wijj be provided for the use of all 
comers, which will be placed under proper super­
intendance, and will be regulated according to the 
Wimbleden rules. Rifles and ammunition will be 
afforded, and fifteen pence a shot will have to be 
deposited by competitors previous to firing ; after 
deducing ten per cent, which will be appropriated 
toward* defraying the expenses, the proceeds will 
be divided among the competitors, proportioned 
to the number of bull* eyes individually made. 
Only the regulation rifle* are to be used, and the 
rifles are to be loaded, capped, and handed to the 
shooter by the person in charge of the practice, 
who will have order* to suspend the firing in case 
his directions are not promptly and strictly com­
plied with.

In order that regularity be ensured, Hi* Excel­
lency has been pleased to direct, that no Matches, 
except those above specified shall proceed on the

rind, unless due notice be given beforehand to 
Adjutant General of Militia, who will submit 
the same for approval ; such competition* as are 

approved of will be regularly entered, and targets 
and ammunition be allowed for them.

As Butts. Targets and Ammunition, will have 
to be proportioned to the work in hand, and the 
supply of the latter approximately calculated, ap­
plications for the entry of extraneous prizes should 
be in the hands of the Adjutant General of Militia, 
by Wednesday, the 25th of September.

Should it be found necen* ry to issue any orders 
at|Wind*or, they will be affixed to the Head Quar­
ters of the Commander-in-Chiefs and to the Adjut­
ant General’s Tent on the ground, and also be cir­
culated by Volunteer orderlies.

Professor Porter announces the following lec­
tures for the Yale Agricultural course which com­
mence on the 5th of next month ; American 
Pomology , M. P. Wilder ; Grapes, Dr. C. W.

Hogg ; Pruning and Transplanting, P. Barry ; 
Ornamental and Exotic Gardening, 8. R. Par­
sons ; Fruit and Flowers in city yards,R. G. Par­
dee.

One-Sixth of all the plants on the globe belong 
to the grass family ; two hundred and thirty gen­
era, including three thousand aperies, are already 
known, and new species are constantly present­
ing themselves. Six-tenths of the cultivated 
acres of New York is devoted to the growth of 
grass, and the annual value of the crop it 
460,000,000. In the six New England States 
its annual value is $6,000,000. In the United 
States, $300,000,000. Hence, by making two 
blades of grass grow where but one grew before, 
we increase our annual income $300,000,000.

Measuring Hay.—The following method of 
ascertaining the amount of hay in mow, we 
find recommended for those who may live at a 
distance from hay-scales. Multiply the length, 
breadth, and height, into each other, and if the 
hay is somewhat settled, ten solid yards make a 
ton. Clover will take from ten to twelve solid 
yards per ton.

The California papers contain accounts of the 
discovery of a new fore* of mammoth trees on 
the eastern liorders of Trillou county. The 
group is represented as extending a distance uf 
eight miles, embracing a vast number of trees 
exceeding thirty feet in diameter, and estimated 
at three hundred feet high.

Horse Taking.—Want of space prevented 
our enumerating the different animal» «peri, 
men ted on by Mr. Rarey at his first exhibition. 
The third one introduced was s wild horse from 
South America, whose numerous antic* on enter­
ing, made very evident the statement of Mr. 
Rarey that “ he had never been broke except to 
the halter.” But before the nimble mustang left 
he was thoroughly “ broke” in every sense of the 
word, and had effectually learned the lesson 
which the tamer impresses upon every horse 
which comes under hie influence, that “ mkn is 
the master.” In less thou fifteen minutes time 
tins rampant little nag had become the Very pat­
tern of gentleness and humility. So there was 
no further use fof him, and he was led away be­
stowing, as he disappeared, a remarkable meek 
look upon the audience, as much as to say, “ I’m 
a used up horse.” After the exhibition of two 
diminutive Shetland ponies, t magnificent stal­
lion was led in by the attendants, who were care­
ful to keep at a good distance from him, usuing 
all the latitude the ropes allowed ot He was in­
deed a magnificent specimen of horse flesh, with 
an eye betokening almost human intelligence, 
and which «cited a murmur of approbation from 
the whole audience. A mo* vicious beast, for 
four yearatiw had been entirely unmanage» 
having killed two keepers and injured several 
others. He kicked, struck with his fore feet, 
and repeatedly endeavored to bite the 
thAugh his heavy musxle. But it was all labor 
lort ; ha fend no batter than hi# predecessors, 
and ins sheet time was so thoroughly subjug­
ated « to allow Mr. Baser to tit upon Ms back 
handle his fee* and hind Met, even lay them on 
his face, pull him about the stage while stretched 
on hU back, and mo* surprising of all, to remove 
the murale and thrust Ms hand, and then Ms 
arm. into ti» animal’s mouth. This dossal Mr.

and explanations, bring essentially the same 
the fir*, new subjects only being introdnaad, 
not require ftmher description.

In this subduing process the fir* end to be at­
tained by the subduer is a thorough understand­
ing between himself and the horse. The animal 
must be convinced by a certain course of he mi 
but effective treatment—he never can be by Ql 
usage—that man is Sis master, and by quiet sub­
mission no harm or suffering wilt come to him; 
make this impression upon him and he yields 
himself completely to your power. To acton 
lish this Mr. Rarey with a ritflftil mamruvre, mi 
ages to take sway the use of one leg by attacb- 
a strap to the fetlock, which it then drawn up 
through the girth or belly-band and fastened 
short enough to remove the foot from the floor. 
After the lapse of a few moments the other fore 
leg is treated in the same manner, and the horse 
is thrown upon hie knee-joint*. In this condition 
he is powerless, yet does not give up. But * 
ing that bis «citions to rise or to injure the 
tamer are ftitite, in a few moments he rolls over 
upon his side thoroughly conquered. The prin­
cipal object is accomplished, and now that he is 
in his power, the tamer caresses him strokes his 
mane, lies by his side with his arm encircling his 
neck, and thus convinces the animal that he would 
not harm him on any account. He preceives no 
Ql disposition in the master and he will manifest 
none himself A feeling of sympathy has been 
established between man and beast This con­
stitutes the whole secret of Mr-Rarey’» wonder- 
fill power over horses. A single lesson will not 
suffice, as is generally supposed, but four or five 
days are required to. accomplish the complete 
subjugation of an animal Besides proving so 
clearly this general principle, which should be 
followed by horse managers, Mr. Rarey haspre- 

lted some mo* valuable suggestions « to the 
best method of lifting a hone’s foot from the 
ground, mounting the saddle, and Mopping the 
animal when attempting to run away.

I have often, «aid he, been angry with farriers 
for the bungling and careless way in which they 
took hold of a hoof, when about to shoe it 
There is s right and wrong way. Don’t grab * 
it, sa if it was a roasted apple in a furnace, but 
begin time—pet the hone’s neck, pat his shoul­
der, lean yourself familiarly again* the upper 
part of his lag, run your hand gently and sooth­
ingly down to his foot, and than easily, steadily 
(not steady by jerks) take it op—all motive for 
resistance being absent, the foo twill Me peaceful­
ly in the hand, the nerves are relaxed, and you 
can throw it ap, and up, and there will be no 
trouble.

In mounting a horse, many people go to work 
with the wrong end first, as indeed titey do aboat 
every thing, it’s an ample a* possible. Yi 
don’t want to have all your weight coma on one 
side of the hem; if you do, the saddle» drawn 
on one side, and it* not easy for the horse to 
sustain it, but you should now place your hand 
on his neck, bearing thereon so that the hand 
shall balance the foot, then spring lightly in. 
You can do this as well when the saddle is un­
girded as when lightly fastened. In the head 
the horse has immense power.

No man can ever hope to hold in a running 
horse by pulling evenly by the hit ; he might as 
well try to lift himself over the fence by pulling 
at his boot-straps it can’t lie done. When a 
horse’» head is turned to one side he is compelled 
to so arrange his legs that they will properly bal­
ance him—he cannot run forward—therefore my 
advice would be if a horse is running away, or it 
he refuses to go, to pull tightly as I now do upon 
the right rein, and force the horse to describe a 
circle for an indefinite period of time, after which, 
you may depend upon it, ha will not attempt the 
same trick.

A French paper states that an excellent wash 
for destroying insects is made by boiling in a pint 
and three quarters of water, sixty-two grains each 
of red American potash, flowers of sulphur and 
soap. If it requires to be stronger, the quantity 
of sulphur and potash miy be doubled ; but the 
soap must remain the same. Immersion for a 
second only, kills ants, the caterpillars, and grubs. 
Moreover, the solution does no harm to plant*.

M. M. Payen has proved by analysis that thir­
ty pounds of flesh, thirty-two pounds of blood, 
sixty-two pounds of bone, contain aa much ni­
trogen as one thonsand pounds of farm manure ; 
and hence that the carcass of a dead horse is 
worth more than a ton of the be* frr-n-yanl 
manure for the purpose of vegetation.

Preserving Fruits.
The following directions Tor preserving in her­

metically sealed jars, will be interesting to house­
keepers at the present time :

“ Select only good fresh fruits or vegetables. 
Stale and fermented articles can never be pre­
served nor the decay already commenced arrest­
ed. Be particular and know to a certainity that 
your articles are fresh. No vegetables except 
Tomatoes can be procured in the market* of large 
cities fresh enough for preserving.

Blackberries, Raspberries and Straw­
berries. Use from a quarter to a half pound 
of sugar to a pound of fruit Sugar the Straw­
berries and let them stand for half an hour, then 
put the syrup (which will be formed by the juice 
and sugar,) into a preserving kittle, and boQ it 
as long as any scum arises, and then put in the 
strawberries, and boil until they are thoroughly 
heated through.

Fill the jars, after fir* warning them some 
way, and close immediately while ti» contents 
are hot

Cherries and Blackberries.—Slew with or 
without sugar ten minutes, end seal up boiling 
hot

Gooseberries.—These can be kept by putting 
them into jars as they come from the bushes and 
sealing up. Wash and pick them when wanted 
for use.

Currants.—He* to boiling point, with sugar, 
and seal up boiling hot

Plums.—Make a syrup, using about half a 
pound of sugar for s pound of fruit Boil the 
plums in this syrup until the fruit is tender ; then 
fill the jars and close up while hot 

Peaches—Pare and cut the peaches. Make 
a syrup, using from a quarter to a half pound of 
sugar to a pound of fruit BoQ the syrup five or 
ten minutes ; then put in the peaches and boil 
until they are thoroughly heated through ; be 
Mire thrt the fruit is all well heated, ami then 
fill the jars and close up immediately. 

Melons.—Place pieces of board under those 
flavorr lose r on the aide in contact

with ti* ground. Pick aa fa* aa they ripen, 
otherwise the be* aroma will be lost Save 
seeds of the ceriic* end beet

Quince*__ Peel end quarter them, and boQ in
water till tender, then do them the same way aa 
peaches. They wiU require rather more sugar 
than peaches.

Pears.—Same as quinces, except that they 
will require lees sugar.

ArPLL*.—Pare, quarter end boil, until tender, 
bet not long enough to break in piece» ; then 
edd aa much sugar as will sweeten to the taste, 
and let the whole boil two or three mi 
While hm peer into the jars and close up.

ToKaTOE*.—Take off the skin and boü them 
one M>«. « enough to cook them sufficiently 
fo* tiw Wble. Season to the taste, and «1 the 
jam and done up buffing hot There 
very juicy article, require much 
th* mo* other thiags, to boil the water sway.
