occupy the the field fully. A staff of the 
ablest writers will contribute regularly to its 
pages, and everything possible will- be done 
to heighten its interest and value. We ask 
from ihe public a continued recognition of our 
efforts, and that fair reciprocity to which our 
merits entitle us. Thus stimulated we shall 
deal vigorously, truthfully and fearlessly with 
the issues that are presented to us for dis­
cussion, at whatever cost, and endeavour 
to establish still higher claims to public ap» 
proval.

CANADA’S OPPORTUNITY.

The judgment of men regarding the future 
is often far astray. What is frequently at 
first esteemed a curse turns out to be a bless­
ing. Thus it is with our Commercial position 
at the present time. When the United 
States first proposed to close their markets 
against our productions, except on jiayment 
of heavy duties, sopie Canadians looked with 
gloom and despondency to the . future, and 
all served to fear it would be a serious in­
jury to us. But the experience of a few 
months seemed to dispel the illusion, and 
we have no hesitation in asserting the present 
to be a great opportunity for the Dominion 
—an opiKirtUnity, the [Coper improvement 
of which will greatly influence our future 
prosperity, and the like of which we may not 
soon l>e favored with again.

Tlie United States was long considered 
the most prosjiewm* country in the world. 
Throughout Europe it was recognized as 
such, and hence almost the entire stream of 
emigration flowed to its shores. It was there 

- the iioor. man could most quickly improve 
his circumstances ; there he could most easily 
support himself and his family ; and there 
he had the least taxation to j>ay. Those 
attractions rapidly increased the population 
of the United States, Xml this population's 
labor and wealth weld the source of the 
nation’s pioeperity. Canada’s attractions 
were, to a large extent, overlooked. Ity the 
side of our big neighbor, mu- advantages as 
a country, were but partially appreciated. 
The tide of emigration swept past us to thq 
“Great West,” and even some of our own 
population migrated across the lines.

Canada’s opportunity just consists in this : 
that to-day much of this’ls reversed! The 
Dominion, now on the eye of national life 
has become tjie most attractive portion of 
the continent for the working man. The 
United States has lost the foremost place in 
this respect, and Canada now stands in the 
proud position of being the liest home for 
the immigrant—the one in which he can 
secure the best reward for his labor -can 
.ive the the cheapest, and have the least

• - ■ y

taxation to pay. These circumstances lie at 
the foundation of national prosperity. They 
hare been one of the chief causes of the 
rapid progress of our neighbors in the past. 
The opportunity arising from them ie now 
ours—at least for some years to come—and 
it behoves our Government to, use all legiti­
mate endeavors to improve iUto the utmost.

That the Dominion now offers great 
ducementa to the mechanic and laborin] 
than the United States, qhx» not, we 
admit of a doubt. What are the things these 
classes most desire in a new country 1 They 
deyire to make good w^ges, to live cheaply, 
to be taxed lightly, and, we may add, to 
enjoy free institutions. Regarding the latter 
point, we are, at least, on a par wiih our 
neighbors ; in all the others we consider we 
are hi advance of them. Inflated as every­
thing is by a superabundant currency, the 
United States are far from securely pros­
perous'. When Mr. McCulloch was Secre­
tary of the Treasury, he descrilied their 
ptosperity as “ f^lse and delusive,” aid it is 
not much better yet. The cost of rents, of 
living, of fuel, &c., may be justly set down 
as nearly, if not qpite, 100 j>er cent, more in 
the Republic than here. Wages, it is true, 
have advanced throughout the Union gene­
rally ; but Mr. Wells, the Revenue Commis­
sioner, plainly proves, in hie report for 1869, 
that the necessaries of life have advanced 
•till more rapidly. Take up an American 
price list, and compare it with the moderate 
cost of living in Canada, and the difference 
will be found much greater than is generally 
supposed. And what shall we say of taxa­
tion Î Formerly the people of the ■ United 
States were lightly taxed ; now they have a 
debt close upon <2,500,000,000, and the 
burden presses the peaplf on every hand. 
Nor can this state of matters—which is so 
oppressive to the poor man—be of temporary 
■duration. In the very nature of tilings it 
must continue for some years ; mid if any­
thing like a crisis were to occur, the burden 
would become as heavy as the bundle of sins 
width pressed poor John Bunyan 'into the 
•lough of despond.

From these considerations, it mu«t be ap­
parent that Canada and the United States 
no longer occupy the relative positions they 
did before the late civil war broke oijt. Our 
Neighbors have lost, and we have gained the 
high p. sition of being the most attractive 
country for the poor man in America, and 
we arc consequently now enjoying * gol.len 

•■opportunity to turn the tide of foreign emi­
gration to our shores, and add to the mate­
rial prosjierity y are no? enjoying. We 
call iqion our Gofcniiuent and legislators to 
improve this opportunity, by increasing the 
attractions of. the Dominion as a home for 
new settlers. The contrast we now present

to the United States in the particulars stated 
is most favorable to us ; our interest 
rendering that contrast still greater 
endeavor to keep the cost of living 
possible. Let ns develop our resources and so 
provide an abundance of jabor. Let us offhr 
our wild lands on terpis quite as favorable às 
our neighbors. This is the policy which, in oar 
opinion, will enable us to make the moet bf 
Canada's opportunity, and beet promote the 
welfare of the country at large.

BUSINESS AND % AMBLING. j
There seems to be but little that is anaja- 

guus in these terms suggestive of the oede- 
pstions of the merchant and the gamester. 
The high-toned trader of former days woqld 
regard the placing in juxtaposition of these 
words as a foul stain upon the class to which 
he belonged, and would indignantly hfrl 
back the stigma upon those who had the 
hardihood to venture to assume that tl|ey 
had any connection. But the old theories 
of slow and sure, tardy but certain gains,? ie 
too tedious and wearying for this progressive 
age. In our business, as our levelling, (he 
fast train is the favorite : the goal must 'lie 
reached—the gaftie played sharp and quack 
in order to suit our advanced notions.

The gret d of gain and reckless speculation 
has so bridged the gulf between business 
and gambling that there is now only an alniost 
imperceptible dividing line. So rapidly bas 
this been accomplished, and so acceptable 
has been the change, that men of all trsiies 
and callings have set themselves dilige4tly 
to the task of harmonixing these incongruous 
elements. True, the task is rather a difficult 
one, but so fascinating, that notwithstanding 
scores and hundreds are yearly withdrawing, 
beaten and worsted from the attempt, jthe 
ranks are rapidly filled by ardent believers 
that to their lot will fall the creditof success

The moet striking result of the inroad# of 
the gambling element into our business 
affairs, has been a lowering of our nir>ral< 
business tone and a gradual developtRen. 
and assimilation of the characters syupiol- 
ixed by our heading, till callings once honor­
able have become so tainted that the iier- 
cliant with strict notions of probity haR but 
a poor chance when pitted against the tpek- 
sters of the day. We hare now gambling 
in «took», gambling in gold, gambling in 
grain, coal oil, lands, gold mines ; bultiand 
bears and rings, and the necessary concomi­
tant» of short sales, false receipts and Repu­
diated bargains ; mingled with the chicmiery 
and deception of the real professional game­
ster and faroqdayer ; the stakes issued 
are gold ; the commodity played with rppre- 
sents the “ counter" that gives the huriness 
coloring—the risks and chances the lui».

T ;
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We are here bat yet in the transition state. 
Our friends <>n the other side have more fully 
developed this mixture of character. Outside 
of their money market the grain trade is 
probably the worst infected, and on the eve 
of our own ojertiing fall business, with un­
settled gold values and an equally uncertain 
and probably inflsjied market, our operations 
cannot be too carefully watched, and unless 
the season’s transactions can be placed on a 
satisfactory basis, the money might as well 
have been lost at cards as gambled away 
in grain.

INSURANCE MATTERS IN NJCjW YORK.

(From our owe Correspiedcntl)
New York, August 15, 1870.

Tlie recent heavy raina, follewed by the first 
cool breezes of the season, give nruidiae that the 
heated term is lirawing to a clone. This ia an 
important consideration, for business baa been 
especially depressed by the protracted; beet. Men 
wlnMtercr cpmplainnl before are sick this sum­
mer, and every enterprise it, ae far as possible, 
deferred till the dog etar shall have ceaaed to 
“rage." The hegira to the watering-places and 
other summer resorts lias been unusually large 
this season, which also ha* a depressing effect. 
The insurance business, which ie but a reflection 
of trade, naturally feels these influences. A 
recent tour through aererul of the offices satisfied 
the writer that the officers were enjoying all the 
“elegant leisure " they could reasonably desire.

The fire business présenta substantially the 
same features that have characterized it ever since 
the last session of the National Board. Rates 
liring regarded as “advimry," the companies 
severally write at such terms as they can get 
One of the largest of our city offices, not long 
since, took a line of $100,000at 50c.. with 15 olf 
the icgular rate being 66c. But tfcjcn they got 
the risk away from another first-class company, 
which had offered to ti^ke it at 60c. So they go 
—cut and come again. And yet tie fires con­
tinue unusually heavy in every section of the 
Union. The results of the year must inevitably 
diaripate all the advantages which the companies 
had gained by the good luck of 1868. They will 
soon reach another period of disorganization, such 
a* existed when the National Hoaht was called 
into existence, and which it did so much to re- 
move. Commissioner Godwin, of the Ohio De­
triment, noticing, in liia annual report, the fact 
that some State companies had retired «luring the 
year, advises the smaller fire offices to amalgamate 
by two» and three ; out of a number of weak and 
inefficient concerne to reorganize a few good com- 
I-anies that may l* worthy the confidence of the 
commercial community. The same advice will 
answer for certain New York companies. There 
are too many of them for the legitimate business 
attainable. The amalgamation of a score of the 
smaller offiers would aave many thousands of 
dollar* annually in the expenses of management 
alma ,

Among 
the grievances of early ] met ice was the 
long peri» I during which ilividend* were 
forborne. No wonder a company could boast of 
jeying 40 per cent., when it did not commence 
to pay till it had compounded three, four or five 
annual premiums, and then declared 40 per crut, 
on the last years business, thus practically cheat­
ing the assured out of three or four dividends. 
Hut most of tin- companies have been compiled 
to » more lilxral course, annual dividends on the 
contribution plan. The United States Life, or­
ganized twenty years ago, and always somewhat 
old fogyish in its style—is a late example of this 
pressure. Its profits were declared tricnnially,
1 i*yable with the policy when it becème a claim. 
Hilt it woke zip last winter, got its charter amend­
ed, ami will henceforth allow the dividends'; 1, 
towards the payments of loan*, if any ; 2, to­
wards the payment of premiuiii ; 3, towaids the 
pu.chase ot additional insurance; 4, in cash to the 
policy holder. If it had also abandoned its in­
equitable )*-r centsge plan of division, it would 
have made another important step in tlm right 
direction. ,

Superintendent Mil’nr, following the example 
of the departments of Ohio, California, New 
Hauqieliire and Illinois, Ins directed the District 
Attorney to pmercute the three co-operative 
■swindles that have hung out shingles in this 
city. We may soon expect to hear that the office 
furniture-of the Mutual <Guarantee,hhe United 
States Co-operative, and the Commonwealth Co- 
o|*'iative, is for sale.
