Practice in the American_Navy, who
was serving in China waters at the
time.

In 1903 Captain ' Scott was given |
command of' the Gunnery Training
School at Portsmouth, where he put
in two years original vwork, and then,
in February, 1905, when he had be-
come a rear-admiral, he was selected
as the first occupant of the new ap-
pointment of Inspector of Target
Practice. In_ this post he continued
his work for efficiency in naval gun-
nery. Whereas An 1899 ‘the average
percentage of hits by the navy was
31.1, it had risen in 1907 to 81.97:
