UIGIDED T0
ESCAPE CABRERA

TERRIBLE TALES OF PROSECU-
TION BY THE NERO OF
GUATEMALA

MEXICO CITY, May 31.—Full con-
fiimation of the suicide of four promi-
nent Guatemalans, and the imprison-
ment and sentencing to death of nine-
teen men suspected of complicity in
the attempted murder of President
Cabrera, early this month, was receiv-
ed through official and private chan-
nels yesterday. The state departmerit
received a telegram stating that the
Guatemalan people were so incensed
at the sentence imposed on the nine-
teen suspects that the president has
decided that these cases can be taken
to the court of second instance for re-
vision. Pending the action of this tri-
bunal, the diplomatic corps is with-
fiolding the contemplated collective
note ‘demanding that the imprisoned
men be given a fair trial.

According to a private telegram re-
ceived last night, the four men who
gave their lives because of the inci-
dent, were Dr. Julio V. Blanco, Dr.
Jorge A. Vila, Dr. Echeverria and Bal-
tasar Rodil, a civil engineer. Al of
the men were wealthy, and belonged
to the first-class families of the repub
lic. “ They had not heretofore been
tdentified in any of the policies of 'the
reépublic. -

The story of the capture and sub-
sequent death of these men is drama-
tie.“As'goon as the mine was sprung
they “left Guatemala City because, it
is understoood, that the president
would“frump up a charge against
them. “They returned later and went
into hiding.

General Vivadury, of the Guatemal-
an army, heard of their return, and
going to the aged mother of - the
Hecheverria ‘brothers, pointed a revol-
ver at her breast and forced her to
disclose the hiding place of the men.
The police surrounded the house, and
a battle ensued, in' which Command-
ant Morreno and another officer were
killed. - “Reinforcements were then
called for and 800 of the regular army
surrounded the “house. ¢

The’ oficial report says the four men
thereupon “eommitted suicide. The
soldfers took their bodies and threw
them in sewers in the suburbs of the
city. JThis act so incensed the people,
that the diplomatic corps were appeal-
led to, and Minister Gamboa demand-
ed the bodies.” Upon these representa-
tions they were finally turned over
and-later buried with great honors.
Later the nineteen suspects were im-
prisoned and sentenced to death by
court martial proceedings.

New York, May 30.—Unable to re-
member her name, her home address,
or the names of her relatives or
friends, a well dressed young woman
is. being held in & ward.in Hudson
Strreet Hospital, and the physicians
say she has aphasia of the most acute

The girl, who does not appear to
be more than 20, was well dressed
when she was found by the police
last night at Brooklyn Bridge. For
a time she wandered about the bridge
entrance looking puzzled and lost.
Then she caught sight of the green
lights in the city hall police station
and made for them.

* The girl knew nothing except that
she was lost and that she did not
know even her own name, but that
her senses had come to her suddenly
and she realized that she was in a
police station.

* Seeing that he hdd a case of as-
phasia to deal ‘with the lieutenant
called up a hospital, and the girl was
taken there in an ambulance.

The "doctors believed that the girl
would regain her memory after a
night’s rest. Asphasia is often caus-
ed by sleeplessness or nervousness,
and the theory was that today she
would be able to tell all about her-
self and that her friends or relatives
could be sent for.

“Who am I,”” she asked when she
awakened today.

LONDON, May 30—The situation
resulting from the rejection of Bir-
rell's Irish Bill by the Dublin con-
venhtion continues to be the
appermost topic of discusion in po-
tit'cal circles in the United Kingdom.
As forecasted in these despatches, the
measure is in its death tliroes, and
it is believed .in authoritative quar-

ed (abinet meeting tpday, Premier
Campbell-Bannerman will formally
perform the obsequies on it.

Bound up with the. fate of Mr.
Birrell’s bill is the future of Sir An-
acDonnell, under
secretary to the Lord Lieutenant of
Ireland, whom the Nationglists con-
sider responsible for the unfulfilment
of many of the government’s Irish
promises, and whom they @re deter-
mined to oust from office by every
means in their power. It is an open
gecret, on the other hand, that Sir
Anthony is extremely anxious to re-
tire when things have quidted down.
He will then receive an important
appointment in India.

The Irish Reform Association,’ of
which Lord Dunraven is president,
is the latest organization to criticise
adversely this unhappy bill. At a
meeting of the .association held in
Dublin today, a resolution was pas-
sed declaring that the measure ig-
nores legislative functions altogether,
that it did not take into account the
question of financial relations or pre-
tend to deal with great public works,
and that it was generally inadequate.
