If all the hot weather election rumors 
floating around the City Hall these days 
are true there will be almost as many 
candidates for the Board of Control as 
aldermen in the field at the next muni­
cipal election. The latest name mention­
ed is that of William Me.Andrew, sup­
erintendent of the Waterworks Depart- 
tifent. Ever since the talk of his position 
being abolished, when the re-arrange- 
ment of the civic departments is made 
by the new engineer in the fall, there 
have been reports of Mr. McAndrew 
stepping out of his own accord. He is 
an applicant for the position of teacher 
of printing in the new Technical school, 
which will not be filled until September, 
and it is said that if he is not appoint­
ed he will be in the field as a control­
ler. His friends believe that with the 
strong support of the temperance and 
labor element he would Ifave little dif­
ficulty in being elected.

The Finance Committee this afternoon 
must make its choice of re-dividing the 
city into four wards, with three aider- 
men from each or submitting a by-law 
to the people in January providing for 
the reduction of the number of aider- 
men. This latter course would mean that 
next year thete would be a City Council 
of twenty-one aldermen, four control­
lers and the Mayor. City Clerk Kent will 
submit to the committee this afternoon 
the following report :

KING EDWARD
Speaks ef Supreme . Importance of 

Technical Instruction.

Opened Imperial College of Science 
and Technology.

Loudon, July 8.—-While laying the 
foundation stone of the new buildings 
of the Imperial College of Science and 
Technology at South Kensington to-dav, 
King Edward gave a helping hand to 
the campaign in favor of higher scientific 
education, to the lack of which most 
public speakers here are in the habit of 
attributing England’s loss of ground in 
her industrial race with America and 
Germany. Aftçr emphasizing the “su­
preme importance” of the highest, special­
ized instruction in science, especially in 
its application to industry. His Majesty 
continued: "I feel more and more con­
vinced as time goes on that prosperity 
and even the very safety of the existence 
of our country, depends on the quality 
of scientific technical training of those 
who are to guide and control our indus­
tries. With the present rapid growth 
of knowledge, specialism of a high order 
is necessary to success.”

RESERVED BID 
NOT REACHED.

Only One Bid For Grimsby Park 
—Private Sale Ordered.

The auction sale of Grimsby Park 
property was held bv Judge Monck 
in his chambers yesterday afternoon. 
The only bid was made Mr. J. W. 
Vandyke to the mount of $30,000. but 
as this was away below the reserved 
bid, the Local Master directed that 
the property be sold by private sale.

The valuation of the total assets 
of the property was $149,000. T i ad­
dition to the park there are forty 
acres of fruit land, all set out with 
fruit trees and under splendid cul­
tivation. which is valued at $1,000 an 
acre. The reserved bid, of course, 
was considerably less than the valu­
ation. There is a mortgage of $40,000 
on the property and an indebtedness 
apart from the mortgage amounting 
to $6.000.

The total area of the park is a little 
over 80 acres, there are two hotel with 
contents, store, restaurant, stables, 
electric light plant, waterworks sys­
tem, wharf, boat houses and boats 
and a number of cottages ; also a 
church and a large tabernacle belong­
ing to the park.

It is the hope of the liquidators to 
sell the property to some one who will 
use it as a park. There are still 180 
cottage holders who are very much in 
favor of the -ropertv being used as 
a pleasure resort. The company has 
no right to interfere with these hold­
ers so long as they pay their rent. 
This season, however, the company 
has not opened the hotels and the 
park is not being run as in previous

Immediately after the sale the cot­
tage holders held a meeting with a 
view of trying to raise the necessary 
funds to re-organize the park entirely.

GOES AFTER 
THE BOARD.

Dr. Roberts Says Hospital People 
Are “Fourflushing.”

Scheme to Make Southam Home 
Isolation Hospital

And Build Home For Consump­
tives on New Site.

The letter written by Chairman Bil­
lings, of the Hospital Board, to Mayor 
Mc-Ijaren the other day calling his wor­
ship’s attention to the crowded condition 
of the fever hospital, a condition which 
he declared had existed for two years, 
because the Council had not taken action, 
promises to stir up a merry little tem­
pest at the next meeting of the Board 
of Health. The health authorities are 
quite wrathy, and Dr. Roberts, Medical 
Health Officer, this morning used the 
term “fourflus-hing,” referring to the 
action of the hospital people. He pro­
mised to hit out straight from the 
shoulder at the Board of Health meeting 
on Tuesday night. ‘T am determined,” 
he said, “that thç people shall know once 
and for all just how things stand, and 
I will say so on Tuesday night so that 
there will be no mistake.”

The cause of the wrath of the health 
authorities is this: The letter from the 
chairman of the Hospital Board refers 
to the crowded condition of the fever 
hospital, where he says twenty-two 
patients are housed, although there is 
only room for sixteen. The health 
authorities take this as a reflection upon 
them. They say they erected a tent on 
the hospital grounds at an expense of 
$75. which will accommodate seven or 
eight patients. The doctor says the 
patients are far better there than inside 
in the hot weather.

The doctor is also incensed over the 
opposition to removing the fever and 
diphtheria hospital off the city hospital 
grounds. He says that Chairman Bil­
lings a long time ago wrote a letter to 
Dr. Bruce Smith, the provincial inspector, 
asking him to try and have the fever 
and diphtheria hospitals taken off the 
grounds.

It looks as if the trouble over the iso­
lation hospital and the Southam home 
would he aired in the Council again. 
Some of the aldermen think that the 
Southam home, in view of the injunction 
proceedings threatened if the city opens 
it as a hospital for consumptives, might 
h* turned into an isolation hospital, the 
city returning $10.000 to the donor, Wil­
liam Southam. with the suggestion that 
the home for Incurable consumptives be 
built on a site on the mountain top. 
They think that Mr. Southam would be 
agreeable to this, as he was not particu­
larly interested in where the home was 
located.

HE WILL STAY.
Extradition Was Refused in Case 

of Promoter Mitchell.

New York, July 7.—The hearing in 
the application for the extradition to 
Canada of William S. Mitchell, the min­
ing promoter, who is wanted in Canada 
on the charge of securing $5,000 under 
false pretence* from Alexander C. Ross, 
M. P., was continued to-day. Mitchell's 
account of the deal did not materially 
differ front that of the other witnesses. 
He did not deny that he paid $85,000 
for the option which he sold to the syn­
dicate for $1.10.000 and $10.000 in the 
stock of a $2,000.000 holding corporation. 
The difference, lie maintained, was in his 
legitimate profit.

Commissioner Alexander discharged 
Mitchell on bis denial and the lack of 
proof to the contrary that in disposing 
of the option on the mining property he 
was not acting as the agent of the Ross 
syndicate, but only disposing of the pro­
perty at a legitimate profit.

Synopsis of Canadian Nortn- 
west Land Regulations.

ANY person who is the sole head of a fam­
ily. or any male over 18 years old, may 

homestead a quarter-section of available 
Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or 
Alberta. The applicant must appear In per­
son at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency for the district. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain condition», 
bv father, mother, son. daughter, brother or 
slater, of Intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months' residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three years. 
A homesteader may live within nine miles of 
o'** homestead on a Burn of at least 80 acres 
solehr owned and occupied by him or by his 
father, mother, son. daughter, brother or sls-

ïn certain conditions a homesteader In good 
standing may pre-empt a quarter-section 
alongside his homestead. Price (3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Muet reside six months in each 
of six years from date of homestead entry 
(Including the time required to earn home­
stead patent) and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted hie home­
stead right and cannot obtain a pre-emption 
may take a purchased homestead In certain 
districts.

New Economies In Cottoa,
How largely the eleanent- of waste f§ 

coming to lx: m-ognized iu the industrial 
‘Je of the country is illustrated in the 
manufn<rture of cotton.

Twenty-five years ago the loss of cot* 
ton in the markets of the south wa* 
enormous, due to the buyer’s cutting in­
to the baling cloth m order to pluck out 
a sample by which be might judge the 
grade of the fibre. If ten buyers sam­
pled a bale before it finally was pur­
chased, ten holes were cut into the bag- 
ging and ten handfuls of cotton wer» 
plucked from the bale, merely to b» 
dropped on the ground after examina-

With the growth of the cotton busi­
ness. however, the occasion presented it­
self to save even from the losses of fibré 
clinging to the ginned seed. Machinery 
was produced which at a profit would 
regin the cotton seed for the remnants <)f 
fibre ordinarily left by the ginning pro­
cess. This fibre was no advantage to the 
seed manufactured into oil and oil cake, 
while it represented its proportion of 
the work and eo»1, of production of thé 
cotton fibre. To throw it away was dou­
ble waste.

On this same basis of economy this 
>ample cotton taken from bales by ths 
buyers in southern towns and cities has 
come to be preserved. Ft has tJie col* 
lotpiial name of "city crop,” but in the 
aggregate this city crop of cotton that 
once went to waste represents from 
100,000 to 200,000 bales in a single sea-

But when the linters from the seed 
and the sample handfuls from the. bale» 
are saved to the extent of these 150.000 
a year, the cotton waste in the mill» 
that manufacture the crop is enormous» 
Tt ha* been estimated that 8 per cent, of 
the cotton worked in the mills of thé 
country logically is wasted between the 
operators and the machines. Last, year 
this waste was estimated at 175,000,000 
pounds for the United States. Presum­
ably it has Wen no Ipsm than this in re­
cent years, but how markedly the ro? 
ports of its saving have grown in totolsli

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I . EXPRESS FRUIT RATES,
The. Dominion Rainvay OrrnimisFion 

ÿrtsjierdfty gave judgment upon the mat­
ter of the express rates for fruit com­
plained against by the Niagara and 
Queens ton fruit growers. It will be re­
membered, that the Commission has had 
Under consideration the entire matter 
of the rat es. charged by the express com­
panies. No decision had been arrived at, 
and it was supposed that, until the mat­
ter was settled, no higher than the ex- 

1 isting rates would be charged. The 
fruit growers, in their application to the 
Commission, alleged that the 30c. rate 
from Queenston to Toronto had been 
éenoeUed, and a 40c. rate had been sub­
stituted, and that, the acceptance of ship­
ments were made conditional upon all 
the business being doue by the com-

The Commission heard the representa­
tives of the fruit- growers and of the ex­
press companies, and immediately disal­
lowed the increase of rates from 30 to 
40c. a hundredweight. The Chairman pf 
the Board, in announcing this judgment, 
aaid it could not compel tho companies 
to accept freight, but the fruit growers 
oonld tender the shipments to them as 
common carriers, and if they did not get 
the service to which they -were entitled, 
they could sue for damages sustained. 
The general question of rates remains to 
Iks settled.

The promptness with which the Com­
mission deals with matters of this kind 
which oome before it cannot but be 
gratifying to the fruit grower*. Ordin­
arily, a dispute of this kind might drag 
for months through the courts, if indeed, 
any satisfactory result, could be ob­
tained. Without considering the general 
bearing of the Commission’s action yes­
terday, it is very obvious that it will 
have a tendency to lead the companies 
to expedite the final settlement of this 
express fruit question, while it will sc 
cure to the shippers adequate and unin­
terrupted service during the fmit season 
now upon them.

NO CIVIL SERVICE STRIKES.
A short time ago an attempt was made 

by employees of the French post office, 
telephone and telegraph servies operat­
ed by the state, to hold up, bv a con­
certed strike and compel the Government 
to yield to any demand-which they might 
ma.ke. The mutineers put the French 
Government to much -trouble, and caused 
the people great inconvciycnoe. Thev 
failed, for the time being, to force the 
mganized Government of the Republic- 
to surrender to them; but their leaders 
boasted that the next attempt would 
be more suecewfuï. M. Briand has now 
prepared a new law dealing With pro- 
inotion*. emoluments, pensions and dis­
cipline of public service functionaries. 
These are defined to be “all occupying 
a. permanent position in a public State 
service at a regular salary and with 
prospect, of a pension.’’ The effect of 
this law is to place servants in the em­
ploy of the .State on the same footing 
with regard to striking, as that which 
soldiers and sailors occupy. In accept­
ing a civil servipq position in France, a 
man must forego the right to resort to 
strike methods.

The new law is described as having 
two principal sanctions. Wide disciplin­
ary powers are vested in the Govern­
ment.. “In the case of a collective or 
concerted cessation of work all disciplin­
ary penalties may be inflicted without 
the intervention of the 'councils of dis­
cipline’ or the observance of the various 
formalities designed for the protection 
of employees.” M. Briand, tlie respon­
sible Minister, sets forth in the preamble 
that this provision is meant to enable 
Athe Government when the public inter­
est is threatened by a coalition of pri­
vate interests to adopt without a mo­
ment’s delay the measures required by 
the situation and to proceed at once to 
replace the truants with a view to re­
establishing the senice.” Employees 
who quit the sendee may thus immedi­
ately find their places filled. The power 
thus given will tend to prevent occu­
pant* of many of the positions from de­
serting the Government at the command 
of a strike boss or the persuasion of an 
agitator. The Gove minent, employees 
are atill permitted to combine or feder­
ate, but not to strike. The law declares 
t-hat “associations or unions are forbid­
den to incite functionaries to a simul­
taneous cessation of work.” Infringe­
ments on this regulation will be visited 
upon the “directors or administrators of i 
the union.” These will be liable to ‘a 
fine of from 100 to 300 francs, and if the 
offence is repeated to a doubled fine and 
imprisonment for a period of not less 
than sir days or more than one year.” 
At the request of the Minister the courts 
may order the dissolution "of any union 
of state employees, and any attempt to 
reorganize such Union is made an offence 
under the law. It is worthy of note that 
M. Briand, the framer of the law, hye 
been an advanced radical, and is now al­
lied with the Socialists. He justifies his 
work by its obvious necessity to Die up­
holding of organized government evn 
under Sorialispi.

AN INEQUITABLE TAX.
The United States Congress is consid­

ering the adoption Of an income tax as 
a means of increasing the national rev­
enue. The advocates of this form of 
taxation claim that the income tax is a 
tax on wealth, not poverty, which has 
a certain, or, rather, a very uncertain, 
amount of truth in it.. They are also 
apt. to contend that it is the most equit­
able of ta.\es, which, however it may be 
in theory, is very far. from the truth in 
practice. Strangely enough, too, t.he 
U lifted States and Canadian advocate?

of iKe ihcoeoe'*'tAx" appear to assume
that because Great Britain has adopted 
the system, therefore its propriety is es­
tablished; although the same gentlemen 
strenuously refuse to accept, British pre­
cedent in other matters of taxation. But 
the British System finds few defenders 
on the ground of its equity or the equal­
ity of its burdens. It-s sole virtue is 
that it brings in the money. It makes 
no pretence of collecting it justly or ac- 
,cording to benefits rendered by thy 
State.

Means, in his book on “Methods of 
Taxation," deals very fully with income 
taxes, showing how unequally they bear 
upon the people, and how far they de­
part from justice and sound policy. 
There are deferences in the sources of 
income, the manner in which they arc 
acquired and1 the purposes they serve 
that make what is called equality in as­
sessment. and m rates altogether inequit­
able in effect. Besides, they are fre­
quently evaded. Equity is impossible 
under them. To illustrate; Take two 
men with the same annual income, one 
derived from arduous professional ser­
vice or the skilful management of an 
important business, and the oilier from 
an inherited estate or large and secure 
investments which are. in no sense the 
fruit of his own labor or his service to 
the community. Is it just that the same 
proportion should be taken from in­
comes, onePohtamed by the expenditure 
of time end energies, in useful, produc­
tive or conservative service to society, | 
and the other enjoyed in luxurious idle- j 
new? - Of such there are many degrees, 
from that of a moderate competence to : 
that, of lavish superfluity.

Tf equity is to bo served account. | 
should be taken of how men spend their ' 
income. A contemporary points out 
that one man may expend a consider­
able part of his income in ways that are 
useful or beneficial to society, while an­
other squanders rt upon sheer self-in­
dulgence. One may have a large family 
to support and various persons depend- i 
eut upon him, or with claims upon him | 
which he will not neglect, while another 
has nobody but himself that he is oblig- | 
ed to consider or is disposed to consider, j 
The man who ie earning his income and 
in the process is employing or benefit- | 
ing many others has to provide for the 
future as well as the present, and must ; 
accumulate savings for his declining | 
yeans and for Iris family, with the chance | 
of a loss of earning capacity or of re- ! 
verses in business always hanging over 
him. while the man with a fixed income j 
from property or investment can depend j 
upon its continuance without effort on 
his part, not only for himself to the end 
of his days, but for his heirs and as­
signs. Tlie British income tax law has 
sought to reach in some degree a remedy 
for this, but with only indifferent re­
sults. John Stuart Mill, in speaking of 
the income tax, declared that, on what­
ever principles of equality it may be 
imposed, it is “in practice unequal in one ; 
of the worst, wavs, falling heaviest on I 
the most, conscientious. The unscrupu- j 
loua succeed in evading a great proper- j 
lion of whe.t, tihey should pay; even per- i 
sons of integrity in their ordinary Iran*, 
actions ere tempted to palter with their | 
consciences." Mr. Gladstone confessed j 
its inequalities and said that even if ^ 
they could be removed there would ro­
main objections of the gravest character. ! 
It is necessarily a matter of self-assess- : 
ment, and he referred-to “the tendency 
to immorality” as “inherent in the na- 
ture of the operation."

Mr. Gladstone’s views have been very , 
widely shared. Disraeli said, “the odious | 
features of this tax cannot by any j 
means lie removed or modified." Prof, j 
Tliorold Rogers declared iliat nobody de- | 
fended tlie tax. It was first imposed 
"on the tyrant'* plea that the adminis­
tration could not do without it, and it1 
lias been continued for the same reason.” j 
Every Chancellor of tlie Exchequer, he j 
said, had “condemned it in principle and | 
continued it in practice.” The tax finds 
its support in tlie fact that it is easily 
collected and it* appeals to prejudice in 
that it" is a tax upon wealth. Né per­
son of knowledge or judgment defends 
it upon principle, lion. David A. Wells, 
an American authority upon taxation, 
speaking of the income tax following 
the Civil War in the United .States, says 
that only those officially and intimately 
connected with the internal revenue de­
partment at the time—as he iras—could 
"form any adequate idea of the amount 
of perjury and fraud that characterized 
and pervaded the country during the 
years 1867 and 1872, a* the outcome of 
tlie then existing system of internal rev­
enue.” He declared, that American in­
genuity was never more strikingly illus­
trated than in devising and successfully 
carrying out methods of evasion. Mr. 
Means comes to the conclusion that, “un­
less human nature should change, such 
a tax mu*t enable dishonest, unscrupu­
lous and astute men to remove burdens 
from themselves and place them upon 
the helpless and' the conseientioue.” The 
tendency is to "lower the tone of the 
business world, and to force the direc­
tion of industrial affairs into the hands 
of men who have little scruple at de­
frauding or corrupting those with whom 
they deal, whether they be private citi­
zens or revenue officers.” Surely a meas­
ure which lias such a demoralizing ef­
fect upon a people must require strong 
arguments to justify its existence.

DEPORT UNDESIRABLES.

One of the ways the Indian Govern­
ment take* to meet the prevailing trou­
bles is to deport the gentlemen who are 
engaged in stirring up mischief.

THE DOCTORS.

Prompt Action in Criminal Cues 
Advocated by Them.

Toronto. July 8. —An appreciation of 
the necessity of prompt action in deal­
ing with cases of unprofessional conduct 
was evinced at yesterday's meeting of 
the Ontario Medical Council Dr. Starr 
submitted a motion in favor of asking 
the Provincial Legislature to amend the 
Ontario Medical Act so as to enable the 
executive committee to investigate com­
plaints of criminal practice. The object 
of the motion, a* Dr. Starr explained, 
was to facilitate inquiry, reference being 
made to the delay which luid occurred 
on the part of the council in investigat­
ing certain complaint* that had been 
brought to its attention. Dr. Starr 
declared that in these matters the Coun­

cil had been wise in its duty, while 
other members indicated that more ex­
pedition in dealing with such cases was 
desirable. It was suggested that under 
one of the by-law* tho council already 
had the power to delegate the function 
of inquiry to the executive committee, 
and as there seemed considerable doubt 
as to the exact position of the council 
in that regard it was agreed to obtain 
the opinion of the solicitor, Mr. H. S. 
Osler, K. C., before taking any further 
action. Dr. SQirr’s motion was accord­
ingly withdrawn. Dr. E. A. P. Hardy, 
the president, occupied the chair.

sinate Him.

Woman Saw Man With a Revolver 
Standing Near President.

New Haveu, Cotin., July 7.—That au 
attempt on the life of President Taft 
was planned at the Norwich celebration, 
and that everything was not so quiet as 
had been reported, is the startling btate- 
ment of Detective James Ward, New 
Haveu's pclice representative there.

Fie «aid. in describing the incident, 
which occurred Monday at the time of 
the big parade;

‘‘I was standing in the crowd near the 
President, and with me was Detective 
Wheeler, of the secret service force, 
when a woman in the crowd shrieked. 
We thought at that time it was for lack 
of air, although it was not a warm day. 
We drove the crowd back, and as soon 
as we were near her we heard her gasp 
"A pistol there," and seemed to faint. 
After we had brought, her to her senses 
she told us that a man of medium sta­
ture bad stood near the President with 
a revolver under his coat, and that in 
fright she had pretended to faint iu or­
der to attract the attention of some of­
ficers of the law."

After this the detectives looked 
through the crowd, but failed to find 
the person described or any information 
regarding him, except that he had been 
seen hurrying away. President Taft was 
not disturbed.

KILLS HIMSELF.
Sod of Wilkes-Barre Business Man, 

a Suicide at Stamford, Ct.

Stamford, Conti.", July 7.—Dr. Louis L. 
Hirsch, whose father is a wealthy busi­
ness man ô'f Wilkesbarre, Pa,, was found 
dead in the Stamford Hotel this after­
noon, a suicide. He had turned on a 
gas jet and the coroner said he had been 
dead fourteen hours.

FOR MARINERS.
Regulating Speed of Vessels in 

Toronto Harbor.

Toronto. July 8.—The Harbor Commis­
sioners have approved of the following 
regulations applying to the speed of all 
craft, great and small, in Toronto har-

“The rate of speed within the harbor 
of Toronto or its approaches of any 
craft or vessel having a greater length 
of water line than fifty feet, shall not 
at any time exceed the rate of seven 
mils per hour; and the rate of speed of 
any craft or vessel having a water line 
length of fifty feet or under, shall not 
at any time exceed the rate of ten 
miles per hdtir.

“The rate of speed of any craft or 
easel shall at all times he reasonable, 
nd such as not to endanger property or 

human life.
"The rate of speed of any craft or 

vessel within five hundred feet- of any 
wharf or landing place, or of the shore, 
shall not at any time exceed the rate of 
seven miles per hour.

' Any person, or persona, captain, or 
master, or owner of am craft or vessel 
offending herein shall "he subject to a 
fine of $20 for each offence.*’

There the strikers, assistim bv women 
and children, attacked the men who 
nported for work, and by the use i»f 
sticks, stones and ’‘ggs, pre­
vented all but a very few from en­
tering the mine. A number of heads 
were crocked, and the strikers as­
sumed such a threatening attitude 
tliat tflie police were forced to draw 
tlieir revolvers to defend themselves. 
Two thousand strikers surrounded (he 
jail in wliidh the prisoners are oon- 
IHned. end it was thought that an n-l 
ifinpt would l>e made to storm the 
jwil and liberate the men. This, how­
ever, did not occur. The police are 
practically powerless to control the

SALOONS ALL OPEN.
Yesterday the saloons were closed 

tight, but to-day they are wide open 
and liquor is flowing freely. As a re­
sult the passions of the men are inflam­
ed, and they are ready to commit al­
most any deed of violence. The peace­
ably inclined bold that I lie eoidiere 
ahould be ordered out at once, as noth­
ing but the sight of cold steel and a 
red coat carrying a gun will be suffi 
vient to check the rising ire of the strik-

At the Caledonia colliery about 500 
strikers gathered early in the morning 
in front of the main gate, and any man 
who came through the crowd to'go Vo 
work was jeered, stoned and chased. 
Several had to run for the pates under 
the protection of the special constables, 
••venal men going to work were threat­
ened so much that they turned back. 
Others, wtvo kept on through the crowd, 
were taken hold of or chased, and .sev­
eral of them were injured, though not 
seriously.

Among those arrested was a Mrs. Mc­
Donald, who was in the thick of the 
melee, urging the strikers on.

The following mines are idle to-day: 
No. 2, No. 3 and the Hub, with No. 0. 
which is permanently closed. More men 
turned out to work at No. 2 ami 3, but 
they could not reach the mines for lack 
of protection.

The strikers are in a very serious and 
ugly mood. Some of them entered the 
houses of the P. W. A. men lost night, 
and heat them until they promised that, 
they would not return to work to-day.

General Manager Duggan applied to 
the Mayor to-day for a requisition for 
the calling out. of the troops, and the 
Mayor refused. Instead, he accepted 
the suggestion of the strikers that five 
hundred men from their own ranks 
should be sworn in as special constables 
to maintain tihe peace.

This request was turned down by May­
or Douglas, who summoned the leaders 
of the U. M. W. to a conference, the re­
sult of which is tliat they agreed to fur­
nish 500 strikers, to be sworn in as spe­
cial constables without pay. There were 
serious disturbance# in Caledonia, the 
strikers stripping some of the P. W. A. 
men of their clotliing, and the riot act 
was read there too.

WOMAN HURLED BRICK.

FRUIT RATE.
COMMISSION AIDS QUEENSTON 

AND NIAGARA GROWERS.

Chairman's Severe Comment—Another 
Case of Express Companies Try­
ing to Evade Their Undertakings, 
He Says.

Ottawa, July 7. —“This is a repeti­
tion of what we have seen before on 
the part of these companies ; they are 
trying to get away from their under­
takings, '' .said Chief Commissioner 
M a bee, of the Railway Commission, 
in commenting to-day upon the com­
plaint of the Niagara and Queeuston 
fruit growers against the Canadian 
and Dominion Express Companies.

The whole matter of express rates 
is being considered by the commis­
sion, and it was understood that while 
this matter was sub judice the exist­
ing rates would be maintained. The 
companies raised the rates in some 
instances some months ago, and their 
recent action rc charges on fruit ex­
pressed from (jueenetou to Toronto 
was characterized by Judge Mabee as 
a second breach of the agreement.

The case of the fruit growers was 
presented by Mr. W. H. Bunting. He 
>aid that the express companies had 
closed their offices at, Queenston, and 

j claimed that they were thus penaliz­
ing the fruit growers for having com­
plained to the Railway Commission. 
He said that the Canadian Express 
Company had refused to accept any 
shipments from Queenston unless the 
fruit growers guaranteed to ship only 
by rail. The company had also can­
celed its old rate of 30 cents per hun­
dred pounds for fruit and vegetables, 
and made a new- rate of 40 cents. 
Even at tins advanced rate no ship­
ments would be accepted except upon 
the understanding that they should 
receive all the business.

“We have no power.'' said Judge 
Mabee, “to compel these companies to 
accept freight, but an order will be is­
sued disallowing the attempted cancel­
ation of the 30-oent rate. The fruit 
growers can then tender their shipment 
to these common carriers, and sue for 
damage in the courts if they do not get 
the service they are entitled to.’’ «

“I hope your Lordship has no sus­
picion of any joint action between the 
companies in regard to closing their 
offices at Queenston,'' said Mr. F. H. 
Chrysler, who appeared for the Do­
minion Express Company.

“It is not a suspicion,'' retorted 
Judge Mabee, “it ie a flat-footed opin-

. The Dominion Express Company ex­
plained that heretofore it had carried 
the fruit offered at Niagara and 
Queenston by boat, and that this sea­
son the Niagara Navigation Company 
was dealing with the fruit growers dir­
ect. The Canadian Express Company ex­
plained that all the express business 
from Niagara and Queenston belonged 
to the American Express Company. The 
Canadian Company had never handled 
anything except fruit. After paying the 
Michigan Central 10 cents for* hauling 
the freight to Niagara Falls, they only 
received 20 cents per hundred pounds 
for carrying it. from Niagara Falls 
to Toronto, although they received 40 
cents for all shipments from St. 
Catharines and other points between 
Hamilton and Niagara Falls.

M0NSTER~ WHALE.
Steamer’s Passengers Witness Cap­
ture of Leviathan 100 Feet Long.

New York, July 7.--The biggeet whale 
ever seen on the Atlantic coast, if re­
ports of its length are correct., waa har­
pooned on Tuesday 100 miles southeast 
of Cape Henry and brought alongside 
one of the smallest two-masted whaling 
schooners, the Margaret!, hailing from 
Salem, Mass. The whale, measured con­
servatively by Capt. Ijctdie, of the steam- 
ship Ourityba, which arrived to-day from 
Cuba, was not less than 100 feet. The 
capture of the whale waa witnessed by 
the Curityha's paase-ngers.

CANADA'S LARGE HHARE. 
Canada had a large share in to­

day’» celebration, and on the American 
military reservation at Plattsburg bar­
racks this afternoon the President and 
the other guests witnessed a parade <>{ 
American and Canadian troops, which 
whs spectacular to a degree seldom at­
tained in this country. A regiment of 
Highlanders in scarlet coats, furry heads 
and plaid kilt-s, and another regiment of 
the Governor-General’s Foot Guards in 
uniform of almost espial brilliancy, all 
fully armed and with banda playing 
British and Scotch marches and melodies, 
piped in the military display. Two regi­
ments and a squadron of cavalry from 
the United States forces and a regiment 
of the New York State National Guard 

11 in the modest blue of the American 
army—formed the contrast for the vivid 
lines of color which the foreigners 
presented.

Governor Hughes, of Nexv York, and 
Governor Prouty, *>f Vermont, in their 
speech-making tours to-day indulged 
in a good deal of pleasantry as t-o the 
ivalry between the two States whose 

boundaries skirt the lake. Whereupon 
Ambassador Jusserand, speaking in 
splendid English, was led to declare, 
amid an outburst of laughter:

"Gentlemen, Champlain discovered 
both sides of the lake at. the same 
time. He looked on one side and then 
the other. He saxv New Y'ork and he 
saw Vermont, and he liked them both.” 

LEMIEUX SPEAKS.
Mr. Lemieux and Ambassador Jusser 

and each took Président Taft for a sub­
ject,. and in their remark* gave him 
equal prominence, with Champlain. Mr. 
Juaseraïld declared that both Champlain 
and the President knew whet, it was to 
plant a flag in a faraway land.

“The spirit and all that was best in 
Champlain." declared Mr. Jusserand, 

lives again in President Taft. But 
there is a people in a distant archi­
pelago who feel it and who for centuries 

ill bless his name."
Postmaster-General Ttemieux made 

many happy references to the Preri 
dent. He*declared he felt very much 
at home, for he recognized in Mr. Taft. a. 
neighbor from Murray Bay, in the Pro 
vinee of Quebec. Amid great applause 
he declared that if after eight or possibly 
ixxelx'e years in the White House the 
President should have l»een worn t.hin 
and frail, all that was necessary was to 
send him hack to Murray Bay. and lie 
would he returned after a few months 
“as stout, as hearty, and as hardy a 
specimen of humanity as he appeared 
lief ore ue to-day.”

NOT JEALOUS OF CANADA.
President Ta't said in part: “I am 

delighted to say that for sixteen years 
F have spent mote of my summers in 
Canada, and I have learned that north 
of us is a great and rising people, a 
people bound to be pro&perous. bound 
to lie great, and whose prosperity and 
greatness I know that Americans are 
great enough not to be jealous of, but 
to xvelcoine."

At the banquet to-night President 
Taft expressed the thanks of the Amer­
ican people to Canada for having sent 
her troops to take part in the Cham­
plain celebration, and pointed out the 
spirit of amity which made possible the 
spectacle to-day of the troops of two 
great nations marching in. parade under 
one commander Colonel Calvin Cowles, 
of the Fifth Infantry.

BRYCE SPEAKS.
In responding for the United King­

dom and British Empire. Ambassador 
Bryce observed that he need not say 
very much about either, for they were 
pretty well known. The British drums 
liad been heard in many places, the 
British flag was a familiar object on 
many seas. Britaiu had acquired by 
discovery or by arms many posses­
sions, some valuable, like Australia, 
some chiefly useful for purposes of in­
quiries into terrestrial magnetism, like 
the Antarctic continent. All, he need 
hardly say, had been acquired either 
because Britain could not help it, or 
else in the interests of peace, order 
and civilization.

Among the persons and events com­
memorated this day the figure on which 
he could dwell with most enjoyment was 
the figure of Samuel Champlain himself 

valiant, prudent anti <sourceful man, 
one who could use both sxvord and pen 
to good purpose; clear-headed and right- 
thinking. upright and God fearing; a 
man of whom France might well be 
proud. As for the battles and the sieges 
of the later days, they must all recog­
nize the gallantry and the skill dis­
played. “But the recollection of all this 
fighting," continued the ambassador, 
“gives me little pleasure; and there 
would, indeed, be no pleasure if 1 
thought such commemorations tended 
to breed a Jove of xvnr.

AN APPEAL-FOR PEACE.
“No renewal of strife need be feared 

between the three nations that are of 
peace and good will among the na­
tions. Let our generation provide no 
more battlefields to be$eommemorated. 
Let it rather be remembered as the 
generation which did away with this 
method of settling differences. A cen­
tury hence there will doubtless lx? a 
celebration here in honor of Samuel 
Champlain. Crowds twice as large will 
assemble upon these beautiful shores, 
covered then with twice as many thriv­
ing cities and picturesque villages. Let 
us hope that those who meet and speak 
on the 400th anniversary in 2.009 will 
be able to say with joy and pride that 
the clouds of threatened xvar, which still 
sometimes ruse to darken the sky of 
1909, have long since vanished, and that 
battles and sieges are recalled only as 
‘old, forgotten, for off things, which will 
never recur in a xviser, gentler asd more 
enliughtened world.”

Hoods ie Missouri.

Eight Feet ef Water ie One Street 
—Much Damage Deoe.

Kansas City, Mo., July 9.—Daybreak 
to-day revealed much distress through­
out the flood-skjickeu districts of AV»- 
eouri aJtd Kansas. Thousands <xf people 
along the Missouri Raver, the Grand 
River in Missouri and the Marais River 
in Kansas, who had ‘been forced to take 
refuge in upper storeys from the rising 
w*vtera, awoke after a night filled with 
terror lest the flood would wash away 
■the foundations of their homes. Besides 
great damage to unharvested crops and 
the washing away of property, the flood 
is causing much suffering to many farm 
people, who are marooned in remote and 
inaccessible spots.
