Kelly appears to be on his way to 
a raw record for home runs* in the 
National League, and there are many 
Ruth admirers who will be pulling 
strongly for the big first baseman of 
the Giants to reach this goal lie has 
made himself extremely popular by 
his game fight against odds, by his 
ability to rise to stardom in his pro­
fession after a poor start which drew 
ridicule more often than cheers. The 
National League home run record is 
twenty-seven, established by El 
Williamson of the old Chicago team 
almost forty years ago, and threat­
en'd since by Freeman with twenty- 
five and Cravath with twenty-four. If 
Kelly succeeds in surpassing these 
figures he will have earned glory 
enough, and to expect more is some­
what unfair to Kelly.

Although the first baseman now 
holds a slight advantage over Ruth 
in number of home runs, with six to 
his credit against five for ftie Yankee 
slugger, it is unreasonable to expect 
ot him to set the pace, or even to 
trail closely. There are factors enter­
ing into such a contest, if it can be 
called such, which place Kelly at a 
disadvantage. In the first place 
neither the Giants* first sacker nor 
any other player in all the history of 
baseball has been able to drive a 
baseball as Ruth floes. The swing 
which is natural to Kelly never dan 
generate the power which Ruth is 
able to put into his effort. Ruth's 
swing is longer and he puts all h'.s 
weight and power behind it. so 
much so that he gives the spectator 
a thrill even when he fails to con­
nect. sometimes failing from his 
effort.

Another element to be considered 
is that concerning the fields on 
which these two supermen of the 
nTace must perform. Kelly hits us­
ually to left field; Ruth is a pro­
nounced right field hitter. On most 
major league parks left field is long­
er than right, and even if two hitters 
carried equal hitting power, Kelly's 
task would therefore be greater. 
There are some parks in the National 
League where the left field walls 
have defied human endeavor to date; 
and Kelly probably will not drive 
any baseballs over them. The tar­
gets which Ruth must aim at in the 
American League are difficult enough 
for most players, but he has been 
able for two years in succession to 
htt balls out of every park along the 
American circuit.

Ruth has averaged forty-two home 
runs a season during the past two 
years, and he is starting better this 
year than in either campaign. While 
hoping that Kelly sets a new league 
record, why handicap him by ex­
pecting the apifcirently impossible?

lenged. The United States railroads 
are preparing to ask the Senate 
Coninii:te- on Interstate Commerce, 
wh«n it trkes up its inquiry into the 
railroad saitu&tion next month, to 
E.fL th:se statements to the bottom.

Daniel XViilard, president of the 
Ea'timoré & Ohio says:

“I have personally asked many 
large manufacturers and shippers of 
goods what effect it would have upon 
their shipments at the present time 
if freight charges were cancelled al­
together, and if the railroads would 
move the tonnage offered free of 
charge. Invariably the answer has 
been that it would make practically 
no difference at all in the volume of 
business because people were not 
b'-ing at the present time.”.-.

Chairman Clark has recently made 
public the resultVof his Inquiry into 
the assertions of Florida fruit and 
vegetable shippers that freight rates 
are now so high that they cannot 
profitably ship their products to 
market. Mr. Clark found that ship­
ments of Florida fruits and vege­
tables between November 1, 1920, 
and Februarv 28. 1921 amounted-to 
2to420 carloads, while in theto!orre- 
snonding period of the year before, 
under the old rates, such shipments 
had been 2H.R86 carloads, an increase 
for the present season of 1,534 car­
loads. 1

The Railway Age asserts that on 
April 16 the average price paid pro­
ducers for cabbage in Texas was $7 
a ton, the freight rate to Chicago 
was $26.30, including refrigerating 
charges and Federal tax on freight 
charges, and total cost laid down in 
Chicago approximately 1,000 miles 
from the producing fields, was $33.30 
a ton.

Despite the strengthening of re­
strictions against fresh immigration 
into this country, ar.d the continua­
tion of the ruling that all new set­
tlers must show $250 in cash and 
their railway fare to their destina­
tion before being admitted into the 
Dominion, these new settlers con­
tinue to arrive in large and increas­
ing numbers.

During the months of January, 
February and March no less than 
9,187 new colonists entered St. John 
via the Canadian Pacific vessels 
alone, being 1,450 in January, 2,0-15 
in February and 5.6°2 in March. 
These numbers would have been con­
siderably larger, so the shipping 
men aver, if the 5250 recruirer.-^-it 
had been dropped to the former $50 
rate, as it was recently thought 
would be done. In fact, steamship 
officials state that many hundred in­
tending immigrants cancelled their 
bookings upon learning that the 
hi^h rate was to be maintained.

In detail, the Canadian Pacific re­
cord* for the three months are as 
follows:

If the thirty-foot distance is chosen, 
mark off thirty-foot distances on all | 
four sides of the square and plant a 
stake at each place.

To fill in the centre o' the square 
<hre.e persons are required. o*ie to 
hold stakeqf nn-1 the ofher two to 
stoht. One lighter lines tip the stake 
holder for one direction and the other 
sighter lines him up for the other 
direction. When in line in btoh 
dir°ctions he plants the stake and j 
then proceeds to the next point, and 
so on. Where it is impossible to ob­
tain the services of three people two 
persons may use the following alter­
native method: After lining up all 
sides of the square, a wire may b® 
stretched from one side of the field 
to the other and drawn taut and the 
proper distances measured off and

stakes planted. The re:;t e pro­
cure is the same in both iases.

After all stakes are plante bring 
into use the planting board. This is 
i\ board about six or eight feet long 
with a notch at either end and one 
directly in the centre.

Its use is very simple. Place the 
centre notch over one of the stakes 

whish. is lolated where a tree will he 
eventually planted, drive a peg 
through each of the notches at the 
ends of the board. The board and the 
stake may now be removed and the 
hole for the tree dug.

After the whole is dug it is easy to 
get the tree in the same place as the 
stake was by bringing back the board 
and fitting it over the two end pegs. 
The treo, if then placed in the centre 
notch, will be in position.

In planting young trees a few pré­
cautions must be observed. The trees 
should not be allowed to become dry 
at anytime before planting, but should 
he taken to the field wet.

The hole should be large enough 
to accomodate the roots without jam­
ming. All broken parts of roots 
should he trimmed off neatly.

When planting the tree, the surface 
soil is generally put in first and the 
soil should be continually tramped 
or rammed as the planting proceeds. 
Rough handling in this manner can 
do r.o harm, but will do good. After 
the trees are set. the top should he 
cut back about one-third or one-half, 
ami constant cultivation given until 
mid-summer when a cover crop or 
to fungi, insects and fires combined 
weeds may be permitted to grow.

It is 
just possible, that the minority of the 
people who hv their votes rejected, 
the representatives actually elected 
may nearly equally divide the total 
number of the electorate, owing te 
peculiarities in our electoral d’stricte 
all over the Dominion, taking the 
sum total of tt>e whole vo* '* a minor­
ity of votes, gained the day. and the 
party who received a majority was 
left out in the cold. The result can­
not be Democracy, for all the people 
do not govern. Party rule, is not 
government by the people, at best it 
is government by the majority.

The Right Reverend the Bishop of 
Fredericton, said a ‘‘Democracy was a 
much abused term." The Democratic 
Government of Canada, is simply ‘‘a 
house divided." split up into clique0 
and classes. Of course the majority 
are in power, hut the fellows on the 
left, claim as much to speak the 
voice of the people, as those on the 
right. On a field day of debate it 
must he “as good as a circus “to get 
into the Gallery, and hear the assem­
bled wisdom of Canada, having an 
outburst, end the liens of the partie' 
roar at each other.

Boy Scouts are organizations of

The regular monthly meeting of the 

Fire Company was held last Thursday 
evening and officers for the ensuing 
year were elected.

Belgian Terms
! M. Jaspar’s plan, proposes, first,
! that the terms should be submitted 
to Germany with an ultimatum, and ' 
seconded, that immediate military j 
preparations should be made to en­
force the terms at the conclusion of 
the period named in the ultimatum. 
Premier Lloyd George would not com­
mit himself to the plan before con­
sulting his cabinet, which he did soon 
after the council broke up. Even 
then all that British official circles 
would say was: “There seems to be 
a movement of opinion on the part of 
the Allies favoring this suggestion." 
Hope was expressed that the experts 
would submit a unanimous report on 
tomorrow's meeting of the council.

Short Council Meeting
There was only a short meeting of 

the council today, the one fixed for 
this morning being called off as the 
experts who had been at work hours 
on it and had not completed the Brit­
ish and French plans and because of 
the new situation arising In view of 
the British learning of the Reparation 
Commission's report with regard to 
Germany's indebtedness to the Allies. 
Premier Briand and Mr. Lloyd George, 
however, had a half hour’s conversa­
tion. The afternoon session at which 
M. Jaspar’s proposal was submitted 
also a brief one, for it was considered 
this should go before the experts, who 
met tonight to consider it in conjunc­
tion with other matters, while a small 
drafting committee was appointed to 
deal with it.

Application of Penalties
Another committee on which the 

military and financial experts are sit­
ting was formed to draw up plans for 
application of the penalties should 
Germany fail to satisfy the Allies 
These committees of experts include 
members of the various governments. 
Great Britain being represented by 
Winston Spencer Churehhill, secre­
tary for the colonies, Edward S. Mon­
tague. secretary for India; Alfred 
Mond, secretary for health, and Sir 

lLiang-Worthington-Evans, secretary 
for war; France, by M. Berthelot, 
general secretary of the foreign office 
and C. Doumer, minister of finance; 
Belgium by L. Theunys, minister of 
finance, and Italy by the Marquis 
Della Torreta.

Paris, May 1—The reparations com­
mission today made public its note to 
the German war burdens commission 
on reparation. The communication 
which Is dated May 1, informs the 
German commisson of the intention 
ot the reparations commission to es­
tablish within the shortest time pos­
sible the amount of damages for 
which Germany owes reparations un­
der Article 233 of the treaty of Ver­
sailles.

Meanwhile without prejudice for the 
foregoing accounting, the reparations 
commission, notifies the War Burdens 
Commission that twelve billion marks 
in gold are due today. The note is 
signed by Louis Dubois, president of 
the reparations commission and M. 
De LaCroix, former premier of Bel­
gium.
