IT IS TERRIBLE.
Folly 1SQ0 Drowned and 15,000 Starving. 

The Southern Cyclone.

Charleston, S. C., Sept. 2.— The city is 
already getting down to its normal condi­
tion, and is busy repairing the damage 
done by the cyclone. The situation, 
however, is very gloomy. Only two days 
of sunshine since the cyclone, and to-day 
heavy rains with cyclonic indications have 
cast a damper upon the situation. But 
above all, the news of the terrible devas­
tation and loss of life and crops on the 
sea islands have cast a gloom over the 
city.

The situation is appalling. A very large 
part of the business of the city comes 
from the devasted section and with no 
cotton and very little rice the business 
outlook becomes distressingly bad

As refugees from the stricken coast 
come in they bring awful and pitiful 
stories. From Ponpon comes a story that 
is pathetic in its tragedy. Laura Hamil­
ton, a colored woman, and her baby es­
caped from the rapidly rising water in 
her house and tried to seek safety for her­
self and her baby. The waters rushed 
down upon her. She attempted to swim 
holding her child above water with her 
teeth. She struggled bravely for some 
time, but was finally exhausted and 
drowned with her child.

A negro woman was washed out of her 
house. She held her baby in her arms. 
Drifting by a toll gate she grasped one of 
its pillars, and held on throughout the 
terrible hours of the storm. She wasn’t 
rescued untill 8 o’clock Monday morning.

Two negro boys floated off on a straw 
stack. After going several miles up the 
river the straw parted and one was 
drowned.

B. H. Pinnear rescued the family of 
Richmond Branham. Branham himself 
was drowned.

John Roberts came to this city yester­
day from Dewee’s island, and reported a 
most desperate condition among the few 
people living^iere. He said he was fish­
ing for terrapin in Bulb bay when the 
stormAame up, and that he could not pos­
sibly reach home.

When he returned he found that three 
of the four houses on the island had been 
swept away, and that he had lost every­
thing in the world. The house in which 
hia mother lived was blown down and she 
was caught in the wreck, where she re­
mained for two days before help came. 
She was badly crushed by the timbers.

His wife and five children, the young­
est only two years old, suffered an awful 
experience. When the storm blew the 
ends ont of the house his wife pushed the 
children through a hole into the loft, and 
on Monday swam to the nearest high 
ground with her children one at a time, 
where she wrapped them up in two ol^j 
shawls, and waited for the wind and 
waves to subside. For two days they 
didn’t have a mouthful to eat.

It is estimated to-day that on the sea 
Islands upward of 1500 people have been 
drowned, and 15,000 are in a starving 
condition. Many of the negroes on the 
Sea Islands are tenant farmers, but also 
work on the larger plantations.

All the crops are practically destroyed, 
the stock all drowned, and there is actu­
ally not enough provisions in the country 
to keep the people alive.

A mass meeting of the citizens of 
Charleston was held here to day and re­
lief was immediately sent. There will be 
a collection in all the churches to-morrow.

At Rockville, on Edisto island, yester­
day, the bodies of twenty-one wrecked 
seaman were buried in one grave. The 
beach along the coast is strewn with 
bodies of seamen and with wrecks, of 
whom no account can be given.

From Morris island, all the way down 
to Tybee, all are akin at their distress. 
Morris island, John island, Edisto, Ward- 
malaw, James island— Charleston’s neigh­
bors — have perhaps fared somewhat bet­
ter than St. Helena, Coosaw, Dathan, Port 
Royal, Paris, Dawfuskie, Ladies, and the 
myriad of smaller island contributory to 
Beaufort. Huddled together, and within 
almost a stone’s throw of each other, are 
Port Royal, the largest of them all and 
Ladies, Dathan, Morgan, Coosaw, Chis­
holm, St. Helena and Eddengo islands. 
They are almost one isle, cut up with 
navigable lagoons skirting the ocean 
front. Looking out to the broad Atlantic 
are the Hilton Head Islands, and further 
over toward Charleston, Chaplin’s island, 
Prentis island and Reynolds island. .

Hundreds of smaller islands dot the 
coast. Most of them are in ruins, and 
the majority of the inhabitants are search­
ing in vain for sustenance. F'rom 10,000 
15,000 do marketing in Beaufort. What 
they will now do is the question.

Higher up the coast there are whites on 
the islands who have something left. 
Down here nothing is left. Eighty per 
cent of the houses have been swept away 
by the terrific storm.

Look how this [report reads : Ladies’ 
island, 700 houses gone ; Eustice place, 50 
houses, three are left ; Hope plantation, 
all homes destroyed.
* That is the register at Indian Hill. Out 
of seventy-five places on Coosaw island, 
but a dozen are left ; and so it goes.

The population on these islands are al­
most entirely colored, with a few whites 
who keep stores and manage extensive 
farms. The crops consist almost entirely 
of sea island cotton, with a few patches of 
corn, potatoes and small grain. Nothing 
is left of the crop except on the high 
lands.

The phosphate fields have supplied 
labor to many of the more progressive 
farmers, who, after they have “ laid by ” 
their crops, turn it over to their wives and 
children.

This side revenue is gone for the pres­
ent, at least. The boats in which they 
did their visiting, hauling and grading are 
very nearly all gone. Stripped of every­
thing, there is a hard time ahead of very 
many of these inhabitants.

On St. Helena’s island things are in a 
sad plight. Mr. Wilkins, a reliable white 
man, says that for ten miles there is not 
a dry spot on the island. House tops are 
resting in trees or are a mass of ruins.

There are 4,000 who are in immediate 
need of help. Indeed, it has already gone 
so far that demands are being made upon 
him for food. A week ago this was one 
of the most prosperous of the islands.

The colored population was an indus­
trious and well behaved set. The men 
tiad made money out of their cotton crops. 
They were disposed to be saving and have 
accumulated something. Many of them 
had two storey houses, and prided them­
selves on a horse and buggy. Things are 
awfully changed now.

Estimates of death range all the way 
from 400 to 1,000, but in no instance has 
any one said that less than 400 lives have 
been lost. The averages have been be­
tween 600 and 800, and from all that can 
be learned that seems to be about the

correct estimate. Never will it be known 
exactly how many lives were lost by the 
terrific cyclone of 1893.

Marsh grass has covered the bodies of 
many ; others have gone out to sea, and 
indeed the counting has become monoton­
ous, and is no longer being continued.

The death roll, as it is, is bad enough, 
especially when the population of the 
vicinity is considered. Take the popula­
tion at St. Helena island : Ladies island, 
2,000 ; Hilton’s Head, 2,500 ; Warsaw, 100; 
Coosaw, 2,000 ; Paris island, 500 ; Port 
Royal island (not Beauford), 3,000 ; Beau- 
ford, 3.500J; Dotathaw, 4,100 ; Chisholm 
island, 300 ; total 18,200.

Coroner Wells is trying his best to get 
a list of the dead. He says that when all 
the returns were in there would be fully 
600 names recorded on the death roll. He 
made up his list in this way :

But few whites perished in the storm, 

but these colored people who are gone 
were classed as good citizens, and those 
on St. Helena are reported to have been 
prosperous and intelligent.

The people of Beaufort, realizing the 
seriousness of the distress, have united 
their energies to help the poor. A com- 
mitteee has been appointed to secure re­
lief, and acts in the interests of the peo­
ple. It consists of George Holmes, Robert 
Smalls, collector of the port ; William R. 
Lockwood, banker ; Capt. N. Christensen, 
hard ware merchant ; Thomas F. Walsh, 
dispenser ; and George W. Ford, colored.

The committee held a meeting last 
night and decided to issue an appeal for 
immediate relief to the American people. 
The committee has collected a consider­
able amount of information, and is of the 
opinion that 800 lives were lost and fully 
6,000 people are in need at this moment. 
These are some of the figures collected :

POTATOES THIS FALL

Referring to the probable good prices 
for potatoes in the Boston market this 
fall, we observe that the Scottish Ameri­
can Journal of the 13th inst., in reviewing 
the crop prospects of the JJnited States, 
says: “ The potato crop is estimated at 
165,000,000 bushels, a slight increase over 
last year, but the yield two years ago was 
245,000,000 bushels.” If it be true that 
the United States crop this year is only a 
slight increase over that of last year, there 
can be no doubt that there will be a good 
demand for our potatoes in that market.

We observe, too, that the prices are 
still keeping up as the following prices 
will show :—

1892. 1893.
Aug. 12th..... $1.75 to $2.00 $2.50 to $2.75

19th..... 1.75 “ 2.00 2.25 “ 2.62
26th..... 1.75 “ 2.25 2.50 “ 3.00

Taking the average price of potatoes in 
the Boston market from June 15th to 
August 10th, the prices this year have 
ruled seventy-five cents higher than they 
did in ’92, while for the past three weeks 
the average price has been only sixty-nine 
cents higher than for the corresponding 
period last year. This of course, shows a 
slight decline which would be accounted 
for by the slight increase of yield this 
year as compared with last, which the 
Journal points out.

It is yet too soon to determine how the 
late potato crop in the New England 
states will turn out. The general crop re­
port for these states on the 21st inst. says 
that “ potatoes have begun to rust, and, 
with much cloudy weather, rot is apt to 
follow quickly.” From a number of stat­
ions the tubers are reported as rusting and 
few to a hill, yet one in Western Connect­
icut says that “ late potatoes promise a 
large yield.” It is the Maine potatoes, 
however, that will pull down prices now 
if there is a large one. The late crop is 
not sufficiently matured to base any cal­
culations upon it, but the early crop in 
that state, as well as in others, are accord­
ing to the last bulletin, still reported only 
a half crop.

It is believed there will be very little 
competition in the potato line from Eng­
land or Scotland this fall, or even next 
spring. This is based upon the fact that 
even if there be a good crop of tubers, 
there is such a dearth of hay that the po­
tatoes will be used to eke out and supple­
ment the inferior fodder, such as straw, 
they will be obliged to use. This seems 
very reasonable, as with hay at forty dol­
lars a ton, it would be ruinous for the 
farmers of Great Britain to buy much of 
that article which will undoubtedly be 
exported from America. If then, they 
have a surplus of potatoes, they will quite 
likely be consumed at home this year. 
From a bulletin issued by the Ontario 
government, we observe that potatoes in 
that province will be barely up to the aver­
age. This will also be some small factor 
in keeping the prices up.—P. E. Island 
Farmer.

TO CHATHAM.
Via the Canada Eeastern Railway — A 

Pleasant Trip.

The journey from the celestial city to 
Chatham, the commercial capital of the 
north shore, by means of the comfortable 
accommodation train running daily over 
the Canada Eastern railway, is one of the 
most pleasant and instructive trips which 
it is possible to take within the limits of 
province, and if undertaken at this season 
of the year, when the summer sun, has lost 
that fervent heat which made life so un­
interesting before ; when the outward ap­
pearance of the country has been im­
proved by the cutting of the hay, the 
ripening of the golden grain, and the ap­
proaching maturity of the orchard fruits ; 
affords material for a vast deal of solid 
enjoyment. Everybody knows in what 
direction the Canada Eastern’s line runs. 
It is the short cut between Chatham and 
the capital of the province, cities which 
before its construction, could only be 
reached from each other by means of the 
much longer and more circuitous I. C. R. 
via Moncton and St. John.

The building of the line was dtte to 
the perseverance of those two provincial 
financial princes, Messrs. Alex. Gibson 
and J. B. Snowball, the greater part of 
the praise being due to the former of the 
two. And it was a praiseworthy under­
taking, carried through in a manner char­
acteristic of its forceful promoters. There 
were many obstacles in the way of its 
probable success. To begin with, it was 
almost certain from the very first inaug­
uration of the scheme, that the road, when 
built would have to incur the keen com­
petition of the I. C. R., a road already es­
tablished, and having a practical mon- 
oply of the carrying business between 
Quebec, the North-shore, Fredericton and 
St. John, the chief distributing points 
within the province. This consideration 
was of great importance. Had the line 
been constructed between points already 
devoid of railway communication, no such 
obstacle would have presented itself ; but 
as it was, the new line had not only to 
work up a through and local business be­
tween the terminal points, but had to 
bid for all other business against a power­
ful government railway, which was not 
very,particular about how many deficits 
were incurred in its management. As a 
matter of feet the rivalry of the I. C. R- 
made itself felt in a very practical man­
ner just ofter the completion of the Can­
ada Eastern. Previous to that time the 
I. C. R. had been doing quite a business 
in carrying flour from the mills in west­
ern Ontario to St. John, and had been of 
course charging very fair rates for the 
same. But immediately on the complet­
ion of the Canada Eastern, the rates were 
reduced on that portion of their line be­
tween Chatham and St. John, and at one 
time were down to nothing. In order to 
prevent the Canada Eastern from obtain­
ing a share of the business, the I. C. R., 
carried flour from Chatham to St. John and 
even to Fredericton, (with the aid of the 
old New Brunswick company) absolutely 
free of freight charges. Now this at that 
time ought to have been a very serious 
matter to the Canada Eastern, but it did 
not seem to have any great "bearing upon 
its progress.

The road was started in 1886, and is now 
firmly established upon a paying basis. 
Several things contributed to its success. 
It opened up to trade the fertile farming 
valley of the Nashwaak and Miramichi, 
and established a direct communication 
between them. It was especially valuable 
to Mr. Gibson and to North Shore lumber­
men, for it cheapened the cost of transpor­
tation, both of men and provisions, into 
the lumber woods bordering upon its 
course. It has very largely built up 
the thriving villages of Stanley, Doak- 
town and Blackville, which, in return, 
are paying the Canada Eastern a very 
considerable sum in the way of freight. 
All these facts aided its promoters to 
triumph over the diflculties in their way.

The line is now owned and operated by 
Mr. Gibson alone, who bought out Mr. 
Snowball’s interest not very long ago. 
To him the use of the railway is almost 
indispensable. He has considerable of a 
lumber business on the Miramichi wat­
ers, and the railway is useful in enabling 
him to ship his deals from his mill at 
Blackville to St. John by way of Fred­
ericton, and to handle them in with his 
Nashwaak output. It is needless to say 
that after the railway changed hands, 
there was a very noticeable change in 
personnel of the railway officials. Mr. 
Hoben, who had, under Snowball’s man­
agement, been superseded, was again re­
stored to his position of superintendant. 
P. A, Logan is once more in charge of the 
mechanical department, while among 
minor officials, the same is the case.

F’rom Fredericton to Chatham is 116 
miles. The accommodation leaves the 
capital at eight o’clock, and arrives at 
Chatham about three in the afternoon.

The first few miles traversed after leav­
ing the celestial city, are so familiar to 
New Brunswickers, and especially-to in­
habitants of Fredericton, that it is almost 
as much as a man’s life is worth to say 
anything at all about his impressions 
along the way. Nevertheless, it must al­
ways continue to be the most interesting 
portion of the journey. From the mo­
ment you step on board the train at the 
railway bridge, you feel that you are en­
tering into an atmosphere saturated with 
Gibson. When you sit and consider that 
the whole stretch of railway you are to 
traverse, extending a distance of over one 
half the length of the province, with its 
rights, members, privileges and appurt­
enances ; its stations, its roadway, its en­
gines and rolling stock, is under his 
direct control ; when you cross the rail­
way bridge in which he has a controlling 
interest ; when you traverse the village 
which bears his name and which he is 
doing so much to rebuild ; when you ob­
serve at the Gibson wharves, the immense 
amount of deals from his mills being load­
ed on board his scows ; and when you 
continue on up the line past beautiful 
houses of his building, and swing into 
sight of Marysville, his headquarters, and 
catch a breatli of the tireless industry of 
the place ; with its saw mills, its shingle, 
clapboard and lath manufactories ; its cot­
ton factory ; its brick yard ; its numberless 
uniform dwellings for workmen, occupy­
ing both sides of the Nashwaak ; its hand­
some store and hotel and church ; its 
magnificent residences ; its cleanliness, 
order and perfect apparent harmony ; you 
are not to be blamed if you feel that the 
same master mind whose enterprise creat­
ed this hugh monopoly has also in some 
way or other an ownership in the very 
air you breathe.

No matter how many times you may 
have been over the same ground, before, 
and have thought upon all these things 
till they seemed familiar and common­
place, you cannot help being struck with 
the stupendous genius a,nd energy whose

monument you see around on all sides. 
You are unconsciously brought within the 
magic sphere of its influence and you fell 
into silent admiration of the man whose 
possession it is. And even after you have 
passed Marysville, the influence still fol­
lows and keeps pace with your course.

On the train on which I travelled on 
Tuesday morning, Alex. Gibson, Jr., was 
aboard with a small crew of men whom 
he was taking to Cross Creek to work 
upon the drive. There is a very large 
quantify of Mr. Gibson’s lumber at that 
place, which they are finding it very hard 
to handle. Farther up the Nashwaak 
again, above Stanley there is a heavy jam 
which may not be got out before the fall 
freshet. But it will not be because no 
effort is made. It is not like Mr. Gibson 
to be defeated, when any amount of ex­
ertion will gain the day, and he had at 
that time a large force of men hard at 
work upon ihia lumber. Over the whole 
length of the line you meet such evidences 
of the extent and character of the Gibson 
influence. You will meet, as we did, with 
specials from Blackville loaded with deals 
from his Miramichi mills, and at every 
pause on the journey something occurs to 
remind you upon whose train you are 
journeying.

The ride up the Valley of the Nashwaak 
cannot be surpassed for beauty of agricul­
tural scenery, in the Maritime Provinces. 
Just now the haying is finished. The im­
mense tracts of fertile interval land are to 
a great extent clipped bare of their grass 
crop, and lie like green velvety lawns up­
turned to the Autumn sun. But the hay­
ing has given place to harvesting, which 
in some portions of this valley has already 
begun. The grain crops are unusually 
good this year, though the yield of hay 
was somewhat below the average. We 
saw, at intervals, harvesters standing up 
to their middles in the fields of oats, 
which they were cutting preparatory to 
the harvesting. From Fredericton to 
Cross Creek is twenty-five miles. Cross 
Creek is situated at the point where the 
Canada Eastern Railway leaves the Nash­
waak Valley and strikes across the height 
of land lying between that and the Mira­
michi. It is the station for Stanley, which 
lies five miles directly south west, on the 
right bank of the Nashwaak. Previous to 
the building of the Canada Eastern Rail­
way, Stanley was an unimportant little 
country village, having a few general 
stores which commanded a limited local 
trade, and being chiefly noted because of 
its annual “ cattle show,” to which a large 
number of York County people were al­
ways attracted. It also possessed a saw 
mill or two, and was a very nice little vil­
lage, as country villages go. But it Was 
twenty-five miles from Fredericton, the 
nearest town ; it was situated in the middle 
of interminable hills, and on the bank of 
an unnavigable river, it and on connection 
with the outside world, excepting by the 
usual highway, and altogether its prospects 
of becoming a place of any importance 
seemed very poor indeed. But now all 
that is changed.

A UNIQUE_ EXPERIENCE.
Mrs. Jane Williamson Spends a Night 

With a Bear.

Mrs. Jane Williamson, of Shelburne, 
N. S., had a remarkable experience a fc v 
days ago. On Thursday the 25th of Aug­
ust, she left her home to gather blueber­
ries. About two hours later when about 
two miles from her home, she started to 
return and had preceded but a short dis­
tance when she fell sick and soon after 
fainted. Eany in the night rain fell cop­
iously and the falling rain brought her 
back to consciouseess. She made several 
attempts to proceed but was to weak to 
do so. She was in the midst of a thicket 
of high blueberry bushes and lay in a 
shallow pool of water for several hours 
while unconscious. The hours of the 
night slowly wore away. The seriousness 
of her situation was increased by the 
presence of a bear, which approached 
her and walked deliberately around her 
growling suggestively meanwhile. Soon 
after sunrise the bear departed, and Mrs. 
Williamson had so far recovered that she 
was able although slowly and with great 
difficulty, to resume her homeward jour­
ney. In about three hours she reached 
the house. Members of the family had 
been searching the woods for her all 
night. One of them went in the early 
morning to Jordan River and brought a 
number of friends to continue the search 
for the missing woman in the woods. Be­
fore starting for the woods in the morn­
ing, the searching party went to the 
house and found her lying on a sofa in her 
wet clothes completely exhausteu. She 
appears to be now thoroughly restored to 
her usual health. Mrs. Williamson has 
not only a local repu ta ton as an expert 
huntress, who has been all her life time 
fond of .the woods, and of the chase, but 
her fame as a huntress has been pro­
claimed in some of the leading journals 
of the United States. She has had many 
an encounter with the wild beasts of the 
forest around her home, and always came 
off victorious with them.— Shelburne 
Budget.

HOME-MADE CHEESE.
A New York dairyman tells how to 

make cheese at home in this way :—
Have a tinman solder a faucet near the 

bottom at one end of an ordinary tin 
wash boiler, which will hold five or six 
pailfuls. Fit a movable tin screen in­
side, about three inches from the faucet 
and extending about the same distance 
about it, which will hold the curd away 
from the faucet. This with a long wooden 
paddle, is all that you have need to order 
especially for the work, except cheese 
cloth, rennet and a cheese press. Six 
pailfuls of sweet milk with the cream all 
in it will make about fifteen pounds of 
cheese. It need not be of one milking if 
it is perfectly sweet. Put the milk in the 
boiler on the stove and heat it to eighty 
degrees. Remove from the stove and 
add the rennet. The tablets are easier to 
use and the directions accompany them. 
When the milk has coagulated, which 
will take place in ten minutes or less, it 
must be cut to the bottom of the boiler 
each way, making about two-inch squares.

The whey will begin to start almost at 
once. Sink a small dipper into it slowly 
and the whey may be removed gradually 
until two quarts or more have been col­
lected. Heat this rather hot, not scalding 
and pour it over the curd, stirring it care­
fully. When at one hundred degrees 
open the faucet and allow the whey to 
drain out, dipping it out from the top as 
before described. When drained, sprinkle 
half a teacupful of fine dairy salt on the 
curd and crumble and mix it thoroughly 
with the hands. Have a square of strong, 
loosely woven cloth wet and placed on 
the cheese hoop, which should be the 
size of a peck measure. Press the curd 
into the hoop, adjust the cover after the 
cloth has been folded on the top of the 
curd, and submit the curd to gentle pres­
sure. Prepare a bandage of cheese cloth 
large enough to go around the cheese and 
wide enough to nearly cover the ends. 
Lay on ends another piece and sew to the 
piece around the cheese. Keep at seven­
ty degrees in a dry room. Too much salt 
or too much scalding when heating the 
curd hardens the cheese, while careless 
stirring starts the “ white whey ” and al­
lows much of the butter fats to escape.

JERSEY CATTLE.
A Description of Their Origin and His­

tory.

There are several good reasons for be­
lieving that Jersey cattle are descended 
from the Normandy breed of the adjacent 
continent. The two most prominent of 
these reasons are the contiguity of the 
of the two countries, and the resemblance 
which the two breeds bear to each other 
in point of conformation, and in other re­
spects. It would be an unnatural sup­
position to conclude that cattle would be 
taken to Jersey from countries far away 
when they were kept on the mainland, 
and but a little way from the Jersey shore 
in those early centuries when the inter­
course between countries was very much 
less than it is at the present time. It is 
thought, too, that at one time the chan­
nel between the island and the mainland 
was much narrower than it is at present. 
Although Jersey cattle differ considerably 
from those of Normandy now, at the 
same time they resemble them more near­
ly than any of the purely English breeds, 
and the difference is no more than should 
be looked for when we consider the differ­
ence in care and managed! fit given to 
the two breeds.

Many centuries have elapsed, however 
since the Normandy cattle were first 
brought to Jeasey, and indeed, since they 
have ceased to be brought to Jersey, for 
the importation of cattle of any kind to 
that island has long been forbidden. For 
a long time past the cattle of Guernsey 
and Alderney have not been alto wed to 
come to Jersey. What led the people of 
Jersey to enact such a law may seem 
some what strange ; but whether the 
motive was good in itself or supremely 
selfish, good has, doubtless been the out­
come. It enabled the Jersey breeders the 
more quickly and the more certainly to 
intensify the dominant characteristics of 
the most famous dairy breed than could 
have been done but for such exclusion.

The island which has given the Jerseys 
to the world is very small, being only 
about eleven miles tong and about five 
and a half miles broad. It may be said, 
however, to be wholly given up to dairy­
ing, to the production of dairy cattle for 
home use and for export, and to the growth 
of early fruit and vegetables. The cli­
mate is admirably adapted to these pur­
poses owing to ils moisture and to the ab­
sence of heat and cold. The moisture 
fevers the growth of good pastures, and 
the system of tethering when the cattle 
are on pasture, so common in Jersey, 
tends to conserve the pastures to the 
greatest possible extent when these are 
eaten off rather than pastured.

Jersey cattle are now famous the world 
over, although, like as it is with other 
breeds, they are more popular in some 
countries than in others. They stand 
high in favor in Great Britain and Ire­
land, Canada, and in the United States 
and Australia, and they are now numer­
ously kept in various other countries.

In England they have not obtained the 
same footing relatively as they now occupy 
in the United States. This is only what 
we might expect. In a country whieh 
originated so many famous breeds of 
cattle, we could not took for a foreign 
breed to get the same recognition that 
would be accorded to breeds which had 
become famous there before the introduct­
ion of the latter, They are notwithstand­
ing, high in favor with that class who 
only keep one cow, and owing to their 
beauty they have tong been looked upon 
as an adornment to the parks of noblemen.

In the United States, in point of num­
bers, they stand first among the pure 
breeds of dairy cattle. Their grades are 
also very numerous, and for dairy pur­
poses they stand high in favor in a 
majority of the states of the union. The 
first importation was made into the 
United States in 1815. For some time 
their introduction was very gradual, but 
during the last quarter of a century, their 
increase and distribution have been phe- 
nominally rapid.

They were somewhat late in being in­
troduced in Canada, and for reasons that 
may be assigned without much difficulty. 
Canada had been a beef-producing country 
for years before close attention came to 
be given to dairying, hence it was only 
natural that preference should be given 
rather to the introduction and extension 
of beef producing breeds. In eastern On­
tario where more attention was given to 
dairying, relatively, than in the west, 
Ayrshire cattle had been brought into 
the country in considerable numbers, and 
as they seethed to serve the end for which 
they were kept, fairly well, their presence 
naturally operated as a barrier to the gen­
eral diffusion of other dairy breeds.

It is only within the last two decades 
that Jersey cattle have taken a prominent 
place at our Canadian shows. But since 
their introduction they have made no 
little headway. The Oaklands herd, 
called into existence by Valency E. Ful­
ler, of Hamilton, On., was at one time the 
most famous herd of Jerseys in the 
world. It was dispersed in 1889.

The American Jersey cattle club was 
organized in 1868. Since that date atten- 
lias been given to the registration of pedi­
gree, and in 1885 the recording of official 
butter tests was also undertaken. Jersey 
cattle clubs have also been established in 
England, Australia, and in the Island of 
Jersey, and pure-bred animals of this 
breed are now being registered in all these 
countries.

The high membership fee of $100 adopt­
ed by the American association some 
time ago has probably hindered the ex­
tension of the. breed in no small degree. 
Many persons, doubtless would have en­
gaged in the work of breeding Jerseys, 
but for this barrier. The registration fee 
of twenty-five dollars charged of recent 
years on animals imported from Jersey, 
lias still further interfered witli the ex­
tension of the breed on this continent.

The outlook, nevertheles, for the future 
of the Jersey is very hopeful. In the 
great dairy contest in Chicago, they are 
in the thickest of the fray, and it is ex­
pected that they will give as good an ac­
count of themselves there for butter pro­
duction as they have done in previous 
contests.—Prof. Thomas Shaw, Ontario 
Agricultural College.

FRENCH FLAG TORN DOWN.

During Tuesday’s sports at Dery Park, 
Quebec several sailors of H. M. S. Blake 
engaged in a fight with some of the rough 
element. Both factions were more or 
less under the influence of whiskey. Jack 
as usual when ashore got the worst of the 
fight. On their way back, the blue jackets 
tore down a French flag flying in front of 
a tinsmith’s shop. The flag was thrown 
to the ground and trampled upon, then it 
was torn to shreds, and finally thrown into 
the gutter by the infuriated tars. There 
is a good deal of indignation among the 
French population and more trouble is 
feared.
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4 THE AGONY NOT OVER.

As is generally known David Morrow 
has been dismissed from the position of 
dominion fishery commissioner for No. 3 
District, and the Sun says that Harry S. 
Miles, son-in-law of the Hon. Mr. Perley 
has been appointed to the vacant position. 
This is all right as far as it goes, but Mr. 
Wilmot, M. P., had something to say in 
the matter and asked that Mr. Morrow be 
reinstated or if his sins were too glaring 
then he would be satisfied if Thos. P. Tay­
lor was given the position.

It seemed certain last week that Mr. 
Perley held the key to the situation and 
that he possessed too much influence for 
Mr. Wilmot but the latter has got in a 
shot this week. He has received notice 
from Hon. Mr. Tupper that Miles’ appoint­
ment has not been gazetted and will not 
be and the Perley contingent are very 
much disheartened. It is a severe test 
and Sunbuty is divided into two factions, 
the friends of Mr. Wilmot and the Perley- 
ites. The liberals are amused at the game 
and bets are being freely offered that Hon. 
W. E. will win with ease.

THE ORANGE PICNIC.

We are at a loss to discover what par­
ticular object was accomplished by the 
Orange picnic held at Gagetown on 
Thursday last, unless it was brought about 
for political reasons; and even in that 
case it must have proved a rather disap­
pointing affair. Speeches were delivered 
by C. N. Skinner, N. Clarke Wallace, 
major Sam Hughes and H. H. Pitts,whose 
remarks were very graphically described 
by a daily contemporary as a bundle of 
“ frantic incoherencies.” There was noth­
ing much said, and, except when Mr. 
Pitts was speaking, politics were never 
mentioned. We are inclined, however, 
to think that the underlying object of the 
promoters of the picnic was to serve a 
political purpose, while they were dis­
creet enough to keep well in the back 
ground in public. Mr. Wallace is not the 
kind of an Orangeman to come all the 
way to Gagetown just for a day’s outing. 
And then we are assured by the Reporter 
that the picnic was a political affair. If 
that be so, intelligent men of the order 
ought to repudiate their connection with 
an organization which by its own con­
fession is fast becoming a mere political 
machine, to act at the nod of the most 
worshipful grand master sitting in a seat 
at the same council board around which 
gather Ouimet, Costigan, Curran and 
Daly, under fhe leadership of one whom 
all the world knows to be a convert to 
Catholicism. Not that we liberals object 
to hie change of religion. To us all 
religious opinions are alike respected. 
But we cannot conceive how it is possible 
for members of an order pledged to main­
tain, watch and ward against the machin­
ations of the Pope of Rome, to practice 
servile obedience to a renegade Protest­
ant even in politics.

CRIME IN CANADA.

The blue book containing the criminal 
statistics of Canada for the year ending 
with the 31st of December, 1892, has been 
received. According to this report, the 
avarage number of total convictions, per 
annum, for ten years from 1882 to 1892 
inclusive, has been 34,846, of which 12,195, 
or about forty per cent of the whole, was 
the average for drunkeness. Tha total 
number of convictions tried in Canada for 
1892, was 34,997, which is a slight increase 
over the average for the preceding decade, 
but shows a decrease when compared 
with 1891, during which year there were 
37,415 convictions tried. The convictions 
are classified into those for “ indictable 
offences,” and “ summary convictions,” 
the “indictable offences” including all 
cases tried by compete tent magistrates by 
the consent of the persons accused, under 
the “ speedy trials,” “ summary trials by 
consent,” and “juvenile offenders ” acts. 
There were 5,924 persons accused of indict­
able offences during the past year, of 
which 1,842 were acquitted, detained 
for lunacy one, and sixty-three received 
no sentence from other causes. This 
leaves 4,030 convicted of indictable offences 
or 8.23 per 1000 inhabitants, as against 
3,964 or 8.20 per 100 inhabitants in 1891. 
Taking the indictable offences returns by 
provinces, Ontario leads the van with 
2,064, Quebec second with 1,338, and 
New Brunswick with only 93. The ratios 
per one thousand inhabitants, are as
follows :

The first four are above the average for 
the whole of Canada and British Colum­
bia more than double.

The number of females convicted of 
similar offences in 1892 was 289 or 7.17 per 
cent of the total convictions, as against 
282 or 7.11 per cent in 1891. Of the 4,030 
persons convicted 714 or 17.7 per cent 
were under 16 years of age, as compared 
with 615 or 15.1 per cent in 1891, a very 
considerable increase. The following 
figures show the educational status of the 
convicted : Unable to read or write 820 
or 20.3 per cent of the total convictions, 
as compared with 919 or 23.1 per cent in 
1891 ; elementary 2,996 or 74.3 per cent, 
as against 2,752 or 69.4 per cent in 1891, a 
large increase; superior 91 or 2.3 per 
cent, as against 77 or 2 per cent in 1891 ; 
not given 123 or 3.1 per cent, as against 
216 or 6.5 per cent in 1891. Out of the 
4,030 convicted 2,158 used liquors moder­
ately and 1,740 immoderately, as com­
pared with 2,088 moderate and 1,706 im­
moderate drinkers in 1891, a small in­
crease. City district furnished 79.4 per 
cent of the total convictions, as against 
77.7 and 20.3 respectively in 1891, a show­
ing in favor of the country districts.

The number of summary convictions 
has largely decreased, indictable offences 
have remained at about the same total as 
in 1891. In Ontario, the decrease in sum­
mary convictions during the year was 
2326 and in New Brunswick 270. In 
Quebec and British Columbia also, there 
was a small decrease, while all the remain­
ing provinces show an increase. The 
number of cases tried by jury was 938. as 
against 932 in 1891. It will surprise some 
of our readers to learn that the prerogat­
ive of mercy has been exercised 194 times 
during 1892, including five death sentences 
commuted for life.

At twenty minutes to one this morn­
ing, the house of lords rejected the home 
rule bill by a vote of 419 to 41. The clergy 
of Great Britain were well represented, 
there being no less than seventy bishops 
present.

THE POLITICAL HORIZON.

There has never been a time during 
the last ten years when the political 
battlefield of the world offered so many 
promises of exciting events as the present. 
There is excitement in the very air. In 
the dominion of Canada, the most real 
and engrossing arena for people of this 
province, there.pre prospects of well con­
ducted skirmishes between the advance 
guards of the two great parties during the 
coming autumn, which will extend over 
the greater part of the whole ground. 
The great liberal convention at Ottawa 
in June was only the prelude to the com­
ing struggle. The simultaneous tones 
being made by the liberal leader, Mr. 
Laurier, on the one side, and by the tariff 
commission on the other, have served and 
are serving to keep alive the public in­
terest in the questions of the day ; and 
the realization that the general election 
with which the conflict now begun is to 
end, will in all human probability deter­
mine, for a while at least, the future tariff 
policy of the dominion, will keep the in­
terest thus aroused from flagging. That 
both the tories and their liberal opponents 
are fully alive and on the alert watching 
each other’s tactics, is evidenced by the 
vigor and enthusiasm which is being dis­
played by the latter ; and the true con­
servative caution exhibited on the part 
of the former. Both parties will be much 
better organized than ever before; the 
ultimate struggle will be sharper and 
more violent than its predecessors ; and 
for that reason the skirmishes which will 
take place during the coming fall will be 
witnessed with absorbing interest by all 
the electors of Canada. Then the feeling 
that the election may be precipitated to 
take place next winter, will add a taste 
of spiciness to the war of words which it 
would not otherwise possess. But interest 
is not centered in Canada alone.

The period of unusual financial depres­
sion through which the United States has 
lately passed, coming as it did, so soon 
after the accession to power of a party 
pledged to the reduction ol the McKinley 
tariff, and followed more recently by the 
introduction into the United States con­
gress of a bill to abolish the obnoxious pur­
chase clauses of the famous Sherman silver 
bill, which was believed to have caused 
all the trouble, will add a relish to the 
political bill of fare from that quarter of 
the globe. The democratic party is on 
top in both the house of representatives 
and the senate ; but there will be many a 
sharp struggle before their tariff policy ia 
framed. The tariff question they have 
not yet had time to handle ; but have for 
the present directed their attention to the 
passing of legislation intended to relieve 
the panic-stricken commercial interests of 
the country. To some extent they have 
succeeded in accomplishing this object. 
The certainty that the purchase clauses 
of the Sherman bill will be repealed, and 
that “ honest money ” will gain the day, 
has imparted a much firmer tone to the 
markets, and has enabled the banks to par­
tially resume their interrupted operations. 
But the tackling of the tariff wall, which 
has been standing for so many years, and 
with which the heart strings of so many 
profitable industries are connected, will 
require much more skilful handling, and 
be attended with a greater degree of 
difficulty. It will be a curious and fascin­
ating amusement to watch the manner in 
which the democratic party, under their 
sensible but astute president, will ap­
proach this question, and how their unre­
lenting opponents will move heaven and 
earth to foil them in their attempt.

Beautiful Residences.

Some very handsome residences are in 
course of construction in Gibson and St. 
Marys, across the river, the finest of all 
being that of Walter McFarlane, hames 
manufacturer, of the latter place. This 
house, which will cost upwards of $4,000, is 
a 24 storey wooden structure, built in the 
nicest taste, and possessing all the modern 
improvements. From cellar to chimney 
top the house is a model of good workman­
ship. The cellar has a fine brick floor and 
walls, with apartments bricked off for but­
tery, milk cellar, and vege able bins. A 
large reservoir well receives the water 
which comes by a private conduit pipe from 
the neighboring hill, the natural force of 
which will be sufficient to send it all 
throngh the house. The furnace and 
boilers for heating the house with hot 
water are also here. Up stairs the house is 
most conveniently laid off. There will be 
spacious and airy parlors, sitting and dining 
rooms and kitchen on the first floor, while 
up stairs will be fine bedrooms and a bath 
room. The carpenter work has been done 
by Mr. Saunderson, while R. C. Macredie 
will take charge of the plumbing. The 
residence is now nearing completion, and 
with its tasty blue roof, white walls, cor­
nices and wide verandahs will present a 
handsome appearance from the outside.

Down the street in Gibson, the burnt dis­
trict is rebuilding quite rapidly, and among 
the new buildings will be some dwelling 
houses which would do credit to any 
modern village. Arthur Sewell, whose fine 
house on the bank of the river, where the 
late fire started, was completely burned, has 
nearly finished the building of a residence 
superior to his old one. The house stands 
on the same site, but is a little larger. It 
ie a two and a half storey building, with 
side to the river, and when finished will 
have bay windows fronting both the’ river 
and the street, as well as a huge verandah 
running around the two sides and the 
front. The interior will contain a number 
of double rooms on the first floor, with 
folding doors between, and the usual num­
ber of bedrooms above. Altogether it will 
make about as pleasant a dwelling as any 
man could wish. Mr. Sewell has secured 
the ownership or control of all the lots be­
longing to the Neill estate fronting on the 
street, which were formerly occupied by 
tenement houses, and has built a fine fence 
around them, enclosing a wide lawn run­
ning back to the river, and a consider­
able distance down the street. This will 
give him a splendid opportunity to sur­
round his house with fine grounds.

Mrs. Malcolm Brown, just opposite Mr. 
Sewell’s lot, has nearly finished her new 
dwelling house and store, which will be a 
very neat and tastey building.

Down below the railway crossing the 
Messrs. Babbitt have also got quite a way 
along with their new houses.

B. H. Babbitt lias erected a dwelling on 
the site, and something after the style of his 
former residence, destroyed by the fire, 
while Dan Babbitt is putting up a large 
dwelling nearly opposite. The new Baptist 
church just below B. H. Babbitt’s house, 
will be an improvement on the old church, 
and will contain an ell running down the 
street, from the rear end of the main build­
ing. Below Miles street, Thomas E. Hoben, 
Superintendent of the C. E. Railway, who 
has also chosen to stick to the old site, will 
soon have completed a dwelling which in 
size, appearance and convenience will be 
second to none on the programme. The 
house fronts on Macklin street, from which 
it is entered by a spacious door-way. A 
large hall opens into a fine double room on 
the right, whicii will be parlour and sitting 
room. Out in the ell are a nice little dining­
room and kitchen, while back of the ell is a 
substantial wood-shed. The house will 
have verandahs, and will attract attention 
when finished and painted.

Harry Pickard lias the frame up for a 
large dwelling close to the Canada Eastern 
station, and on the site of his father’s late 
residence. Back of him John Miles is 
erecting a neat and substantial house. Out 
on Miles street and Miles avenue Alex. 
Heron, Geo. W. Bailey, Lewis A. Belyea, 
John Kyle, B. Webb, and others have 
dwellings in more or less advanced stages 
of com iletion. Robert Macklin has only as 
yet seen fit to finish the ell of his dwelling. 
There are two new large handsome barns, 
one owned by Mr. Macklin and the other 
by John Miles, which, from their size and 
commodious character, would attract at­
tention anywhere.

The new C. P. R. grain tariff in Manito­
ba and the Northwest went into effect 
Tuesday.

The ninth session of the Trades and 
Labor Congress of Canada opened at Mon­
treal Tuesday.

Terrible loss of life is reported at Harta 
and Fayal, in the Azores, as the result of 
a violent storm.

Twenty-one medals have been awarded 
to Canada for her fisheries exhibit at-the 
World’s Fair.

Secretary Carlisle has been requested to 
prepare a bill to change the banking law 
of the United States.

Five Toledo factories which shut down 
during the recent financial depression re­
sumed operations Tuesday.

The stallion Directum trotted a mile on 
Fleetwood track, Monday, in 2.07, mak­
ing a new record.

It is thought the House of Lords will 
raise a majority of from 400 to 450 against 
the home rule bill.

Lundy LaFortune, a young man from 
Norfolk County, was drowned in Hamil­
ton Bay on Saturday.

The apple crop in Annapolis valley is 
reported to be very good notwithstanding 
the many severe storms there this sum­
mer.

Dr. Graves, the alleged murderer of Mrs. 
Bamaby, committed suicide in the County 
Gaol at Denver, Col., Sunday afternoon.

A Hamilton man has been fined $5 for 
refusing to answer questions put to him 
respecting his income by the assessor.

Hon. M. Bowell left on Wednesday for 
Australia on the trade mission which has 
been decided on by the Government.

Outlaws held up the Frisco passenger 
train at Mound Valley, Kas., Sunday. 
They shot and killed express messenger 
Chapman and robbed the passengers.

Mrs. Elizabeth McNair, claimed to be 
the oldest woman in the Dominion, died 
in Huntingdon, Quebec, Monday, aged 111 
years.

One thousand lives were lost in the 
storm of a week ago on the southern At­
lantic coasts, and the living are begging 
for bread.

Oscar Johnson, an all-round murderer, 
was hanged at Berkeley, S. C., Saturday 
for killing Henry Weltman, white, and 
his wife.

In Moscow 85 students, eight professors 
and five woman of rank have been arrest­
ed on suspicion of being implicated in a 
Nihilist plot against t he Czar’s life.

The Ways and Means Committee of the 
United States House of Representatives 
began to deal with the McKinley tariff, 
Monday, with a view to modifying it.

Two railway employees were killed and 
one fatally injured through a train run­
ning into an open switch at Riordan, near 
Portsmouth, Ohio, Tuesday morning,,

John Orr a G. T. R. brakeman, formerly 
of Georgetown, fell from a car at Barrie 
Ont., and was run over. His injuries 
were such that he died a few hours later.

Mark Bryerton, sen., was fatally shot at 
St. Andrews, Que., by a man named Cark- 
ner at about 1 o’clock Tuesday mottling. 
Carkner formerly lived in Hawkeghury, 
Ont.

Four young men were sailing a short, 
distance east of Gananoqne Sunday, when 
their boat upset, and two of them, Joseph 
Davis and Charles Chadwick, were 
drowned.

Commissioner Francis Nolan, of Brook­
lyn who with a party of friends was bound 
for the World’s fair on a Lake Shore Flyer 
walked off the car in his sleep on Sunday 
morning and was killed.

Will Arkison, colored, aged twenty, 
who assaulted Samuel Upthegrove’s little 
girl, Friday morning, was hanged by a 
mob of one hundred and fifty men at 
McKinley, Ky., Saturday night. He ac­
knowledged his crime.

W. H. Smythe, a son of the late John 
Smythe, who was postmaster in Albany, 
N. Y., during President Arthur’s adminis­
tration, committed suicide in Lincoln 
park, Denver, on Saturday evening.

William Sagerson and wife, of Clinton 
township, Ind., went to see the labor de­
monstration on Monday, and when they 
returned home found their four children 
dead from eating rough on rats.

A genuine case of leprosy has been 
found in the penitentiary at LarSmie 
Wyom. Ed. Fisher, a prisoner, is the vic­
tim. He has been examined by a num­
ber of physicians in the past few weeks 
and they unite in saying that it is leprosy. 
Fisher ie about 30 years of age and was 
sen tenced to two years’ imprisonment.

Four women have been murdered and 
mutilated within four days in Oostbnrg, 
a small village on Island Codsand, Neth­
erlands. All are of the poorest class. The 
murders were committed at night and the 
bodies dissected in the manner practised 
by Jack-the-ripper. No arrest has been 
made.

Two of the fast trains on the Pennsyl­
vania railroad crashed into each other 
near Colehour, a small town near the In­
dianapolis state line, Thursday morning, 
and in an instant eleven persons were kill­
ed and a ^core of others maimed and 
mangled. The casualty appears to have 
been the result of a blunder in the dis­
patcher’s office.

At Doaktown, the other day, Harvey 
Lyons, 13-year-old son of C. A. Lyons, 
while leading one horse past another re­
ceived a severe kick on the forehead. The 
wound bled profusely, and in the absence 
of the doctor the little fellow was carried 
to the Ellis house and the cut was tied up 
by Mr. Mott. Upon the return of the 
doctor the wound was opened and several 
stitches put in.

The body of a man was washed ashore 
at Tague’s Brook, Salmon Bçach, Glouce­
ster, county, on Friday morning 1st inst. 
Some letters addressed Francois Cormier, 
New Richmond. P. Q., and about $20 in 
cash were found in his pockets. An in­
quest was held by Coroner Meahan, of 
Bathurst, a verdict of “ found drowned " 
was returned.

She left Friday morning 
again on her regular trip to St. John.

A New Hotel.— Chas. A. Parsons, pro­
prietor of Parson’s hotel on Queen street, 
which was burned out in the fire of August 
12th, has purchased from John McPherson 
the building lot situate immediately above 
his old stand, and has commenced the 
erection of a new hotel, which will be 
larger and more convenient tha n the old 
one.

Missionary Meeting.—Rev. Dr. Paton, 
former Presbyterian Missionary to the New 
Hebrides, held a missionary meeting Thurs­
day evening last in St. Pauls church, 
which notwithstanding the disagreeable 
weather, was very largely attended. A 
short musical programme was rendered. 
The Rev. Doctor's address was listened to 
with much interest.

Fast Time.—At the races at St. Stephen 
this week some very fast time was made in 
the trotting races. The three minute class 
was trotted in 2:34 1-5, and the 2:40 class in 
2:35, while Brazillian won the free for all in 
2:24 4-5. In the 2:32 race Lycurgus came in 
ahead in 2:29. The same horses, it is ex­
pected, will take part in the Fredericton 
races on the 20th and 21st inst., and if 
favorable weather, still faster time will be 
ipade.

Temperance Outing.—The temperance 
workers of Sunbury division number 385 
and Sheffield lodge I O G T, intend holding 
a grand picnic at White’s Cove, Queens 
county, at the farm of L. P. Ferris, M P P. 
on Wednesday, the 13th inst. The steamer 
David Weston has been chartered and will 
leave here at 7.30, and make the usual stops 
along the river, for the accommodation of 
excursionists. All the usual games with 
handsome prizes, will be provided.

Lieut.-Col. Maunsel.— It is current re­
port that lieul.-col. Maunsel is to be removed 
from the command of the infantry here to 
a similar position at Ottawa. It is as yet 
unknown what general Herbert will do but 
the citizens will be sorry if Mr. Maunsel is 
removed. He has been a painstaking 
official ; the school has been successful under 
his control and the best of feeling has al­
ways existed between the company and 
citizens caused in great measure by his 
ability.

Forbidden.— It may not be generally 
known, but it is nevertheless a fact, that by 
the railway act foot passengers are forbidden 
to cross the railway bridge under pain of a 
heavy penalty. The Fredericton and St. 
Marys railway bridge company are having 
a sign painted informing everybody of the 
existence of this provision of the law, and 
forbidding them to cross on foot. Tbecom- 
pany’s reason for doing this is not that they 
wish to put anybody to inconvenience, but 
that they desire to avoid any accidents.

Chatham Visitors.—Nearly 500 excur­
sionists from the North Shore came to the 
city over the C. E. R. on Thursday reaching 
here about two o’clock. The excursion was 
under the auspices of the Church of England 
people of Blackville, and included visitors 
from Chatham, Newcastle, Douglastown, 
Nelson, Blackvilleand other points. Owing 
to lack of accommodation a large number 
were unable to come on the excursion. The 
afternoon was spent in doing the town, and 
the excursionists returned home at four 
o’clock.

Found at Eastpobt.— Kenneth Lottimer, 
son of Andrew Lottimer of this city, who 
has been an inmate of the provincial lunatic 
asylum for some little time, escaped from 
that place a week ago Thursday, and up to 
Thursday last all efforts to discover his 
whereabouts had failed. Word was re­
ceived that he had been apprehended at 
Eastport, Me., and was in thé custody of 
the city marshal of that place. His father 
left Friday morning for Eastport to bring 
him home.

An Opposing Faction.—The Canadian 
ejecting agency has an agent in this city, 

already done some considerable 
to' Not long ago there was a list 
published according to the agency’s way of 
doing business, which contained the names 
of certain persons who were slow in paying 
their bills. The method adopted is not 
very well relished by the people of the city, 
and it is said that a rival association has 
been formed with a large membership all 
pledged not to purchase any goods from 
any of the Canadian collecting agency’s 
patrons.

JUDijpyuRE Act.—Copies of the new Judi- 
catur^r which it is the intention of the 
government to introduce into the legis­
lative assembly at the coming session, are 
being distributed among the members of the 
bar of New Brunswick. Theact is modelled 
after that in force in England, and con­
tains extracts also from the Ontario and 
Nova Scotia acts. It will effect a radical 
change in the supreme court practice of this 
province, and will extend the jurisdiction 
of the court, giving it cognizance over many 
matters which are now within the juris­
diction of the equity court alone.

Thefts at Gibson.—On Thursday and 
Friday nights of last week some party or 
parties unknown broke the lock in Geo. W. 
Bailey’s temporary store at Gibson and 
stole groceries and other goods, the value of 
which would amount to about sixty dol­
lars. There is no clue to the thiefs. On 
Sunday night a strange man entered the 
boom house of Harry Pickard, at Lower 
St. Marys, where some of the men were 
lying in their berths, and stole three good 
silver watches and a five dollar bill from 
the pockets of men's clothes hanging up.

A man named Constance was 
the last of the party to awake, and seeing 
the supposed bear, he grabbed a rifle and 
fired, then all was quiet. Soon Woods’ ab­
sence was noticed and fears arose for his 
safety. A hurried examination showed the 
campers that there friend Woods had been 
shot dead by mistake.

City Connell Meeting.

The regular monthly meeting of the City 
Council was held in the Council Chamber 
Tuesday evening last, and was, like its pre­
decessors, prolonged to a very late hour. 
There was considerable of the usual wrang­
ling and jangling over the various matters 
which came up for discussion but not much 
important business was transacted. A good 
deal of the time was taken up in dealing 
with the case of Mr. Geo. Calkin of the 
Brush Swan Electric Company, whose ten­
der to supply electric lights to the city at 
$50 per light, the Council had some time 
ago resolved to accept.

Mr. Calkin agreed to sign the contract, but 
could not or would not furnish the necessary 
sureties for the faithful performance of the 
work. The Council gave him to the first of 
August to complete the signing of the con­
tract and other formalities, and up to Tues­
day night he had made no effort to do so. 
Aid. Gilman moved a resolution seconded by 
Aid. Duffle, declaring that the former resol­
ution of the Council accepting Mr. Calkin’s 
tender, be rescinded, and that all negotarions 
with Mr. Calkin be ended. A letter was 
read from Mr. Wm. Cathels, Secretary of 
the Fredericton Gas Light Company, agree­
ing to continue the lighting of the streets 
under the present system. The street light 
committee was authorized to communicate 
with the Fredericton Gas and Electric Light 
Company, with a view to obtaining figures 
illustrating theactual difference between the 
cost of lighting the city streets by electricity 
and by gas, and to report at the next meet­
ing of the Council. Until that time the 
matter of the street lighting is left very 
much in the former state, and it is more 
than probable that the citizens will have to 
put up with the gas for some time.

A petition was presented, signed by more 
than one hundred citizens, asking thecity to 
vote a grant of $1100 to John Palmer in set­
tlement of the damages named by him in 
removing his tannery elsewhere. The public 
assert that it is in the interests of public 
health to have the tannery removed. Two 
gentlemen on the vicinity have offered to 
purchase the property at a price of $1100 
below the value which Mr. Palmer sets upon 
it, and it is for the payment of this $1100 by 
the city that the petitioners are praying. 
As the Board of Health is to take into con­
sideration in a few days the matter of the 
rebuilding of this tannery, the council ac­
cepted the petition pending the action of 
the Board.

The assessment appeal committee pre­
sented its report, "recommending that the 
prayer of the petition of the Scottish Union 
and National Fire Insurance Company be 
complied with so far as to reduce the income 
to be assessed to ihe sum of $3000; that the 
petition of James Driscoll, butcher, for re­
lief from taxes be not complied with ; that 
the petition of F. Marvin Hartt, for relief 
from taxes on $400 personal property be 
complied with; that the petition of Miss 
Mary McCafferty be not complied with; 
that Wm. Rowe and Robt Morcraft be re­
lieved from poll tax ; that the prayer of the 
Fredericton Park association be complied 
with and their real estate be reduced to the 
value of $3000. In the matter of the N. B. 
Telephone petition the committee asked for 
further time to obtain more information.

The North Shore Accident.

The Chatham Advance gives the follow­
ing information in regard to the late 
fatality on the Miramichi : The steamer 
Rustler had been run into the lower corner 
of the Kerr mill wharf, about a mile above 
Douglastown and two miles below New­
castle. A large projecting timber of the 
wharf had penetrated the starboard paddle 
box and cabin, breaking the steam pipe 
leading to the safetyvalve crushing the life 
out of Mary Ann, the 17 year old daughter 
of Charles Morrison, a stone cutter, at the 
fish quarry, French Fort Cove, and who re­
sides about a mile beloWNewcastle town, 
breaking the arm and scalding a girl named 
Driscoll, who is in the service of the family 
of John Morrissy, Newcastle, and slightly 
scalding and cutting Wm. Cooper, fireman 
of the boat. A 19 year old girl named 
Jane Landry, daughter of Jerome Landry 
of Newcastle, was also missing, and a 
piece of her dress being found attached 
to the window of the cabin into which much 
of the steam escaped, led to the belief that 
she had, in the panic, endeavored to get out 
by that way, fallen overboard and been 
drowned.

A great panic at once ensued, and it was 
with difficulty that J. R. Dawlor and other 
self possessed men who were on board suc­
ceeded in preventing further loss of life, 
for many, in their terror tried to get away 
from the boat, only a few reaching the 
wharf, while others would have jumped 
overboard in their frenzied desire to get 
anywhere, not knowing that the helpless 
craft had almost drifted clear of the wharf.

Capt. Steel of the St. Nicholas, on learn­
ing what had happened, at once put his 
boat in the service of the unfortunates on 
the Rustler, taking them on, together with 
the body of the poor girl who had been 
killed.

The father and mother of Miss Morrison 
were on the Rustler when their daughter 
was killed, and great sympathy was mani­
fested witli their grief over the loss that had 
so cruelly come upon them.

Passed Away,

Thomas B. Roberts, an elderly English­
man, well known about the town, died at 
Avery's hotel on Regent street Sunday 
afternoon, and wad buried Monday. The 
deceased has been in the county for a long 
time, and for some years conducted a busi­
ness in Kingsclear. A few years ago he in­
herited quite a large estate in Abbington, 
England, and has since that time resided in 
the city. He was much given to the use of 
intoxicants, which no doubt led to his 
death.

The Herald regrets to record the death 
of one of York county’s oldest and most 
respected inhabitants, Sapiuel K. Nason, of 
New Maryland, who died about midnight 
on Tuesday last.
