Canadian Cheese.

The exports of Canadian cheese this
year far exceed those of m{ previous
season. Up to the end of last month
thoy had nearly reached 400,000 boxes,
valued at over $2,500,000. These figures
show an increase of nearly 99,000 toxcu
over the highest figures for any cor
responding period of former years. It
is said that the demand for Canadian
