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STILL FLOCKING
INTO CANADA

Immigration Again on the Increase
The Largest Gain Being in Those
From the Republic

Ottawa, Ont., Aug. 13.—Immigration
to Canada is again on the increase
and the growth in arrivals from the
United States is especially heawy.
There were sixty thousand of these
last year and they promise to exceed
seventy-five thowsand this year. Dur-
g June 20,6., persons entered
Canada, an increas.. of thirty per cent.
During the first three months of the
fiscal year ending with June, 74,136
persons entered Canada 4as immi-
grants, an increase of 5,163 or seven
per cent. From Great Bgitain and «.e
Continent the arrivais numbered 41,-
212 a falling off of 7,364 or fiftecn
per cent. During the same time -
migrants from the United States num-
bered 32,924 an increase of 12,517 ~r
sixty-one per cent. During June
alone 11,661 immigrants came in at
ocean ports, an increase of 909, while
during June immigrants from the
United States totalled 9,208 an m-
crease of 4,324 or eighty-nine per cent.

COUNCIL MOBBED.

Indianapolis, Ind., Aug, 12—A heated
political gquarrel turned the city council
chambers into a scene of riot and several
members narrowly escaped being attack-
ed by a mob of irate partisans who ac-
cused them of trickery in appointing ‘n.

Twenty policemen succeded in prevent-
ing bloodshed in the council chambers
but Councilman Royse later was attack-
ed by a mob in the street and forced fo
take refuge in a police statiom. The
crowd followed him even there and ﬂ;e
officers were forced to threaten shooting
before he was safe.

The other councilmen who had heen
accused~of trickery were afraid to
leave the chamber' for several hours, re-
maining there until daylight. -

CLARESHOLM MAN
FORGED CHEQUES

Temporary Employee of Real Estate

Firm Makes Good Use of His
Time. 2

Claresholm, Alta., Aug. 13—Three
cheques which reached the TUnion
bank today revealed the startling fact
that a forger. was busy mulcting in-
nocents abroad and those interested
are. wondering whether the end has
been reached or not. About three weeks
ago a young uwan named J. F. Thomas
secured employment with the real es-
tate firm of Milnes and Noble while
the office help were on their holi-
days. He was reiemsed lately and
apparently took -away a number of
Union Bank cheques stamped with
the Milnes ‘and Noblé stamp. These
he is using, also forging the name of
C. 8. Noble. So cleverly was the
forgery done that Noble could hardly
detect it when shown a cheque by
the banker. Thomas’ first wictim
was Harry Bell, of the Queens hotel
here, where he boarded. He owed
$20 and paid it with a forged check
for $40. From here he apparently
went to Calgary, where he got Chapin,
implement dealer, to cash.a cheque
for one hundred. While in the office
he learned that Milnes and Noble
had extensive dealings with Chapin
and had no trouble getting an ex-
pense account claim cashed. This
cheque reached J. F. Miller, the local
manager of the Union bank, and at
once aroused suspicions, resulting in
the. expose. Another cheque came in
today from Duluth, A. M. R. Long
being the victim. He also had busi-
ness dealings with Milnes and’ Noble
and likely honored ,the name, not
suspecting fraud. Apparently Thomas
made good use of his opportunity to
examine the correspondence while in
the office and carefully planned these
feats. He had taken a tracing of
Mr. Nobles’ signature and it only
differed from the real thing by being
a trifle heavier. Thomas is said to
have daope crooked work in Lethbridge
and to have a record in the east in
which the Bank of Montreal was vie-
timized. His father is a banker and
made: good the loss. As Milnes and
Noble sell three-fourths of all the land
sold here to Americans he may now
be getting money in Iowa and other
states.

OUTPUT INCREASING.

Dominion Claim They Are Now Only
600 Men Short and Getting Re-
cruits Daily.

Glace Bay, N.S., Aug. 13—The esti-
mated output of the Dominion Coal
company ior' today exclusive of the
banking station at No. 2 colliery, the
figures for which were not available
up to midnight, were from the pits,
5,853 tons, from banks at No. 8 and
No. 12 collieries, 1,025 tons. The total
output approximately was 10,378 tons.
In default of codl many house holders
are scouring the countryside for wood
and special night guards are now pro-
tecting the cars and coal dumps. In
answer to a question this morning the
Dominion Coal company stated that
they were now only some 500 or 600
men short of their full complement
of miners. The number at work is
being daily added to, not only by
men coming in from outgide points,
but from the ranks of the strikers.

PLAN IS ADOPTED

General French Comes te Canada
While Kitchener Works Out
Scheme in Australia

- —_—

Bradford, Eng., August 13.—In
speech here tonight, Secretary for
War Haldane expressed the greacest
satisfaction that the Imperial coni.r-
ence on the maval and military’ de-
fence of the Empire had arrived ut
an agreement. He announced ihat
while Lord Kitchener, the n:w'y ap-
pointed inspector general of the
Mediterranean forces, was in Austra-
lia, Lieut.-General Sir Joam French,
commander of the first army coms;
was going to Canada to wovrk eut the
details of the plan there.

London, August 13.—The Imperial
defense committee’s sub-committee,
appointed to investigate the rtecent
criticisms made by Admiral Lord
Charles Beresford, of the state of
the navy, has issyed its réport, sigh-
ed by Premier Asquith; the Earl of
Crewe, secretary of the colonies;
Viscount Morley, secretary for India;
Sir Edward Grey, secretary for foreign
affairs, and Richard Buddon Haldane,
secretary for war. -The report parti-
cularly exonerates the admiralty -of
Admiral Beresford’s charges of hav-
ing endangered the country by the
unwise organization and distribution
of the fleet, having too few ocruisers
and small craft and inefficient war
plans, but it finds that both the ud-
miralty and Admiral Beresford are
blameable for inharmonious co-operi-
tion.

DYNAMITE EXPLOSION.

Kills Two Men in Works of Aetna
Powder Co.—Detonation Shakes
Distant Town.

Chicago, Ills., Aug. 13—With a det-
onation that could be heard for a
distance of twenty miil 500 pounds
of dynamite exploded today in the
works “of the Aetna Powder com-
pany, Eetna, Ind., mangling two men
beyond recognition and endangering
the lives of 225 workmen. The town
of Gary, several miles dietant, was
shaken to its -foundations and pas-
sengers on a Wabash train.which was
going at the rate of 40 miles an hour,
were thrown into a panic. Window
glass a mile away was broken and
residents in the vicinity were ter-
rorized. The building in which the
explosion occurred was qne of two
hundred smaller buildings in which
\men handling the high explosive work
in pairs. Jos. Kold, the head mixer,
and Mike - McCarthy, his assistant,
were the victims. The cause of the
explosion will never be known. Thirty
deathes have resulted in accidents at
the plant,. including the one of to-
day. :

WAR CLOUDS HOVERING
OVER BOLIVIA AND PERU

o
Diplomats Befieve that Bolivians are
Anxious te Bring About Armed
Conflict—Seeking a Coast Outlet
as Victor's Indemnity.

Washington, D.C., Aug. 11.—Is Bol-
ivia seeking a pretence to bring on
a war with Peru? This question is
being asked seriously by South Amer-
ican diplomats who are watching
every development in the situationin
which Argentina, Bolivia and Peru
are directly interested, and Chile and
Brazil indirectly. Some of the diplo-
mafs profess to think that the excite-
ment in Bolivia over the Argentine
award which was favorable to Peru is
really a blind on the part of poli-
ticians there to bring gbout an armead
conflict with Peru, nominally to -ze-
cure a more satisfactory adjustment
of the boundaries of the disputed
tract but actually aimed 'at territor-
ial conquest.

Bolivia has no coast. A successful
war with Peru might give her an out-
let to the sea by demanding as an
indemnity Moquegua Province, the
Southermost province in Peru and
adjoining the Chilean
that provinece is the harbor of Ilo, .t
the mouth of the river of that name.
The harbor is said to be an excellent
one and its acquisition by Bolivia
wduld be of great atvantage to her.

Must depends on the attitude to be
assumed by the Bolivian congress,
which opened itsysessions Saturday.
If the Argentine award is accepted
that ¢hould prevent further trouble,
but if, on the other hand, Bolivia re-
fuses to abide by that decision and
proceeds to occupy the disputed ter-
ritory, serious trouble is ahead.

Chile’s probable attitude in the
event of hostilities between Bolivia
and Peru is also bzing discussed with
much - animation. Her financiers
have been spending considerable mon-
ey in the work of railroad construe-
tion in Bolivia and the popular sym-
pathies are believed to be with that
country. Her unfriendliness for Peru
dates back to the Chilean-Peruvian
war of a quarter of a century ago.

With Chile’s assistance, Bolivia
would have a decided advantage and
from the military standpointt, it .s
believed, could more easily effect the
prior occupationr of the disputed tract
because of the practical impossibility
of -Peru’s transporting men and mu-
nitions of war over the Ardes, and tne
necessity -of entering the country in
a roundabout way.

TO SETTLE DIFFICULTIES.
Japan and China to Resume Negotia
tions- at-Mukden.

Peking, August 11.—Japan has
made her reply to the Chinese com-
munication regarding the reconstrue
tion of the An Tung Mukden railroad
in which Peking agreed that the line
be of standard guage and suggested
the resumption of negotiations - or
the points of issue. . Tokio accepts
the new proposals and expressed the
desire that the mnegotiations be _re-
sumed in Mukden, where they were
broken off by China. China today
is taking a more favorable view of
the situation and the ‘tension of the
last few days is notably relaxed. It
is probable the negotiations will be
continued in Mukden. In view of
the publication abroad of sensational
statements to the effect that Japan
has wundertaken extensive military
operations in the Chaentao district
between Korea and Manchuria, Baron
Tjuin, the Japanese minister here
today, denied officially that . there
were -any Japanese troops in Chien-
tao. Japan had repeatedly assured
China, the minister "continued, that
the local differences in Chientao did
not affect the main question of the
railroad and that Japan would not
bring this mattér into the negotia-
tions.

The negotiationsns that are being
conducted here between Japan and
China oa the general Manchurian
questions that were to have been re-
sumed yesterday, will be postponed,
Japan declined to consider these
matterd, pending a final settlement
of the An Tung Mukden ' railroad
question.

THE DANGER OF DOLLAR WHEAT.

In the midst of prosperity we are
in danger... The West is promised an
ample crop from the wheat fields and
the price of Wheat is $1.11 in Winni-
peg. -To the man whose fields are
standing thick with waving wheat
ripening to the harvest the news is
eminently. satislactory, but he would
do well to avoid the temptation of-
iered by th® splendid outlook for the
present season. To the farmer and
the country it would 'be a ealamity
if the fulfilment of the splendid pros-
pects before the
year resulted in stampeding the farm-
ers into the wheat-growing business
to the ignoring of the other branches
of the farming business without which
wheat-growing cannot be carried on
permanently on a profit-paying basis
and which in the event of.a partial

wheat grower this

failure of the wheat crop or a depres-
sion in prices should be the mainstays
against disaster. The history of a
dozen States, of unnumbered farms in
the older provinces” and of certain dis-
tricts in the first settled western pro-
vinee establish the#fact that the iar-
mer cannot go on cropping his farm
to wheat yeariafter year without wear-
ing it out and redueing its produective-
neés to a point where he must either
undeértjke ‘expensive methods of re-
newing its fertility or go out of busi-
ness. The economic cofdition behind
the movement of American farmers to
the Canadian West is that the prairies
across the line have been so long and
so persistently cropped to wheat that
for this grain the point of exhaustion
Was been reached in many places and
8o nearly reached in great tracts of
country that it is no longer an in
ducement to farm the land. The set.
tlers who ousted the ranchers from
the western plains of the United States
devoted their attention almost exclu-
sively to wheat raising.
working on a soil that had mnever
been eropped, that was rich with the
fertility of unnumbered season’s veg-
etation that had fallen and rotted and
added its richness to the earth. ' Cli-
matic conditionts were favorable. It
wae edsy and cheap to begin wheat
growing on ‘the open plains. ‘Wheat-
growing became the almost exclusive
business of the farmer. But the larg-
est ‘bank accéunt plays ont in time if
no ‘deposgits are made against the
cheques that are issued; and the farm
ere found that rich as their home-
steads were driginally they could not
be eropped-to wheat eternally without
playing out. ' They must go into some
ether line of farming or move. They
are moving to thé Canadian North-
West.

There is a tremendous temptation to
repeat ' here the methods of | the
pioneers of the Western States. Tha
initial expense of starting a wheat
farm is much less than that of begin-
ning mixed. farming; or, to put it u
another. way: the same amount oi
money will put much more land under
wheat than it will provide with the
buildings and stoek necessary for an
allround farm; and, therefore, offers
larger immediate returns for the
money imvested if crops “and prices
are good. There is here the virgin fer-
tility of scil, the same favorableness
of climate which greeted the pioneers
of the Western States and determined
the course their operations  should
take. The means of getting the grain
out to the markets of the world are
rapidly extending everywhere. Wheat
crops in the past have been wonder
fully successful. Add that wheat is
now worth ‘more than a dollar a
bushel and the argument is eomplete
to persuade the farmer to plunge into
wheat growing exclasively. Already
thizs has beecome the one and only
kind "oi farming followed in large
distriets of the West and the success-
ful- gathering and marketing of this
year's ciop at the present high price;
must be expected to give impetus to
the movement, But if a bumper crop
9f wheat at one dollar a bushel ‘or
more resulted 4n driving the farmers
of the West more exclusively into the
business of growing wheat to the dis-
regard of other ‘branches of farming
the ultimate result wounld be calamit-
ous to both the farmers themselves
and’ the counti'y which depénds on
them for its success. Nature has or-
dained that soil cannot produce grain
Yyear after year without exhaustion. To

disregard this is to flout the initial
and essential faet of ggriculture every-
where.  No country has ever yet built
up a permanent prosperity on the
basis oi wheat growing alone.. The
country that tries to do so looses at
both ends of the game. Its soil be
comes yearly pooter and lese able tc
roduce crops that pay for the labor
and seed. At the same time the poor
wheat goes abroad with the good, low-
ers the reputation of the country’s
wheat in the markets of the world and
therefore the price that can be got
for it. The only safe way to a perm-
anent prosperity based on agricultural
op:crations is the way of mixed farm-
mg. Under thiz system the farmer
s 1= his good wheat as wheat, his ppor

HAIL.
Some
through

eastern papers are going
their annual spasm about
the ravages of hail in the West. As
a matter of faet the destruction has
not been heavier this year than or-
dinary, and it is not ordinarily heav-
ier west of the Great Lakes than east
of them. In the West hail is not con-
sidered a serious enemy of the crops,
for though some district or other gets
it every year the area affected is in-
finitesimal compared to the total, and
though the consequences are very seri-
ous to the individuale whose crops
are ruined the effect on the general
progress and prosperity of the coun-
try is nil—unless, indeed, damage is
done by those whose interests it is
to deter people from coming hither
by distorting the amount or import
ance of thc damage. The western crop
is scattered over an empire a thous-
und miles long and five hundred wide.
It would be a phenomenon unknown
in any other grain growing country
in the world if somewhere in this
area hail conditions did not form at
some period of the summer.
thing approaching

But any-
general destruc-
tion or even serious injury to the
western crop, as a crop, from this
cause has never. oeccurred, unless in
some early stage of settlement, when
the only farmers in the country were
grouped in a few spots which by un-
lucky coincidence were the places hit
by the storms. Since settlement be-
gun to spread over any considerable
portion of the country there has not
been any large part of the crop lost
from this cause. Area considered, the
West does not suffer from hail more
than Ontario and Quebeec and the
Maritime provinces. But it is made
to appear a greater sufferer in the
eolumns- of papers published in those
provineces. This, for several reasons
The West, has not been backward
about blowing its horn and has
aroused jealousy among those eastern
people who think theirs the finest
country on earth and alarm among
those who fear that their customers
and friends will migrate thither un-
less coll water is thrown on thefen
thusiasm aroused by our crop re-
turns. The localism of a closely set-
tled country, too, gives the people of
those provinces a distorted notion of
the extent of the West, and hence, of
the relative importance of a disaster
which overtakes one section of it.
The average man in Ontario, for
instance, has his interests confined to
a pretty limited area. His business is
done with the people living within a
few miles of him and his association
is with those living on the near-by
farms or in the nw-igh})ulixm village,
The people in the second -county
away are to him an unknown people,
in whom he takes no real interest,
and whose calamities or successes are
remote fromh his concern. Ontario,
to him, is a very large world, and the
outlying fragments oi the
dwindle proportionately in his
thought. Incredible as it may seem
this limitation

obtains in degree
even in the newspaper offices whose
directing minds have not seen the
West for themselves. So when a
despatch comes along telling of o
storm in some little, and perhaps, i30-
Jated,-corner of the prairie, it is “from
the West,” and that is all there is
about ‘it. In it goes with full head-
dress, a solemn warning to prospec-
tive immigrants to stay at home and
an assurance to the, people of the
loeality that they have siill the finest
country found. The illusion ia fur-

are casually dropped im acknowledg
ing 4he arrival of a hail storm which
destroyed more crop and cleaned out
more farms  in the adjoining county
or  township. . This disproportionate

treatment is not all venom.- Some of
it comes from wrong ideas of the
, country’s geography, which can prob-
ably only be eradieated by personal
observation.

MUNICIPAL OWNERSHIP
SUCCESS.

Calgary made about four thousand
dollars from its street railway sys-
tem last month, its first in operatson.
Edmonton’s system has more than
paid it way from the start. Pdmon-
ton is getting at least as good and
probably rather a better service than
we would get from a company under
the circumstances. The same is [‘wmh-
ably true in Calgary. It would take
some pretty strong arguing to per-
suade these cities that they would do
better to turn over their franchises to
private corporations. The notion that
a city eannot manage an enterprise
of this kind so satisfactorily to the
publie as a private company, has no
ioundation in fact, provided the city
is prepared to do as companies do—
get the men and pay them the price,
The danger of their not being willing
to do so is, of course, where mun-
icipal ownership’s weakness lies, for
there is an indisposition on the part
of many communities to pay manag-
ing officials as much as companies
are prepared to offer. In consequence
the companies get good men, but mun-
icipalities are not always equally for-
tunate. Edmonton and Calgary, how-
ever, seem to be exceptions to this
undesirable rule and to have got the
right men in the right places: The
success of these enterprises must go
far to strengthen the faith of the
people of both cities in the efficiency
and wisdom of municipal ownership
of public services generally, and t
lessen any likelihood there may have
been of either of them giving up any
franchise for a public service mon.
opoly. The effect should be more
wide reaching yct, Threse are the two
first cities in the new provinces to in-
stall street railway = systems. Ow
success, supposing it to continue, as
there is every reason to hope and ex-
pect, should go far to persuade othei
western cities of the desirability of
following the municipal ownership
plan when they reach the street rail
way stage. By consulting and con
serving our own interests. we are do
ing a measure of service to others.

THE CITY AND THE ROADS.

The importance of good roads is no!
all on the side of the farmer. The
ity is interested in them as well a:
the country, not less really, and hard-
ly less vitally. The roads are the
primary transportation system of the
country, and however many railroad:
and tram lines may afterward come t«
net-work a district, its roads remair
the most used and the most actuall:
necessary means of communicatior
through it. Countries have grown uj
without railroads, flourished in com
mercial splendor and reached high
levels of material advancement and
civilization. But no country ever de
veloped withou The city is
the produect of the céuntry road more
than of any transportation
agency. Railroads may help its growth
by the pay rolls they establish, by
bringing to it. business which with-

And
through the merchant and the farmer
evéry one in the town ‘who benefits
directly or indirectly through or be-
cause of the operations of either is
personally and materially concerned
in having the channels of this trade
cleared of obstacles. - The city and the
country are thus one in benefiting
from the existence of good roads or
in suffering for want of them. It fol
lows, of course, that liberal Govern-
ment assistance to road-making -is
justified, for all should help in secur.
ing what is of benefit to all.
Nowhere in '‘Canada have the towns
and ecities a more rcal and apparent
interest in the road question than in
the West. We have here a tremend-
ous territory with a comparatively
few towns and cities ecattered along
the lines of Settlement is
spreading far back from these. This
opens 1o them immense possibilities
for growth, provided the trade of their
respective districts can bz held. But
it cannot be held unless the remote
farmers have an easy means of ac-
cess to the town.

supply their needs. An unbridged
river is an admitted drawback to the
city whose boundary it skirts, because
it shuts off the country on that side
and offers an opportunity for the de-
velopment of other trading places in
what would otherwise be the tribut-
ary territory of the town. Bad roads
operate in much the same way, only
they cut off business on all sides in
stead of one. Good roads on the
other hand enable the merchants of
the established town to bid for, and
get, the trade of the farming com-
munity for long distances in each-di-
rection, and thus to build up a much

more substantial and larger commun-|

ity than would be possible if half or
a third of the trade was done in small
outlying points for which there was
no real necessity except that the farm
ers of that part could not reach their
logical trading place when they need-
ed to trade. This concentration of
trade in its own hands is the end
to which the western town should
bend its efforts, because onece rivals
have sprung up and captured the bus-
‘ness it cannot be easily recaptured,
while by the same law if it secure the
trade now this cannot easily be taken
from it by rivals which may come into
existence in the future. From the
purely selfish standpoint of their own
individual interests the attempt of
stablished towns should be to pre-
vent trade spreading and to keep it
confined to the channels which lead
to their own doors. Those channels
ire the country roads, and the way to
keep the trade is to put these in con-
dition to be travelled at any time of
the year with security, comfort and
reasonable speed.

T'hey have, moréover, a fleet on the
Pacific which could be reaaily enlarg-
ed to take the grain from Vancouver
to its destination beyond seas. They
are thus situated to become pioneers
in the trade; to enjoy a monopoly for
some time and to get grip on the
traffic before rivals enter the field.
The interests of the company would,
to an outsider,seem to be about evenly
balanced as between the two routes.
The facts of the case-probably are,
as suggested, that the heads of the
company have not yet been con-
vinced of the commercial practicabil
ity of the scheme and until they are
convinced of it will not risk the large

Miles—Cost Will be Great But
Not as Much as the First Hund-
red Miles ‘'Whicn Was $8,000,000: |

‘Winnipeg, Aug. 9:—E. J. Chamber-
lain, vice-president and general mana-
ger of the Grand Trunk Pacific, ‘has|
under tonsideration this -afternoon
the bids for the construction of a
most important section of that roai.
The Royal Alexandra is filled with
men who are interested, either ditr-
ectly or indirectly, in the big con-
tract, and an announcement of.uine
award of the job- is being eager.y
awaited by them. The invitatic to
large contracting firms to make their
offers to complete this work were sent
out some months ago. None but firms
o the highest standing was on tnhe
list prepared by the officials of the
company and it is understood that all
of these firms have filed statements
regarding the terms, under which tney
are prepared to go on with the weork.

The contract calls for the comple-
tion of the dump through a somewhat
rough country, extending from the
Copper river, which is tne east end
of the present contract, east to Al-
dermere, a distance of 130 miles. In
this division is it computed that there
are 1,500,000 cubic yards of rock to
be removed. At a gsomewhat high es-
timate it is computed that it will cost
from $2 to $3 a yard to move this
rock which would mean an expendi
ture of from $3,000,000 to $4,500,000.
The entire cost of the construction ot
the dump for the distance is estimated
at from $5,000,000 to $6,000,000.

Costly - Section of Road.

For the first 100 miles of construe-
tion from Prince Rupert east the
Grand Trunk will have to pay s
stated about ' $8,000,000. This con
tract is now being completed .by the
firm of Foley, Welch and Stewart,
who expect to get through with their
work: in October. The expenaiture of
$8,000,000 on this wmundred miles is

“SECURED"” $40,000.

Nervy New York Broker Manipulated
the Wires Till He Landed in the
Tombs.

Persch, an ambitious young financier,
whose offices constitute merely «esk
room in a down town broker’s office,
is in the Tombs in default of $50,000
bail, and thereby hangs a tale of tan-
gled finance through which somebody
In Wall street mpped I, August
Heinz, the one-time copper king, fo
$40,000.

He is specifically charged with the
larceny of $40,000, a profit made by
the sale of 15,5600 shares 6f Ohio Cop
per common- and 4.800 shares of Dav's
Daly Copper common, which an agent
for Heinze placed.with the Windsor
I'rust Co., of this city, as security
for a loan of $50,070. In some man-
ner as yet unexplained, the stock was
not held by the bank but was turned
over to a clerk acting for Pergch, and
at the latter’s orders thrown on the
curb market and sold for approximate-
ly $90,000. How he «(Persch) obtained
the capital to carry through the deal
and why the stock was relinquishesd
by the trust company are points yet
to be cleared up. .

Atter his -arrest this afternoon
Persch intimated that there were men
“‘higher up” in the transaction, put
he refused to say more upon the d-
vice of his lawyer. Persch was ar-
raigned late this afternoon before a
magistrate, and after unsuccessful ef-
forts of his lawyers to have bail ic-
duced to $25,000 was committed to
the Tombs, although his counsel later
procuréd a writ of habeas corpus _ -e-
turnable tomorrow morning. Hig ex-
amination was set for Thursday. n
opposing the reduction of the bail,
Assistant District Attorney Hoyt, who
is conducting the case, said: “There
are other powerful people behind this
man, your honor. They will put up
for s appearance, and he should

BATTLESHIP DESIGNER.COMING

Sir Wiltiam White, a Celebrated Con
structor, Will Address British As-
sociation.

Montreal, Aug. 11.—Sir Wm. White
formerly chief constructor for the srit-
ish admiralty, and'the responsible
designer of all His Majesty’s ship
irom 1885 to 1902, when he resigned
owing . t6 ill health, arrived in Mon-
treal today and - lunched with Sir
Thomas Shaughnessy.

He is going to Winpipeg to preside
in the engineering section of the Brit
ish @ssociation meeting, -'where he
will give an address dealing with the
important jinfluence of engineering
on the foundation and development ui
the coloni especially ‘Canada. »

He will also discuss the question o:
economy in the cost of oversea trans-
port, and -of increase in the speed
and dimensions of ships, and in par-
tieular will illustrate the -intimate
connection between a powerful war
fleet and the department of mercan-
tile shipping and commerce, as weil
as the necessity for treating the roya!
navy as an imperial concern to whieh
all self-governing colonies should con-
tribute.

In an interview Sir William said he
considered the two power standard
absolutely necessary for the British
navy.

EXPERIMENTS WITH WPEAT.

Federal Government to Make Full In-
vestigation of This Fuel,

Ottawa, Aug. 11—The government
has begun the creation of an experi-
menetal station for peat. This sta-
tion is situated on the gouthern out-
skirts of the city, and the first ex-
periments will be with - peat blocks
manufactured at Alfred, Ont., where
there is an excellent peat bog.

The experimental station, which is
under the eare of Dr. Haanel, Do
minion superintendent of mines, and
is fashioned upon the - principle  of
those in Norway and Sweden,will pro-
vide tests 10r- the application of peat
as a fyel, for instance its value in the
household will be examined and from
that all the long way to its uses for
smelting.

Experts state that the supply of
coal in Canada for fuvlpmy be meas
ured, while the supply of peat
possibly = unlimited. = Therefore, im-
mediate experiments with the latter
are calculated to place the Dominion
in possession of probably an everlast-
ing and wholly adequate fuel.

Located Valuable Claims.

Two of the boys who
came from ‘Calgary wjith wus have
been burned to death in the hotel
they were living in. Their mnames
are George Jarrett and George Mac-
kay. We woke up this morning
hearing the fire alarm ringing madly,
and George (Mr. Gwilt) rushed ou
side and daw the place flaming sky
high. It was only a block irom us;
an old wooden building with a brick
veneer. We heard the -alarm. at
1.35, and by 2.10 there was nothing
but a heap dt blazing ruins; the walls
had all fallen in. They have takeén
nine charred bodies out, and the
only way we could know they wer
our friends was but a little *'n trunk
found near them. - They weré in bed
and must have been smothered gd'wo
peope have already died from ™ in-
juries.

were saved, except a
the back, and the horses were all got
out before the fire- reached them.

The proprietor’s son was horridly
burned. They only recognized him
by the gold filling in his teeth. This
hotel was principally océcupied by
workingmen. -

“It was heartbreaking to see strong
men crying and broken up at'the loss
of their friends. There was no night
watchman, .and no one knows' how
it started, but it was® flaming before
anyone knew of it. We could hear
the people shrieking as the alarm
rang.

“Of course there will be a big en-
quriy, but that will back
life.

“0Of course the two poor fellows
never suffered, but it is dreai‘ul to go
without warning. They were the best
blockmakers here, and worked for Mr.
Gwilt at différent times for two years.
I spoke to one of the girls wmkil;f:
in the hotel, and she said she did
not know’a thing until their clothes
were blazing on -the walls. It was
the Okanagan Hotel, the - first =~ one
built in Vernon. The awiul affair
has cast such a gloom over  every-
thing.”

George Jarrett was a young man,
26 vears of age last August. He came
from Tenham, near Sittingborne,
Kent, England, has three brothers
and one sister living in the Okanagan
valley, and leave a father and
mother in the old country. He was
first engaged here in the brickyard
of E. H. Crandall at Brickburn, a
brickmaker, but later he was em-
ployed by F. X. Stable in the maru
facture of concrete blo .

W. G. E. Mackay was about
vears of age and came from Bristol,
England, where he has relatives. H
was an architect profession, but
since coming to Cahada had not fol-
lowed that line of work. He and
Jarrett were chums, and they both
worked at the same line of labor.

Both came to Calgary from Bfitish
Columbia, and while here they lived
with T..Thomas, of 915 Eleventh
avenue west, leaving there on July
25 last to go to Vernon, to engage in
the work of making concrete blocks
for Mr. ‘Gwilt,, who accompanied
them. Both Mackay’s parents are
dead, but he has brothers and sisters
in the old country.

“Jarrett and Mackay were two of
our best players, and we were 80ITY
to see them go,*but they could ' not
get any work in the ecity and left for
Vernon with the. contractor they had
been working with here,” said a mem-
ber of the Hillhurst football team
last night.

“All the boys are sorry to hear of
their untimely end,” he continued,
“and the Hillhurst players join in ex-
pressing their regret and tendering
their deepest sympathy to the be-
reaved relatives.”

CITY PLAYGRGUNDS
FOR THE CHILDREN

How the Movement Has Spread in
the Cities in the Country to the
South.

- \
In weather south as tRat we are
now experiencing the necessgity of
playgrounds for the city children is
forced upon all observers, says the
Toronto-Mail and Empire. If any one
doubts that such breathing gpaces are
needed, let -him take a trip through
the ecrowded streets at any time of the
day, or in the evening when the sun
has gone down. Such an excursion
will reveal to him a remarkable state
of affairs. Everywhere the children
prevail. They crowd the doorsteps;
they occupy the sidewalks; they try
to play in the roads; they steal a
game in the lanes, which are nonsa
too clean.

The conditions affecting children
are different to what they were when
some of us were young. In the old
days the bat and the ball were per:
mitted on the streets. In the old
days there were vacant lots, nearby
fields to which the juvenile searchers
after amusement could resort. Now
the streets are unsafe owing to the
traffic and the cars. Moreover,' they
are so crowded that ball games be
come of the nature of nuisances, and
are prseribel. The vacant lots .avs
disappeared, and there are no placesz
at hand in which the young idea can
exercise itself.

What we need is a place, or a num-
ber of places, in the thickly settled
localitiés to which the children caa
go with their balls and their ,bats
and have all the opportunities pos-
sible for exercise and enjoyment. The
idea has already been tried in the
large cities of the United States. Buf-
falo came ander its influence in 1909,
and now has a series of well-kept
grounds for juvenile use. These
grounds are under expert direetion,
and there are on them shelters, toil-
et ropms, shower baths, and other
equipments. They are not expen-
sive; but they are decidedly benefic
ial. . New  York, Chicago, and other
large cities are- similarly provided,
Hamilton Fish park in New York,
comprising a_little -more than four
acres, and furnished with-baths, gym-
nasiumsg and shelters, cost no less »
sum than $1,719,000, wnile Seward
park of three acres, similarly provid-
ed, *cost $1,811,000.

The city of Pittsburg has ten school
playgrounds which are open for tne
children all the yearéround; five city
playgrounds, and six recreation parks
Here, however, play is not the on v
object aimed at. Athletic exerkises
are taught, and manual training is
undertaken. The consequence is that
while the children are taken off the
streets, they are cared for and their
minds are direeted into useful chan-
nels. An observer writing of the work
at Pittsburg maintains that the vari
ous activities of the playground are
bound to have a salutary influence

upon the young.

Fort William Strikers and - Police
Have Sharp Conflict—Martial
Law Prevails in City.

Fort William, Ont., August 12.—
This morning, a body of special police |
and striking freight handlers to the
number of 200 or more engaged in a
pitched battle at the corner of Mec
Tavish street and the C.P.R. shed and
seven or eight men were wounded,
some of them seriously. The num-
ber of the wounded cannot bé learned
as yet as many injured strikers were
spirited away, but five of the C.P.R.
special constables were brought into
the hospital: ~ As they had lines of
box cars drawn across the tracks as a
protection, their wounds are mostly
in the legs. Two of the strikers
were brought in injured, one of them
a leader amongst the, men. He re-
ceived a bullet through 'the arm,
while the other was shot through the
groin. He is in a serious condition|
and was taken to.the hospital.

MIXED FARMING

D. W. Warner. Thinks Live Stock In-
dustry in North is Growing

Southern Alberta is wviewing witn
dismay the turning of the country to
wheat raising and.the disloyally «f
the rancher and the live
stock industry. In yesterday’s Bulle-
tin an article appeared in which P.
Burns sounded a message of warning
to the south. He.said that ranching
companies have ceased opetations and
have turned to crown wheat king ir-
stead. He feared that if the present
tendency continued 1n tnree years,
perhaps in two vear. Alberta would
be compelled to import the beef for
local consumptuion.

Mr. Burns reviewed tne B8ituation
as regards the cattle, sheep and nog
business. The demand for beef cat-
tle in a growing country, he said waz
as steady as the demand for wheat
Cattle raising should be to the farm-
ers the complement of wheat growing.
The growing population of Alberta re-
quired beef but beef cattle were not
raised in one year or two years, and
preparation must now be made tor
the supply of beef in 1912 and sue
ceeding years. The increase in the
hog production was not keeping pace
with the growing demand. Hog rais-
ing was something that should e-
ceive the careful consideration of
every farmer as nothing he raisei
him less troumle or expense n
make him more money or gave him
quicker returns than hogs. On th¢
other hand should his crop be dam-
aged, as 1t may be occasionally, 1
was a great and profitable means i
marketing his damaged grain to de
s0 through his hogs.

Strength of Norrhern Alberta,

This is exactly what the farmer o1
Northern Alberta is doing. He has
not _got all ‘“his eggs in Qne basket,”
but is raising cattle 'and hogs tor
market every year.

THE DIVORCE EVIL ON
INCREASE IN CANADA

Figures Showing Work of the Divor.s
Committee at Ottawa—Process of
Obtaining Parliamentary Separation
is Expensive—Will Cost at Least
$500.

which it is sought in the selution of the
problem of infelicitous and unfortunate
marriage, is indicated in the official re-
cords of the divorce committee of the
Senate of Canada. The figures show 2
gradual increase eince Confederation,
and a noteworthy one in more recent
years, In the last five years the busi-
before the divorce committee has
been particularly active, and the num-
ber of petitions granted exceeed mater-
ally those of any previous similar per-
iod. The cases come from Quebec, On-
tario, Manitoba and the two new wes-
tern provinces. Nova Scotia, New Bruns-
wick and British Columbia have divorce
courts of their own and it is rarely that
a caee originates from Prince Edward
[sland. The extent to which dissolution
cf marriage ties-is eought is mot indi-
cated in the number of divorce petitions
granted. Many are applied for and fall
to the ground by reason of the insuf
ficiency of the ‘supporting testimony.

nees

An Expensive Process.

From the upper and middle classes
of scciety the cases originate almost en-
tirely; for divorce, obtained by act of
Parliament, is a rather expensiveé pro-
cedure. It is true there "is provision
for dealing with cases in forma pauper-
is, but they very rarely come up. The
average divorce secured at Ottawa costs
over $500. There is a $200 deposit re
quired as a preliminary step and to this
must be added the cost of witnesses, the
expenses of whom are often very heavy
in proportion to the distance travelled.
Then come the fees of counsel, and law-
yers who appear before parliamentary
bedies expect and receive a fee in exoess
of what would ordinarily be taxed in a
court-of law.

A Remarkable Increase.

How divorce has increased since Con-
federation the following figures disclcse:
In 1867-68 one was granted; in ‘69, one;
70, ’71 and ’72 ,none; ’73, one; 75, one;
76, one; 77, four; ’78, threc; ’79, one:
"84, one; ’85; five; ,86, one; ’87, five; ’88,
two; ’89, four; 90, two; ’92, four; ’93,
seven; 94, six; 95, three; ’96, cne; 97.
ne; ’98, three; ’99, four; 1900, five; ’01,
two; ’02, two; ’03, seven; 04, six. The
increase then is more noteworthy. In
1905 nine were granted, in 1906, four-
teen, 1907, five; 1908, eight, while the
last session eclipsed all records with a
total of sixtecn. The grand total since
Confederation is 136.

Procedursc is Well Defined.

A specific and well defined pro-edure
ie laid down. The preliminary step con-
cisis in filling the petition “for relief”
by way cof divorce, and this gces to the
speeial committee which takes evidence
n the case. : If it reports that the testi-
mony esablishes grounds. for the com-
plaint and justifics dissolution, a bill s
intruduced and put through as any pri-
vate legislation would be.

Certain essentials are required. The
statutory offence which has to be
proven is that of adultery. Ill-treatment,
non-support, desertion are often cons'd-
erations which enter into a finding; but
while these may justify separation they
are insufficient for a decree of divorce
by parliamentary enactment.

Must be no Connivance.

Another thing necessary to be es-
tablished is that there 1s no “‘collusion
or connivance,”.as the rules state, be
tween the parties in interest, to secure
the dissolution by a sort ¢f mutual <o01-
sent. Cars is exercired as to service of
papers and the proper notice being pub-
lished through the - Canada Gazette or
other mediums., In a considerable num-
ber of cascs defence is not enterad and
the decree, once- the requisite testimony
is adduced, goes by sort. of default. The
Roman - Cathelic Church being opposed
on principle to diverce. Senators of that
faith have always refused to participate
n the proceedings of the committes.

Proceedings Behind Closkd Doors.

Thes> take place always behind closed
doors, but the ev'dence 1s reported ver-
batim and printed with a eufficient num-
ber of copice to go around the member
ship of the two houses.

While the Commons is the fundamen-
tal legislative hody, it must be admit-
ted that in questions of divorce its
functions are exercised in a manner more
)r less perfunctory. The “evidence is
placed in the hands of the members,
but rarely _serutinized. The - Lower
Hou=e is wont to take the stand that the
Senate commitee is essentially the court
of adjucation and record and that a
petition would not be recommended in
the absence of evidence to justify that
course.

Some Changes -Advocated.

A bill was edvccated in the Upper
House last year to proyide that . the
party proven guilty to divorece suits shall
not be eligible to re-marry, but it was
never cairied through. There have
also been discussions as to the advisabil-
ity of doing away with the Divores com-
mittee and establishing Divorce courts
throughout the country, but nothing has
come of the proposale. Meanwhile with
sixteen bills put through last session
and several applications aiready adver-
tised for the next sittings of Parlia-
ment it is obvious that the evil is by
no means losing a foothold in Canada.
The record here, it is true, is infinitely
superior to that of the States, where
the great predominance of - divorce en-
dangers the fabric of eociety and threa-
tens the solidity of the marriage tie;
but the figures given indicate a more or
less militant unrest even 1in Canada
and an increasing tendency to solve
domestic problems and unfortunate al-
liances by recourse to a parliamentary
enactment of marriage dissolution.

The
engine house when the full round is
completed will be one of 44 stalls with
a Tadius of 196 feet, 6 inches from
the ~centre of the turn table to the
circumference of the wall. A section
of 18 stalls, each 26 feet 9 1-2 inches
in breadth at the outer margin, will
be constructéd at the first building.

of the G. T. P. grade as far west as
the Macleéod rivgr and probably some
distance beyond to the Yellowhead
Pass.

been awaiting him here since Satur-
day last,

On the return of the party, the two
engineers will proceed to Prince Rup-
ert via Vancouver, and make a tour
of inspection over the line from that
point.

Distoret Attorney
Jerome preceded Mr. Monschauser
this morning. Justice ¥saack Mills
said he will hand down his decision
on Thursday morning next.s

Mrs. Thaw, the prisoner’s mother.
wit hher daughter, the former Coun
tess of Yarmouth, and her som and
daughter-in-law, Mr. and Mrs. Joseph
Thaw,  will remain until Harry
Thaw’s fate is settled. /

Thaw’s mother and sister have not
missed a day in court sinee the hear-
ing began, and Mrs. Thaw’s state
ments show that if this case goes
against her son, she will Jove no time
in trying to free him by other means.
An appeal to the state court of ap-
peals from a decision of the appellate
division, upholding Justice Mills’ re-
fusal to lay th equestion of Thaw’s
sanity before a jutry is now pending.

Evelyn Thaw eame in for condemna
tion from both"attorneys. Mr. Mons-
chaused said that the reluctance she
expressed to testify at the hearing of
Thaw’s alleged threat to shoot
was all assumed. He said that on
the night before shef testified she had
consulted with Dr. Austin Flint in
Mr. Jerome’s office and had formed
a combination with the alienist
against her husbard, Mr. Mons-
chauser - concluded with a denuncia-
tion of Stanford White and an appeal
for Thaw’s mother.

The district attorney’s summing up
lasted an hour and 35 minutes. Mr.
Morschauser talked for two hours and
50 minutes. Mrs. Thaw emphasized
her opimion of Mr. Jerome and his
efforts by reading a magazine story
through his argument. When her
son’s attorney began she listened at
tentively.

Justice Mills allowed Thaw to re-
main in the local jail until his appli-
cation is decided.

RAID ON LONDON BANKS

Daring Attempt to Secure Over Half
a Million.

London, Aug.'9.—A daring-attempt
was made recently to defraud four
London banks of £120,000.

The banks in question each receiv-
ed on the same morning a cablegram
from Rio de Janeiro in the bank ciph-
er, properly authenticated by secrzt
code words, directing them to pay
to a certain man mentioned, whose
address was given at a Bloomsbury
hotel, the sum of nearly £30,000, and
to- charge the senders of the . cable-
gram with the amount.

A call was first made at the Russisun
bank in ‘Gracechurch street. The
magnitude of the sum asked for had
made the officials suspicious, and .ue
latter’s answere to questions mnot
proving. satisfactory, an appointment
was made for anether day.

Communication was opened with]
Rio de Janiero, and it transpired that
the cablegram was a forgery and had
been sent by a man who was formerly
an employe of the South American
bank.

Meanwhile three other men had
called at three other banks on pre-
cisely similar errands, but with no
more success than that achieved by
the first.

The city police, as socon as they
received notification of the facts, ad-
vised the city banks and other bank-
ing houses throughout the country of
the form of fraud which the men were
attempting to practice.

A description of the caller at the
Russian bank has been secured. - He
is described as being of powerful
build, broad-shouldered, about thirty-
five years of age, height 5 ft. -1lin.,
little black moustache, swarthy wear-
ing  croppedblack , hair, speaking
French fluently, wearing a frock coat
and top hat, and at times pince-nez.

Inquiries at the Bloomsbury hotel
show tha tthe man had been associat-
ed with another man who is descrin-
ed as a German, twenty-six years of
age, 5it. 6in. in height, fair hair,
slight moustache, slight squint, slight
build, and wearing a light grey suit
and panama® hat.

AUSTRALIAN PREMIER HOT.

London, August 9.—The premier of
