SPONGE

BORING THR( JGH OIL RCCK

AT MORINVILLE

It has been rumored lately that in-
dications of an il strike being ‘madé
at the well of the American-Canadian
0il Company at Morinville are now
bettér than they have been at any
time in the ‘past year. The well, on
which ‘boring opcrations have been
in progress for nearly four years, has
now been sunk to a depth of about
3,500 feet. For:the past year boring
operations have been proceeding slow-
1y, as the drill has been penetrating
a hard bed of sténe ot the formation
met with in California and other parts
of Western America, where oil ‘has
been struck. This stone, directly
beneath which oil will be found if at
all, is extremely hard. Progress in
boring through it has been made
sometimes at the rate of not more
than an inch or two a day. But
lately the drills have struck a softer
layer of the rock and now penetrate
as -much as a foot in a day. From
the first this stone showed traces of
oil, but lately, it is unofficially re-
ported, since the softer layer has been
struck, the material brought to the
surface has fairly oozed oil. ‘When
this oil rock-sponge has been pene-
trated, it is belleved that the real oil
bed will be found beneath. It seems

FOURTH ECUMENICA
CONFERENCE IN SESSII]_N

Great Gathering in Toronto: of Metho-
dist From All Quarters of the Globe
~Many Prominent Divines in At-
tendance — British Cabinet Minis-
ter Was to Have Been Present.

Toronto, Ont., Oct. 3. — Commencing
tomorrow, and continuing .until Oct.
17th, the “Ends of the Earth” will be
gathered together in the Metropolitan
Church in ‘Toronto. The occasion is
the fourth Ecumenical conference of
the denomination, the fourth, it may
be said, in order of succession, but
most likely the first in potential power.
The conference meetsg every ten years,

As .“Ecumenical’ means . ‘“World-
Wide”, Methodists from all parts of
the Globe will be present. England,
Germany, . France, ‘Russia and Italy
will be in the forefront, while China
Japan, Korea, Hawaii, and the Islands
of the Pacific will have their voice,
and the West Indies, Sierra, Leone, the
Home of the Blackman, Indian Ceylon
and far off Australia will not be found
wanting. Friends from the neighbor-
ing republic will practise spiritual re-
ciprocity, and to the kindness and gen-
erosity of the Canadian church, especi-
ally the organization in Toronto, will
fall the pleasurable task of host.

Of delegates there will be five hund-
red; and ‘- these, with accompanying
visitors, will swell the numbers of the
out-of-town contingent to twelve hun-
dred, which will represent in all a de-
nominational following of thirty mil-
lions of people.

The purpose of the conference is nei-
ther legislative nor administrative. It
will mot interfere with matters of
church .policy. It is. federal-infrac-
tionary and advisory in function. The
great principles underlying Methodism
will be discussed, along with thei
world-wide application in the present
day.

As the various subjects:' are dealt
with the sense of the conference will
be embodied in a special report, which
in turn will come back to the full
conference for final decision. There
will be only two sessiong of the con-
ference tomorrow. At 10 o’clock ~ in

chiriery for the manufacture of ele:-
tricity and the utilizaticn of a water
supply is put into.as stable a venture
as can well pe found, The constru:-
tion of a plant for the manufacture cf
gas in a country whose resources have
not yet been fuily tested and in some
parts of which ratural gas has already

an element of chance not involved in
any of the enterprises which the cily
bhas undertaken 'at the public expernse,
It would be well to let a private zom-
pany undertake this risk, and the city
devote its attention to the enterprises
which are not:liable tc be render:.l
useless by the exploitation of natural
resources.

Regina, Oct. 4—Families in Tre-'
ntote portions of Saskatchewan may
not be able to maintain their identity
in their separate ‘homes  during the |
coming winter, according to state- ;
ments made at the Legislative Offices
today. The supplies of fuel will be
so short that small groups of neigh-'
bors may be compelled to bunch up.
In paris of the country, it will be'
clearly impossible to maintain fires/
in every house, and the only re-.
course will be ‘to assemble two or
more families in one residence.

The local government has been
dealing actively with the situation for
the past three months, and during
the last thirty days a still more stren-
uous campaign of publicity has been
carried’ on, the object being to per-
suade the individual consumers to
bring pressure to bear on the local
dealers and induce the latter to buy
coal now.

No Coal Since Spring,

The trouble in the province is due
to the closing up of the mines in
Alberta and Dritish. Columbia in the
spring of the present year, wien the
trouble between the miners and the
orpators occurred. Since April last,
not @ ten of coal, according to- ‘the
statements made by government offi-
cials, has arrived in the . province
from any of the larger mines from
which the bulk of the coal of the pro-
vince usually comes, and there is not
a ton of coal on the way from any of
the mines for Saskatchewan today.

Frank Mantle, deputy minister of
public works, who has been gpecially
charged with the work of advising
the residents of the danger of a fuel
famine, in an interview today said:

Have Thoroughly Advised People.

“The publicity! campaign intenhded
to warn householders of the danger
of a serious lack of fuel this winter
was begun two and a half months
ago, Hundreds, of - posters were
hung in every part of the province
setting: forth :the: facts of the - situa:
tion. ~ Statements were mailed from
timé to time to every -newscpaper in
the provinde 'and letters weré'written
to the city, town ‘and village céuncils,
to the effiders and cpuneclis’ 'of" "the
other -municipalities, . to .the = gchool |
hoards, to the.boards-of, trade, to,
justices of the.peacecand to all.other
publi¢+badies.

The
settlers have been to = some ' 'extent
made acquainted with the danger of
the ‘situation and have  left orders
with the local dealers to such an ex-
tent ‘that these dealers are urging the
shippers to forward fuel in larger
amounts.

May Not Freeze to Peath.

“T wouldn’t like to say that there
is any great danger that the settlers
in Saskatchewan will freeze to death
during the winter in their own homes,
but I have no hesitation in saying
that people may be compelled to
leave their homes and live with their
neighbors to conserve the limited
amount of fuel which may be avail-
able’ in an isolated community. It
is inevitable that there will be a
shortage, and if the weather should
prove unsually severe it will be neces-
sary to use extraordinary precautions
and to take extraordinary steps to
prevent the loss of life.”

Asked whether thé province - in~
tended to make it certain that there
would he some reserve stocks in the
province by buying coal immediate-
ly and having,it stored in such cen-
tral cities as Regina, Moose A Jaw,
Saskatoon and Prince Albert, Mr.
Mantle stated that this was a matter
which” would require the attention of .
the cabinet for its consideration. He
addéd that the province stood ready
to take any step which appeared
necessary for the protection of the
lives of its people.

Want Settlers to Get Coal.

What the government desired, Mr.
Mantle said, was that the settlers
should get fuel into their cellars or
granaries This should be done es-
pecially by those who Were in. iso-
lated districts. 8o long as ‘the lines
of communication®wére open there
was no ‘reason *why fuél should not
be supplied. Coal could 'be sent
at the present moment to any point
in ‘the province. The supplies were
available ‘#nd"’ the transportation
companies ‘Were - prepared to handle
them. The time would soon, come |
when this would not be the case, and
the government was endeavoring to
secure immediate action.

The greatest difficulty would occur
after the beginning of the year. A
severe storm 'might blockade the
railway linés during the months . of |
November or December, but such a
blockade would be temporary. It
was in the latter part of the winter
that the. serious interferences with'
traffic occurred, and it was at .that
time that the lives of the residents in
certain portions of the gountry would
be endangered. ]

TRIPOLI EFFECTIVELY

ITALIAN - FLEET COMPLETELY.
DESTROYED BATTERIES OF

Djerba, Tunis, Oct. 4.—Tripoli has
been bombarded twice by the Italian
fleet. The first’shot was fired short-
ly after three o’clock yesterday after-
noon. Shelling was resumed early
this morning after a quiet night.
There was a steady but slow fire from
the ships until dusk last night, and
shots also came from the forts _in
the town.

The Tafana
was stopped about ten miles from
Tripoli by a boat from the cruiser
Varese, which ordered her to return,
but she remained for more than an
hour, even creeping in closer to the
blockaded town. The white buildings
of Tripoli could be plainly: seen and
the whole field of operations was - un-
folded before the watchers, Officers
of the Varese explained that the
battle had been delayed because Ad-
miral Aubrey, commander of the

Vienna, Oct. 4.—The Turkish am-
bassador has informed Count Von
Aehrenthal, the Austro-Hungarian
foreign minister, that the Turkish
merchantman has positive informa-
tion that Italy is preparing to land a
large body of troops in Albani, and
request that Austria insist that Italy
adhere to her declared intention of
respecting the status quo in the Bal-
kans.

It is understood that Van Aehren-
thal replied that he would wait de-
velopments. There i§ a persistent
rumor that Arch-Duke Frans Ferdin-
and, the heir apparent, is annoyed at
the presence of Italian warships at
Prevesa, and .that an Austrian naval
demonstration is ~ not improbable.
Many of the newspapers here are urg-
fng such a demonstration.

To Bombard Derna.

Rome, Oct. 4.—The naval divisien
under Admiral Thaon has been order-
ed to bombard Derna on Thursday.
The instructions are not . to land
gailors unless this is absolutely neces-
sary, as the invasion of these places
will be accomplished by soldiers. The
official journal publishes a note that
as Turkey has not signified her re-
nouncement to the right to take|
jprizes, Italy reserves to herself the
same right under article 211 of the
Merchant Marine code. The note
adds that Italy declares contraband
to war all objects defined by article
216 of the same code.

eGnoa, Oct. 4.—The steamer Ameri-
ca, with 1,200 troops and stores
aboard, left tonight for Tripoli.
Crowds on the docks cheered them

Turkish Government in Bad Tangle.
London, Oct. 4—The Italian fleet
bombarded Tripoli on Tuesday and
Wednesday, destroying the forts and
the palace, but taking care to injure
the town itself. as little as' possible.
The Turkish gunners actively return-
ed the fire, but were completely out-
ranged. Information is incomplete
as to whether the Turks suffered
casualities or whether Tripoli has
surrendered. It is reported from
Rome that negotiations for the sur-
render of Tripoli will be entered into
tomorrow. It is also uncertain whe-
ther any Italians landed, but the first
contingent of ‘the expeditionary
forces hds left Italy, and, according
to Malta reports, the occupation of
Tripoli will begin on . Thursday or
Triday by the landing of contingents
from the warships. The post office
and the consuls have promised news-
paper correspondents that they will
be allowed in Tripoli on Friday.
While Italy is thus hurrying the
program of establishing herself in Tri-
poli, the Turkish government is in an
hopeleéess tangle.

Cheered Prisoners’ Release.

Helsingfors, Oct. 5.—S8ix members
of the “Red Guard,” as the armed
Rusian Socialist League members are
known, have been released at Abo
and Vilmanstrand on the expiration
of their sentences for participating in
the Sveaborg mutiny in 1906 At
the exits from the prisons they were
met by leading townsmen. Trium-
phal processions were formed and
the former prisoners were led through
the towns with bands of music, while
the people on the sidewalks cheered
them lustily.

No Offer of Capitulation,

Rome, Oct. 5—A telegram from
Tripoli under today’s date says: ‘“The
bombardment was continued yester-
day morning. The fire was directed
against the outer defenses, the cen-
tral defense being spared, so as not
to destroy the town. The Sultania
and Hamidiah ~were dismantled.
The cruiser Giuseppe Garibaldi enter-
ed the harbor and Italian officers
visited the Hamidiah battery. They.
found that the Turks had removed the
sights from the guns and evacuated.
Some bodies were found in the bat-
tery.. Up to the time this message is
sent, no offer of capitulation has been
made.”
