Glpsy Shot Two
in a Rage After

Tragedy at Shawville, Pontiae Co.,
Where Two Young Men Lie Dead
To-Day. :

Hull, Que., April 21.—As the result
of trouble between gypsies and young
men of Shawville, Pontiac County, two
nmien are dead and a gypsy named
)Miike Murphy and his wife are under
arrest, held to account for the Kkill-
ing. The two young men who were
killed are Harry Howes, aged 22, and
William Dale, aged 30, both mem-
bers of respectable families of the
village.

Shawville is a village on the-line
of the Canadian Pacific Railway, some
forty miles out of Hull. At this place
there . had been an encampment of
gyvpsies for some time, living on ‘the
outskirts of the place.

Early last evening seven or eight
young men visited the gypsy encamp-
ment and are said to have been an-
noying them, which made -Murphy
angry, with the result that he onr
dered them out of the locality. At
,t.he same time he caught up his rifle
and ran after them. At a distance of
about 100 yards from the camp he
discharged his firearm, instantly kill-
ing Howes and Dale.

The other members of the pursued
party sought safety in an unoccupied
house in'the vicimity when the firing
began. Murphy followed them there.
Whether he would have killed others
in his frenzy is diffcult to say, but
furtlier Ao8s ot life ‘was prevented by
one of the party, who made a dash at
Murphy and succeeded in disarming
him. Then others helped and Mur-
phy was taken prisoner.

The Conquest of the Air

A Frenchman has again triumphed
with the aeroplane in a great cross-
country flight, M. Paulhan, who held
the record of 1909 for a cross-coun-
try flight, is the aeroplanist who has
made the latest. and greatest record.
Most of the other records have been
made on, level grounds, unobstructed
by  hills, trees or towns. M. Paulhan
had, however, won distinction before
in cross-country flying. He made a
record flight of this kind at Tournai
in September last of 1 hr., 36 min.
duration. The nearest approach to
this was made by Col. Cody a few
days previously at Aldershot. Cody’s
record was a flight of 1 hr., 6 min.
The Daily Mail, Lord Northcliffe’s
chief newspaper, has done much to
encourage those engaged in the con-
quest of the air. It has built near

"London a large garage at a cost of

$25,000. and presented it to the War
Office for the accommodation of the
Clement-Bayard airship, which is be-
ing prepared -at Paris for a flight
from Paris to London and which will
be bought by the War Office if it
proves satisfactory. Lord Northeliff:
has also encouraged aeroplanists by
offering large prizes,

It will be remembered that ‘Bleriot
won a Daily Mail prize of $5,000 last
year by a flight across the Straits of
Dover in a monoplane.

The greatest prize of all was of-
fered two. years dgo,. and although
Cody and eothers hdave tried for it, no
one succeeded till Paulhan won it
yesterday. The prize was $50,000,
and the conditions were a flight from
London to Manchester with not mor:
than two stops pn the way, to be ac-
compligshed in -twenty-four hours or
under. The distance is 186 miles and
the nature of the country to bs
crossed is indicated somewhat by the
description which appears in ou:
cable despatch.

'Telegraph Extension in
St. Barbe District.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—The Evening Telegram
of the 8th March contained a letter
from the pen of Mr. W. M. Clapp, the
worthy member of our district. This
letter deals with telegraph extensioa
and coastal facilities for the District
of St. Barbe in a very plain and
straightforward. manner, showing that
Mr. Clapp has a knowledge of the
needs of his district and takes a keen
interest in its welfare. With regard
to telegraph extension, I should like
to say that a few years ago a mon-
ster petition was presented to the
House asking for telegraph extension
to this coast. The Bond Government
pledged itself to grant this petition.

We agree with Mr. Clapp in
ing that St. Barbe Distriet has
received the same benefits nor the
same considerations as other dis-
| tricts south of us, yet it is mot less
important when we consider that be-
sides its resident population there are
thousands of fishermen and traders
from Cape John right round to the
south coast of the Island who come
here and either settle or remain in
schooners to carry on the fishing op-
erations. And all these interests
have to be satjsfied with a fortnightly
mail, -passenger and freight service.
If our district were afforded the
same facilities as southern districts
many of the thousands who coms
among us to fish and make a living
would be induced to settle perma
nently and make homes for them-
selves.

We wonder that a small boat has
not yet been put on to ply between
White Bay and Flower’s Cove, ot
Griquet and Flower’s Cove. This
would be a :great advantage to our
travelling public and transportation
of mails. Griquet and Flower’s Cove
are only 70 miles apart, and a letter
posted in Griguet for Flower’s Cova
must first go south by Prospero,
through Notre Dame Bay, across tho

Give
us a telegraph line first and thea
build your railway to your heart's
content.
