Envelopes That
Puzzle People.

Stories of Sealed Packages Left by
the Dead With Strange Instrue-
tions.

“Should there be any disposition
shown to dispute or propound my
will T request that you will at once
hand the inclosed to my solicitor, F
W. Capron.”

The above was written by the late
Sir John Scott to Lady Sackville and
had reference to an envelope sealed
with five separate seals which has
lately- been opened in private by the
judge in the Scott will case, Pear-
son’s Weekly states. All that the
public knew at the time of writing
is that the envelope contained a duly
executed codicil to the will.

The case which was begun a year
ago by the offer 'of a reward of
£10,000, for discovery. of another
codicil which is believed to exist, has
just been ended in favor of Lady
Sackville. It is rather odd that this
is the second time within a few
months that a sealed envelope has,
figured prominently in the courts.

About three years ago, there died
a well known solicitor, Frederick
Holden Turner, of Bedford row. No
will could be found, but his executor
was able to prove that he had, made
a will so long ago as 1895, The case
was a very strange one. In July,
1910, Mr. Turner had a stroke, which

left him quite helpless, yet with his
mind perfectly clear, He had |

Thed, again, there are cases of peo-
ple leaving sealed packages with in-
structions that they are not to be
opened until a certain -number of
years have elapsed.

Francis Douce, antiquary, who died
in 1834, left a sealed box to the Brit-
ish Museum, with direetions that it
was not to be opened until’the year
1900,

For sixty years thé box remained
intact but when at last it became
lawful to reveal its secrets a sad
disappointment was in store. It con-
tained nothing. of any importance
whatever.

In the rolls office there is still pre-
served a sealed bag which once be-

{longed to Queen Elizabeth and which

has never been opened 8ince her
death. According to tradition, it may
only be examined with the joint
consent of the sovereign, the Lord
Chancellor and the Archbishop of
Canterbury,

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' Lobbying 18 a
genteel and un-
obtrusive pursuit
which consists in
buying other peo-
ple’s influence for
what it is worth,
ranging  from A
..$2 bill to a
champagne sup-
per. It is the
cheapest known
method of = se-
curing votes
‘ which otherwise
would, come as high as a house and
lot. \

The lobbyist is a highly-paid sleuth
who is always ready to take credit for
the defeat of a measure with which he
had nothing to do. It is nothing un-
common for an able lobbyist to beat
ar. an important bill which he did not
know was pending, but which is good
for a few hundred on his expense ac-
count.

There are two kinds of lobbying—
good and bad. The good lobbyist is
one who persuades the city council
to pave a sireet on which we own pro-
perty and which is about ready for a
sale of town lots at $80 per front foot.
The lobbyist who can induce the board
of supervisors to spend all of the
township road fund in front of his
farm is a public-spirited citizen, while
the neighbour abutting on the east
who gets out an injunection to prevent
this righteous proceeding is a reae-
tionary of the lowest type.

L.obbying is an ancient practice and
J originated with- Abel's successful at-
tempt to talk his brother out of a mess
of pottage. As a rule, the lobbyist is
a good deal sharper than the people
he deals with, and sometimes they
never discover the existence of a lobby
until served with a subpoena by the
sergeant at arms. Members of con-
gress who can’t tell a lobby after it
has /paid their campaign expenses are
lacking in one or two important re-
qusites for the public service—a
chaperone or a conscience. <

Congresional lobbying is paid for
by the common people, who can’t see
any difference in the price of bee!
and graunlated sugar. 'The ultimate:
consumer does not nhject to paying
the hotel and railroad expenses of a
first-rate lobby if it will prevent the
price of hard coal from jumping ter
cents a ton every month in the year.

But when a lobby sits around and
sees  premium bacon put where if

can’t be reached with a stepladder, if
assumes a_criminal aspect’/at once.
