over the bodies in the pit, and when 
this became impossible they prepared 
for a light at close quarters with 
their bayonets. ' '

I am informed that for nearly 24 
hours the struggle for our first line 
of trenches continued. The carnage 
was not one-sided. Indeed, this des­
perate encounter and the trenches 
were tilled with the bodies of German 
and British. Superior numbers, how­
ever, compelled our men' to retiré on 
the sceond day, for the fighting had 
proceeded with unabated vigor.

BASH AGAINST GERMANS.
Vi'e* had to retreat about five miles 

when the third day of battle dawned. 
A' general advance was then called 
and our regiments dashed against the 
Germans in a final shock. Their 
charges were irresistible and they 
swept everything before them. The 
Germans, however, had reckoned 
without the British supporting army, 
which came into action on Saturday, 
an army of "fresh young men, like thé 
London and Scottish, who were ask­
ed to join it at the eleventh hour, and 
an army that had not been fatigued 
in wet and muddy trenches. This ar­
my sprang to the attack and took the 
Germans by surprise. The sting of 
their onslaught drove the enemy 
speedily over the ground they had 
gained on the previous day. On and 
on they charged, over fifteen miles of 
country. After three days fighting 
the British troops are now nearly ten 
miles in advance of their positions 
of last week and the supreme effort 
of the Germans has consequently- 
failed.

OPPOSE 700,000 MEN IN FIERCE 
THREE-DAY BATTLE.

Northern France. Nov. 5.—Fighting 
against terrific odds, our army has 
frustrated the gigantic attempt of 
700.000 Germans to break their lines 
between Ypres and Lille. They gain­
ed a tremendous, victory. So on Wed­
nesday night a general advance of 
one of our positions to the north was 
ordered. It was a three days’ battle, 
in which the storming of trenches and 
bayonet charges were hourly occur­
rences. The greatest effort of the 
Germans was concentrated on the 
British at Ypres. They had giv.en up 
hope of defeating the Allies on the 
coast, and to. envelope them by a 
turning movepient. They were in­
deed in danger of being themselves 
enveloped. Fbr three days the battle 
proceeded with charges and counter­
charges by in&ntry and artillery. The 
first impetus of- the German on­
slaught was easily brought to a 
standstill by our men.

Tremendoous losses were incurred 
in this mad charge, bodies littered 
two and three deep over the first 
hundred yards of their advance.' In 
places bodies rose like hedges and 
impeded - the progress of the second 
and third German assaults, but num­

Our men were prepared for this. 
About twenty-five yards in front of 
our trenches deep pits had been dug 
some twenty feet de,ep and some 
twenty feet wide. These were cover­
ed with branches and loose turf, just 
as at Bannockburn centuries ago. 
Into these the Germans fell In heaps, 
calling 'out pitiably when too late 
they discovered this strategem of our 
troops, who watched their destruc­
tion with sangfroid and continued to 
bring down as many as possible be­
fore they reached the pit. in order 
that those should not be cho.ked too 
quickly. But the Germans, though 
they more than filled the pits came 
on in great numbers and sustained 
the charge with great vigor.. The 
pits had now become the scene of 
appalling horror. The Germans 
struggled, cried and fought with one 
another, in vain hope of extricating 
themselves.

SHOT BY THEIR FRIENDS.
Many were accidentally transfixed 

hv the barbarious jagged edged bayo­
nets of those who- had fallen before 
them, and otherso were shot by their 
friends’ rifles. On one occasion a 
shot fell into one of the pits on the 
right wing of the British and a hun­
dred of the mass of humanity were 
blown out of existence.

For a considerable time, still cling­
ing calmly to the trenhes, they busied 
themselves in annihilating those un­
fortunate Germans who tried to ste_p

The expedition was 
materially the most useful factor in 
the conduct of the campaign. The 
Premier pointed out that the number 
of men authorized by the three votes 
the present year, for regular army,— 
not territorials—was 1.1S6,000. Of 
that total, all but I00,000 were al­
ready under service of the Crown. 
On Monday next, said Asquith. Lloyd 
George. Chancellor of the Exchequer, 
will lay before tjie Commons the fin­
ancial proposals, including the ques­
tion of a loan for which the Govern­
ment is going to ask authority of the 
House. On Tuesday there will be a 
vote of credit of considerable dimen­
sions and an additional vote for men.

NEVERFRENCH OFFICIAL REPORT.
PARIS, Nov. 1L

The French official statement giv­
en out this afternoon says that the 
fighting was resumed yesterday 
morning with very great severity be­
tween Nieuport and the Lyg. The 
French forces were successful in 
maintaining their front. The text 
follows-: On our left wing the fight­
ing was resumed yesterday morning 
between Xieujtort and the Lyg and 
with a very great degree of severity. 
Generally speaking, our front was 
maintained, in spite of the violence 
and strength of the German attacks 
directed against certain of our points 
of support. To the north of Niéuport 
we were even able to reoccupy I-em- 
beitzyde and advance beyond this 
town, but toward the end of the day 
the Germans succeeded in taking pos­
session of Dixmude. We still hold 

‘our jiogltions on the approaches of 
this town along the canal from Xieu- 
port to Y pres which has been firmly 
occupied. The fighting was very hot 
at those places. The British troops, 
attacked also at several points, suc­
ceeded everywhere in stopping the 
enemy. On the rest of the front the 
general situation shows no change, 
with the exception of slight progress 
by our forces to the north of Soissons 
anti in the region to the west of Vail- 
ly. Cn the right bank of the Aisne, 
outside of these two points, the state 
of the weather permitted only minor 
engagements, which resulted success­
fully for us, particularly at Coin- 
oourt. three kilometres north of the 
forest of Parroy, where we routed a 
detachment of the enemy.

EMDEN CASUALTIES.

Capt. Von Muller, of the German 
cruiser Emden, and Prince Franz 
Joseph of Hohenzollern. "one of his 
officers, are prisoners of war. and 
neither is wounded, according to an 
announcement by the Admiralty this 
afternoon.

S. S. Bellaventure 
Back From Far North.

Having completed her engagment 
with the Canadian Government for 
this year, the S. S. Bellaventure, Capt. 
J. Ran de 11, or better known locally 
a® the “Rescue ship” Bellaventure, 
because of the prominent part that 
she played in last season’s sealing 
voyage, entered port last night, after 
an absence of over four months.

The Bellaventure left here the lat­
ter part of June and made three re­
turn trips altogether from Halifax 
to Port Nelson, in Hudson Bay, with 
workmen, passengers and supplies.

TUG WENT ASHORE.
When the Bell, reached her destina­

tion on the first trip the Canadian 
tug Yates went ashore in Port Nel­
son harbour and became a bad wreck. 
Although the vessel had the entire 
bottom practically gone, she was suc­
cessfully refloated and repaired and is 
now as good as ever.

NEARLY FROZEN IN.
The Bellaventure came near being 

frozen in for all the winter at Port 
Nelson. With a particularly strong 
current running, accompanied by an 
intensely cold atmosphere, the heavy 
Arctic ice begins to form at Port Nel­
son on September 15th of each year 
so that it is unwise for any vessel, ice 
breaker or not, to remain there after 
that date. The Bell was a couple of 
daywriate in leaving after making her 
final visit to the Hudson Bay port and 
for two day® was butting her way 
through the floe, making very little 
progress.

MET DAMAGE.
Steaming in the wake of the Bella­

venture was the Canadian ship Sheva 
which had three blades of her pro­
peller broken off by half sunken ice. 
After the accident the Sheva had to 
be nursed along carefully and looked 
after by the Bell.

BROUGHT UP MEN.
The Bellaventure reached Halifax a 

fortnight ago when she finished her 
charter, with the Canadian Govern­
ment for this season. She brought up 
a hundred and eleven men as passen­
gers. Work is going along briskly at 
Port Nelson and great progress is be­
ing made at railroading.

“THE PLOT THAT FAILED!”
The Bellaventure in her report de­

picts interestingly the story of four 
Germans, who were evidently anxi­
ous to take part in the present war 
and expecting to get through without 
being molested and who denied their 
names and nationalities to avoid cap­
ture, which they anticipated would 
happen at Halifax when the ship 
would reach there. The Germans 
joined the ship at Port Nelson as 
passengers and when their fares were 
being collected by Chief Steward Car­
ter gave fictitious names and all four 
said they belonged to various places 
in the United Kingdom. One fellow 
said his naine was Smith, of Glasgow, 
but he pronounced it like Schmidt. 
The plot failed and the whole game 
was caught. Chief Steward Carter 
acquainted Capt. Rand ell, who was no 
way slow in finding out that the pas­
sengers in question were thorough 
“homespun” Germans. On arrival at 
Halifax they were handed over to the 
authorities and held as prisoners of 
war.

BELL’S NEW CHARTER.
From Halifax the Bellaventure went 

to Sydney and took up a charter of 
coal carrying for the Dominion Coal 
Co. She is now discharging a cargo 
for the Reid Company and when fin­
ished will go back to Sydney to com­
plete her charter. ,

Galicia, which has be'en doomed by 
fate to become one of the two door­
mats of the great European war. is a 
section of Austria, 30,000 square 
miles in extent, which is owned by 
the crown and is being used thereby as 
a chest protector against Russia.

Galicia is smaller than Ohio, but 
has a population of nearly 8,000,000, 
divided into nearly equal portions of 
Poles and Ruthenians, who love each 
other with all the fervor of Germans 
and French. There are also 800.000 
Jews, wh’b are loved by neither. A 
local election in Galicia is as exciting 
as an Orangeman’s parade in Dublin.

Galicia is one of the fragments of 
the late lamented Poland. Up to uie 
year 1772 it led a happy existence 
fighting the other sections of its own 
beloved land. Since then it has been 
owned by Austria and Russia in turn; 
and it now appears to be Russia's
turn.

Galicia is cut off from Hungary by 
the Carpathian mountains, which also 
protect it from the warm south 
winds. If the Russians had had as 
hard a time getting into Galicia as 
decent weather does they would still 
be battling on the boundary. It has 
no window or summer resorts and no 
cathedrals to attract the tourists. 
Therefore Galicians have to earn their 
living, which they do mainly by rais­
ing barley, wheat and potatoes and 
by emigrating to America.

Galicia has had a stormy and san­
guinary history and scores of generals 
with unpronounceable names have 
swept over its territory reducing the 
census returns and leaving education 
n a very backward and depressed con­
dition. Lemberg, whose name is now 
reeeivng Russian trimmings, is the 
capital and metropolis with 150,000 
people and Cracow, which wanders 
mournfully through the history of 
each European war, is the next larg­
est city with 100,000 people, unless 
the Russians have been more disa­
greeable than usual of late. Oilier 
prominent cities are Phzemysl, Stryj. 
Rzcszow, Buczacz, Drohobucz and 
other shocking mutilations of the En­
glish system of spelling. From these 
names it will be gathered that what­
ever Russia does to the rest of thé 
country it cannot damage its nomen­
clature much.
