iwnrees of the combatants, and the

» not in doubt that the financial re­
wees of Hie Allies, when hilly mo- 
lili'Mi mid wisely controlled, will he

vastly greater than the enemy’s.
Therefore, the enemy's efforts have* 

been directed to three essential mat­
ters:—

(1) To- seize victory before the 
forces of the Allies could be 
mobilised in overwhelming 
strength.

(2.) To reduce the economic and 
financial strength of the Allies.

(3.) To prevent the Allies from 
making or purchasing sufficient 
equipment and ammunition for 
their ever expanding forces. -

The endeavours of the enemy to ac­
complish these objects have been 
completely frustrated by the co-or­
dination of the, armies, of the financial 
resources, of the equipment and of 
the munitions of the Allied nations. 
The success of the Allies in defeating 
the enemy's efforts to cripple them in 
men, munitions and money before 
they could assemble their full 
strength has now brought the war 
nearer to its final stage. Indeed, 
only one thing is now needed to com­
mand victory. The Allies have as­
sembled new armies of overwhelming 
strength in France, in Russia, in Italy, 
and in Great Britain, and everything 
needed to equip them and to supply 
them with munitions lias been secur­
ed, or is in process of manufacture. 
Tlfe only thing remaining to lie done 
is to provide all the money needed to 
support these great armies of new 
men. and to pay for the vast quanti­
ties of arms and munitions now be­
ing manufactured in all parts of the 
world.

The task of finding the greater part 
of the immense sums of money need­
ed by the Allies is the special duty of 
the British people, for they in par­
ticular possess the necessary financial 
resources. Their manufacturing pow­
er has not been reduced by invasion, 
their cities have not been destroyed, 
their ports have not been shut off 
from the rest of the world, and their 
income has not been diminished by the 
absence of tourists and by other cir­

cumstances. Indeed, the income of 
the British people has been maintain­
ed at a verjk high «level. .Their ex­
ports, though not as- great as before 
the War, are greater than they were 
as recently as 19Q9, their income from 
interest on capita! invested abroad 
has been reduced but little, the earn­
ings of their ships are greater thaif 
ever,, and their factories are working 
full time. Moreover, the effect upon 
the production of the nation of the 
mobilisation of a great army has been 
largely civilian population in general 
and of the women in particular. Last­
ly, the average individual income is 
much in excess of any total hitherto 
reached. Thus the power of Great 
Britain to meet her own expenditures 
and the sums needed by her Allies is 
very great.

What is it, then, that the country 
has to do? The Chancellor of the 
Exchequer has informed the nation 
that the Government expenditure in 
the current fiscal year will be: —

And that in 1916-17 the expenditure 
will reach £5,000,000 per day, or 
£1,825,000,000 per annum. ,

Therefore, the work that the Brit­
ish people are called upon to perform 
is to provide put of all their financial 
resources a sum of nearly £1,600,000,- 
000 in the current fiscal year, aijd 
over £1,800,000,000 in the next fiscal 
year. In the current calendar year 
(1915) the British people will spend 
about £1,300,000,000 upon war and 
government, and next year (1916) will 
need to spend about £1,800,000,000 in 
place of a sum of about £200,000,000 
a year before thé war. To raise this 
vast sum is a stupendous task, and 
one that will try the mettle of the na­
tion as it has not been tried for a 
hundred years. Not only has the na­
tion to find this great sum of £1.- 
800,000,000 next year, but it has to 
find it with several millions of its 
most active sons in the fighting line.

No one run realise the vastness of 
the task before the nation without be- 

/coming keenly conscious that it de­
mands the strenuous co-operation of 
every man and woman, youth and 
maiden in the country; that the na­
tion’s energies must he completely 
concentrated upon the production of 
really essential tilings; and that the 
production of all non-essentials must 
lie wholly stopped. Moreover, not only 
must the nation avoid (lie consump­
tion of all lion-essentials, but must 
even restrict the consumption of es- 

j sentials to the limits of efficiency. 
Furthermore, individuals possessing 
securities marketable abroad must 
sell them in order to pay for goods 
and munitions purchased abroad for 
which no other means of payment can 
be provided. Lastly, the credit of the 
nation and of individuals must be em-

German Plots In Boston.
PROVIDED FOR WIDE ATTACKS.

Boston, Feb. 15.—The chief of a 
group of private investigators em­
ployed by New England manufactur­
ers engaged in turning out war ma­
terial for the Allies last night told of 
an astonishing chain of disclosures 
which resulted from several months’ 
investigation of the charge that se­
cret agents,- who had headquarters in 
Boston, were plotting.for the destruc: 
tion of munition plants.

The agents have now fled to Mon­
treal, and the chief of the detectives 
left last night for that city. Accord­
ing to his story, a veritable reign of 
terror extending over several months 
was prepared. Factories were to be 
burned or dynamited in the heights 
of their activities. Workmen were to 
be frightened from shops where sup­
plies for the Allies were being made, 
and no expense or danger was to be 
spared to the end that shipments to 
the Entente Powers might be stopped 
or retarded.

Four plants, he says, were marked 
for early destruction. The New Eng 
land Manufacturing Company at Wo­
burn, which is working night and day 
turning out chemical components for 
high explosives, was to be dynamited 
on February 16, by a well-dressed 
man, ostensibly calling onfa matter of 
business.

The Union stock yards at Water- 
town, now used by the French- Can­
ada Company, one of the principal 
shippers of horses to the Allies, was 
to be burned about February 21, 
through the explosion of high-power­
ed combustible bombs that were to be; 
sent into the yards enclosed in baled 
hay.

Within the next few days, although 
no definite time was set, the plant of 
the United States Cartridge Company 
at Lowell, was to be dynamited, to 
the end that the manufacture of rifle 
shells might be stopped.

On. MarcifTO, according to the 
chief's story, a bomb was to be placed1 
in the central power plant of thé 
General Electric Company's river 
works at Lynn. The conspirators 
hoped to destroy generators that 
could not be replaced within a year; 
and thereby hold up operations in the 
buildings that are now making shell 
cases, fusexpaps, torpedo heads aud 
similar metallic parts for ammuni­
tion.

The plot was conceived and prepar­
ed, the investigator says, by expert 
chemists and other trained men of 
ingenious minds. They were well 
supplied with money and spared no 
effort or expense to gain information 
and devise ways and means whereby 
the campaign could he carried on ef­
fectively and with minimum danger 
of capture. '

The trail, he said, first led to New­
port News, Virginia, where the France 
Canada Company had its principal 
station before opening the Watertown 
yards. —

There the conspirators maintained 
an office under the guise of an ad­
vertising concern. A woman opera­
tive obtained a place as scrubwoman 
in the building and found the office 
to be filled with maps and other data 
concerning the marked factories. 
Later a dictagraph wds installed, and 
through this instrument the first de­
finite information of the plot was 
obfained.

In time the secret agents, always 
wary and suspicious .transferred their 
office to a New York hotel patronized 
by business men. There they contin­
ued their plotting.

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Watch Russia.

Our Volunteers.

This is the word which is 
being passed along in the 
English press. When 
Grand Duke Nicholas 

was moved from the West Russian 
command to the Caucasus, some peo­
ple thought, it was to get him out of 
the way of hig active operations. We 
ventured the opinion that it was an 
indication that/Russia meant to take 
the Caucasus campaign more serious­
ly. and so it has turned out. Russia 
was greatly handicapped by lack of 
guns arid ammunition. This was 
abundantly seen from the great re­
treats which took place in Western 
Russia mainly after Grand Duke 
Nicholas vacated his command there. 
We do not suggest that the change of 
command was the cause of the great 
Russian retreat, because it is well 
known that the cause was lack of mu­
nitions, and that the Russians fought 
magnificently against great handicap.
It will be remembered, however, that 
some months ago Lord Kitchener 
stated that the German bolt against 
Russia had spent its force. Events so 
far have confirmed Kitchener’s words, 
and now the eyes of the world are 
turned on the Grand Duke’s doings 
in the eastern parts of Asia Minor. It 
should be remembered that when the 
Grand Duke took over this command 
the Turks were on the offensive, the 
army had to be organized and the lack 
of guns and ammunition made good. 
The operations of the British in the 
Dardanelles were initiated to relieve 
the pressure of the Turks on the Rus­
sians in, this region. The Grand Duke 
has turned the tables on the Turks 
and this relief being no longer neces­
sary and the forcing of the Dardan­
elles being found impracticable, the 
British and French troops were with­
drawn from Gallipoli. The Grand 
Duke is making a great sweeping 
movement over an irregular line some 
250 miles in length, w-ith his right 
flank on the Black Sea, where he is 
aided by Russian warships. The ob­
jective on this flank is the port of 
Trebizond to Barburt across the Wes­
tern Euphrates, through Armenia, to 
the west of Erzerum into the Bitlis 
province, across the Eastern Euphra­
tes through Mush to Bitlis, southwest 
of Lake Van. Over this 250 miles 
front the Russian army has swept 
through a zone at least 100 miles deep. 
As the country is very mountainous 
and it is the depth of winter, the sweep 
over some 25,000 square miles of 
Turkish territory is a magnificent 
one. The left flank is approaching 
the range of mountains, the Armenian 
Taurus, which divides this territory 
from the basin of the Upper Tigris. 
This is the main difficulty which faces 
the Grand Duke on this flank. If be 
can surmount this he can sweep down 
on the Tigris Valley and cut the -road 
of communication between Constanti­
nople and Bagdad. Another but much 
weaker column has been operating 
front Hamadan to the range of moun­
tains, whicli form the natural dividing 
line between Persia and Mesopotamia. 
Some time ago this column made an 
advance on the road to Bagdad, but 
they retired before superior Turkish 
forces. These operations of the Grand 
Duke probably supplies the key to 
General Townshend’s stand at Kut el 
Amara. The General won fame at the 
Chitral siege, and his experience will 
stand him in good -stead where he is. 
Although General Aylmer has not yet 
been able to cut his way through to 
him, General Townshend is apparent- 
ly making no effort to, cut his way out 
to Aylmer. His orders are probably» 
to hold out at all costs, until the three 
columns, the Grand Duke’s in the 
Caucasus, the Russian column from 
Hamadan in Persia, and the British 
river force can converge on Bagdad 
the great objective in1 this campaign.

PARIS (Official), Midnight, 21st.

In ArtoiS, north of Lille Road, the 
Germans exploded a mine but our 
immediate counter attack drove them 
from the excavation, which we oc­
cupy. Near the end of the evening the 
Germans fiercely bombarded our 
trenches southwest of Givenchy, to 
which our batteries replied most vig­
orously. " South of the Somme, in Li­
nons sector, after heavily shelling our 
lines and launching suffocating gases 
on a front of seven kilometres, the 
enemy tried to leave their trenches 
and attack us, but was thrown back 
everywhere by our cross fires and in­
fantry. In Champagne excellent re­
sults were obtained by our bombard­
ment of German works west of St. 
Hilace. Destructive fires were exe­
cuted on the German works near St. 
Hubert, where we destroyed several 
lookouts on the outskirts of Cheppy 
Woods. On the whole Verdun dis­
trict front both artilleries are very 
active. Southeast of St. Mihiel we 
bombarded the enemy lines of Ailly 
Woods. The Germans fired several 
shells at St. Die, killing one inhabi­
tant and wounding several others. In 
aviation, numerous aerial duels are re­
ported. Over Tagsdorff and Altkirch 
one of our planes attacked at close 
quarters German plane, “Class Fok- 
ker." and fired 15 cartridges into the 
fokker, which collapsed. In Epinal 
an albatross was brought down by 
our artillery. In Bures district, north 
of Parroy Forest, a German machine 
attacked by two of our aeroplanes was 
brought down by our aviators. The 
pilot and passenger of the German 
plane were killed. A flotilla of seven 
French aeroplanes attacked four Ger­
man machines in VigneulIeS Les Hat­
ton district, two of which were com­
pelled to ground and the two others 
took to flight. German aeroplanes 
bombed Fesmes Barleduc and Revig- 
ny. Near the latter point a hostile 
flotilla was attacked by our scouting 
machines and was compelled to 
flight during the engagement. Anoth­
er German aeroplane was brought 
down near Givry. Argonne aviators 
captured another German aeroplane. 
One of our bombing air fleets of sev­
enteen machines dropped 60 shells of 
a large calibre on the aviation park 
of Hagsneim and on the railroad sta­
tion of Mulhausen. Another group of 
28 planes dropped a number of shells 
on the munition factory of Pagny, Mo­
selle. All our aeroplanes returned 
safely. ' A Zeppelin flying from Ste. 
Menehould in a southern direction 
was brought down by our armored 
automobiles of Revigny. Perforated 
by a large fire shell the Zeppelin fell 
a mass of flames in the neighbourhood 
of Brabant Le Roi.

SWEDISH NEGOTIATIONS
PROCEEDING.

STILL

LONDON, Feb. 22.
Commenting on an Associated Press 

despatch from Stockholm, reporting 
the probability that an arrangement 
of the trouble between Sweden and 
Britain regarding Atlantic parcel 
post traffic will soon be completed, 
the British Foreign Office stated to­
day that the Swedish negotiations 
were still proceeding. No settlement 
was in sight, it was said, but there 
was no anticipation of a setback.

BERESFORD IN THE LORDS.
LONDON, Feb. 22.

Lord Charles Beresford, who war. 
created a Baron in the King’s recent 
New Year’s honors, made his maiden 
speech in the Lords to-day, on Baron 
Sydenham’s motion that in conform­
ity with the principles of internation­
al law, the legitimate rights of neu • 
trais, more effective use could bo 
made of the Allies fleet by preventing 
supplies, directly conducing to the 
prolongation of the war, from reach­
ing the enemy. Baron Sydenham 
spoke briefly, and was followed by 
Baron Beresford, who said, if we had 
asserted our rights and used our sea 
power properly, the war would be 
over now. Even at present we have 
only a sort of blockade carried out 
by proclamation, Orders in "Council 
and agreements of committees. Wars 
are not won by proclamations and or­
ders in council, but by fig>hting. That 
is what we should do. War is being 
conducted by twenty-one amateur:;, 
who know nothing whatever about it. 
The basis of success in war is fore­
sight. How can mere amateurs have 
foresight? The management of the 
war has been worse since the coalition 
ministry was formed. Brilliant re­
treats will not win the war. Let us 
get this thing on its proper basis. The 
Marquis of Lansdowne, Minister with­
out portfolio, replying on behalf of 
the Government to Baron Beresford 
and Baron Sydenham, said, “It is idle 
to suppose we can ever completely 
seal Germany up, but many com­
plaints regarding the failure of the 
blockade proceed from misapprehen­
sions. All figures and statistics pul 
forward in support of these com­
plaints require the most careful scru­
tiny. Most such figures are certainly 
open to criticism. Comparisons are" 
frequently made from altogether er-_ 
roneous data. The enemy lias un­
doubtedly received supplies, but I can 
assure tlhe Lords that she js receiving 
them in steadily decreasing quanti­
ties. We are conducting the blockade 
on the only proper basis for a great 
maritime power in war with an ene­
my which has the advantage of fight­
ing on inner lines. The Government 
certainly recognizes that it is of first 
importance to prevent supplies reach­
ing the enemy, and that policy will be 
followed and enforced unsparingly."

LONDON BUDGET.
LONDON, To-Day.

The Italians after weeks of hammer­
ing at the Austrian positions with their 
big guns have occupied the towns of 
Roncegno and Ronchi. By their new 
acquisition of terrain, the Italians are 
now almost within striking distance 
of one of their chief objectives of the 
war, the City of Trent, which lies pro­
tected on the northeast and south by 
a line of forts fifteen miles west of 
the captured region. Again there has 
been vicious fighting in the Artois 
region in France, Champagne and 
along both banks of the Meuse above 
Don. To east of Souchez, after 
heavy bombardment, the Germans at­
tacked and captured 800 metres of 
French trenches and took seven offi­
cers and 139 men prisoners. So pow­
erful was the attack that the Germans 
seven battalions strong, not alone oc­
cupied the first line of trenches but at 
points gained access to some commu­
nicating trenches. The French by a 
counter attack, officially announced 
by Paris, succeeded in driving out the 
Germans from all but a few of these 
positions, the Germans suffering heav­
ily. At Bradburt Sur "Meuse the Ger­
mans also broke into French trenches, 
but here again they were driven out 
and back to their original positions.

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The Nickel Monopoly,domestic affairs, tor the use of air 
enemy who had no thought of war! 
The tank was carefully examined, 
and the surprise occasioned by its 
discovery was no greater than the re­
spect evoked by the skill displayed in 
its construction. Without difficulty 
and in complete safety the U boats 
could draw oil fuel from this store, 
either by bringing it to the surface or 
Try submerging beside it. There was 
provision for compensation by weight 
of water for petrol withdrawn.

“A single shot from a light gun 
smashed the tank to atoms, and the 
oil that spread over the surface of 
the sea was not the last film of oil 
which from such a source floated far 
to puzzle the mariners and raise 
strange tales.

“The problem of dealing with the 
‘neutral’ supply ship is much more 
difficult in the Mediterranean than it 
proved in" the North Sea and in nor­
thern waters generally. A serious 
problem enough it was in the north. 
Trawlers in scores took the risks of 
war and came out to the fringes of 
the Dogger Bank to glean what they 
could of fish or information. We are 
respectful of the rights and feelings 
of neutrals. But there came a day 
of reckoning all along the Dogger 
Bank, and of what was found in the 
weeding out of that place many in­
teresting things might be told. Here 
is an instance:

“There was a surprise one breezy 
dawn for a tiny group of British 
trawlers on that bank. Examining 
destroyers rushed out of the west, 
and were in the midst of the fishers 
almost as soon as sighted. Every 
trawler bore an English number and 
every one had certainly done some 
fishing. There was not a single hold 
but held some spoil of the deep. And 
there was one hold in particular that 
seemed well filled.

“That was the traitor ship. The 
‘hold’ was not much more than a de­
pression. It was a false hold, fitted 
over the real hold and the real cargo. 
Under that shallow cupped upper 
‘hold,’ with its burden of fish thçre 
was the real hold with its burden of 
supplies for submarines, its wireless 
outfit, its bombs and benzine. She 
was one of (he best examples of her 
kind taken.

“Thfe submaiine supply ships were 
very badly shaken up that week, and 
none more effectively than the one 
trawler, which was actually a clever­
ly constructed oil-tanker, ‘double- 
skinned" all over ! Neutrals have but 
little reason to grumble if the British 
navy has now an inquisitive way 
with it. The ‘concrete blocks’ which 
.were proved to be oil cases, the coils 
of new hawsers which yielded each its 
little tank of petrol, the copper pack­
ed ‘tunnels’ of innocent tramp steam­
ers. have not been forgotten.

“With his under water depots fail­
ing him, his coast depots discovered 
and removed, and his supply ships 
falling into the hands of the British 
fleet, the resourceful German looked 
to the north—and it seemed to him 
that from the willing west—for cash 
down—his U boats might be reached 
by vessels with supplies. Then came 
stirring days on the edge of the ice. 
Little or nothing has been heard of 
the swift dash upon a certain station 
up in that bitter No Man’s Land, and 
the silencing of a ‘voice’—a German 
voice—which was being raised for 
the benefit of the U boats and the sup­
ply ships of the same.”

The agitation for the refining of 

Canadian nickel ore in Canada has 
resulted in a curious arrangement 
between the International Nickel Co., 
of New York, and the Borden Govern­
ment. The Company has agreed to 
erect a nickel-refining plant suffi­
cient to provide the refined nickel 
necessary for Canada and Great Bri­
tain, with the intimation that “it will 
cost more to refine the nickel in Can­
ada than in the United States.” Does 
this imply that there will be a higher 
charge for nickel made in Canada? If 
so, the Govt, should not for a mo­
ment allow British manufacturers to 
be so penalized. Even if hig-iier pri­
ces are not charged for nickel re­
fined in 'Canada the arrangement is 
far from being satisfactory. The 
government should see to it that this 
valuable "metal, of which Canada has 
the world’s monopoly, is all refined 
in Canada, in stead of being shipped 
to the United States, leaving Canada 
with nothing but a hole in the ground. 
—Montreal Herald.

“In the _ Mediterranean the enemy 
has not been able to maintain the 
measure of success he achieved at 
first, and there is evidence that 
against the ships of war there, as in 
the North Sea, he is now almost help­
less.

"It is on record that an enemy sub­
marine was a spectator of an impor­
tant pha'se of the final departure of 
the Allied forces from the Gallipoli 
Peninsula, but there were risks in­
volved in an attempt to interfere with 
the operations, and the submarine 
took no risks.

“Submarine supply arrangements 
in the Mediterranean were not so 
well advanced when the war broke 
out as they were in the northern wa­
ters. The German had foreseen his 
difficulties in the north. His purpose 
had been «1:11 defined and his plans 
were complete and his depots stocked.

“The underwater depots of the Ger­
man submarine service were not cre­
ated after the beginning of hostilities. 
Something of the care which had been 
bestowed by Germany upon peace 
time preparation for the war at sea 
may be realized from an incident in 
which two vessels of our county 
class figured in many months ago. 
The vessels were on duty in the North 
Sea. out from the eastern edge of the 
Dogger Bank.

"Quite a lively time was experien­
ced on one of the ships when in the 
distance an object which appeared to 
be a periscope was seen just lifting 
above the surface of a very calm sea. 
The sighting ship was about to warn 
her neighbor when from the latter 
vessel also the suspicious object was 
seen. A pretty game at once devel­
oped between the two ships. It was a 
game which had been fatal to sub­
marines of the enemy before, but on 
this occasion the prospective victim 
was unresponsive.

“The supposed periscope remained 
where it had first appeared, despite 

rthe wiles of the cruisers. The uncer­
tainty did not last very long, and as 
soon at it was realized that, whatever 
the object was, it certainly was not a 
periscope, there was an examination 
by launch, and the young naval offi­
cer in charge of the examining party 
received what was perhaps the great­
est surprise of his career.

“The object which had sent the 
cruisers on a merry dance, was a very 
unpretentious buoy made in Germany. 
It was hauled aboard the launch, and 
the .light tackle which held it was 
carefully gathered in. Then came, 
swirled in seaweed, heavier tackle 
which had lain on the ocean floor, and 
with the heavier tackle came the sur­
prise." Running gear, devised and 
shackled with great ingenuity, was 
set free, and the launch crew hauled 
away happily. Up to the surface hove 
a great steel tank, and as its crusted 
top threw off the load of water with 
a sidelong heave, a voice from the 
launch remarked, it is said, ‘What 
Price the Great Eastern!’

“Thus was found one of the first

CORRECT WASHING OF THE HAIR.*
The correct manner of washing the 

hair is of great importance and it is 
equally essential That the scalp he 
massaged, so that a healthy condi­
tion of blood will be stimulated in the 
small veins of the scalp.

The night before the shampoo olive 
oil should he applied to the scalp and 
gently rubbed in at the roots of the 
hair. It serves' as a scalp food and 
prepares the hair for the work of the 
soap and water.

Before the shampoo the .hair should 
be thoroughly wet and then the sham­
poo should be performed, firmly but 
not so vigorously as to bruise or irri­
tate th^ scalp., Be careful that the 
finger nails do not scratch the scalp.

The following formula for soap 
jelly is very simple and it is a very 
effective shampoo. Shave a small 
cake of best white castile soap into a 
pint of boiling water and let stand un­
til thick, then add a teaspoon of gly­
cerine. The glycerine is sbftehing 
and healing to the scalp.

The hair must be wet enough so the 
jelly will adhere, then by rubbing un­
til a thick lather forms, the whole 
head and scalp will be thoroughly 
cleansed before using the abundance 
of warm water always necessary for 
rinsing. After a careful rinsing with 
the water, continue with water which 
is gradually cooled until quite cold.

After the hair is rinsed and dried 
the scalp should be massaged with the 
four fingers and the thumb, beginning 
at the crown and working the fingers 
in a rotary motion.

This will have a beneficial effect up­
on the circulation of the blood at the 
roots of the hair. The hair should 
then be brushed with a soft brush, the 
greatest of care being maintained at 
all times not to irritate the scalp.

New Parliament Home 
to Be Like Old.

Ottawa, Feb. 14.—Plans for the new 
parliament buildings will be started 
as soon as a report is received from 
the architects, Messrs. Pearson and 
Marchand, to the extent which the 
walls now standing can be utilized. 
The report is expected this week. The 
general -plan in view is to preserve th^ 
Gothic? lines of the old building but 
to eliminate the high tower.

It is also proposed that the Cham­
bers of the Senate and Commons, in­
stead of being located in the interior 
of the building, will be on the out­
side wings, ensuring better light and 
ventilation than were possible under 
the old conditions.

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Be Ready To Hold Out FOlt BRITISH PRISONER.
Berlin, Feb. 10, via London.—A new 

illustration of how the amenities of 
warfare are observed by hostile air­
men is given in a letter from a Ger­
man aviator on the western front.

This aviator was a participant in 
an aerial battle in which a British 
aeroplane was shot down and one of 
the aviators killed. The seebnd was 
injured! in person, but, in landing his 
trousers had been irreparably dam­
aged.

The aviator thus afflicted, the Ger­
man letter writer says, was so • dis­
tressed that the German aviator 
mounted an aeroplane and dropped a 
note into the British lines.

An hour later an English flier ap­
peared, returning the call, and drop­
ped a bundle containing new trous­
ers. for his compatriot.

We must not expect peace to come 
soon, or expect it to come through 
economic pressure, even when we 
succeed in making that pressure much 
more grinding than it is. It will come 
when we beat Germany in the field, 
and it is on this assumption only that 
our financial policy, like all our war 
policy, must be < framed. We cannot 
without reckless improvidence base it 
upon the hopes of a speedy economic 
collapse amongst our enemies. We 
were fed with hopes of that kind a 
year ago. To cherish them is to im­
pair the vigor of our defense; to utter 
them cannot fail to encourage the 
enemy. We must so think, and so 
act, as to be ready to hold out for five, 
ten or twenty years if necessary. Our 
financial system must be drawn to 
meet all eventualities and to admit of 
revision from time to time as occasion 
may demand. Deep and earnest 
thought, manifold investigations, and 
no small strength of moral purpose 
wiîl be needed to devise it and to en­
force it.

NFLD. HONORED.
The Evacuation of Cape Belles —- Lieut. Owen 

Steele and Twenty Men of the Newfound­
land Battalion Selected to Remain Behind 
to Guide All Allied Troops Back From the 
Firing Line—Fitly Lost Men Found by Lieut. 
Steele.

Lieut. Owen W. Steele, 
son yof Mr. S. O. Steele, 
and Newfoundland’s 
champion long distance 
walker, writes an inter­

esting letter to his parents, givihg a 
brief account of the evacuation 
of Cape Helles. His letter was 
written on board a British warship 
and some extracts from it says: — 
“Am still safe and sound. Was in the 
final stages of-the evacuation of Suvla 
Bay and most certainly have been in 
the finals of Gape Helles portion of 
the Gallipoli .Peninsula, which is 
at the foot of Achi Babi. We landed at 
Cape tielles Dec. 22nd. and were there 
for 16 days, leaving at 4 a.m. on the 
Iasi boat, January 9th. Most of our 
battalion left on the first night of the 
evacuation, which was Thursday night 
January 6th. Nearly all the remaind­
er went on Friday night, the 7th, ex­
cepting twenty men in charge of my­
self, who were left behind. I had 
been turned over to General Odowda, 
the principal military landing officer, 

-■who was in full charge of the evacua­
tion. We were to act as guides to the 
troops coming back from the firing 
line. (In describing tile way out from 
the firing lines, Lieut. Steele, who was 
a well known country walker here, 
compared it with going over our 
South Side Hill and on to Cape Spear) 
also to show them to which piers they 
had to go in the rush. He was need­
ed in the principal military and land­
ing officer’s office assisting in various 
ways, such as taking messages to of­
ficers, etc., as all were getting ready 
to leave at 3.30 a.m. and while thus 
engaged it was found that an officer 
with some fifty men had not turned 
up. They had lost their way as it was 
pitch dark. Some of the stores that 
were to be left behind had been lit by 
fuses and four or five magazines had 
been lit with forty-five minute fuses, 
commencing at 3.15 so that they 
should explode at 4 a.m. General 
Odowda then said that some one 
would have to go over the hills to find 
the 50 men. The General asked who 
knew the grounds best or who was 
most familiar with them. Lieuten­
ant Owen Steele offered to go 
and went alone. It was a very unen­
viable task going over the hills un­
accompanied. During the pareil, 
which fortunately was brief, he occa­
sionally shouted the officer's name

to attract the attention of the missing 
party." Eventually they were, found. 
What accounted for their going astray 
was that when reaching the barbed 
wire enclosures coming over the hills 
they could not get through, as the 
gaps were closed. They then began 
to cut them and the noise they made 
brought Lieut. Steele to the spot and 
proved the success of his mission. All 
were on board the boats at 4 a.m., the 
appointed time of embarkation.

Just as we were untieing from the 
pier, continued Lieut. Steele, our first 
magazine went off with an immense 
explosion, debris flying in all direc­
tions but did no damage beyond the 
breaking of a man’s arm. Besides a 
strong gale and heavy sea raged at 
the time, making the work of getting 
away from the wharves more difficult. 
When about a hundred yards off a 
second explosion went off and a vol­
ume of flame and smoke ascended 
hundreds of feet in the air but did no 
damage to the ships or men.

Those who remained behind to 
guide the British troops down to the 
piers from the firing line, 100 men all 
told, including the 21 Newfoundland­
ers and about a dozen officers, mostly 
staff officers, got on board a lighter 
to go to Imbros. The sea was raging 
heavily and washed over the vessel, 
and all on board were ordered down 
below and the hatches battened down 
and preparations made for the trip to 
Imbros. The trip was supposed to 
take from two to three hours, but 
owing to the heavy seas it occupied 
five hours. While enroute the third 
explosion of a magazine occurred 
with even greater violence than be­
fore. but no one was injured. On 
reaching Imbros Lieut. Steele report­
ed to the Damp Commander, the latter 
informing him to put his men under 
canvas and to take the first oppor­
tunity to go to Mudros as this was 
where the balance of his Division was. 
He then went to the pier there and 
found that two trawlers were going 
to leave shortly for Mudros and al­
ready the trawlers had troops aboard. 
As he wanted to get to'his battalion 
as soon as possible he got his twenty 
men on board the smaller of the traw­
lers. but as a strong gale was raging 
they were shifted to the larger trawl­
er. V

Leaving Imbros at 1 p.m. on Janu­
ary 9th, Mudros was reached at 11

p.m.. a journey of 10 hours instead of 
3. It was the stormiest experience 
ever known and some were surprised 
they came through at all. The trawl­
er was repeatedly buried by huge 
waves and the 150 troops, including 
the Newfoundlanders. who were 
standing on the deck all the time, had 
it trying. Most of them were sick and 
besides holding on grim death for 
fear of being washed overboard, they 
were soaked to the skin from the 
sprays of sea. But a greater hard­
ship still had to be encountered when 
Mudros was reached, as the soldiers 
had no dry clothing to don.

At Mudros there were over forty 
thousand bags of mail matter for the 
Allied troops held up for military 
reasons. These mail bags were satur­
ated with water and the letters, etc., 
that they contained in “fine” condi­
tion.' However, after being an hour 
and a half shifting around Mudros 
Harbour, Lieut. Steele and associates 
were put on board the “Aragan,” a 
large Royal Mail Liner with hun­
dreds of other trôops on board and 
were brought to Lemnos where he 
saw i his brother, Color-Sergeant 
James Steele who with 50 men under 
Lieut. Knight, were sent back ffom 
Cape Helles sick two days before the 
evacuation of that place, but were on 
the mending hand at time of writing. 
Later Lieut. Steele and his 20 men 
reached their Regiment on board the 
"Nester.”

Yesterday Mr. S. O. Steele was in 
receipt of a communication from a 
firm he does business with in Scot­
land. intimating that they had re­
ceived letters from Lieutenant and 
Sergt. Steele dated January 15th. 
Both officers stated ■ they were both 
well and in, good spirits; that seem­
ingly they were not going to have 
much of a rest but that they 
were going to some other point to 
resume fighting. Evidently Sergt. 
James Steele has recovered fully from 
the ailment he was suffering froft^.
