The Viceroy proceeded to say 
that the Government Invited from the 
conference a free and frank advice on 
questions connected with their States 
and people themselves. He hoped the 
conference would be convened at sta­
ted intervals, adding that may be that

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Mystery of the "Tanks” Killed In Action. SPECIAL VALUESe. KNOWING'S SBOWMOMS One of War** Surprises—London Bally
Express Peers Machines are Re­
ceiving Praise Which by Right Be-
longs to Men.
London, October 21.—The "worship 

of the tanks’’ Is getting a bit over­
done. The paens of the uninformed 
grow louder and louder, and it would 
seem only Incidentally that It is taken 
Into account that the great battle In 
which they first appeared was won by 
men end not by machines. Some per­
sons are talking and writing as If the 
“tanks’’ had won the war, while Mr. 
Lloyd George himself has warned 
everybody not to expect too much 
from them.

It is recalled In the Daily Express 
that at the beginning of the war mys­
terious references were made in the 
newspapers to a wonderful high ex­
plosive with which the French were 
going to blast the Prussians from the 
face of the earth. Its merits were dis­
cussed in messes, in ward rooms, at 
sea, and at clubs and in drawing 
rooms at home.

“We are," the Express says, “in 
spite of the war, a simple nation. We 
believed the yarns. We went even fur­
ther and enlarged upon them, until 
a new surprise was launched on the 
top of us which completely eclipsed 
the old one.

• Surprises of the1 War.
“Very few of these early surprise 

packets materialized. Who among us 
did not hear stories of the wonderful 
concrete built ships which were to be 
sunk in the mouth of the Kiel Canal; 
of the Zeppelins which would asphy­
xiate towns with their loathsome 
bombs, or of the great howitzers which 
were to plaster the cliffs of Dover with 
a daily ’hate’ as a remainder that Calais 
was nearer than it seemed?

“In those early days we were most 
efficient talkers. Nevertheless, it was 
the Prussian who sprang the first sur­
prise on us with his poison gas. We 
were deeply shocked. It "was un­
sportsmanlike. It was not cricket. We 
raised horrified hands to heaven . . 
and talked . . . and went on
talking, till one fine day we made gas 
ourselves, and later used it. War is a 
great leveller. The poison gas sur­
prise was first blood to the Prussian. 
As Tommy and Jack, have it, they did 
it on us—proper. We made gas every 
bit as good as the Prussian, impro­
vised gas helmets and respirators, and 
—Waited for the next surprise. It was 
not long in coming. The Prussian went 
one better than the poison gas inven­
tion and treated us to liquid fire.

Tirpitz and His Boats.
"While we were busy making gas 

helmets and poison gas, Grandpa Tir­
pitz so far forgot his whiskers as to 
hurl a bomb at us in the shape of his 
famous ‘untèrseeboot’ campaign. They 
were most wonderful boats, those sub­
marines of Grandpa Tirpitz. Tens of 
thousands of miles was their radius of 
action; they carried torpedoes innum­
erable, their speed was at least thirty 
knots, and they bristled with guns.

11 ™ tion is everywhere fo­
cussed upon the progress of the Ger­
man submarine campaign, which has 
burst out with renewed vigour and is 
marked by a much greater degree of 
ruthlessness and brutality than before 
characterized it. The chief question 
of interest it presents is as to the at­
titude of the neutrals affected by it, 
for the Allies have long ceased to ex­
pect any mitigation of the barbarous 
practice, and put their sole trust in 
the effectiveness of their own meas­
ures of defence. As a result of a few 
weeks’ piracy, Germany finds her re­
lations with Norway strained to 
breaking-point and those with the 
United States seriously threatened. 
Her attacks oil Greece are of no 
practical importance, having, no 
doubt, tbe secret approval of what re­
mains of the Greek Government.

The outcome of the Marina investi­
gation will be received with interest 
and in some quarters, not a little anxi­
ety. Accepting the strange status of 
submarine warfare agreed upon by 
Washington and Berlin, we are forced 
to admit that nothing, until this inci­
dent, has since occurred to raise any 
serious question. In every case the 
answer to any protests has consist­
ently been that Germany’s pledges 
have not been violated, but the answer 
Itself has implied that any such viola­
tion would be regarded hs a casus belli 
or whatever Washington cared to sub­
stitute for war.

waters. A number of torpedo boats 
have arrived at Palma, and are patrol-’ 
ling the Balearic Islands in the West­
ern Mediterranean.

The total munition orders for Can­
ada since the outbreak of war have 
been $550,000,000. Last week the Im­
perial Munitions Board was instructed 
to place additional contracts to the 
value of $60,000,000, running well into 
1917.

The Canadian Government announ­
ces its purpose to institute a Canadian 
aviation corps. It is possible that 
Canadian aviators at present in the 
Imperial service will be attached to 
the Canadian overseas army at once, 
and will be reinforced by graduates 
from the new school of aviation.

The British Man-Power Board, it is 
said, has reached a decision that every 
young man in the country must be 
definitely placed in the national ser­
vice. The Times says that it is prob­
able that the board will recommend 
before long that all men under a cer- 
taie age must be put at the disposal 
of the military authorities or the min­
ister of munitions.

LONDON, To-day.
Hard fighting is again taking place 

on th@r!Sontihèl front, in France be- 
tweeir'tlie Entente- Allies and the Ger­
mans. ' Since Tuesday the British and 
French near jCourcqllette and on the 
Les Bouefs-Gueudecourt front ter the 
south have been attacking violently 
with the Germans tenaciously hold­
ing them back, except at Les Boeufs, 
where the combined Entente forces 
,have gained some ground, and to the 
west of Les Boeufs in St. Pierre-Vaast 
Wood near Sailly SailHsell, where the 
.iften of General Foch took additional 
German trenches. Between Le Sara 
and Gueudecourt and in the vicinity of 
the Schwaben redoubt the Germans 
are heavily bombarding the British 
positions. On the Transylvanian front 
tiie Roumanians are keeping up their 
drive of the Austro-Germans in the 

.'Jful Valley, but according to Petro- 
giad the Teutons have occupied two 
villages south of the Rothenthurm 
Pass. In the Predeal Pass sector the 
Germans have penetrated the Rouma­
nian positions, and captured ten can­
non and 17 machine guns, also have 
made further progress southeast of 
Rothenthurm Pass. Again the Rus­
sians have assumed the offensive in 
Galicia along the Narayuvka River 
and in the Michisouv region. Berlin 
records the repulse of five heavy at­
tacks in the former district. Petro- 
gj ad admits that the Russians in the 
latter one have been pressed back by 
superior Teutonic forces. Bad wea­
ther Is again hampering operations on 
the Macedonian front, but, neverthe­
less, the British in the Strujpa region 
have taken Barakliazuma from the 

• Bulgarians, while the Serbs have made 
a slight advance on the left bank of 
the Cerna River and also put down an 
attackrby the Teutonic Allies and 
made prisoners , of both Bulgarians 
and Germans.

Sailly Pounded to Pulp
French Gained Greater Part of Ob­

jective in Fifteen Minutes Fight­
ing.

On The Somme, Oct. 26—It is yet 
difficult to estimate the Importance of 
the. German works in Sailly-Saillisel,_ 
because the whole ground *as so com­
pletely smashed by shell fire, -but from 
unofficial reports, which have reached 
the French, the Germans boasted: they 
were even more impregnable than 
those of Combles. The number of 
German dead found on the field Is 
further evidence of the importance 
they attached to the position.

Holding this captured sector were 
mixed elements of the First Bavarian 
Division and the Sixteenth Division. 
The Germans had anticipated this at­
tack and had brought up the Second 
Bavarian Division in support, and 
yet the French were able to seize the 
greater part of the ground in fifteen 
minutes after their artillery had 
smashed it to pulp.

There was a nasty little salient 
made by the German trenches in the 
French line sbn^h of the Somme, be­
tween the village of Biaches and the 
houses of La Maisonette. This it was 
decided to straighten out. The visi­
bility in the afternoon south of the 
Somme, was much better, and the 
French artillery took full advantage 
of it. They not only completely 
smashed the German defenses, but 
also knocked out their batteries near 
Doignt on east bank, which endeavor­
ed to check the infantry by a heavy 
feu de barrage.

At 4 p.m. the “blue devils” went for­
ward and having heard that their com­
rades in the north had accomplished 
their job in fifteen minutes, they pro­
ceeded to put exactly the same time 
record. The Germans, aided by bet­
ter light, showed considerable skill in 
bringing other batteries, further to the 
north, at the village of Birsus, into ac­
tion and proceeded to smother the cap­
tured works but only tpr a short time. 
French aeroplanes investigated the 
German line, found out the source of 
evil, and signalled back the Intelli­
gence to the heavy guns, and in a very 
short time the German gunners near 
pissus wisely desisted.

TTiese are two excellent examples of 
how the Somme eats into the German 
reserves of men.

In the course of the day, four of 
their divisions, the First and Second 
Bavarian and the Sixth and Eleventh 
-Reserve, were pounded into despera­
tion by the French artillery and then 
ousted from their works.
