A TALE OF BB[TALITY.

LONDON, Nov. 1. (Delayed.)
The British steamer. Rowanmore
from Baltimore for Liverpool “whiclr

was sunk last week by a submarine,
altempted to eseape from the attack-
ing .undersea boat, but the latter con-
tinued to shell the ship afteg she stop-
ped, according to affidavits from mem-
bers of the crew procured by the Am-
cri(:ar; Consul at Liverpool. On 'Oct.
26th at 8.45 a.m. the steamer was 130
miles from Fastnett when shells began
to burst gbout her. A moment later
the lookout saw the submarine’s helm
put hard aport bringing the attacking
craft directly astern. Early in the

pursuit lasted until 9.30 o’clock, five
or six shells in the meantime striking
1l:e steamer. The captain of the Row-

ed signals that he intended to abandon
the ship, but thé submarine continued
io shell as the boats were being low-
ered and when they were in the water
the occupants were drenched by spray
from thye falling shells.  The submar-
ine then headed for .the lifeboats,

while one of its officers shouted “Get
out of our way, or we 11" run you
dewn,” but swerved when near the

boats, pushed them and  then turned
heck, the commander ecalling out, “I
am sorry for you, but you are very
foolish, you will probably all drown.”

NEW YORK, Nov. 1.

A News Agency despatch from Mel-
bourne, dated to-day and published
hcre, reads.as follows: The women
of Australia voted almost as readily
to send their sons and sweethearts to
war as did the male yvoters. An analy-
sis of the incomplete returns of the
referendum on conscription to-day,
showed that the early reports that the
measure was defeated because of the
women’s vote, were untrue. While the
percentage of ‘womén - who voted
against conscription was slightly lar-
ger than that of men, the ‘difference
was -not marked enough  to- turn-the
tide. Australian farmers coming to
the support of ope faction of the La-
borites, really defeated the measure.
They voted overwhelmingly against
conscription, fearing  a shortage. of
farm laborers. Latest returns show a
majority of 81,000 against conscrip-
tion, with 300,000 votes yet to be
counted, including those of men now
in the Army. 1t is not expected, how-
ever, their votes will offset the anti-
conscriptionists’ lead. The figures to
date are: For Conscription, 892,000;
Against, 973,000.

ABOPT THE DEUTSCHLAND.

NEW 'LONDON, Conn., Nov. 1.
A letter to Count Von Bernstorff,

The Progress
of Frightfulness.

With little news from the
battle front, though
that little distinctly en-
couraging for us, atten-
tion is everywhere fo-
cussed upon the progress of the Ger-
man’' submarine campaign, which has
birst out. with renewed vigour and is
marked by a much greater degree of
ruthlessness and brutality than before
characterized it. The chief question
of interest it presents is as to the at-
titude of the neutrals affected by it,
for the Allies have long ceased to ex-
pect any mitigation of the barbarous
practice, and put their sole trust in
the effectiveness of their own meas-
utes of defence. As a result of a few
weeks’ piracy, Germany finds her re-
lations ~with ~Norway strained to
bréaking-point and those with the
United States seriously. _threatened.
Her attacks on Greece are of no
practical importance, having, no
doubt, the secret approval of what re-
mains of the Greek Government.
.The outcome of the Marina investi-
gation will be received with interest
and in some quarters, not a little anxi-
ety. Accepting the strange status of
submarine warfare agreed upon by

" Washington and Berlin, we are forced

to admit that nothing, until this inci-

‘dent, has since occurred to raise any

seripus question. In every case the
answer to any protests has consist-
ently been that Germany’s pledges
have not been violated, but the answer
itself has implied that any such viola-
tion would be regarded &s a casus belli
or whatever Washington cared to sub-
stitute for war. It seems as if it will
tax the combined ingenuity of the two
foreign offices to concoct an explana-
tion of this last outrage sufficiently
plausible to convince the world that
is looking on. .

This little contretemps, however,
need not , interfere meantime with
other negotlations between - ‘the two
countries: until they are compelled

: t6 be enemies they. might as well be

friends. So it is not  surprising to
learn that Washington is prepared to
make a bargain ,with. Berlin for the
carrying of mails undersea, though the
proposition in itself strikes us as ex-
tidordinary. Our knowledge of his-
tory may be at fault, but we doubt if
there has ever been an instance of a
neutral Government arranging with a
belligerent Gavetnmpnt for. what is
nothing more nor less than blockade
running. That, however, is by the
way.

One of War’s S-rprlln-l.omlol Dllly
. Express Fears Machines are Re-
3 eelﬂn' Pralse Which by mgit Be-
longl to Men, ;
London. October 21.—The "woi'ahlp
of the tanks” is getting a bit over-
done. The paens of the uninformed
grow louder and louder, and it would
seem only incidentally that it is takea

into account .that the great battle in

which they first appeared -was won by
men and not by machines. Some per-
sons are talking and writing as if the
“tanks” had won the war, while -Mr.
Lloyd George himself has warned-
everybody not to expect too much
from them.

It is recalled in the Daily Express
that at the beginning of the war mys-
terious references were made-in the
newspapers to a wonderful high ex-
plogive with which the French were
going to blast the Prussians from the
face of the earth. Its merits were dis-
cussed in messes, in ward rooms, at
sea, and at clubs and in drawing
rooms at home.

“We are,” the Express says, “in
spite of the war, a simple nation. We
believed the yarns. We went even fur-
ther and enlarged upon them, until
a new surprise was launched on the
top of us. which completely eclipsed
the old one.

Surprises of the' War,

“Very few of these early surprise
packets materialized. Who among us
did not hear stories of the wonderful
concrete built ships which were to be
sunk in the mouth of the Kiel Canal;
of the Zeppelins which would asphy-
xiate towns with their loathsome
bombs, or of the great howitzers which
were to plaster the cliffs of Dover with
a daily ‘hate’ as a re}hinder that Calais
was nearer than it seemed?

“In those early days we were most
efficient talkers. Nevertheless, it was
the Prussian who sprang the firgt sur-
prise.on us with his poison gas. We
were deeply shocked. It ‘was un-
sportemanlike. It was not cricket. We
reised horrified hands to heaven
and talked . and went on
talking, till one fine day we made gas
ourselves, and later used it. War is a
great leveller. The poison gas sur-
prise was first blood to the Prussian.
As Tommy and Jack have it, they did
it on us—proper. - We made gas every
bit as good as. the Prussian, impro-
vised gas helmets and respirators, and
~faitéd for the next surprise. It was
not long in comhig. “The Prussian went
one better than the poison gas inven-
tion and treated us to liquid fire.

Tirpitz and His Boats.

“While we were busy making gas
helmets and poison gas, Grandpa Tir-
pitz so far forgot his whiskers as to
hurl a bomb at us in the shape of his
famous ‘unterseeboot’ campaign. They

The number of
German dead found on the field is
further evidence of the importance
they attached to the position.

Holding this captured sector were
mixed elements of the First Bavarian
Division and the Sixteenth Division.
The Germans had anticipated this at-
tack and had brought up the Second
Bavarian Division in support, and
yet the French were able to seize the
greater part of the ground in fifteen
minutes. after their artillery had
smashed it to pulp.
