Ossip Dymovv, the American corre­
spondent of the Russian Will, one of 
the largest papers in Russia, and the 
President of the Press Representatives 
of Russia in America.

Mr. Dymow, who came to America 
shortly before the outbreak of the 
war, is a personal friend of M. Ker­
ensky, and had opportunity of inti­
mate association with him in Petro- 
grad.

“About live years ago," he said re­
cently, "I was spending the summer 
in Veso, a little town near Revel, on 
the Baltic Sea, amid a colony of 
writers, authors and literary folk gen­
erally. One day I noticed a woman 
who was a new arrival, and: upon in­
quiry learned that she was Mrs. Olga 
L. Kerensky, of whom I had heard 
something. Within a short time my 
family and Mrs. Kerensky became 
very friendly, and she told us that 
her husband was then in Saratov, 
running for election to the Duma on 
the Socialist Labor ticket.

“At that time M. Kerensky was 
about 30 years old and had won the 
confidence of the workingmen of Rus­
sian by his championship of their 
cause. He was born in Tashkent, a 
Russian town in middle Asia, and, al­
though his family had little means, 
he succeeded in obtaining a good edu­
cation ap{i becoming a lawyer. As a 
lawyer he spent most of his time de­
fending the cases of peasants accused

of political crimes by the Czar’s Gov­
ernment, and his fame spread through 
Russia in 1912, when he represented 
the workmen in an investigation fol­
lowing the massacre of some sixty 
strikêrs by the police in the Siberian 
gold fields along the River Lena.

"He was not, of course, able to ob­
tain the punishment of the police of­
ficers responsible for this outrage, 
but he proved to the satisfaction of 
all disinterested persons that the 
police were to blame for the shooting, 
and his activities fixed his place in 
the hearts of the people.

“Shortly after my return to Petro- 
grad from the Baltic, at the end of 
the summer, I met Mme. Kerensky 
again and she told me that her hus­
band had been elected to the Duma. 
Within a few days I met him, and 
as the headquarters of the Socialist 
Labor Party were in the house where 
I lived I saw him frequently. He 
and his wife exchanged many visits 
with my family and we all became 
warm friends. He was soon recog­
nized as the leader of the Socialist 
Labor Party in the Duma, and at 
once his life and liberty were in jeop­
ardy. The police were afraid to touch 
him because of his membership in 
the Duma, but he was constantly 
watched by spies. Whenever he en­
tered the party headquarters detec­
tives waited outside, where I often 
saw them.

“At this time M. Kerensky was a 
slender, moderately tall man, with 
blonde hair, blue eyes, and the gen­
eral' appearance of an Englishman 
rather than a Russian. He was a 
magnetic, convincing speaker, but not 
an orator, as Americans popularly 
conceive such. He used few gestures, 
never indulged in fights of rhetoric, 
and was always logical and accurate 
in his statements. But he spoke with 
such feeling and so directly that all 
who heard him were compelled to 
listen. He employed terse sentences,

chopping off what he had to say in 
an emphatic way that made it often 
unforgettable. He was then, and is 
now, I believe, the best public speak­
er in Russia.

“And his popularity grew while he 
was a member of the Duma. He al­
ways stood up for the cause of the 
peasants, and never consented to any 
compromise with' the Czar. He spoke 
the truth without fear and was rapid­
ly becoming the particular object of 
the hostility of the Government when 
the revolution came. J have received 
reliable advice that, if the revolution 
had been delayed two weeks, M. Ker­
ensky would have been arrested and 
sent (o Siberia.

"M. Protopopoff, the last Prime 
Minister under the Czar, sent a copy 
of a speech M. Kerensky was report­
ed to have delivered in the Dumâ to 
M. Rodzianko, the President ôf the 
Duma, and' asked to know whether 
M. Kerensky had been correctly quot­
ed. He stated that he considered the 
remarks of a nature to warrant M. 
Kerensky’s arrest. As M. Kerënskÿ 
had delivered the speech, he would 
have been a prisoner within a short 
time—but the revolution began the 
day after the Prime Minister’s letter 
reached M. Rodzianko.

“While Petrograd was in the dis­
orders that preceded the establish­
ment of the Provisional Government, 
the Czar ordered the dissolution of 
the Duma, but M. Kerensky rose in 
his place and said: ‘We will not go. 
We will stay here!’ That was the 
first voice of the Duma on the revo­
lution, and after declaring his posi­
tion, M. Kerensky began energetically 
to work for the overthrow of the 
Czar and the establishment of the 
Provisional Government, in which he 
became the Minister of Justice.

“One of M. Kerensky’s qualities is 
tact, and he is a master in bringing 
about harmony among disputing fac­
tions. When the various elements in 
Russia began to threaten the success 
of the revolution it was he, I have- 
been informed, who did more than 
any one else to restore stability. As 
he had proved his capabilities and 
character to the members of the Pro­

visional Government he had their 
confidence, and he was recognized as 
a leader if the Council of Workmen’s 
and Soldiers’ Delegates, so he was in 
a position of power. What has been 
accomplished shows that he used his 
power wisely and for the best inter­
ests of his country.

"Of course, no one can predict what 
will happen in Russia, but I will say 
this: As long as M. Kerensky is In 
the Government I shall have faith in 
his success. If he resigns from the 
Government, or is forced out, I shall 
expect to see Russia collapse. He will 
not resign because of dangers and 
difficulties. He will fight to the last 
ditch, and as long as he fights there 
is hope. Because of his popularity 
among the workmen, I believe he has 
the power to keep them in support 
of the Government, and as the present 
Russian Army is composed of former 
workmen I am confident that his jour­
ney to the front will have the effect 
of putting new spirit into the fighting 
forces.

"I may add that M.•'Kerensky is not 
in any degree a pro-German. As he 
has said, he wants a general peace, 
not a separate peace. He Is working 
for Russia, and to him Russia is the 
people, the masses, of the country.

“I would like to add a word about 
Mrs. Kerensky. She is one of the 
finest women I have ever known. 
Since the revolution she and Vera 
Figner, the famous revolutionist who 
spent years in Siberia, have been at 
the head of a committee for the relief 
of returning political exiles. Without 
solicitation from her, people all over 
Russia have sent Mrs. Kerensky 1,- 
500,000. rubles for this work—which 
shows the confidence in which she is 
held. I do not think I am exagger­
ating when I say that M. Kerensky 
and his wife are two of the most loved 
people in Russia, and deserve the po­
sition they enjoy.”

Mr. Dymow, who, incidentally, is 
the author of the Russian play, “Nju,” 
which was produced at the Ba’ndbox 
Theatre recently, was more optimis­
tic concerning the future of Russia 
than other Russians in this country 
have been.—N. Y. Times.

but the steady streams of applicants, 
the orderly but enthusiastic spirit that 
was everywhere manifested, the entire 
absence of dlsorder-and the late hours 
to which many booths were kept open, 
all demonstrate a splendid response 
which is certain to come up to expec­
tations. In theory it was, of course, 
compulsory; in actual fact it was 
plainly voluntary. The United States 
is adding surprise to surprise. If it 
comes late into thp conflict It comes as 
a giant, endued with a giant’s streng­
th. The world never dreamed of con­
scription in America ; it followed close 
on the heels of the declaration of war. 
The world looked for pro-German dis­
turbances, rioting, rebellion, dynamite 
plots and outrages, almost anything; 
the whole country has been more or­
derly than Quebec. Pacifists and anti- 
conscriptionists have been allowed 
generous latitude in which to agitate 
and inflame themselves, and they have 
sputtered out like a damp squib. The 
country turns out to be a solid unit 
which the world had thought a mere 
conglomeration. It is time to give over 
sneers and gibes at America, if there 
remain any foolish enough to utter 
them. It is time to exchange half- 
expressed contempt for open admira­
tion, to follow where we had professed 
to show the way.

It is time, too, for us to change our 
whole' outlook on the war. From the 
beginning the majority among the Al­
lies have made the mistake of looking 
always to an end of it all, not realis­
ing that the longer it lasted the better 
it must be for them and for the world. 
Now that the submarine danger is well 
in hand and may be said to be averted 
the last thing we should hope for is 
peace this year. It is hardly conceiv­
able that it could come in that time 
through a defeat by arms of Germany 
crushing enough to impose qpon her 
the terms which are absolutely es­
sential to the continued peace of the 
world. It, could therefore come only 
through the machinations of socialists, 
the secession of ,Russia or some simi­
lar cause. It would be certain to leave 
Germany where she is, or at least in 
possession and control of her Middle 
Europe. And on those terms it 
would be a German peace and repre­
sent a German victory. The war must 
last until Germany is knocked out and 
that virtually means until the States 
can take the field. France is bleeding 
profusely, taking drop for drop, it is 
true, but still bleeding. Her qrmies 
have won a glorious victory on the 
Aisne’ and rooted the Germans out of 
their strongholds there. But they had 
to do it with their infantry (their guns 
could not reach the German burrows) 
and it cost them dear. France has not 
pressed her victory to a complete 
triumph simply because she has not 
the men. America can furnish them 
and will. When her army assumes 
the major part of France’s burden the 
end will be at hand. We can await 
that time with perfect confidence and 
must be patient until it comes.

THE AIR RAID.

LONDON, To-day.
Sixteen German planes came over 

the North Sea this evening and drop­
ped many bombs on small towns and 
villages in Essex and td the west. 
Only fourteen of them returned home, 
for two of them were brought down 
by British guns. So far late reports 
show only two persons killed and 29 
injured in the bombarded districts. 
The raiders met with a lively recep­
tion. Extra precautions were taken 
by the British authorities after the 
recent very serious raid on the south 
t oast of England, in which 250 pér­
ît rs were killed or wounded. The 
Germans were attacked by British 
aviators before they had an oppor­
tunity to carry out their raiding in­
tentions to any great extent. British 
anti-aircraft guns were very effect­
ive. According to local reports the 
pilot and observer of one of the air 
laiders brought down were rescued 
at sea and were made prisoners. 
Warning sirens were sounded at some 
places prior to the raid and most peo­
ple took shelter. The small number 
of casualties is attributed to t'lis.

WASHINGTON, To-day.
More than ten million young Am­

ericans enrolled to-day for war ser­
vice. Registration day with but a 
few weeks of preparation saw the 
first military census ever taken in the 
States completed without a single un­
toward event. As A consequence the 
manhood of the nation obeyed the 
President’s call and volunteered en 
masse, setting at naught all the 
schemes and plots of German sym­
pathisers and a few cranks who have 
agitated- against registration. It re­
mains but to select the men who are 
to go to the front. From virtually 
every State reassuring messages came 
to-night to Brigadier-General Crow­
der, Provost Marshal General and 
Federal Supervising Officer of the 
great enterprise. While no complete 
returns from any state were trans­
mitted up to a late^ hour, ,tlje gover­
nors vfére unanimous in reporting 
that complete quiet prevailed 
throughout the day and that full re­
gistration was indicated. In some 
precincts late comers forced the offi-

DETAILS OF THE AIR RAID.
LONDON, To-day.

Birthday Bononrs.
LORD LEVBRHULME.

Among the Birthday Honours pub­
lished yesterday is the elevation of 
Sir William H. Lever, Bart., to the 
Peerage, as Lord Leverhulme.

The honour is one which will meet 
with wide appreciation and approval 
ity England, particularly by those who 
have a knowledge of the remarkable 
achievements of the new Peer in his 
schemes for the Improvement of re­
lations between Capital and Labour, 
and the betterment of the lot of the 
working classes.

Lord Leverhulme is the founder and 
principal of the flhn of Lever Broth­
ers, Limited, of Port Sunlight, a firm 
well known to Newfoundlanders by 
many of Its products, chief amongst 
which is Sunlight Soap. The growth 
of this business within a period of 
thirty years from a small factory to 
a stupendous world-business consti­
tutes one of the most striking com­
mercial successes of our times. 
Previous to the war, the products of 
this firm found their place in the 
households of all countries of the 
globe, including the Central European 
Powers.

One of the main factors in Lord 
Leverhulmes success has undoubted­
ly been his enlightened and far-sight­
ed views on the question of the rela 
tions between Capital and Labour, 
these views he applied boldly and un­
reservedly to his own huge army of 
employees, and they are of so im­
portant and progressive a. nature as 
to ensure for him a notable position In 
the history of the progress of British 
Labour during the Twentieth Century.

Space will only permit of a bare in­
dication of the lines on which he has 
worked, but chief amongst these may 
be mentioned the Garden City in 
which the employees live, and the 
Profit Sharing or "Co-Partnership" 
Scheme.

On the very borders of the village 
of Port Sunlight the usual deplor­
able conditions of life, common to 
the working classes in many large 
towns in England, can be seen in 
abundance, row upon row of stero- 
typed workmens’ houses, unrelieved 
by any open space or green flat, poor 
sanitary conditions and consequently 
unclean houses. There is no encour­
agement here for a woman to take a 
pride in her home, although its in­
terior is the cradle of a very large 
percentage of the youth of the nation ; 
the children run about the streets, 
dirty, poorly clothed, and often under­
fed.

The contrast between such condi­
tions, ahd the conditions under which 
the people of Port Sunlight live, is 
most striking. " In Port Sunlight every 
cottage has its bath-room and up-to- 
date sanitary arrangements, in front 
of every house is a carefully kept 
lawn, the streets are wide and clean 
and bordered with trees. The model 
home conditions arc supplemented 
by institutions such as fine airy 
schools, a gymnasium, swimming 
baths, tennis- lawns, bowling green, 
clubs, library, in fact everything 
necessary for education and recrea­
tion. The Whole village is a realis­
ation of the most perfect conditions 
that thought and care could provide, 
and the result is a very low death 
rate, a remarkable improvement in 
the standard of living, a pride in the 
home, and immense pride in the 
children, who are well cared for and 
show it in their bright and healthy 
appearance.

The Co-Partnership Scheme pro­
vides for the allotment of a certain 
number of special “Co-Partnership” 
shares to every adult employed each 
year, commencing on the completion 
of five years service in the firm. 
Dividends varying according to the 
success of the company during the 
past year, are paid annually on these 
-•Co-Partnership" shares. The value 
of “Co-Partnership" shares issued to 
date is over £600,000, and the amount 
paid to employees for profit-sharing 
last year, consisting largely of divi­
dends on these shares, was £70,209. 
The number of Co-Partners in the 
firm is now 4,312.

By these means, employees are 
directly interested in the success of 
the Company, and the interest grows 
every year as their holdings in Co- 
Partnership slitres increase. C 

The scheme has long passed out of 
the experimental stages, and is an 
established success. One notable re­
sult of this enlightened policy was 
that, in the few years preceding the 
war when many manufacturers in 
England were faced with serious la­
bor unrest, and strikes abounded, the 
workers of Port Sunlight continued 
contentedly at work.

A further innovation which Lord 
Leverhulme has recently advocated is

the establishment of a six-hour work­
ing day. We give below: an extract 
from a recent speech made by him, 
which deals with the necessity of im­
proving the standard of education 
among the working classes, ,bÿ in­
creasing leisure hours to permit of 
time for stiidy: >

"If we are to rise after the war to 
our pre-eminence in competition with 
the whole world we must have a more 
extended system of education. Our 
workers wtll have to be educated in 
a way in which they have never been 
educated in the past and I venture to 
say that under the 8-hour system we 
work in our factories to-day, this is 
impossible. We hive tried improve­
ment in our Juniors here for many . 
years. We have made it a condition 
of employment that young persons 
should agree to attend evening class­
es until 18 years of age. Now, a boy 
or girl leaving school at 14 and com­
ing into strenuous work, is coming 
into a new world. This .means be­
ginning work at eight o'clock in the 
morning and going on until five or 
half-past five at night. This is a new 
world compared to school—there is 
very little play—and if you ask them 
at the same time, as is necessary un­
der the present conditions, to devote 
three evenings a week to further 
study—well, it does not seem to me 
that that is conducive to getting the 
best results. They are weary and. 
tired and not in the best state for ac­
quiring knowledge. But if we had a 
national 6-hours working day, we 
should be able to increase the output 
of our machinery, because two shifts 
could be worked—each a 6-hour shift 
—so that the machines would be run­
ning twelve hours a day instead of 
eight as at present ; and the men and 
girls would be working six hours 
only instead of eight. That would 
give surplus of two hours either in 
the morning or afternoon, and those 
two hours, until 30 years of age has 
been attained, must be devoted to 
preparing the man or woman for cit­
izenship—to educate them—to make 
them efficient for national service.”

It will be observed that philanthro- 
phy finds no place in these schemes. 
The aim is invariably to increase ef­
ficiency, thereby securing improved 
results for both capital and labor, 
and from a purely business stand­
point, the policy pays. Were the 
schemes merely of a philanthropic 
nature, their interest to the country 
at large would be merely nominal. 
Lord Leverhulme has. however, prov­
ed by applying them to his own busi­
ness, that judged purely and solely 
as business propositions, they are in­
contestably sound, and it is when 
judged in this light that the im­
mense value of this effort to effect a 
rapprochement between Labor and 
Capital becomes apparent.

Lord Leverhulme’s village of Port 
Sunlight is an inspiring example of 
wliat may be effected by co-operation, 
between master and man, with justice 
and sympathy from the first and con­
fidence and loyalty from the second. 
His elevation to the Peerage will be 
commended by leaders of commerce 
and labor throughout Great Britain, 
but nowhere will it cause such in­
tense gratification as-among bis own 
work-people of Port Sunlight.

War News.

GERMAN DESTROYER SI NK.

LONDON, June 5.
A German destroyer lias been sunk 

and another damaged in a running 
tight between six German destroyers 
and Commodore Tyrwhitt's squadron 
the Admiralty announces.

According to an Evening News cor­
respondent, when Commodore Tyv 
whitt’s squadron first sighted the 
Germans they were five miles dis­
tant. They had apparently put to 
sea in fear of the "bombardment from 
air and water. When they tried to 
regain port the British squadron di­
vided into two lines. A British de­
stroyer opened the engagement, and 
her fire damaged S-21 almost immedi­
ately. Then a British cruiser joined 
in the engagement, and S-21 soon be­
gan to sink. A destroyer rescued 
seven .survivors during the chase of 
the remaining five German destroy­
ers. This continued until the Ger­
mans reached the mined waters off 
the Belgian coast.

' were engaged by gun fire and pursued 
by aircraft. After having lost two 
machines they made off seawards. 
The casualties so far reported are 
two killed, two dangerously wounded, 
and 27 wounded. This is the third 
raid on England in the past fortnight 
by German airplanes, which appar­
ently have been substituted for Zep­
pelins by the Germans in making 
their attacks on the British Isles. For 
six months before the last three raids 
no attacks of this nature were made, 
the last efforts of the Zeppelins hav­
ing proved disastrous to them. On 
May 23 four or five German aircraft 
flew over the Eastern English Coun­
ties and dropped bombs, killing one 
man. On May 25. a squadron of about 
sixteen airplanes passed over the 
southeast of England, dropping 
bombs which killed 76 persons and 
wounded 174, the largest casualty 
list from an attack by air since Ger­
many begtro these raids-0» the un­
protected towns of England. The 
principal damage in this raid was 
done in Folkestone.

AIR RAID.
LONDON, June 5.

An official announcement issued 
this evening says: An airplane raid 
is now In progress over an estuary of ! 
the River Thames. The enemy drop- j 
ped bombs over an adjoining district 
in Essex and Kent. No further de- 1 
tails are yet at hand. Up to the pre­
sent one hostile machine is reported 
brought down. Between eight and 
twelve German taubes were the raid­
ing aircraft. They were hotly en­
gaged by British aircraft and guns. 
The aviators were driven back. A 
German machine is reported brought 
down and is said to have tumbled 
headlong into the sea. Still another 
machine is reported hit.

The official announcement of the 
air-raid says: An airplane raid this 
evening was carried out by a squad­
ron of about 16 airplanes. They 
crossed the Essex coast about 6.15 
and dropped some bombs in the coun­
try on small towns in Essex. They 
then proceeded to attack the naval es­
tablishments in the Medway. A con­
siderable number of bombs were 
dropped, and a certain amount of 
damage done to houses and property, 
hut the damage to the naval and mili­
tary establishments xvas practically 
negligible.

POWER HOUSE CAPTURED.
LONDON, Jiinc 5.

The British official communication 
issued to-night reads: We gained 
ground slightly during the night 
south of the Souciiez River^ The 
electric power station, in that neigh­
borhood, for the possession of which 
fierce fighting took place on Sunday, 
is now in our hands. A successful 
raid was carried out by our troops 
today south of Y pres, in which we 
captured 75 prisoners, including an 
officer. There was great activity in 
the air again to-day. Bombing con-, 
tinned day and night with good re­
sults. Twelve German airplanes were 
brought down in the fighting, one of 
which fell within our lines. Six oth­
er hostile machines were driven 
down out of control.

Less than a 
fortnight ago the Turks decided to 
evacuate Jerusalem without battle, 
provided the city was seriously men­
aced. It has been learned this decis­
ion has been changed at the instance 
of the Germans, and that the city 
will he defended.

GENERAL GOUTOR.
PETROGKAD, June 5.

General Goutor, who has been Com­
mander of the 11th Army, has been 
appointed to suuccced General Brus 
iloff in command of the South West 
ern front.

IMG FRENCH STEAMER SUNK.
PARIS, June 5.

An announcement was made to­
day that the French steamship Yar 
ra, 4,163 tons gross, was torpedoed 
and sunk in the Mediterranean on 
May 29th. Six hundred and ninety 
persons were on board, thirty-five of 
whom are missing, including eight 
Arabian firemen.

WILL HAVE NOTHING TO DO WITH 
HOLLWEGG.

LONDON, June 5.
A despatch to the Exchange Tele­

graph Co. from Amsterdam, says : 
According to tho Rundschau, the re­
cent visit to Brussels of Dr. Von 
Bethmann Iioilwegg, the German 
Chancellor, to discuss with General 
Fauiken hausen, Governor-General of 
Belgium, a plan for the partition of 
Belgium, revealed the absolute refus­
al of all Belgian officials to have 
anything to do with it. The plan, 
therefore, will most necessarily have 
to be postponed.

ZEEBRUGGE BOMBARDED.
LONDON, June 5.

A despatch to the Exchange Tele­
graph Co. from Flushing, says: Ac­
cording to a frontier correspondent 
the bombardment of Zeebrugge last 
night was the most formidable since 
tlie war began. It was carried out by 
the fleet with heavy guns and lasted 
for one hundred minutes. The dam­
age must have been severe, sax's the 
despatch, for explosions were heard 
continuously until 8 this a.m. Sever­
al fires were seen. The German bat­
teries replied forcibly, but owing to 
mist, found it difficult to locate the 
positions of the British ships. It te 
not believed they got a single hit. 
This morning German soldiers were 
busy cleaning up the debris and re­
moving the dead and wounded.

NORWEGIAN STEAMER SUNK.
GALVESTON, Texas, June 5.

Capt. Haughland and his crew of 
20 men, of the Norxvegian steamer 
Grosholm, have arrived here and re­
port the sinking of their ship on May 
15tli by a German submarine, 200 
miles west of the Irish coast, as she 
was bound for an American port in 
ballast. The attacking submarine 
opened fire without warning. Captain 
Haughland hoisted signals, including 
the Norwegian flag, and laid to. The 
shell fire continued and the ship's 
boats xvere lowered. The Grosholm 
was finally torpedoed. The crew was 
picked up on May 16th.

IMPORTANT RESOLUTIONS.
OTTAWA, June 6.

Important resolutions were suh- 
mittold by the Great War Veterans’ 
Association to-day to the Parliamen­
tary Committee on Ref urned Soldiers. 
Among the recommendations of the 
Veterans were the cembing of the 
civil service for eligible single men 
and married men without children 
from IS to 43 years, who have been 
avoiding service, their immediate 
training for overseas: that all fit offi­
cers and men on home service who 
have had reasonable training, be sent 
overseas at once as drafts to fill the 
gaps of the Canadian ranks; that all 
eligible men in non-essential indus­
tries l)o released and replaced by re­
turned soldiers and ineligible men 
and women, if need be, and put into 
training for overseas, and conscrip­
tion of all aliens for the best service 
they can afford the State.

LAURIER CONSIDERING.
OTTAWA, June 5.

Parliament is expected to receive 
news of the decision in the political 
impassée some time to-day. Intima­
tion that it xvould he forthcoming de­
pended upon xvhat stand Sir Wilfred 
would take on the coalition proposal 
which he has been considering with 
his lieutenants. All opinions that 
Sir Wilfred sought are now in his 
hands, and he was giving them, it is 
understood, large consideration to­
day.

Practically all yesterday afternoon's 
session of the House of Assembly Vas 
occupied in a lengthy debate on the 
Daylight Bill, and, in marked contrast 
with the previous day’s sitting, there 
was a total absence of acrimony dur­
ing the discussion, although Mr. Coak- 
er saw no reason why the Government 
should waste so much valuable time 
at this particular juncture legislating 
on such a trivial and insignificant 
matter, and which the people of the 
country at large were so little con­
cerned about, while the high prices of 
the necessaries of life and food pro 
fltecring that the people were interest­
ed in, were passed over unnoticed.

Several petitions were presented, in­
cluding one from the Agricultural So 
ciety of Bay Roberts advocating an in 
creased bonus for clearing land. Many 
members from both sides of the House 
spoke in favour of the encouragement 
of agriculture and cattle raising as 
well.

The House then went into Commit­
tee on the Daylight Saving fill. The 
Colonial Secretary, who . godfathered 
the Bill, dwelt briefly on its benefits, 
pointing out that If found impractic­
able at the end of the season, its rein­
forcement need not be permitted next 
summer.

Mr. Clift supported the measure. He 
had seen it in operation in the Old 
Country where everybody was in fav­
our of it and nobody against it. He 
made an amendment that the term 
"Colonial Time" be replaced by the 
words "Newfoundland Time.”

Mr. Coaker opposed the Bill because 
It was not xvanted in the Outports 
where the people work from daylight 
till dark anyhow and it would be of 
no value to them. Anyway, he said, 
tho outports hail not been consulted 
about it and it should not be sprung 
upon them at such short notice. As 
the Bill applied to St. John's he did 
not see that legislation was necessary, 
adding that the alteration in the time 
could be done by the Importers Asso­
ciation. He said that if it was the in­
tention of the Government to spend so 
much time over such fads and disre­
gard other important matters such as 
the high cost of foodstuffs then he 
was sorry he was a member of tho 
House.

The Premier, Mr. Piccott, Mr. Moul­
ton, Mr. Jennings, Mr. Grimes, Mr. 
Targett and Mr. Halfyard spoke for or 
against the measure. The Leader of 
the Opposition in giving his dissent re­
marked that as the Bill was to come 
into effect next Sunday the outports 
had now to accommodate themselves 
to something they knew nothing a£all 
about. He considered this absurd and 
unfair. Hë moved as an amendment 
that the .enforcement of the Bill be 
extended to July 1st so as to give the 
outports notice. This amendment as 
well as Mr. Coaker’s to have the Bill 
apply to St. John’s only was lost, 
but Mr. Clift’s amendment to have the 
words “Newfoundland Time” replace 
“Colonial Time” was carried and 
adopted. The new Bill will receive its 
third reading this afternoon and come 
into effect on Sunday next.

Three Bills introduced by the Prime 
Minister at the request of the Im­
perial Government were given their 
second reading as were also a Bill 
compelling Fire Insurance Companies 
to send a statement of their losses, 
etc., and the Bill to amend the Death 
Duties Act, exempting from tax the 
estates of Sailors and Soldiers who 
die on active service.
