BRITISH OCCUPYING FORTS.
LONDON, June 1.

(Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)—The Af­
ghan main offensive against that un­
der General Nadir Khan, the Amirs j 
Commander in Chief, is developing, j 
The latest official information from 
Simla, received on May 29th and 30th, 
shows that all attacks on Khotathal 
havee been repulsed. The fort was 
bombarded throughout Wednesday 
last and the Afghans occupied the 
looted bazar outside the fort. Air re- i 
connaissance disclosed about 3,600 of 
the enemy near Thai. Their camps 
were effectively 'bombed. At the cap- . 
ture of ‘he Afghan Fort, Beldak, oppo­
site Chaman, Baluchistvan, the Brit­
ish took 169 prisoners and killed 320 
of the enemy.

The British occupied the fort and 
smart work was displayed at the as­
sault and capture. The guns made 
breaches in the walls and the fort 

was finally reduced by a flanking 
frontal assault. The garrison fought 

bravely but for the most part was 
killed or captured. It was the strong­
est fort in Arghanistan, having thick 
outer walls and bombproff shelters. 
Its fall has a good effect in Kandahar, 
and along the Chaman frontier as 
showing the effect of high explosive 
shells.

God Save the King.
His Most Gracious Majesty 

George V., King of Great Bri­
tain and Ireland, and of the 
British Dominions beyond the 
seas, Defender of the Faith and 
Emperor of India, celebrates, to­
morrow, his 54th birthday and 
the whole Empire unites in of­
fering congratulations to a Mon­
arch who has particularly en­
deared himself to the millions of 
people over whom he rules, and 
by whom he is loved and honor­
ed far above all other monarchs 
who have preceded him on the 
throne, one exception, perhaps, 
being that of his royal grand­
mother, the great and good Vic­
toria, but whose place in the af­
fections of the many peoples 
over whom she so justly wielded 
sceptre is equally shared by our 
present King, w’orthy descend­
ant o| ^worthy ancestors.

On" this anniversary of His 
Majesty’s natal day, no sounds 
of the warfare of the past four 
anniversaries are heard, and the 
Empire can take part in the'fes­
tivities of rejoicing, which on 
the occasion of a regal birthday 
are customary and patriotic, 
without any of the restraints 

2 which were requested by His 
; Majesty, when the noise of bat- 
l tie, the thunder of the guns, and 
jthe moans of the wounded and 
» dying were beating upon the 
S ears of the world. With that 
gentlemanly modesty which is 
characteristic of him George V. 
issued special birthday mes­
sages to his people asking them 
to refrain from all ebullitions of 
joy on these, consequently the 
celebrations were of a quiet na­
ture, without any exuberant^e- 
monstrations, and consisted in 
the main of flag flying and de­
coration of buildings. There was 
none of the pomp and ceremony 
of pre war days. No guns thun­
dered a royal salute, because the 
warring elements on the battle­
fields of Europe were engaging 
in bloody combat and their guns 
were firing the salute of death, 
that last salute which millions 
heard, as rent and tom they 
went into the valley of the 
shadow, dying that justice 
should have full sway and pay­
ing the sacrifice of their lives 
that liberty should not perish 
from the earth.

And the King, God bless him, 
was not content to stay at home 
and watch the world at death 
grips from afar. Whenever his 
presence could be spared from 
affairs of state, he visited the 
front and by his presence and 
cheering words, strengthened 
the soldiers of the Empire in 
their Herculean struggle. 
Strengthened them to endure 
and to win. His personal ap­
pearance among them was the 
criterion of his manhood, and 
his sympathetically worded and 
encouraging messages were evi­
dences of his gentle nature:

And so, with the din of strife 
hushed, loyal sub jets can again 
show how dear George V., man 
and king, is to them. Newfound- 

• landers, no less than the people 
of sister dominions, appreciate 
and render tribute to the hu­
manity and loveableness of him, 
upon whose head rests the 
weight of the diadem of Empire, 
and the people of this “ancient 
and loyal Colony," the discovery

of which was the beginning of 
that Empire upon whose flag 
the sun never sets, whose drum 
beat is heard around the world, 
will join their felicitations to­
morrow, with those of the other 
portions of Imperial Britain, in 
acclaiming our King-Emperor 
and in wishing him “many 
happy returns of the day.” And 
will not the greeting which goes 
from the many climes and races 
under the flag, be equally as 
glad and as resounding as that 
which hailed the first King of 
Israel, when “all the people 
shouted and said,

GOD SAVE THE KING.”

Legislative Council.
The Council met at 4.15 p. m. Sat­

urday.
The second reading of the Exporta­

tion of Timber Bill was deferred until 
to-day.

The Aerial Mail Service Bill, in 
amended form, reached the Committee 
Stage, but after some little discussion 
and owing to its voluminous propor­
tions, was further deferred until next 
sitting.

The second readings of the Coastal 
Contract, Arbitration Bill and the 
Telephone Bill, were also deferred.

The Council meets a 4 this after­
noon.

The Ancient Colony.

It is pleasant to read the glowing 
reports of Newfoundland’s prosperity 
during the present and immediate 
past. There is no doubt that Cana­
dians have a tendency to think of the 
Ancient Colony as suffering froçt 
chronic backwardness, bc|t the Fi­
nance Minister of the island tells a 
very different tale. During the last 
fiscal year ending June, 1918, the 
colony enjoyed a revenue of nearly 
seven million dollars, or more than 
twice that of Nova Scotia with nearly 
double the population. Think of that 
you venerable Bluenoses who thought 
that your province made a good bar­
gain at Confederation! The surplus 
from this fine revenue was $1,170,000, 
a most generous sum. We do not re­
call that Nova Scotia has any sur­
plus. For the current fiscal year 
Newfoundland will have a revenue of 
$8,600,000, and an estimated surplus 
of $1,900,000. This is enough to make 
a Nova Scotian’s mouth water. This 
revenue is greater by a million than 
that of Manitoba for the last fiscal 
year, and only falls a million below 
that of Alberta, an exuberantly weal­
thy Province. Indeed the Newfound­
land revenue figures are about the 
same as those of British Columbia, 
whose resources are almost bound­
less. Of course the Ancient Colony 
has all her original resources of rev­
enue intact, which is not the case 
with the older Canadian provinces, 
whose coffers do not receive either 
the customs or the excise duties, but 
nevertheless the generous revenue 
for such a small population means 
that our sister colony is fully sharing 
in the wonderful industrial and com­
mercial expansion of the last few 
years. All Canadians wish her good 
luck and rejoice in her good for*- 
tune.—Acadian Recorder.

Animals at Large.
Residents on LeMarchant Road, 

western section, complain that num­
erous animals are roaming about the 
street there, of nights, and assemb­
ling in front of houses for shelter. On 
Saturday morning there were five 
cows decorating some of the front 
verandas,*and yesterday morning ear­
ly five horses were taking shelter 
from the rain in the lee of dwel­
lings, and at dinner hour three other 
equines had comfortably backed up 
against a house there. These ani­
mals are evidently let at large dur­
ing the night in order to graze around. 
A visit to that locality by the impound­
er might result in the addition of a 
few dollars in fines to the Municipal 
Treasury. It is up to the present 
holder of that office to get busy and 
prevent further occurrences of the 
nature named. The residents of the 
locality frequented by these wander­
ing bovines and equines are naturally 
indignant and with reason.

Summary of 
Austrian Peace Terms.

The conditions of Peace of the Al­
lied and Associated Powers with the 
exception of the military reparations, 
financial and certain boundary claus­
es were handed to the Austrian Pleni­
potentiaries at St. Germain to-day. 
Those clauses which are not yet ready 
for presentation will he delivered as 
soon as possible. The Austrians in 
the meanwhile having the opportunity 
to begin work on the greater part of 
the Treaty in an effort to facilitate 
a final decision.

The Austrian Treaty follows exact­
ly the same outline as the German, 
and in many places is identical with 
it except for the change in name.

Certain specific clauses which ap­
plied only to Germany are of course 
omitted and certain new clauses of 
particular applicability to Austria are 
included, especially as regards the 
new States created out of the former 
Austro-Hungarian Empire.

Austria is left by the Treaty a State 
of about six millions people inhabiting 
a territory of between fifty thousand 
and sixty thousand square miles. She 
recognizes the complete independence 
of Hungary, Tchecho Slovakia and 
the Serbce-Croit-Slovene State and 
cedes other territories.

Not a Monopoly.
Saturday’s issue of the Advocate 

and Star contained the statement that 
the Imperial Aircraft Manufacturing 
Company of London, England, is seek­
ing a monopoly in aviation work from 
the Government of Newfoundland. 
Nothing could be further from the 
truth. The Imperial Aircraft Co., is 
asking for the first offer of any work 
in aviation, such as mail and passen­
ger carrying, exploration and other 
work, that the Government may want 
done. All they want is the first offer: 
and if any other company can and will 
do the work cheaper, they will not re­
ceive the commission unless they re­
duce their price to that of the other 
competitors. How this can be, con­
strued into a monopoly is hard to 
understand. The company is not ask­
ing for a subsidy or any kind of fin­
ancial aid. But, in consideration of 
their big expense, in building a line 
of safety stations right across the 
country, of a million and a half of 
dollars, it certainly is only fair that 
they get this first offer of any work. 
The possibilities that will undoubtedly 
accrue from this gigantic undertakv 
ing should be sufficient reason for this 
small concession, if concession it be, 
and the Government and people of 
Newfoundland should do everything 
possible to assist the company in es­
tablishing'the system. By and by, 
when the big trans-Atlantic aerial 
mail services are in full swing, with 
great heavier than air machines and 
smaller planes crossing the ocean 
daily’, Newfoundland will be the step­
ping-off place, if it is equipped with 
suitable accommodation. Without this, 
however, they will in all probability 
continue the flight to the mainland, 
and Newfoundland will lose the honor 
and benefit of being an important 
aviation centre. The proposed con­
tract itself, however, has now been 
introduced into the Legislative Coun­
cil, and a Select Committee of that 
House will unanimously report it 
favorably to-day.

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Sons of England
ATTEND DIVINE SERVICE.

Yesterday afternoon the Sons of 
England Society, Lodges Dudley and 
Empire, attended Divine Service at 
the Church of St. Mary the Virgin, 
South side. Because of the disagree­
able weather the attendance of mem­
bers was not so great as was expect­
ed, nevertheless the parade showed 
up well, and an interested congreg­
ation, apart from the Society, filled 
the church to capacity.

The service was conducted' by the 
Rector, Rev. A. B. S. Stirling, and 
was hearty and inspiring, the 
hymns being joined in by all, thus 
making the singing a special and 
enjoyable feature.

On ascending the pulpit the Rec­
tor preached a most impressive ser­
mon on Service, taking his text from 
the 12th verse of the 115th Psalm; 
"The Lord hath been mindful of 
us.” He welcomed the Society to his 
church primarily because its mem­
bers comprise a brotherhood, who 
are bearing one anothers burdens 
and so “fulfilling the law of Christ,” 
and also because of the lineage of 
the members, all being, according to 
the prescribed qualification for ad­
mission, Englishmen or Sons of Eng­
lish parents. A justifiable pride 
causes us to glory in the fact that 
there courses through our veins the 
blood of English Ancestors — blood 
which has been freely spilled for 
righteousness sake, such blood as 
stimulated our once styled “contempt­
ible little army” to suffer and die 
that British traditions might be 
maintained, and for those ideals 
three quarter of a million of British 
dead lie buried under wooden cross- 
es—symbolising victory over death 
—on foreign shores, while others 
have found unmarked resting places 
beneath the sea. “If we are to be 
true to our best selves,”—our dead 
and our God,” said the preacher, 
“there are some very important les- 
sions to be wrapped closely to our 
hearts,” and dwelling on two of 
these (1) Gods wonderful preserva­
tion of the British Empire, (2) Duty 
of thankfulness on our part for such 
preservation, said that Britains posi­
tion among the nations is the gift of 
God. The national history cannot be 
dissociated from the Providence of 
God, and that great moulding force 
which has been behind our national 
life in all its branches has been the 
Divine Hand, a truth:; illustrated by 
historical fact. We owe our security 
from invasion by anomemy to the 
British Navy, silent-Mmajestic—im­
pregnable and the foundations of 
this navy were laid by King Alfred 
the Great, who was a pious Chris­
tian, and a man of God, through 
whom the Almighty worked mightily 
for us as a nation.

The preacher also referred to 
another tremendous factor in the 
making of the nation—the signing 
of Magna Charta by King John in 
1215, who was brought to his knees 
by a band of progressive barons 
healed by a servant of God.

When France was rent and in the 
throes of national agony because of 
the horrors of the Revolution, Eng­
land was preserved from contamina­
tion owing (it is admitted) to the 
wave of Evangelism which was then 
passing over the kingdom pioneered 
by those wonderful brothers John 
and Charles Wesley.

Reference was made to our most 
recent preservation by Divine inter­
position, a preservation • which is 
manifest to all, and for this we owe 
the duty of Thankfulness, and the 
truly thankful life is a life of ser­
vice.

House of Assembly.
The House met at 3.30 Saturday. 
The Hon. Mr. Morine, Minister of 

Justice, rose to a question of privilege. 
The Advocate, he said, referring to the 
withdrawal by him of the Statute Law 
Amendment Act, containing five sec­
tions, and the introduction of five sep­
arate bills, one for each section, ques­
tioned his sanity, and said he had sd- 
mitted that he “forgot tho law” and 
“the Rules of the House.” But In 
another page the Advocate Itself re­
prints the Incident in this way:

“Mr. Morine explained that he had 
been so busy since taking office that 
there might bo some allowances made 
for him. He had his personal opin­
ion that the original bill was good 
law, but tho Introduction of those 
seperate bills was to remove all doubt 
on the point.”

The truth was that In making one 
bill of the five amendments In the 
existing Statute Law, instead of five 
bills he had followed what he con­
sidered good practise elsewhere, sav­
ing time, printing and red tape. But 
doubt had boon expressed as to wheth­
er the new practice was advisable here 
by reason of a clause In the Govern­
or’s Instructions, and he had consid­
ered It prudent and proper to respect 
the doubt of others, and so had 
brought in the five bills. He had not 
fergotten the Law. The Rules of the 
House had nothing to do with tho 
matter and he was not convinced that 
the practice he 'had initiated was 
wrong, but was ready to respect the 
opinion of others. His reputation, as 
always, was his means of living. It 
was not good form, he submitted, for 
hia opponent to assail him in this 
way, giving a blow below the belt by 
false assertion, and he hoped an apol­
ogy would be made by the Advocate

Mr. Coaker explained that there waa 
no intention to Injure the professional 
reputation of the Minister of Justice.

The amendments to the Sealing Bill 
as put in by the Legislative Council, 
after some debate by Hons, Piccott, . 
and Stone, pnd Mr. Coaker were con-1 
eurred in by the House of Assembly.

The House went into Committee on 
the Industrial and Provident Societ-, 
ies Bill, which was passed after strik­
ing out some clauses that did not ap­
ply.

Mr. Coaker then moved, seconded 
by the Hon. Prime Minister and 
warmly supported by the Hon. Col. 
Secretary, the following resolution:

“The House of Assembly desires to 
join with the whole people in extend­
ing a weleme home to those who 
have come frem the scenes of con­
flict, after taking part in the tre­
mendous issues ended fortunately by 
the triumph of the forces of Right 
and Justice.

“It also ventures to extend to the 
men of the Royal Naval Reserve, 
Royal Nfld. Regiment and the Fores­
try Battalion a sincere expression1 of 
its deep admiration and thankfulness 
for the brilliant exploits, its apprec­
iation of the valor that has brought 
honor to Newfoundland and its sense 
of sorrow that the victory has been 
won with such loss of our sturdy man­
hood. The past period of four and 
a half years of war has laid New­
foundland under an eternal debt to 
the men who laid down their lives, 
and those who were willing to lay 
down their lives, for King and 
Empire.”'

The Prime Minister then introduced 
a bill respecting Newfoundland Notes. 
The Prime Minister explained fully 
the bill which is to enable the Gov­
ernment from the Treasury Depart­
ment to issue small Newfoundland 
notes of 31.00 and $2.00 denomination, 
similar to those issued by the Can­
adian Government. During the last 
few years 1% million dollars worth 
of silver has been Imported, but only 
about $10,000 dollars is now circulat­
ed in the trade of the country. Silver 
had to be imported again this year 
under past arrangements, but this new 
departure has been substituted there­
fore, because of the high cost of coin. 
The silver is also more or 
less of a nuisance, as every 
thing under thé present $5.00 bill must 
be handled therewith, and the banks 
and public at large find the small 
cotes much more convenient The 
banks will buy the notes from the 
Treasury Department and put them in 
circulation.

Mr. Coaker supported the hill, after 
which it went through all Its stages 
and passed.

The above cleans the order paper 
as far as the Lower House is con­
cerned.

The House adjourned until this af­
ternoon at the usual hour.

Othello in Real Life.
Therq was a strong romantic 

element' in the tragedy which took 
place at a theatre at Aalborg on June 
2, 1907,; when Frau Nathansen, a 
young ‘Danish actress, who had 
established a considerable reputation, 
was mortally wounded by her husband 
during a performance of “The Merry 
Widow.” Nathansen was a man of 
Strong passions, and was so inten­
sely Jealous of his gifted and beauti­
ful wife that he was known to his 
stage associates as “Ojhello in real 
Mfe," He was a middleaged man, and 
his wife was twenty years younger 
but' their mariage, two years before, 
was a love match. They first met 
while performing at a theatre in 
Copenhagen, and he was instantly 
captivated jiby the dazzling brilliancy | 
of the girt:’actress, Gerda Krum. He 
was then married, but at once arrang­
ed to divorce his wife so that he 
might be free to marry Miss Krum. 
Even at that time he showed the 
jalousy of his nature, and would 
scarcely permit her to be out of his 
sight. When she obtained phenomenal 
success as the "Merry Widow,” her 
husband grew morose, and displayed 
continuous suspicion, which was 
entirely unfounded. A dance is stated 
to have been responsible for the 
tragedy. Frau. Nathansen had made 
a great success of a valse, performed 
with an actor, and her husband

requested her to discontinue it, but 
she refused, and he threatened to 
shoot her. The husband attended the 
next performance and saw the dance 
through, then in an access of rage 
ho broke into his wife's dressing- 
room, and shot her in the head, and 
then the manager of the theatre, who 
attempted to strike the weapon from 
his hand, completing the tragedy by 
blowing out,his own brains.

Wreck of the “Aden.”
The P. & O. Company’s steamer, 

“Aden,” Captain R. E. Hill, R. N. R., 
left Yokohama on April 23, 1897,
with a number of passengers and a 
valuable cargo. She called at Col­
ombo, where she filled up with coal, 
taking an extra 75 tons, which was 
for the most part placed on deck. 
Having finished coaling at 4 o’clock 
on the afternoon of June 1, the “Aden” 
left for Havre and London. Owing to 
very bad weather in crossing the 
Arabian Sea on the 5th and 6th, it 
became necessary to lower the coal 
on deck. As soon as this work was 
completed, full speed was resumed. 
No observations had been possible on 
account of the weather after leaving 
Colombo until the 8th, when the ship's 
position was ascertained. About 2 30 
p m. on Wednesday, June 9, the 
weather then being very bad, and the 
night pitch dark, the ship struck 
heavily on the rocks, a mile south-

extremity of the island of Socotra. The 
, ipater at once poured into the engine- 
: room, and in ten minutes the fires 
| were extinguished and the electric 
light went out. Blue lights were 
burned and rockets discharged, and 
the boats got ready for lowering 
when daylight appeared. All the 
boats on the weather side were de­
stroyed by the heavy seas. One of the 
starboard boats broke adrift with the 
chief officer and some men, and the 
second officer was sent in the cutter 
to recover it, but the tremendous seas 
drove the boats away, and they were 
never seen again. The only boat 
left—a lifeboat—was then launched 
with some women and children, but 
she was also caried away and never 
heard of again. The captain, and the 
rest of the crew and passengers, re- 

■ mained on the ship, but one of the 
-heavy seas swept the captain away. 
[The survivors—Europeans and Las­
cars—remained on the wreck for 
seventeen days, though several 
steamers were seen to pass, and it 
was not until June 26 that they were 
ultimately recovered by the “Mayo,” 
a Government steamer, which had 
been sent to look for the “Aden.”

Public Ownership.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir, — A member of the N. 

I. W. A., in your issue of yesterday, 
calls attention to the advocacy of the 
public ownership of public utilities 
by that organization, and the stand 
taken by Messrs. Grime and Downey, 
in the Legislature for its application 
to the Railway and Steamship service 
of this country. When one clearly 
understands the principle involved, 
that of the people owning and 
controlling their transportation sys­
tem through a non-political commis­
sion, responsible to the Government 
only for Its proper management (the 
giving of positions being entirely in 
the hands of the Commission, thus 
freeing it from political Influence) It 
can readily be seen, as Mr. Morine 
stated, “it is the proper and ideal 
way,” not only in theory, hut in prac­
tice as well. Public owned railways 
have been far more successfully con­
ducted for the public good than those 
privately owned. Contrast Australia 
and Germany, where railways are 
owned by the State, to that of Great 
Britain and the United States. Both 
in Germany and Australia the rail­
ways have brought in large profits, 
besides giving lower passenger and 
freight rates, and affording safer 
travel through their more modern 
safety appliances. For the last fifty 
years in the United States one or 
other of its railways go into the 
hands of a receiver yearly, and none of 
them earn as much as the State-own­
ed railways of Australia, New Zea­
land and Germany. In Great Britain 
the agitation is strong for the rail­
ways to be taken over by the State, 
and already a Commission is consid­
ering the whole question, with a ma­
jority (it is understood) recommend­
ing its adoption there. In Canada we 
have the I. C. R. owned by the State, 
and while it may be true it is not so 
profitable as the C. P. R„ it must be 
remembered that freight rates are on 
the whole much cheaper on the I. C. 
R. system. Ask the farmers of New 
Brunswick and Nova Scotia what they 
think of the I. C. R., and they will 
tell u8 that It has conferred untold 
benefits on them by the low rates 
charged for carrying farming pro­
duce.

Bolshevism in Ireland

(Empire Review.)
Except for a brief period, during 

which the activities of James Lar­
kin attracted some attention, Irish 
industrialism has never loomed large 
in the British vision. At uresent, how­
ever, it calls for careful observation 
as possibly the most fertile breeding 
ground of Bolshevism in the King­
dom. While our eyes have been fix­
ed upon Bolshevism in the East, it 
has, so to speak, crept Sn upon us by 
the back door. Nor is it surprising 
that the revolutionary germ should 
have found a congenial nidus in the 
inflamed conditions of Ireland, and 
that foreign propagandists should 
have realised that fact. The new 
economic development is the more 
deserving of attention because it is 
in close connection, if not yet overt 
alliance, with Sinn Fein. Thus, in a 
recent number of ‘New Ireland,' a 
Sinn Fein organ, Bolshevism is speci­
fically cited as one of the agents of 
Irish liberation, and Labour iê de­
clared to have acted in harmony with 
the political party. This no doubt re­
fers to the action of Irish Labour in 
standing aside at the' General Elec­
tion, hut it is by no means certain 
that it will make the self-denying or­
dinance permanent. Irish Bolshevism 
aims at being a close copy of the Rus­
sian system, even to the disfranchise­
ment of the bourgeoisie, and is in 
close touch with some prominent La­
bour journalists in England. When 
it is borne in mind that Madam Mar- 
chieviez proclaims that Sinn Fein has 
an alliance with1 Germany, and that 
the Dublin Trades Council declares 
that the tenets of James Connolly, 
the founder and oracle of the Irish 
Transport Union are almost identical 
with those of Lenin, it is clear that 
the Irish movement cannot be disre­
garded in agiy review of British in­
dustrial problems.

An Australian Anzac writing home 
describes the sagacity of his horse:

There is reason to believe that in 
1895 or thereabouts, Newfoundland 
could have been induced to make 
terms. She was then financially in 
bad shape, so much so that she had 
to appeal to the imperial authorities j 
for assistance. Tentative negotiations 
were also opened with Ottawa, hut 
the Dominion government was itself 
feeling poor and would not pay what 
was asked.

Probably a generous financial ar­
rangement could be made now, hut as 
long as Newfoundland prefers to run 
her own show there cannot be any 
thought of coercing her.—Vancouver 
Sun.
