Everything that had been said
about the Senef, Mr. Coaker’s new
Bay Boat, was found to be true on her
arrival on Wednesday; in fact, as the
Queen of Sheba said of Solomon, the
half was not told. In a word this
little ship is absolutely unsuited to

the traffic, and a deliberate imsult to
the travelling public of the South
side of this bay.

The “saloon,” so- called, is not half
as good as the cabin of many a coast-
ing schooner. Three little
rooms open off the saloon with a total
of ten berths, one being dignified
with the name of the Ladies’ cabin.

There is only one lavatory on the
ship, that is on deck and on the op-
posite side of the ship to the entrance
to the ‘“saloon,” which is below
and absolutely unavailable for female
passengers during fall weather on
this coast. No woman can travel on
such a contraption as the Senef, un-
less absolutely forced by urgent
necessity.

Compared with a $200 monument
for his dog Smutts, Mr. Coaker’s ac-
tion in removing the Clyde, which
suits the needs of this bay and sub-
stituting this horrid little tug, shows
what his regard for Notre Dame Bay
South is.

The steerage has bunks for eight
and is situated forward. It is quite
as good as the first-class, however,
but the whole accomodation is al-
together too cramped for the pas-
senger traffic on this route.

As for freight, there is but one little
hatchway, which is utterly useless to
handling bulky cargo, being only
about four feet square.

It is time that the people of Twil-
lingate and surrounding settlements
are protected against such an im-
position on the part of a Government,
which seems to think that any old
thing is good enough for them.

Hidden in a Cupbeard.

. ARTILLERYMAN DISAPPEARED
FOR TWELVE MONTHS.

Looking thin and pale, a man, who
had been concealed for over twelve
months in a cupboard formed of a
dummy ¢hest of drawers, appeared
in the dock at Exeter. Beside him
was his wife, and they were jointly
charged with defrauding the Post-
master-General of £90..

They were Charles and Sarah Hol-
land, and the story told by prosecut-
ing counsel was that when the man
came home in December, 1918, from
France, where he was serving with the
Garrison Artillery, he did not return.
He and his wife then planned, it was
alleged, that he should remain at
home. Mrs. Holland was receiving
34s. 6d. a week for herself and two
children. The officer in command- of
Holland’s battery failed to notify the
Post Office that the man had not re-
turned, and the separation allowance
went on as usual. With her husband’s
assistance, Mrs. Holland hollowed out
a chest of drawers in a bedroom,
and into this the man crept when-
ever there were callers in the house.

For more than a year Holland re-
mained in his place of concealment,
and during that time his wife receiv-
ed nearly £100 in allowances. A re-
mark made in the street by a little
child of the Hollands' to a compan-
ion led to inquiries and a visit by the
police. Mrs. Holland, however, evad-
ed the inquiries, but later, in conse-
quence of information given by the
family, Detective Edwards saw Mrs.
Holland, and demanded he search her
house. The husband was discovered
in a cupboard of a recess, hidden be-
hind some clothes. This formed an
alternative place of refuge.

Mrs. Holland broke into tears in the
dock during a part of her evidence,
and Holland also seemed to feel his
position acutely.

The magistrate committed for trial
both husband and wife, but granted
bail.

A Bible Prophecy
About to Be Fulfilled.

One of.the most momentous events
which have happened as a result of the
war is the decision of the Peace Con-
ference to hand over Palestine to the
Jews.

Thus is the old Biblical prophecy
that the Jews would one day return
to the land of their forefathers about
to be realized.

At the present time Britain is ad-
ministering and policing the country.
Since the Armistice we have given
Jerusalem a much-needed water-sup-
ply and a complete drainage system,
built rajlways and roads, thrown
bridges across the Jordan, and gener-
ally opened up the country. ~

Now, as time and conditions are ripe,
Palestine will gradually pass ovar to
Jewish control. Already a powerful
Zionist Commission is sitting in
Jerusalem, discussing ways and
means.

The extremists among the Arbs do
not like the idea of the country pass-
ing under Jewish domination. But
just as Belgium is the cockpit of the
Western world, so in olden times was
Palestine the battleground of the old
empires. Here they met and . settled
their differences. It was this succes-
sion of wars that drove the Jews out
of their land, and thus they were scat-
tered over the face of the earth.

Although no larger than Belgium,
Palestine is one of the most remark-
able tracts of territory’in the world.
It boasts every kind of soil, from sand
and broken limestone to rich red and
chocolate loam. Every variety of cli-
mate, ‘00, may be experienced. You
can indulge in a game of snowballs
on Mount Hermon, and an hour or two
later be baked in the tropical¢heat of
the Jordan valley.

“Flowing With Milk And Honey.”

As a result, every kind of temper-
ate and tropical produce can be grown.
Joshua described Palestine as a land
flowing with milk and honey. In the
production of the latter commodity it
has no equal. At Jaffa a hundred hives
have been known to yield six tons of
honey in a season, nearly three times
as much per hive as the maximum
vield of the great honey farms of Aus-
tralia and America. Some of the fin-
est wine is that made from Palestine
grapes; while the best oranges are
those obtained from the groves that
have sprung up around Jaffa and Gaza.
As a wheat-growing country Pales-
tine cannot be beaten.

The Jews are aware of its unique
possibilities, and even under Turkish
rule many of them were settled there.
When war broke out there were some
fifty Jewish colonies scattered
throughout the land, owning between
them about eleven per cent. of the
cultivated area of the country. This
land had been purchased by Baron
Rothschild and other wealthy Jews
and given to their co-religionists. They
established agricultural schools and
various industries, such as wine-mak-
ing, silk factories, glass works, per-
fume distilleries, soap and candle
works, butter and cheese making, and
the like.

But the Turk gave the colonists lit-
tle encouragement. Instead of en-
couraging the development of the
country, he only hindered it. Neverthe-
less, the annual trade of Jaffa rose
from £760,000 to £2,000,000 between |
1904 and 1912. Less than forty years:
ago there were 20,000 Jews in the!
country; in 1904 there were 170,000.
The total population of the land to-day | !
is about 680,000, against 3,000,000 in
Bible times.

By adopting more modern methods,
Palestine should become one of the
richest agricultural countries for its
size in the world. It is desirable, too,
to create a harbour at Jaffa for the en-
couragement of shipping. At present
steamers have to lie over a mile off
the shore and load and unload their

From being the most pros-
perous portion of this Domin-
jon, the South West Coast from
Burin to Channel, has fallen to
an alarming state of stagnation,
varalysis of business and im-
pending poverty in one short
year. It used to be the El Dor-
ado of the commercial traveller
and the shining example of pro-
gress and prosperity for all the
rest of Newfoundland, and to-
day its fishing industry, its
trade and commerce lie pros-

_~trate and the young men are

fleeing from the country in
hundreds, and business people
are putting up their shutters to
avoid bankruptcy and await
better times. All this must be
well known to Messrs. Warren,
Cheeseman, Foote and Small,
and how they can look on and
apparently make no effort to re-
lieve their constituents and save
them from the impending ruin,
passes our comprehension. The
Gorton-Pew Company have been
driven off the coast, to the great
loss of the fishermen, and
“Messrs. Harris, Patten and For-
sey, Thos. Garland, J. Penney,
Moulton and others have been
hit so hard by the Fish Regula-
tions that their total losses by
being held up-and hampered in
sending their fisn to market,
runs up into a million dollars.
In the face of all these facts,
the sponsors of the Fish Regu-
lations have the affrontery to
keep up the bluff that the Re-
gulations have been a blessing
to the country, and the fisher-
men ought to bless the name of
Mr. Coaker.

* * * * * %

There is nothing in common
between the fishermen of the
South and West Coast and
those of the North, and their
operations and times of secur-
ing their fish are so different
that even though the regula-
tions would turn out a boon and
a blessing to the North, they
would be certain to work out to
the ruin of the South and South
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West Coasts. The latter part of
June, all July and August are
their best shipping months, and
the advantages that have been
given them by Nature must be
forgone and sacrificed, and they
must be kept out of the mar-
kets to suit the selfish ends of
a few big fish exporters in St.
John’s and Port Union, who
were always jealous of the pros-
perity and independence of the
shippers west of Placentia Bay.
They have now got a chance to
kill them out.of competition,
backed up by the laws, and they
evidently are doing it in good
style. Mr. Foote should khow
| this better than we do, so does
Mr. Warren, Mr. Cheeseman
and Mr. Small. They are stand-
ing by and seeing these people
strangled to death, and the
young men who voted for them
so trustingly last fall, fleeing out
of the country in which they
see no hope of making a living
at the fishery under the new
rules made by Mr. Coaker and
Mr. Squires. It is in their
power to save their constituents
to-morrow from this impending
ruin, and say to Mr. Coaker
“stop it at once; you have gone
far enough.” But will they do
so? Will the sweets and emolu-
ments of office, the little jobs
and pickings that they are
receiving, be a sufficient induce-
ment for them to keep quiet and
allow these people to be ruined?
This is the question that is in
the minds of the residents of
the South West Coast, and there
is one thing that they may re-
gard as certain, and that is, if
they do not their political car-
eers may last out three more
years, but never again will they
be elected for their constituen-
cies.

Strike On Labrador.

Marconigrams came in from
the upper part of the Labrador
coast to-day, saying that the
fishermen at Batteau, Domino,
Indian Tickle, Flat Islands and
all that section of the coast have
struck for $9.00 a quintal for
rtheir fish shipped off the coast.
The vessels loading there have
been held up awaiting a reply
from those interested in St.
John’s. Speaking to one export-
er about it this morning, he
said, ‘“the prices laid down for
Greece and Italy will well war-
rant $9.00 for the Labrador fish-
ermen.”

The Advocate and
the Fish Exporters.

The Advocate gleefully announces
that the conference between licensed
exporters of fish and the Miniater of
Marine and ¥Fisheries “ended in har-
mony” and that they have decided to
work together “for the good of New-
foundland.” Now -in the first place,
it is an altogether nice thing for the
Advocate to regard merchants as
friends of the Colony, or to hail their
agreement with anything as likely to
be for the public good. The fisher-
men are now told for the first time
that Mr. Coaker and the merchants
are in the same boat. In the second
place, it is mot true that, even the
exporters who attended the confer-
ence were harmonious, or that they
approve of the Export Regulations
recently published. Views wgre free-
ly expressed against the then exist-
ing regulations, and they have been
modified, but those that remain are
not concurred in by the majority of
exporters.

In the third place, some of the
chief exporters were not present at
the conference, and their absence
was intended to imply their entire
disagreement with what had been,
was being, and would be, done.
There is a cliqgue in charge of ;the
Export Board, a big six, or a big
three, or call them by any other name,
and these men for reasons of their
own uphold or concur in the policy
of the Hon. Mr. Coaker.

The @Advocate concludes its an-
nouncement with the fake assertion
that the repealed regulations did
great good to the Colony. It is be-
cause they did great harm that they
have been repealed. Why make
Spain an open market if it were bene-
ficial to keep it controlled? Why
alter the conditions about Brazil if
they were wise? The alterations
have been made in the hope that it is
not altogether too late to prevent
the harm which would otherwise be
done.

1 Oéening of 24th Session

of Diocesan Synod.

On Wednesday, the 15th day of Sep-
tember, His Lordship the Bishop of
Newfoundland opened the 24th session
of the Diocesan Synod.

The day was duly observed by a
celebration of the Holy Communion
at the Cathedral at 7.30, at which a
large number of the delegates, cleri-
cal and lay, attended. His Lordship
was the Celebrant, Rev. Canon Bolt
being Epistoler and Rev. Canon Jeeves
Gospeler. Rev. J. Briton acted as
Sacristan with Rev. Canon Field as-
sisting at the distribution of the sac-
red elements. .

At 7.30 in the evening the official
service which customarily precedes
the opening of the Synod took place
at the Cathedral. The procession mov-
ed from the vestry through the church
yard to the west door of the Cathedral
in the following order:—Cross Bear-
er, Choir, Banner Bearer, Deacons,
Priests, Rural Deans, Canons, Chap-
lains, Bishop.

To the strains of hymn 215, “The
Church’s One Foundation,” the pro-
cession, which included 50 priests,
slowly moved up the aisle to the seats
reserved, while the Canons proceed-
ed to their stalls in the Sanctuary, and
His Lordship the Bishop in full Epis-
copal Habit of Cope and Mitre went
to his Throne by the Altar Rails.

The Divine Office was said by the
Rector, Rev. Canon Jeeves; Rev. Can-
on Bayly read the first Lesson and
Rev. Canon Smart the second. The
Rev. Canon Bolt was the preacher.
Preaching from the text “Old things
are passed away, behold all things
are become new,” II Cor. V-13, the
preacher showed that in every new
age new problems and difficulties call-
ed for readjustment and settlement
and that in any attempt to solve these,
many viewpoints of past ages must
be surrendered, while the truth in its
essence must still be maintained only
in a transformed state to meet the
new conditions. In other words the
old must become new.

At 9 o’clock the Synod was officially
opened by His Lordship the Bishop.
After prayers were read the secretary
called the roll, and announced that
there were present 51 clergy and 65
lay representatives.- Secretaries for
conducting the business of the Synod
were then appointed and an official
reporter to prepare a synopsis of the
proceedings for the daily papers. Rev.
Canon Bolt was elected clerical secrea-
tary with Rev. C. A. Moulton assist-
ing, and Mr. H. W. Stirling was elect-
ed lay secretary, with Rev. H. W.
Facey as reporter.

. His Lordship 'the Bishop then deliv-
ered his charge to the Synod. No
synopsis could be attempted which

way in which His Lordship dealt with
the many and varied matters to which
he referred.

closest attention of the Synod as he
made reference to the doings of the
Lambeth Conference and their deci-
sions, and how they affect us in this
Diocese; His own Diocese and its ad-
ministration, including the supply ani
training of clergy, the need of a ship
for visitation purposes, and a fuller
and more progressive policy in all the
church’s many activities. In closing he
stated that it is the Church’'s duty
this Synod to bring in means for a
progressive policy, financial, educa-
tional, spiritual and moral.

Thus ended one of the most memor-
able addresses ever delivered in the
history of the Synod. It calls for and
demands a re-constructional policy,
and I foreshadow that this Synod may
come to be known from the character
of its work, as the “After the war re-
construction Synod.”

After the charge a notice was mov-
ed and seconded that His Lordship al-
low his address to be printed and dis-
tributed. This was agreed to by the
bishop.

Various notices of bills to be read
on to-morrow were then given, as weil
as a notice calling for a suspension
of the rules of the House to deal with
the question of finance, first in order.
Dr. Blackall also gave notice of mo-
tion in reference to roll call. His Lord-
ship announced that the hours of meet-
ing for the Session of the Synod would
be 3.30 to 5.15 and 7.30 to 10. He also
announced that during the day when
the Synod was meeting there would be
a celebration of Holy Communion in
the Cathedral at 8 a.m. and it was al-
so announced that at St. Thomas’s at
the same hour there will be a cele-
bration of Holy Communion Wwith
special intercession for Queen’s Col-
lege.

At 10.40 the House adjourned with
the Episcopal Blessing. i

SOLDIERS STILL IN HOSPITAL.

Yhere are still 8,000 soldier and
saflor patients in the London hospit-
ily. Eight hundred of them are at the
ramat Orthopoedic Hospital, Shep-
1@rd’s Bush, where there is an elabor-
\te equipment for the treatment of
jurgical cases, and 400 are 'at the
sehampton Hospital, which sup-
ylles and trains men in the use of arti-
jcial limbs. Hundreds of other pati-
ints are at such distant places as
Jlapham, Edmonton, Woolwich and
looting. The 4th London General Hos-
sital, at Denmark Hill, still retains
yelween two and three hundred men,
'in{l a number are fortunate enough
o be at Milbank Military Hospital,
rom which they can easily get to cen-
ral places of interest. These long-
erm patients are suffering from shell
thock, from wounds and fractures
vhich will not heal, and from other
raubles which require tedious treat-
nent. Those that one sees -about the
trpets—and they are very few nowa-

lags—Ilook as though their long con-

valescence bored them, but they are|
happier than the men who cannot
walk abroad or the cases still con-
fined to bed. They are not entirely for-
gotten. Here and there one hears of
people who arrange entertainments in |
certain wards or outdoor excursions,
but generally speaking they do feel
that the public has forgotten them.
They miss the frequent hospital visi-
tors, the gifts of fruit and cigarettes, |
the numerous entertainments that us-
ed to be arranged for them, and the
motor rides.

FASHION IN SPECTACLES.

There are fashions in everything—
even in spectacles. The circle in which
all modes are said to move has brought
us back to the horn “specs” of the
days of our grandfathers. Gold-rimmed
and rimless pince-nez are fast disap-
pearing in London, and their places
are being taken by clumsy looking
contraptions which suggest an optic-
ian’s test frame or a pair of motor
goggles The vogue is said to be of
American origin. One of its earliest
devotees here was lan Macpherson,
the present Pensions Minister, who
soon found many imitators in the
House of Commons. The optician will
tell you that the horn frames are ligh-
ter in weight and more restful to the
eyes, and that the larger lenses—us-
uvally about the size of the glass of a
watch—also have special advantages.

results unconvincing. They do not, it
is urged, provide any test for an all-
rcund athlete.

THE PETIT PALAIS OF THE EM-
BANKMENT.

The Astor Estate Office building on
tl:e Thames Embankment has not been
very busily used in recent years, and
the news that it is to be sold was ex-
pected. It was built by the late Lord
Astor as the petit palais of a million-
aire. It was romantically designed in
the nineties by L. C. Pearson, the
architect of Truro Cathedral (Corn-
wall), in the late Tudor style, and its
setting, half-hidden beside office build-
ings in a byway of the Embankment,
where no one would see the lights of
its hospitalities at night in that desert-
ed quarter, must have had something
of the new Arabian fantasy that Stev-
enson has brought into the period. Its
great bronze gates and screen with
grills and scrollwork, rich stone por-
tico, carved stone gables, and decorat-
ed finials surmounted by a beautiful
metal ship indicated the sumptuous-
ness which its interior revealed. A
second marble stair-case decorated
with carved wooden figures of the
characters from “The Three Muske-
teers,” rooms with rare, sweet-smeli-
ing woods and elaborate carvings and
silver door-panels witL reliefs illus-
trating the “Idylls of the King,”
heavily gilded ceilings, and state bed-
steads are some of the fancy features.

There are fourteen Protestant
schools, including colleges, in St.
John’s, in. which are registered 2817
scholars. Of these there are 1934, or
nearly 70%, in the Primer grade and
the first four standards. 'After the
fourth standard the numbers very
greatly decrease. That is, a very small
proportion of our children go beyond
the elementary stages of education.
The majority leave school in their
twelfth year, very meagrely prepared
to assume the responsibilities of citi-
zenship or to undertake any form of
leadership.

years, and above. Of the 2817 scholars,
342 are in the second standard, and
the ages range from 5% years to 13
years. In the primer grade there are
some children 41 years of age, and |
others 1214 years, and over 141% yzars,
in the same grade. The educational ex- |
perts visiting one of the better schools |
examined four standards selected at;
random. In one of these standards the
children ranged from 8 years of age to
12 years, in another standard, from
10 to 18 years, and in another stand-
ard, from 41 years to 9% years.

A distribution which is almost as
wide exists in the large majority of
grades or standards. One might ex-
pect this condition where four school
systems are involved, as they are in
St. John’s, and examination of in-
dividual classes chosen at random,
showing the same situation to be true.
The cure for this would appear to be
some scheme of compulsory education,
so that children at a certain stated
age should be compelled to attend,
and take up the proper standards at
their proper ages.

Of the 2817 scholars it was found
that 21% were under the age for the
standard in which they were found,
were of the normal age for the
standard, and 37% were over the age
for the standard. The underage child-
ren are the bright intelligent scholars

cation, while the overage, that is,
over one third of the whole number,
are those who were either mentally
slow or who did not commence to at-

The experts remark that “The tre-
mendous burden of teaching when
children are spread over such wide
range of ages, is surely clear evén to
the ordinary layman. To those who
are satisfactorily trained and who re-

cognize the large number of problems ||

involved in teaching which are not
apparent to the layman, the task of
conducting the teaching of the boys
and girls in St. John’s, becomes, under
present conditions an insuperable
one.”

With the 2817 children scattered
among 14 schools it is almost impos-
sible to deal with this situation. Were
the children brought together, in say,
four large schools, the various stand-
ards could each be divided into three
grades, one grade to contain the un-
derage, one for the normal pupils, and
the third for the overage. Thus the
peculiar conditions existing in each
grade could be specially dealt with by
the teacher. The educational experts
believe that the children of St. John's
can onlv secure fair and just treat-
ment with resnect to classification and
grading through the consolidation of
the present school systems, and
through the erection of large building
units which will permit children of
like ability to be taught together.

In regard to school attandence, the
experts took a single page in each of
four school registers selected at ran-
dom. In one case it was found that
the absences of scholars were 459% of
the school time, in the second case
the absences were 409%, in the third
case 35%, and in the fourth case 31%.

The Government have undertaken
a most necessary work in the estab-
lishment of a normal college for the
training of teachers. While it will be
of very great benefit in future years,
the results cannot be what they
should, so long as the present condi-
tions pertain.

The authorities and the superin-
tendents in Newfoundland are to be
congratulated upon the results that
have been achieved at so little cost.
Last year the average cost, per pupil,
throughout Newfoundland was about
$9.00 which was an increase over the
cost in previous years.

We have certainly not erred on the
side of extravagance. In St. John's the
elementary schools showed an expen-
diture of about $10.23 per pupil, while
the colleges showed an average of
$36.00 per pupil. The respective figures
in other countries range from $30.00
to $50.00 for elementary pupils and
from $60.00 to $120.00 for high-school
pupils.

The present situation in St. John’s,
including the inadequate plants, the
defective equipment, the lack of pro-
per maintenance, and the failure to
attract boys and girls to school, is, in
a very large measure due to the fact
that enough money is not being spent
on the schools to interest men and wo-
men in their proper development.—
COM.
