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The Meeting To-Night.
We trust there will be a large at­

tendance at the meeting which the 
Mayor has called to-night on the re­
quisition of a number of ratepayers, 
to take into consideration the Bank­
ing Scheme now before Parliament. 
The scheme is a dangerous innovation 
on our present system, and if enforced 
it cannot fail to have a most disas­
trous effect on the business community 
and on the country at large. Let 
there be a full meeting, and let our 
condemnation of the scheme be out­
spoken and unanimous.

Seduction Bill.
The Whittaker-Chaloner case, and 

the voluminous comments that it 
elicited from the Press all over Canada 
seem to have roused Parliament to a 
sense of the necessity which exists for 
a change in the law with regard to se­
duction. Mr. Morris has introduced 
a Bill which provides as follows :—

2. Whosover shall, under promise of 
marriage, seduce, and have illicit connec­
tion with any unmarried woman, of pre- 

‘ vious chaste character is guilty of a misde­
meanor, and shall, on conviction.be liable 
to be imprisoned for any term not exceed­
ing two years, in any jail or place of con­
finement, with or without hard labor, or 
to pay such fine as the court may award, 
In addition to or without any sucti other 
punishment as aforesaid.

2. No conviction shall be had under 
this Act on the testimony of the woman 
seduced, unsupported by any other evi­
dence, nor unless the indictment is found 
within two years after the commission of 
the offence.

3. The subseqent intermarriage of the 
parties may be pleaded in bar of convic­
tion.

The foregoing law is one much more 
becoming a Christian community than 
tbatfcin force at present, which by in­
ference makes virtue a merchantable 
commodity. Nothing can be more ab­
surd or barbarous than that a parent 
should be obliged to set a money 
value on the chastity of his child— 
for in these cases a parent or guardian 
n;ust be the prosecutor—and that a 
jury should determine whether the 
price is too high* Criminal deeHs 
should not be punished by the civil 
law. The theif who robs a till of a 
few cents expiates the offence by im­
prisonment, and yet he does not dis­
arrange half so much as the seducer 
the established order and principles 
of society. Yes, let him be imprison­
ed along with those who commit crimes 
less heinous,and less delicate to speak 
about ; and with a fear of two years’ 
deprivation of liberty before their 
eyes young men may causeless sorrow 
to happy, respectable families. The 
new Bill says nothing about the repeal 
of the existing law, so that it is impos­
sible to say whether the seducer shall 
be liable to both a civil and a crim­
inal action, or whether .the seduced 
should have merely a choice between 
the two. There is one strong argu- 
gement in favor of the criminal action 
being the only resort,that is, that there 
will then be no money temptation to 
the loss of virtue ; but cases have oc­
curred—and it is not in the power 
of legislation to prevent their oc­
curring again—wherein damages re­
covered by civil process seemed less 

, the wages of iniquity, than a sum to 
prevent starvation and death, justly 
extorted from a reluctant debtor.

The prize, instruments cost Mm nothing,and 
he cannot therefore claim a share of the p. ‘ es to 
the exclusion of two real partners who owned 
about four-fifths of the articles exhibited.

They take no notice of the most import ant parts 
of our last article, but show a declaration, signed 
by some workmen, two of whom, T. Pearson and 
M. Snowden, were never even inside the factory 
up todast December, proving that Mr. Wood wn 
a partner in September proceeding. Said declar­
ation is ingeniously worded, being intended to 
convey the idea that Mr. Wood had authority 
over, them all, while only one (W. Snowden) 
could conscientiously say so, and Mr. Wood’s au- 
tlioritj over him was self-assumed, at least so far 
as we were concerned. Nearly if not all the 
men have heard us say that Mr Wood had no right 
to Interfere with them ; and we can Had numbers 
of people who have heard some of the men say 
(Mr. Johu Rudd in particular) that Mr. 
Wood had nothing to do with them. We
«resume the assessor's proof is also convincing. 
Wo admit, what we presume is all they mean to 

ye, that Mr Wood hud sole charge of the flhi- 
which was done solely by himself. These 

same employees attribute the success of the late 
firm mainly to Mr Wood’s ability and Mr. Mc­
Leod's business tact. They and the public well 
know that it was the work of R. Bell in particular 
to keep the accounts, carry on thé corresponden­
ce and effect sales at a distance, and establish 
agencies. Wc suppose we can give Mr. McLeod 
credit for transacting business over and above 
what we hat e mentioned. Ho may have some un­
developed business faculty, which the men have 
observed, but which lias always been invisible to

We will sas in reference to our challenge, that 
wo have one witness who says he holds iio en­
mity to Mr. McLeod, and can testify on oath that 
he heard both Mr. McLeod and ourselves say at 
last Exhibition that wo would raver again exhibit 
Mr. Wood’s work. Wc have also other disinter­
est *d evidence to the effect that one of his pre­
sent employees said he heard Mr. McLeod use the 
same words. One of ourselves Can testify that 
Mr. McLeod admitted iu presence of Mr. Jackson 
that lie had said he might take air. Wood's tun­
ing, hut not his actions, to an Exhibition. We 
have alroone Witness, who does not wish to tes­
tify, hut could if called on, take oath that Mr Me 
Leod used the same words heard by our first wit­
ness. We hold out the challenge for three days ; 
and if they w'ah it can he decided at once. All 
evidence taken will he on oath, and left to the de ■ 
vision of arbitrators. Let them chouse one and 
we will choose another, and these two a third.

Of -course we accept their challenge on the 
quality of instruments, hut prefer to have it de­

Reported Defalcation at Woodstock, 
—It is reported that the Treasurer of the 
County of Oxford, Mr. James Kintrea has 
absconded aud left various trusts minus to 
the amount of about $20,000. Mr. Kin­
trea left Woodstock on Friday last, since 
which time nothing has been heard from 
him, and his absence creating suspicion 
the accounts of the County,were examin­
ed and a large deficiency ascertained to 
exist. Besides being County Treasurer, 
Mr. McKintrea held the offices of Deputy 
Clerk of the Crown and Clerk of tho Sur­
rogate Court for the County of Oxford, 
aud the Treasurcrship of the Township 
ofZorra. In the latter case, the defici­
ency is reported to be $3,000 secured by 
special securities; The deficiency in the 
County accounts occurred some years ago, 
and since that time the bondsmen for 
Mr. Kintrea, as Country Treasurer, have 
been changed.

A man named James Cahill, of Brant­
