MILITARY SBAGACITY OF THE RED MEN,

A correspondent writing from Yreka,
on the 27th ult., says that all is quiet at
the front. Captain Jack, Scarfaced
Charley, Schack Nasty Jim and the other
warriors are resting complacently in their
bowl-like camp, waiting for the next de-
monstration, Ihad a conversation with
James C. Fairchild to-day. Mr. Fair-
child is abrother of John ‘A., the man
who had the famous interview with the
Madoes. Both hig brother and himself
were in the late fight. Mr. Fairchild is
a very intelligent gentleman, and is &
shrewd, keen observer. He says that
2,000 men will not get those Indiaps out
of that lava bed. He describes their
position as one of the most wonderful
natural fortifications he ever heheld. He
is aman of great experience, He went
through the late war on the rebel side ;
was at Vicksburg, all through the seige,
and a dozen others, which were at that
time supposed to be impregnable streng-
holds, and he says he never saw anything
Jike it.

He was one of those
loafers whom every one  has met in
crowded cars and public places, a little
better than. the murderous denizens of
the worst dance-houses, Several months
ago one of them insulted a woman on
the Bowery, and when her husband re-
monstrated knocked him|down and killed
him. On this especial evening, Foster,
who had been a car conductor, and who
had been dismissed for his worthlessness,
entered a car of the Broadway line, open
for any fun which might present itself.
He'saw & young girl, and after the man-
ner of his kind, insulted her. 'The gen.
tleman who was escorting the young girl
and her mother to church, took a seat
between Foster and the ladies, to protect
them from Lim. No rgugh will stand
any such affront as that. It wauld in-
jure his own self-respect if he passed it
by without *‘laying out” the offender.
Foster abised Mr. Putnam for awhile,
but not being able to draw him into a
quarrel, he asked him how far he was
going.

SPAIN SEARCHES FOR A KING—I
HISTORICAL EVENTS—THE YO

3 ACCEPTANCE AND IINAL RESIGNA-

The abdieation of ‘the Savoyard King
will prove an event in history of more
than ordinary significance. Abdication
of a throne is no new thing ; history fur-
nishes numerous exawmples ; but the
abdication of a thronajmdrcmur»un.
ces in which Amadeus tes is some-
what of a novelty. We all remember the
circumstances in which that throne was
offered and ted. Queen ‘Isabell
was dethroned"nnd driven from her realm
in the* fall ‘of ‘1868. How the fall of
Isabella resounded throughout the world,
and glnddaqed the hearts of the lovers o(
liberty, no reader of the Mencury requires
to be told. * It was felt that a powerful
blow had ‘been dealt at the art of despot-
ism, and that-from the success of the
blow theelovers of liberty would take
fresh courage, and by one bold effors
make an end of despotism and oligarchy
in Europe. From some cause or other,
hoyever, Europe did not respond. To
the rest of Europe Spain became an ob-
ject of study and of curious interest ; but
the revolution read the nation no le\son

—it gave them no impulse. ” 1§ is Jandes
niable that after the revolution Prim was
master of the situation. He more than
auy other made the revolution a suceess ;
and he more than any other man, aiter
the revolution, was master in Spain.
How far Prim was earncst in—his - efforts
to establish the Republic it is difficult to
say; but that he gave the Republic a
chance, that he consulted by constitu-
tional means the wishes of the Spanish
people, and that the idea of a republic
was abandoned, it is impossible to refuse
to admit, It-is not forgotten how the
Spanish throne was offered to and how
it was refused by the father of the King
of Portugal. — It is not—forgotten—it
never ean be forgotten—how' the same
throne was offered to and how it was re-
fused by Leopold of Hohenzollern, In
all time to come the Franco-German war
will remain a memorial of the quest which
Spain, the once proud kingdom of Ferdi-
nand and Isabelia, of Charles the Fifth
and Philip the Second made for a king.
Tt is not forgotten how the Hohenzollern
candidate was abandoned, and how ap-
peal was made to the young Duke of
Aosta.
