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SOUND DOCTRINBE.

The contract of the syndicate which has
undertaken to supply the United States
Government with gold whenever and as of
ten as the reserve gets below the safety line
terminates on the lst of October. The Gov-
ernment will then b: placed strictly on
its own resonrces to find gold with which to
redeem its paper. This fsc°, as Harper’s
Weekly pertinently observes, reawakens
discussion on the currency issue. That pa-
per, in a clear and well reasoned artiole,
shows that until the United States Govern-
ment withdraws from banking the business of
the country will not be on a firm foundation
and the confidence of the people in the
soundness of the currency system will rot
be completely restored. It says:

In the transactions off the government
with the syndicate, and of the syndicate
with investors and speculators, the essential
weakness of the government as a banker has
been so fully demonstrated that nothing but
wilful ignorance or inherent folly can now
deny that the Treasury ought to go out of
the banking business. The situation, as il-
lustrated by the syndicate contract and
operations, is this: The government,
haviog a large amount of outstanding paper
and an insufficient revenue in gold, was com-
pelled to proteot the reserve which tradition
and practice had declared to be essential vo
the maintenance of the credit of the paper.
It had no power to do this. It coald not
demand that its debtors should pay it in gold
coin. It could nou sell exchange at such
prices as would make. the exportation of
gold unprofitable, mor could it increase
the rate of interest in order to tempt
foreigners to lend their gold in the United
States. It could not even persuade the
banks that owe their existence to it to part
with their own gold in order that the
Treasury might be replenished through the
payment of customs duties in gold. In a
word, it had bankers’ ob'igations, but not
bankers’ powers or facilities. Therefore it
felt iteelf compelled to employ a syndicate
of powerful bankers to work for it, and in
order to accomplish this object Secretary
Carlisle fslt obliged to pay a high price for
the services of the bankers. There is a good
deal of loose talking as to the wrong done
to the country by those who placed the
Treasury in the power of this rich syndi-
cate. The only body that is responsible for
the folly of it is Congress.

So long as there is Government paper in
circulation for which gold may be instantly
demanded, so long will the prosperity of the
eountry and the solvency of the Treasury be
threatened. It is said that the fundamental
cause of the Treasury’s difficulties is lack of
revenue. It is true that the revenues of the
Government have ' recently been smaller
than its expenditures, but there has never
been a time when the then existing de-
ficlency might not have been met from the
[Creasury cash, counting the reserve on hand
as parb of the cash. Moreover, there are
signs that the revenues will soon be sufficient
to enable the Treasury to meet all its cur-
rent demands, Even if it were true that
the main difficulty lay in the lack of revenue,
it ie also true that the difficulty has been
increased and the sitnation made more
embarrassing by the existence of the means
whereby the Treasury has been depleted of
gold. fl there were no greenbacks and
Treasury notes, there would be no need of a
g:1d reserve, and the lack of revenues
might have been easily met from the surplus
in the Treasury. ,In that event there would
have been no attack upon the Government’s
oredit, no alarm leading to a panic, and no
increase of the public debt and of the Gov-
oernment’s interest oharge. Therefore the
full duty of Congress is to get rid of the
Government paper, and to establish a bank-
ing system which shall be entirely inde-
peadent of the Government, and which, at
all events, shall not be in a position to
worry and embarrass the Treasury by in-
sisting on the strict performance of all its
obligations, while declining any aid not de-
manded by the strict letter of the law.

With such sound teaching as this it is a
little difficult to understand how it is that so
many people in the United States are ready
to embrace the wild and fantastic financial
doctrines preached by currency enthusiasps
and theorists of one kind and another.
Harper’s Weekly points out the road to fin-
ancial soundness and businesa stability, and
it is 6o be hoped that a very large proportion
of the electors will accept the guidanoe of
men who hold the doctrines which it teaches.
Ioie a reproach to the intelligence of the
people of the United States that their Gov-
ernment should ever be in want of ready
money bo meet its obligations. The country
is rich, and the Government of a rich coune
try has no business to bs poor.

THE LAW DISREGARDED.

Aldermen Macmillan and Cameron in let-
ting & contract of over one thousand dollars
to an importer of foreign sewer pipe acted
in direct contravention of both the city by-
law and the Munigipal Aot of 1892, The
law is 80 clear and so explicit that there can
be no possible excuse for violating it, The
following is subsection (c) of section 20 of
the ¢ By-law te regulate the proceedings in
the Municipal Counocil of the City of Viec-
toria and in the committees thereof  :

The Mayor shall have power to appoint
sach members of the Council as he may
deem proper to be standing committees for
any purposes which he .considers would be
better regulated and managed by means of
such committees.

But the prooeedingn of all such Commitvees
shall be subject to the approval of the Coun-
cil, and no debt may be contracted or money
expended by the authority of or at the direc-
tion of any such Committee in excess of fifty
dollars at a time, unless first sanctioned by
the Council in a manner provided by the
statute, or by-law or resolution of the
Council.

Subsection (c) of Section 21 of the Munici-
pal Act, 1892, is identical with the above
subsection of the city by-law.

It is to be hoped that after this Commit-
teen of the City Council wili'keep the above
provision, both of the Municipal Act, 1892,
and the city by-laws, in mind ; and it is also
to be hoped that the City Council will keep a
sharp lookout as to how the people’s money
is expended and require the standing com-
mitbees to consult them, as the law directs,
respecting all expenditures over fitty dollars.
Io is hard to understand how this provision
of the law could have been lost sight of for
a single moment by the City Counoil as a
whole or the members of Committees,

THE GREAT YACHT RACH.

The race between the Defender and Val-
kyrie III comes off to-day, wind and
weather permitting. Judging by all that
has been written about this race, both in
Europe and America, it is only natural to
conclude that a very considerable propor-
tion of the population of both continents
take a lively interest in the race. The
rivalry is, however, supposed to be between
Great Britain and the United States, the
Valkyrie representing the British and the
Defender the Americans. Buat to an out-
sider who knows little or nothing about the
technicalities of sjip building and yaohting
it is hard to see in what the rivalry consists.
It is not between a yacht essentially British
and one peculisrly American. As far as we
can learn there is nothing national in either
of the racing sloops. They are two very ex-
pensive toys built especially for racing pur-
poses, and there is nothing like them to be
found in the working crafo of either Great
Britain or the United States. The contest
is not between crews of the different
nationalities, for we find that although the
ocrew of the Valkyrie may be altogether
British, the crew of the Dafender, like the
crews of most American vessels, is made up
of men of different nations. It seems to us
that whichever vessel wins the nation to
which its owner or owners belong will have
very little cause to boast.

The Valkyrie is more like an old fashioned
British vessel, as far as the material of which
she is constructed is concerned, than the
Defender is like an old fashioned American
sloop. The Valkyrie is a composite vessel
with steel frames and a wood sheathing,
She is strong and serviceable, and is likely
to keep in good condition if taken proper
care of for u long time.

The Defender, as far as the material of
which she is made goes, is like nothing
afloat. She is a metal boat. In the con-
struction of her underwater body 516 man-
ganese bronze platine and brass castings
on steel frames wereused. The top-sides and
deck frames are of aluminum—the metal of
the future. In using this metal her con-
structor Hoped to “secure the greatest poasi-
ble degree of strength with the lowest possi-
ble weight. [The drawback to the use of al-
uminum is that it does not stand the sea
water. Owing to the materials of which she
is constructed the Defender is much the
more oostly vessel of the two.

A peculiarity of both these racing sloops
is that their draft is, considering their size,
very great indeed. The Defender draws
nearly twenty feet of water, and the Val-
kyrie III about nineteen. [This, the in-
itiated assert, shows that in the comstruc.
tion of the vessels everything has been
sacrificed to speed. The vessels are racers,
and nothing else. They have been very
properly called gigantic toys, *‘for what
other term,” says *‘ Retaw "’ in the Montreal
Witness, *“ can be applied to vessels that
require over twenty feet of water to float
them, and have to be escorted by a steam
tender whenever they go off an outside
racing course ; boats of ninety feet on the
load water line that cannot berth their own
crews, and cost fabulous sums.” As far as
we can see, the race to-day will prove
nothing and decide nothing that can be of
the least possible use to either Great
Britain or the United States.

REPUBLICAN TYRANNY.

Republicanism and liberty in Seuth and
Central America are not synonymous, They
are in faot often the very opposite, Repub.
licanism there frequently means tyranny, and
tyranny of a grinding and brutal kind, This
is what took place in the Republic of Hon-
duras not long ago. That Republic was, as
republics sometimes are, hard up. The
President wanted to raise the wind very
badly. But his credit, or rather the credit
of his Goyernment, was at a very low ebb,
He and his colleagues in the Government
were just a little too well known by the mon
eyed men of the country. Bub money he
must have. A rich farmer in the country
was approached. An attempt to negotiate
a loan with him of $100,000 was made.
Bat the farmer, Mr. Maximo Sanchez,
would not listen to the Government’s
agent. He had no money to lend the Gov-
ernment of Honduras, When it was found
that Mr. Sanchez was not squeezable he was
haled for his closefistedness before some tri-
banal, found guilty of an offence—goodness
knows what—and condemned to aweep the
streets wearing a ball and chain, and to pay
a fine of $1,000 a day until he hands over
the amount demanded by the needy Govern-
ment. This is republicanism in Honduras.
The country has been in name a republio for
sixty years, but it has been ruled by differ-
ent gangs of unscrupulous politicians who
did pretty much as they liked. When one
gang was driven from power by another
gang equally unscrupulous the people ex.
perienced no change. They were pot, in
fact, fiv for self-government, and were, thare-
fore, an ensy prey to schemers and exior-
tloners.
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CIVIC REFORM.

The work vhat civic reformers have lately
done in New York city must be an encour-
agement to those who are striving for sim-
ilar reforms in other cities. There were
many who believed and said that corruption
was 80 strong in that city and so bold that
it was useless to contend against it. Bat
good men did cootend. The odds against
them seemed to be very great, but they
undertook the work in spite of all discour-
agements. Harper’s Weekly, in an article
on the eubject, says that *‘ the best citizens
of every great city are anxioua to know
whether those resulte are such as to make
reform worth workiog for. To this ques-
tion there is only one answer, and that is a
positive and emphatic ¢ Yes.’ Reform
is always and everywhere  worth
working for and fighting for.
A reform victory is at any time in any city
easily possible ; the example of New York is
quite enough to cheer and encourage, and
inspire the aspirations of reformers else-
where. The gaing of New York, although
only in the ficst few months of fruition,
have already changed the whole municipal
situation, and have repaid the cost a
hundredfold and a thousandfold.”

What has been done in New York in the
face of obstacles that seemed to be insur-
mountable, can be done in other cities
where the difficulties in the way are by
comparison insignificant. All that is re-
quircd to effect the reforms that are needed,
is energy and determiuation on the part of
the citizens.

HUNTING “ ACCIDENTS.”

s

The hunting season has commenced, and
80 have gun acgidents. So certain are these
to occur that a statistician might foretell
the percentsge of hunters who would be
killed and wounded during the season.
The carelessness and thonghtlessness of
those who handle firearms only occasionally
are simply amazing. Experienced sports-
men very seldom injure either themselves or
others with their guns, whereas amateurs—
persons who use firearms not more
than half & doz:n times in the
year—are  continually meeting with
accidents. They either shoot themselves
or shoot othsrs. It would, we believe, be
found that ocarelessness and recklessness
rather than ignorance are the cause of these
acoidents, some of them very sad indeed.
No one should play tricks with his gun or
run the slightest risk. THe precautions
necessary in handling a gun are few and
simple, but it is wonderful to see how they
are disregarded. No one should be afraid
to be thought cowardly when he is handling
a gun. Both for his own sake and the sake
of others who may be near him, he should
handle a gun with the ntmost care. He
should always take for granted that the
weapon he takes up is loaded. * Didn’t
know it was loaded,” is a fool’s excuse. He
ought to have known it was loaded, and
should have used it in such a way that no
harm would come to himeelf or anyone else
if it was loaded. ;
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A NEEDED RAILWAY.

The committee appointed to consider the
question of railway communication with
Uganda has reported favorably o the con-
struction of the road. It may be remem-
bered that between Lake Nyanza artl the
sea is a wide expanse of almost waterless
country, a broad strip of which is infested
with the teetse fly, which is fatal to beasts of
The consequense is that all traffic
between Uganda and the seacoast must be
carried on by porters. These porters are
wonderfully strong and enduring, but the
loads they carry must of necessity be light
and their progress exceedingly slow. The
oonsequence is that the raves of foarriage are
8o high that ordinary articles of merchandise
cannot bear them. It now costs nine hun-
dred dollars to carry a ton of goods over
the road, if it can be called a road, between
Uganda and the sea, and we do not 'like to
say how many human lives, for many of the
porters give out by the way and are left to
die. The men cannot afford to linger om'
this dreadful journey. They must push on
if they expect to reach its end alive.

The necessity of a rallway across this
stretch of country is therefore obvious if
communication is to be kept up with the in-
serior, and if the resources of Uganda and
other fertile regions are to be made available
to commerce, [The proposed line is to be
657 miles long, and it is estimated that ib
can be built and eqnipped for £2,240,000.
A revised estimate makes vhe cost £1,755,-
000. This change is to be effected by a *‘re-
duction of the gauge from 3 feet 6 inches to
3 feet, a reduction of the weight of the
rail from 50 lbs. vo 35 lbs. per yard, simpli-
fioation of building, limitation of supply
of rolling stock to the barest requirements
in the first instance, and reduction in the
general charges for supervision and ad-
ministration during oconstruction.” It is
not known yet which of the two kinds of
road the Government will construct. The
committee for various reasons recommend
the Government to build and operate the
road. They oaleulate that there will be a
deficit for the first few years, but if the
country develops as it may be expected to
develop, the probability is that the con-
struotion of the road will, from a com-
mercial point of view, be a success.

The advantages that are certain to flow
from the construction of this road are many
and obvious. It will, in the first place,
open up the country to missionary efforf
and commercial enterprise. It will make
the lives of Europeans settled in the coun.
try safe and it will give a death blow to the
slave trade. [There are in Interior and East-
ern Africa two forms of slavery, Slavery
among the natives is a domestic institution,
Most of the porters who carry burdena on
that dreary and dreadful journey to and

-from the inberior are slaves, and the oapture

snd exporb of slaves are parts of the . busiy
nems of the Arab traders of the {inberior,

The railway will deprive the carriers of their
occupation and it will enable the British
Government in the region within the sphere
of ite influence to make the trade in haman
beings impossible. Iov is. in fact, most diffi-
cult to imagine the changes which the con-
struction of this comparatively short line of
railway to Central Africa may and probably
will effect.

THE BASTERN QUESTION.

It is difficult to understand how it is that
the Sultan is 8o slow in initiating the re-
forms in Armenia that are nrged upon him
by the Earopean Powers, and which, if he
is the kindly-natured man he is represented
to be, he must see are imperatively neces-
sary. Naturally, a ruler supposed to be in-
dependent does not like- to submit to foreign
dictation, but it might be ruypposed that
when the Sultan became aware of the dread -
ful condition of those unfortunate people he
would do what he knew was right to allevi-
ate their suffering, even if in doing so it did
appear that he was acting, to a certain ex-
tent, under compulsion. Bub it seems there
is reason to believe that there are inflaences
at work which tend to neutralize the effect
of Great Britain’s protests and to strengthen
the Sultan’s dislike to follow her advice.
Harold Frederic in his London letter of the
31st August says :

Armenia is indeed the greater, which in-
cludes all the lesser, problems. Last winter
and spring these dispatches repeated, with
perhape tiresome iteration, the grounds for
suspecting that England in this matter had
been decoyed into a trap, and that Russia
and France, while ostensibly acting in con-
cert with her at Constantinople, were reslly
holding her there powerless in a cleft stick
while they dealt behind her back with the
Pashas surrounding the Sultan. It is now
the last day of summer and the game is still
going on. Subterranean intrigues as subtle
and prolonged as those which preceded the
Crimean war still hold the whole Armenian
question open. The anniversary of the Sas-
soun massacre finds nothing redressed,
nothing settled, nothing even in a fair way
of settlement.

Lord S.lisbury’s position is indeed as dif-
ficult a8 any that the biggest of his prede-
cessors in the task of shaping the British
Foreign Otfice policy since Pitt has been
compalled to cope with. He had no sym-
pathy with the original agitation against
Turkey, much less with Lord Rosebery’s
action in committing Eagland to joint action
with Russia and France in the matter, and
he said 8o in Bradford at the time. Having
inherited the jmuddle, however, he is bound
to see it through, and, if poesible, get Eng-
land out of it unscathed. How he is going
to do it no one pretends to gness. News
frons €onstantinople direct has practically
ceased. We subsist entirely on the Vienna
reports, which contradict each other day by
day. Itseems admitted that kord Salis-
bury has made a new stipulation that the
proposed Committee of Armenian Control
must consist of seven instead of six, of
which four must be Christians. It is less
certain that the Sultan has appealed to Rus-
sia and France for support against this de-
mand. As to the stavement thabt pourpar-
leca for a European congress have been
already begun, nobuvdy knows whether it is
true or not.

Of course much of this is specalation and
conjecture, bub it is evident thas domething
is going on behind the scenes that encourages
the Sultan to withstand the pressure which
Greab Britain has applied and is atill apply-
ing to induce him to move in the direction of
effscting reforms in Armenia. It is not
pleasant to think that jealousy of England
would have the effect of making the rulers
of France and Russia deaf to the voice of
humanity, and for the purpose of foiling
the British Government in its efforts to
ameliorate the condition of' the oppressed
and tortured Armeaians they would in-
trigue bo prevent the reforms so greatly
needed being made. The inhwmanity, to
say nothing of the perfidy, of such a course
is to honest and humane people simply in-
credible, But diplomatiste have been known
suavely and smilingly to do what unsophis-
ticated persons look upon with horror and
detestabion.

TOO0 SUSPICIOUS:

A gentleman described as **a Catholic
clergyman ” recently returned to San Fran-
cieco from Alaska, seems greatly afraid that
the British engineers who are engaged in
surveying the boundary line between British
Columbia and Alaska will cheat the United
States oub of territory which it bought and
paid for, He is reported as saying :

** Bogland has & surveying party up there
now running a line to suit herself. These
engineers are not on a junketing tour to
amuse themselves ; they are working hard.
They have a magnificent equipment, and
have already accomplished a great deal.
 Unless we have gumption, we shall lose an
/immense slice of Southeastern Alaska.
They will steal Glacier bay and some grand
harbors. We have not paid enough atten-
tion to this question. What is needed now
is a man who will rise up and bring this
question in the full magnitude of ite im-

orbance before the people. Arbitration ?

e always lose in arbitration. We lost in
the San Juan question. The sixty-mile
limiv in the Behring sea was nonsensical.
We lost there, too. I suppose the English
will decide on a boundary of their own be-
tween Alaska and Canada. Then we, too,
will howl. Canada will howl, too, and there
will be another disastrouns arbitravion.”

What have the ‘“ people ".either of the
United States or of British Columbia, or the
British Empire, for that matter, to do with
fixing the line of delimitation between the
territory of the United States and that of
Great Britain ? Thatjline was long ago de-
fined by treaty, and all that the engineers
of either country have to do is to follow the
line as iv is described in that dooument.
The work is exceedingly simple, partiocularly
that part of it which the gentleman is so
afraid will bs done in such a way as to de.

RETURNED FROM ALASKA.

F. R. Launtz who with a party of six
lefot San Francisco for the gold fields of
Alaska on May 5 has arrived here. When
he reached Juneau he found that he had
only just started on his journey, and having
laid in sapplies of all descriptions for two
years and purchased a schooner, the little
band of gold seekers started on June 10 to
make the 600 or 700 miles to Cook’s Inlet.
There was not a seaman among them nor
ome who understood the charte, barometers
and other navigating inetrwments which
they had obtained. Wanting fresh meat
they pulled into Murphy’s cove and Launtz
was dispatohed on a hunting expedition, a
bear having been sighted with a glass from
the schooner. This was killed and furnish.
ed an acoeptable addition to the larder.
Ten hours out the schooner was struck by
8 gale which blew for about 20 hours,
the sloop being obliged to feteh up at
Yakutat. Here the Indians came down to
the vessel. Phey asked for whiskey and
tobacco, but both being refused they had no
further use for their visitors. Ap Yakutat,
where the schooner lay for six days, there
are 320 Indiane. Tht missionary, who ;is a
German, teaches English and directs the
natives in running a sawmill. The gales
blew the vessel close to Mount St. ias,
whose glaciers project over the water, every
second bringing down some portions of the,
icy mass in & most startling manner. The
wind blew terrifically for shirty.six hours,
st the end of whioh the voyageurs reached
Kysk, a trading post of the Commeroial
Co y. Here they lay for six days and
killed three deer and numerous other
animals. - Reaching Port Etches, on Cook’s
Inlet, » low gap enabled them to go through
some mud-flate and thus avoid a trip of 400
miles.

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THE GREAT RACE.

Vietory of the ‘ Defender,” in the
First Heat for the Coveted
‘ America’s” Cup.

A Close and Well Contested Race—
The Event Graphically
Described.

NEw Yorg, Sept. 7.—The first of the
1895 races for the Americs’s cup, which was
sailed to-day over a course of fifteen miles
to windward and return, between the Eng-
lish challenger Valkyrie III and the Ameri-
can Dsfender, was won by the Defender,
buv it did look for a considerable pericd in
the early part of the race as thouga
the English boat was the better
and would cross the finishing line first.
Never in the history ot races for the cup has
the foreign boat shown to such advantage as

did the Valkyrie to day. She got over the
line first, and for a long time pointed higher
and outfooted the American boat. Many
were the tears thed by the Yankee
““gharps,” who had been counting upon
three straight viotories for the Defender,
when they saw the Briton, even when well
pinched up into the wind and sailing prob-
ably from a half point 10 & point higher then
the Dsfender, still going through the water
faster.

The firet surprise of the day was the posi-
tion that the Dcfender secured on crossing
the line. Very strange to ssy, she was &
little bit to the windward of the Eaglish
boat, behind it is true by four seconds, but
still to windward. There had been so much
said a8 to tha superior skippership of Capt.
Sycamorethat iv was feared by the thousands
of Americans who witnessed the scene that
be would so mar cuvreit that Hank Haff of
the Dafender would not only be left at the
start, but that he would be so thoroughly
blanketed that he would never have a show
during the whole race. But while the Eng
lishman did get over the line first about a
half length the Yankee was on top of him
instead of being below or underneath his
wind.

There was some very pretty mar ceuvring
for position about the line, which was form-
ed between the regatta committee’s boat
and another just off Sea Bright, N.J. It
had been the intention ofgvhe committee to
start the boats from the Sandy Hook light-
ship, but when the committee got to the
lightship they found that’ the wind was
blowing f.om the east by south, and they
having discretion in the matter decided
to make the opening of the race
ab a point well under the New Jersey
shore, where there was a promise of more
wind and a probable occasion for a position
and more desirable beat dead out to wind-
ward. So they therefore notified the racers
that they would carry out that purposs,
and the yachts and the fleet of onmlookers
picked up their traps and headed for the
New Jersey coast.

It was 11:55 before the committee hoisted
the signal thav the course outward would be
east by south. According to the regula-
tions of the regatta committee of the New
York Yachv Club, under whose immediate

supervision the race was sailed, fifteen 8

minutes had to be allowed the racers to find

out what the course would be by compass |

before the preparatory signal was given, and
it was therefore 12:10 when the preparatory
gun was fired. Immediately  the
yachte with oclub topsails, forestaysails
and jiba set, began to-jockey for the most

favorable poeition. . Phey ‘made: no short |

tacks in this business, and when it came
near the expirstion of the ten minutes they
were aHowed both yachts were to the west-
ward and porthward line and heading for
itn he-Walkyrie was ahead, and it seemed
as though she was trying to force the De.
fender, who was to windward, so close up
against the committee boat that the latter
would have to make a tack before crossing.

The Valkyrie was certainly pinched high
ap in the wind, but the Defender was al-
most if not nearly as oclose. Yet the De-
fender refused to be drivem oaut of her
course, and with an extra pull on her main-
eail was enabled to follow the Valkyrie un-
til the course was begun, and also to main-
tain her weather position. The skippers
had done their timing very well, and it
was  only forty-six  seconds after
the starting gun was fired, at
12:25 that the Valkyrie crossed the line,
and the Defender on her opponent’s weather
quarter was only four seconds later. As
they went over the Valkyrie shook off her
tops a baby jib-top-sall ; but the Defender
people were not satisfied with so small a sail
on their outer stay, and shook out a No. 2.

The wind was blowing about five miles an
hour. There was something of a swell on
the sea, but the water could not be called
rough by any means. The weather con-
ditions at times were pretty nesrly those
that have ®en dssoribed as most fitting for
the Valkyrie. The challenger slipped
through the water beautifully, throw-
ing some spray from her bows, it is
true, but surely slipping ahead faster than
the Defender. The latter was beld very
high ap, but for several minutes was out-
footed and eutpointed. The WValkyrie, it
was plainly seen, was doing the faster
work, and as she slipped past the Defender
the chaps who had been batting on the De-
fender to win the match came pretty nearly
to a uwoanimous opinion that their money
was gone.

Even the most enthusiastic adorers of the
Defender and Capt. Hoeff, such as, for in-
stance, Capt. Harry Nye of the tug Fred B.
Dalaiel, who had been to sea in pilot baata
and steamers for nearly forty years, re-
marked : * We will be done up to-day,
sure ; that Valkyrie is a marvel in this kind
of going.”

Both yachte were handled in the most ad-
mirable menner, and it cannot be said that
the eails of the Briton, much as has been
boasted abont them, are a whit better than
thoee of the American boat. In fact, it may
be said oritically, that no flaw could be
seen in any bit of the clothes
of either boat. The impression which some
people had, that Rateey was the only
perfest canvas cutter in the world was dis-
pelled when the Defender’s speed was seen
in her really first race. The yachts stood
on the starboard until 12:39, when the De-
fender was firsb to go about. As soon as
she saw this move on the part of her oppon-
ent, the Valkyrie did the same thing.

The Valkyrie continued to gain the ad-
vantage and the Defender was held ap close
to the wind, and by doing so became blank-
eted. When Captain Haff saw what trouble
he was gotting into he, at 12:47, eased his
ship off and gave her the good full that her
friends had been hoping to see for many min-
utes. As soon as the Defender was eased
she began to increase her speed. She
caught up on the Valkyrie not a little, bu,
of course, she was going farther to leeward
than the Valkyrie, and her apparent gain
wag lees in reality than it looked to. be.

When the Valkyrie saw the Defender |still

ease off she did the same thing,
though not to so % an extent, and
maintained her lead. At this time the

bre¢z: freshened to about seven miles an
hour  The Valkyrie on feeling iv again
stood up high ugainst it, while the full rap
on the D:.fender was continued. Here the
D:.fender with her sails chock full of wind
went ahead very fast, bubt she was no better
thun an eighih of a mile to the leeward.

At 1:48 the Valkyrie, evidently believing
that he could croes the Dsfender’s bow if
the luvier would split tecks with her, came
aboan. The challenger was, however, un-
able to weather the Defender, and when she
pstsed under the American’s stern there
was w ecreeching by the steam yachts
sand (xcursion boats in  attendance
that  will never be  forgottea by
vthose who heard iv. The V.lkyrie on find
ing that she had not gained enough to
weather the Defender came back again to
the starboard tack after one minute on the
port. Asshe did so the D fitder came
about to port. It wasnow the Valkyrie's
turn to refuee a splitting «f tacks and she
fsl'owed the D.fender’s lead in going about
to port.

At 2 o’clock the contestants began a long
board to starboard. Uuring this tack the
wind hauled gradually to east-southeast
then to southeast by east, and finally to
eoutheast. The brecze stiffened, too,
up to about eight miles an hour, and
with that increase the Defender began to
overhaul her antagonist,

It was a great and beautiful race up to
this junctdire, but it was not a pleasant ope
for Americans to gezs upon, for the Val-
kyrie was surely in the lead. On this tack
the vessels encountered seas from the south-
east, and neither ore took them better than
the other. They both pounded a good deal.
The Valkyrie was the first to come about,
She camearound tostarboard at 1:12,and the
Defender followed her example at once.
The Defender was still an eighth of a mile
away on the Valkyrie’s weather quarter.
Oan this tack there was an effort to get in
and head for the outer mark. This was at
3:25. It looked just then as though the
Defender was a quarter ¢f a mile to the
good. When the Valkyrie came about,
tifteen seconds later, she was well away on
the Defender’s lee quarter.
The brecze continued to blow at about
eight miles an hour from the goutheast, and
they came along at a pretty lively gait to
round the buoy and tquare away for home.
Oan going around they eased off sheets on the
starboard side, set  balloon jib-top-
saile, and sped for the finish. The
Valkyrie took in her jib and stay-
sail, while the Defender haulcd down
only her jb. Betore long, however,
the Valkyrie, seeing that the Defender’s
staysail was drawing well, reset hers. The
few ohampions of vhe Valkyrie who were
left said that their boat would overhaul the
Defender on the broad reach home.
The same sails were held on by the
vessels all the way to the finish
line, while the wind gradually dropped to
its original strength, about five miles an
hour. ln all the reach the Defender con-
tinuouely increased her lead over the Val-
kyrie, and finished by 8 minutes and 16
seconds ahead of her.
When the Defender crossed the finish line
she was greeted by cannons, whis les, tin
horps, and the waving of hats ana hand-
kerchiefs to an extent which entirely
fitted the victory of a yacht, which all ex-
perts agree was the fastest machine for her
purpose that the world ever saw.

THE NEWS FROM LONDON.

Chauncey M. Depew Talks of Experi-
ences of Travel and Discusses
Prominent Questions.

Fighting in Cuba —McCarthyite Candi-
date Klected in Svath Kerry—
Wilhelm at Stettin.

LoxDoN, Sept.6 —Chauncey M. Depew,
who has just arrived in London, talked in a
characteristic way of his experiences, as he
sat in a room in the Savoy to-night. Re-
garding his trip, Mr. Depew said : ‘I had
the usual good time at Hamburg, where I
dined twice with the Prince of Wales.
From there I went to Lourdes and
saw a miracle —at least they called

it a miraclee I made quite a
long tour also in Germany, France
and Belgium. There is a great improvement
in business manifest in all three of these
couniries and likewise in Fogland. The
whole world will experience an era of pros.
perity in the next five or six years, the Uni-
ted States especially. Indeed, it has already
started. We have just reaped the greatest
crops in our history. Wages are voluntarily
being increased, and our securities
are increasing in value and are being sought
by foreign investors. I find that Europe is
rapidly regaining confidence in American
securities.” Mr. Depew was asked by
his interviewer what his cbservation
showed to be the status of the Irish
question, to which he replied: I
vhink the Conservatives who have
come into power in Eoglard will give Ire-
land Home Rule in soms ehape, probably
just as good as the Liberals would have
given. Liko ourselvea the Eoglish are pe
culiar, and want vo be fooled. It is not the
medicine to which they object, providing
the label on the bottle is satisfactory.”
Advices received from Havana confirm
yesterday’s advices that the insurgents
attacked a Spanish convoy under command
of General Linarres between Santiago and
Venta Casono. The fighting is said to have
lasted an hour. The insurgents had seven
killed and the Spanish had two «ficers and
five soldiers killed and twenty-one wounded.
At the trades union congress at Cardiff
to-day a resolution was passed unanimously
protesting against Emperor William's inter-
ference with the liberty of the press, and
expressing sympathy with the workingmen
of Germany in their struggle for liberty.
Atabanquet this afternoonat Stettin, Herr
Koeller, president of the provincial diet,
proposed a toast to the Emperor and Em-
prees, in which he expressed the loyalty of
Pomerania in prosperity and adversity. In
conclusion he called for three cheers for their
majesties.

McCarthy, has resulted in the choice of
Farrell, the McCarthyite nominee, by 1,203
votes agains 474 votes cast for Murphy, the
Healyite candidate.

pany have decided to authorize foreclosure
proceedings and accept the proposition con-
tained in the Erie reorganization plan re-
cently formulated by J. P. Morgan & Co., of
New York and London.

The Sun says news has reached London
that Daisy Melville, who went to South
Africa in the Gaiety Girl Company, com-
mitted suicide there. Miss Melville was
only 19 years of age, and exceedingly
pretty. )

The man who attempted to explode a
bomb in the vestibule of Rothschild’s bank-
ing house yesterday refuses to reveal his
identity. All bthat he will say is that he is
a deserter from the army. In the hope§of
obtaining information as to his antecedents
the police will distribute 500 photographe
throughout France. The bomb was com-
posed of from sixty to seventy grammes of
chlorate potassium and fifteen to twenty
graine of ordinary gunpowder.

The Archduke Ladislas died to-day from
injuries he received by the acoidental die-
charge of his gun while hunting on Monday.

The Emperor William reached Stettin
to-day on board the dispatch boat Grillo.
Almost simultaneously the Empress arrived
by the railway train. The streets were
thronged with people and the boats in the
harbor were elaborately decorated in honor
of the imperial visitors. The Emperor and
the Empress and their suites rode through
the prinocipal streets of the oity in carriages.
The streets were lined with school children,
and everywhere the greatest enthusiasm was
evinced. At a trinmphal arch whioh had
been erected in front of the Rathhaus, the
burgomaster read an address of welcome.
The Emperor William reviewed thé guard of
honor and subsequently held a reception,
which® was attended by the civil fanction-
aries.

The leader of the Kucheng riots have
been arrested.

NEWS OF THE PROVINCE.

An English Explorer for Siberia and
China—Address to Lient -
Governor Chapleau.

Strikes in the Okanagan Country—
Nanaimo Y.M.C.A.—Bishop
Dart at Vancouver.

(Special to the. COLONIST.)

VANCOUVER
VANCOUVER, Sept. 7.—Harry De Windt,
the noted Eunglish explorer of Siberia and
the Chinese borderland, will leave England
in October, and after making a lecture tour

through the States, expects to reach British
Columbia early in the new year en route for
Northern Alaska. Oa arriving at Mount
Elias he will obtain Indian guides, Esquimo
dogs, sledges and provisions, and make his
way through a wholly unknown country by
slow stages until he reaches Cape Prince of
Woalee, about January, 1897.  He proposes
to cross Behring straits on the ice, using dog
sledges, and though the distance is only
about 25 miles across, he estimates that it
will take six or eight days in transit. On
arriving in Siberia he will proceed by
sleigh for 1,800 miles, making a special
visit to Yakutsk, where thousards of Rus-
sian exiles are imprisoned. He expeots to
obtain special facilities for investigating the
ocondition of these prisoners from Russian
officiale with whom, as a result of previous
visits, he is well in touch. He will after-
wards make his way home through Europ-
ean Russia, and hopes to reach England
early in 1898, after an adventurous journey
of 22,000 miles.

To morrow morning Bishop Dart will
officiate at St. Paul’s church where the fall
ceremonial ot the Anglican church will be
observed. Rev. H. E. Bowers has been
appointed to the vacant rectorship of Sb‘l
Paul’'s church. It is rumored that the
Bishop will eventually reside in Vancouver,
as it is considered » more central point for
the work of the diocese.

J. Fraser, British consul in China, goes
out on the next Fmpress.

Hon. J. A. Chaplean, Madame Chapleau,
Hon. Joseph Royal and M. Kleczkoweki,
consul-general for France in Canada, are at
the Hotel Vancouver. Last evening the
members of the city council and a large
number of ocitizens welcomed Quebec’s
Lieut.-Governor, who was presented with
an address from the city. His Honor ex-
pressed surprise and pleasure at his wel-
come from the citizens, and spoke in
the course of a brief address of the import-
anoce of sustaining friendship between all the
provinces ¢f the Dominion. They were like
a large family, the members of which were
bound to fall out ococasionally. He hoped
that ere long all troubles between them
would cease. He spoke of the pride British
Columbians should feel in their glorious
country, and referred to the province as
adding glory, grandeur amd wealth to the
Empire. He had visited Vancouver eleven
years ago and remembered having seen
three houses and a mill. Now he saw a
large, .prosperous and magnificent ity
whose buildings would be a pride even to
Montreal. The party were banqueted on
the steamer Emprees of China to-day, and
leave for Viotoria to-morrow.

The province
is not a tenant at will, or any other kind of
temant of the Dominion. I% is an integral
pard of the Dominion, and i wou!d be sim-
ply impossible for a province to be a tenant
of iteelf. The Dominion of Canada is merely
a collective name for all the provinces, and
she acts of the Dominion are nothing more
than the acts of the provinces comprising
the Dominion.

This partnership of provinces, like every
other partnership, has its agreement or deed
by which all the members are bound as long
as the partnership exists. The deed in this
case is called ‘‘ The Constitution.” Good
faith and honor as well as law require each
member of the concern or Confederation to
comply with all the provisions of the consti-
tution. There is no coercion in this, any
more than there is coercion in requiring a
member of a private firm to do what he has
voluntarily bound himself to do when he
signed the articles of partnership. The
member of the firm has no master, he is not
asked to obey any one’s order or to submib
%o any one’s domination. If there is any
master in the matter it is his own honor and
his sense of right. It is exactly the same
with the big concern which we call the
Dominion. No province is asked to do by
the other provinces anything more than it
voluntarily pledged itself to do when it en-
tered the Confederation. And it would be
perfectly useless for the other provinces to
ask it to do anything more.

We see in the discussion of the Manitoba
school question that some of the disputants
argue on the assumption that there is some
power outside the provinces and superior to
the provinces which is endeavoring to im-
poee its will on Manitoba. These disput-
ante don’t take the trouble to think the
mabtter out, or to inquire into the source of
authority in this Dominign, If they did
they would see that the''tyrant against
whom they are fulpinating has no existencs.
All that is required of Manitoba is to act up
to the agreement which it has itself made,
to do what the deed of partmership pre-
scribes.  All the other provinces have
bound themselves by the same deed, and
were any of them in Manitoba’s circum-
stances they would have the same obliga-
tions to fulfil, the same duty to perform.

We see a disposition on the part of a good
many to repudiate some of the conditions o
the partnership. They say that the Domin-
ion—that is the other provinces—*¢ have no
right to interfere with Manitoba. Mani-
toba must be left to manage her own affairs
as she sees fit.” Bubt as everyone must see
it depends on the terms of Union—the
deed of partnership—whether or not the
other provinces have a right to interfere. A
reference to those terms shows that under
certain circumstances the other provinces
have'a right to interfere. There is no ques-
tion about that. The only guestion is, are
the oircumstances in Manitoba with respect
to education such as give the other
provinces a right to interpose in order to
protect the minority in the matter of de-
nominational schools? The  highest
judicial tribunal in the Empire has decided
that according to the terms of Union—the
deed of partnership—the other provinces
can interfere and ought to interfere to pro-
tect the denmominational minority. This
decision Mr. Dalton McCarthy himself has
admitted to be sound law—that is in ac-
cordance with the terms of Union. Now
we all know that every member of a firm, as
long as he is in the firm, is bound by the
conditions of partnership. Manitoba is still
a member of the Confederate firm, and is
oconsequently bound by the conditions of the
Constitution. It, therefore, should not
resent the interference of the Dominion in
its school affairs. If it does not like that
interference it can readily make it unneces-
sary. There is a very easy way out of ite
present difficulty, but that way is not

repudiation of any provision of its Con.-
stivution.

THBE KAISEBR'S POLIOY.

"The Emperor of Germany is bound to put
down Socialism with & strong hand. But
are the means which he threatens to take to
crush the Socialists likely to effect that pur-
pose ? 1Is declaring war against them ocalou-
lated to compel them to renounce their
pernicious doctrines ? As every thinking
man knows it is very difficult to stamp out
heresy of any kind by violence. The Em-
peror of Germany cannot force men to think
as he thinks on economic subjecte by bay-
onets and rifle balls, The chances are that
his threats will give Soclalism in Germany
new life, and that even if he proceeds to ex-
tremities 'ho will nop lessen materially the
number of : Socialists or the influence of the
teachers of Scolalism. Repressive laws have
nob had the effect of even checking the pro-

gress of Soclalism in Germany. Sooialism,
notwithstanding all that has been dome in
that country to put it down, has increastd.
Socialists are found everywhere and they
have been able to form a party in the Par-
liament of the country.

Ib hae been found in Great Britain and
Amerioa that the best way to prevent the
spread of Socialism is to let Socialists alone.
The Socialist teacher when no one interferee
with him as long as he does not violate the
laws, doss not make rapid progress. He
may get around him a little clique who
imagine that all the wisdom and all the
philanthropy in the community are centred
in them, but their teachings do not make
any considerable impression on people gen-
erally. It is soon found that many of their
theories are mischievous and impracticable.
Those in the community who have anything
to lose are not long in finding out that the
success of Socialism would not benefit them
in the least, so they are inclined to turn a
deaf ear to those who try vo convert them to
the communistic faith. It is worthy of re-
mark that in bothGreat Britain and America,
where Socialists are free to meet as often as
they please and to say whav they like, so-
cialism has not made any considerable pro-
gress ; while in Germany, where laws have
been enacted to put Socialiste down and to
keep them down, they have increased with
a rapidity that is really surprising. Re-
pressive measures, if now resorted to in
Germany, may have an effect the very
opposite of that intended by the Emperor.
We see that some of the German newspap-
ers apprehend this, and there appears to be
good ground for their fears.

——

THE YOUNG CZAR.

It does not appear that the Czar is exact-
ly as happy as a King is supposed to be. He
and his young wife, it is said, are in a state
of continual alarm. They live in almost
complete seclusion. In spite of all precau-
vions, threatening letters and pamphlete are
smuggled into their rooms. These, it may
be supposed, are not very pleasant reading
for the young couple, who ought to bs as
happy as the day is long. Rumor has it that
it is with the utmost difficulty that anyone,
even the most influential ambassadors, can
get an audience. A German paper says :

‘* Much anxiety and uncertainty is cansed
by the remarkable seclusion of the Czar and
his wife. They even evade giving audience
to the foreign ambassadors. The Comte de
Montebello, ambassador of France, only
managed to obtain an_sudience through the
Minister of Finance, Witte, who has some
influence with the Empress-Dowager. And
the fact that the Empress-Dowager is gain-
ing more and more influence is the cause of
many diequieting ramors. It is not possible
to find ouv whether an attempt to murder
the Czar has really been made, for the au-
thorities never tell' the whole truth. The
representatives of foreign powers who know
what is going on behind the scenes dare not
give any information. That no Nihilistic
attempt has been made recently is certain ;
the Czar’s seclusion, therefore, must be
more artificial than necessary. A foreign
diplomat who recently wished to see the

Feodorowna seems to decide all important
matters.”

It is impossible to tell how much trath
there is in the suggestion that the_’-l:)mperqr
of Ruesia, pud consequently Russia iteelf, is
just now under petticoat government. Itis
nob at all improbable, however, that the
young man, having a good mother who un-
derstands public affairs much better than he
does, should now and then consult her and
be guided by her advice. This seems to be
the opinion of an influential German
paper, which says ;

*‘ That the Empress-Dowager is prebty
much mistress of Russia is acknowledged
by Minister Witte. himself. The Czar
allows his mother to advise in every import-
ant question. The Empress-Dowager, how-
ever, is completely under the influence of
the Minister of 'War, General Vannowski,
and the Chief of the Holy Syned, Pobie-
donoszeff. This should explain everything
that has taken place since the death of
Alexander III. The present Czar passes for
» man of advanced ideas, and the people
can not understand why his liberal views
are mobt visible in his actions. But if
Pobiedonoszeff is really at vhe head of
affairs, it is easy to see why Russia acted as
she did in the Bulgarian  and Abyssinian

uestions, and leans more and more toward
%’ranoe.”

It should be remembered that the Empress
Dowager is a daughter of the King of Den-
mark and sister of the Princess of Wales.
It is well known that the Royal Family of
Denmark have little love for the German
nation and ite Emperor. It may be owing
to the influence of the Empress Dowager
that Russia apparently prefers a close alli-
ance with France to being more to Germany
than a peaceable neighbor. These stories
about the Czar and his mother must of
course be taken-with many grains of allow-
ance, for, after all, there are very few tin.
deed in a position to know what is going on
in the Czar’s domestic circle or among the
real rulers of the Russian Empire.

NEWFOUNDLAND’S DRAG.

Canadiane may, we think, congratulate
themselves that the negotiations to permit
Newfoundland to enter the Dominion failed.
Although Newfoundland might haveproveda
valaable acquisition, the dispute with which
it has been troubled for many years with re-
spech to the rights of the French on part of
ite territory could not fail to be anything but
a source of trouble and annoyance. It was
underatood for a long - while that the only
concession granted to French fishermen was
liberty to land and dry fish on the west
shore of the Island.

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They fear, however, that the Imperial Gov-
ernment which, for peace sake has yielded
one point after another to the French and
has even helped them to maintain the
privileges they have usurped, will give way
in this instance also. But it is not likely
that it will admit that the French have ter-
ritorial rights on the Island. The Monetary
Times, of Toronto, commenting on this new
Frecch claim, says :

The Newfoundland railway will have to
be completed and ocarried to a port on the
west shore. France has no treaty rights
which would entitle her to prevent this be-
ing done. For the purpose of carryirg on
the fishery, there can be no necessity for
France to call upon Eogland to prevent this
improvement. She will still have hundreds
of miles of coast on which to erect her tem-
porary summer fishing huts. She is entitled
to necessary room for this, and there is
plenty of space at the Bay of Islands for
these conveniences and for the railway ter-
minus, with ite belongings as well. France
cannot be allowed to convert a libertystrictly
limited into an absolute and exclusive right ;
she cannot be permitted to act as if she were
the owner of the west shore of the island,
and that the real owner had no right there.
This new claim is probably set up by France,
not with the idea that it will be conceded,
but as a means of exerting pressure in some
other part of the world ; in China or Africa
it may be. The reeponsibilities of empire
press heavily on Britain with her world.
wide interests, and other countries whose
path of ambition she crosses want an oppor-
tunity to get their own way.

OHOLBRA IN JAPAN.

Late Japanese papers inform us that chol-
era is doing & good deal of mischief in Japan.
In the week ending August 15th there were
4,658 fresh cases in the country and 3,069
deaths. Itappears that there is no part of
the Empire entirely free from the disease.
In Kyoto the spread of the disease created
so much alarm that theatrical and similar
entertainments were suspended. Cholera
hag, of course, made its appearance in the
seaports. We donot know what precautions
are taken to have ships leaving the country
free from contagion, but the fact that the
disease is known to exist in the ports of em-
barkation should cause the quarantine offi-
cers on this side of the Pacific to be watch-
ful, and to take such measures as will ¢ffec-
tually prevent its being brought .into this
country.

B. C. FRUIT IN MANITOBA,

The Winnipeg Commercial, speaking of
the recent arrival there of a ocarload of
plums, says it is the first straight oar
of plums ever sent here from British Colum-
bia. The shipment of plums referred to is
made by the Fraser River Fruib Society, and
is to a large extent an experimental one.
Rublee, Riddell & Co., of this city, who
handled the fruit, say that with the excep-
vion of a few baskets the plums arrived in
good condition, and they consider them first-
class preserving stock. The plume were
packed in baskets, similar to the manner in
which Ontario fruit is usually shipped. The
local dealers say that if the larger varieties
were wrapped and packed in boxes, they
would answer quite as well as the California
fruit for stand purposes as well as preserv-

ng.
While the fruit arrived here in good con-
brought them) expressed some disappoint-

Land Oregon fruit is selling muoh lower heré
than he had expected to find it in this mar.
ket, and consequently he ocould not realize
the prices he had looked for. This is owing
to the low freight rate on fruit from Pacific
Coast points in the United States. The rate
from Washington state points on carloads of
fruiv is §1 124 per 100 pounds, and $I 25
from Portland, with an additional 10 cents
from California. These rates are for car
lots by freight, but the fruit comes through
by fast fraight. Mr. Catherwood paid an
exprees rate on his car, in order to make fast
time through, this rate costing him about
double the freight rate from Washington
The British Columbia apples could not be
sold here at all and leave any reasonable
margin of profit to the shippers in com-
?eblﬁon with apples ocoming in on a low
reight rate from the somth; the rate on
oar lots of apples from the south being about
70 or 80 cente per 100 pounds. Consequently
the few applea brought along had to be sold
at a loss. Mr. Catherwood said that they
would not be able to ship British Columbia
fruit as far east as Winnipeg unless they
could ship by fast freight at a lower rate, so
as to avoid the high express rate which he
had paid on this car, and thus allow them
to compete with the frmit of the Pacific
coast atates, which has a very large sale in
the Winnipeg market.

It is in supplying the territory east of the
mountains with fruit that British Colambia
has the greatest opening for trade in this
direction, and no doubt the'Canadian Pacifio
railway aubhorities, who are deeply interest-

see that everything possible is done to en-
courage bhis trade, as soon as the Pacific
province i in a position to supply the goods.
The fruit trade of the country east of the
mountains is largely centered at Winnipeg,
and the British Columbia people will have
to get into this market on favorable terms,
if they wish to do much trade in Manitoba
and the Territories.

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SHIPS AND SHIPPING.

The *“Eleanor” Soon to Depart—
Purser Donaldson of the S.S.
‘“Tacoma ” Imprisoned.

Late News Concerning the Wrecked
‘“Mogul” and ‘‘ Walter A, Karle”
—Honolulu Trade.

In a few more days the yacht Eleanor
will bs leaving Victoris, going, it is under-
stood, direct to Portland. Yesterday she
coaled for the trip. The Eleanor since
leaving New London, Conn., October 27
last, has travelled over 22,000 miles. She
passed eastward through the Mediterranean
and the Red sea to Parim, Aden, and to
Bombay. Considerable time was spent
among the islands of Japan. The Hawaiian
islands were touched in crossing the Pacific
and from San Francisco the route to Alaska

lay via the Sound and Victoria. Returning
southward, the principal citles in both
North and South America will be visited,
and after passing through Magellan straite
the homeward journey will have begun.
Mr. Slater expects to reach home by next
fall, two years from the time he started on
the present cruise.

THE WALTER A. EARLE.

A letter from Kodiak, Alaska, says that
the hull cf the Walter A. Enrle, of Victoria,
was towed to Wood island by the North
American Commercial Company’s steamer
Francis Catting, on July 31, as salvage.
Lying on its starboard side, the hull was al-
mosb completely submerged. It required
two days to right the vessel and explore its
hold, which contained eleven corpses. Oaly
one man was identified, and that was from the
name, John White, in India ink on the
left arm. He had the appearance of a half-
breed Indian, while the others, judging
from their distorted features, were South-
eastern or Vancouver Indians. A week
later, as the tanks and ballast were being
removed, four more bodies, making fifteen
in all, were taken out ard buried. The ves-
sel’s loghook gives the business of the day
April 13, conscquently the Eirle must have
bsen capsizad that night or next morning.
Aa near as can be judged the wrecked ves-
sel was stacding off within sight of Monnt
St. Elias, when the storm of April 13 struck
her. :

WASTED EFFORT.

The tuge Wanderer and Richard Holyoke
returned to Port Townsend from the scene
of the wreck of the Mogul on Wednesday,
after an effort to save some of the machinery
and iron from the wreck. On Wednesday
the boiler of the wreck had been hoisted
aboard a scow which was lashed between the
two steamers, but the sea was so rough that
before much progrees had been made toward
the entrance of the straite the lashings
which secured the boiler to the scow gave
way and the mass of iron rolled overboard
into sixty fathoms of water. In the course
of the accident Angusv Anderson, a deck
hand on the Holyoke, was struck by a bit of
ftying chain, breaking his arm and bruising
him severely. Anderson is now in the Mar-
ine hospital in Port Townsend.

SIX MONTHS IMPRISONMENT,

In the Hongkong police court on July 25,
James Donald+on, purser of the steamship
Tacoma, and well known here, was charged
with having on June 18, whilst employed as
L purser by the Northern Pacific Steamship
mpany, received $100 American gold for
the company and embezaled it ; secondly,
received $45 gold for the company and em;
bezaled iv on the same day s thirdly, on
July 21 falsified his books to cover embezzle-
menb of §145, putting the sum down falsely
as advances to the company’s servants.
Defendant admitted the third charge, and
the msgistrate passed sentence of six
monthe’ hard labor.

CANADIAN SALMON ON AMERICAN LINE,

A Seattle paper says a large amount of
British Columbia canned salmon, bound for
the European market, is now being shipped
East in bond over the Northern Pacific rail-
road instead of over the Canadian Pacific as
formerly. The Utopia brought in 1,400
cases of British Columbia salmon and the
Sehome brought in 800 cases of the same on
Wednesday.

PREVOST CAPTURED.

Arrested Yesterday at Roche Harbor
by the Provincial Police
Officers.

He Waives Extradition and Will Ar.
rive by the Rosalie This
Morning.

J. C. Prevost has been captured. The
news came from Port Townsend !.st nigh:
that the provincial police had been success-
ful in getting their man on San Juan island.
Following up the trail closely after he was
located on S8an Juan, Sergt. Langley ard
Constable Ross in the provincial police
launch, and Constable McKenna with some
officers in an American launoch, kept so
lively a watch that Prevost had no oppor-
tanity to get away. He was cor-
nered yesterday at Roche Harbor and

arrested. Sergt. Langley and Constable
McKenna took him to Port Townsend. A
special dispatch from that place to the
CoLoNIST announced the fact and further
stated that Prevost had waived the formal-
ity of extradition papers and will return to
Victoria in charge of the police by the
steamer Rosalie this morning. The officers
reached Townsend early encugh to board the
Rosalie there and took Prevost with them.
It is a singular coincidence that Prevost and
Falding, who both disappeared on the same
day, should be on their way back under ar-
rest at bhe same time. The energetic meas-
ures taken by Superintendent Hussey and
the capable manner in which he planned the
pursuit of both the registrars who are now
returning to stand their trial for embezzle-
ment, proves, a8 on many other occasions,
his fitness and ability for the im-
portant position he holde; and he
has been well seconded by the intel-
ligence displayed on the part of the
officers of the provincial police departmens
who have just brought to a successful con-
clusion the chase afver Prevost.

YACHTING.
SATURDAY'S INTERNATIONAL EVENT,

New York, Sept. 5.—The impression
seems to have gained prevalence in London
that American odds on the Defender are 6
to 1. At such odds the Englishmen would
be willing to lay almost any sizs wager, and
would be perfectly justified in so doing, but
no such odds are offered, even by ultra-
patriotic Americans, while those who have
seen both yachts, and are able to judge their
relative qualities, estimate 2 to 1 would be
too much to offer against such a promising
craft as the Valkyrie. Few bets have been
made at those odds, it is true, but as the
day of the race approaches there seems a
general disposition to make odds 3 to 2 or
5to 4

The Evening Post says: Iuv is learned
this afternoon that the measurements of the
Defender, which were made just before the
trial races, and have been carefully guarded
by the committee ever since they were taken
are as follows : Lead water line length 89 86
feet ; sail area, 12,800 square feet ; racing
lengvh 100.19 feet. The syndicate owning
the boat were not satisfied and concluded to
make her lighter ae she was apparently stiff
a8 a house in a heavy blow. The new mast
was therefore shipped and a steel boom fitted
in the place of the wooden one, which had
been in use up to the time of the first trial
races. It was popularly believed that the
reason for the ohange in the mast
was the “‘buckling” of the old one
and that this one was much heavier and
stronger. As a matter of fact it is lighter
by 200 pounds. The change in the boom
was for the same reason, as the yacht was
thereby lightened 600 pounds. Besides this
the water tank, waste tank doors, bulk-
heads and some of the flooring will be taken
cub to lighten her still further, and it is con-
fidently expected that her racing measure-
ment on Saturday will be as follows : Lead
water line length, 89,55 feet : sail area, 12,-
180 equare feet ; racing length, 99 95 feet.
The Defendes's stripping has, as stated,
aboubt been completed, but the work on the
Valkyrie is still going on. When she
is floated for Mr. Hyslop's work
there will not be & superfluous ounce
upon her. Even her bow and stern have
been planed down to bring her within the
90 feet, KEstimates of her measurements
have been made, based on all the figures at
hand, as the estimates on the Defender were
but a fraction of one inch cut. ‘The follow-

ing may be assumed to be nearly correot :
Lead water line length 90 feet, sail area 12,-
500 equare feet, racing length 1009 feet.
Acocording, therefore, to the actual meas-
urements of the Defender and the estimated
measurements of the Valkyrie the allow-
ance given by the challenger to
the Defender is about 28 seconds
on the 30 mile course. As the Valkyrie
may be a trifle less than 90 feet on the load
water line it is probable that her time allow-
ance may not exceed 25 seconds There is
a proviso in the agreement that any excess
of load water over 89 feev shall be counted
double in estimating the time allowance, but
a8 both boats are more than that length
they are about equal in that respect. The
Vigilant, by the measuremsnt taken at the
same time, gets one minute twenty seconds
from the Defender, and therefore does not
win any race in which Defender finished.

The measurements to-day show that the
Defender’s load water line length # 39 85
feet ; sail area, 12,800 tquare feet ; racing
length, 100 19  Valkyrie III's load water
line length is 90 feet ; sail area, 12,500 feet ;
racing length, 100.9 feet.

AN ALASKA DELEGATION .

Ot all the delegations that Vice-President
Stevenson ever received that which waited
upon him during his short stay here was
probably the : strangest. The Indians of
Alaska have long had a grievance, and as
soon a8 it became known that one of the big
‘‘ tyees ”’ would be here on the Queen from
‘‘ Washinty ” they lost no time in sending
their chiefs to him to register their kick.
They claim the canneries are not only de-
populating the streams of fish, which is their
main supply of food, but they also say the
cannerymen will not even purchase fish from
them, nor will they hire Indians, preferring
to use Chinamen which they bring up from
San Francisco. Chiefs Katishan and Koon-
ka of the Wrangels, Chilkoot Jake of the
Chilkoots, and Kat-el-tein of the Auks were
present and the pow-wow lasted some time.
What the result will be is hard to tell, but
the Indians have availed themselves of the
opportunity of telling their little tale of woe
and accordingly are satisfied ; temporarily,
ab least,—Juneau Paper.

WILLIAM AND THE S8OCIALISTS.

Loxnpox, S8ept. 5.—A Berlin dispatch to
the Daily News says that the articles in the
Vorwaerts, the paper confiscated, were sub-
mitted to Emperor William and to the King
of Saxony, and that both expressed their

dispust with them. The articles appeared
on August 17 and September 1. The Vor.-
waerts continued freely to criticize the Em-
peror’s speech in which he called for the
suppression of the socialists. It seems that
the Vorwaerts published what is so
incredible that it seemed a joke, but
it appears to be true. In the Emperor
William memorial church there is a relief
representing Isaac and Rebecca waterin
camels, The Vorwaerts stated that this
relief now bears the inscription: ‘¢ What
camels the fathers of our freatmh oity have
been. May 2, 1895,” and in the corner the
words *‘ No three thousand marks. How
shabby !” The first is the end of a poem
which appeared in the Kladderdatsch when
the Borlin town counoil refused to congratu-
late Prince Bismarck on his 80th birthday.
The second refers to the refusal of the coun-
oil to contribute to the memorial church
fand. The origin of the inscription is a
mystery.

The young Grand Duke of Hesse, who
professes the most profound admiration for
his cousin, Emperor William, and strives to
imitate him -in "everything, has lately de-
yveloped a orazs for public speaking, which
is a source of great concern to his relatives,
especially those in England. Like the Em-
peror he seized upon every imaginable pre-
text to orate, and the speech which he
delivered the other day at the meeting of
the veterans of the war of 1870 was worthy
in every respect of the Kaiser, Whereas
the latter, however, possesses a considsrable
amount of cleverness and even brilliancy, no
one would ever ascribe any such attribute to
the Grand Duke of Hesse, who has never
had any taste 'for study, knows very little
and is devold of experience. .

R. P. Rithet & Co ; G. A. Kirk, of Turaer,
Beeton & Co ; B. W. Pearse ; J. Weiler, of
Weiler Bros ; M. Robertson ; H. G. Wilson,
of Wilson Bros., R. Cassidy, and F. El-
worthy, secretary of the board.

The following from the Kaslo Claim
shows what interest is taken in the ap-
proaching visit :

BRITISH COLUMBIANS ABROAD.

Mr. J. B. McKilligan Tells of His Recent
Trip—Provineial Prospects
Bright.

Mr. J. B. McKilligan arrived from Eng-
land on Thursday evening whither he had
been on a business trip in connection with
the Viotoria Electric Railway and Lighting
Co. He cannob at present give any inform-
ation about tramway business until he has
laid the result of his mission before the di-

rectors of the company. He had a pleasant
trip, and saw many British Columbians in
London at the Hotel Metropole, where he
was a guest. He saw Hon. Premier Turner,
who was just recovering from a rather severe
illness, and then expected to return to Vie-
toria in a few weeks. Mr. Turner spoke
hopefully of the future of the province and
seemed quite satisfied with his visit to Lon-
don. Mr. McKilligan also met H. D. Helme-
ken M.P.P.,Frank Barnard M P.,Dr, Powell,
and others. He also saw Col. Kane, who
appeared quite cheerful and confident in con-
nection with railway matters and expected
soon to pay Victoria a visib.

Mr. McKilligan called several times at the
office of the Agent-General and found that
Hon. Mr. Vernon was doing very good work
in making the resources of the province
known, especially amongst the monied olass-
es. The new offices of the Agent-General are
at 39 Victoria street, close to all the other
colonial offices and quite convenient of ac-
cess to all parts of the city. Hon. Mr. Ver-
non ie kept quite busy every day answering

g | inquiries and has distributed, throngh means

of advertising agencies, a large number of
the handbooks, * Resources of B C.” and
other printed matter, and  these are
also called for by numerous inquirers every
week. A great interest is being taken in
the mining resouroes of the province, and re-
ocently two firme have, through Hon. Mr.
Vernon’s exertions, agreed to send out their
agents to examipe mining properties; be-
sides these, several gentlemen with capital
behind them are coming out to secure mining
claims.
The leading mining journals are -
ning to take an interest in British Columbia,
and although it is up hill work, Hon. Mr.
Vernon is confident that a good deal of capi-
tal will be sent out from England to de-
velop mining and other properties. The
offices of the Agent-General have all the re-
cent maps of the province and provincial
newspapers and books of reference, and
every facility is given to callers to get reli-
able isformation, while the Agent-General is
at his post daily and is evidently in earnest
bo make his office of the greatest nse to the
province,

SHIPS AND SHIPPING.

Description of the Big Columbia River
Stern Wheeler the Steamer
*Nakusp.”

The * Bawnmore” Disaster—A Sal
mon Ship Damaged in a Gale
—General Notes.

The Columbia and Kootenay Steam Navi.
gation Co.’s steamer Nakusp, on which the
members of the Victoria Board of Trade will
travel on their tour through the great min-
ing district of Kootenay, is at once & credit
to the owners and designer, and shows the
great advance in the means of transportation
and travel in the interior of the province,
Going on board the Nakusp the first impres-
sion is the abundant means of handling
freight and the ample space for stowage. On
her first trip, a week ago, she carried ten

cars of freight, most of it bulky, three of
them furniture, and on her return from the
mining camps she carried nine cars of ore and
bullion. The freight deck is 36 feet wide
by 9feet in height, extending the whole
length of the vessel, except the space occu-
pied by the machinery. The smoking room
on the upper deck is 37 feet long by 18 feet
wide, off which are the purser’s office, bar,
and lavatory. The dining room is 50 feet
long by 17 feet wide and 17 feet wide, with
a gallery on two sides and a double stair of
easy grade at the further or after end.
This stair and ite arrangements panelled in
the beautiful cedar of the country is strik-
ing in its effect, showing how much thought
and artistic training have been brought te
the design of this splendid hall. The gal-
leries on each side are not only beautiful in
themselves but add to the charm of the
whole. Off the dining-room are numerous
staterooms, and the pantry arrangements
have all vhe latest improvements for serving
the food with dispatch and comfort. Off the
galleries are staterooms which for elegance
and everything that can conduce to rest of
body and mind, cannot be surpassed. The
dining tables are 5 feet tquare and six in
number, seb not in a row, but as in a first-
class hotel. Their effect, when set and oc-
oupied as seen from the gallery, is very fine.
Afb of the dining-room is the ladies cabin,
42 feeb by 17 feet, a most elegant saloon—
with every form of chair. Of the saloon
are suites of staterooms arranged en fa mille.
The roof is carried by a simple form of truss,
leaving all the deck space clear. This
steamer being fitted with a * T'exas deck ”
one can go along the galleries on either side
and is enabled to enjoy a splendid view of
the " country through which the steamer
passes. Here are also most elegant and con-
venient staterooms for the captain and
officers. The machinery of the Nakusp

wHiSh enables her to climb the rapid Waters
of the lower Columbia, which amounts
at what are known as the Kootenay
rapids, to 7 feet rise in 800 yards,
and, in the whole distance from Robson,
where the really rapid water begins,
to Northport, a distance of a little over
fifty miles to a rise of eighty-seven feet,
consists of two engines each with cylinders
twenty inches in diameter by six foot stroke.
These drive the vessel at fifteen miles per
house. The vessel is fitted throughout with
electric lights, the whole being driven by a
vertical engine of eleven horse power. The
vessel is being fitted with steam heating by
an improved form of radiator. The total
dimensions of the Nakusp are : Length, 171
feet ; beam, 33 5 ; depth, 6 3 ; admeasurin 5
1,083 tons gross. The model of the vessel %l
flat amidships with very fine lines forward
and good oclearance aft, her draught of
water being thirty inches mean. The lumber
for the hull, of splendid straight grain, was
furnished by the Brunette saw mills, New
Westminster. For the deck houses and

Nakusp. The windows and doors were
made by the Vancouver Sash & Door Com-
pany. All the fibbings, furniture, etc., are
of Canadian manufacture, having been pur-
chased by J. A. Mara, M.P., director of the
company, in Toronto and Montreal. The
whole vessel was designed and the construc-
tion superintended by Captain J. W. Troup.

THE ‘‘ BAWNMORE ” A TOTAL WRECK.

Fire and not water completed the destrue-
tion of the tank steamer Bawnmore, says
the San Francisco Call. Not a particle of
her deck load started, and there was not a
drop of water in the hold twelve hours after
she went ashore, but when the waves beat
her down to starboard the water rushed into
the cabin and forecastle, and when the
hatches came off the sea got into the tanks.
In the after tank there was a large quantity
of lime, and as soon as the water reached it
the flames broke out. From tank to tank
the flames spread, and soon the hull snd
iron decks were red hot. The street cars,
lumber and boats were soon in flames, and
although each succeeding sea that: broke
over the ship would put out the fire, it was
only temporary. In a letter to a friend,
Captain Woodside has this to say: ¢ Be.
tween land sharks and sea sharks the Bawn-
more has had a pretty bad time of it. The
former swooped down from God knows
where, and everything that floated ashore
they carried away lawful prize. They stole
our provisions, our clothes, and everything
they could lay their hands on. In faot, I
believe they would go out and steal the
wreck if it were possible.”

Moz Kow's Right to the Girl's rug-
gession Confirmed by the
Court.

Refuge Home Appeal Against the Order
Dismissed by Chief Justiece
Davie.

Choy Wan, the little Chinese girl over

been disputing in the courts, was handed
over to Mong Kow as her guardian yester-
day. The appeal against the order con-
stitutig Mon Kow guardian was argued
before the Chief Justice yesterday after-
noon, Mr. Fell on behalf of the refuge home
arguing that the child was really a slave to
the Chinaman, while Mr. Aikman for the
guardian denied that the girl had been
bought, and held that there was simply an

agreement between the mother and Mong
Kow that Choy Wan should be taken care
of by Mong Kow till she was sixteen years
of age, and in return was working for him as
a nurse girl.

Mr. Fell read two affidavits in support of
his contention. The first was that of the
girl herself. It stated that she was the
youngest of a family of seven. She had no
recollection of her father or mother, both
her parents dying before she was four years
old. Her uncle, who was a very poor man,
sold her when she was five years old to some
people at Fat San, near Canton. Then in
the fifth month of last year she was
sold by her owner to Yip Kow, who took
her to Hongkong and thence brought her to
Victoria, where she has since been e slave in
Mong Kow’s family. Her name had been
Ab May in Chins, but Mong Kow had
changed it to Choy Wan. She had gone to
the refuge home of her own free will because
Mong Kow’s mother had beaten her.

The other affidavit was by Miss Sarah
Bowes, matron of the Chinese refuge home,
telling of the girl’s going to the home and
stating that she was there of her own free
will and was free to leave whenever she
wished. The refuge home was nov a home
simply for fallen women, but for all Chinese
girls and women requiring aid. Of the seven
inmates all but one had been rescued from
slavery,

Mong Kow was put through a long exam-
ination as a witness. He gave practically
the same story as has already been published
of how he got the girl. He had made a sim-
ple arrangement with the widowed mother,
who was very poor, to look after the girl till
she was sixteen. He had formerly known
the girl's father in China, thirteen years
ago. As to a girl he had formerly
bad before Choy Wan came from China, he
would not say whether he had bought her or
had not bought her. He paid money to her
father and when she was sixteen he got her
a husband, the latter giving him $240 to buy
the trousseau. He did not expect to get
any money for Choy Wan if she was married
when she was sixteen. He then detailed
the story of his visit to the home and the
refuaal of the people there to allow him to
take Choy Wan away.

Mr. Fell said that sall slave girls in China
were made to call their owners mother,
80 that the term was misapplied
very otten. Read between the lines
the evidence of Mong Kow himself showed
the girl had been bought as a slave. He
cited the habeas corpus case ot the girl Ah
Guay in 1893 before Chief Justice Begbie.
It was an almost similar case,.and the court
then refused to take the girl away from the
home, deciding that it was not right to take
her from one unauthorized custody where
she wanted to remain, and hand her over to
another unauthorizsd custody where she did
nob wish to remain. ;The ex parte proceeding
by which Mong Kow was appointed guard-
ian in the present case was a step to forestall
one of the objections in the case he quoted.
Mr. Aikman argued that as the girl had
been under the care of the home for the last
few days, it was the influence there that
made her wieh to remain. It was a novelty
to the child, and no doubt things had been
made as pleasant as possible so as to induce
her to remain there. As had been allowed
in a former case, he asked that the
girl be handed over to Mong Kow, her guar-
dian, for a few daye and then she could be
brought before the court and asked whether
she would prefer to stay with him or go
back to the home.

Chief Justice Davie wished to know if the
child showed any signs of ill-treatment,
physically, and if she was well clad and well
nourished when she arrived at the home.
Mr. Fell said there was nothing to com-
plain of in that respect as far as the girl’s
appearance showed.

The Chief Justice in deciding the case said
that the facts showed that Mong Kow had
adopted the ohild after she came from
China. The Ohinese were entitled to
the same protection in their domestic
relations as white people. Supposing a white
child in China had run away from its proper
guardian and goue to a refage conducted by
Chinese. What would white people say if
some Chinese tribunal gave it over to the
Chinese institution instead of delivering it
to itse white custodians? The proceeding
would be denmounced as an outrage. So
in the present case, it would be a most mon-
strous thing that, because the child had got
& whipping and had consequently run away
to a refuge kept by white people, a British
court should deny the Chinese custodian the
possession of her. [The refuge home was a
most worthy institution, but it was better
for the child to remain among people of her
own nationality than to force her to be
brought up by aliens to her people. The court
confirmed the order constituting Mong Kow
guardian of Choy Wan, and directing that
she be produced before the court one week
from date. At the request of Mr. Fell,
his lordship promised to give a written
judgment.

With regard to the material used, our
pipe is made from specially selected fire-
clay imported from the mines at Welling-
ton and not as appears to be the general im-
pression from the local bed of clay. In
fact, I oan never understand how any prac-
tical man could have ever imagined he could
make good sewer pipe from the local clay
which is utterly unsuited for the purpose.
It is nearly always a costly business to es
tablish an industry of this nature from the
fact thav all clays in different localities re.
quire different treatment, which has to be
found out generally by practical experi-
ment. And the experience of the B. C.
Pottery Company has proved no exception
to this rule.

With regard to the prices charged to the
city, these were originally fixed by open
competition with outside manufacturers, so
I do not see that anyone has any right to
complain on that score. If I am correctly
informed prices generally have dropped
very considerably since we commenced
manufacturing. I have heard of 6-inch pipe
being charged at 40 cts per foov, or more
than double the present price of that size.

TRADE REVIEWED,

New YoRx, Sept. 6.—R. G. Dun & Co.’s
review says : There is no real cessation in
business, The gains which were recognized
as bemporary are vanishing; but there re-
mains a decided increase over last year at
this date, although prices average 8.8 per
cent. lower than a year ago. It needs no
keen observer to see that vhereaction against
the rapid advance of prices is strong. Hides
were first to rise, but a decided break has
come; coke was suddenly raised to $1.40,
but has recently sold at $1.10; wheat
jumped over twenty cents to 84 cents, but
is now slow of sale ab about 65 cents : wool
has lost about an eighth of a cent in the
average price within the past fortnight.
Iron still rises, the miners atrike having hin-
deredshipments; cottonisstrongbuthas paus-
ed. The general tendency to ourtail purchases
where prices have not -advanced grows
clearer in boots and shoes, in wool and some
products of iron. The combinations have
again advanced the prices of bar iron $2 per
ton and of wire nails 20 cents per keg, while
Bessemer is quoted at $17 40 at Pitteburg,
and Eastern manufacturers from imported
ore have again commenced to supply West-
ern customers. Copper and tin are also
weaker with large supplies. In tho boos
and shoe industry many shops are discharg-
ing hands, and in woollen manufscturers’
work are closing for want of orders. The
sales”of wool, which averaged over ten mil-
lion pounds per week when great specula-
tion stocks were being taken, have shrunk
to 5,380,500 for the week against 7,570,300
for the same week in 1893. The
brightest feature in all the horizon is the
certainty that the crop of corn will be enor-
mous. Froets can only affect a small frac-
tion and. the surplus will go into the manu-
facture of meats. The latest-reports of
wheat threshing induced the best Western
judges to raise their estimates of the yield
over 40,000,000. With 450,000,000 bushels
added to 75 000,000 bushels brought over,
the supply wui exceed all probable demands.
The price has again dropped about three
cente. Pacific shipments continne large.
Cotton rose from 8.19 cents for speu
last week to 8.25 on Tuesday, but has since
been weak. The failures for the week have
been 186 in the United States against 219
last year, and in Canada 38 against 47 last
year.

A HOMEMADE HAMMOCK.

ADY One Can Make It and Have Some-
thing That Will Be a Delight.

It may be easily constructed out of an
ordinary barrel and a good length of
hemp rope sufiiciently stout to bear the
weight of a grown person.

One should be cureful to select a
clean, nicely made barrel for the pur-
pose.

If there is no empty one to be found
in the storeroom orceliar of your home,
it may be purchased at any grocery store
for 25 cents or less. Rewmove the top and
bottom of the barrel, and three inches
from the edge, both top and bottom,
bore holes by means of a gimlet between
the staves all around.

Thus you have a row of holes at each
end of the barrel, through which may
'nced the rope, inside and out, and

be .. firmly at a chosen stave on
fastened ;

either side. You will be surprised to
find how nicely the ropes will adjmst
themselves in the half circle or grooves
afforded by the gimlet holes.

Knock off the barrel hoops, and your
hammock will fall at your feet, the
staves opening out smoothly, held se-
curely by the ropes.

Ropes attached at the four corners
will swing the hammock from stout
brass hooks fastened on the tree trunks
on the lawn, or between a piazza post
and the house, upon the latter.

There is a deal of luxury in this sim-
ple, homely device. The swell of the
stave toward the center will be found
to exactly fit the back when in a reclin-
ing position, and, moreover, this ham-
mock will not double up and incase one
in uncertainty of getting in and out, as
the net ones are so prone to do.

For the lawn the hammock need only
receive a coat of English enamel paint
in some bright, cheery color and be fit-
ted with a Japanese rush pillow, or cir-
ased for

VOICE OF HIGHEST RANGE.

Soprano Voices Are by Nature Divided Into
Three Classes.

The soprano is defined as the human

voice of highest range, or pith, a defi-

nition reached naturally from the ety- |

mological derivation of the word, from
‘‘sovrano,’’ the chief, head, highest. As

used in modern speech this term is ap- l

plied alike to the highest voice in wom-
en and to the treble of boys. For the
purposes of this article it is necessary
only to consider the former. Soprano
voices are by nature divided into three
classes, each having specific powers.
The first of these is the soprano leggiero,
or, a8 it is commonly defined, the light
soprano. Of the three this is the voice
of highest compass, but it is quite un-
suited to dramatic or very emotional
singing. Its quality is clear and bird-
like, and in singing requiring a flute-
like flexibility it is of highest value.
Purity and flexibility are its usual and
most prominent qualities.

The second division is that known as
mezza-carrattere, in strict translation,
of medium character. The musical def-
inition of the phrase is, however, ‘‘hav-
ing a moderate degree of expression or
execution.’’ By combining these defi-
nitions we may secure an idea of both
the quality and powers of this second
voice. While it may possess the high
notes and in this upper register the
flutelike quality of theAdight soprano it
has added to this a medium register of
fuller tone and most exquisite quality.
Of the three voices this is the most use-
ful both for professional and amateur
use, a8 it is capable of singing both
light and heavy music and an infinite
variety of songs. Such a voice had Mme.
Albani in her prime, and such a voice
now has Mme. Nordica.

The third division is the dramatic
soprano, with a range similar in large
part to the mezza-carrattere. The tones,
however, are fuller and richer. This is
the voice which can interpret the great
emotions, the voice of emotional and sen-
suous capability. Sustained and religious
music is also its field. Florid arias,
dramatic ballads, love plaints and lul-
labies—all the realm of passionate and
sympathetic music is its especial scope.

However, the voice and its character
are natural gifts, and the duty devolv-
ing upon its possessor is not to change,
but to discover its character and then
to cultivate it in its class. A writer in
The Ladies’ Home Journal and author-
ity for the foregoing calls attention to
the folly of a light soprano trying to do
the work of the dramatic soprano, and
of the dramatic attempting the work of
the light soprano. The attempt will
have an almost fatal effect upon the
voice and will ultimately ruin its qual-
ity and character. The mezza-carrattere
is of course able”to aecomplish both.
This warning applies with equal weight
to singers who attempt to force low or
high notes. Notonly is such an attempt
unpleasant in its effect and a sign of
the worst kind of bad art, but it is also
dangerous and destructive.

Peach Souffle.

Rub 6 or 8 peaches through a sieve
into a bowl; add one-half pound pow-
dered sugar and the well beaten whites
of 3 eggs; beat well with the egg beater
for five or ten minutes. Beat the whites
of 6 eggs very stiff, and add to the fruit;
mix well together; put in a hot oven
five or six minutes before serving;
sprinkle powdered sugar on top.

Canning Pineapples.

There is ne other fruit that passes
through the canning process so little in-
jured by the heating as this. They may
be prepared the same as for dessert, al-
lowing about a pint of granulated sugar
to a good sized pineapple, and after it
has stood long enough for the sugar tc
melt allow it to come to a scalding heat
and then fill the can.

Empire Fans Prettiest of All—Medallions
a Feature of the Newest Fans.

Excel-
lent copies of these, made of fancy pa-
per, are sold for a very small sum, but
the real beauty has tortoise shell or
mother of pearl sticks, and is made of
silk, exquisitely painted in figures
framed by a scroll of glittering pail-

lettes. A Louis XVI fan of black net is
very effective, with a painted silk me-
dallion set into the center, the edge be-
ing also of silk, in scrolls which spread
out on the net. Silken medallions are a
feature of the newest fans.

Scroll fans of scented wood and paint-
ed gauze are very quaint, with their il-
luminated sticks shutting up in the
form of an ivy bough. Feather fans are
much cheaper than they were, and thoso
with ostrich tips turning down from the
top are the latest fancy, according to the
New York Sun, which also describes a
real novelty in a fan of white net, scal-
loped on the edge and a satin medallion
in the center, on which a dainty colum-
bine is painted, and from this shining
lines of gold spangles radiate. The white
sticks glitter with gold and silver stars.

The empire fans are small in size, but
not in price, as the ivory, pearl and
ebony sticks are inlaid with gold, while

Pickled Watermelon Rinds.
Watermelon rinds make a delicious
eet pickle. Boil an ounce of alum in

a gallon of water, take the rinds that
hawve been peeled and the soft part cut
off and cut them in pieces 1 inch widé
and about 3 long, put in the alum wa-
ter and let stand on the back of the
stove for half a day, then remove from
the fire and put the rinds in cold water
for an hour, then drain. Boil 2 quarts
of vinegar and 5 pounds of brown sugar
together, add to it 2 ounces of stick cin-
namon, an « nce of whole cloves and
the melon rinds and boil half an hour.

Water Ices.

The first thing to do is to clarify the
sugar to be used. This is accomplished
by taking sugar and water in the pro-
portion of a pound of sugar to a pint of
water. To make 2 quarts of water ice
take, for example, 2 pounds of sugar to
a quart of water, adding to them about
a fourth part of the white of an egg
well beaten up, and boil for ten min-
utes. Leave the mixture to cool, and
when it is cold put in the flavoring.

A Bread Meringue.

Beat the yolks of 4 eggs light; add
gradually a cup of granulated sugar,
beating all the while, and the grated
rind of one lemon. Mix a pint of bread
crumbs with a quart of milk, pour this
on the eggs and sugar; mix well and
bake in a moderate vven until stiff.
When done, make a meringue of the
whites of 2 eggs and 4 tablespoonfuls of
powdered sugar, heap on the pudding
and brown in a quick oven.

A WONDERFUL INCREASE.

What the Record Shows Concerning Wom-
en In *‘Life’'s Activities.”

““One of thic most interesting branches
of my work,’’ said a prominent cfficer of
the American Sociological society, ‘‘is
keeping a record of women's industries.
I began it in 1868, when it was a mrere
infant. Today it has grown so great
that it is almost too vast a subject for
one person to handle.

“‘Take, for example, the single branch
of the professions. In 1868 we estimat-
ed that there were 80,000 women en-
gaged in the various callings under that
head, of whom more than nine-tenths
were teachers. Today there are 400,000
and upward, a growth of over 500 per
cent in less than 30 years. In 1868 there
were about 250,000 male professionals,
so that the ratio was a little less than
a third. Today, despite the enormous
growth of the country, it is about a
half.

‘‘More important still, the rate of in-
crease on the woman’s side is about 12
per cent per annum, and on the man’s
side about 6. If the past ratio remains
unchanged, in the year 1909 there will
be 1,950,000 professional women and
1,930,000 professional men. But the
ratio itself is changing in woman’s fa-
vor, and at the present rate of change
1905, only $en years hence, will see the
two sexes numerically equal in the pro-
fessions.

‘‘In 1868 there were no women archi-
tects; today there are nearly 100. There
were about 350 artists, teachers of art
and art designers; today there are over
14,000, as many if not more than therc
are of men. Women physicians in 27
years have sprung from 420 to 7,000,
clergymen from 50 to 2,200, authors
and newspaper women from 150 to 10,-
000, musicians, composers and instru-
mentalists, vocalists and music teachers
from 5,000 to 50,000.

‘‘The lawyers have grown from 3 to
nearly 1,000, the dentists from 15 to
1,200, the teachers have passéd the 300, -
000 mark, the stage claims an army of
15,000 in actresses, coryphees, ballet
girls, chorus girls, danseuses and vaunde-
ville artists. When it comes to other
callings, the figures are equally won-
derful. There were 5 stenographers and
typewriters in 1868 ; there are over 40, -
000 now. There were 7,000 women em-
ployed as Dbookkeepers, accountants,
clerks and copyists, whilenow there are
160,000. There were 2,500 saleswomen,
while now there are over 90,000.”’

Living Pictures Indeed.

The living picture idea has been clev-
erly utilized by a handy young husband
in this city, who has produced an odd
effect by using the frame of a picture to
inclose a tank of water containing gold-
fish. He is a plumber, with a handy
faculty of workigg out clever conceits

of various kinds. He has always had a
fondness for aquarian life, and has made
many little aquiria for his own use and
for that of his fiicnds.

The other day he made.a tank about
6 inches lonz and 4 inches deep, which
he placed in a frame 12 inches long and 8
wide. Into the tank he put some gold-
fish and small turtles, and covered the
top of the tank with glass. Then he ar-
ranged the tank so that the glass top
filled up the exact space of the frame.

He hung it on the wall at night, and
was surprised at the effect made by the
gaslight.

WasHINGTON, Sept. 5.—The State ae-
partment hae besn advised that the record
in the Waller court-martial, for which the
French authorities found it necessary to send
to Madagascar, is expected to reach Aden,
on the Red eea, about the 12th inst. After

ite arrival there some time will be
required for its tranemission to
Paris, and still more before it
oan reach Washington it it is decided to
have it examined here It is therefore ex-
peoted to be at least a month before the de-
partment can be in full possession of the
facts in the case. In all orobability no
further steps will be taken by the depart-
ment in this matter until the examination
be made. There is a growing feeling in the
department that France has purposely
sought delay in producing this record
in the hope of ocausing the United
States to make a peremptory and un-
conditional demand for Waller’s release. It
is believed that, if made, this demand will
be granted, and that if granted, Waller
would be deprived of all chance of securing
an indemnity and the restoration of his land
concession. Without an examination of the
record, which could not be demanded after
his releace, it would be impossible to show
that Waller had been unjustly deprived of
his property. The department is using
every effort to avoid falling into this trap,

while av the same time it is determined to 1

protect Waller in all his interest.

TRADES UNION CONGRESS.

CARDIFF, Sept. 6.—Samuel Gompers and
P. J. McGuire, who represented the United
States in the Trades Union Congress, were
given a hearty reception at yesterday after-
noon’s session. President Jennings in wel-

coming the American :deleg said that
although geographic¢ally divided, the work-
ers of America, Great Britain and Ireland
are united on all important guestions point-
ing to the elevation of their class. Mr.
Gompers, replying to the address of Presi-
dent Jenkins, spoke of the solidarity of feel-
ing and sympathy that existed among the
trades unions of the ocovntries represented
He said they were of one
blood and had a common heritage, He
looked forward to the day when all workers
speaking the English language would unite
with the workers of all countries struggling
onward to the attainment of that end for
which the whole past had been a perpetual
endeavor, with an intensity of purpose that
would insure the accomplishment of great
results. Gompers said he believed the Brit-
ish trades union congress and the American
Federation of Labor would compare favor=
ably with the British parliament or the
American congress.

THE SCHOOL QUESTION.

ToroxnTo, Sept. 5.—(Special)—The first
of Principal Grant’s letbers on the Manitoba
schools is published. The Principal is a
strong advoeate of religions instruction in
the elementary schools supported by the

public, and comments with considerable
severity on the action of the provincial gov-
ernment in making so radical and sudden a
change as was effsoted by the school act of
1890. He says: ‘It seems to me that the
provincial government in 1890 made a great
mistake in eummarily abolishing instead of
reforming the old school system.

BALTIMORE, Md., Sept. 9.—Rev. Father
Barnum has recently returned from the
interior of Alaska, where he spent four
years as a missionary among the natives.
Regarding the Alaskan boundary dispute
between the United States and Great
Britain, he says the *claims made ‘by the

British government at the instance of Cana-
dians embrace a valuable strip of land, a
portion of which is the key to the vast ex.
tent of the interior of Alaska and possesses
rich mineral resources. Another portion
would give them the control of some fine
natural harbors, and in the third place they
would gain one of the most magnificent
scenio regions in the world, Glacier
Bay, which is now beginning to be visited
by thousands from all over the world
during the winter months. Although the im-
mense value of this land cannot be accurate-
ly determined, his knowledge of its geo-
graphiocal position on the coast showed that
great commercial advantages ‘would acerue
in the foture from ite possession by this
country. Itis a long, narrow slice, running
the whole length of the narrow, irregular
district of Alaska that is nearest to this
country, most temperate in climate, and the
only part of the territory settled by any con-
siderable number of white men. One im.
portant effect of Great Britain’s claims, if
they should be allowed, would be that Great
Britain would h ave ocontrol of ‘the route
whieh . 48/ .the. 'key to the: :gold
fields = -in the northeast sorner
of Alaska.

He ie
assisted by Mr. Christopher Marker, who
has been in charge of the dairy at the ex
perimental farm, Ostawa, since it was stars-
ed. Meet have bsen held at Ashorofb,
Agasaiz and Cheam schoolhouee, all of which
have been well attended. The working of
the centrifugal cream separator attracts uni-
versal attention. The machine which is
used by the dairy has a capaoity of separat-
ing about twenty-five gallons of milk per
hour. That the work is efficiently done is
proved by testing the skim milk by means
of a Baboock milk tester. Short popular
addresees are givea by Mr. Ruddick on vari-
ous subjects connected with dairy work.
While Mr. Marker is engaged in churning
the butter Mr. Ruddick explains carefally
each detail of the process and gives reasons
why certain treatment brings about certain
Jesults. Samples of milk from different
cows, wheh tested, showed a wide difference
in point of quality. Meetings will be held
on the Mainland until the 14th inst., when
the dairy goes to Victoria to be present at
the exhibition, and afterwards a series of
meetings will be held at different points on
the Island, as already announced.

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AN BEDUCATIONIST'S OPINION.

The Toronto Globe of the 5th instant con-
Buins the first of a series of letters from
Manitoba by Principal Grant. One of the
#opiocs discussed by the reverend gentleman
s the school question. He is an educa-
tionist and an independent thinker, and he
somsequently does not take a partisan view
of this exciting subject. The extrem-
ists of both sides will nob like Principal
Grant’s letter. He does nob approve of the
oourse pursued by either the Provincial Leg-
Bslature or the Dominion Government. He
believes that religion should be tanght in
the schoole, and he is decidedly of opinion
that Mr. Martin committed a mistake when
bhe made 8o sweeping a change as he did in
the school system of the Province, and
that the Dominion Government would
have been wiser if it had ap-
proached the Legislature of Manitoba
in a geatler and more considerate way than
it did. But, as he himself says, *¢ it is easy
%0 be wise after the event.” Ibis just pos-
mible that if the work of either reforming the
old school system of the Province or of re-
dreesing the grievance of the minority had
been left in his bands, he, able as he un-
doubtedly is, and politic as he is known to
be, would not have done it in a way that
mwen of all creeds and all shades of opinion
would have to admit to be faultless.

A good many will be no doubt surprised
%o find that Principal Grant does not un-
qualifiedly condemn the system of education
that was in operation in Manitoba previous
%0 1890. This is what he says of a system
shat has been 8o bitterly spoken against by
partisans and politicians :

Up to 1890, the school system in Mani-
toba was denominational. The Board of
Eduocation consisted of two sections, one
embracing the Protestant and the other the
Roman Catholic members. There was a
superintendent of the Protestant and a
superintendent of the Catholic schools, and
these two were the secretaries of the board.
Uader this system the schools were, in my
epinion, as well taught and managed as was
possible in the circumstances of a Province
8o sparsely settled, and with the winters so
severe that to this day, in not a few sec-
tions, the schools are closed from December
to April, and—partly to make up for that
—+there is no midsummer vacation. There
was no religious difficulty then, and yat
religious instruotion was given to a less or
greater extent in all schools. We are some-
times told that Protestants cannot agree on
this subject. That is a delusion. There
has never been any difficulty in the Pro-
testant schools of Quebac. There was none
in Manitoba. I might go further. No in-
superable difficulty has been found in the
mighty city of London in giving Bible in-
struction in the Board schools to Protestants
and Roman Catholics alike, there being, of
eourse, a conscience clanse, though it is
seldom taken advantage of.

With regard to the Catholic schools which
have been so scathingly criticised by some
of the upholders of the present system,
Principal Grant says :

It is alleged that 'most of the Roman
€atholic echools under the old system were
badly managed, badly taught, badly inspect-
ed, and that no serious attempt was made Ho
teach English in thém, Even if these alle-
gations were true, and that is & very large
supposition, two or three questions remain
to be put. First, are not poor schools better
than- poorer, and are not the poorer better
thun none ab all? As a matter of course,
they have been poorer since 1890, becaunse
they have been starved ; and now I under-
stand that many of them are now closed
altogether for lack of funds. I have already
seen. the speotacle of school houses with
she windows boarded up, and a sorry spec-
tacle it is, especially when it is made in
the alleged interest of a ‘‘ national ” sys-
tem. Sydney Smith defined the Irish
church as ‘“a ohurch not for the Irish
people.” If *“ national ” schools are not co-
extensive with the nation, they must come
wnder a portion of the reproach which led to
the disestablishment of the Irish church.
8scondly, was there any possible way of
making the alleged poor schools better,
eave with the hearty concurremce of the
people ?

ow, far from gaining the concurrence of
the people, the native halfbreeds, the immi-
grant French, the immigrant French-Cana-
dians and all who look to the Roman
€atholic clergy for light and leading have
been alienated. A sense of injustice, with
all the bitter feelings connected therewith,
has been engendered in natures naturally
sensitive and generous. This is the re-
sult of legislating without regard to
the facts of the caseand of supposing that
hws will execute themselves.

Having discussed the old denominational
system thoroughly and admitting that it
was in many respects defective, Principal
Grant says : ¢ Ib seems to me, then, that
the Provincial Government made a great
mistake in summarily abolishing instead of
reforming the old system. They have been
ab war ever since with the prejudices, the
feelings and the religious convictions of a
section of the population that deserved te be
treated with the utmost consideration.”
This plain speaking is no doubt most unwel-
come to the men who do not admit that the
minority have anything to complain of in
she matter of education. They emphat-
ically deny that there is a grievance, and
Shey oonsequently refuse to consider any
proposition to make the changes in the
school law required by the advo-
eates of denominational education, no mat-
ter who makes it or in what form.

THE LOGIC OF FACQT.

Ib is amusing to see a Canadian journal-
ist lecturing the unfortunate farmers of
Great Britain, using the stock arguments of
she free traders to show that they should
be in a position to compete with the farm-
ers in every other part of the world. Such
arguments might be considered plausible
fifty years ago, but experience has shown
shat they are in these days utterly worth-
loss, and that it is silliness iteelf to repeat
them now. Experience has shown
that the British  farmer cannot
eompete against the foreign producer.
1o is futile to argue ageinst facts, If Eng-
lish farmers could compete with the wheat-
growers and sheep-raisers of countries where

land is cheap and fertile, and can produce at
the minimum of cost, those farmers after
fifty years’ experience would be able to do
so now. But they have tried, and tried
hard, and are compelled now to confess
failure. They are undersold in their own
markets. Misfortune has come upon them,
and the Prime Minister himself is obliged
to confess that they are in a **disastrous
condition.” Fifty years of free trade has
made them poor in epite of the advantages
over the foreign producer which the free
traders still contend they enjoy. According
to the Canadian free trader British farm-
ers ought to be rich. Canadian tarmers
are told that free trade will make
them rich. Before they pay any attention
to free trade promises and predioctions let
them try to find out what fifty years of free
trade has done for the British farmer and
farm laborer. The discoveries that they
will then make will convioce them that
there must be something radically wrong
with the reasoning of the advocates of free
trade in this country. The results, as far
as the farmer is concerned, which free trade
has produced in Great Britain it will pro-
duce in Canada. There can be no doubt of
iv. If fifty years of free trude have brought
British farmers to a ¢* disastrous condition ”
it is not likely that it will act in exactly the
opposite way in Canada.

A PATRIOTIC HOWL.

A good deal has been said by our Ameri-
can neighbors about the Clayton-Bulwer
treaty in connection with the construction
of the Nicaragua Canal. As its purport is
not generally known it may be as well to
state a few facts in connection with it. The
treaty was negotiated between Great Britain
and the United States in 1850. According
bo its terms the two nations were to co-op-
erate in the construction of a canal across
the continent. Both were to abstain from
colonizing or fortifying any portion of Cen-
tral America or exeroising sovereignty there
in any manner. The anti-British portion
of the American press contend that this
treaty has been disregarded by Great Brit-
ain. The Cincinnati Enquirer says that
‘“ the oreation of the so-called British colony
of Honduras was an open and flagrant viola-
tion of it. The treaty of Great Britain
with Nicaragua, known as the treaty of
Managua provided for a limited government
by the Moequito tribe within a certain
reservation on the Moequito (oast, and
placed Great Britain in the attitude of a
guarantor of these concessions which were
extorted by her from Nioaragua on behalf
of the Indiane who were thus to be created
into an Indian oolony in law, but in fact a
British colony. This was also a plain viola-
tion of the treaty. Dauring the last year
Ambassador Bayard who has been feebly de-
precabing the conquest of Nicaragua by his
British friends, has been answered by the
occupation of Corinto in Nicaragua, and the
robbery of that little republic of $75,000 te
appease British wrath because British sub-
jeots were punished for participating in the
Mosquito rebellion. This was also a viola-
tion of the treaty.”

The short and.phe long of it is some of
our friends on the other side of the line are
most anxious that the United States should
repudiate the Clayton-Bulwer treaty and
are in search for a pretext to commit this
breach of faith. They will have it that
Great Britein has time and again violated
the treaty and it is therefore of no force or
effect, and can be ignored and disregarded
whenever it suits the United States to treat
it as a piece of waste paper. The secret of
this is that in the estimation of these patri.
otic citizens the canal is likely to be built
and they desire that Great Britain shall
have no claim on it whatever, that she must
take what she can get and be thankful,
There is, ib must be observed, no indicaticn
that the United States Government looks
upon Great Britain’s action with regard to
the Clayton-Bulwer treaty as the United
States ball-twia.ben do, and there is no sign
whatever that Great Britain has given the
subject a single thought. Our neighbors
are giving themselves a great deal of unne-
cessary trouble. If Great Britain has any
rights in the matter she will no doubt ae-
sert them in the proper way at the proper
vime, perfeotly regardless of the howlings
and the threatenings of the anti-British
preses of the United States.

HIGH COMMENDATION.

The action of the Congress of Trades
Unions at Cardiff meets with general ap-
proval. The English workingmen showed
their good sense and their desire to live peace-
ably with the rest of the community when
they threw off the yoke that the Socialists
were trying to force them to bear. The
New York Times, one of the leading news-
papers of this continent, says :

The position thus taken by the really able
leaders of the trade union movement in Eng-
land is of much more that passing import-
ance. It means not only the protection of
the movement from the windy orators and
the ambitious agitators, but also the em.
bodiment of a true representative principle
in the congress. -It indicates that the more
general and powerful a trade organization
becomes, and the more thoroughly it repre-
sents the men employed in the trade, the
more rational it is likely to be. With the
greater strength that enables the union to
protectite interests there comes an added
sense of responsibility, with a clearer per-
ception of the expediency as well as justice
of recognizing the rights of others. The
tendency is toward a rational appre-
oiation of the mutual obligation,
as well as the ocommon interest
existing between employers and employed.
A specific instance wilt illustrate this. The
iron trade in England is more highly organ-
ized as concerns the workman than almost
any otaer. When recently it was found by
the employers. that the obstinate depression
in trade would compel them in some way to
reduce their expenses, instead of ordering a
lock-out or inducing a strike, a conference
was held with the leaders of the men, a com-

and the real need of a reduction of wages,
and a conclusion was reached satisfactory to

“THE LAW DISREGARDED.”

To THE EDITOR : — In a CoLoNIST editorial
headed *‘1he Law Disregarded,” appear
some severe rcflections on Ald. Cameron and
myself, based on a statement that we have
disregarded sub-sec. (c ) sec. 21 of the mu-
njgipal act. Permit me to say thab such a
gfatement could only be made in ignorance
of the facts of the case, or from a desire wil-
fully to pervert them. Now what are the
facts ? Subsection (o.) referred to provides:

‘“Toe mayor shall have power to appoint
such members of the council as he may deem
proper to be standing committees for any
purposes which he considers would be better
regu ated and managed by means of such
cominittees, but the proceedings of such
committees shall be subject to the approval
of the council ; and no debt shall be con-
tracted or money experd:d by the suthority
of, or at the direction ot, any such commit-
tee in excess of fifvy dollsrs at a time, unless
first sanctioned by the council in manner
provided by statute or by-law or resolution
of the council.”

Here we have the duties and powers of
committees clearly detined, Their function
is to ‘‘regulate and manage ”’ the sewerage
department and to expend money when
authorizsd by the council *‘in manner pro-
vided by statute, by-law or resolution.”

What do the by-laws and resolutions
say ? Section 7, Estimates by-law, 1895,
provides :

“ All requisitions for authority from the
counciltoincura pecuniary liability or to make
an application for or a payment of money
or for the issuance of a warrant to anthorize
the payment of a sum of money are first to
receive an indorsement from the auditor,
that the funds are or will be on hand, and
are unappropriated, and available to meet
the proposed expenditure, for the
purpose applied for, and are to receive the
recommendavion of the Mayor, and are
to have the approval of at least two
of the members of the standing committee
on finance by their endorsement thereon,
before being considered by the council.”

Oa the 26:h April of this year a resolu-
tion was passed by council ‘“That the city
agsessor be purchasing agent for the city in
addition to present work.” On the 8th day
of March a resolution was passed by council
** That all departments of the civic service
be notified that all supplies in future are to
be obtained through the purchasing agent,
and that each department be furtshed with
proper reguisition forms.””

Oa the }2th of July a report recommend-
ing the construction of sewers on Fort,
Yates, Pandora, Johneon, Belleville, Bird-

cage Walk and Menzies streete, and speei- | M

fying separately vhe estimated cost of each,
was presented by the sewerage committee
and atdopted by oouneil. "

Asecond report, providing ¢ That a sum
of $20,000' be appropriated from the sewer-
age loan fund of 1894 for the construction of
sewers on Fort, Yates, etc, and that the
ssid work be done by day labor in charge of
foremen employed by the city and acting
under instructions of the ocity engineer
« « + .+ . subject toapproval of coun-
oil,” was also passed at the same meeting.

Thus it is established that the committee
are to ‘manage the sewerage department.
Money is to be provided them by vote of
the council on recommendation of finance
committee, endorsed by the auditor. They
are bo obtain their supplies through the
purchasing sgent. The council has adoptad
a report specifying, where, by what method
and under whose direotion this work is to be
done, and what it is to cost.

Oa the }5th of July an appropriation of
$1,884 75 was voted by council in favor of
the city engineer to purchase material and
pay labor in carrying out this work.
On July 16 the engineer gave the
pottery company an order for pipe, $362 40,
on which 10 inch pipe was charged 540 per
foot. On the 22nd $2,216 88 was voted by
council for the same purpose; on the 29th
$1,500 more and on the 5th of Augusta
further appropriation of $5,000.

Now all these appropriations were recom-
mended and signed by the finance committee
and by Ald. McLellan as a member of
that committee, endorsed by the auditor and
adopted by the council as provided by law.
On the 30th July when a second order was
given the pottery company for $2,250 worth
of pipe the money had been already voted by
thu council to meet the expenditure. On
the 26th of August, when Mr. Kellar was

given an order for pipe, $1,099, there was in w

the hands of the treasurer §2 978 voted by
the council for the purchase of material and
payment of wages and we had reduced the
cost of 10 inch pipe to the city 25 cents per
foob—something in theee hard times the

with the same warrant as in the sewerage
department for pi

I find no fault with these purchases for I
am sabisfied they were oonscientiously made
in the interests of the city, and that the
system is a good one by which any wrong
doing can be easily traced and located. If
we had bought all pipe from the terra cotta
company at boom prices all were well. All
depends on whose ox was gored. What
constitutes observance of law for Aldermen
Bragg and McLellan is a breach of law
for Aldermen Cameron, Partridge and Mac-
millan. Common sense should teach the
able and intelligent editor of the CoroNIsT
when he feels inclined to mske severe re-
flactions on public servants that he should
base them on something of more value than
the legal opinions of Ald. Bragg.

THE CITY MARKETS.

Ia some lines there has been a slight fall-
ing off in trade during the past week. This
is the case in the fruiv market, and it is ac-
counted for through the recent cool weather,
which always has an effect on the sale of
fruit. The condition of the market other-
wise is unchanged and quotations have been
steady. A larger variety of fruits than is
available at present will be afforded in the
next few days, in which time the Australian
steamer will have arrived. Eggs are still
on the rise in price, but other marketables
are about as usual. Grain merchants and
obhers are expecting a busy time next week
when the agricultural show takes place.
Then there will be a large number of farmers
in town, many of whom will bring in arti-
oles of produce for sale. New wheat is ex-
pected to come in at almost any time.
There is a slight scarcity in middlings, but
it is not sufficient to affect price. The
meat markebt is steady, and the prospects
that thie will continue throughout the win-
ter are good. Sufficient feed has been raised
in the upper country to bring stock through
a severe winter, thus assuring a good local
supply of meats. This is in contrast to the
prospeots in Oregon, where dearth has pre-
vailed during the summer.

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A CHAPTER ON RUGS.

THE ARTISTIC WORTH AND DURABIL-
ITY OF ORIENTAL RUGS.

A Reduction In Duty Briags Foreign Rugs
Within the Reach of Persons of Mod-
erate Means—Comparative Merits of Pop-

ular Weaves—Care of Rugs.

The houscwife is annually agitated
with doabts as to whether rugs or car-
pets will Lest suit her purse and sur-
roundings. If she decides in favor of
rugs, there then remains the distracting
problem of domestic or oriental to be
golved. There are floors so uneven and
badly laid with boards so stained and
patched as to surface that rugs are out
of the question, but on a polished fleor,
or on one of narrow, even, well matched
boards tastefully stained and varnished,
there is no handsomer, more artistic or
economical floor covering than oriental
rugs. But even among oriental weaves
there are rugs and rugs. There are over
170 different weaves, comprising differ-
ent degrees of excellence, both as to
wearing qualities and beauty. There are
also the new and the antique, and those
persons bitten badly with the rug mania
will have none of the new weaves, but
will pay immense sums for the old.

The recent reduction in the duty im-
posed on foreign rugs has resulted in a
decrease of 25 per cent of their former
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price, so that at this date oriental rugs
are within the reach of many persons of
moderate means. It remains only to se-
lect the best for a given price. If you
are within reach of a reliable dealer,
you can depend upon his word to sup-
plement your ignorance, but there are
often opportunities to purchase at sec-
ondhand, and for such it is wise to ac-
quire beforehand a certain amount of
knowledge on the subject. This is to be
obtained first and best by the inspection
of some large stock, but if this is out of
the question send for catalogues and
read all that you can find appertaining
to rugs, with a view to-assisting the
aninitiated. A writer who has studied
up the subject describes some of the
more popular weaves in a letter to
Modern Priscilla. She writes:

The Ushak carpets are among the
most desirable, provided you get one of
the best, but unfortunately in that dis-
trict in Asia Minor several worthless
grades are also woven. Bokhara rugs are

o5 | great favorites and generally come in

small designs and rich shades of reds

Z | deepening to black. They have a long

and. extremely lustrous pile. Similar to
these are the antique Afghan carpets,
which are a comparatively recent addi-
tion to the new world markets, having
only been brought into netice since the
raidroad penetrated to Bokhara and
Khiva.

The Kandahar rugs are noted for their
choice colorings and are made only of
the finest picked wool. The designs are
reproductions of the mest ancient car-
pets.

The Anatolian prayer rugs can be
compared to nothing. so well as to the
finest stained glass. They are veritable

pictures. Mecca rugs, with a small
shawl design in the eenter and the rich-
est of borders, are very popular and give
most excellent wear. Kazacs are simply
indestructible. They have an immense-
ly thick rather than long pile and are
perhaps less soft in coloring than other
varieties.

Daghestan rugs, woven in a province
in the Caucasus, are among the most
desirable of the smaller rugs. They
come usually about 8 by 51 and are
very reasonable in price. They are made
in fast colors and of good wool

Rugs are easily cleaned and handled,
and for this reason moths do not have
the opportunity to get in their destruc-
tive work as upon an ordinary carpet.
But even in the cleaning thereis a right
and a wrong way. They should be swept.
with long, regular strokes the way of
the nap, and they must never, never be
shaken violently from one end, as this,
sooner or later, loosens the tightest
warp, and if the rug is an old one it
is only a matter of time for the weak
8pots to become holes. To thoroughly
cleanse them lay them on the lawn, face
down, and beat them with many stripes,

rusing a long, slender rod.

Cucumber Catchup.

A fine catchup can be made of cneum-
bers. Chop fine four good sized onions,
peel, and take out seeds of 8 dozen ripe
cucumbers and put in the bowl with the
onions and chop. Drain off the water
and put in preserve jars., Heat a quart
of vinegar, adding a scant teaspoonful of
cayenne pepper, a tablespoonful of salt
and one of ground cloves. When just
warm, turn over the chopped cuacumber
80 the jars are full. Seal and put ina’

TRAINED CATS.

The Feats & Showman In Englsed H-w
Tawught Them to Do.

A showman in England, Clarke 1,
name, has succeeded in training a larg.
number of cats to perform remarkalbl.
tricks. One of these is to walk over u
long line of living rats, mice and ca
naries, stepping very carefully betwe,
the fluttering little bodies of birds and
mice and harming none of them. An
other cat elimbs by a rope to the roof
seizes thechandle of a parachute and q.«
scends by it to the ground frow a eon
siderable height.

Mr. Clarke repeats what is wall
known—that the cat is the most difficnlt
of animals to train to the performance
of tricks. He has trained bears, lions,
leopards, tigers and other wild animals
and finds them teachable and submissivs
when compared: with cats. The cat in
deed can never be so far conquered th:t
her performances may be depended on
Mr. Clarke’s entertainment includes
only 30 trained cats, but he has to tuke
with him 60, in order that he may have
substitutes for those that will not per-
form.

He calls the cat a ‘‘hopeless bundle
of sensibilities.”’ Strike her once, though
only by accident, and she will never
perform again. Kindness is not only
politic, but absolutely necessary. Some
of his cats it took him four years of
ceaseless effort to train.

Mr. Clarke’s cats are extremely fond
of him. When he enters his ‘‘cat sta-
ble,”’ the mewing is prodigous, and he
is instantly buried in a moving mantle
of cats.

The difficulty in the cat’s training
does not lie in the animal’s intelligence,
but in her disposition. She is as clever
in her tricks, if she likes to do them, as
a dog, but she does not wish to subor-
dinate her will to that of any living
creature. She does what she wants to
doonly and will perform, if she perform
at all, only to please herself.

Those that have seen cats engaged in
boxing matches will not be surprised to
learn that Mr. Clarke has succeeded in
training two cats to box very scien-
tifically.

Thus the artistic scarfpin aptly de-
scribed the political situation: Prussia,
as the eagle, with its conquered prov-
inces dependent, but held by a hair, for
the temper of the people of Alsace and
Lorraine was bitter toward the Ger-
mans, and the tie which held them was
very slight.

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THE YACHT RACE.

“Valkyrie” Comes in First — The
Result Protested by the
““ Defender.”

Decision Given Against the British
Champion—The Boats Will
Race To-day.

New York, Sept. 10.—Early in the
morning the racers leisurely made their way
down to the Hook from Bay Ridge, white
winged and beautiful. They circled in great
rings about the red lightship until signals
went up for the course, and then the skip-
pers took a tighter grip of the wheel. Capt.
Hank Haff had made a record in seaman-
ship on Saturdsy, and the Eng.
lish  skipper prepared to  regain
the fame which had preceded him.
The committee boat, Walter A. Lucker.
bach, was down on the ground in good ses-
son io-day and promptly hung up the signal
which told the racers that the course for the
America’s cup would be over a triangle of
ten miles to the angle, the first leg being to
windward south, the second northeasv to
porth, the third northwest by west, half
west. As the committee boat made known
the directione to those in charge, the
wind dropped to the speed of about
five miles an hour from a force of
something like eight miles. There was no
kind of a sea on, nor swell. The surface of
the ocean was most favorable to the Valky-
rie. It was noticed while the contestants
were sailing around about the line that was
to be made, that their sails set equally as
well as they did oa Saturday. This was es-
pzcially the case with the Defender’s whita
club-top-sail.

The preparatory gun was fired from the
committee boat sharp on the appointed
time of 10:50. Just before this the Val-
kyrie had signalled to the Associated Press
tug that her topsails yard had been lost
overboard and skhe asked thabt the Associab-
ed Press tug should notify her tow boat, the
Lewis Palver, to pick it up, and the spar
was recovered from the water. Bath yachts
had baby  jib-topsails  set, when,
after some very clever manceuvring about
the line, which had been drawn between the
Luckenbach, to the westward of Sandy Hook
lightship, and the lightehip, the boats stood
down the to line. After the skippers had
performed all the ‘‘ monkeying ” that they
could do above the line, they finally made
their way dewn to the start. Coming to
the first station the Valkyrie was to wind-
ward and the Defender something like two

lengths astern and to leeward. It
was ab this point, about half a minute be.
fore the starting signal should be given, that
the Defender overhaunled the Valkyrie in a
very rapid manner and had her nose almost
up to the Valkyrie’s beam when the latter
cast off and blanketed the American boat so
thoroughly thav the Defender’s baby jib-
topsail and jib shook in the wind.

Captain Haff, when he saw his head sails
shaking and the movement of the English-
man in the way of an attempt to blanket
him, threw the Defender high up as though
about to tack, or at least to pass under the
Valkyrie’s stern and get to windward of the
Briton. The Valkyrie was very promptly
aware of this move and luffed up well into
the wind. They were then both almost on
the line. As the Valkyrie luffed her boom
went smash against the jib-topsail
and stay of the Defender, and that
concussion was the cause of the
protest that ocame later. “Of course
the Valkyrie went over the line first
and to windward. The Defender was close
after her, but she had barely got over the
line when the sheet of her iib-topsail parted.
Both boats were on the starboard tack at
the time 8o both claimed that they had the
right of way. It was a question among the
experts who were looking on whether or
not the Defender was at that moment the
overhauling boat. If she had been, it was,
according to the rules, her place to give
way. o

The fine point came in among the discus-
sions of the sharps whether the Defender,
which had been blanketed, and had then
fallen back in speed because of her Iuff, was
the overhaunling vessel. All the same, with
the parting of the baby jib-topsail halysrd
the sail flapped in the wind and assiated in
the loosening of iteown stay—the top stay on
the starboard side. The slack of the top-
mast stay allowed the topmast to bend far
over toward the water on the port side, so fr~
that it looked for a moment ae though
the mast was about to be ocarried away.
Capt. Haff instantly eased off his vessel. He
probably felt that had fia ¢ome up to the
wind and met its full strength with his olub
topsail going, the entire upper outfit would
have been carried away, so he eased off to
find out what real damage had been done.
He discovered that the topmast had been
sprung

The Defender had held up the red protest
fiag when the Valkyrie’s boom interfered so
much with her progress, but still she went
on her journey not very much worsted by
the collision, bub still gaining. After cross-
ing the line she came around in about a
minute and a half before tack-
ing and then sagged to leeward so far,
because of Captain Haffs appre-
hension that her upper starboard
rigging would not hold that a good many peo.
ple said that she was out of the race, that
she had given it up. Others who knew
better, remarked that the Defender people
would ba curs if they dared quit before they
got a decision from the committee in charge
and it proved that the latter party were
right.

After the yachts came about to the port
tack, soon after crossing the line, the Val-
kyrie was a good eighth of a mile to wind-
ward and several lengths ahead. Asg they
stood away on the port tack the wind in-
creased to eight or nine miles an hour.
Daring the tack the Valkyrie plainly out-
footed and outpointed the Defender, which
dip not dare to run up any sail on
the jib topsail stay. At 11:25 the Defender
came about to starboard and the Valkyrie
followed. On this tack the Defender
pointed up pretty well and went
pretty fast, but the Valkyrie did better.
At 12:54 the Defender was the first to come
about and she did it in a very slow, slov-
enly, careless manner, occupying no less
than 27 seconds. The Valkyrie followed
her opponent’s example, but started to race
88 & boat out for a cup should race. The
Valkyrie took in her balloon jib topsail
and replaced ib with a baby. She also set a
balloon staysail, bub the Defender gained on

NEw York, Sept 11.—At 4:40 the
America’s cup committee gave its decision
oo the protest of the Defender against the
Valkyrie’s action in yesterday’s race, The
decision sustains the Defender’s protest and
awards the race to the American boat. The
letter of the regatta committee sustaining
the protest is as follows :

* New York Yacht Club, Sept. 11, 1895
C. Oliver Iselin, Esq. Dear Sir,—We beg to
acknowledge the receipt of your letter of
yesterday, protesting the Valkyrie. We
have the matter under our careful considera-
tion and believe that the foul occurred
through the miscalculation of the
distance between the two yachts ab a
critical moment. From our observa-
tion, sustained by that of others
who were in a good position to see, we find
that the Valkyrie, in contravention of sec-
tion 2 of racing rule 16, b>re down upon the
Defender and fouled her by the swing of her
mast boom when luffing to straighten her
course. We also consider that the De-
fender allowed the Valkyrie sufficient room
to windward to pass clesxr of the committec
boav. Your protest is therefore sustained.”

It wae nearly 6 o’clock this evening when
the following was posted upom the bulletin
board at the New York yacht club house.
‘““ New York Yacht Club, Sept. 11, 1895.
To the members of the New York yacht
club.—Your committee beg to state thab
before arriving at a decision on the Defend-
er’s protest they endeavored to bring about
a mutual agreement between the respective
yachts to re-sail yesterday’s race, but each
preferred that the committee should pass
judgment on the protest. Regatta Com-
mittee, N.Y. Y.C.”

The races for the America’s cup of 1895
will remain in history as the most exciting
that ever took place up to date. A larger
fleet of excursion boats and a greater num-
ber of people witnessed the two races that
have come off than ever before gathered to
see a race. The interest was further shown
by the over anxiety of the ocaptaine of
several brats to allow their passengers to
remain clese to the racers and thereby in-
commode the ¢ ntestants. It is true, that
there has not been very much betting on
the evenr, buh there was too much un-
certainty on both sides and after oue trial
the friends of the yacht that was beaten
demanded too great odds.

At no time since the Valkyrie arrived in
this country has the excitement approached
nﬂe degree to which it rose to-day, excepting
the times when the winner had crossed the
finish line or rounded a mark, The unfor-
tunate collision of yesterday and its attend-.
ant incidents have kept the public in a fever,
80 to speak. Everybody was anxious to
know what the regatta committee of the
N.Y.Y.C. wounld do about the Defender’s
protest, and having learned that the deci-
sion was in the Defender’s favor, they were
further stirred up by a further report that
Lord Dunraven, consideting 'that he had
been unjustly treated, had determined to
withdraw his boat and go home without an-
other race. That the English party hold
the sincere opinion that they have bsen
badly treated there can be no doubt.

If any testimony on this point was reed-
ed, it could have been found to-night over in
the Erie basin, where the two yachte were
being measured for the third time under the
electric lights. The feeling between the
respective crews of the two vessels mani-
fested itself in various ways. Lord Dan-
raven’s friends and advisers on the City of
Bridgeport, the Valkyrie’s tender, were all
ocurt in manner and reserved in word. They
seemed to desire to let their American call-
ers know that they were deeply hurt.
Ivmightbe mentioned incidentally that one
of the things done to lighten the Valkyrie
was to remove the eighteen pigs of lead that
were taken aboard of her on the day before
the firasb race. This lead weighed in the
neighborhood of a ton. The excitement
among yachtemen was at fever heat all day.
Everybody had an opinion to express. Most
persons upheld the committee from
patriotic motives, if nothing else.
There were a good many, how-
ever, who championed the - Valkyrie
and her cause. There were others who
thought the commiistee should have given
the race to the Valkyrie because the De-
fender had beaten her anyhow, and a ver.
dict favorable to the Englishman would have
had no other effech than to make one more
race necessary. Lord Dunraven has shown
in thie case that he is not the gquitter that
some persons have tried to make him out to
be, saying to-night, at the Waldorf hotel,
that he would certalnly be on hand to race
to-morrow.

For a long time Commodore Arthur Glen-
nie, who has gained the reputation since he
has been on this side of being a genial and
exceptionally merry fellow, refused to give
the newspapers the slightest hope that there
might be a race to-morrow. He would only
say that he was waiting for orders
from Lord Dunraven. He did warm up
a trifle, however, about 3 o’clock, and
admitted thav the Valkyrie would start te
morrow certainlv. This faot hadjbeen dis-
counted before Mr. Glennie’s admission be-
cause of the p:esence of Measurer Hyslop,
the general activity of the Valkyrie’s sailore
and the very plain purpose of the English
boat’s managers to lighten . her and thus de-
crease the load water line length.

The Yachting World will say: ¢ Two
races have been lost, one actually and the
second virtually. Whatever may be the
verdict about the result we cannot possibly
doubt that the Defender was the moral vic-
tor. We must console ourselves by admit-
ting that the Herreschoff boat is exception-
ally well adapted for its purpose.

It is stated here that after dinmer on
Monday night Lord Dunraven called vhe
captain and the crew of the Valkyrie to-
gether and said : ¢ While 1 feel satisfied
that every man will do his duty,” I am
anxious to encotrage you to exert yourselves
to the utmosh to win the remaining races of
the series. With that end in view, I desire
to say that if the cup goes back to England
by reason of your seamanship, I will pen-
sion every man for life, and pay each of you
30 shillings a week as long as each ome of
you lives. The 28 men of the crew broke
out. into cheers for Lord Dunraven, who
again impressed them with his ambition to
gain a victory, and retired. The men after-
wards held an informal meeting and discuss-
ed the offer. It is the ambition of Lord

Wiiliam and Francis Joseph at Stet-

for Cuba.

Balfour on Bimetallism — Another
Jack the Ripper -Gold in
Griqualand.

Loxpoxn, Sept. 10.—The Emperor Wil.
lism and the Emperor Franois Joseph of
Austria attended the army manceavres at
Stettin to-day, which embraced a realistic
representation of a battle, which lasted sev-
eral hours.

A third army corps of 20,000 is to be or-
ganized ready to sail from Madrid for Cuba
in November in case of necessity. Advices
have been received from Cuba that the
Spanish defeated the insurgents at Seboroul

on Friday. The insurgents had ten killed
and th-ee of the Spanish were wounded. A
Spanish deserter was captured and shot.
The Imperial’s Havana dispatch says that
the troops under Col. Oliveria defeated a
strong band of insurgents at Sitco Grande
after a hand-to hand fight in whioch fifteen
insurgents were killed by machetes. At
Guiana the rebels surprised the soldiers,who
were out foraging. The latter beat off the
insurgents, losing three of their number,
while the insurgents lost six.

The Daily News saye Mr. Balfour's
letter on bimetallism ¢* is one of the most ex-
traordinary documents that was ever signed
by a British minister. Mr. Balfour is now
the authorized exponent of the goverament’s
financial policy. What he says, the treasury
does., Is it to be endured that the first lord
of the treasury should treat the gold stand-
ard as a mere snbject of academic debate?
He does not seem to grasp the mono-metal-
lists’ view of the situation. A Mohammedan
archbishop of Canterbury would not be more
incongruous than a bi-metallist first lord of
the treasury.” The substance of Mr. Bal-
four’s letter was that his views on bi-metal-
lism had undergone no change, and that he
was and always had been in favor of an in-
ternational agreement, but he did not be-
lieve that an international conference at this
time would effect such an agreement.
Prince Von Hohenlohe, the German chan-
cellor, will arrive at St. Petersburg on Tues-
day next and dine with Prince Radolin, the
German ambassador to Russia.

Senor Canovas Del Castillo, minister of
foreign uffairs, utters a denial of the repre-
sentations of the United States with refer-
ence to the language of the Spanish news-
papers in regard vo the Allicnca incident.
Another supposed Jack the Ripper mur-
der has been in evidence at Kensel Green.
The victim was an unfortuate woman of the
outcast class ; her throat was cut from ear
to ear and her head fearfully battered with
a stone. No trace has been discovered of
the murderer.

Rev. John Jenkins, colored, president of
an orphanage, accompanied by 14 negroes,
ranging in age from 5 to 10, has made appli-
cation to the Bow street police court for as-
sistance to return to Charleston, 8.0. He
said the boys formed an orphanage band,
and he had been told by a committee of the
orphanage to bring them to London, where
they could perform and thus raise money.
He found that the laws would not permit
children under 11 to perform in public, and
they were now stranded without money, and
he feared that they would starve.

DOOMED CHRISTIANS.

Turkish Troops Let Loose in Asia
Minor to Kill, Outrage and
Destroy.

e

Stoppage of the Circaulation of Bibles
by the Government
Authorities.

LoNpox, Sept. 10.—A dispatch to the
Daily News from Kars, Russian Armenia,
says the entire district of Kenacks is sur-
rounded by Turkish troops dispatched by
Z:kki Pasha, under the plea of arresting
Armenian revolutionists. The villages of
Karni, Tirigugener, Tortan, Boropul and
Mariga are reported to be completely sack-
ed, and vhe population, aggregating 5,000
people, foully dealt with. The men were
tortured and the women and children
ravished. The four monasteries of Auk-
wauk, Sourphop, Thervoritchoga and Scupp-

kagop were sacked and the altars and images
were destroyed. The excitement and alarm
are universal.

Aunthentic information from Moosh is to
the effect that an anti.Christian society of
Turkish officials has been formed there and
at Bitlis, with vhe avowed intention to
slaughter the Christiansin the event of the
acceptance by the Porte of the scheme of
reforms presented by the powers It is de-
clared that Consul Hampeon is to be the first
viotim.

NEw Yorkg, Sept. 10.—Herrant M. Kir-
etchjian, secretary of the Armenian Relief
Association, has given the following to the
press, containing a direct communication
from the valley of Moosh, being an extract
from a private letter, dated in August, not
written for publication :

¢ The remnant of the people from the
Sassoun region have returned to their vil-
lages. They are rebuilding the ruins, but
the government is raising obstacles, so that
the rebuilding may be retarded. The gov-
ernmot has let loose the Bakransi Kurds
over the hills of Sassoun. Our people who
have returned to their ruined villages are in
terror and dismay. Kurds who are friendly
with our villages have sent us word, saying:
¢ For the love of God, arise and flee that you
may save your lives. The government has
brought the Bakransi Kurds for the purpose
of exterminating what ie left of your people.’
‘' This has thrown the people into great
anguish. Last year they had some arms
with which to defend themselves. This
year they have not that means of protection.
We see no hope of assistance from God or
man.”

This will help to explain, also, the mean-
ing of a dispatch to the London Daily Tele-
graph, to the effect that the horrors of the
present famine around the whole region of
the massacre are aggravated by the fact thas
the peasants of a portion of the Sassoun dis-
trict, not having enough land to raise wheat
sufficient. for their sustenance, were in the
habit of buying the remainder from Diar-
bekir, in exchange for fruit and other pro-
ducts. But now, with the hostile Kardish
tribes that were the leaders of the massacres
of last year infesting the ocountry, the
Armenians dere not venture out-of their
villages for fear of being attacked.
CONSTANTINOPLE, Sept. 10.—The Turkish
authorities at various ports of Asia Minor,
notably at Beyrout and Sassoun, are again
subjecting packages sent by the American
Bible House of this city for the mission sta-
vions to fresh examinations and delays at
the port of arrival, notwithstanding the
fact that all packages are carefully examined
by the customs authorities ab Constantino-
ple. Not only are such cases of frequent
occurrence, but the oustoms officials at
Beyrout have stopped a consignment of 16,-
000 Bibles and other books duly authorized
to circulate in the empire, on the pretext
thav each book has to bear the stamp of the
ministry of public instruction, this being
quite contrary to the ocontract existing on
the subject between the United States and
the Porte, Mr. Terrill, the. American min-
ister, has addressed a note to the Porte
proteating against this violation of contract
and demanding the release of the oconsign-
ment in question.

The dragomans of the British, French and
Russian embassies have received the deci-
sion of the porte with reference to Armenia.
The porte’s proposed concession entitles the
dragomans of the three powers to deal with
the Turkish committee of control, which is
to superintend the application of the reform.
No Christian valinor mutessaria will be ap-
pointed in the administrative offices, but
will be chosen in progortion to the popula-
tion. The mutessaria will be elected to the
councils of the elders, and a constabulary
will be established. It is not believed that
the concessions will satisfy the powers. It
is pointed out that owing to the persecution
the Christian population is so diminished .in
many districts that it is now in the minority.
The officials thereof would always be Mo-
hammedans.

From yes-
terday’s race it seems clear we cannot gajn
the cup this year.”

The Pall Mall Gazette says: °*‘If the
Defender was put at a disadvantage by the
acoident, we shall find little satisfaction if
the decieion favors the Valkyrie.”

RAINS IN KANSAS.

Torexa, Kansas, Sept. 11.—A speocial
from Burlington says that the storm that
did so much damage in Gridley extended
from the north to the south end of Coffey
county, destroying houses, barns and gra-
naries and greatly damaging orchards and

crops. A boy in Key West township, near
Gridley, was killed. G. O. Rodman, his
wife and three children were seriously in.
jured. Mrs. James and daughter were
badly hurt at Strawn. Many others were
slightly injured. A specialfrom|Yates Centre
says that during the terrible storm which
prevailed in that section on Sunday night
Miss Riley, living near Piqua, was killed
by lightning. A house was atruck at Yates
Centre and five persons badly injured. Ab
Veronas, in the same county, three persons
were stunned by a bolt of lightning. The
report is that the storm was the severest
that has visited Woodson county in twenty
years. Another special from Independence
says that Elk city, 15 miles west of that
place, is entirely under water, and the in-
habitants have been forced to flee for their
lives. Many houses have beon washed away
and hundreds of persons rendered homeless.

Prrrssura, Kan., Sept. 11.—Never have
such rains been known here as have fallen
for the past three days. The whole country
is flooded, and the tracks of all the raii-
roads leading into the city are wasied
away and trains delayed.

WesB CiTy, Mo., Sept. 11.—On Tuesday
rain poured down for hours, until many
people took refuge on second floors. The
streets were sheets of water. Basements
were filled and general confusion prevailed.
A careful estimate shows the damage to be
from $70,000 to $100,000. To-day the
water is slowly subsiding.

Kansas Ciry, Sept. 11.—At Fredonia,
Kan., the storm on Monday was the heavi-
esb ever known. The town of Neosho Rap-
ids, near Emporia, suffered severely, as did
Emporia. Two business houses at Feosho
Rapids were destroyed, and a number of
dwellings carried away. The Neosho river
is  higher than it has been for years. At
Fort Scott the lower part of the city is sub-
merged with water from the Marmatron
river and Mill creek, which are out of their
banks, and the water is rising with alarming
rapidity. A train on the Kansas City, Pitts-
burg & Gulf railroad ran into a washout five
miles south of Neosho, Mo., and Engineer
John Fore and Fireman William Fitzgerald
were killed. Thousands of rabbite and small
game are congregated on portions of the
Mieaouri, Kansas & Texas tracks above high
water mark. Many are run over by the
oars while others take to the water. The
railroad track is under water at places never
before known to be. At Hartford Mdrs.
Elizabeth Henry was badly injared by a
house she was in blowing down,

Orrawa, Kan., Sept. 11.—Gridley,” a
town of 400 people on the Santa Fe road,
50 miles southwest of here, sutfered the
total destruction of many of ite best build-
ings by last night’s storm, while hardly a
structure in the place escaped injary. At 3
o’clock Monday a storm of wind and rain
burst on the bown from the northwest. The
wind was what was known as a straight
blow, and its mischief was mainly confined
to the unroofing of buildings. A downpour
of rain immediately followed, and amounted
to a deluge, twelve inches of water falling
in an incredibiy short time. The rain com-
pleted the destruction that had not been ac-
complished by the wind, and in a few min-
utes every stock of goods had been soaked,
and the household possessions of most of the
inhabitants were in the same ocondition.
Strange to say, with all the falling roofs and
walls and flying debris that broke windows
far and near, not a person of the town re-
ported more than the merest personal in*
jary. A great deal of damage is feared in
the contiguous country. One farm house,
half a mile from town, was completely de-
stroyed, and one inmate, supposed to be
Mcrs.

SANTIAGO IN DANGER.

New Yorxk, Sept. 11.—Advices by special
oourier from Cuba received at the offices of
the Cuban junta in this city are to the
effect that the oity of Santiago de Cuba is
completely surrounded by the insurgents,
and thdt an attack is expected at any time,

ducting the siege. For two weeks he has

completely cut off communication with the
interior. From the shore can be seen
scores of camp fires belonging to the in-
surgent soldiers on the hilleides. With a
field glass persons on board ships in the har-
bor can readily see the Cuban pickets and
sentries.

HavANa, Sept. 11.—The insurgents have
burned the village of San Juan de Amaro,
in the provinoe of Santa Clara, 24 kilome-
ters from Sagua de la Grande, a handsome
summer resort, celebrated for its mineral
waters, and have destroyed the railway.
The insurgent chief Lazo told the comman-
der of the garrison that death awaited him
it he did not at once surrender. The answer
of the Spaniard was that the civil gnard did
not know the meaning of the word surren-
der. The fighting then began and lasted
four hours, incendiaries adding their work
to the horror of the scene and soon destroy-
ing the whole village. The Spanish troops
were not driven from their %lﬂou, though
-the Insurgents numbered 500, commanded
by Lazo, Antonio and Julian Lague. The
inhabitante fled from their ruined homes.

Referred to street
committee.

D. R. Harris, representing the Douglas

estate, wrote asking to have the fences along
Belleville street removed to the new line at
once, a8 the owners desire to 'make sewer
connections immediately.

T. W. Glover wrote again from Toronto
asking $100 compensation for having been
struck by a car at Victoria West. He said
be had & letter from a prominent barrister
of Victoria stating that he could certainly
recover $500, but being a man of peace he
preferred to settle quietly. Laid on the
table for the present.

Thomas Storey asked permission to re-
move & monument placed by the medical
profession over the grave of Dr. Renwick,
in & lov owned by the writer, but without
his permission. He stated that he had
never been paid the funeral charges, the
persons supposed to have been interested
repudiating the bill; while the secretary of
the Medico-Chirutgical Society had written
him pointing out the penalty prescribed by
law for unlawfully removing a tombstone.

THE CHAPTER OF ACCIDENTS .

Yesterday morning the inquest was held
on the body of Thomas Williams, the un-
fortunate man accidentally shot dead by
Wm. A. Rountree at Prospect lake on Fri-
day last. Praoctically the evidence as to the
shooting was the same as that already pub-
lished. The chief witnesses were Rountree,
Mr. Frank Campbell, Dr. Lang and Pro-
vincial Canstable McKenna. The post mor-
tem showed that the bullet had taken a
most extraordinary course. Penetrating
the left shoulder at the neck, it broke the
shoulder bone and passed down ; then de-
flecting to the right it went through both
langs, broke a rib on the right side, and
working upwards tlll it came to the
shoulder, took another twist and lodged
in the right arm towards the elbow.
The jury brought in a verdiot of accidental
death, and Rountree, who had been under
arrest pending the result of the inquest, was
set at liberty again. = Willlams' funeral
takes place to-day at 2 o’clock from Hay-
ward’s undertaking rooms and half an hour
later from St. John’s church.

On Saturday night another shooting acci-
dent oocurred, as a result of which Mr. C.
E. Dickinson, of the office staff of R. P,
Rithet & Co., Ltd , is now lying at the Ju-
bilee hospital with a badly wounded arm,
He was out at Sooke lake with a companion
named Gawley, their intention being to
shoot deer. In some way Gawley’s gun
went off and five buck shot
lodged in Mr. Dickinson’s right arm.

THE “BEATRICE ” SEIZED.

Latest Exploit of the Celebrated U.
8. Revenue Cutter
* Rush.”

Another BSealer Reported to Have
Been Captured—An Addition
to the Fleet,

For an alleged violation of the Behring
Sea award act of 1894, the Vancouver seal-
ing schooner Beatrice, Capt. Louis Olsen, is
now in port under seizure. She reached
here Sunday evening and according to her
crew was seized on August 20 to the south-
ward of the Islands and a good 29 miles
eutside of the prohibited zone. But it was
not for being in proscribed waters that the
unlucky craft was placed under seizure. Ar-
ticle 5 of the regulations reads :

¢ The masters of the vessels engaged in, far

seal fishing shall enter accurately in their
official logbooks the date and place of each
fur-seal fishing operation, ard also the num-
ber and sex of the seals captured upon each

5|day. These entries shall be communicated

by each of the two governments to the other
av the end of each fishing season.”

Collector A. R Milne saw the importance
of this article early in the year and appre-
hensive that sufficient attention would not
be paid to it, drew every sealing
captain’s attention to it, going so far even
88 to put a cross opposite it in every license
issued. The Beatrice cleared from her home
pert, Vancouver, but probably got similar
warning when she left the Terminal City.
Captain C. L. Hooper, commander of the
U. 8. Bebring sea fleet, was the officer who
caused the Beatrice to come to Victoria.
After seizing the vessel the revenue cutter
Rush took her in tow and started for Ouna-
laska. There she met H.M.S. Pheasant and
the schooner was handed over to the British
cruiser. Lieut.-Commander Garforth, not
wishing to assume any responsibility in the
matter, immediately ordered the schooner
to Victoria, ib being the following day after
the seizure that he had this duty to perform.
The order was to proceed direct to Victoria
and report to the collector of customs. The
report of the wseizure and also the
official log book were forwarded under seal
to the commander-in-chief of the North Pa-
cific naval station. It was late in the day
when Mr. Milne was formally informed of
the seizare, and he thereupon immediately
placed an officer in charge of the vessel and
also wired the Ottawa officials in regard to
the matter. One of the crew of the Beatrice
brings word of still another seizure, that f
Captain Grapt's schooner Ainoka, which is
now supposed to be on her way here for
hunting inside one of the protected zones.
This report the Beatrice man said came
from the San Francisco schooner Effinger.
Up to the time the Beatrice left the Ssa the
catches reported were as follows: Maud S,
800 ; Dora Siewerd, 800 ; Agnes Macdonald,
700 ; Mascot, 140; Carlotta G. Cox, 9;
Triumph, 700 ; Sapphire, 600 ; and Minnie,
120. The Mary Ellen and Enterprise were
also spoken, and the former is reported hav-
ing hard lnck. Her Indian crew had taken
sick after leaving home and ' three of them
died avsea. The sealing weather so far in
the Sea has been fairly good, and had it not
been for her seizure the Beatrice would no
doubt have had by this time a pretty good
catch. Asitis she hds 204 skins. The
Beatrice belongs to Charles Loring, of Van-
couver, but her local agents are Robt, Ward
& Co., Ltd.

A NEW ARRIVAL,

Having left Halifax, N.S., seven months
ago, the schooner Carrie C. W.—which has
been reported as on her way here to join the
Victoria sealing fleet—sailed into Royal
Roads yesterday morning and to-day will
probably make her appearance in port. Her
long trip is accounted for by delays through
accidents, the most serious of which was the
losing of a seaman named Morgan Messer-
vey.. He was washed overboard shortly be-
fore the schooner reached Barbadoes, where
she called to repair damage received early
in her voyage. Capt. Fulton, master of the
schooner, brought the vessel out on his own
account. He had intended going to Behring
sea bhis year, but owing to his late arrival
that is impossible, His appearance in port
was quite unexpected by local sealers, who
were under the impressfon that he had gone
direct to the Asiatic coast. The Carrie C.
W. is a fine schooner of 92 tons register;
was built ab Mahone bay, and is six years
old. She is the second of a trio of sealers
which started this spring from Eastern
Canada to enter bhe sealing business on this
coasb.

THE ‘‘ HYACINTH " OFF FOR HOME.

H.M.S. Hyacinth, Capt. May, left Es.
quimalt yesterday at noon on her return
home. Age was beginning to tell against
her as a seaworthy vessel and consequently
she was becoming untit for long sea voyages.
Since her assignment to the Pacific station
some years ago she has done considerable
work in Southern waters, her economical
running expenses being greatly in her favor.
Capt. May, and in fact nearly every officer
on board, was very popular and it is the
general opinion that he will be appointed to
take comffiand of a larger cruiser when he
reburne to England.

HERE FOR AN OVERHAULING,

The American bark Enoch Talbot, 1,194
tons, arrived in Esquimalt yesterday morn-
ing to go on the marine railway for an over-
hauling before proceeding to Vancouver, her
port of destination. She came across from
Port Angeles in tow of the tug Rainier, hav-
ing arrived there from San Francisco on Sun-
day. Owing to the ways being occupied by
the steam collier Wellington,-it is thought
her overhauling will have to be deferred and
that she will proceed at once to Vancouver
for her lumber cargo.

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LOSS OF IDENTITY.

PEOPLE WHO MYSTERIOUSLY DISAP-
PEAR OR LOSE THEMSELVES.

Some of Them Vialk Out of Home Circles
and Are Never IHeard of Again—Aberra-
tion of Mind One of the Causes—Strange

Cases of This Character.

In a community of 2,000,000 souls a
man must be great indeed to command
general notice. The young man who
comes from the country, leaving behind
him a happy fireside filled with loved
ones and bringing with him only his
fond mother’'s Bible and a few neces-
saries, to try his luck in the city, comes
unheralded; to be quickly swallowed up
in a whirlpool of uninterested, selfish
humanity. Humanitarians are the ex-
ception here. He doesnot fill the ocean,
and the simple drop he represents will
not be missed when he vanishes.

There are thousands of dark corners
in a great city, and in one of these he
may be found dead, with marks of vio-
lence upon him. The coroner’s jury may
find a verdict of ‘‘killed by some person
unknown,’’ and, unidentified, the poor
boy finds final rest in the pauper’s grave,
while the loved ones at home wonder at
his silence that is never broken. The
merciless waters surrounding the town
wash unceasingly in and out of dread,
dark nooks in black, slimy places under
piers and ferry slips, and objects are of-
ten found there which loving mothers
and tender sisters should not look mpon.
There are resorts in the great city from
whence the innocent, unsuspecting
young man is followed by the assassin.
There are open places where desperadoes
lie in wait for victims and kill without
either mercy or remorse, and for such
a pittance of plunder that one wonders
that they make the venture. A great
event is but ‘‘a nine days’ wonder’’ in a
great city, for what length of time will
the people bear in mind the murder of
an unknown man?

The scenes in the thoroughfares are
kaleidoscopic, with instant changes.
The stories of the disappearance and
wanderings of the people are sometimes
sad, but they are frequently amusing.
In many cases aberration of mind is the
cause of disappearance, and while the
whole city is alarmed the object of
search is innocently wandering among
the searchers after him and contributing
to the hue and cry.

Only yesterday I heard of a man who
came from the west nine years ago and
found himself in Providence, so dazed
that he lost his identity, and under the
first name that came to his mind start-
ed a business which he continued with
success there for six years. One day, at
the end of that time, he went to Paw-
tucket on business and again lost his
identity. Again he started a new busi-
ness and made a success of it for three
years when he remembered his Provi-
dence name and returned there recently
to resume his former occupation.

It was six years ago, while I was liv-
ing in a flat with my aged parents, that
a strange case of aherration of mind
came under my personalnotice. It illus-
trated that the cause may be grief, while
other cases show that business troubles
lead up to it. In the first flat lived a
physician and his wife, a very estimable
lady of some 50 years, who was also a
practicing physician. Both were grad-
uates of medical colleges and they had
their own patients. It may be granted
that the lady was of sound mind and
fair reasoning power. The husband died
very suddenly and for three days the
widow remained inconsolable, lament-
ing his unexpected death.

At the end of that time she went out
alone for a walk. She walked several
miles up town, as nearly as she after-
ward remembered, and then turned to
gohome. Buteverything seemed strange
to her and she could not decide what
direction to take. She thought of the
recourse that comes to every mystified
person in a great city and decided to ask
a policeman to set her right. But after
arriving at this conclusion she could not
remember thée street or the number of
the street where her home was, and
worse than all she could not recall her
name. She was not addicted to the use
of liquor, as this state of affairs would
indicate, nor wags she of a constitution-
ally weak intellect.

In this dilemma, a8 she afterward
told me, she wanted to talk to some-
body, just to hear her own voice, and
she stopped the first policeman who
came in view. She recognized the fact
that the officer might think her either
drunk or crazy, but while she had en-
tirely lost both her name and address
from her mind she was perfectly sane
on all other subjects. She asked him,
first, if he knew where she lived. He
stared at her quizzically at first, seem-
ing ' to want to suggest an insane asy-
lum, but.her elegant attire and common
sense face refuted that idea. He simply
remarked that he was as ignorant as
herself of her address, but was non-
plosed when she followed up her first
inquiry by asking him to tell her name.
It was too much for the officer. He
laughingly suggested that she should
accompany him to the station house,
where the captain miglg give her the
desired information. As a last resort
she went with him.

The captain did recognize her, for
when she entered the station he greeted
her as Dr. B., and she rejoicingly ex-
claimed: ‘‘That’s it! That’s my name,
but where do I live?”’ The captain had
once presided over the precinct in which
she had lived and was familiar with the
place of her removal. He sent an officer
home with her, and upon her arrival she
met my mother, to whom she first told
of her strange wanderings. She has ever
since been of sound mind and is today
practicing medicine up town.—Phila-
delphia Times.

A settee table of oak has an adjustable
top, which can be turned over by the
removal of two pegs, making a high
back to the bench, whose deep seat is
utilized as a household linen closet.
These tables are in great demand- where
the saving of space is an object and
come in various sizes.

a woman artist in New York was most
artistically treated. It was painted a
dull green. The back and the lid of the
seat were upholstered in an effective
gold colored tapestry drawn over a pad-
ding of hair and held down by gimp
and gilt nails, making a most artistic
seat, or table, as its use for either was
required. Another one was stained
green, and on the back and lid of seat
was used natural toned burlap, with
stenciled griffins in dark brown as a
decoration.

These tables may be treated in vari-
ous ways to suit their surroundings. It
is suggested in The Decorator and Fur-
nisher that one stained the natural oak
and upholstered in green rep, turcoman,
corduroy, burlap or denim would be
most attractive, or for green substitute
brown in the same materials and put on
with dull brass nails, making an effect-
ive seat for a hall.

Another, painted white and enameled,
would be charming in a blue and white
dining room. Upholster in dark blue
denim with white nails, and fill "with
a number of pretty pillows in various
designs of blue and white, and one of
vivid scarlet to give a warm touch,
which is needed in these coldly deco-
rated rooms.

The lovely liberty chintzes in dark
blue and white, and sometimes yellow,
red and white on blue, are good to use
on these settees, which are first painted
black.

Falling Out of Bed.

When the little ones graduate from
the crib and take a trip to Noddles is-
land every night in a big bed, there is
constant anxiety on-the part of the moth-

er for fear that they may roll out of bed
—as they frequently do, alas! But a
writer in The Rural New Yorker comes
to the rescue with such a very simple
contrivance. He says:

If the bed be placed against the wall,
they cannot roll out on that side surely.
For the other side let a light, thin strip
of board be made a little longer than
thebed. This may be covered with cloth
if desired. At the head and foot let an
iron guard bescrewed to the bed frame.
The strip of board slipped into this will
keep the little folks quite safe and save
much anxious care. Any blacksmith
can make such a guard of three-eighths
inch round iron, and two screws will
not disfigure the wood materially. A
similar guard may be made of hard
wood in the home workshop if pre-
ferred.

Blackberry Jam.

For every pound of fruit allow three-
quarters of a pound of sugar. Put the
fruit in preserving kettle, stir and crush
with wooden spoon and boil 30 minutes.
Then add sugar and boil slowly 30 min-
utes longer. Put in small pots or tum-
blers and cover first with tissue paper,
wet with the white of an egg, then with
cotton batting.

Pineapple Preserves.

A delicious pineapple preserve is
made as follows: Select mellow ones
and cut in slices.

THE DURRANT CASE,

Proceedings This Week Expected to
Be of Unusual Interest—What
Is Expected.

The Mysterious Woman — Durrant’s
Alibi—There Was Another Man
in the Church.

San Francisco, Sept. 10.—The story of
Blanche Lamont’s !ast journey will be fully
told in Judge Marphy’s court room during
the present week. and the proceedings will
furnish a dramatic interest strongly in con-
trast to the mathematical monotony of the
past week. Eyes were on the young school
girl and her escort on that April afternoon,
and the owners of those eyes will tell of the
steps they saw taken on that tragic journey.
Eyes were on the unsuspecting girl and the
young man supposed to be Durrant when

they boarded the car at Powell and Clay
streets and when they entered the Bartleut
street church, from which one of them was
never to emerge alive. The owners of'those
eyes will tell their stories, fully believing
that their organs of vision were not de-
ceived. Attorneys for the defence will
stoutly contend that they are mistaken ;
that their eyes have played them false and
that it was not Durrant, but some other
porson they saw with Blanche Lamont.

In two cases ab [least there has been no
concealment that Durrant’s attorneys would
directly attack the clearness of the vision of
the witnesses on the ground that there was
a plain physical defect in their eyes. These
two, by the way, are the most important
witnesses of the prosecution, Mrs. Mary
Vogel and Mrs. Caroline Leak. Mrs. Leak,
it is understood, has confided to the police
that on the day Durrant and the jury visit-
ed the church she was ee~ily able to identify
the defendant in the crowd on the sidewalk
from her'window. She had not been pre-
viously notified of his coming, but the mo-
ment the party took up its stand on the
sidewalk opposite she is said to have picked
the prisoner out immediately. With Mrs.
Vogel the test will be more severe. On
Saturday morning her eyes were examined
by Optician Muller and his assistant, Harry
Clark. They put her to all the tests known
to the business and at the end of the exam-
ination pronounced her ®yes to be in good
condition. They will testify, if called upon
the stand, that Mrs. Vogel could easily have
distinguised from her window vhe features
of a man standing in front of the normal
school. .

The mysterious woman of the Durrant case
has not been unearthed as yet. Despite the
effortsof bhe detectives and reporters,she is as
much of a mystery as ever. The search for
her has been as unremitting as it has been
unsatisfactory, but it still goes steadily om,
a8 will the trial if the woman is never found.
There are some people who place absolntely
no reliance in the story. Durrant scouts it,
and the police are not as confident as they
were some weeks ago concerning her exist:
ence, yet no stone will be left unturned to
produce her on the witness stand if ehe is
really of this earth.

An evening paper publishes a sensational
story stating that Durrant was not the man
who took Blanche Lamont to Emanuel
church. The defence claime a strong alibi
for Durrant, and in addition will have wit-
nesses to swear that not only did not Dar-
rant commit the murder, but will indicate
who the maurderer really is. There will be
more than one person implicated. Witness:
o8 will teptify that -they saw the girl enter
the church on that afternoon with a certain
man, and that at the same time a second
man was in the chuarch, The defence
will rest its inquiry. It will not attempt to
prove that these parties did commit the
murder. The statements as to this are so
direct that they will leave no ground for
the prosecution to stand on a8 far as Durrant
is concerned.

SaN Francisco, Sept. 11.—The Durrant
trial opened yesterday after three days’ rest.
The witnesses were all of the searching
party when the garments of Blanche Lamont
were discovered concealed in nooks and
crannies of the belfry of Emanuel church.

E. F. Sombs, special officer, searched

Emanuel church for the clothing of Blanche
Lamont, and found on April 14 a glove
rolled up and turned inside out, a black
stocking and various pieces of underwear
which were identified and admitted in evi-
dence. In the cross-examination defend-
ant’s attorneys tried to show by witness
that the hunt for the garments of the mur-
dered girl had been very loosely conducted
A stream of people, witnese was charged
with sayingprivately, had beenpassing inand
out all dsy. Witness was asked if he had not
said to a friend that the detectives had been
very careless in the search and bad allowed
outsiders to come and go as they pleased in
the church while the police were looking for
evidence. Witness said he did not remem-
ber: ‘
Other witnesses testified as to finding
other articles.

John T. Dare, prosecuting attorney of
police court No. 3, testifisd that under the
head of Blanche Lamont’s body, as it lay in
the belfry, had been placed two blocks of
wood such as are common in dissecting
rooms. Asked if he discerned any marks or
footprints when the body was found, Dare
said that the place looked as if the body had
been used as a sweep, and as if it had been
dragged about the room, which was untidy
and dusty.

The most important witness of the day
was Mrs. C. G. Noble, Blanche Lamont’s
sunt. The distriot attorney’s questions
drew from her that she had seen Durrant
but twice, once when he came to the door
with Blanche Lamont, and once when he

to a concert. Next she told how on the
morning of April 3 Blanche started to
school, her books on her arm, and how she
never returned. She described the clothes
the girl wore. The district attorney
brought out in front of the witness the
dressmaker’s dummy with the torn clothing
on yit. At once the interest intensified.
Dickinson and Deunprey fidgeted, and then
rose together. [They protested against the
use of the dummy. They asked that the
clothing be stripped from it. ¢ We will
allow the garments to remain just as they
are,” grumbled Judge Murphy, and the
defence noted an exception.

¢ Mrs. Noble, I call your attention to
these garments,” said Mr. Barnes impres.
sively. ‘¢ What garments are they ? ”

¢ The dress Blanche wore when she left
my house on April 3.”

" ] call your atlentlon to this skirt—was
it =0 torn then?”

#¢I call your atbention to this rent in the
basque, and ask you if that rent was in the
basque when Blanche Lamont left your
house on April 31’

Mrs. Noble identified most of the clothing
found in the church as belonging to Blanche

Lamont. Then came the girl’s rings, which

had been sent back to her before the finding
of the body.

¢ I never saw her again alive,” replied the
witness sorrowfully.

¢ The Newcomes.”

S8aN FraNcisoo, Sept. 11. —The trial of
Theodore Darrant is becoming more inter-
esting. The district attorney has proved
the death of Blanche Lamont and has estab-
lished that the body found in the belfry of
Emanuel church was hers and that the
clothing hidden in the rafters of the edifice
was worn by the girl on the day she disap-
peared. The prosecutionisputtinginevidence
connecting the prisoner with the orime.
The witnesses of the people will be called in
chronological order, the intention being to
form a chain, the links of which will be

testimony showing the movement of the
maurdered girl and the defendant on the fate-
ful third of April.

The District Attorney tried to ascertain
the weight of Blanche Lamont at the time
of her death, the object being to show that
she was not too heavy to be carried by one
man up into the church belfry. All ques-
tions looking for this information were ob-
jected to by the defence as hearsay and
overruled. inally, however, when Maud
Lamont, sister of the murdered girl, was on
the stand the faot was elicited that last
September Blanche was weighed and her
weight found to be 115 pounds. This was
a point for the prosecution.

The first witness to-day was Mrs. Noble,
aunt of Blanche Lamont. On oross-examina-
tion she denied that she had said to Dur-
rant when her niece first came here from
Montana, ‘‘Now, Theodore, I wish you
would make it as pleasant and agreeable
a8 you can for these girls of mine.”
Witness said the only occasion when Daur-
rant had taken Blanche out was in the after-
noon. Then they had been to the park and
had remained away so long that Daurrant
voluntarily apologized, although the witness
had not become anxious at their absence.

‘“ After Blanche disappeared,” the wit-
ness continued, ** Darrant came to my house
with Dr. Vogel to consult about her absence.
He turned to me and said ‘‘ Blanche was
such a good girl, she believed everybody
else was as good as she herself, and in that
way she might have been carried off.”

Maud Lamont told about Durrant’s at-
tentions to her and her sister, corrobor-
ating her aunt’s testimony .on that po'ntb.
Maud positively identified the ring with the
chip diamond as hers. She said she had ex-
changed with Blanche, each weaiing the
other’s ring. This was one of the rings.re-
turned to Mrs. Noble wrapped up in a news-
paper,on the edge of which were printed the
names of George Ring, the church organist,
and Prof. Schernstein, an elderly music
tescher.

This same ring was positively identified
ab the preliminary examination by a second-
hand dealer named Oppenheimer as ome
offered to him for sale by Durrant after
Blanche disappeared. The witness identi-

NANAIMO'S COURT HOUSE.

The Nanaimo Free Press says : Work on
the new court house is actively progressing
under the able supervision of Messrs. Brad-
bury & Hurst, the contractors. The build-
ing is of stone, with a granite basement. The
stone came from Protection lsland quarry
and is of exceptionally good quality. The
dimensions of the building will be 64x66 feet
on the ground and 40 feet high at the high-
est point of the roof, though the apex of the
tower will be about 65 feet from vhe level.
The architectural design is composite in
character, the element of convenience hav-
ing been taken into consideration by the
architect, Mr. Rattenbury.

The main walls are rock faced ashlar in
courses, and the angles, being rounded, lend
& massive appearance -to the completed
struoture. There will be two towers at
each corner of the fromt with heights as
stabed above. The roofs will be slated, and
the bulk of thie metal work will be In copper.
The court room and upper rooms will
‘be finished in hard wood. court reom
roof is an open one, tastefully ornamented
with square turned ocolumns and flatinge

The panelling will salso be in hard
wood, and the rest of the fittings will corre-
spond. The room itself will mearure 30x33
aud run to & maximum height of 24 feet.
The ground floor is to be divided into ¢ flces
for the assessor, collector, government agent,
registrar, sheriff and the inspector of mines.
There are also two fireproof valuts and two
cells on the same floor.

The principal entrance to the second floor
is by a fine flight of granite steps at the
rear, running from a grade on Chapel street.
The law room occupies the centre of the
building and to the left are the judges’
rooms, to the right the petit jaury room and
the barristers’ rooms, all opening into the
court room. The rear portion of the build-
ing rune up three stories, the grand jury
room and an ante room being situated on
the third floor, the approach to which is at
the rear of the court room on the same floor,
The grounds will be terraced and laid out
with grass and flower beds. The location is
all that could be desired. It commands a
splendid view of the harbor and occupies an
advantageous position.

FIRE AT SEATTLE.

SEATTLE, Sept. 11.—The finest residence
in Seattle was totally destroyed by fire at 4
o’clock this morning. It was the home of
Horece C. Henry, the wealthy Great North-
ern railroad contractor, at the corner ot

Hallam and McGee streets, overlooking
Lake Union. The fire broke out on the first
floor, probably from the wires in the house,
and spread rapidly ‘> the dumb waiter
chate, which was a volume of smoke and
flame. Mr. Henry, his wife and four chil-
dren were in the house, besides a servant
girl in the atticand two men in the base-
ment. All were asleep. Mr. Henry was
awakened by the noise of a burglar alarm at
the head of h*s bed. He roused the whole
family and all escaped from the build-
ing, though Mrs. Henry had difficulty
in rescving the servant girl, half
scffocated. A  small portion of the
furniture was saved, but the great mass of
costly thirgs gathered by Mr. Henry from
all parts of the wor'd was burned with the
bouse. The loss on the house is $60,000 ;
insurance $30,000. The loes on the contents
cannob be estimated. Many of the articles
were beyond value, and cannot ko replaced.
There was only $8,000 insurance on the
household goods.

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MINING IN THE SLOCAN.

Progress in the Development of the
Silver Mines in the
Distriet.

The Winter Output of the Mines Will
Be a Very Large
One. '

(From Our Own Correspondent.)

THREE Forks, WEST KOOTENAY,
September 2nd, 1895.

The coming winter promises to be the
most active in the history of the Slocan
minicg country, which, owing to lack of
cheap transportation facilities and the
Trail Creek gold excitement, has been
somewhat overlooked by the outside world.
Thie winter the entire aspect of things will
be changed, the greater number of the pro-
ducing mines will have not only rallway
facilities, but railway competion, which in
iteelf will secure them a substantial profit
margin over last season’s operations. This
year the mines will not only have an advan-
tage on their shipments of high grade ore,

but they will also bs able to ship large
quantities of second clasa ore which hereto-
tore they have been obliged to mine and
store, a8 it would not stand the heavy
transportation charges previously existing.

The new discoveries at the foot of Slocan
lake have attracted a large number of the
best miners in the district to that sec-
tion on prospecting expeditions. This fact
coupled with the circumstance that
many others are engaged in doing
assessment work upon properties of their
own, has created a rather stiff demand for
good miners which is an excellent indication
of the activity prevailing. It is an easy
thing to understand that with the increased
facilities which this season will give, the ore
shipmente from the Slocan will very largely
exceed those of any previous year in its his-
tory, but even then the shipments will give
but a small indication of the proportions to
which this industry will in a few years at-
tain. The sooner this is known by coast
people the better it will be for themselves
if they wish to secure a share in the wealth
of the province. There are scores of oppor-

Higher up the mountain side lies the Last
Chance.

Work is now being
pushed upon a tunnel to tap this ledge ab a
lower level. 1t is estimated to strike the
ledge ab a distance of 200 feet and is now in
some 150 feet. In the lasb ten feet of the
tunnel a streak of carbonates and ore mixed
has come in. The clean ore averages 190
ounces silver and runs from 70 to 80 per
cent. lead, and the vein filling runs about
100 ounces. There are ten men at work on
the Last Chance, bub there is accommoda-
tion prepared for thirty, and when the
ledge is struck in the lower tunnel
it is likely that the full number will be pat
to work. A shipment of eighteem tons was
made from this property last month to
make room for an ore house. This property
is admirably situated, being within two
miles of the K. & S. and the C. P. R. rail-
ways, and the same can be said for vhe other
properties upon the same mountain side,
there being very little difference in point of
distance from railway facilities. Nearly all
of them have plentiful water supplies for
domestic purposes, which in many instances
is laid on in pipes from the mountain springs
to the living quarters at the mine.
Twenty minutes walk up the mountain
from the Last Chance there is a deep saddle
between a peak on the Noble Five mountain
and what has been called the Lee peak.
From this saddle a trail leads to the tunnel
of the R. E. Lee mine, which is driven to
the face of sheer rocky bluff, the waste from
the dump following nearly 100 feet before it
strikes anything in its descent. The Lee
made a shipment of a car load last week
and will work all winter with a force of about
eight men. There is some talk of driving
another tunnel from a lower level which
will be more easily reached. The company
has erected new quarters for the men on the
cpposite side of vhe saddle from the tunnel,
which will be of greater convenience. The
Lee at present ships throngh the McGuigan
asin.

Above and adjoining this is 'the Ruecau,
the value of which was considerably en-
hanced by the finding of the Goodenough
ledge, which runs into the Ruecau
ground. John M. Harris is man-
aging this property, and he has some
20 men ab work getting things in shape for
the winter, when the force will be doubled.
There are some 500 feet of tunneling on this
mine, and heavy shipments will be made
this winter from both the original Ruecan
and Goodenough ledges. One carload of
the latter ore gave & return last year of
$9,000.

Not far from the Ruecau, on the same
meuntain, is the Deadman, where Messrs.

CANNOT COMPETE.

SAN Francisco, Sept. 10.—The Central
Lumber Company hae been incorporated by
the lnmbermen of the coast, who say that a
combination of interests has become imper-
ative because of the depressed condition of
the trade. - D. H. Bibb, of the Golden Gate
Lumber Company, in an interview said :
‘ We have been talking about this combin-
ation for over two years. [The competition
of British Columbia is too much for us.
The Canadian lumberman has every ad-
vantage on his side. He does not need to
buy timber, he merely leases it from the
governmenb and pays for his logs as he takes
them ont. The importation of British Col-
ambia lumber is steadily growing larger
and larger. Amerioan mills have been
forced to shut down, wages have been re-
duced, and for three years lumber has been
sold below ocost in this city. We cannot
increase the consumption. We cannot com-
pete with British Colambia, and we must
rely u inoreasing our foreign trade by
establishing new markets in China, Japan,
Australia and elsewhere,”

CIVIC SANITARY AUTHORITY.

The oity council had a speclal meeting
lagt evening, Mayor Teague presiding. The
first business taken up was a letter from
the medical health officer, Dr. George H.
Duncan, reporting the existence of certain
friction between the sani officer and
himself, and asking that their relations to
each other be defined, s0 as to
avoid future misunderstandings. This
letter was dated July 4, and the
Mayor said be had thought that the
matter could be arranged without reference
to the counoil, but after several conversa-
tions with both gentlemen he found it best
to submit the matter to the board. The
point in brief is, it appeared to him, that
the Doctor thinks that Mr. Conlin should
simply obey orders without having any
opinion himeelf, while the sanitary officer
considers that he should exercise his own dis-
cretion as to regulating nuisances, without
having to consult vthe medical health officer.
The Doctor’s request is simply that ths pro-.
cedure to be followed shall be distinctly un-
derstood, though he considers that if he is
to be responsible he should have full control.
An informal discussion took’ place as to the
advisability of requiring ‘the sanitary officer
to act only on detailed instructions from the
medical health officer, -and. during this it
was stated that on several occasions the two
officers had taken conflio viewa of the
proper modes of procedure cases where
municipal intervention was called for, and
there was no one to decide between them.
It wase finally meved that the two officers be
requested to attend ab a meeting of the
board of health so that hoth may be heard
and the matter satisfacterily. adjusted.

The good
they have done could have been better se-
cured in other ways but the suffering they
have cansed besides being very great and
very hard to bear can never be remedied.

FREEDOM OF THE PRESS.

There are many, both in Canada and the
United States, who in their hearts consider
that in those countries the press is too free..
They complain that the newspapers fre-
quently make a bad use of their freedom,
that instead of elevating the people they
help to demoralize them. They also declare
that it would be better for the people if
many of the books that are published and
freely sold to all who have money to buy
them never saw the light. We have no
doubt that there will be found some in this
free country who believe that a censorship
of the press is not so bad a thing asib is
represented to be by many lovers of
freedom. And it will certainly have to be
admitted that the freedom of the press in
this and other countries is sometimes grossly
abused. But do those who denounce a free
press try to imagine thestate that the country
would be in if the press were muzzled, if
newspapers were permitted to publish noth-
ing but what an official of the government
of the day approved and sanctioned ! This
is the state of things that exists in Russia
to day, and that has long existed in that
country. Mr. Reginald George Burton tells
us in the August number of the Westmin-
ster Review that in Russia

“ No book is allowed to be printed until
it has passed through the hands of and been
approved by the censor, and therefore many
works emerge from his office in a sadly mu-
tilated condition. Newspapers that in the
opinion of the censor have offended receive a
warning the first time of sinning, are fined
for further offence, and finally, in case of
necessity, are altogether suppressed. Strict
though iv is now, however, this censorship
is nothing to what it used to be some forty
years ago ; reforms were instituted in the
reign of Alexander II, but even yet many
absurdities are perpetrated in the censor’s

office.”

It can easily be understood that when a
writer has the fear of the censor continually
before his eyes his thoughts do mot run
freely, and that sometimes much that is to be
found in his manuscript has been written to
please the censor rather than to instruot or
amuse the public. Instances are given in
Mr. Burton’s article of the depressing effect
which the censorship has on authors and
their work. He goes on to say :

¢ Nor is it only with regard to literature
that excessive strictures of the censorship
has a disastrous effect. In Russia it is im-
possible to believe what one reads, for every-
thing bears the imprees of falsity. Statistics
published by supreme order are falsified and
no one knows what is going on in the
country, whether the cholera is raging
or are the peasants famine-stricken, conse-
quently the people suffer indirectly for want
of relief during famine, whilst the cholera
may be spread broadcast over the land. For
instance, in the present year the writer
visited Nijni Novgorod at the time of the
great fair there and found that the cholera
was raging there and had been for somne
time.” Notwithstanding this the Govern-
ment published no statistics of cholera at
Nijni, but gave that town a clean bill of
health, at the risk of spreading the disease
all over European Russia and Asia and with
the benevolent object in view of nobt inter-
rupting the business of the market.

¢ Thus all this sarely causes material
harm. Distresse and famine existing in
outlying districts, are kept secret, and the
wretched peasants perish for want of that
assistance which they would receive from
charitable people if their requirements were
made known. Further, no comments are
allowed to be printed on the actions of civil
or military cfficers, police, or any Govern-
mend officials, and there is consequently
little to prevent them abusing their power,
a privilege of which they frequently avail

themeelves.”’

We think that there are very few in this
or any other country who would not prefer
a free press with all its faulte and drawbacks
to a muzzled press such as exists in Russia.
What would be the condition of the Govern-
ment and the people in this country if the
newspapers were forbidden, on pain of fine,
imprisonment of editors and suppression, to
comment upon the doinge and misdoings of
public officlals of all kinde? What check
would there be on miegovernment and offi-
clal tyranny and corruption of all kinds?
There is, however, this to be said : Indis-
criminate abuse of officials and constant con-
demnation of theacts of Government, whether
deserved or not, have pretty much the same
effect as no criticism at all. In this matter
a8 in many others extremes meet. Bub,
happily, in countries where the press is per-
feotly free, those who have control of it often
show that they possess high principle, sound
sense and good judgment, and it is simply
impossible to over-estimate the value to a
community of a free press so gnided.

A DISASTROUS CONDITION.

So deep is the distress of those engaged in
agriculture in Great Britain and so dark
are their prospects that they have prevailed
upon “‘a large body of members of the
House of Commons, not'all of them political
supporters of the present Government,” to
apply to Lord Salisbury for measures of re-
lief. This is very significant. Englishmen
as a rule are self-reliant,
the habit when they feel the pinch of hard
times of looking to the Government for help.
It is only because a very large proportion of
the agriculturists of the nation consider that
the policy of the Government is unjast to
them that they have come to believe that it
shonld in common fairness interpose to
mitigate suffering which it has done not a
little to bring about.

In reply to the request of the National
Agricultural Union for the early and favor-
able consideration of the Government, the
Prime Minister said that he and his col-
leagues regard the deplorable state of the
agricultural interest ‘with the deepest
anxiety and sympathy,” snd are *fally

They are not in

conscious how severe the trial is whioh'the

disastrous condition of this great national
industry imposes upon all whose subsistence
depends upon its prosperity.” This is very
strong language for a British statesman to
use, and the condition of British farmers
muat be indeed disastrous when Lord Salis-
bury alludes to it in & letter intended for
publication in terms so emphatic and eo feel-
ing. He says further that ‘‘ the Govern-
ment has earnestly resolved to make every
effort in their power to mitigate the misfor-
tunes which have fallen upon that import-
ant industry.”

The Times commenting on the appeal of
the National Agricultural Union, remarks :

¢ We cannot say how far Lord Salisbury’s
letter will go to satisfy the expectations to
which Lord Winchelsea refers. It is im-
possible, we fear, by any form of worde con-
sistent with reasonable caution and reserve
‘to allay the painfal feeling of anxiety
that prevails in the agricultural districts’—
still less  to pub courage and hope into,
thousands of farmers and laborers who, es-
pecially in the corn-growing counties south
of the Trent, where the harvest will be one
of the most disastrous on record, contem-
plate the coming winter with absolute dis-
may.” There would be serious danger of
raising exaggerated and nureasonable hopes,
and we are glad to see that Lord Salisbary
has taken care to abstain from doing so.”

The Times itself, though profase in its ex-
pressions of sympathy and goodwill, cannot
honestly hold out any hope to the suffering
agriculturists. ¢“ There are,” it saye, ‘‘no
doubt, advantages to be gained by carrying
out some of bhe suggestions of the memorial,
though less, perhaps, than its authors antici-
pate. But when we look into them closely we
are unable to come to the conclusion that
they can effect a far-reaching change in the
conditions under which agriculture has to
be conduoted in these islands.”

This is cold comfort to men the main
cause of whose suffering is ruinous com-
petition with foreign producers. It does
not seem to the Times that the decrees of
free trade can, under any circumstanoces, be
altered. The farmers may starve and British
land may be allowed to become wilderness,
but free trade must remain. The agricul-
tural interest must be sacrificed in order
that farm produce of all kinds may continue
to be allowed to enter the British market
free of duty. There are some in Great
Britain who believe that this is making a
fetish of free trade, and the influence of
these people is every day widening and
strengthening. Canadian farmers would do
well to take this trade lesson to heart. Over
fifty years of free trade have reduced the
farmers of Great Britain, according to the
admission of free traders themselves, to a
most disastrous condition, yet when some
relief is asked for the free traders can see no
way to mitigate the suffering which free
trade has caused.

A GOOD RIDDANCR.

The English Trades Union Congress
which met in Cardiff a few days ago happily
got rid of the odium of Socialism which was
bringing tke organizations into discredit.
The resolution which declared ‘that the
Congress was in favor of placing the means
of production transportation and exchange
in the hands of Government was carried
last year by a side wind. The proceedings
of the Congress the other day showed very
clearly that the majority of the members of
the unions were not in favor of ultra-socialis-
tic principles. It happened last year as it
often happens in sauch organizitions the
noisy and the pushing men gained the day
hecanse the quiet and thinking men were
not prepared to withstand them. But the
committee of Congress this year spent some
time and took a little trouble to deprive
the mere *‘ jaw-smithe” of the power they
were 8o ready to abuse, They struck out
of the list of delegates the names of those
who no longer follow the trades they are al-
leged to represent. This operation had the
effect of weakening the Socialistic represen-
tation. They also regulated the representa-
tion in such a way thav the largest unions
had their proportionate share of influence in
the Congress. ¢ Under former rules the re-
presentatives of small and unimportant
unions did most of the talking and crowded
out the delegates of the larger and wealthier
organizations.”

The Congress saw that the time had come
when it was necessary for the Trades
Unions to get rid of the reproach of social-
ism that had done them so much harm at
the late general election. It will be re-
membered that in that election the English
Labor Party as far as representation in
Parliament was concerned was almost wiped
cut of existence. 1t was comparatively
easy to do this as the great majority of the
members of English Trades Unijons are not
only not Socialists but are stoutly opposed
to Socialism. Many of them are sound Con-
servatives, and most of those who are
Liberals are far from being Socialists.
The Socialists left in the Congress will, it is
probable, be very sore over their defeat, but
the cause of T'rades Unionism will be much
the better for the Cardiff purge.

AUTOMATIC CARRIAGES.

The horseless carriage is being discussed
in the American newspapers. There is no
doubt of ite being able to run with consider-
able speed on smooth roads for long dis-
tances, but it is still questionable whether
it oan be adapted to the rough pavements of
cities and the uneven roads of the rural dis-
tricts. A delivery wagon of this kind has
been started in New York, but whether it is
to be a success or not is still uncertain.

It is completely under the control of the
driver. It stops, goes slow or fast and
backs as he ‘directs. It does mot shy and
there is no fear of its running
away. The only danger seems to be of its
shaking to pieces on rough roads. But then
the driver of the horseless wagon must regu-
late hid pace, as the driver of the horse and

wagon does, to the klndlof road over which
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he drives. No sane driver dreams of going
over a rough road at the same pace that he
drives over a smooth one. The horseless
wagon when the motive power is gasoline
can face a pretty stiff grade with the cer-
tainty of getting to the top of it without
stopping. This, it appears, is not the case
when the motive power is electricity.

Gasoline is the best motive power yet dis-
covered for the horseless wagon. Four
quarts of petroleum are sufficient tor a run
of twenty miles, and carriages are furnished
with reservoirs which contain fuel enough
for a twenty-four hours’ run at fifteen miles
an hour. There can be no doubt that ‘the
automatic wagon is a success. Its being
brought into general use seems to us to be
only a question of time.

tion about any other matter in which the
Dominion Parliament has jurisdiction. The
Confederation Aot gives it leglslative auth-
ority over a large number of subjects and
limits those in which provincial authority is
supreme. Parliament alone has to do with
ourrency, with bills of exchange and pro-
missory notes, interest, legal tender, bank-
ruptoy and insolvency, marriage and di-
vorce, the criminal law, trade and com-
merce, etc.

Now, suppose that the Legislature of Oo-
tario pass an act esbablishing a divorce
oourt, or should isene greenbacks and make
them legal vender, or shonld impose protec-
tive duties upom goods entering the pro-
vinoe, either from other provinces or from
foreign lands.
