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SOUND DOCTRINBE.

The contract of the syndicate which has
undertaken to supply the United States
Government with gold whenever and as of
ten as the reserve gets below the safety line
terminates on the lst of October. The Gov-
ernment will then b: placed strictly on
its own resonrces to find gold with which to
redeem its paper. This fsc°, as Harper’s
Weekly pertinently observes, reawakens
discussion on the currency issue. That pa-
per, in a clear and well reasoned artiole,
shows that until the United States Govern-
ment withdraws from banking the business of
the country will not be on a firm foundation
and the confidence of the people in the
soundness of the currency system will rot
be completely restored. It says:

In the transactions off the government
with the syndicate, and of the syndicate
with investors and speculators, the essential
weakness of the government as a banker has
been so fully demonstrated that nothing but
wilful ignorance or inherent folly can now
deny that the Treasury ought to go out of
the banking business. The situation, as il-
lustrated by the syndicate contract and
operations, is this: The government,
haviog a large amount of outstanding paper
and an insufficient revenue in gold, was com-
pelled to proteot the reserve which tradition
and practice had declared to be essential vo
the maintenance of the credit of the paper.
It had no power to do this. It coald not
demand that its debtors should pay it in gold
coin. It could nou sell exchange at such
prices as would make. the exportation of
gold unprofitable, mor could it increase
the rate of interest in order to tempt
foreigners to lend their gold in the United
States. It could not even persuade the
banks that owe their existence to it to part
with their own gold in order that the
Treasury might be replenished through the
payment of customs duties in gold. In a
word, it had bankers’ ob'igations, but not
bankers’ powers or facilities. Therefore it
felt iteelf compelled to employ a syndicate
of powerful bankers to work for it, and in
order to accomplish this object Secretary
Carlisle fslt obliged to pay a high price for
the services of the bankers. There is a good
deal of loose talking as to the wrong done
to the country by those who placed the
Treasury in the power of this rich syndi-
cate. The only body that is responsible for
the folly of it is Congress.

So long as there is Government paper in
circulation for which gold may be instantly
demanded, so long will the prosperity of the
eountry and the solvency of the Treasury be
threatened. It is said that the fundamental
cause of the Treasury’s difficulties is lack of
revenue. It is true that the revenues of the
Government have ' recently been smaller
than its expenditures, but there has never
been a time when the then existing de-
ficlency might not have been met from the
[Creasury cash, counting the reserve on hand
as parb of the cash. Moreover, there are
signs that the revenues will soon be sufficient
to enable the Treasury to meet all its cur-
rent demands, Even if it were true that
the main difficulty lay in the lack of revenue,
it ie also true that the difficulty has been
increased and the sitnation made more
embarrassing by the existence of the means
whereby the Treasury has been depleted of
gold. fl there were no greenbacks and
Treasury notes, there would be no need of a
g:1d reserve, and the lack of revenues
might have been easily met from the surplus
in the Treasury. ,In that event there would
have been no attack upon the Government’s
oredit, no alarm leading to a panic, and no
increase of the public debt and of the Gov-
oernment’s interest oharge. Therefore the
full duty of Congress is to get rid of the
Government paper, and to establish a bank-
ing system which shall be entirely inde-
peadent of the Government, and which, at
all events, shall not be in a position to
worry and embarrass the Treasury by in-
sisting on the strict performance of all its
obligations, while declining any aid not de-
manded by the strict letter of the law.

With such sound teaching as this it is a
little difficult to understand how it is that so
many people in the United States are ready
to embrace the wild and fantastic financial
doctrines preached by currency enthusiasps
and theorists of one kind and another.
Harper’s Weekly points out the road to fin-
ancial soundness and businesa stability, and
it is 6o be hoped that a very large proportion
of the electors will accept the guidanoe of
men who hold the doctrines which it teaches.
Ioie a reproach to the intelligence of the
people of the United States that their Gov-
ernment should ever be in want of ready
money bo meet its obligations. The country
is rich, and the Government of a rich coune
try has no business to bs poor.

THE LAW DISREGARDED.

Aldermen Macmillan and Cameron in let-
ting & contract of over one thousand dollars
to an importer of foreign sewer pipe acted
in direct contravention of both the city by-
law and the Munigipal Aot of 1892, The
law is 80 clear and so explicit that there can
be no possible excuse for violating it, The
following is subsection (c) of section 20 of
the ¢ By-law te regulate the proceedings in
the Municipal Counocil of the City of Viec-
toria and in the committees thereof  :

The Mayor shall have power to appoint
sach members of the Council as he may
deem proper to be standing committees for
any purposes which he .considers would be
better regulated and managed by means of
such committees.

But the prooeedingn of all such Commitvees
shall be subject to the approval of the Coun-
cil, and no debt may be contracted or money
expended by the authority of or at the direc-
tion of any such Committee in excess of fifty
dollars at a time, unless first sanctioned by
the Council in a manner provided by the
statute, or by-law or resolution of the
Council.

Subsection (c) of Section 21 of the Munici-
pal Act, 1892, is identical with the above
subsection of the city by-law.

It is to be hoped that after this Commit-
teen of the City Council wili'keep the above
provision, both of the Municipal Act, 1892,
and the city by-laws, in mind ; and it is also
to be hoped that the City Council will keep a
sharp lookout as to how the people’s money
is expended and require the standing com-
mitbees to consult them, as the law directs,
respecting all expenditures over fitty dollars.
Io is hard to understand how this provision
of the law could have been lost sight of for
a single moment by the City Counoil as a
whole or the members of Committees,

THE GREAT YACHT RACH.

The race between the Defender and Val-
kyrie III comes off to-day, wind and
weather permitting. Judging by all that
has been written about this race, both in
Europe and America, it is only natural to
conclude that a very considerable propor-
tion of the population of both continents
take a lively interest in the race. The
rivalry is, however, supposed to be between
Great Britain and the United States, the
Valkyrie representing the British and the
Defender the Americans. Buat to an out-
sider who knows little or nothing about the
technicalities of sjip building and yaohting
it is hard to see in what the rivalry consists.
It is not between a yacht essentially British
and one peculisrly American. As far as we
can learn there is nothing national in either
of the racing sloops. They are two very ex-
pensive toys built especially for racing pur-
poses, and there is nothing like them to be
found in the working crafo of either Great
Britain or the United States. The contest
is not between crews of the different
nationalities, for we find that although the
ocrew of the Valkyrie may be altogether
British, the crew of the Dafender, like the
crews of most American vessels, is made up
of men of different nations. It seems to us
that whichever vessel wins the nation to
which its owner or owners belong will have
very little cause to boast.

The Valkyrie is more like an old fashioned
British vessel, as far as the material of which
she is constructed is concerned, than the
Defender is like an old fashioned American
sloop. The Valkyrie is a composite vessel
with steel frames and a wood sheathing,
She is strong and serviceable, and is likely
to keep in good condition if taken proper
care of for u long time.

The Defender, as far as the material of
which she is made goes, is like nothing
afloat. She is a metal boat. In the con-
struction of her underwater body 516 man-
ganese bronze platine and brass castings
on steel frames wereused. The top-sides and
deck frames are of aluminum—the metal of
the future. In using this metal her con-
structor Hoped to “secure the greatest poasi-
ble degree of strength with the lowest possi-
ble weight. [The drawback to the use of al-
uminum is that it does not stand the sea
water. Owing to the materials of which she
is constructed the Defender is much the
more oostly vessel of the two.

A peculiarity of both these racing sloops
is that their draft is, considering their size,
very great indeed. The Defender draws
nearly twenty feet of water, and the Val-
kyrie III about nineteen. [This, the in-
itiated assert, shows that in the comstruc.
tion of the vessels everything has been
sacrificed to speed. The vessels are racers,
and nothing else. They have been very
properly called gigantic toys, *‘for what
other term,” says *‘ Retaw "’ in the Montreal
Witness, *“ can be applied to vessels that
require over twenty feet of water to float
them, and have to be escorted by a steam
tender whenever they go off an outside
racing course ; boats of ninety feet on the
load water line that cannot berth their own
crews, and cost fabulous sums.” As far as
we can see, the race to-day will prove
nothing and decide nothing that can be of
the least possible use to either Great
Britain or the United States.

REPUBLICAN TYRANNY.

Republicanism and liberty in Seuth and
Central America are not synonymous, They
are in faot often the very opposite, Repub.
licanism there frequently means tyranny, and
tyranny of a grinding and brutal kind, This
is what took place in the Republic of Hon-
duras not long ago. That Republic was, as
republics sometimes are, hard up. The
President wanted to raise the wind very
badly. But his credit, or rather the credit
of his Goyernment, was at a very low ebb,
He and his colleagues in the Government
were just a little too well known by the mon
eyed men of the country. Bub money he
must have. A rich farmer in the country
was approached. An attempt to negotiate
a loan with him of $100,000 was made.
Bat the farmer, Mr. Maximo Sanchez,
would not listen to the Government’s
agent. He had no money to lend the Gov-
ernment of Honduras, When it was found
that Mr. Sanchez was not squeezable he was
haled for his closefistedness before some tri-
banal, found guilty of an offence—goodness
knows what—and condemned to aweep the
streets wearing a ball and chain, and to pay
a fine of $1,000 a day until he hands over
the amount demanded by the needy Govern-
ment. This is republicanism in Honduras.
The country has been in name a republio for
sixty years, but it has been ruled by differ-
ent gangs of unscrupulous politicians who
did pretty much as they liked. When one
gang was driven from power by another
gang equally unscrupulous the people ex.
perienced no change. They were pot, in
fact, fiv for self-government, and were, thare-
fore, an ensy prey to schemers and exior-
tloners.
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CIVIC REFORM.

The work vhat civic reformers have lately
done in New York city must be an encour-
agement to those who are striving for sim-
ilar reforms in other cities. There were
many who believed and said that corruption
was 80 strong in that city and so bold that
it was useless to contend against it. Bat
good men did cootend. The odds against
them seemed to be very great, but they
undertook the work in spite of all discour-
agements. Harper’s Weekly, in an article
on the eubject, says that *‘ the best citizens
of every great city are anxioua to know
whether those resulte are such as to make
reform worth workiog for. To this ques-
tion there is only one answer, and that is a
positive and emphatic ¢ Yes.’ Reform
is always and everywhere  worth
working for and fighting for.
A reform victory is at any time in any city
easily possible ; the example of New York is
quite enough to cheer and encourage, and
inspire the aspirations of reformers else-
where. The gaing of New York, although
only in the ficst few months of fruition,
have already changed the whole municipal
situation, and have repaid the cost a
hundredfold and a thousandfold.”

What has been done in New York in the
face of obstacles that seemed to be insur-
mountable, can be done in other cities
where the difficulties in the way are by
comparison insignificant. All that is re-
quircd to effect the reforms that are needed,
is energy and determiuation on the part of
the citizens.

HUNTING “ ACCIDENTS.”

s

The hunting season has commenced, and
80 have gun acgidents. So certain are these
to occur that a statistician might foretell
the percentsge of hunters who would be
killed and wounded during the season.
The carelessness and thonghtlessness of
those who handle firearms only occasionally
are simply amazing. Experienced sports-
men very seldom injure either themselves or
others with their guns, whereas amateurs—
persons who use firearms not more
than half & doz:n times in the
year—are  continually meeting with
accidents. They either shoot themselves
or shoot othsrs. It would, we believe, be
found that ocarelessness and recklessness
rather than ignorance are the cause of these
acoidents, some of them very sad indeed.
No one should play tricks with his gun or
run the slightest risk. THe precautions
necessary in handling a gun are few and
simple, but it is wonderful to see how they
are disregarded. No one should be afraid
to be thought cowardly when he is handling
a gun. Both for his own sake and the sake
of others who may be near him, he should
handle a gun with the ntmost care. He
should always take for granted that the
weapon he takes up is loaded. * Didn’t
know it was loaded,” is a fool’s excuse. He
ought to have known it was loaded, and
should have used it in such a way that no
harm would come to himeelf or anyone else
if it was loaded. ;
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A NEEDED RAILWAY.

The committee appointed to consider the
question of railway communication with
Uganda has reported favorably o the con-
struction of the road. It may be remem-
bered that between Lake Nyanza artl the
sea is a wide expanse of almost waterless
country, a broad strip of which is infested
with the teetse fly, which is fatal to beasts of
The consequense is that all traffic
between Uganda and the seacoast must be
carried on by porters. These porters are
wonderfully strong and enduring, but the
loads they carry must of necessity be light
and their progress exceedingly slow. The
oonsequence is that the raves of foarriage are
8o high that ordinary articles of merchandise
cannot bear them. It now costs nine hun-
dred dollars to carry a ton of goods over
the road, if it can be called a road, between
Uganda and the sea, and we do not 'like to
say how many human lives, for many of the
porters give out by the way and are left to
die. The men cannot afford to linger om'
this dreadful journey. They must push on
if they expect to reach its end alive.

The necessity of a rallway across this
stretch of country is therefore obvious if
communication is to be kept up with the in-
serior, and if the resources of Uganda and
other fertile regions are to be made available
to commerce, [The proposed line is to be
657 miles long, and it is estimated that ib
can be built and eqnipped for £2,240,000.
A revised estimate makes vhe cost £1,755,-
000. This change is to be effected by a *‘re-
duction of the gauge from 3 feet 6 inches to
3 feet, a reduction of the weight of the
rail from 50 lbs. vo 35 lbs. per yard, simpli-
fioation of building, limitation of supply
of rolling stock to the barest requirements
in the first instance, and reduction in the
general charges for supervision and ad-
ministration during oconstruction.” It is
not known yet which of the two kinds of
road the Government will construct. The
committee for various reasons recommend
the Government to build and operate the
road. They oaleulate that there will be a
deficit for the first few years, but if the
country develops as it may be expected to
develop, the probability is that the con-
struotion of the road will, from a com-
mercial point of view, be a success.

The advantages that are certain to flow
from the construction of this road are many
and obvious. It will, in the first place,
open up the country to missionary efforf
and commercial enterprise. It will make
the lives of Europeans settled in the coun.
try safe and it will give a death blow to the
slave trade. [There are in Interior and East-
ern Africa two forms of slavery, Slavery
among the natives is a domestic institution,
Most of the porters who carry burdena on
that dreary and dreadful journey to and

-from the inberior are slaves, and the oapture

snd exporb of slaves are parts of the . busiy
nems of the Arab traders of the {inberior,

The railway will deprive the carriers of their
occupation and it will enable the British
Government in the region within the sphere
of ite influence to make the trade in haman
beings impossible. Iov is. in fact, most diffi-
cult to imagine the changes which the con-
struction of this comparatively short line of
railway to Central Africa may and probably
will effect.

THE BASTERN QUESTION.

It is difficult to understand how it is that
the Sultan is 8o slow in initiating the re-
forms in Armenia that are nrged upon him
by the Earopean Powers, and which, if he
is the kindly-natured man he is represented
to be, he must see are imperatively neces-
sary. Naturally, a ruler supposed to be in-
dependent does not like- to submit to foreign
dictation, but it might be ruypposed that
when the Sultan became aware of the dread -
ful condition of those unfortunate people he
would do what he knew was right to allevi-
ate their suffering, even if in doing so it did
appear that he was acting, to a certain ex-
tent, under compulsion. Bub it seems there
is reason to believe that there are inflaences
at work which tend to neutralize the effect
of Great Britain’s protests and to strengthen
the Sultan’s dislike to follow her advice.
Harold Frederic in his London letter of the
31st August says :

Armenia is indeed the greater, which in-
cludes all the lesser, problems. Last winter
and spring these dispatches repeated, with
perhape tiresome iteration, the grounds for
suspecting that England in this matter had
been decoyed into a trap, and that Russia
and France, while ostensibly acting in con-
cert with her at Constantinople, were reslly
holding her there powerless in a cleft stick
while they dealt behind her back with the
Pashas surrounding the Sultan. It is now
the last day of summer and the game is still
going on. Subterranean intrigues as subtle
and prolonged as those which preceded the
Crimean war still hold the whole Armenian
question open. The anniversary of the Sas-
soun massacre finds nothing redressed,
nothing settled, nothing even in a fair way
of settlement.

Lord S.lisbury’s position is indeed as dif-
ficult a8 any that the biggest of his prede-
cessors in the task of shaping the British
Foreign Otfice policy since Pitt has been
compalled to cope with. He had no sym-
pathy with the original agitation against
Turkey, much less with Lord Rosebery’s
action in committing Eagland to joint action
with Russia and France in the matter, and
he said 8o in Bradford at the time. Having
inherited the jmuddle, however, he is bound
to see it through, and, if poesible, get Eng-
land out of it unscathed. How he is going
to do it no one pretends to gness. News
frons €onstantinople direct has practically
ceased. We subsist entirely on the Vienna
reports, which contradict each other day by
day. Itseems admitted that kord Salis-
bury has made a new stipulation that the
proposed Committee of Armenian Control
must consist of seven instead of six, of
which four must be Christians. It is less
certain that the Sultan has appealed to Rus-
sia and France for support against this de-
mand. As to the stavement thabt pourpar-
leca for a European congress have been
already begun, nobuvdy knows whether it is
true or not.

Of course much of this is specalation and
conjecture, bub it is evident thas domething
is going on behind the scenes that encourages
the Sultan to withstand the pressure which
Greab Britain has applied and is atill apply-
ing to induce him to move in the direction of
effscting reforms in Armenia. It is not
pleasant to think that jealousy of England
would have the effect of making the rulers
of France and Russia deaf to the voice of
humanity, and for the purpose of foiling
the British Government in its efforts to
ameliorate the condition of' the oppressed
and tortured Armeaians they would in-
trigue bo prevent the reforms so greatly
needed being made. The inhwmanity, to
say nothing of the perfidy, of such a course
is to honest and humane people simply in-
credible, But diplomatiste have been known
suavely and smilingly to do what unsophis-
ticated persons look upon with horror and
detestabion.

TOO0 SUSPICIOUS:

A gentleman described as **a Catholic
clergyman ” recently returned to San Fran-
cieco from Alaska, seems greatly afraid that
the British engineers who are engaged in
surveying the boundary line between British
Columbia and Alaska will cheat the United
States oub of territory which it bought and
paid for, He is reported as saying :

** Bogland has & surveying party up there
now running a line to suit herself. These
engineers are not on a junketing tour to
amuse themselves ; they are working hard.
They have a magnificent equipment, and
have already accomplished a great deal.
 Unless we have gumption, we shall lose an
/immense slice of Southeastern Alaska.
They will steal Glacier bay and some grand
harbors. We have not paid enough atten-
tion to this question. What is needed now
is a man who will rise up and bring this
question in the full magnitude of ite im-

orbance before the people. Arbitration ?

e always lose in arbitration. We lost in
the San Juan question. The sixty-mile
limiv in the Behring sea was nonsensical.
We lost there, too. I suppose the English
will decide on a boundary of their own be-
tween Alaska and Canada. Then we, too,
will howl. Canada will howl, too, and there
will be another disastrouns arbitravion.”

What have the ‘“ people ".either of the
United States or of British Columbia, or the
British Empire, for that matter, to do with
fixing the line of delimitation between the
territory of the United States and that of
Great Britain ? Thatjline was long ago de-
fined by treaty, and all that the engineers
of either country have to do is to follow the
line as iv is described in that dooument.
The work is exceedingly simple, partiocularly
that part of it which the gentleman is so
afraid will bs done in such a way as to de.

RETURNED FROM ALASKA.

F. R. Launtz who with a party of six
lefot San Francisco for the gold fields of
Alaska on May 5 has arrived here. When
he reached Juneau he found that he had
only just started on his journey, and having
laid in sapplies of all descriptions for two
years and purchased a schooner, the little
band of gold seekers started on June 10 to
make the 600 or 700 miles to Cook’s Inlet.
There was not a seaman among them nor
ome who understood the charte, barometers
and other navigating inetrwments which
they had obtained. Wanting fresh meat
they pulled into Murphy’s cove and Launtz
was dispatohed on a hunting expedition, a
bear having been sighted with a glass from
the schooner. This was killed and furnish.
ed an acoeptable addition to the larder.
Ten hours out the schooner was struck by
8 gale which blew for about 20 hours,
the sloop being obliged to feteh up at
Yakutat. Here the Indians came down to
the vessel. Phey asked for whiskey and
tobacco, but both being refused they had no
further use for their visitors. Ap Yakutat,
where the schooner lay for six days, there
are 320 Indiane. Tht missionary, who ;is a
German, teaches English and directs the
natives in running a sawmill. The gales
blew the vessel close to Mount St. ias,
whose glaciers project over the water, every
second bringing down some portions of the,
icy mass in & most startling manner. The
wind blew terrifically for shirty.six hours,
st the end of whioh the voyageurs reached
Kysk, a trading post of the Commeroial
Co y. Here they lay for six days and
killed three deer and numerous other
animals. - Reaching Port Etches, on Cook’s
Inlet, » low gap enabled them to go through
some mud-flate and thus avoid a trip of 400
miles.

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THE GREAT RACE.

Vietory of the ‘ Defender,” in the
First Heat for the Coveted
‘ America’s” Cup.

A Close and Well Contested Race—
The Event Graphically
Described.

NEw Yorg, Sept. 7.—The first of the
1895 races for the Americs’s cup, which was
sailed to-day over a course of fifteen miles
to windward and return, between the Eng-
lish challenger Valkyrie III and the Ameri-
can Dsfender, was won by the Defender,
buv it did look for a considerable pericd in
the early part of the race as thouga
the English boat was the better
and would cross the finishing line first.
Never in the history ot races for the cup has
the foreign boat shown to such advantage as

did the Valkyrie to day. She got over the
line first, and for a long time pointed higher
and outfooted the American boat. Many
were the tears thed by the Yankee
““gharps,” who had been counting upon
three straight viotories for the Defender,
when they saw the Briton, even when well
pinched up into the wind and sailing prob-
ably from a half point 10 & point higher then
the Dsfender, still going through the water
faster.

The firet surprise of the day was the posi-
tion that the Dcfender secured on crossing
the line. Very strange to ssy, she was &
little bit to the windward of the Eaglish
boat, behind it is true by four seconds, but
still to windward. There had been so much
said a8 to tha superior skippership of Capt.
Sycamorethat iv was feared by the thousands
of Americans who witnessed the scene that
be would so mar cuvreit that Hank Haff of
the Dafender would not only be left at the
start, but that he would be so thoroughly
blanketed that he would never have a show
during the whole race. But while the Eng
lishman did get over the line first about a
half length the Yankee was on top of him
instead of being below or underneath his
wind.

There was some very pretty mar ceuvring
for position about the line, which was form-
ed between the regatta committee’s boat
and another just off Sea Bright, N.J. It
had been the intention ofgvhe committee to
start the boats from the Sandy Hook light-
ship, but when the committee got to the
lightship they found that’ the wind was
blowing f.om the east by south, and they
having discretion in the matter decided
to make the opening of the race
ab a point well under the New Jersey
shore, where there was a promise of more
wind and a probable occasion for a position
and more desirable beat dead out to wind-
ward. So they therefore notified the racers
that they would carry out that purposs,
and the yachts and the fleet of onmlookers
picked up their traps and headed for the
New Jersey coast.

It was 11:55 before the committee hoisted
the signal thav the course outward would be
east by south. According to the regula-
tions of the regatta committee of the New
York Yachv Club, under whose immediate

supervision the race was sailed, fifteen 8

minutes had to be allowed the racers to find

out what the course would be by compass |

before the preparatory signal was given, and
it was therefore 12:10 when the preparatory
gun was fired. Immediately  the
yachte with oclub topsails, forestaysails
and jiba set, began to-jockey for the most

favorable poeition. . Phey ‘made: no short |

tacks in this business, and when it came
near the expirstion of the ten minutes they
were aHowed both yachts were to the west-
ward and porthward line and heading for
itn he-Walkyrie was ahead, and it seemed
as though she was trying to force the De.
fender, who was to windward, so close up
against the committee boat that the latter
would have to make a tack before crossing.

The Valkyrie was certainly pinched high
ap in the wind, but the Defender was al-
most if not nearly as oclose. Yet the De-
fender refused to be drivem oaut of her
course, and with an extra pull on her main-
eail was enabled to follow the Valkyrie un-
til the course was begun, and also to main-
tain her weather position. The skippers
had done their timing very well, and it
was  only forty-six  seconds after
the starting gun was fired, at
12:25 that the Valkyrie crossed the line,
and the Defender on her opponent’s weather
quarter was only four seconds later. As
they went over the Valkyrie shook off her
tops a baby jib-top-sall ; but the Defender
people were not satisfied with so small a sail
on their outer stay, and shook out a No. 2.

The wind was blowing about five miles an
hour. There was something of a swell on
the sea, but the water could not be called
rough by any means. The weather con-
ditions at times were pretty nesrly those
that have ®en dssoribed as most fitting for
the Valkyrie. The challenger slipped
through the water beautifully, throw-
ing some spray from her bows, it is
true, but surely slipping ahead faster than
the Defender. The latter was beld very
high ap, but for several minutes was out-
footed and eutpointed. The WValkyrie, it
was plainly seen, was doing the faster
work, and as she slipped past the Defender
the chaps who had been batting on the De-
fender to win the match came pretty nearly
to a uwoanimous opinion that their money
was gone.

Even the most enthusiastic adorers of the
Defender and Capt. Hoeff, such as, for in-
stance, Capt. Harry Nye of the tug Fred B.
Dalaiel, who had been to sea in pilot baata
and steamers for nearly forty years, re-
marked : * We will be done up to-day,
sure ; that Valkyrie is a marvel in this kind
of going.”

Both yachte were handled in the most ad-
mirable menner, and it cannot be said that
the eails of the Briton, much as has been
boasted abont them, are a whit better than
thoee of the American boat. In fact, it may
be said oritically, that no flaw could be
seen in any bit of the clothes
of either boat. The impression which some
people had, that Rateey was the only
perfest canvas cutter in the world was dis-
pelled when the Defender’s speed was seen
in her really first race. The yachts stood
on the starboard until 12:39, when the De-
fender was firsb to go about. As soon as
she saw this move on the part of her oppon-
ent, the Valkyrie did the same thing.

The Valkyrie continued to gain the ad-
vantage and the Defender was held ap close
to the wind, and by doing so became blank-
eted. When Captain Haff saw what trouble
he was gotting into he, at 12:47, eased his
ship off and gave her the good full that her
friends had been hoping to see for many min-
utes. As soon as the Defender was eased
she began to increase her speed. She
caught up on the Valkyrie not a little, bu,
of course, she was going farther to leeward
than the Valkyrie, and her apparent gain
wag lees in reality than it looked to. be.

When the Valkyrie saw the Defender |still

ease off she did the same thing,
though not to so % an extent, and
maintained her lead. At this time the

bre¢z: freshened to about seven miles an
hour  The Valkyrie on feeling iv again
stood up high ugainst it, while the full rap
on the D:.fender was continued. Here the
D:.fender with her sails chock full of wind
went ahead very fast, bubt she was no better
thun an eighih of a mile to the leeward.

At 1:48 the Valkyrie, evidently believing
that he could croes the Dsfender’s bow if
the luvier would split tecks with her, came
aboan. The challenger was, however, un-
able to weather the Defender, and when she
pstsed under the American’s stern there
was w ecreeching by the steam yachts
sand (xcursion boats in  attendance
that  will never be  forgottea by
vthose who heard iv. The V.lkyrie on find
ing that she had not gained enough to
weather the Defender came back again to
the starboard tack after one minute on the
port. Asshe did so the D fitder came
about to port. It wasnow the Valkyrie's
turn to refuee a splitting «f tacks and she
fsl'owed the D.fender’s lead in going about
to port.

At 2 o’clock the contestants began a long
board to starboard. Uuring this tack the
wind hauled gradually to east-southeast
then to southeast by east, and finally to
eoutheast. The brecze stiffened, too,
up to about eight miles an hour, and
with that increase the Defender began to
overhaul her antagonist,

It was a great and beautiful race up to
this junctdire, but it was not a pleasant ope
for Americans to gezs upon, for the Val-
kyrie was surely in the lead. On this tack
the vessels encountered seas from the south-
east, and neither ore took them better than
the other. They both pounded a good deal.
The Valkyrie was the first to come about,
She camearound tostarboard at 1:12,and the
Defender followed her example at once.
The Defender was still an eighth of a mile
away on the Valkyrie’s weather quarter.
Oan this tack there was an effort to get in
and head for the outer mark. This was at
3:25. It looked just then as though the
Defender was a quarter ¢f a mile to the
good. When the Valkyrie came about,
tifteen seconds later, she was well away on
the Defender’s lee quarter.
The brecze continued to blow at about
eight miles an hour from the goutheast, and
they came along at a pretty lively gait to
round the buoy and tquare away for home.
Oan going around they eased off sheets on the
starboard side, set  balloon jib-top-
saile, and sped for the finish. The
Valkyrie took in her jib and stay-
sail, while the Defender haulcd down
only her jb. Betore long, however,
the Valkyrie, seeing that the Defender’s
staysail was drawing well, reset hers. The
few ohampions of vhe Valkyrie who were
left said that their boat would overhaul the
Defender on the broad reach home.
The same sails were held on by the
vessels all the way to the finish
line, while the wind gradually dropped to
its original strength, about five miles an
hour. ln all the reach the Defender con-
tinuouely increased her lead over the Val-
kyrie, and finished by 8 minutes and 16
seconds ahead of her.
When the Defender crossed the finish line
she was greeted by cannons, whis les, tin
horps, and the waving of hats ana hand-
kerchiefs to an extent which entirely
fitted the victory of a yacht, which all ex-
perts agree was the fastest machine for her
purpose that the world ever saw.

THE NEWS FROM LONDON.

Chauncey M. Depew Talks of Experi-
ences of Travel and Discusses
Prominent Questions.

Fighting in Cuba —McCarthyite Candi-
date Klected in Svath Kerry—
Wilhelm at Stettin.

LoxDoN, Sept.6 —Chauncey M. Depew,
who has just arrived in London, talked in a
characteristic way of his experiences, as he
sat in a room in the Savoy to-night. Re-
garding his trip, Mr. Depew said : ‘I had
the usual good time at Hamburg, where I
dined twice with the Prince of Wales.
From there I went to Lourdes and
saw a miracle —at least they called

it a miraclee I made quite a
long tour also in Germany, France
and Belgium. There is a great improvement
in business manifest in all three of these
couniries and likewise in Fogland. The
whole world will experience an era of pros.
perity in the next five or six years, the Uni-
ted States especially. Indeed, it has already
started. We have just reaped the greatest
crops in our history. Wages are voluntarily
being increased, and our securities
are increasing in value and are being sought
by foreign investors. I find that Europe is
rapidly regaining confidence in American
securities.” Mr. Depew was asked by
his interviewer what his cbservation
showed to be the status of the Irish
question, to which he replied: I
vhink the Conservatives who have
come into power in Eoglard will give Ire-
land Home Rule in soms ehape, probably
just as good as the Liberals would have
given. Liko ourselvea the Eoglish are pe
culiar, and want vo be fooled. It is not the
medicine to which they object, providing
the label on the bottle is satisfactory.”
Advices received from Havana confirm
yesterday’s advices that the insurgents
attacked a Spanish convoy under command
of General Linarres between Santiago and
Venta Casono. The fighting is said to have
lasted an hour. The insurgents had seven
killed and the Spanish had two «ficers and
five soldiers killed and twenty-one wounded.
At the trades union congress at Cardiff
to-day a resolution was passed unanimously
protesting against Emperor William's inter-
ference with the liberty of the press, and
expressing sympathy with the workingmen
of Germany in their struggle for liberty.
Atabanquet this afternoonat Stettin, Herr
Koeller, president of the provincial diet,
proposed a toast to the Emperor and Em-
prees, in which he expressed the loyalty of
Pomerania in prosperity and adversity. In
conclusion he called for three cheers for their
majesties.

Herr Fischer, secretary to the minister of
the interior, was found dead to-day in a
wood ab the outskirtos of Buda Pesth with a
bullet wound in his body. 1t is supposed
that he was tnurdered as his watch and
chain were gone.

Hon. James Lowther, M.P., presided
at a meeting to-day at which it was resolved
to address a manifesto to the English people
in favor of the adoption of a protective
policy with preferential treatment in favor
of British colenies. .

The parliamentary election in South,
Kerry, where 80 much bitterness was caused
by the nomination of a candidate by the
Healyites in opposition to a candidate pre-
viously put forward by the followers of Mr.
McCarthy, has resulted in the choice of
Farrell, the McCarthyite nominee, by 1,203
votes agains 474 votes cast for Murphy, the
Healyite candidate.

The mortgage bondholders of the New
York, Pennsylvania & Ohio Railway Com.
pany have decided to authorize foreclosure
proceedings and accept the proposition con-
tained in the Erie reorganization plan re-
cently formulated by J. P. Morgan & Co., of
New York and London.

The Sun says news has reached London
that Daisy Melville, who went to South
Africa in the Gaiety Girl Company, com-
mitted suicide there. Miss Melville was
only 19 years of age, and exceedingly
pretty. )

The man who attempted to explode a
bomb in the vestibule of Rothschild’s bank-
ing house yesterday refuses to reveal his
identity. All bthat he will say is that he is
a deserter from the army. In the hope§of
obtaining information as to his antecedents
the police will distribute 500 photographe
throughout France. The bomb was com-
posed of from sixty to seventy grammes of
chlorate potassium and fifteen to twenty
graine of ordinary gunpowder.

The Archduke Ladislas died to-day from
injuries he received by the acoidental die-
charge of his gun while hunting on Monday.

The Emperor William reached Stettin
to-day on board the dispatch boat Grillo.
Almost simultaneously the Empress arrived
by the railway train. The streets were
thronged with people and the boats in the
harbor were elaborately decorated in honor
of the imperial visitors. The Emperor and
the Empress and their suites rode through
the prinocipal streets of the oity in carriages.
The streets were lined with school children,
and everywhere the greatest enthusiasm was
evinced. At a trinmphal arch whioh had
been erected in front of the Rathhaus, the
burgomaster read an address of welcome.
The Emperor William reviewed thé guard of
honor and subsequently held a reception,
which® was attended by the civil fanction-
aries.

The leader of the Kucheng riots have
been arrested. An attempt was made by
the Chinese soldiers te kidnap this person,
in the hope of securing the reward which
had been offered for his delivery to theauth-
orities. The total number of arrests thus far
of those concerned in the Kucheng maesacre
is 130.

NEWS OF THE PROVINCE.

An English Explorer for Siberia and
China—Address to Lient -
Governor Chapleau.

Strikes in the Okanagan Country—
Nanaimo Y.M.C.A.—Bishop
Dart at Vancouver.

VANCOUVER
VANCOUVER, Sept. 7.—Harry De Windt,
the noted Eunglish explorer of Siberia and
the Chinese borderland, will leave England
in October, and after making a lecture tour

through the States, expects to reach British
Columbia early in the new year en route for
Northern Alaska. Oa arriving at Mount
Elias he will obtain Indian guides, Esquimo
dogs, sledges and provisions, and make his
way through a wholly unknown country by
slow stages until he reaches Cape Prince of
Woalee, about January, 1897.  He proposes
to cross Behring straits on the ice, using dog
sledges, and though the distance is only
about 25 miles across, he estimates that it
will take six or eight days in transit. On
arriving in Siberia he will proceed by
sleigh for 1,800 miles, making a special
visit to Yakutsk, where thousards of Rus-
sian exiles are imprisoned. He expeots to
obtain special facilities for investigating the
ocondition of these prisoners from Russian
officiale with whom, as a result of previous
visits, he is well in touch. He will after-
wards make his way home through Europ-
ean Russia, and hopes to reach England
early in 1898, after an adventurous journey
of 22,000 miles.

To morrow morning Bishop Dart will
officiate at St. Paul’s church where the fall
ceremonial ot the Anglican church will be
observed. Rev. H. E. Bowers has been
appointed to the vacant rectorship of Sb‘l
Paul’'s church. It is rumored that the
Bishop will eventually reside in Vancouver,
as it is considered » more central point for
the work of the diocese.

J. Fraser, British consul in China, goes
out on the next Fmpress.

Hon. J. A. Chaplean, Madame Chapleau,
Hon. Joseph Royal and M. Kleczkoweki,
consul-general for France in Canada, are at
the Hotel Vancouver. Last evening the
members of the city council and a large
number of ocitizens welcomed Quebec’s
Lieut.-Governor, who was presented with
an address from the city. His Honor ex-
pressed surprise and pleasure at his wel-
come from the citizens, and spoke in
the course of a brief address of the import-
anoce of sustaining friendship between all the
provinces ¢f the Dominion. They were like
a large family, the members of which were
bound to fall out ococasionally. He hoped
that ere long all troubles between them
would cease. He spoke of the pride British
Columbians should feel in their glorious
country, and referred to the province as
adding glory, grandeur amd wealth to the
Empire. He had visited Vancouver eleven
years ago and remembered having seen
three houses and a mill. Now he saw a
large, .prosperous and magnificent ity
whose buildings would be a pride even to
Montreal. The party were banqueted on
the steamer Emprees of China to-day, and
leave for Viotoria to-morrow.
