The Afridis are reported to be 
attacking all the Samana posts. Gen. 
Ellis is concentrating his forces at Shabi- 
kir to-day, preliminary to making a final 
advance into the Mohmand country.

Dominion Council Opens in Hamilton—-Presi­

dent’s Address.
Word of Another Rich Strike Comes from 

the Yukon.

Seattle, Sept. 13.—The Sulphur creek 
branch of Dominion creek, a tributary 
to Indian river, is now the scene of the 
gold excitement in the Klondyke, for by 
accounts of the new district brought 
down by the schooner South Coast it 
seems that the new diggings rival even 
the famous Bonanza and Eldorado. 
Gold is found below the surface running 
$34 to the pan. -Two men took out $80fi 
in a day when simply prospecting for 
claims. A stampede followed the report 
of the new finds, which reached Dawson 
City on August 16. In a week 500 men 
had crossed the mountains between El­
dorado creek and Dominion creek. They 
travelled day and night, and in two 
weeks the whole stream was staked off.

Hamilton, Sept. 13.—(Special)—The 
Dominion Trades and Labor Council 
meet to-day.

GERMANY’S NAVY.

Its Strengthening Strongly Advocated by 
the Berlin Colonial Society.60 bbls, English Linseed Oil, Berlin, Sept. 14.—At a meeting of the 

Colonial Society last night, Herr Kusee- 
row, formerly Prussian minister at 
Hamburg, delivered an address advocat­
ing a strong navy for Germany. He 
said : “ The present navy could not
prevent a blockade of German harbors 
and the destruction of important 
seaports. German diplomacy will 
always try to avert a quarrel with 
England, but if such a conflict 
curs Germany would be obliged to seek 
allies among powers who would estimate 
the value of the alliance with reference 
to Germany’s strength as naval power.

RELIEVING GULISTAN.

How General Yeatman Biggs Drove Back 
the Enemy.

Simla, Sept. 14.—General Yeatman 
Biggs, advShcing along the Samana 
ridge to the relief of Fort Gulistan, 
found the enemy entrenched in consider­
able force in the Gozra hills. The third 
Goorkba regiment stormed the jxjsition. 
One Sepoy was killed and five were 
wounded. General Yeatman Biggs 
has relieved Sangar, one of 
the posts on the Samana ridge, 
which has been attacked. The garrison 
had made a sortie and captured a stan­
dard. A mounted messenger was sent 
on by General Yeatman Biggs to inform 
toe garrison at Fort Gulistan that relief 
was coming. The commander also sent 
guns to the foot of the hills near 
Fort Gulistan, which shelled the 
enemy, and to some extent diverted at­
tention from the fort. The enemy is 
visibly strong in force at Saraghari, and 
it ia feared that, flushed with their suc­
cess in the capture of that police post, 
they may attack Fort Gulistan so fiercely 
that the garrison will be-unable to hold 
out until General Yeatman Biggs ar­
rives.

Lord Salisbury’s Proposals are Being Ac­
cepted.

London, Sept. 14.—The morning pa­
pers contain despatches from Constanti­
nople asserting that all the ambassadors 
are now in receipt of instructions en­
abling them to come to a full agreement 
on the terms of Lord Salisbury’s pro- 
posals for the constitution of an interna­
tional commission representing the six 
powers, to assume control of the rev­
enues which Greece guarantees in pay­
ment of the interest to toe holders of 
bonds, as well as the payment of the in­
demnity.

VITRIFIED BRICK.

Vitrified brick is highly spoken erf ae a 
paving material, in which capacity it 
promises to become a strong rival of 
both asphalt and wood. The brick is 
thoroughly annealed and blended, so g, 
to obtain the maximum degree of hard­
ness and toughness, together with the 
minimum tendency to absorption of 
water. The bricks made from shale are 
the best. The silica, alumina and iron 
they contain give a material that is 
harder than steel. It is the only sub­
stance that will successfully resist the 
calks and heel» of the horse’s shoe. 
It wears uniformly. As the bricks 
are non-absorbent and uniform in 
size, they present an absolutely 
water-tight pavement, which is easily 
cleaned by washing or sweeping and af­
fords the best sanitarv pavement yet dis­
covered. Brick pavings can • be easily 
repaired. They are comparatively noise­
less and less slippery than either granite 
or asphalt. They hâve been successfully 
need in Holland for 100 years, and in 
this country, at Charleston, W. Va„ 
without any repairs, for twenty-five 
years. They are now the standard 
pavement in many other cities. One of 
the tests for determining the value of a 
brick for paving purposes is the rattler 
or abrasion test. The bricks are put 
into a foundry rattler, together with 300 
pounds of scrap iron, and revolved for 
2;000 revolutions. They are weighed be­
fore and after. The percentage of loss is 
said to be equal to twenty-five years’ 
wear in the etreet. In such test’s, the 
Alabama-made brick lost 10 pér cent., 
while other bricks lost 12 to 15 per cent.

The Dominion government steamer 

Quadra arrived at Victoria yesterday, 
after conveying from Vancouver to 
Wrangel the survey party in charge of 
Mr. W. F. Jennings, C.E., employed by 
the Department of the Interior, who will 
make a thorough examination of this 
route to the district of the Yukon.

from the Dominion to Australia : com- mgton What’s the use of going into the wild­

erness for your gold when you can find 
mineral in place almost within the sha­
dow of the Victoria post office, and 
where electric cars run through the 
claim every five minutes of the day. 
That’s the way William Miles, of Al- 
berni, views the situation, and he has 
accordingly staked a claim on Govern­
ment street, at the corner of Courtney, 
which gives promise of rich divi­
dends. It has already been formally 
staked under the name of the 
Douglas, and the samples from the 
outcrop are very pretty specimens of 
free-milling quartz. As the Douglas is 
on the main business street of Victoria, 
it would be libel on the town to say that 
mineral extends from the grass roots 
down. Sufficient to the hour is it that 
Mr. Miles has not been deceived by any 
paying stone. Courtney street is one of 
the city thoroughfares along which the 
bikes bump upon good intentions.

This latest addition to the promising 
prospects of Vancouver Island if it is 
worth as much as the surface rights,will 
return good dividends, for it extends 
from the waterfront to Douglas street 
and may undermine the post office and 
custom house in transit, as it were.

Mr. Miles of Alberni did not come to 
town for the special purpose of prospect­
ing the city streets. His visit here was 
occasioned by the fact that he had a 
shipment of ore from his West Coast 
properties for treatment at the metallur­
gical works. Naturally he carries bis 
little hammer wherever he goes, and it 
was to he expected that while he sat 
down on the edge of the sidewalk to 
await the coming of his car be should 
amuse himself by testing the rock con­
tiguous, as it were, and close at hand.

The gold-bearing quartz was espied in 
the facing of a big stone that serves as a 
pathway where the sidewalk divides on 
the north side of Courtney street to per­
mit of a wagon-way extending to the 
rear of the Windsor hotel—a point now 
marked by a discovery post bearing the 
inscription :

“No. 1. Initial post, Douglas claim. 
“Located September 11, 1897.
“ Locator—William Miles.
“ Seven hundred and fifty feet to the 

right and 750 feet to the left of location 
line.”

By curious coincidence, Mr. William 
Lorimer, at just about the same time 
that Mr. Miles made hie discovery, 
noticed, while standing in the door of 
the Province office, a fine piece of ore 
showing every indication of gold. A 
pocket microscope was all that was re­
quired to demonstrate its value, the yel­
low metal showing plainly in a rather 
dull-looking bit of rock. Long experi­
ence told him he bad a good thing, and 
he decided to camp on it. But—cruel
disappointment ! When he returned 
with a few friends not a quarter 
of any hour later, it was all staked off. 
Another man had got in before him. A 
post on the lower end of Courtney street, 
about ten or fifteen feet from the water­
front and immediately back of the new 
post office, bears almost the same in­
scription as the discovery post, only 

south- that the claim extends each side—north 
and south of the discovery line 750 feet. 
Up on Douglas street, wedged in against 
a picket fence, is a third post, conspicu­
ous by its newness, whose inscription 
differs only from the others by the words 
“ No. 1 post lies 1,600 feet west.”

The “ mine ” having been discovered 
now awaits recording and to have the 
sanction of the city authorities passed 
on it as a legal property before develop­
ment work can be prosecuted. This Mr. 
Miles did as much as he could towards 
securing yesterday. To-morrow he will 
endeavor to have the property recorded, 
and if his plans are successful he will 
commence active work on his prospect. 
He speaks of it as being as good a propo­
sition as he wants to get, and says that 
although the ledge extends under in­
numerable buildings and through as 
many cellars, he will have no difficulty 
in prosecuting the work without molest­
ing or disturbing anyone, and without in­
fringing on any one’s rights in particu­
lar.

Good Presbyterians going to 
and from the kirk to-day cannot 
help inspecting the mine to a more 
or less extent, for they cannot help 
trampling on it. Teamsters can hardly 
avoid passing over some of the precious 
metal in going up or down Courtney 
street. Workmen on the new poet office 
can look down upon it and see all opera­
tions likely to be conducted for some 
time to come.

Upon arrival at Wrangel on the 3rd 
instant, Mr. York’s party, that went up 
by the Thistle, were still there, the 
Stiekeen river steamer Alaskan not 
having arrived irom Glenora. Fearing 
that the steamer would not arrive at all, 
this party had repaired a large flat- 
bottomed boat that was in the harbor, 
with the intention of using it for the 
transportation of their goods up the 
river, but the welcome appearance of 
the Alaskan, on the evening of the 
Quadra’s arrival, put an end to the work, 
and the whole party, with their sawmill 
and steamboat machinery, etc., embark­
ed on the 5th, the journey up the river 
to commence on the morning, flood tide, 
of the 6th.

The government party left Wrangel on 
the evening of the 5th in the large boat 
previously mentioned, there not being 
room in the Alaskan for either the party 
or their stores, all available berths hav­
ing been long since engaged on that 
steamer.

The first stage of the government 
party’s journey to Glenora was made in 
tow of the Quadra’s steam launch, which 
took them up the river to a convenient 
stopping place for the night. The time 
occupied ascending the river is expected 
to be about 14 days, but may be more, 
as Captain Tackaberry, of the Alaskan, 
reports the water low at present. The 
Alaskan will take about the same num­
ber of days, as she is so deeply loaded 
that three or more portages will have to 
be made.

Captain Walbran speaks highly of the 
courteous manner in which the Quadra 
and her party were received at Wrangel 
by the U. S. collector of customs, Mr. 
E. Hofstad, who did all in his power to 
facilitate the progress of the expedition. 
Mr. Yorke also made the same gratifying 
report to Captain Walbran about his 
party.

From reliable information received at 
Wrangel, Captain Walbran is of opinion 
that the route via the Stiekeen river and 
Teslin lake will eventually be the high­
way to the Yukon goldfields. It is 
understood three good roads have been 
found between Glenora and the lake, no 
heavy grades and open country with 
plenty of herbage, the distance being 125 
miles. From Teslin lake the Hootalin- 
qma river leading to the Yukon is a good 
navigable stream, much larger than the 
Stkkeen, and this river joins th^a Yukon 
below the dangerous White Horse 
rapids.

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LORD LISTER HERB.

The First Man Raised to the Peerage for 
Distinguished Medical Services.

No sooner have Victorians been called 
upon to speed the parting guests, 
hers of the British Association for the 
advancement of science, than the plea­
sant task of welcoming the visiting 
members of another world-renowned 
scientific body, the British Medical As­
sociation, devolves upon them.

Lord Lister, accompanied by hie 
brother, Mr. Arthur Lister, and two 
daughters arrived last evening on the 
Charmer and are staying at the Dallas 
hotel. Dr. and Mrs. Munro, of Edin­
burg, and Dr. and Mrs. J. W. Ashworth 
are also included in the party.

Lord Lister is the first man of the" 
medical profession who has been raised 
to the peerage for his distinguished ser­
vices. He was born in 1827, at Upton, 
Essex, and graduated as M.B. at the 
University of London in 1852. He is a 
surgeon extraordinary to the Queen. 
The chief work of his life has been 
his researches in the application of 
antiseptic treatment in surgery, the 
“ Listerian ” method. It was for this 
that he won the first prize of the Academy 
of Paris.

Yesterday the distinguished party 
were entertained bv the local members 
of the medical profession, Dr. Davie and 
Dr. John Duncan having been appointed 
a committee at the recent meeting of the 
medical board to arrange the details of 
the entertainment to be provided.

In the morning Hon. Dr. Helmcken 
and Drs. Davie, Milne, Crompton and 
Duncan escorted the visitors to Cadboro 
Bay, luncheon being partaken of at the 
Mount Baker hotel eu route. Thence 
carriages proceeded to the Royal Jubilee 
hospital, where President Alexander 
Wilson and members of the hos­
pital board received the party 
and conducted them through the 
different wards. On the return to the 
city the government buildings and pro­
vincial museum were visited, which con­
cluded the day’s outing.

To-day’s arrangements include a trip 
beyond Race Rocks in Captain Dan Mc- 
Intoshe’s launch, which will afford ex­
cellent glimpses of the Pacific. The 
party will lunch at Glengarry Farm, the 
property of Dr. John Duncan, at Met- 
chosin.

ON THE WATER FRONT.CARIBOO GOLD FIELDS.

Immense Amount of Work Accomplished 
This Year.

The Cariboo Gold Fields, who own 
ground for one and three-quarter miles 
of the bed of Williams creek, have at 
present about one hundred men at work 
constructing a ditch, so that when com­
pleted this company will have about four­
teen miles of ditches with a capacity of 
2,000 inches of water. The ditch is nine 
feet wide at the top,four feet at the bottom 
and two and one-half deep, with a 
grade of 9.60 to the mile. The pipe line 
is cleared, surveyed and graded, and the 
laying of the pipe will commence shortly. 
The company have a good water supply, 
receiving water from Lightning, Ground 
Hog, Jack of Clubs and Williams creeks. 
The drain tunnel is in 2,700 feet and it is 
expected about 120 feet more will be 
driven be driven before it will strike the 
elevator shaft. The elevator shaft will be 
driven about 68 feet, at the foot of which 
bed-rock is expected to be struck. The 
shaft is sunk at an angle of 30 degrees 
for the water pipe to go down to connect 
with the elevator shaft. At the elevator 
shaft a doable compartment sluice is 
being constructed at a height of 20 feet 
above the present surface of the creek, 
and which will be 840 feet in length and 
will be finished in about a week. The 
double sluice will be used for the double 
line of pipe for the use of the two ele­
vators. The elevators will be set and 
everything will be in readiness for ac­
tive work next spring. At a point below 
Ballarat point the company’s ground is 
over a mile in width of the creek bed. 
The company have expended a large 
amount of money on this property, and 
it is confidently expected that the com­
pany will pretty nearly pull even on one 
season’s good work, and many of the old 
timers, who are well acquainted with the 
ground, say that it can be done. Mr. 
James Champion, a mining engineer of 
experience, has charge of the work, and 
is doing things very satisfactorily. _

Williams creek has produced millions, 
as has often been published, and more 
gold taken out than on any other creek 
in the world.—B. C. Mining Journal.

■FREIGHTS GO UP.

“A continuance of the favorable con­
ditions noted in oar last circular has re­
sulted in freights going up all round,” 
observe R. P. Rithet & Co. in their 
freight and shipping report for August. 
“The advance, however, has latterly 
been checked by free offerings of steam­
ers, and at the close tonnage ie neglect­
ed. Grain is very plentiful in the north, 
while ships are scarce, which accounts 
for the unusual difference in rates from 
Portland and Tacoma compared with 
San Francisco. The demand for lumber 
tonnage ie slackening off as usual in the 
autumn ; etill owners are firm in their 
views, and freights are little, if any, 
changed. In the salmon market the 
charter of the Lodore has been cancelled 
and the Iolanthe has been taken up ; 
otherwise the fleet is as previously re­
ported.”

SICKOver near Tateyama at a point which 
is rounded by all ships running into 
Yokohama from sea, lie the remaina of 
the Norwegian bark Alette, which left 
British Columbia with lumber in July 
last. This startling information, which 
came by cable yesterday, waa supple­
mented by the etill more distressing re­
port that ten out of a crew of fifteen had 
been drowned. Bat the meagre dispatch 
tells of nothing more, and leaves those 
who possibly have friends aboard in 
painful anxiety aa to the farther 
particulars of the disaster. Where 
the accident occurred ie marked on 
charts by many currents, and stands oat 
exposed to all the mischievous tides for 
which that coast is reputed. The Alette 
was in command of Capt. Lorentzen, and 
her crew were signed m Robt. Ward & 
Co.’e offices, Vancouver. The ship car­
ried a full load of lumber from the 
Hastings mill, and she was given de­
spatch on the third day of the month. 
The following day ehe had put in at 
Port Angeles, and then she continued on 
her long sea voyage, which ended so 
lamentably. That she had made a fairly 
rapid voyage seems evident, for the 
place where she came to grief was only a 
day’s run to port.

Built at Alblasserdam in 1879, the 
Ailette cannot be described as old. Being 
wooden, however, and having a regis­
tered tonnage of 1,306, she might by con­
sidered a heavier carrier than the ordi­
nary run of her stamp of vessel. Her 
owner is given in Lloyd ae Astiecelhabt.

At the late hour at which the cable­
gram was received the Colonist was un­
able to get the names of the crew from 
Vancouver.

Crowded school waa the cause of the 
special meeting of the trustee board held 
yesterday afternoon. It seems that the 
scheme of the redistribution of seats at

His trip was 
costing the Gazette many thousands of 
dollars, and he considered it only iair 
that that paper should get his news ex­
clusively. The doctor is going overland 
via the C.P.R., and will be leaving on 
the Charmer for Vancouver this morn­
ing. In Ludwig Rosenthal, a San Fran­
ciscan, who has been in the Orient, and 
who is now on his way home, was to be 
found his companion and interpreter. 
K. Stachlgren was another well-known 
personage aboard. Hie arrest on a 
charge of absconding while filling the 
office of Danish consul, his trial and 
subsequent exoneration, was published 
in the Hongkong Telegram a few months 
ago.

This raised some discussion as what 
would happen if the board showed a 
credit balance at the end of the year, 
and the concensus of opinion waa that, 
like the boy who was asked for the cure 
of his apple by a tooth-watered compan­
ion—“ there ain’t going to be no core-.”

The letter from A.B. McNeil was then 
read, showing that certain of the classes 
at North Ward school were greatly over­
crowded, and recommending the ap­
pointment of an additional teacher ; at 
present one class was composed of no less 
than 70 pupils.

It was proposed to appoint an addi­
tional teacher or a monitor, and Mr. 
Eaton explained that the overcrowding 
in some of the rooms had been increased 
by the re-arranging of the classes of the 
Spring Ridge school. The appointment 
oi a monitor on a merely nominal salary 
was thought to be the most economical 
way, provided a suitable teacher 
could be obtained. There was scarcely 
sufficient pressure to warrant the ex­
pense of a thoroughly trained teacher, 
and by supervision of tijp other mem hers 
of the staff a monitor would answer for 
the present.

On the suggestion that the pressure 
was only temporary, Trustee Bel)ea 
pointed out that the increase in the en­
rollment was uniformly greater each 
term, and for his part he was in favor’of 
appointing a competent teacher imme­
diately. “ We alt know what it means 
if.a temporary appointment is made," 
remarked that gentleman.

Trustee McMicking proposed that a 
pupil teacher take charge of the new 
class for the present and applications be 
called to fill the vacancy ; bnt as this 
was only postponing the matter, Trustee 
Belvea moved that an additional teacher 
be appointed forthwith at a salary not 
less than $50 per month. This found a 
seconder in Trustee Hall and was car­
ried.

While the secretary was referring to 
hie list of applicants, Trustee Belvea 
brought up the old old complaint of 
“ new books and none bnt Gage’s." He 
had had at least a score of complainte 
made to him as to the number and cost 
for text hooka. One man had come to 
him to-day, stating that his children 
had lately been moved from one school 
to another, but in the same grade, and 
the new teacher had insisted on buying 
new books. This was a perfect absurd­
ity and great waste. The trouble ie that 
the selection of the department was not 
restricted to one series.

Mr. Eaton stated that one of his first 
enquiries was as to whether the teachers 
of the same grade were using the same 
books, and he had found that they were 
uniform as far ae he could find out, It 
was very important to have uniformity.

Trustee Yates suggested that the 
superintendent make an examination 
into the matter and report. In reply to 
this Mr. Eaton said that he bad alreauy 
made arrangements fora teachers’ meet­
ing to take up this very subject, and in 
the course of "a few days he would be in 
a position to report fully on the matter.

After going over a lengthy list of 
names oi applicants for positions on the 
teaching staff in this city, it was thought 
advisable to postpone the matter of a 
selection for a week or two. “ The board 
has no more important duty than the 
appointment of teachers," remarked 
Trustee Belyea, “ and there is no need 
to hurry the matter for a week, and in 
the meantime the crowded classes can 
be arranged for that short interval.”

Superintendent Eaton had anticipated 
the change, and all arrangements as to 
seating were complete for any change 
the board might make, and no time 
would be lost, as a new teacher could 
take the classes in hand on a day’s no­
tice.

PROVINCIAL POLICE COURT. WHISKY.The Strouss Case Again Up for Trial.

In the provincial police court yester­
day, the case of Maurice Strouss, charg- 
ed’with illegally attempting to export 
deer-skins, came up before Magistrate 
Macrae, having been remitted for retrial 
by Mr. Justice Walkem on an appeal by 
the crown.

Mr. Geo. E. Powell appeared to prose­
cute, and the defence was conducted by 
Mr. F. B. Gregory. As a preliminary, 
Mr. Gregory admitted that the ekins 
produced in court were a portion of 
those seized by the provincial authorities 
and which the defendant had attempted 
to export, and also that they were a fair 
sample of the lot.

The first witness, William Lindsay, 
taxidermist, of Pandora street, testified 
to having overhauled the skins, which 
were all in a raw condition. Frederick 
Norris, tanner, of Gorge road, corrobor­
ated the evidence of the last witness in 
regard to the condition of the skins. 
Being pressed by counsel for the defence 
witness said that some preparation 
might have been used on the skins to 
protect them from being eaten by in­
sects, hnt this would not preserve them.

Mr. Powell, announcing that thie evi­
dence completed the case on behalf of 
the crown, Mr. Gregory applied for an 
adjournment, which was granted, until 
Wednesdav, at 2:30 p.m.

ter from that city dated as late as August

hind her.”

“ You can say that I consider the
At the next meeting of the Victoria 

Board of Aldermen, William Miles, the 
Alberni prospector who less than a week 
ago staked out a free gold claim in the 
very heart of the business section of this 
city, will formally apply for permission 
to develop his property according to the 
miner’s definition of the term. That he 
will be successful in his application is 
very doubtful, for the same considera­
tions that have thus far stood in the way 
of record being granted for the claim, 
again will intervene to his discomfiture.

The gold is there unquestionably, but 
whether it would be either profitable or 
expedient to tear out the heart of the 
city in order to recover it is another 
question. Mr. Charles Hayward, who 
pointed the now famous ledge ont to 
Miles, does not think so. If he had, he 
would have located the claim himself 
and undertaken its prosecution. Here 
is what he says of the matter as it at 
present stands :

“ In regard to the mineral claims 
lately staked on Government street in 
this city, I hardly think that the neces­
sary permission will be obtained to pro­
ceed with its development. Nor, if the 
power be obtained, do I think it will 
prove remunerative, as the paystreak 
does not appear to be present in suffic­
ient body.

“ I saw the gold in the rock originally 
ae I was walking over it, and having my 
glass in my pocket I at once examined 
the stone carefully, the free gold bsing 
plainly visible. The ledge is, too, a 
well defined and properly placed one, for 
it has been traced to the water’s edge, on 
Wharf street, a distance of two hundred 
feet or more from the discovery post.

“I saw specimens to-day from the 
waterside, well mineralized but not of 
equal value with the samples from the 
location point, and not sufficiently good 
to justify the expensive operations that 
would be necessary to development.”

The difficulties which stand in the 
way of making the Douglas mine a pro­
ducer are all incidental to its extremely 
central situation, 
staked and located by Mr. Miles, but 
before he can go further the permission 
of the city must be obtained, and bonds 

deposited with the gold 
sioner, satisfactory to him and in 
extent equal to the value of the con­
tiguous property which might be affected 
by the prosecution of mining operations,

This is no insignificant sum, for the 
buildings under which the ledge passes 
include the new $260,000' post office and 
customs house, besides private property 
of probably half that value.

\This letter is from James Barlow, a 
former employe of Elford & Smith of 
this city, who left Victoria for the North 
on the 28th of May last. Exactly one 
month later he had reached Dawson, go­
ing in by the Stickeen river and Teelin 
lake, and then rafting down the river.

Two days afterwards he was at work 
at $15 a day. It is only- about a week 
since Mrs. Barlow heard from him with 
an enclosure of “ a week’s wages ”— 
$105—and now he writes at greater length 
of the progress of affairs.

“I have made over $600,” he says, 
“ and haven’t seen the mines yet, as I 
have never once gone out of town. Iam 
under cover all the time and have a 
first-class job, or * yob,’ as my Swede 
friend would have it. When the next 
com pany boat comes up the foreman is 

. going out, and I am then to have charge 
of the work, and won’t have to lift a 
hand mÿself. Won’t that be a snap?

“ There are a great many people com­
ing in at present, mostly from Seattle— 
too many, indeed, for they 
overdo the thing. I think Seattle must 
be going crazy. . . . Tell Harry it is 
much too early to look for gold, so I am 
going to stay with my job and then go 
mining after that. . . .

“ Dawson is as yet a city of tents, but 
they are fast turning them into log 
cabins. The company I am working for 
has three warehouses 80x100, two stores 
30x8 and two stories high—and the 
Alaska company has about the same. 
They were run out of almost everything 
this week, and many in here will have to 
get out as they came—without supplies. 
There are now about 3,000 people 
here, and more than 1,000 more 
they say on the way. I am pleased 
to think that I came when I did, and 
Wish I had been here sooner. There is 
a boat in to-day with 450 tons, mostly 
grub, and another is following close be­
hind her. Fresh meat is 76 cents a 
pound at present, and moose meat at 
that. Eight head of cattle have come 
down the river, but they will have to be 
fattened before they are butchered.”

Another chapter in the history of the 
adventures of those who booked their 

, passage on the Bristol 
nearly a month ago, has now to be writ­
ten, And this chapter, which it is 
koped is the concluding one, is not the 
least pleasing of the whole.

A little over two weeks ago when the 
Bristol started on her trip to St. Mi­
chael’s, the murmurings of discontent 
which, like the forewarnings of a storm 
vet to come, had been rife in the city had 
attracted more than ordinary attention 
to the enterprise upon which she had 
embarked. When, a day or two later, 
news of the Eugene’s flagrant disregard 
of the British custom laws was made 
known, interest grew, and after her es­
capade at Union she was the main subject 
of conversation in the city.

A week ago tbe Bristol returned to 
port, and the Eugene made her escape. 
Since then the affairs of the passengers, 
the Bristol charterers, and the Eugene 
owners, have b; 3n public property. 
Meeting after meeting has been held ; 
compromises have been suggested ; liti­
gation threatened, and general discon­
tent apparent. Men have been ob­
served every day standing on the street 
corners demonstrating, sometimes in 
language more forcible than polite, the 
injustice which has teen done them. 
And it wâs expected that the law suit 
which was to come up to-day would haye 
resulted in the airing of the whole affair. 
Bat better counsels prevailed.

Alter many consultations, and much 
good work on the part of the counsel re­
tained in the different interests, a basis 
oi settlement was arrived at yesterday 
which would seem to have ended the un­
fortunate embroglio. At a meeting in 
the Y.M.C.A. rooms yesterday after­
noon, at which a large majority of the 
Bristol-Eugene passengers were present, 
it was decided to accept the offer of 
Messrs. F. C. Davidge & Co. to contri­
bute $2,000, and of the Portland and 
Alaska Transportation Company to con­
tribute a similar sum and free transpor­
tation from Wrangel to Glenora, with­
out prejudice to any claim for further 
recompense 
have. This means that the ninety- 
three passengers who 
each ior their fare from 
Dawson City accept $44.65 each, and, 
conveyance from Wrangel to Glenore 
(the head of navigation on the Stickc m 
river) in lieu of the passage they had 
contracted for.

Twenty-five or thirty of them left last 
night on the City of Seattle, and after 
paying $13.00 fare from Victoria they 
will land at this end oi their long tramp 
to Teslin lake with,$31.00, 
haps they will be totter oil 
that comparatively small amount of 
cash than they would have been at Daw­
son City without any money at all.

Yet the market for farm produce 
is large and steadily growing, and 
though we can raise at home most of 
the things we need, we continue to send 
abroad hundreds of thousands of dollars 
for them every year. It would be a 
good plan to make a beginning by an 
effort to supply from home sources the 
demand for lambs and mutton. Pos­
sibly the domestic breeds of sheep need 
improving. It is quite likely that they 
do, for it is necessary to have frequent 
importations of new blood to keep sheep 
up to a high standard. We venture the 
suggestion that if the legislature would 
appropriate a few thousand dollars to be 
invested in an importation of good 
and ewes of approved breeds, they would 
sell quickly at auction at prices that 
would nearly, if not quite, recoup the 
outlay. Even if they did not, the ad­
vantage to the farming community 
to have improved breeds of sheep 
would more than compensate for the 
outlay. This is a subject which should 
engage the attention of the Farmers’ In­
stitutes, when organized, as we hope 
they soon will be in considerable 
bers. Improvement in stock should be 
one of the objects of these co-operative 
organizations. It costs no more to raise 
a good animal than it does to raise 
poor one. With the fine home market 
for sheep and lambs there is every in­
centive to our farmers to take this mat­
ter in hand.

THE SITUATION AT DAWSON.

There is considerable anxiety here and 
elsewhere over the situation at Dawson, 
and if the reports that have come down 
are only half true, there is good ground 
for it. We have not felt called upon to 
make any appeal to the public in regard 
to it. The matter at present seems rather 
to be one for commercial enterprise to 
grapple with. If it is beyond ordinary 
commercial remedy, then the duty of the 
Dominion government to take prompt 
action to provide relief is very clear. In 
view of the fact that there is a Mounted 
Police force on the ground, and that the 
Inspector is as closely in touch with the 
situation as any one can be and has no 
reason to misstate it one way or the 
other, we think the government may 
very properly wait until advised officially 
as to the likelihood of distress before 

, taking action. It may be well to men­
tion that the matter is not one with 
which the provincial government has 
anything to do.

In the event of an official report from 
the Mounted Police that relief is neces­
sary being received, or, in the absence of 
such a report, of the existence of equally 
unimpeachable testimony, the govern­
ment would encounter no insur­
mountable obstacle in getting in 
provisions if there is not too 
much delay.

We quote the following from the edi­
torial columns of the News-Advertiser of 
September 12:

Look at the action of the government 
during the last two sessions. On many 
things they had no policy. On the few 
things on which they did strike a definite 
line, the result has either been a 
negative one or one of disaster to the in­
terests of the province. It is only neces­
sary to refer to the so-called “ Railway 
Policy ” of last session as a striking 
illustration of a policy without results. 
At the same time, had that jxilicy have 
brought forth anything it would have 
been little less than disaster—a heavy 
load upon the people ; the enrichment of 
a few speculators and some half-com­
pleted railways, which would have made 
still heavier demands on the provincial 
taxpayers before they would have been 
of the least utility.

If this were anything but words, if 
there were the slightest foundation in 
fact for it, if during the time when the 
railway policy was before the house, 
either the News-Advertiser or Mr. Cot­
ton had taken such an attitude against 
it as is above indicated, it would be a 
very formidable indictment ; but when 
it is examined ip the light which the 
history of last session and subsequent 
events cast upon it, the result shows 
that the Vancouver paper’s brave show 
of words is mere “ Sound and fury, signi­
fying nothing.” There is not the least 
necessity for anyone to apologise for the 
railway policy of the government, which 
was bold and comprehensive, and is 
destined to be crowned with success.

In considering British Columbia in 
connection with needed railway develop­
ment, the province is naturally divided 
into three sections, not including Van­
couver Isfand. There is the northern 
section, which may for convenience be 
called Cassiar; there is the central sec­
tion, which may for convenience be 
called Cariboo ; and there is the south­
ern section, which may in the same way 
be designated Kootenay. In all these sec­
tions there is a prospect of great mineral 
development, and to aid in this develop­
ment-railways are necessary. The gov­
ernment policy as outlined in the legis­
lation of last session is as follows :

For the Cassiar section : In aid of a 
railway from Taku Inlet to Lake Teslin 
6,200 acres per mile; in aid of railway 
from GlenOra to Teslin Lake, 5,200 per 
mile ; in aid of a railway from Telegraph 
Creek to Dease Lake, a 35-year lease of 
10,400 per mile.

For the Cariboo section : In aid of a 
railway from Bute Inlet to Queenelle, 
44,000 a mile.

For the Kootenay section : In aid of a 
railway from the Coast, with a Victoria 
connection, to Boundary Creek, $4,000 a 
mile, this subsidy being divided into 
three parts, each part applying to a sec­
tion of the route, this arrangement hav­
ing been made so that the government 
might arrange with one company to 
build the whole line or with any com­
pany to build any portion of it.

We think it will be conceded that this 
policy is sufficiently comprehensive and 
that if it meets with success will prove 
of vast benefit to the province. The 
News-Advertiser says it is “a policy 
without results.” This policy became 
the law of tBe land less than four months 
ago, not a very long time, we suggest, to 
wait for a policy to bring forth its fruits. 
But it has not been without results. 
Surveying parties are, or have been, in 
the field on the three Cassiar lines, and 
there is no room for doubt that before 
the close of next season all three lines 
will be built. A very favorable report 
has been received as to the Taku-Teslin 
route, and the announcement is made 
that the line will be built at once. The 
question as to the Glenora-Teslin line is 
not as to its being built, but as to who 
will have the privilege of building it. 
The Cassiar Central project has, accord­
ing to the latest advices from London, 
passed out of the prospective stage and 
become an assured fact.

We are not in a position to speak of 
the present status of the Coast-Cariboo 
project. When Mr. R. P. Rithet left the 
city for San Francisco a month or six 
weeks ago, he was confident that be 
would be in a position to begin work on 
the line within the time limited by the 
subsidy act. The project is one calling 
for a very large sum of money, and time 
is necessary to finance a project involving 
millions.

The Coast-Kootenay project hangs 
fire, but why? The government gave all 
that the promoters of the through line 
asked for, gave what they said would be 
ample to enable them to finance the pro­
ject, gave every dollar that Dr. Milne’s 
company or Mr. Heinze’s company 
thought they ought to give, and as much 
as anyone ever suggested that the pro­
vince should give in aid of such a rail­
way. Indeed it is a fact known to every­
one that if it had not been for the un­
seemly wrangle at Ottawa in regard 
to the Dominion ’ subsidy the line would 
now be under construction. TUd pro­
vincial cash subsidies were predicated 
upon the assumption that the Dominion 
would supplement them, and the failure
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The News-Advertiser wants the 

vincial opposition to get together. As it 
accepted the issue prescribed by the 
Columbian, the redistribution of 1890, 
so now it accepts the watchword sugges­
ted by the Times, “ A united opposi­
tion.” In this sign, it says : “ We shall 
assuredly conquer.” Our Vancouver 
morning contemporary discovers 
reasons to believe that success is ready 
to perch upon the opposition banner, 
one of them being the result at the by- 
election in Chilliwack. As we recall the 
Chilliwack campaign, we do not remem­
ber that the News-Advertiser contribu­
ted particularly to the result there, 
unless the fact that it never said so much 
as a word against the government candi­
date or in favor of the opposition candi­
date during that campaign may be 
regarded as such. One might have 
inferred from the attitude of the 
News-Advertiser on that occasion that it 
would not like to see the government de­
feated, for it did not so much as say a 
word to contribute to such a defeat.

He 
spoke on the second reading of the gen­
eral subsidy bill and the Cassiar-Central 
bill, he took part in the debates on these 
measures in committee, but we have 
searched in vain through the reports of 
his own speeches in bis own paper for a 
single suggestion that disaster would 
follow the government railway policy, 
if it proved successful.

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It is bad enough to have to correct the 
misstatements and forgeries of open ad­
versaries ; but it is infinitely worse to 
have to reply to those of professed friends. 
On Monday night the World referred to 
an article in Sunday’s Colonist, headed 
“A Farce in Politics.” That article 
spoke of a letter •from Hon. D. W. Hig­
gins. The World says “A search for the 
document did not succeed in finding It.” 
How very thorough the search must 
have been will be obvious when we state 
that the letter was in the first column 
of the 7th page of the same paper. 
Little nasty slurs of the kind quoted 
show better than anything else the char­
acter of the paper making them. Hav­
ing made this break, the World proceeds 
to correct certain “mistakes ” which it 
alleges the Colonist has made. The only 
difference between anything that the 
Colonist said and anything that the 
World says in its statement of facts is 
that the Colonist said that Hon. Mr. 
Turner is the only member of the pre­
sent cabinet who was in the cabinet of 
1890. The World says the Hon. Mr. 
Pooley was also in ttie cabinet. We see 
by the Parliamentary Companion that 
the World is right. The World in its 
statement of facts says some things that 
the Colonist did not say, but i# point of 
fact the Colonist has never attempted 
to state the facts regarding redistribu­
tion. So far as the World has set us 
right about Mr. Pooley we are obliged to

now told in regard to the government’s 
railway policy, surely the time to have 
said them was before that policy became 
law ; surely the time to have spoken was 
when it was possible to avert the disas­
ter.

LyThe New York Times grows very sar­
castic over the climate of Canada, and 
says, that while the President of the 
Medical Associatiofi, in a late address, 
“ made a fine showing with his parallels 
of latitude, it was noticeable that he bad 
nothing to say about isothermal lines.” 
Then the New York paper goes on to 
talk about raising bananas in Labrador. 
If the President of the Medical Associa­
tion did not speak of isothermal lined, it 
was not because he need have feared to 
do so. It is true that we do not grow 
bananas in Labrador, but it is also true 
that they are not grown in New York. 
It is likewise true that while New York 
harbor, in latitude 41° N., is frequently 
blocked with ice, the harbor oi 
Port Eseington, in British Columbia, 
fourteen degrees further north, and none 
of those to the south of it, ever are. It 
is true that Colorado is a long way south 
of Peace river, but there is less snow in 
the latter locality than in the former. 
It grows pretty cold in Klondyke, but in 
Aroostook, Maine, “ the garden of New 
England,” 40deg. below zero is not un­
common, and 60deg. below has been re­
corded more than once. Isothermal lines 
tell a flattering story for Canada when 
they demonstrate that wheat can 
be successfully grown 1,200 miles 
northwest of St. Paul, Minne­
sota. People have frozen to death 
in the streets of New York, and a great 
statesman died from exposure to a bliz­
zard in Union Square in that city. We 
have nothing worse than this to record 
of Fort Good Hope on the Arctic Circle. 
Erie canal is not clear of ice much sooner 
than is the Mackenzie river, though the 
latter flows into the Arctic ocean. With

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THE HOME MARKET FOR SHEEP. Ü
üThe monthly consumption of sheep in 

Victoria alone amounts to almost 3,000. 
From this it may be inferred that the 
total consumption in British Columbia 
is between 10,000 and 12,000 a month at 
least, or 120,000 to 144.000 a year. By 
far the greater number of these sheep 
are imported, principally from Oregon. 
We invite the farmers of the province to 
give this matter their attention. It is 
certainly important. It means that if 
they were able to supply the home mar­
ket with its lamb and mutton they 
would have the $300,000 or so that goes 
out to the farmers of Oregon every year. 
That is to eay, if the farmers of this 
province would put themselves in a posi­
tion to supply this one demand, they 
would have a thousand dollars a day 
more to divide among them than they 
hive now. It must not be forgotten 
that the market is a growing one in the 
province, and the Yukon country will 
take many thousands of sheep every 
year.

The experience of farmers in New 
Brunswick, where sheep have to be fed 
at the barns for five or six months every 
year, is that it pays to raise them. On 
the islands and many parts of the main­
land of this province it would not be 
necessary to keep sheep np at any time 
daring the year, and if they pay in New 
Brunswick they ought to pay better here. 
The suggestion is not that any one should 
go extensively into the business, but 
that more farmers should keepsomesheep, 
and those who keep them now should in­
crease their flocks.

It is quite time that greater attention 
was paid to farming in this province than 
bas been the case daring the last few 
years. The public mind has been so ex­

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) IThe Denver Ledge has arrived at the 
conclusion that the government will in­
troduce a redistribution bill at the close 
of the present session, and probably be 
beaten on it.

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CHILDREN OF ASIA. ;shave fifty cents, and everything else in 
proportion. The Police Reserve has 
been located, forty acres, and they have 
one log storehouse up. Everything is 
paid for in dust, and there is very little 
money to be seen. In the midst of all 
this swarming refuse, roots, bushes, etc., 
there is a sweating, swearing mob of 
reeking humanity, mostly ganpblers, 
whisky men and adventurers, with an 
occasional honest miner, the usual 
sprinkling of women, Indians, and the 
ever present dog.

On the 22nd August the men returned 
from the Henderson creek and reported 
that the discovery was a fake, instigated 
by some man who had several cords of 
cord wood for sale, and by starting this 
stampede the steamer Alice, belonging 
to the A. Co., was sent up there, 
charging $25 a head for passengers, tak­
ing up about 200 men. The gentleman 
sold his wood. These stampedes occur 
every few days and it is not an uncom­
mon thing to see a man starting out with 
a hundred pounds of flour on his back 
trying to reach some imaginary diggings.

There is no night in this country. I 
have seen the sun go down at 20 minutes 
to 12 at “ night ” and rise again shortly 
afterwards. I decided to build a cabin 
here and started the men to get out the 
logs. The month of June was absolute­
ly tropical, ihe thermometer often regis­
tering 95 in the s hade, and there was 
not a drop ot rain. On the 10th of July 
I finished the cabin, the total cost of 
which, except for labor and the boat, 
which I broke up and used for flooring, 
being $5, and I sold the cabin when I 
left for $500.

On the 7th of July a tremendous thun­
derstorm broke up the summer. On 
the 9th some miners brought a dead 
man in a boat and moored the boat td 
the bank below my camp. The man 
had been killed by a tree, which was 
blown down on El Dorado creek, and as 
they would not allow the body to remain 
in the town they brought it down to 
keep the body until the brother of the 
dead man arrived to bury it. He was 
not a cheerful neighbor, but the only one 
I had, and though not argumentative 
his presence could be felt. Typhoid fever 
appeared in Dawson City, two men be­
ing buried on the same day as this dead 
man was brought down, July 9.

“ The Excelsior sailed at 11 p.m. Aug­
ust 26th. On the morning of the 27th, 
at 7 a.ra., we struck on mad flats 60 or 
70 miles from shore, and grounded in ten 
feet of water. In backing up we struck 
a sunken log and broke three blades of 
the propeller. Trying to kedge her off 
proved unsuccessful. The passengers 
turned to and shifted sixty tons of coal 
forward, which lightened the stern so 
that she floated off at midnight. Found 
that we could "only make at the most, 
with sail and steams, seven miles 
an hour with oar broken propeller.
We made Ounalaska at last on September 
1st, feeling very glad to have come safely 
through what many ships would have 
succumbed to, and on the 2nd the cap­

tain tried to beach the ship in order to 
take off the broken propeller, and sub­
stitute a spare one we had on board, but, 
owing to the shelving nature of the 
beach, the attempt proved unsuccessful. 
On the 3rd of September we went round 
to Dutch Harbor, where there is a better 
beach. Beached the ship, and on the 
4th the old propeller was taken off by 
the chief engineer successfully, and on 
the 6th the spare one was put on, this 
being considered quite an accom­
plishment under the circumstances. 
On the 6th 
the steamer 
Seattle. She was a brand new ship, 
which had keen chartered by the mayor 
of Seattle to take up 200 passengers to 
the diggings at $300 a head. Very few 
passengers came down on her. I left 
the Excelsior and joined the Humboldt, 
as I wanted to get to Seattle. The Ex­
celsior sailed at 2 p.m., and the Hum­
boldt at 4 p.m. After a very fine pas­
sage I arrived at Seattle on the 13th at 
6 a.m., and had the pleasure of contra­
dicting the report of the total loss of 
the Eliza Anderson with a hundred of 
her passengers, which I read in the 
morning papers. On the Humboldt we 
had two passengers of the Eliza Ander­
son, Captain Whiteside and his wife, of 
the shipwrecked whaler, the Nevarch, 
and two passengers who went np on the 
Humboldt, but were dissatisfied with 
the arrangements of Mayor Wood and 
decided to return.

If the reports of the number of people 
who are going into the Klondyke region 
are true, there will undoubtedly be a 
scarcity of provisions. The river steam­
ers belonging to the companies have only 
a limited capacity, and I am afraid there 
will be much suffering if nothing 
before the spring opens. There is no 
doubt about the truth of the reports as 
to the richness of El Dorado and Bo­
nanza creeks. When I left, Dominion 
creek, which had all been staked out, 
was attracting a good deal of atten­
tion, and was supposed to be very rich. 
Miners there who have had much ex­
perience of the country, say that there 
is no reason to doubt that the tributaries 
on the other side of the divide, as the 
Bald mountains are called, will prove, 
when prospected, as rich as those already 

In fact no conception of the 
wealth of the country can be gained from 
the cursory work done. But as I have 
said the difficulties and discomforts are 
something indescribable.

After spending upwards of four 
months among the native tribes of 
Northern British Columbia, Dr. Franz 
Boaz and Dr. Farrand—the experts of 
the British Association and the Ameri­
can Museum of Natural History—are 
more than ever convinced that all the 
red men of the American Pacific coast

Mr. J. H. E. Secretan, who arrived 
on Monday from Dawson City, via St. 
Michael’s, on the steamer Humboldt, 
has furnished the following extracts from 
a copions diary kept by him during his 
trip through the Yukon country, which 
will be as interesting as they are per­
fectly reliable. Mr. Secretan has under­
gone all the hardships associated even 
with a trip undertaken at a favorable 
season of the year, with an ample supply 
of everything needful, and comprised of 
men inured to work of the nature re­
quired from those who set out lor the 
diggings in the Klondyke re lion.

Of Dawson City, that Mecca of the 
thousands of pilgrims who are now striv­
ing to make their painful way through 
the passes, Mr. Secretan has also some­
thing to say—but let the diary speak for

“ Leaving Ottawa on the 6th of April 
I arrived in Victoria on the 14th, and on 
the 15th sent a party of four men up on 
the Topeka for Juneau. The boat was 
crowded with Mounted Police, and I 
stayed behind to order some canoes, and 
sailed on the Mexico on the 25th. Left 
Jnneau on the 30th on the small steamer 
Alert, and arrived at Dyea on May 1st. 
Dyea is a very hard place at which to 
make a landing; there is a big tide 
which uncovers about two miles of Band 
flats. Next day I found my men were 
only six miles up the Dyea river. I had 
ordered from Juneau about 5,000 pounds 
of provisions, calculated to last about 
four months, which they were busy 
transporting towards the summit. The

All these sources of information taken 
together lead but to the one statement 
of fact—confirm but the one theory as to 
the origin of all the Coast races. They 
are, so far as scientists can determine, 
children tf tie Orient.

The work done in the British Colum­
bia interior this summer has been a con­
tinuation of the scientific explorations of 
the British Association subsequent to 
1887, while that along the Coast has 
been prosecuted for the American 
Museum of Natural History of New 
York, at the expense of Morris K. Jes­
sup, the president of that important in­
stitution. The present season will not 
suffice to complete the work, and next 
year the history of the Indians from the 
Columbia river to Behring straits, and 
on the Asiatic side to lower Siberia, will 
receive consideration.

Much new and interesting information 
in regard to the native tribes of this pro­
vince has been obtained as a result of 
this year’s work in the field by Dr. Boaz 
and his associates. These included Dr. 
Farrand, Mr. Harlin I. Smith and Mr. 
James Tait, of Spence’s Bridge. All are 
enthusiasts in research and deep stu- 

1 dents of the characteristics of native 
races. Dr. Farrand and Dr. Boaz have 
just returned to Victoria, and announce 
themselves well satisfied with their sea­
son’s operations, ample testimony that 
they have accomplished ‘much.

There is no distinctive tribe, modern 
or extinct, within the boundaries of this 
irovince that has escaped attention, the 
nvestigations of the savants having ex- 

on tended over both Mainland and islands. 
Their work, from beginning to end, has 
been in connection with the grand and 
comprehensive scheme of the British 
Association and the American Museum, 
for the classification of the native races 
of the West, in connection with which 
Professor Boaz has been earnestly en­
gaged during ten years past.

Reaching Victoria in May last, the 
>arty of three went first to Spence’s 
3ridge, where rare fossil treasures are 
found in abundance, and where the 
resident tribes as well as the Kamloops 
Indians received thoughtful considera­
tion. Mr. Smith detached himself from 
the party at Kamloops to pursue hie 
archaeological work, and also secured an 
interesting condensation of the history 
of the primal tribes of the interior.

Doctors Boaz and Farrand with Mr. 
Tait and an Indian guide in the mean­
while crossed the mountains to the 
Fraser river, giving scientific attention 
to all the Indian inhabitants en route. 
The information which they sought and 
obtained deals chiefly with the physical 
and historical characteristics of the vari­
ous tribes, their customs and their rela­
tionships.

On the 9th of May I found the ice still 
in Lake Linderman, and had to camp 
there until the 28th of May, experienc­
ing very bad weather the whole time, 
rain, snow and gales of wind. Moved 
on to the foot of the lake on 28th May 
by boat and canoe, and put in order for 
lumber at Lake Bennet which I did not 
get until June 2nd. The ice went out of 
Lake Linderman on June 1st. I built 
my boat in three days and a half. She 
was built of 2-inch plank right through, 
26 feet long, 7% foot beam and three feet 

-deep, with gn estimated capacity of 5,000 
pounds and six men. She carried a 
square sail, 14 feet by 16 feet. I sailed 
on Sunday night, the 6th, from Lake 
Bennet, and arrived at the White Horse 
canyon on the 10th, which is considered 
the first obstacle of any moment. Look­
ed over the situation there and decided 
to run everything loaded. On the 11th ran 
the canyon, and the rapids and the 
White Horse. The canyon is 3,300 feet 
long and very swift water, but I don’t 
consider it dangerous. There is then a 
mile and a half swift water and plenty 
of rocks, which at some stages are hard 
to avoid. It is then rapid water for 
2,000 feet to the White Horse proper, 
which is a dangerous chute about 60 
feet wide for 150 feet. Before running 
through this chute I tried a log through 
it; it went through the centre, but im­
mediately disappeared, showing the ex­
istence of subterranean passages, which 
are no doubt dangerous for boats. Made 
the head of Lake Le Barge on the 12th, 
and had the usual difficulty in finding a 
deep channel approaching the lake.

miles. I made this place safely at eleven 
o’clock that night. I then sailed and 
drifted day and night and experienced 
no difficulty. Ran Five Finger rapids 
on the 15th at eleven o’clock at night, 
and the Rink rapids, six miles below, 
shortly afterwards. I estimated the cur­
rent of the river at 5.76 miles from here. 
Made Fort Selkirk, the junction of the 
Lewis and Felly rivers, on the morning 
of the 16th, and the mouth of Stewart 
river on the morning of the 17tl). I in­
tended to send a prospecting party up 
this river, but examined the current and 
found it 
concluded 
impossible
there. After leaving the Stewart river 

At 11:30 this we met a party of five men in a boat on 
the Yukon, poling np. They told us of 
a rich strike on Henderson creek and 
wanted us to go with them, but we 
drifted down sixty miles, where we came 
across a small store. Here I made in­
quiries about the Henderson creek 
strike and was informed that a man 
named Henderson had discovered gold 
on a creek three miles below the mouth 
of the Stewart river. Sixty-five claims 
had been staked out, so I concluded to 
send two men together in a canoe to 
find out the truth. Proceeded the next 
day with the other two men and arrived 
at Dawson City on the 18tb, camping 
about half amile below the town feeling 
a little tired, not having had my clothes 
off for 120 hours.

Here we found two steamers,
Ellis and Forties B. Weare. Slept 
six inch moss overlaying perpetual ice 
of unknown thickness. Dawson City 
at this time (August 18), consisted of 
several hundred tents straggling along 
about a mile and a half in the mud, and 
at the lower end the steamboats land.

Paris, Sept. 11.—The shrinkage of 
births in France, which for some years 
past has been repeatedly brought to the 
public notice, is now attracting serions 
attention with a society styled the Al­
liance Nationale, which has taken the 
question in hand and has induced thirty- 
eight departmental assemblies to adopt 
a resolution demanding that the govern­
ment pass a law reducing taxation in 
proportion to the number of children in 
the ratepayer’s family, and that this 
principal be applied to all financial laws.

EBASTÜS WIMAN
Lectures on Prohibition and Reciprocity.

New York, Sept. -13.—About nine 
hundred persons went to Prohibition 
park, Straten Island, yesterday, to hear 
an address by Erastns Wiman on the 
“ Average condition of the workingman 
and how to amend it.” He said that 
dollar wheat and the present prosperity 
were of but temporary benefit, and that 
they could not last because they were 
based upon the misfortunes of other 
nations. He said that the principle 
of protection would in the end 
bring about a great mass of 
unemployed and result in national 
disaster. He advocated reciprocity, 
which he asserted was first given life 
by him. He would break down all 
tariff barriers with Canada and all Am­
erican countries. He would have free 
ports, one on the Atlantic coast, another 
on the Gulf, and a third on the Pacific 
coast. Germany, he said, had demon­
strated that such jxirts would be a suc­
cess. Another remedy he advocated 
was the abolition of the liquor traffic. 
He said it was supported mainly by the 
workingman, at a cost of nearly one 
hundred millions each year, and by 
doing away with it avast sum could be 
saved.

The Klondyke regulations, as we un­

derstand them, recognize only the indi­
vidual miner, and his operations must 
be confined to certain limits. If the bus­
iness is to be undertaken on a large scale 
it ought to be undertaken by the govern­
ment itself, not by a company. The 
government could obtain virtually un­
limited capital for such a purpose at à 
lower rate of interest than most private 
concerns, and we can see nothing that a 
private company can do and a govern­
ment cannot do in the way of develop­
ment.—Toronto Globe.

NEEDS A MINT.
The need of a mint is greatly apparent 

in Canada. There are to-day somewhere 
over six millions of people in. the Dom­
inion, and also some of the richest gold 
and silver mines in the world ; yet all 
metals mined in this country must be 

l to England to be coined. It 
n 15 years since Canada has had 

any gold coined, but she has had $3,705,- 
640 worth of copper and silver coined in 
England, paving her $798,100 for so do­
ing. There is no question but Canada 
has the right to establish a mint, and 
such should be done. Should a mint be 
established in the Dominion, British 
Columbia would be the proper location 
for such an enterprise, and in that case 
it would be in the heart of the mineral 
belt, and in the immediate vicinity of 
mines and smelters. The profits would 
soon pay for the plant, and Canada’s 
good money would remain at home.— 
Slocan City News.

cattle ranching in alberta.
Taking one thing with another, we 

have no hesitation in repeating what 
we have often maintained, namely, that 
there are few trades or occupations in 
the world to-day that offer a safer, 
healthier and more profitable means of 
livlihood than cattle ranching in Alberta 
—not even excepting digging for gold on 
the Klondyke.—Calgary Herald.

THE BRITISH VOLUNTEERS.
According to the annual return of the 

Volunteer Corps of Great Britain, re­
cently issued for 1896, there were 236,- 
059 enrolled volunteers. The number 
present at inspection, which may be 
taken to represent the lowest fighting 
strength of the force, was 204,229. These 
men are largely the pick of English 
youth, healthy, athletic and plucky, 
who with a month or two’s hard drill in 
camp in case of actual war would make 
soldiers equal to the best elsewhere in 
the world.

This splendid volunteer force is back­
ed up by over 200,000 men of the army 
reserve and the militia (which in Britain 
is a separate force from the volunteers). 
There are also some 10,000 yeomanry, an 
effective body of fighting men. So that 
the invading army which might succeed 
in landing in England would meet, in 
addition to the regular army in garrison 
there, usually about 100,000 strong, a 
force of over 400,000 volunteer soldiers— 
altogether, half a million fighting men. 
Von Moltke once remarked that he 
could see little difficulty about getting a 
foreign army into England—the diffi­
culty would be in getting it out again. 
The condition of the volunteer force of 
the United Kingdom illustrates the re­
mark of the great German strategist.— 
Ottawa Journal.

In the Post-Intelligencer of Sunday 
we find the following: “ On August 28, 
a party of 219 miners from Sydney, New 
Booth Wales, arrived on the steamer 
Aorangi at San Francisco, for Alaska. 
They came to Seattle ' and bought their 
outfits and went north on the Al-Ki and 
Queen.” As the Aorangi did not go to 
San Francisco, but brought all her pas­
sengers direct to Victoria and Vancou­
ver, it "will be seen that the Seattle 
piper’s story is made up out of whole 
cloth. Such barefaced falsehoods can 
hardly deceive any number of people for 
any great length of time, and when they 
are exposed they must he serious injury 
to the credit of the city, in whose behalf 
they are circu&ted.
