A 
number ot conviçte and volunteers went out 
of Melilla on a hunt for Riffians and 
succeeded in shooting and killing five of 
them.

The Local Board of Health yesterday decided 
not to baud over the Isolation Hospital to the 
charge of the General Hospital management.

One of the conditions of acceptance by the 
General Hospital Board was that no visiting 
physicians should be permitted in the hospital 

Among ths medical men present yesterday 
Drs. J. S. King, Robinson, Ferguson, 

Thompson, McCullough, Cntbbertson, Qullen, 
Todd, Smith.

Dr. King said the General Hospital Is a medical 
monopoly. Tbe moment a patient is moved 
the hospital tbe family physician loses control of 
the sick person. He was positive the citizens at 
large would prefer to see the Isolation Hospital 
remain under the control of the Medical Health 
Officer and the Local Board of Health.

Dr. Thompson said there must be a co-opera­
tion between the citizens and the authorities of 
the Isolation Hospital. He maintained that the 
physician that was first called 
patient should continue to attend to the case 
and not be debarred, as would be the case If the 
Isolation became a branch of the General.

Mr. D. R. Wilkie opposed the Isolation being 
made a medical school for every medicine man in 
town. He did not think It right for medical men 
to attend cases of contagious diseases and then 
mix among other natientsand citizens at large.

Dr. Sbeard said the charge of 70 cents asked 
by the General Hospital, together with the Gov­
ernment grant of 80 cents, would bring the cost 
up to $1 pet capita. He could not say what the 
cost might be under his management. He 
thought the fewer visitors to a public ward in a 
contagious diseases hospital, when the air is full 
of germs of contagion»the better. Dr. Sbeard then 

esented a statement showing that the total num 
ir of patients admitted to the Isolation Hosni- 

tal from Jan. 1 to Sept. 30 was 885. The expen­
diture was $5689. He admitted this was a low 
figure, and anticipated that the cost would be 
considerably increased on account of the ex- 
nenae in connection with a larger Institution.

With a view to effect » better 
classification of prisoners in our county jails, It 3 
has asked the Ontario Government to establish 
one or more reformatories in the province for in­
ebriates, so as to relieve the jails of tbe habitual 
drunkards ; and it wishes the county councils to 
establish poorhouscs where necessary, and also 
to make separate provision for the custody of 
children altogether apart from the jails or police 
cells.

These changes would make it possible to effect 
a better classification of jail prisoners. Some 
people are sure to object to the poorhouses, per­
haps with reason, as tending rather to encourage 
pauperism than otherwise; but all must, we 

nk, concur in the desirability of establishing 
one or more reformatories for the inebriate. 
That doss of institution is needed 
assist prison reform, but os a desideratum in 
itself.

The association is also asking for the co-opera­
tion of the pulpit and press in calling the atten­
tion of the county municipal councils to the 
great need of reform in our county jails, and 
especially with a view / of making said jails re­
formatory . as well as penal, in their character 
Able-bodied prisoners should be supplied with 
constant industrial employment; efficient means 
should be adopted for making a better classi­
fication of prisoners: the jail should be supplied 
with wholesome literature.
