Lord Rosebery's Surprise on the Recen

Liberal Waterloo,

London, Oct. 18.—Earl Rosebery
made his first political appearance
since the general elections by opening
a new Liberal Clyb at Scarborough. In
his address the ex-Premier said that
the principale surprise at the last
election was the extreme gullibility of
the electorate. The Cghservatives had
promised to find employment for the
unempldyed, to'give pensions to those
who were unwilling to work and to
make a pint pot hold a quart.

Mr. Chamberlain c.l'nu Lastructioms to
Procure Maxim Guns to Defend the
Frontier of Gui Against V. |
Envasion—Erection of Barracks and In-
crease of the Military Force Recom-
mended.

London, Oct. 18.—The St, James’ Ga-
zette makes some highly important and
sensational statements regarding Ve-
nezuela,Ywhich seem to show that the
disput tween that Republic and
Great Britain hdave assumed a vVery
grave aspect.

It says that since the Rt, Hon, Jos.
Chamberlain assumed office ag Secre-
tary of State for the Colonies, he has
*paid cloge, personal attention to the
question of the relations between Great
Britain and Venezuela, and that he has
taken the inftiative in directing in
part the administration of affairs of
the British colony of Guiana, adjoining
Venezuela, : -

Will Use Force if Necessary.

Mr. Chamberlain’s hand, it appears,
has been felt in the Local Executive
Council, and The St. James' Gazette
adds : “We are now able to give the
tenor of a remarkable despatch In
which is outlined the Imperial policy
towards the colonies. The document
is of much importance, inasmuch as
it was followed by cabled instructions
from Mr. Chamberlain to the Gover-
nor of British  Guiana, Sir Charles
Cameron Lees, K.C.M.G., to obtain
without delay a vote for the provision
of two M ¥ one of which 1s
to be stationed at Uruam or elsewhere
along the frontier where the Venezue-
lans may attempt to cross.

“The mere fact that Mr. Chamberlain
cabled instructions for the defence of
the frontier in this manner is positive
proof that the Imperial Government
will not tolerate a :repetition of the
Urnan: incident, and that it intends to
hold tHe frontiér within the Schom-
terg line by force if necessary.”

To Protect the Frontier.

“Tn this despatch Mr. Chamberlain
advoctes, especially, fostering gold
mining and urges the cutting of a road
from the Upper Barimar River-to Cuy-
uni, pointing out its importance from
a military point of view, as it would
enable the Government to keep more
ciosely in touch with the frontier and
repel attempts at Venezuela aggress-
fon, adding that in view of the pos-
sibly early and rapid expansion of gold
mining it will be necessary to provide
adequately for the protection of the
northwest district, and recommending
an in crease in the number of military
and police as well as the erection of
barracks on the frontier.”

Defined the Monroe Doctrine.

It is ascertained on high authority
that the memorandum relating to Ve-
nezulan affairs presented by Ambas-
sador Bayard to the Foreign Office in
August last embodies for the first time
in diplomzatic correspondence 2 defini-
tion of the so-called Monroe doctrine,
and an assdrtion that the United States
regarded the requisition of territory
by European institutions which would
not be encouraged by the American
people. It is understood that to ghis
communication no reply beyond a for-
mal -acknowledgement has yet, been
given, but that a more detailed reply
ha.q been promised at an early date.

EXCITEMENT IN WASHINGTON.

Speculation as to, Whether the United
States Will be Drawn in.

Washington, Oct. 18.—The aggressive
policy ‘of the British Government in
Venezuela as outlined in the despatches
to-day from London has caused excited
comment in diplomatic circles. tI is
taken as an indication in some quart-
ers that Her Majesty’s Government
will not, under sany circumstances,
arbitrate a foot of the territory in dis-
pute between England and Venezuela
to which the former lays claim.

The U. 8. May be Prawn Into It.

If the suggestion of Joseph Cham-
berlain, the British Secpefary of State
for the Colonies, that a road be cut
S‘from Port Barima to the Cuyani River
'be adopted, the United States is likely
to be drawn into the affair, inasmuch
as the proposed road will run through
a part of the territory recently grant-
ed by the Venezuelan Government to
the Ameriean syndicate. All this ter-
ritory is claimed by Her Majesty’s
Government and this claim the Vene-
zuelans ridicule.

The new developments in Venezuela
have had the effect of calling atten-
tion anew to the report, telegraphed
from Rio Janeiro several days ago,
that a body of British troops were
marching through Brazilian territory
on their way to Venezuela. It is now
believed by well-posted diplomats that
this report is well-founded.

DYING FROM TEN CENT WHISKY.

Toronto Motelkeepers' Association Sald
; ' be Moribund.

There'is a rupture in the ranks of
the Licensed Hotel-Keepers Protective
Asgsoclation of this city, and :the de-
mise of that hitherto useful aggrega-
tion is now predicted by many of its
former most acgoﬁresslve members. At
all events a ection of “billet-dousx
recently sernt .out by the energetic sec-
retary of the association have la-
mentably failed 4n their mission, and
without the sinewg of war it is not
expected -that the® organization wil
long continue to exist.

Thé Licensed Hotelkeepers’ Protec-
tive Association, as its name implies,
is an organization the purpose of

which has been to protect the mem-

bers against the ‘various subterfuges
usually employed by the crafty in their
dealings with hotels as well as to dis~
cuss, and adopt means for the better
management and conduct of the pub-
lic houses, but it ‘would appear that
in these important respects the asso-
ciation has outlived its usefulness, and
that is given as the reason why many
of the members have concluded to dis-
continue the payment of the customary
dues and permit their names to be
stricken from the membership roll. It
was rumored yesterday that the as-
sociation had met in secret session for
the purpose of discussing the much-
talked-of 9 o’clock closing movement,
and the apparent failure of its recent
attempt to elevate the price of case
whiskey and other goods to ten cenis
per glass, and it was while trying to
learn something of the outcome of this
meeting that The World became ac-
quainted with the dissatisfaction ex-
isting among the members of the as-
sociation.

A leading hotel man, not far from
the corner of King. and Yonge-streets,
in speaking of the recent failure of
the organizdtion, thus delivered him-
self : “I have done with the Hotel-
keepers’ Association, and propose in
the future to regulate my own -hotel
independent of bueiness canfreres.
There is no use in sticking to an or-
ganization that is composed largely of
men who are only trying to make a
few extra dollars by taking advantage
of their fellow-members, and that is
just where all the trouble comes in
with the association. We adopted a
new scale of prices on the 1st of.July,
and I endeavored to comply strictly
with the conditions of that list, but
it was only a short time before I be-
came aware that several of my neigh-
bors—also members of the association
—were running along in the old way,
and I was forced te’return to the 5-
cent tariff or.lose my business. That’s
where the shoe pinches, and that is
why I am done with the association.”

Another well-known Yonge-street
host, whose place of busines is close
to an important street-car junction, is
another dissatisfied member, and has
resolved to retire from his membership.

A World reporter“ called yesterday
jupon Mr, Willlam MecCabe, the well-
known insurance expert, to ascertaln
his views regarding the article pub-
jshed in these columns Some days ag0
referring to the cperations of the 1.0.F.
| Mi. McCabe, who was very busy, put

yhis papérs aside and courteously con-

sented to furnish any information in
his power The Worlkl desired.

In reply to the question,‘Did you read
the article in The Woﬂ'a from T?\e
Guardian, London, Eng ?” he said :

“Yes.” -
‘“What , you think of it ?
“Either the man who wrote or in-

spired the article intended to wilfully

mislead his readers or was utterly lg;
norant of the subject of life insurance.

“How is,this ?”’

the only difference in the rates be-
tween the I.O.F. and those of the re-
gular companies is in the joading, i.e.,
the addition usually fmade to the pre-
miums provide for the expemse of
carrying ' on the . business. No doubt
the article in question appearedin The
tWorld by the authority of the man-
agers of the Order here, and if so,
they are equally culpable in thus using
the article to mislead both their mem-
bers and the public. The fact is, the
Dominion Superintendent of Insurance
pointed out before the Banking and
Commerce Committee at Ottawa 1in
July last the utter unsoundness of
{the system of the Order, the
entire _ inadequacy of the premiums
charged by it and also its complete
inability to carry out the oomtract3
by which it is misleading the public.

“Will you give me some idea of t,z'he
inadequacy of the Order’s rates ?

“I cammot do it more briefly than
by stating that at the average age
the members of this Order (35), the
rate available is only about 40 per cent.
of the net premiums our Dominion
Insurance Department holds to be ab-
solutely necessary to meet the insur-
ance part of the contracts being ls-
sued by the Order, omitting the sum
required to provide for the payment
of ome-half the amount of the certifi-
cates promised on’permanent disabil-
tty.which would require a comsiderable
addition to such net premium.”

“What about the surplus the Onder
claims ?”

“Every ° business man kngws that
surplus can exist only after mak-
ing proper provision for labilities. I
am confident were adequate provision
made for the payment of the contracts
of this Order, that instead of therc
being any so-called surplus there would
be a deficlency of between two and
three millions of dollars.”

“Has the plan of the Order or any
like plan ever succeeded ?

“No, and never can. In several re:
spects, it is the most unsound of its
class and’ already the Order has the
deficlency just mentioned, which de-
ficiendy must rapidly = increase every
year. The Order can have dut one end
—inevitable disaster—causing serious
and irrepgrable loss to thousands of
families relying upon its promises. Be-
ing incorporated by our Dominion Gov-
ernment its failure will not only bring
discredit upon legitimate life insur-
ance, but also upon Canada, both in
PBritain and the United States, where
tlis Order’'s unsound operations are
being carried on.”

“Is it not licensed by the Dominion
Government ?”*

“No, it is not subject to Government
inspection, and it ‘could not sat-
isfy ours or any Government
or other competent authority,
(dor - has it done s0). that it has
the means, or is making provision, to
meet the contracts it issues.”

As the reporter was leaving, Mr, Mc-
Cabe said, “It is most unfortuniate
that the able men at the head of the
Insurance Departments of Ontario and
the Dominion are not properly support-
ed in their efforts to protect the pub-
lic interests and secure that not only
$this order, but others of like character
carrying on insurance business on an
unsound basis under the society cloak,
be required to make proper provision
for the payment of the contracts they
issue to the public. This is the more
tunfortunate, in view of the
fact that * the insurance
carried in fraternal and assessment
organizations in Canada amounts to
the large sum of over three hundred
millions of dollars, The Order professes
to desire that the Superintendent - of
Insurance shgll examine such annual
statement as they may prepare, but
that comes far short of what is ne-
cessary, to be of real value, as what
is essential above and beyond every-
thing else, is an investigation by com-
petent officials such as the Superin-
tendent of Insurance and the Actuary
of the Insurance Department, of the
assets’ and  liabilities of the Onrder,
Such examination -would reveal the ut-
ter rottenness and unsoundness of
its plans, and that its superstructure
rests upon a foundation of sand.”

Regret was expressed that
the nefarious trade had broken out
again and that one James Aspdin of
the “‘Anglo-Canadian Farm Pupil Co.”
of Tewkesbury, Gloucestershire and the
International Emigration Association
were figuring in the traffic. Praise
was awarded to The World for the
“airing” given the methods of these
farm pupil “fakes,” and pleasure ex-
pressed that the authorities are taking
steps with a Wiew to putting a stop to
this dishonest method of fleecing in-
nocent people in Great Britain. The
committee commented upon a circular
of the Emigration Association, London,
Eng., which, althoush.pufportlng to
be official, gave incorrect information
as regards Canada, its statements re-
specting wages and 'chances of em-
ployment not being justified by exist-
ing conditions. It was stated, in re-
ference to. proposals for establishing
farm colonies, that the unsettled lands
of Ontario are suitable for such pur-
poses and the Council was recommend-
ed to use its best efforts with the view
of carrying into effect some well-
thought-out ‘plan for establishing
families on such lands. Alluding to
the impossibility for the child of a
working man to enter upon a pro-
fessional career, it was remarked that
the professional class is urging man-
ual education as a benefit to the work-
ing man.

Opposed to Industrial Training.

The council was asked to do all in
its power to prevent the introduction
of industrial training in our schools,
otherwise children will be deprived of
that -education so essential ‘in after
life and for attaining which all their
time up to the age of 16 is necessary;
also to ask the School Board not to
irflict manual training upon the al-
ready surcharged curriculum.

Mrs. Grant McDonald was severely
criticized for her statement before a

‘oman’s Society that the working-
men of Canada and their children are
not as courteous in address as those
of England.

Object to 12} Cenfs an Hour.

The Municipal Commmittee’s report
mentioned Ald. Hallam’s proposal to
expend $35,000 for work in connection
with the Island and High Park and to
pay the workmen 12 1-2¢c per hour.
The report urged the Council to pro-
test vigorously against the perform-
ance of any city works at a lower rate
than 16c, as provided in the by-law,
which would otherwise be rendered
useless. :

Although regretting that the recen:-
ly-chosen shop inspector has not heen
drawn from the ranks of organized la-
bor the committee thought the two
best applicants had been chosen.

Touching Muniecipalities,

Referring to the recently-published
opinions of leading citizens as to the
government of the city by commission,
the question was considered outside
the range of practical politics, and 1ot
worth discussion. ~ The abolition of
the present ward system was suggest-
ed as a remedy for existing evils.

Attention was drawn to the exhaus-
tion of the appropriation for the new
Court Housés and the proposal to ask
an aditional . $600,000.

The report of the Educational Com-
mittee dealt with Architect Siddall's
report respecting the Queen Victoria
School. The ipse dixit of the archi-
tect was not considered sufficient evi-
dence upon which to convict Muntz.

The committe could see no benefit in
the employment of trolleys for deliv-
ering the malils, seeing that the Union
Station is so near the General Post-
office. The system would §imply in-
crease the power of the Teoronto Rail-
way Company.

The Label Committes announced the
formation of a co-operative soclety
and store by the garment workers.

A committee was appointed to con-
sider the advisability of placing labor
candidates in the fleld at the approach-
ing municipal elections, and the mest-
ing adjourned.

As pointed out the other day, To-
ronto mot only has a:debt of $18,000,00€ |
but <he has lyet to complete her water
system and to construct an adequate
system of sewerage. The Globe reminds |
us that it will still be necessary for us
to raise a large sum of money, perhaps |
half a million of dollars, to complete |
the new civic pile in Que -street west,
This building is a const: reminder |
of the days when Toronto’s head was
swelled out of all proportion to e
body that carried It The work has
advanced so far that we must go on
with it, and furtharmore it will have
to be completed harmoniously with the
features of the structure as it now
stands. |

Every day something new is crop-
ping up to point out the necessity for
the leadimg men of the city coming
forward and discussing some scheme.
which, while it may mot remedy the
evils of the past, will have the efféct’
of checking similar disasters in the fu-
ture. With all the faults of our civic
government in the past years, there
is still a great deal that can be said
to the credit of Toronto. At the timei
thé street railway franchise was dis-
posed of, this deal was the best that
had ever been made by any city in any
country in the world. Our system of
government must have a good deal of
merit in it to permit us to solve the
street railway question in a way
that has been a model for all cities
that subsequently had a railway frén-
chise to dispose of. The city of De-
trcit, we understand, has made an
even more favorable arrangement for
the operation of its street car system
than did Toronto, but it should be re-
membered that the deal made by. the
Detroit Council was only possible be-
cause Toronto had taken the initia-
tive. Another transaction that stands
to the credit of the existing system
js our: agreement with the Telephone
Company. The principle has been es-
tablished that any company operat-
ing an exclusive telephone system
in Toronto must pay a Dper-
centage proportionate to the pri-
vileges enjoyed. The next time
the telephgne franchise comes up for
venewal, the city will probably make
a better deal than it did the last time.
Although the ratepayers refused to gc-
quire the electric lighting plant when
the by-law was subniitted to them
some months ago, yet it should be re-
membered that the effect of the agi-
tation that then went on was to bring
down the cost of electric lighting to
a figure that is considerably lower
than that paid- by any city similarly
situated, dnd less than 90 per cent,
of most cities in America. This good
showing also stands to the credit of
the present system, In time it is not
at all unlikely that the ratepayers
will see that it is in their interest to
get some practical control over the
gas company,which enjoys the greatest
monopoly of any concern in Toronto.
If we do not get cheaper gas,we ought |
to be in.a position to demand from
the Consumers’ Gas Company about
as large a percentage as that obtaln-
ed from the Toronto Railway Com-
pany.

These are some features of the pre-
sent system that cause one to be op-
timistic for the future, Our revenues
from all these sources will pe increas-

property, if properly handled, will
bring in better returns as time goes
on. At the same time our finances
are in such a shape that we will be
compelled to exercise the utmost econ=
omy in the management of every de-
partment. Arnd for this purpose noth-
ing will have a Dbetter effect than a
change in the existing system of gov-
ernment. The World is glad to see that
the Citizens' Committee is being reviv-
ed, and that a meeting will be held on
Tuesday afternoon next. It is to be
hoped the gentlemen who form
that committee will be prepared to
sacrifice a little of their own person-
al convenpience and interests to help
along the cause‘of good civic govern-
ment, bt

INIVERSITY. BIOLOGICAL MUSEUN.

Jhortly te be ©pemed to the Public at
Certain Hours of the Day,

The announcement of the formal
ppening of this Museum in the immedi-
ate future renders & short description
of the building and its contents timely.
It forms the central portion of the Bio-
logical Building, and although acces-
gible to students from the eastern
door, which is at present chiefly used,
the western entrance, which is ap-
pfoached by a handsome flight of steps,
will soon be open to the public during
gertain hours in the day. ‘Within this
door is a vestibule from which the
lower floor of the museum is entered,
and which contains a large section of
Douglas pine, presented through Mr.

Throughout the museum attention has
been paidto the visibility of the speci-
mens displayed, and no objects have
been placed at such height as to render
their inspection uncomfortable. So
also the view of the objects is not in-
terrupted by cross-bars in the glazing
—large sheets of plate glass being em-
ployed framed in iron, and of whiche
madterial the cases are constructed after
a pattern designed and employed by
Dresden. Messrs. J. & J. Taylor, safe
manufacturers, were responsible for
carrying out this work, and have suc-
ceeded admirably in a branch of con-
struction hitherto new to them. The
smaller free cases are placed on storage
cases formed of sets of interchangeable
drawers, i cherry cabinets (the work
of Messrs. Roger & Co.), and the red
tone of these forms an agreeable con-
trast to the dark green color of the
iron work. U

As this museum is intended primarily
as an educational museum for the ex-
press purpose of fillustrating the teach-
ing in the Biological Department of
tbe University, no effort is made to
have large quantities of specimens
stowedsaway. The collectiop-of largeé
geries for systematic purposés is rather
the funetion of the future provincial
museum than of a small special mu-
seum of the character of the present,
which, it is hoped, will grow by the
«careful and judicious expenditure of
gifts of money,rather than by the incor-
poration of specimens presented. Prof.
Ramsay Wright is hopeful that some
citizens may be tempted to follow the
example of Mr. William Christie,
whose liberality made possible the pur-
chase of the handsome series of corals
to be seen upstairs.

‘While the north room is confined to
the quadrupeds, the south room is
given up to the remaining vertebrates,
and contains some handsome speci-
mens, although many of them, as else-
where throughout the museum, bear
traces of having been rescued from the
great University fire, and packed away
since then in inadequate space. Several
noveities, however, are to be seen—a
model of the egg of thé gigantic ex-
tinct blird of Madagascar, supposed to
be the roc of eastérn fable, the curious
Surinam toads recently received from
the Governor of Dutch Guiana, some
interesting models , illustrating the
hatching out of c¢hickens, trout, etc.,
casts of skulls, . ete, of fossil rep-
tiles from the British Museum,
and other specimens interesting
even to those not compelled by uni-
versity curricula to interest themselves
ia biology.

JLining the walls of the staircase
which leads to the upper floor are a
series of wall cases, which contain
fossiol;im(?lharacterlstlc ‘;7! tlihe various
geol J .periods, an 1ese are ar-
rangéd"‘w'ﬁg “the Jowest and oldest
paleozoic forms, and the highest and
newest forms at theé top; so that a
graphic illustration is afforded of. the
order of succession of the various stra-
ta and their contents. Fossil forms
have not been neglected in this biologi-
cal museum, and wherever avallable
have been placed with the recent spe¢i-
mens in their proper systematic posi-
tion. Many of these have been con-
tributed by the Geological Survey of
Canadafand by Sir William Dawson of
Montréal. The upper roem, devoted to
invertebrated animals is hardly so far
advanced as those on the first floor,
but some cases, like that of the corals,
present an exceedingly effective ap-
pearance. ;

Work is béing pushed forward tolad-
mit of the public being allowed s
¢+ to the museum, but Professor Ramsay
‘Wright does not anticipate it being ful-
ly ready for educational purposes for
a year or two, and the efforts of Mr.
