He 
named as his financial agent Mr. Arch.

At the expiration of the time devoted 
to nominations Mr. W. R, Dawson was 
voted to preside at the after ifiEeting. 
The candidates decided among themselves 
the time to be occupied by each and the 
order of speaking.

Dr. Marty nr was the first speaker. He 
rppreciated the honor done him in 
selecting him as the Conservative candi­
date. During his term in office he had 
done his utmost for East Lambton and 
thought the constituency had re­
ceived more assistance from the Legis­
lature than any other in Ontario. He 
N.ould do all he could to support Sir 
William Heart and his government if re- 
turned. He had obtained annual grants 
for the corn show, the fruit and vegetable 
show, and a promise of $1500 towards the 
erection of a farmers building in Pelrolea; 
and had succeeded in obtaining black 
bass fingerlings for the Sydenham river. 
The constituency bad never received a 
cent during the 80 years previous to his 
election. The government was doing 
its best along the lines of 
agriculture and co-operation in grants 
for field crops and to agricul­
tural fairs. During the five years he had 
represented the riding he had attende'1 
to his duties to the best of his ability anu 
if re-elected would do his utmost for the 
welfare of Lambton East. He had 
supported the Ontario Temperance Act 
and would do so again. His opponents 

v*vere among the best friends he ever had 
j*ud he hoped that friendship would con­
tinue whatever the result of the contest. 
He solicited the support of the electors 
on his record and the record of the 
.government.

Mr. McEachern said he was in favor 
<of temperance anti had always voted tor 
prohibition and would do so now. Said 
the Liberal party had always been in 
favor of temperance and read a resolution 
passed at the recent Liberal convention. 
He believed in Liberalism and in govern­
ment for the masses and not the classes. 
Regarding grants from the government 
be said that they had been coming to the 
-riding for years and instanced the tile 
drainage act and other acts that the 
people owe to the Liberal party.

He claimed that 
Hydro electric was started by the Ross 
government and advocated a fiat rate for 
the entire province. The present system 
Was not a fair deal to either manufacturer 
or farmer. He was in favor of public 
ownership of telephones and gave the 
Conservatives credit for putting through 
the Telephone Act. He had been chosen 
by the Liberal party as a farmer’s candi­
date. He stood for a square deal for the 
people and justice to all.

Mr. Oke said he had been selected by 
Jthe U. F. O. as their candidate. The 
wtaimers had a right to better represent- 
vation m the Legislature, at present they 
bad only 10 members out of 110. If elect­
ed he hoped to assist in presenting to 
the government the position of farmers 
but would be frëe handed to support any 
legislation for the benefit of the province 
He believed in the welfare of all the com­
munity instead of a party. The U. F. O.

J
 contended that farming interests had not 
en fairlv represented in the Legislature, 
e had resigned from the Conservative 
irty to take up co-operative work and

if elected would endeavor to promote the 
general welfare of the province as a 
whole, and see that the business of the 
province was conducted in a business­
like manner. He had nothing bad to say 
of his opponents but wished to show the 
classes that farmer can run Ontario if 
need be.

Three other speakers followed, Dr. 
Pickering of Forest, for Mr. McEachern, 
Mr. B. Fancher, for Mr. Oke, and Mr. 
Geo. Graham for Dr. Martyn.

The meeting closed with the national 
anthem and cheers tor the soldiers.

Death of R. J. McCormick, Ex.-M.P.P.

We regret this week to record the 
death of Mr. Robert J. McCormick, ex- 
M. P. P., one of Watford’s prominent 
citizens and a man universally loved and 
respected. Mr. McCormick was a native 
of Ireland and was of Scottish extraction. 
By perseverance and tenacity he raised ! 
himself from small beginnings to one of j 
the highest positions in the gift of the j 
people of the county, and during his life- ; 
time occupied many honored and prom­
inent positions. He was a man with 
many friends—upright, courteous and 
kind in all bis dealings. He possessed a 
charm of manner and exerted a potent 
influence upon all who came in contact 
with him. He was a faithful and prom­
inent member of the Congregationul 
church. A little over a year ago he mov­
ed with his family into Watford, not 
being in very robust health. Since thep 
his health gradually declined, so 
that his death was not unlooked for. Be­
sides his widow he leaves three daughters 
Misses Allie, Pearl aud Ruby, also three 
brothers, Richard and John of Warwick 
and Joseph of Watford.

Mr. McCormick was born in Bally 
Harden, county of Armagh, Ireland, on 
August 10th, 1848 and came to Canada 
in 1862, settling in Warwick township, 
where in 1867 he engaged in the brick 
industry, and in 1877 purchased a brick 
yard. He served the township as Coun­
cillor for several years, was depnty-reeve 
from 1883 to 1886, reeve from 1891 to 
1894 and Warden of the county in 1892. 
In 1894 he contested the riding ot East 
Lambton for the Legislature but was un­
successful, but succeeded in 1908. He 
was a member of the E. L Farmer’s 
Institute and the E. L. Agricultural 
Society. He was also a member of Have­
lock Lodge, A. F. & A. M.

The funeral was held on Wednesday 
afternoon aud was. very largely attended. 
Service was held at the home after which 
the cortege proceeded to Zion Cong’l 
church, Warwick, where a public service 
was held.

Trick Is in Knowing What Hues

Some of the Popular and Harmonizing

The trick is in knowing what colors 
combine. It is not enough to know 
that such and such a color carries 
fashion’s immediate favor, but to know 
Just what color that color goes with to 
conform with the canons of smart­
ness.

BEDROOM UNENS AND SCARFS

One of the Most Famous Canadian 
Doctors Publishes a Book En­
titled “Politics and the Canadian 
Army Medical Corps/* In Which 
He Makes an Attack on the 
Methods of Sir George Perley 
and Other Prominent Fellow- 
Countrymen.

B
ITTER controversy will un­

doubtedly rage during the 
next few months about the 
book in which Dr. Herbert 

A. Bruce has published what he de­
scribes as “a history of intrigue, con­
taining many facts omitted from the 
official records, showing how efforts 
at Rehabilitation were baulked.” Dr. 
Bruce’s book bears the title “Poli­
tics and the Canadian Army Medical 
Corps,” and in it ho lays before the 
public the full statement of his 
Canadian overseas medical services 
during the war. He tells of criticisms, 
and recommendations that were made 
for the purpose of bettering the 
conditions of Canadian soldiers, and 
ht describes the series of events that 
led him finally to the conclusion 
that “the confirmed antagonism of 
Sir George Perley” made further 
efforts on behalf of the Canadian 
sick and wounded on his part futile. 
The book contains the statement 
that after Dr. Bruce gave up the 
post of Inspector-General, and pro­
posed to return to Canada, instruc­
tions were issued that if he attempt­
ed to leave England, he was to -be 
arrested, and sent back to London. " 
Thus dismissed from office but de­
nied the right to return home, Dr. 
Eruce volunteered bis services fo 
the Imperial authorities. The high 
regard in which he is held by the 
British medical profession, is indi­
cated by the faht that he was sent 
last year, accompanied by Sir James 
MacKenzie and Sir Arbuthnot Lane, 
to be the representatives of the Brit­
ish medical profession at the Amer­
ican Medical Congress. The b'ook is 
all the more interesting because Dr. 
Bruce has always been a Conserva­
tive, and that he launches his attack 
against another prominent member 
of \his own party.

The “history of intrigue,” which 
forms the body of Dr. Bruce’s nar­
rative, contains a long series of 
documents and letters, which tell 
an eloquent story even without the 
comments and explanations which 
he adds to illuminate the issues and 
to emphasize his viewpoint. Not 
the least interesting of the docu­
ments is Dr. Bruce’s reply to the 
famous Baptie report. This reply is 
now made public for the first time, 
as the Dominion Government has 
hitherto refused to give it out.

Dr. Bruce commences by stating 
that he lias written the book to clear 
away some of the misconceptions 
that have been created by the con­
troversy over his original report and 
by the suppression of subsequent 
documents. Dr. Bruce was appointed 
in 191C to investigate conditions in 
the overseas medical services. He 
says: “My colleagues and I entered 
upon our investigations without pre­
judice or bias, determined only to 
prepare an honest and impartial re­
port, based solely upon conditions 
actually prevailing. I had scarcely 
commenced my work, liofcvever, when 
pressure was brought to bear upon 
me by friends of those who might be 
affected to influence me in the in­
vestigation and findings. The treat­
ment meted out to myself and some 
of the members of the committee 
which acted with me svas certainly 
not such as to encourage in future 
an honest expression of opinion from 
boards of enquiry in any branch of 
the service.”

The exhaustive report of condi­
tions as Dr. Bruce found them was 
prepared and presented with four­
teen recommendations. An acting 
sub-militia council considered and 
accepted the report, together with 
the interim reply of Gen. Carlton 
Jones. The work of reorganization 
was proceeding when Sir George 
Perley received his appointment as 
Overseas Minister. Dr. Bruce guvs 
on to describe the opposition that he 
encountered from this time forward. 
On November 2, IS 16, he received 
a telephone message from Sir George 
Perley ordering the concellation of 
all arrangements made in connection 
with his scheme of reorganization. 
Shortly after this act the Baptio 
Commission was created to investi­
gate Dr. Bruce’s report. The per­
sonnel of the commission caused Dr. 
Bruce to launch a protest. In his first

telegram he said: “I must protest 
against Fotheringham being a mem­
ber of the board. He has expressed 
himself openly . and bitterly, and. 
placed his attitude definitely on re­
cord, and is therefore already pre­
judiced.” It was Dr. J. T. Foilier- 
ingbam to whom.Dr Bruce thus took 
exception. Sir William Bab tie was 
appointed the president of the/com­
mission. The appalling condition of 
affairs in Mesopotamia was then be­
ing investigated by the British auth­
orities, and Sir William Babtie was 
accused of being largely responsible 
for them. He was later severely cen­
sured in the report dealing with this 
matter. This was the Englishman 
selected to. pass upon a Canadian 
whose purpose in going to England 
was to serve his wounded country­
men. Protests against the Babtie 
commission brought nq results. Dr,

uruce says mat —str ueorge r-enejr 
took the ground that the public in­
terest would be better served by in­
vestigating the investigator than by 
open steps to better the service, 
which my report had shown to be iso 
much in need of reform.” .,

Of the Babtie enquiry Dr. Bruce 
says: “It ultimately took place before 

hand-picked board, bore* no' 1 Re­
semblance to the proceedings of any 
properly constituted civil or military 
court. The well-recognized rules.of 
evidence and of practice with regard 
to the examination of witnesses were 1 
habitually disregardefekrj^'lMMptyci- 
ple of British fair pialy^fohich. iSro- 
vaiia in the courts .of--^y^Ucev vjpd 
which demands the pwÈiëÈiéd'r oJS both 
the complainant and Ibef;ac6/tt&ed were 
absent. This Star Chamber-policjj of 
secrecy and injustice was 'dfeiVt'Irihed 
even to the length of, ejé.bying a 
copy of the evidence on which /my 
report was condemned.”

Then came the Babtie report, and 
Dr. Bruce charges Sir George Pejjley 
with issuing at the same time a state­
ment which was intended to mislead 
the Canadian public. For example, 
the statement said that the “Babtie 
Board disagrees with Dr. Bruce’s pri- 
ticisms and recommendations except 
in one or two minor instances.” Dr. 
Bruce adds: “The statement was evi­
dently designedly misleading, the 
beard having actually been compell­
ed by the evidence to acquiesce; in 
many of the essential criticisms ànd 
recommendations of my report.” He 
points out elsewhere that ten ''%£ of 
fourteen of his renr'”'!u. udatipns 
have since b^" ' ’v;; U-d, though in 
some ine* >; ■■ s very tardily. A full 
reply ^ ' r e Babtie report was pre- 
• -vvî by Dr. Bruôe, but it is only 
now given to the public as part of 
his narrative.

The incidents that, followed the 
series of reports are ninong’the most 
startling in fho book. On December 
fiOtTi, 1916. Sir George Perley dis­
missed Dr. Bruce from office, but re­
fused to accept Ills resignation. On 
ore occasion he asked Dr. Bruce to 
sign a statement that, ho did not 
mean certain things in his report,, 
but the Toronto inpdical officer refuge 
ed to do so. Dr. Bruce made tip nfs 
mind to return to Canada to see what 
he could accomplish in the interests 
o? the Canadian wounded, but he 
learned the orders had been issued 
to intercept him and prevent, his sail­
ing. Up to this time, he had hoped 
to continue his work ’among Cana­
dians, but realizing that he could do 
nothing more for his own country­
men he accepted an offer of the Im­
perial authorities and became con­
sulting surgeon to the British armies 
in France. So the Canadian army 
lost the services of this experienced 
and "able surgeon.

Dr. Bruce gives a full account of 
the unhappy record of Sir William 
Babtie, chosen to be chairman of Sir 
George Parley's Board of Enquiry. 
He tells.of his own attempts to have 
his story placed before the Canadian 
public so that they might judge be­
tween him and his opponents, but 
he had at last to write the book in. 
order to get a hearing. He also 
makes the charge that the officers 
who assisted him in securing the 
evidence on . which his report was 
based were subjected to persecution. 
The book contains the allegation that 
the persecution of Lt.-Col. F. W. E. 
Wilson was “unparalleled in its vin­
dictiveness.”

Clear statements arc made in the 
book regarding several misunder­
standings that have existed in Can­
ada concerning Dr. Bruce’s report. 
Insinuations have been made against 
him because the report was published 
in Canada before the Prime Minister 
gave it out. Dr. Bruce says, “this 
publication was. without my knowl­
edge or sanction.”

A general impression got abroad 
in Canada that Dr. Bruce said harsh 
things ajDOut the V. A. D.’s. Anyone 
who reads his report will find that 
he criticized the V. A. D. hospitals 
because he believed that they had 
not been properly utilized. They 
were called upon to do work that 
other medical units were better 
equipped to do. He adds in his book: 
“I wish to emphasize the fact that 
in what was said in my report I in­
tended no disparagement whatever of 
the services o fthe Voluntary Aid 
Detachment nursés. On the contrary,
I expressed my appreciation of the 
self-sacrifice and devotion displayed 
by those nurses, and the splendid 
services which they had rendered to 
the sick and wounded.”

He was also criticized for recom­
mending the segn l ion of the Cana­
dian wounded, lie did so in the in­
terests of efficiency. He thought it 
would be better for the men, better 
for the army, and better for the pen­
sion boards after the war. In the 
book he gives the arguments . by 
which, he supported the proposal and 
they are thoroughly sound. Those 
w ho opposed the suggestion held that 
by mixing the wounded men up 
among other soldiers who- were not 
Canadians the Imperial spirit was 
being fostered. To which Dr. Bruce 
replied in his comments on the Bap­
tie report: “I am personally of the 
opinion that our soldiers who have 
left their homes t.o join the colors, 
and who are fighting our battles, 
have surely proven that they are im­
bued with true Imperial instincts, 

.and that when they return wounded 
and sick to England, after having 
shown their willingness to make tho 
supreme sacrifice, They do not need 
to pass through a kindergarten of . 
Imperialism in the hospitals.”

Canada has escaped class repre­

sentation in its popular Legislatures. 
A feature of our Parliaments is the 
preponderance of lawyers. This is 
not class representation—that is to 
say, the lawyers are not elected by 
lawyers, who are a -very small pro­
portion of the population, but by men 
of the classes. An interesting table 
recently prepared shows the prepon­
derance of business and professional 
men in our legislative bodies, and 
the almost total lack of mechanics 
and laborers. The business and pro­
fessional men are less than 17 per 
cent, of the population, but have 
more than 81 per cent, of the repre­
sentation. The mechanics and labor­
ers have nearly 27 per cent, of the 
population, but only half of one per 
cent, of the representation. Farmers 
have 46 % per cent, of the popula­
tion and a little over 18 per cent, of 
the representation.

As to the Ontario Temperance 
Act. I was one of the first members 
of the house to support it. I believe 
it was a wise measure, and if elected, 
I shall support it again as I have 
done in the past.

STORING JOR WINTER
Valuable Hints on Canning Fruits 

and Vegetables.

Vegetables to Be Stored for Winter 
In Cellars Must Bo Sound and 
Handled Without Bruising— 
Green Peas, Beans and Corn May 
Bo Successfully Preserved by 
Placing In Cans and Heating 
Three Times.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of 
Agriculture, Toronto.)

I
N the storing of roots, tubers, 
cabbage and celery it is a com­
paratively simple matter it the 
materials are sound to begin 

with. Although the decay-producing 
bacteria, yeasts and molds are always 
on these they cannot do any injury 
until the materials are first damaged 
in some way as by bruising, heating 
or freezing. After such injury has 
been done the decay bacteria and 
molds are able to feed on the dam­
aged tissue and as a result of this 
action, decay or rot takes place and 
gradually spreads until all is spoiled.

Therefore, in storing roots, tubers, 
cabbage or celery, it is necessary,— 

1st. To have only sound, healthy 
specimens.

2nd. To handle with care so as not 
to bruise or otherwise damage the 
tissues.

3rd. Store in a cool, well-ventilat­
ed place where there will be no dan­
ger of either overheating or freezing.

Overheating or freezing will usual­
ly kill the living tissue of which the 
roots are composed, after which they 
will readily decay as a result of the 
rapid multiplication of bacteria and 
molds in the dead tissues.

In the preservation of such vege­
tables as green peas, beans, aspara­
gus and green corn, different meas­
ures a ré necessary. These are green 
and juicy and if stored in the fresh 
condition they will either wilt or fer­
ment and rot. This fermentation and 
rotting is due to the development in 
the mass of the bacteria which are 
present on the vegetables. There will 
be sufficient moistuTe present in the 
mass to enable the bacteria to multi­
ply and feed on the material and thus 
induce the rot

So in order to preserve such vege­
tables in the fresh condition the bac­
teria present have to be all killed 
and all other bacteria prevented 
from getting on the material until it 
is to be used. To get satisfactory re­
sults from canning vegetables it is 
necessary to have—

1st. Good sound, healthy vege­
tables.

2nd. Good clean sealers with tight- 
fitting tops and good rubbers.

3rd. Wash the vegetables and fill 
into the sealers.

4th. Cover with water salted to 
taste.

5th. Pur on the tops and leave 
slightly loose.

6th. Place sealers in a steamer or 
boiler half filled with cold water and 
heat to the boiling point for half an 
hour.

7th. Remove sealers from boiler 
or steamer and tighten down the 
tops.

8th. After 24 hours loosen the 
tops and return to the boiler or 
steamer and give another half hour’s 
boiling.

9th. Repeat this process after an­
other 24 hours. Then tighten down 
the tops and place away.

In the storing of such fruits as 
apples and pears, which can be stored 
without canning, we have to prevent 
the development of molds and yeasts. 
These are always present on the sur­
face of the fruit. Bacteria do not 
damage fruits as they do vegetables 
or meats on account of the sugar and 
acid nature of the fruits, which is 
not satisfactory for bacterial develop­
ment but is just what is needed for 
molds and yeasts. But even molds 
and yeasts will not develop on sound 
apples and pears that are properly 
stored. If, however, the fruit is dam­
aged in the picking, handling or pack­
ing, then the bruised spots enable 
the mold spores or yeast cells that 
are on the surface to germinate and 
grow and multiply, and when once 
they get 'a start they will continue to 
spread even through the sound 
healthy tissue and from fruit to fruit 
until the whole pack may be spoiled.

Therefore in the storing of such 
fruits as apples and pears it is 
essential :

1st. To have only sound specimens. 
2nd. To pack carefully without 

bruising.
3rd. To store in a cool, well-ven­

tilated place, where they will he 
neither overheated or frozen.

Such fruits as strawberries, rasp­
berries, plums, peaches, currants, 
blueberries, etc., which are soft, can­
not be kept any length of timer-with- 
out fermenting or moulding unless 
they are canned.

These fruits may be cooked in a 
fruit kettle, sugar added to taste, and 
filled hot direct from the kettle into 
sterilized sealerii removed direct 
from scalding water. The covers, 
rings and rubbers should be put on 
at once direct from scalding water 
and screwed down tightly.

Another way to preserve such 
fruits is by the cold nnck method.. In

tnns metnou the n uns are not choked, 
before putting into the sealer. Sound 
fruit not overripe should be u: d. 
This is picked over and filled dire r- 
ly into clean sealers. Stone fi . t 
should be pitted.» _

A syrup of sugar and water s»c(, 
ened to taste is then filled into sea, 
ers so as to completely cover the 
fruit. The tops, rubbers and rings 
are put on, but not screwed down 
tightly. The sealers are then placed 
in a boiler containing cold water and 
this is brought to a boil and kept 
boiling for-half an hour. The sealers 
are then removed and the tops screw­
ed down tightly at once. When cool­
ed, store away.—Prof. D. H. Jones, 
0. A. College, Guelph.

People are aware in a general was* 
of the enormous loss to timber caus­
ed annually by forest fires, but the 
most destructive effects of these fires 
are not generally recognized or ap­
preciated even by those who have our 
forests in their keeping.. It is the re­
peated fire which is the most vicious 
agent of destruction, for it kills the 
young trees which are to make the 
future forest, and it also kills the 
mother or seed trees, which might if 
allowed to live replace the young 
that are destroyed. He examined 
80,000 acres of cut-over and burned- 
over pine lands in the central portion 
of old Ontario and found 110 young 
pine trees on the average acre of 
area burned over once; 14 pine trees 
per acre on areas burned over three 
time, and ' only three pine trees on 
the average acre of areas burned 
over four or more times. It will take 
several hundred years for nature to 
restock these areas with pine..

“This is not an exceptional case. 
Repeated forest fires are producing 
similar results on thousands of 
square miles throughout the Dom­
inion. One-half of our commercial 
timber lands have been burned. 
Even if there never were another 
forest fire, one-half of our future 
supply of timber should come from 
these burned areas. Every fire de­
creases that possibility by destroying 
the young commercial trees. We have 
not only killed the commercial, rev­
enue-bearing trees on one-half the 
timber-producing area in Canada, but • 
our forest policy has been such that 
we have virtually decreed their chil­
dren shall not live.”

The original forest in the St. 
Maurice River Valley was dominated 
by white pine from 3 to 6 .feet in 
diameter and from 100 to 150 feet 
high, towering 50 to 75 feet above 
the associated birch, maple, spruce, 
and balsam. Judging from the 
stumps left, the trees ran from. five 
to 30 per acre, but to-day there is 
only an odd pine standing on some 
inaccessible bluff. The original 
giants have ^disappeared from the’ 
forest, and, worse still, no young 
pines are rising to take their place. 
In order to prosper the pine requires 
plenty of light overhead, but the 
openings made in the forest by the 
removal of the original trees were 
allowed* ^o" fill" "up"with "hardwoods, 
which overshadowed and stifled the 
young j$Àe shoots.

It was further,ishown bÿ’Hïfr. îîbwe r 
that botlf spruce and^faisant . Were 
also in danger oif eÿtin^onL/Taking 
97 acres of severely cuLlfed areas from 
which 26 • sprucé trëes ' per acre had 
been removed, he found that the pres­
ent number of spruce trees per acre 
was: Seedings- below halt-inch,
422; half-inch to thfee inçhés, 28; 
four inches to seven inches^. 19, and 
eight inches to eleven inches, 7. 
Although the total came to 477 new 
trees, it will be noted that the mor­
tality increased very rapidly with 
the growth of these trees. The net 
result is that there will be only 7 
spruce trees to take the place of 
the 26 per acre removed by logging 
operations. Taking the same severe­
ly-culled areas based on sample plots 
totaling 97 acres from which 32 
balsam trees per acre had been re­
moved, he found that the present 
number of balsam trees per acre was: 
seedlings below one-half inch, 2,477; 
half-inch to three inches inclusive, 
58; four to seven inches, 27, and 
eight to eleven inches, -12. Appar­
ently there would be over 2,500 bal­
sam trees per acre to replace the 
32 removed, but again the rate of 
mortality increases so rapidly with 
the growth of the trees that there 
will really be only 12 trees per acre 
where 32 had been taken away. More­
over, 7 out of the 12 will be so dis­
eased as to be unfit for pulpwood, 
so that the net result will be only 5 
pulpwood-bearing balsams where 32 
were originally.

Dr. Howe states that the funda­
mental problem is how to guard the 
forests properly from fire; that in the 
last decade about $10,000,000 have 
been spent in protection, and yet that 
the forest has been so unsafe for 
trees through destruction by fire that 
there is apprehension of serious cur­
tailment, perhaps Exhaustion, of our 
timber supply. He declares that 
without adequate fire protection it 
is only a wraste of time to dibcuss 
methods of forest conservation, and 
that when they are made reasonably 
safe from fire other measures are re­
quired to make . them continually 
productive.
