EUROPE.

Loxvox, March, 14.— In the House of
Commons this p. m. Sir Stafford Northcote
stated if the mutiny bill and certain esti-
mates are passed the House will rise on
the 16th or 18th of April till the 6th May
for the Easter recess.

He will introduce the budget on the 4th
April.

In reply to a question in the House of
Commons this p. m., Sir Stafford North-
cote said the Government agreed in princi-
ple to take part in the conference, The
Governmeht is now communicating with
the Powers regarding the terms on which
we enter the Congress. He could not en-
ter into particulars, but he might say that
in the Congress each power would main-
tain liberty of action. It was intended
that the majority should bind the minority.
England will maintain her views in the
Congress, and will require before enter-
ing it that every article of the treaty of
peace shall be placed before the Congress
in such a manner that the Congress can
judge whether the articles are to' be ac-
cepted or not.

Loxpon, March, 26.—Corfu news from
Epirus is meagre, but sufficient to confirm
the reported complete suppression of the
msurrection in the 'district of Chimera.
The entire expedition force was killed cap-
tured or dispersed in the mountains. The
Turkish irreguiats continue their rapine,
murder and devastation ; 16 villages were
burned and pillaged, the inhabitants of
which fled or perished. The Turkish au-
thorities profess to be collecting and pro-
tecting refugees at Delvino, but many are
known to have been killed, The Consuls
have represented the condition of affairs
to their Governments and appealed for pro-
tective measures. The British Consul is
particularly active. The British man-of-
war Rapid has done everything possible for
the refugees.

The in-
surgent Kaffirs are divided into small par-
ties, which are endeavoring to force their
way through the patrols and reach the set-
tlements for plunder. The work of pre-
venting them carrying out their object is
excessively tedious.

ConsranTivopLg,March, 13.—It is untrue
that the Porte has given orders to prevent
any more British men-of-war passing the
Dardanelles. Mr. Layard has recently ob-
tained a firman permitting the passage of
the Hotspur and Condor, which vessels
are expected in the Gulf of Ismid shortly.

Mr. Layard has also received permission
to send the Rapid to the Albanian coast to
embark refugees.

A Paris correspondent reports that it is
now certain that England has unreservedly
adhered to the French proposals foran in-
vestigation into the financial affairs of
Egypt and administrative reforms. Nobody
will oppose England freeing Egypt from
vassalage if her acts are fu accord with
other powers. All the powers have agreed
that questions of Egypt, Syria, Tunis and
the holy places can be raised at the Con-
gress with the consent of France and with-
in liméts she prescribes.

[From Report of Minister of Agriculture.]
PEPARTMENT OF AGRCULTURE.

REPORT OF LIVERPOOL AGENT. (MR. JOHN DYKE.)

15 Water St., Liverpool,
31st December, 1877,
Sir,~I have the honor to make my Re-
port for the year 1877.
I herewith append a detailed Statement
of the year’s emigration frowm this Port.
The nationalities of the emigrants as
compared with 1877, were as follows :—

7,007 ewmigrants were carried by the
Montreal Ocean Steamship Company ; 425
by the Dominion Line; 33 by the Beaver
Line, and six by the Anchor Line. Of the
emigrants destined for Canada, 2,970 were
cabin pagsengers, as compared with 2,784
in 1876, shewing an increase of 186.

I have been in constant attendance at
my office, and have, to the best of my abi-
lity, carefully watched and promoted ewi-
gration and other Canadian interests. My
communications to the Canadian press of-
fering to render assistance, and to supply
information to intending shippers of pro-
duce, have resulted in the material ad-
vancement during the year of several new
branches of the Canadian export trade, and
foremost amongst which I may mention
poultry, eggs, potatoes (large quantities
of which are now arriving here) oatmeal,
which is seriously affecting the prices of
that supplied by Scotland and Ireland, and
Canadian clover and grass seeds, for which
there isan increasing demand, not only in
Great Britain but in Germany.

i am glad to report that my office has
been extensively used by Canadians dur-
ing the past year. My intima’e knowledge
of Europe and its business generally, has
enabled me to render many of these vi-
sitors valuable assistance and advice. I
ho;w that gach succeeding year others will
cross the Atlantic, and thus more close-
ly cement Canadian interests with 'those
of Great Britain. Many Liverpool mer-
chants and others have also used the Cana-
dinn files of newspapers and statutes- in
this office.

All steamers carrying emigrants have
been visited either by myself or’clerk, and
we have been prepared to render assist-
ance and advice when required. I have
gent out several farmers and other parties
with capital, to the Dominion, and I
am pleased to find that they are satisfied
with their success. I have a considerable
number ready to go to Manitoba and other

arts of Canada in the spring.

A third snccessive season of bad weath-
er, inferior crops, and, owing to outside
competition, failing markets, has not im-
proved the condition of tenant farmers in
this country.

Recent officials returns disclose, for the
first time, the fact tLat there are one
million one hundred and sixty thousand
tenant farmers in the United Kingdom
Of course the majority are occupiers of
small holdings, upon whom any depres-

. gion of farm interests must tell with im-
mediate severity. At the same time they
are the class of emigrants to Canada most
o be desired.

In my last year's Report I referred, in
some detail, to a subject which seems to
pave a very immediate and important bear-
ing upon the promotion of emigration of
small tenant farmers and agricultural la-
bourers from this country to Canada.

My reference was to the initiation and
rapid development of a live stock, dead
meat and prgvision trade between Canada
and this country—a trade which promises
to be limited rather by Canada’s powers
of production than by Great Britain’s,
or I may say Europe's power of con-
sgmption.

I propose, in the course of my Report, to
give some further information respecting
the development of this trade ; but before
doing g0, 1 desire briefly to analyse its
bearings and probable consequences in re-
ppect 1o the position -and prospects of
the British tenant farmer and agricultural
labourer. :

The population of the British Isles has

become so vast in. proportion: to the pro-
ductive area—and of course as the one has
increased the other has diminished—that
large supplies of gll kinds of food must,
of necessity, bedrawn from external
sources ; and it is becoming more and more
ppparent as the years pass by, that all ar-
ticles of consumption as food, save those
which are immediately perishable, such
as milk and some kinds of garden pro-
sduge, can be introduced to British buy-
18 at cheaper rates—to be remuncrative
—Dby outside producers, than by the British
farmer.
" So increasingly great is the demand for
fresh milk and bygtter, on the onc“liand,
whilst such large encroachments are con-
stantly being made on lands hitherto avail-
able for farming purposes, that in a few
years moré the British grazing farmers will
bave quite enough to do to keep up the
supply of such perishable’ things, ‘without
troubling their heads gb¢ut the 'chess-
monger or the butcher,

Corn growing has long "been & hazard-
pns,’:.x'_Qd is beyond doubt every year a more
risky enterprise in ihis country, and since
jbe farmer’s chance of doing-well is pro-
portionately far less than that of the large
farmer, the number of 3{glders must of ne~-
cessity’ deeline rapidly as the availing’
farming arca becomes legs and indivigiugl
farms grow larger. : :

" The demand for food, however, is great,
‘and will steadily. increrse. Whenge is the
supply ‘to come?  From: no : place. bet-
er or more legitimately than from Caund a

to meet this great” demand, and to hold
her own with other, purveyors, it is neces-
sary that her immense breadth of fertile
jands shounld be brought into cultiva~
tion, and well ably and economically farm-
ed.

Who so well able to do this, alike for
his own benefit and for the advantage of
the country of his adoption, as the shrewd,
experienced and able-bodied English, Irish
or Scotch farmer, whose failure to make
ends mect at home has been no fault of
his own, but one of the inevitable conse-
quences of the nature of things?

What more fitting or happier solution of
this problem insupply and demand could
there be that the small British farmer and
intelligent agricultural laborer, oppressed
by high rents, heavy taxcs, and, above all,
by & keen and growing competition from
outside, until they find it impossible to
make a decent living, should transfer their
energies and such means as they - possess
to to the more congenial fields of Canada,
where a strong arm and a clear head, espe-
cially if backed at the outset by some little
means, necd never fear the rent day nor
the call of the collector,

Nature has, beyond doubt, destined Ca-
nada to be one of the great food producers
of the futurg, and she has already proved
conclusively that, with two thousand miles
odd of ocean carriage given in, she can far
outbid the producers of the old country in
the items of live stock, dead meat, poultry,
cheese and eggs. If shecan do so mnch
already, what tale may she not have to tell
twenty years hence?

It appears to be the inevitable nature of
ot things that British tarming should de-
cay, and British tenant farme rs, to & very
great extent, will be compelled to choose
between two alternatives, emigrati on or
the devotion of their energies to some oth-
er industry.

Unfortunately, there are more impedi-
ments in the way when approaching thesc
people than probably any other class in the
British Isles. It is most desirable that
they shonld be taught, and that soofi,to see
facty ag they are.Thejtask is a formidable
one, but nat hopeless. In many in-
stances son has succeeded father for gene-
rations on the same lands, or in the same
district, and they cling tenaciously to asso-
ciations whjch time bas hallowed ; and
no more dreadful suggestion could be
made to them than that they.should for-
sake the old roof-tree to seek fortune abroad.
Still, they are no morz able to resist the
hard logic of facts than any other class,
and I look with ponfijence to a large ac-
cession of immigrants from this class,
as the advantages which Canada offers
become better known.

As a'rule, English farmers are not great
rqadcrs of newspapers. and it is next to
impossible to convene meetings of farmers
exclusively.

I have distributed a large numbey of
stock pamphlets at the markets in my
districts and I haye also watched the agri-
cultural papers, selecting the namcs of
prominent agriculturists, and have sup-
plied them information and
literature that I had at my disposal.

Mr. Annand has advertised in the
leading agricultural jour nals, and judging
from the applications Ihave received in
reply thereto, I am sure thai that course
has been beneficial.

By great exertion and the distribu-
ion of suitable printed matter— The more

with any

practical in its natyre the better — we shall
attract our share of these people. I should
ike, however, to dispel the idea which
has largely existed and may still exist in
the minds of some Canadians, that your
Agents herc can select at their pleasure,
and ship emigrants like so many bales of
cotton at a4 ny given moment and in any
number that may be desired, and can also
guarantee the good character, past, present
and future, and snccess in life, of every
individual fhey send out.

The posit ion of the agricultural labour-
ers has not improved during the year, on
the contrary, in no part of the conntiy
have they been enabled to cbtain an ads
vance of wages. In the North and other
parts of England wher: no union is in ex-
istence, there has been a decrease in wages
from tenta twenty per cent., whilst in-
creased numbers have returned from the
mining districts inconsequences of . the
continued deprossion there.

I am aware that exception has been tak-
en to the emigratio n of these returned
miners, yet I caonot, from experi-
ence, coincide in this. On the contrary, I
think a short time away from home im-
proves them. They become more self-
reliant and hardy, and in'many respects
better preparcd for a change of life in the
colonies. But if this class is required a still
larger ~amount - of assistance must be
given.

* As regards domestic servants, I am in-
formed ﬁy my correspondentsin the agri-
cultural districts in which I was engaged
in 1874, 1875 and 1876, that many . would
gladly go to Canada had they the means.
I am better prépared tp accept these state-
ments when 1 find that nearly ‘every ship
sailing for Australia and New Zealand  (to
which Colonies they not only: obtain free
passages from their homes, but also outfits
and ship’s kit) carries a full complement of
single young women, often as many as 150
at a time,

I am unable to render any account of the
quantities of Canadian dead meat imported
into this cpuntry duringthe past year.
It will suffice to say that nearly all the Al
lan steamers which have arrived here
brought from 800 to 1,000 quarters of beef,
and a quantity of mutton in excellent con-
dition. !

I have, as you arg aware;devoted a great
deal of attention to tlgi& t;x:aide ,and bave in-
spected the refrigerators on the variogs
steamers engaged in the businéss at differ-
ent periods since its commencement.

I regret to say that no irgponantjm-
provement in the system of refrigeration
bas been jntroduced during the past year,
The system as at pregent in use is most ex-
pensive and imperfect.

takes upa large proportion of space,
thus adding to the freight on the
meat.

Of course such a large prize as that
offered has stimulated scientific men
to devise more economical and perfect
means of refrigeration, Of the many
inventions I have seen, I think the fol-
lowing bids fair to-be the most success-
ful and worthy of notice ; — 4

Messrs. Gitford & Berger, of Paris,
have invented a system of refrigerating

roowms, in which the method applied for

producing the desired temperature is
symplicity itself: All that is used is a

simple mechanism for compressing the,
heric air and subjecting

ordinary atmos
it, whilst under pressure, or rather
whilst it is in the act of expanding from
pressure, to the action of a jet of cold
water, which deprives it of its heat,and
the atmosphere thus cooled passes into
the chamber, the temperature of which
it is intended to reduce.

At a recent test of this system the
results were surprising. In half an
hour after commencing to work the ma-
chine the thermometer within /the
freezing chamber stood at 10 below
zero. The interior of the chamber was
covered with hoar frost half an inch
thick, bottles of water were frozen
solid, and the general temperature of
the room in which the temporary freez-
ing chamber stood was reduced to 30>
Fahrenheit, or the freezing point,

It must be borne in mind that only
some few steamers of the large Atlantic
fleets have been temporarily fitted up
for the trade. Other steamers will, 1
understand, be built shortly, and spe-
cial regard will be paid to the increas-
ing demands of this trade, and I hope
80 sge within a short period steamers
conveying meat, butter and other per-
ishable goods from Quebec to Liverpool
on an average in seven days.

For the entire distance the country pre-
sents the appearance of a continuous
sea on both sides of the river. A large
farmer ’in Calusa Co. lost 20,000 sheep,
6,000 acres of wheat- The loss between
Sacramento and Munroeville, in levees
buildings, stock and crops, is $300,000,
besides the decreased value of pro-
perty. There is, however, a prospect
of an enormous harvest, and much se-
diment has been deposited, which will
renew the land worn by continuous
croppings.

8@~ The bread on the waters has re-
turned to a young lady in Clappertown,
Penn, after a few years. On December
28, 1873, she met, on a railroad train, a
lady who was very ill, and she kindly
ministered unto her, taking care of her
and accompanying her to her place of
destination. When they parted the
sick woman offered to reward the
young lady for her kindness and atten-
tion, but she would take nothing.

p&™ Major General Wolsley says that
at no previous period has England been
so strong.. Were war declared to mor-
row about 400,000 drilled men would
fall into line if required, supported by
372 field guns, manned and horsed by
Royal Artillery. These are exclusive
of 10,000 yeomanry, available for Home
Service.—Lord Napier, Government of
Gibraltar, has arrived here. It is an-
nounced that it has been decided to
employ Lord Napier as Commander-in-
chief of an army expeditionary force,
with Major General Garnet Wolsley
chief staff.— A Paris correspondent says
he has been informed, on reliable au-
thority, that Russia is resolved to fight
rather than abate her pretensions.

&~ At Chatham, England, immense
works are in progress for the extension
of the dockyard, which will make that
naval yard probably the finest and most
important in thc world. These works
have been going on for several years,
and four or five more are likely to
elapse before all is complete. About
1,500 hands are employed, the majority
being convicts. The extension econ-
sists of three immense basins, which
will have a combined area of seventy-
four acres, and four graving-docks suf-
ficiently ‘large to accommodate the
largest vessel that is ever likely to be
built. When finished, with all the
stores, workshops, etc., erected, the
new portion will be larger than the old
yard, and, combined, the dockyard will
have a river frontage of over threc
miles.
