It is intended to erect build-
ings, to lay out a horse ring and track,
and to furnish cvery ncedful equip-
iment for the holding of an annual
exhibition. “The city and county wil)
be asked for grants. A number of the
farmers of South Wentworth are also
interesting  themsclves in the project
and will invest in the commendable
enterprise.

EGGS FOR BELGIUM.

MontrEAL, Dec. 19.—An enquiry
from Belgium for Canadian cggs was
made some days ago and the letter
was sent to a Montreal dealer for reply
as to further trading. On the gentle-
man who received the letter being asked
if Belgian eggs were not sent to the
English market in large quantities, he
replied : “VYes, but there is a desirabie
quality in Canadian eggs which the
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Belgian eggs have not.” This, he pre-
sumed was the reason of the enquiry.

CiIRISTMAS POULTRY TRADE.

Ot1rawa, Dec. 20-—The McKinley
bill does not scem to have had much
aoffcct on the Christmas trade in poul-
try for the United States, as the usua
train load for Boston from Smith’s
Ialls, Perth, Brockville, Almonte and
Carleton Place passcd over the Canada
Atlantic road. The train consisted
of 12 cars, containing over 100 tons
of poultry, valued at about $26,000.
Prices were higher than last year and
the supply for the United States some-
what smaller than usual owing to the
large quantity shipped to England for
the Christmas market, and also to the
fact that for the first time buyers were
present from the west and British
Cotumbia, three car loads being taken
for Vancouver and one for Winnipeg.

KINGSTON POULTRY ASSOCIATION,

We have often wondered how King-
ston got on without a poultry Associa-
tion and we now are glad to see tha,
such an organization has been formed.
There are good men at the head of iy
and it should meet with u very large pat-
ronage. A suggestion is thrown out in
the report to which we beg to draw ouy
readers particular attention, that is that
the two Ontario Associations receiving
government aid, amaigamate for 1893,
and hold a joint monster show. The
plan zems to us worthy of deep con.
sideration and in fact was advocated
by the REVIEW a year or two ago, the
only difference being in the location.

THE LONDON ASSOCIATION
we notice by the Secretary’s report
has taken the bull by the horns, and
will open a correspondence with the
Provincial Government with regard to
he exhibit of Poultry at the World’s

Fair.  The Poultry Association of
Ontario should take an active part in
this.

THIS ASSOCIATION

it is universally felt, should do more
for the poultry men of Ontario than the
mere holding of an annual show, in
fact the Ontario Government has signi-
fied that more will be expected for the
money expended. Much good could
be done by the members keeping
accurate records of laying, growth, and
a hundred other practical points of
infinite value to breeders. The Gov-
ernment is anxious to publish such
matter in the annual reports, and every
aid possible should be rendered to
make this feasible. Let all these mat-
ters be thoroughly well discussed at
the annual meeting.

A RECORDING SECRETARY. .

To bring things into shape it has
been suggested that the Association
appoint a permanent Secretary whose
duties shall last the year through, or
else appoint a permanent recording
Secretary who shall give his close
attention to the points we have men-
tioned, leaving all show business and
business of every other nature to the
annually elected Secretary.

THE GALT ASSOCIATION
is hard at work at the preliminaries of
their first show. We hope to give the
exact date in our next issue.

MORTIMER'S MONTHLY MORSELS.

BY F. A, MORTIMER,

OULTRY need far more care
during the damp, rainy
weather, than during the dry,

warm weather of summer, or the clear,
cold weather of winter, for dampness
engenders numerous disorders, many of
which are difficult to cure, therefore it
is better to try the preventative than to
administer a proposed cure.

There are few fowls more prolific than
the Game, and when there is a good
wide range of any kind, no fowl will
prove more profitable. They eat little
in proportion to other fowls, and are
very good layers.

Sprinkle the eggs with warm water
for the last four or five days before
hatching. It softens the skin and shell
and they break easier.

Feed systematically two or three
times a day. Scatter the feed so they
can’t eat too fast or without proper
exercise. Do not feed more than they
will eat up clean, or they will get tired
of that kind of feed.

A Dbanker or millionaire can be a
fancier without its degrading him in the
least, in fact if bank presidents and
cashiers would devote more of their
time to poultry raising instead of specu-
lating with their depositors’ money,
there would be fewer tourists to Can,
ada.
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One of the best crosses for broilers
is a Wyandotte cock and Brahin. or
Cochin hens.  Plymouth Rock or
Dominick cocks with large hens also
produce fine broilers.

The first desideratum in winter is
warmth.

The New York market prefers light
eggs, the Boston markat dark ones,

January is the coldest month in the
year, and deep snows will often serious-
ly interfere with the operations in the
poultry yards. In the South the snows
do not remain long enough on the
ground to cause much annoyance,
but in the North the poultrymen, when
the yards are filled with snow, must
either shovel it away or feed the hens
in the poultry house. If they are
confined in the house the door should-
be kept open during the day-time, pro
vided the house faces the south, in
order to allow the admission of light and
air, or the fowls will prefer to remain
outside. They should have sawdust or
straw on the floor, and the focd thrown
into it in order that they may be com-
pelled to scratch. The dust in the
dustbox should be replenished often,
and kept dry, and the house must be
cleaned of the droppings daily. The
water will freeze, and so will the soft
food, if the weather is severe ; of course
these obstacles are discouraging, but
as very little other work can be .done
at this season, there will be but a smal)
loss of labor. Itis no easy undertak-
ing to properly care for poultry ir Janu-
ary, but as there are many cases in
which time and capital are not enumer-
ated in other directions besides that of
poultry raising, by comparing the labor
bestowed in the poultry-house with
other ventures, it will be tfound profit-

able to give the fowls all the attention
possible. Eggs and chicks are high
now, and amply repay the poultryman
for his care and attention.—F. A.
Jacobs.

House those late chicks comfortably,
and feed them well, clse they will quit
growing, get tired and discouraged, and
finally quit living.

If you scatter some grain amoeng
straw or leaves and keep the hens at
work scratching they will lay better
and’keep in better health,

Charred wood from the stove, or
charcoal in any shape is excellent for
poultry. It is best to keep itin the pens
before them all the time, and where
they can have free access to it all the
time. They are very fond of burned
bread, corn, or other charred substance.

To produce the best layers, with
medium size, cross the brown Leghorn
with partridge Cochin hens, or a white
Leghorn with light Brahma hens.

_ Chicks should be examined for lice
at least every week. The large gray
louse that is on the head and neck
can often not be seen until the feathers
are wet. Never grease the entire body
of a chick, else death will surely follow;
use melted lard aud rub on the head
as low down on the neck as the lice
may be found ; and a very little under
the wings.

Dressed poultry should not be pack-
ed for transportation until perfectly
cold, then it should be laid in clean
straw, breast down, keeping wings and
legs close to the body and see that
there is no discoloration of blood on

the skin. If the heads are removed,
pull up the skin of the neck and tie it
over the severed portion with a bit of
strong thread or twine. Ne.cr cut off
the claws or spurs of old hens with
the idea of passing them off for young
cockerels.  Purchasers are generally
older than the most ancient of your
poultrv yards. Or if perchance your
customer is green, there 1s no excuse
for dishonesty.

Early and provident fear is the
mother of safety.—ZBurke.

AN you tell me Mr. Editor, why
so eclegant and profitable a
fowl as the Golden Sebright
should be left off the list of any exhibi-
tion. I see Owen Sound ignores this
variety altogether, but offers prizes for
Guinea Pigs. Now I will venture the
assertion that Sebright Bantams will
give a greater return than any of the
large varicties, while Guinea Pigs are
good for nothing that I know of except
for Dr. Koch to extract his very doubt-
ful cure from. Guelph offers prizes for
Sebrights, not mentioning either vanety,
they ma- save prize money in this way,
but they will loose in entries. I don’t
believe in dwarfing every variety and
calling them Bantams but this old
standard variety at any rate should be
on the prize list of every show worthy
of the name.

NOTICED C. S. Jackson’s lettcri

his views. Of course it would not be
expected that I should sce every
exhibitor's birds as their owners sce
them. 1 have not got ownership and
prejudice to contend with, consequent-
ly, I should be able to see a little,
clearer the good points and difects
of each individval bird. T sull retain
the same impressions made at Toronto
Tudustrial, and as Mr. Jackson and
myself are so much at variance, it
would be an impoc.bility for us to
agree, for Mr. Jack.on sees things in
such a different light that we must
leave it to the readers of the REVIEW to
determine which of us it is that don’t
know much about light Brahmas,
When chicks are full feathered and
developed and have got their cock and
hen feathers, there cannot be much
lett 1o hope for. Now suchwere the
two light Brahmas at "Toronto—just
about as good as they ever will be.
Now they certainly have an advan-
tage over younger birds, but whena
judge canuot see they are worthy rep.
resentatives of their kind, the judge
would naturally look for something
that will 6il the bili, that is, mect the
requirements of the American Standard,

;righlly so. And if a judge is not
competent to determine and to know
positively, except accidents, the judge
is not qualified, in my opinion, to
award the prizes.

As regards the pullet, Mr. Jackson
says: Size was not the objection at
the time, but that she showed black in
web of feather.

Mr. Jackson admits that she had
black spots in web of feather, and per-
haps if he had seen them in any other
breeder’s birds he would say they were
alitile lziger than a pin’s head. If T had
thought her bad enough to disqualify.
\I should not bave awarded her 2nd
i prize—she had not much size for a pul-
llet so fully developed. Andif I did
i not say that to Mr. Jackson—why he was
iso insulting in his remarks, that I was
lthinking about the work I was doing,
not that T allow any exhibitor to brow
beat me into changing my awards, and
generally when I get through I go over
the birds again to see if my second
sight confirms my former judgment.
While Mr. Jacksca was at fever heat,
an old light Brahma breeder had fooked
over the chicks und he said in my
hearing that the 1st prize pullet and
2nd prize cockerel were worth more than
all the light Brahma chicksthere, and 1




would have given as much money for
the two as I would for all the others.
I speak especially for the pullet.

Now I admit the first prize pullet
had much more black in her back
than Mr. Jackson says, but the black
was on her chicken teathers, but the
hen feathers coming and what had
come, showed no black spots, and I
think without any exception she had
the best striped neck I have seen for a
longtime, andof thegreen lustre so much
desirable in good light Brahmas she
had enocugh and almost to spate. 1
could not help expressing my opinion
of her, which seems to give Mr. Jack-
son so much annoyance. When a
judge makes a statement like that and
a dissatisfied exhibitor hears or reads
it, then, if he was anxious to learn how
much the judge knew, it would be
the best policy to await and see how
far the judge erred in his judgment
when next you see the birds. I should
like Mr. Jackson to show the birds
at our Ontario show, and I will give
way and let either of my brother judges
score his birds, so that he can get jus.
tice, that which he does not think he
got a. T'oronto.

WHAT IS A THOROUGHBRED FOWL?

PY H. S. BABCOCK, PROVIDENCE, R. I,

All Rights Reserved.)

HERE are a good many vague
ideas upon what coustitutes a
thoroughbred fowl, ideas which

need ciarifying by more precise defini-
tions. Vague ideas generally lead to
strange misconceptions, and these are
sometimes harmless, though not infre-
quently karmful. It is worth while,
then, for us to get a clear conception of
what we mean by the term “horoughbred
as applied to fowls.

To illustrate once of these vague ideas
about what constitutes a thoroughbred
fowl, and the bad effect that such
an idea may produce, it is only
necessary to refer to the treatment that
some new varieties have received when
first introduced to the attention of the
public. Not a few have been denom-
inated “mongrels,” a term which is
considered sufficient to condemn any
breed or variety by those who ¢~ not
realize its full impost.  But these same
mor;grels have persisted and have com.
nelled a recognition of their thorough-
bred character, triumphing over opposi-
tion and denunciation, if, indeed, such
opposition has not really assisted them
in their struggle for survival. But, had
these parties who spent so much force
in condemning the new varietics been
better instructed in what was the mean-
ing of the term, thoroughbred, they
would haye saved themselves much
useless labor and eventual huwmili
ation.

The term thoroughbred, has not any-
thing, necessarily, to do with the ques-
tion of origin. It matters not how a
hreed originated, whether from one of
from many sources, whether it is what

is popularly called *full bloeded ” or
“pure-bluoded "—terms  which  gener-
ally refer to a single origin but are also
used as synonymoaus with thoroughbred
—or whether it is the result of the union
of several well-known breeds or varie-
ties.  Origin is not the test of the
thoroughbred character of a fow), or
for that matter of anything clse in the
animal world.  If one could find a race
of fo..Is whose pedigree could be traced
in an unbroken line back to the originaj
wild progenitor, it would not necessarily
be a thoroughbred race of fowls. It
probably would be a thoroughbred race
not, however, on account of its origin’
but it would not wecsesarify be suchf
I am aware that such statements are
liable to shock some who are grea
sticklers for purity of blood, but it is
better to be shocked by the truth than
to spend a life-time in holding as true
what is false,

The tength of time a fowl has been

bred is not ghe test of its thoroughbred .
In the yards of the farm- '

character.
ers, the world over, there are true
mongrels that have been bred from
** the time whercof the memory of man
runneth not to the contrary.” If time
were the test, then there would be the
most distinctly thoroughbred ‘of the
fowls of which we have any knowledzc,
unless possibly the Game fowl be an
exception.  Before history lighted its
torch from the wamng fires of myth,
these fowls existed.  They were mong-
rels then—they are mongrels now.
What then do we mean by the term
thoroughbred ?  What is the test by
which the thoroughbred character is
determined ?  The answer 15 as simple
as truth. Thoroughbred means thor-
oughly bred, that is, when applied
to fowls it means that they will produce
thair charactenistics with  great uni-
formity. The progeney will have the
characteristics of the parents and will
breed them down to the next genera-
tion and so on, so long as the breed or

variety exists. ‘There will not be abso-
lute uniformity, for variability steps in
to prevent that, but there will be a
tolerably close adherence to the breed
and variety type in the most of the
progeney. Any fowl whic is capable
of doing this is thoroughi-ed, even
though it has many more ancestors
than it has years of existence,

Ot course I am arguing that length
of time is a matter of no iportance,
for the longer a fowl has been bred to a
given type, the more likely will be its
adherence to that type, and the less
likelihood there will be of revisions to
some of its original progenitors. But
the time itself is of no importance,
save as it assists in securing the trans-
mitability of the type. As soon as the
type is a certain heritable property, so
soon is the fowl a thoroughbred. This
may occL~ as it has in some white
» sports,” almost at the outset, orit
may require five, ten, or even more
years. The one thing necessary is that
the type be capable of transmission
!'with reasonable unmiformity.

It is not hard to foresee what
would be the result were such a theory
carried into actual use.

the exception. The rigid requirements
of a Standard have brought to a high
degiee of uniformity all the older
breeds and will have the same influence
in time on the new breeds. To wake
the Standard adjustable to the various
ideas of breeders and hucksters means
a prompt halt in the march of i aprove-
fnent and a sure falling off of the qual.
ity of fowls now bred from both the
Standards of use and beauty. Mr.
Mortimer is greatly grieved that
small defects debar an otherwise fine
bird from competition. For iastance

we take the light Brabma. A bird
with a single comb will be de-
barred, and from Mr. Mortimer’s

standpoint, so small a point shouid not
b2 considered. I wish to ask how
long the hght Brahma would remain
the grand breed it is, if distinct
Brahma characteristics were not re-
quired to appear in every Brahma ex-
hibited. The Standard not only pro-
tects the purity of the breed, but
also fosters the economic points.
The required shape for all the utility
breeds is the best practical shape that
can be acquired by that breed, and if
the Standard requirements were reach-
ed the farmer or market poultryman
could ask no more. The weight
standard for all breeds in which good
weights are to be expected is high
enough, in fact if anything, is rather
extremc. Above all things let us have
no letting down of Standards, but
rather seek to elevate. Mr. Mor-
timer’s assertion that first prewium
birds are usually the most worthless

in the show, 1s too transparently unre-
liable to require much attention. No
one with an eye to beauty can deny
that the Standard requirements for
nearly all breeds are the most desirable
that could be conceived of. Breeding
to a Standard 1s the best and fairest of
methods. Judging by the Standard
insures to all fair and impartial treat-
ment, and a scale of points is absolute-
ly necessary to accuracy in judging.

In response, we bhad interesting
and appropriate speeches from Mr.
Emery, Mr. Tait and Mr. Wright.

Sixth. The Press. Finding there
was no loophole of escape for me, 1
tesponded as well as my bashfulness
would atlow.

Seventh toast, a most interesting one,
the Ladies. This was nicely responded
to by Mr. W. McLaren jr.  And now
comes the last toast on the list, viz,
the Host and Hostess. This was re-
ceived with a round of clapping &c.,
that deafened one and deservedly so for
Mr. Comely provided a supper that
was first-class in every respect, the
manner in which everything was served
and the attendance could not be ex-
celled and I would just say the that
thanks of the Toronto visitors are due
to Mr. Comely for the liberal manner
in which he treated them.

The Host having appropriately replied
closed one of the most enjoyable
evenings I ever spent.
