In the Oct,ber issue of this, our
argan of the Order of waich we are all proud
to be mmembers, it was our part to speak all
too regretfully of the w.- cloud that was even
then looming blacks and thunderous on the
horizon of the natioas. Though fearful even
then that nothing but a Divine disposition
could stay the battle-bolt from falling, we yet
hoped that the Divine .n:>rference might be
vouchsafed. and that j.ace and prosperity
might yet put the period toe the closing years
of the nineteenth century. 3ut hardly were
those words written. hardly was the pen
ot diplomacy dropped useless from the fingers
«f our Ministers, when the sword leaped fro:n
scabbard and the finis to the futile negotiations
was inscribed in letters of blosd. The insensate
toer, arrogant in his blind and self-assured se-
carity, dared to dictate terms to the Great Pow-
er: darad to flout the all too condegcending and
courteous requests—founded on right and justi-
f1ied by facts—of Great Britain; dared—this cur
of ‘hybrid origin—to snarl at the Lion. Peace
with honor England and her Ministers have
ever regarded as the crown of their councils,
the Mecca of their hopes: but this was a dif-
ferent story. Children of the nation, whelps of
the Lion, weie being spurned and insulted by
a people little Dbetter in morale or superior in
civilization to the surrounding savages whom

they moleste1 and murdered, ‘and that insult
teuched most nearly England, the Mother

Country. Talk must end and action must be-
zin. Tne Dbuc lic Boer was given rope—aye,

rope more than enough to hang himself—and
the prerogative tendered he is fast making use
of.

If the progress of the British troops in what
must be a victorious campaign, has been stay-
c¢d for the moment now and again by slight re-
verses, only to be compared to a rough c:ossing
cn a smooth-worn road, faith in our Army,
trust in our Ministers, lovalty to our Queen,
need not waver. but rather let us, with cheer
on cheer, drown in the volume of popular ac-
claim and patriotism, the feeble sneers of Con-
tinental powers—like jackals watching the oc-
casion to drag down and smurch with their
cowardly abuse the British flag—and the mis-
guided fulminations of one or two Hibernian
Tfanatics, who think they see in the problemat-
ical downfall of England the up-building of the
neighbor Isle. These latter protests are, in-
deed, of little avail, and evince their self-shoul-
dered absurdity the more quickly when read line
by line with the deeds of Irish gallantry and
daring—do. in the embattled field, recorded day
by day from the front.

The Nation is united. Little deeds and words
of meanness but serve to accentuate the else-
where universal fealty to the Flag. Have we
not seen it here, from east to west of this great
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Dominion? Has not Australia, with each acre
of her boundless lands, each wave of her sky-
girt seas, lifted her voice in loyalty and passed
on the Fiery Cross to India’s time-touched
plains and cities, to China’s seas, to Western
waters, to each nook and cranny of the earth,
where a child of the Great White Mother per-
chance is bearing manfully the white man's
purden and adding one more grain of sand,
one more drop of water to the ternitorial wealth
of Britain? And has not the echo returned, in
the sound of hurrying mail-clad feet, the ring
of hammer on steel, the clash of sword and
ring of spur, as from the four quarters of the
hemispheres the children of the Little Isle, ral-
1y round the Throne. The answer of the Colonies
has indeed pointed a good moral wherewith the
o.her European Powers may adorn the tale of
the Second Boer War. Aggression on the part
of France or Russia wiil land them in a hor-
nets’ nest, which they have hitherto little
dreamed of. Their own colonial policy is either
so much a minus quantity or go utterly rotten
in principle and administration that it is dif-
ficult for them to realise the conditions existent
in such an appenage of the Crown as British
Columbia, let us say, or New South Wales.
While all runs smoothly at home, little or noth-
ing is seen of these distant sons of the Em-~
pire, but let the Iagle scream once, the Bear
lift his paw in overt act against Great Britain,
and the stage bristles with citizen-soldiers,
ready and willing to lay down their lives for
the Red, White and Blue, and no whit behind
their elder brothers in the British Isles.

And of all the ready ones, in their myriads,
let us hope that none shall be found with sword
more gquick to the hand, shield to the shoulder,
than the Pythian Knight. True he fights first
beneath the banner of Friendship, Benevolence
and Charity—but where those great principles
must be upheld by dint of hard knocks and
shedding of good. red blood, he will not be
backward in the fray. He will fight the good
fight, and win the guerdon of the faithful ser-

Most of our fashionable churches, bound as the
Church is to help and relieve the poor and dis-
tressed, like the Priest and Levite in the Par-
able of the Goud Samaritan, pass by on the
other side, or at least make but a feeble effort
{v help the unfortunate. Churches are becom-
ing more and more of a social club, and the
poor are, to all intent, forgotten in the race.
Just here is our opportunity. Gratitude, if it
be anything at all, should lead men to do some-
thing, rot dream it, for our fellowmen, in re-
sponse for the great blessings given us; and
it is surely the best way to thank God. All
profession of religion or of thankfulness is a
farce and mockery without the sacrifice of time
and means to assist those in distress. Is it not
awcrying shame that our wealthy churches
should leave the often much-despised Salvation
Army to provide shelter and places of refuge
for the unfortunate members of this and other
cities'® Sympathy for the friendless, succour
for the hapless, bread for the hungry, a
stretc ed-out hand for the fallen, a kind word
to the discouraged, must surely be the crown
and glhry of a Christian Thanksgiving. There
is suct an everlasting greed after filthy lucre
that we forget that our neighbor may be in
want «f the bare necessities of life. Action,
not dreaming, is demanded of every true Pyth-
jan kn:isnt., The principles of the Order are
intense y practical and we are not Pythians if
we forg et that a gratitude shown in love-labor,
as we'l as words, is the offering acceptable unto
the Su; reme Being.

May the principle of Thanksgiving be the
most prominent feature iu our work. Thus
generor ity  and  largeheartedness will show
themse ves in all our acticns, and put us in
svmpatay with all men. That, as you know,
is one of the leading tenets of Pythianism.

1 am swry to say that, as correspondent for
the Uniform Rank, I have nothing to report
from the locol Comvany.

TRANSFER CARD.

That are the Rights of the Holder?
In a recent letter from an old subscriber to
1he “Tribune,” in a postscript, he put before us
the following question:—

*Whan a member of a lodge properly applies

for a ‘Transfer Card-and the same is lawfully

granted to him, has suche member a right to

ask for and obtain the semi-annual password, B
and the privilege still to continue to act, speak
and vote in the lodge issuing the Transfer Card,
the same as any other member, or does the fact
of his taking a Transfer Card cut him off from §
the privilege hitherto enjoyed by him as af
member of the Jodge issuing the said card?”
1t is somewhat remarkable how long it tales.
1o matter how simple the law may be, for the
Lody of a community, Pythian or otherwise, to

"understand and know what their rights are—

this tou, when the law involves questions of the
highest privilege or the most cherished liberty.

In the case before us, the right to the exer
cise of «very Pythian privilege is at issue, amd
»et how many are there in the Order that cauy,
w.thout cunsulting the Supreme Statutes, con-
fidently and intelligently answer the query of
cur coutlespondent?—with propriety we might
add, how many have a cupy of the Supreme
Statutes at hand? Asa test of the first, let each
teader of this article pause right here and g
Lack and 1ead the upening query, make a mental
cutiine uf his sulutivn, then compare it with
cur repiy—we warrant that there will be many,
very many, who will discover that their ideao
! what the law is in regard to the effect of the
ispuance of a Transfer Card, are so wide of the
mark as to make them wonder if indeed they
ever knew. As this is a question of a great
deal of importance, we will endeavor to take A
it up in such a way as to make our answer
purticularly clear.

Reduced to short metre the query of our cor-
respondent asks:— ,

1. Has the holder of an unexpired Transfer
¢ard (upon which Transfer Card he has not as
vet been elected to membership in any other
lodge), who complied with all the Jaw provided
with reference to the payment of dues in ad-
vance, a right to ask for and receive the semi-
annual password?

2. Is the holder of a Transfer Card ag de-
seribed in the preceding question, clothed with
ail the rights, privileges, and benefits, and sub-
ject to all! the responsibilities, inherent to his
memberchip (in the lodge which issued such
f'ransfer Card). at the time of the issuance of §
said Transfer Card?” .

There are four conditions to be considered in
connection with a reply to this query:—

1. The issuance of a Transfer Card.

2. lts expiration.

2. Electir 1 to membership by its deposit.

4. Rejection of application for membership by
its deposit. .

Of the various classes of membership, unin-
formed on this question, we select a few which
we group as follows:— ¢

1. Those wholly ignorant.

2. Those who use the term *“Transfer Card
and ‘‘Withdrawal Card,” as interchangeable ;
terms. k

3. Those who consider that duning the period
between the issuance and thg expiration of 2
Transfer Card (90 days) the membership of the
holder is in a 4ransition state, on. & sort of
Fythi 1 straddle, where the respective Tela-
tions and responsibilities of the member wnd §
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(the Jodge are lis pendens, or, more commonly
speaking, waiting the outcome of two limita-
twns:—(1) the expirvation of the Tiransfer Card
or (2) election of the holder to membership in
any other lodge.

While those who compose the first two
meups are quite numerous, those who are rep-
resented by the third one form by far the lar-
wer contingent—with the latter class we will
therefore have miore particularly to do in this
article. In answering them, we trust we may
also inform the first and second.

First, lel it be understood by all, that the
uspiration, conception, origin and purpose of
the Transfer Card, was to the end that thereby
« means might be furnished whereby member-
slap in a suburdinate lodge might be transferred
without in any respect  disturbimg  existing
Iy thian rights, privileges, benefits, emoluments
ol advantages, because of the issuance of such
Transfer Card—or, during the life of such card
—or, until the regular election of the holder of
such card to membership in the lodge in which
It may have depusited same. In the light of
that intention must be read all the legislation
provid'ng “for the issue and to regulate the
uses of cards for transfer of Lodge member-
ship.” 1«t us sce if the words of the statute do
rot indicate that the intention of the framers
may be obtained from the words of the enact-
ment itself.

The legislation which provides for application
for, issuance of and deposit of, a ‘Lransfer
Card is to be found in Title IV, Chapter VI,
Sections 268, to 275 inclusive, of the Supreme
Statutes. Passing by the instructions with ref-
erence to preliminaries, we: find that in Section
2pd it provides that the applicant for Transfer
Card is required to accompany the application
with ‘dues in advance to the first of the month
suceeeding the presentation of such application
to the Lodge.”

Next, we find that the form of the Transfer
card itseif., as found in Section 270, says to the
ledge to whom such card may be presented for
uaeposit:—

*Should this lodge receive notice from you
that, within 90 days from this date, the holder
«t this >ard has been elected a member of your
lodge, his membership in this lodge will be
dcemed to have ceased upun such election, oth-
erwise this Transfer Card shall be null and
void.”

And further, in Sectiun 271, in providing for
the cuntinued life of such Transfer Card, dur-
ing the 90 days it is tu run, it says, ‘that when
depositing same, his application for member-
ship n another ludge shall not only be accom~
panied by the Transfer Card, bu. also *‘with
an official receipt showing the payment to the
ludge issuing the card of all dues, fines, and
assessments to the first of the month succeed-
ing the date of the deposit of such Transfer
Caru.” Jn this connection it may also be well
te state that when the system of Transfer Card
was or.ginally adopted, in 1894, it then provided
that the application for the issuance of a
Transfer Card should be accompanied by dues
in advance for 90 days, or during the whole
period of the life of this card—this, however,
was modified in 1896, by the adoption of the
words last above quoted, so as not to require
dues for the entire 90 days to be paid in ad-
vance, but only month to month in advance, as
the same accrued.

Next, turning to the question of the effect of
the dssuance and deposit of a Transfer Card,
so far as tenure of office is concerned, we find
still further evidence of the intention of the
iramers not to disturb any existing right, by
the issuance of such card. Evidently fearing
that some doubt might prevail as to the effect
that such issuance might have upon the rights
of the holder of an office, the following provi-
sion wa$ made, and appears in Section 273,
which we have divided into paragraphs as fol-
lows:—

“273. 1. The rights of a holder of a Transfer
Card as an officer in the lodge of issue, or as
Crand Representative from: such lodge, shall
not be impaired by reason of the issue or de-
pesit of such Transfer Card until his election to
membership in the ledge in which it is deposit-
ed, but thereupon any such right shall forever
cease and determine.

2. If the lodge of deposit of a Transfer Card
be within the'same domain as the lodge of issue,
the rights of the holder thereof as an officer in
his Grand Lodge, or as a Supreme Representa-
tive from such Grand Lodge shall not be affect-
ed or impaired by the issue or deposit of such
Trag}sge‘r Card. _-- ) B

.. LRPIRS ..
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3. But if the lodge of deposit of a Transter
Card be not within the same domain as*the
lodge of !ssue, then all such rights of the hold-
er of a Transfer Card shall cease and deter-
mine, un his election to membership in the
ledge of deposit.”

From all which we are furced to the inevitable
conclusion, as we helieve our readers must be,
that, without going into any specific details as
to what particular right or privilege is or is not
affected, there can be but one general answer
to the query of our correspondent, namely:

Neither the issuance nor deposit of -a Transfer Rates $1.00 per Day and Upwards.

Card in any wise affects, disturbs, or changes
membership in a subordinate lodge,
rights growing out of such membership. “until
his election to membership n the lodge in
which it is deposited”—therefore, the person de-
scribed in the query as stated by our correspon-
dent would not only be entitled to ask for and
receive the semi-annual pass-word. but to exer-
cise the Pythian privileges referred to in the
query, just as though such Transfer Card had
never been issued to him.

A Transfer ‘Card is a document issued by au-
thority of the Supreme Lodge, whereby transfer”
may be made from one lodge to another, with-
cut any break in continuous membership in
the Order—it is a plank thrown across the d:vi-
sion between one lodge and another, over which
a member may cross, but which does not re-
move him from the lodge issuing it, until he
walks cver and on it. and the other lodge
draws in the plank.—The “Pythian Tribune.”
