solely to represent the Pope at the World's Columbian Exposition.

. Tlfe Globe Review (quarterly), of Chicago, comes to hand with
& unique recommendation, signed by the Archbishop of Phila-
delphia, the Bishop of the Episcopal Church there, and & promi-
nent newspaper editor. The contents of the last number
make excellent reading. Under the heading of *“ Personal and
Pertinent,” the editor (Mr. 7. H. Thorne) announces his con
version to Catholicity.

A London cable informs us that the difference between the
two sections of the Irish parlinmontary party over the Paris
fund is at last on the verge of settlement. On Wednesday last
Archbishop Croke sent £60 to the fund for the relief of evicted
tenants, and in a letter accompanying his donation declared that
the fund should be taken from the hands of the Paris bankors
and confided to threo honest men who are not connected with
either side of the Irish controversy, until an agreement as to its
disposition shounld be concluded. Timothy Harrington has sig-
nified that he unconditionally agrees to the Archbishop’s sug-
gestion, and adds that he desires that Archbishop Croke be one
of the three new trustees. If the McCarthyites agree to the
proposition there will be little further trouble regardirg the
fund. At a meeting of the Irish Parlinmentary Committee, held
on Saturday, at which Mr. Michael Davitt presided, Archbishop
Croke’s proposals for the release of the fund were accepted.

There was a large gathering at the Union depot Monday after-
noon to say good-bye to Hon. Edward Blake on his leaving for
New York, whence he sails on Wednesday in the Teutonic for
Liverpool. Mrs. Blake accompanied the hon. gentleman,
Shortly before 5 o'clock, Hon. Frank. Smith, Mr. Patrick Boyle
and Mr. Lee addressed Mr. Blake and expressed their hearty
thanks for the services Mv. Blake has rendered to the Irish
cause, and their anticipation that still further benefit would re-
sult from Mr, Blake's missiun. Senator Smith then produced
& check for £1000 and told Mr. Blake this was a portion of the
fund which had been subscribed by the friends of Ireland since
the recaption given the member for Longford at the Pavilion.
Mr. Blake, who was visibly affected by the personal reference,
accepted the trust with many thanks. TPresident Loudon, Pro-
fessor Carpmael, Ex-Mayor Manning and other gentlemen
heartily shook hands with Mr. Blake, and after an affecting
good-bye to the members of the Blake family the train steamed
out of the station amid the cheers of the assembled crowd.

A feature of the Columbian celebration was (saysan exchange)
that the Jewish synagogues vied with the Christian churches in
the profusion and brilliancy of their decorations. They held
services of thanksgiving on Saturday, and prominent rabbis dis-
coursed on the character and achievements of Columbus. Rabbi
Kohul spoke of Columbus as & friend of the Jews. We quote:

THE EVICTIONS IN IRELAND.

——

WIHOLE FAMILIES LEFY DY THE ROADSIDE.

The scheme of wholesale evictions in Ireland is being carried out.
Although Chief Secretary Morley has given orders reviving and
enforcing the old rale that tho police shall not give aid in evictions
botween sunset and sunrise, yot the lundlords find the hours of day-
light quite suflicient for their work. Scores of the aged and decrepit,
as well as of the young and otherwise helpless, may be seen camping
on the roads in the southwest part of Ireland with nothing but cloth-
ing little bottor than rags, to shelter them from the bleak stormns of
October. At Bantry, a fow days ago, a whole family were found in
the midst of a fierce rain and wind storm crouching in a grove of
trees and wet to the skin. Thoey had been evicted last Saturday,
when the husband was hardly able to hobble out of his wretched
cubin, and the wife and mother about to give birth to another child,
The little one was born without medical attendance on the following
day, with the rain pouring down through the branchesof the trees,
now almost denuded of leaves, and the wind blowing a hurricane
around. Kind neighbors learned of the wretched plight of the un-
fortunates and gave thewn a temporary hotie. Thero are three young
clildren besides the baby, which, it is said, i3 barely alive, owing to
tho cold and vxposure. Chiuefl Secretary Morley-is practically helpless
to provent thesc outrages so long as the landlords can find baihfls
to perform thewr cruel work. The laws passed by an English Parlia-
ment permit the landlords to do as they please, and Morley must
bow to the law until it ia repealed. The Tories are just now enfercing
these laws with tho utmost rigor.

While John Knox thundered his heresy from the window of his
houge upon Edinburgh's High street, and listening crowds of fanatics
applauded him to the echo, away beyond Arthur's Seat, fur up in the
recesses of tho L'rossacs, outside the cities and in the deop glens of tho
Higlilands, the Catholic priests were stealing along, in fear and trom.
bling. to pay their visits to the sick, to heur the confessions of the
fuithful mountaineers, or to chant the Mass for the tartaned * Children
of the Mist.’

Ab! it is o grand, an inspiring, a noble history that of the Catho-
lic faith 1n Scotland !  With the tenacity of the Celt did they cling to
their cross, and with the endurance of Highland strength did they re-
sist the porsecutions to which they were subjected. The mad fury of
the Covenanters, the frantic bigetry of Cluverhouse and the Lords of
Convention, the wild and waniac ravings of a host of Habakkuk
Mucklowraiths, the fire and the stake—all were vain efforts to quench
the flames of Catholicity that burned in the hearts of that gallant
race. \We must not forget that the land of Burns and Scott, was also
the land of Walluce and Bruce.—alontreal 1'rue Witness.

A GREAT SEMINARY; ITS FOUNDER AND EIS HOME.

{The following letter was a mild mystery to us until we found an inclosure
which announces that the writer, John A. Rnndolgh is tho authorof the first
English history of tho great Seminary referred to, which ses.—En. oW R

Q0 the Iditor of the CatnorLic WeexLy Review :

In every age God has raised up holy men and women, and en-
dowed them with some speocial gift wherewith to enrich or defend His
Church and to confound those who will not hear His voice.

Nor is the zase of Robert de Sorbon, the poor, pious and humble
ccclesiastic, an exception to the rule,

Born of poor but devout parents, in Ootober, 1201, and carefully
educated by them us for as their own learning enabled them to,
hie passed about thirty years u: bis native village, in the diocese of
Rheims, and in the French Ardennes.

His Mastor, however, called him to the ecclesiastical life, and ac-
cordingly we find him, soon after, in Paris, whether he went on leav-
ing home, with a view to studying theology in company with Ilessed
Albert the Great, St. Thomas Aquinas and $t. Philip Benitii.

However, there was no place in Paris where thoss who were study-
ing for the priesthood could do so together and thus help each other
in the study when any difficult guestions should arise; therefore,
mindful of his own experiences, he stated his case before King (St.)
Touis, who was immediately disposed to help him in carrying out so
necessary and beneficent a schome, und forthwith presented him with
a house near the ** Palais des Thermes.” Here sixteen poor students
iu theology were lodged free, but they paid a small sum weekly for
their board. Robert was appointed ** Provisor, and there were four
students admitted fram the four following nations : Eng'ish, Norman,
Picard and German. Later on, as the pisty and learning of these
men becamo known, many applicatons came in, so much so that
eventually board and lodging was arranged for six and thirty students,
not counting the Provisor. ,

The exchanges and gifis of lands, Louses, money and books became
so numerous that the library of the Seminary was, at Richelieu's time,
the richost and largest in Europe. The learning of the Doctors in
theology at the Sorbonne was of such excellence that even Popes
and Kings consulted the Sorbonists on cages of conscience, und often
bided by their decision..

In 1471 the printing press was iniroduced into France, and its first
bome there was at the Sorbonne.

Richeheu enlurged the old buildings in the style of the tims, and
these in their turn are boing trebled in proportion, for, in spite of
the dissolution of the Sorbouns by decree, ir 1792, of the Natioral
Assembly, it is still alive, and has gathered within its venerable walis
the Faculties of hteraturs and goience, and the Holy Father has re-
cently given canonical erection to the Theological Faculty there, in
its capacity of the continuation of the Sorbonne of old.

The village of Sorbon is .of great antiquity, there being a vast net-
work of Roman vaults and subterranean passages under the houses.
'fhe church contains an old font, at which, in all probability, the
Founder of the Sorbonne waa baptized in October, 1201. The situa-
tion of the village is exceedingly picturesque. The population—an
agricultural one—is given as 840, all told.

A
church which is of no authority in matters of faith, which con-
sequently has no authority to teach the faith of Chnst, which
cousequently is not the church commissioned by Christ our
Lord to gu into all the lands and teach all nations ; a Biole (of
infallible authority) whose teachings overy man 1s at hberty to
‘nterpret at his own swect will, tu smt ins own 1dea, with no
arbiter of right or wrung interpretation.  Perfect Protestantism.
But tho Rev. D. J. MacDonnell objected. ‘* There was a church
before there was a Bible.” A shudder must have passed throngh

the whole Association. 'The Catholic position of the relation of
the church to the Bible loudly proclaimed in their very presonce !

The Ministerial Association are to- memorialize the Minister
of Militin to forbid the volunteer review on Thanksgiving Day.

The more extravagant
the idea, the greater the upset its being carried out would give
the estublished ztate of things, the greater the glory to the
propounder of it.

If they really wish {o aid in reclaiming a holy day, let them
commence with Good Friday. Their people have utterly lost
the Christizn idea of the day, and almost universally devote it
to pleasure. Tho commemoration of the death of the Savior of
the world attracts their attention less than the Governor Gen-
eral’s proclamation. It is quite natural. They are afflicted
with the itch the Athenians had, to be always hearing or saying
something new. ’

NO USE FOR THE METHODISTS.

We alludod last weck to the above misleading head-line as
having been used in a daily paper over the account of the refusal
of the Irish Viceroy to receive an address from the Irish Metho-
dists. The address was very likely constructed on lines similar
to those un which the Dublin Chawber of Commerce drafted
theirs, which was also refused. Following is the letter of re-

fusal:
Vicereoat Lopaz, Drouy, 5th October, 1892.

Dean Sim—{ beg to acknowledge the receipt of your letter of this date enclos-
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ing n copy of tho address which the Dublin Chamber of Commerce desire to
presont to tho Lord-Licutenant: I bavo Inid the copy bofore His Excollency,
who desires mo o assure you that the wish of so important n body to present
an nddress on the occasion of his assumption of the government of Ireland,
afforrds him much eatisfaction. Ihis Excellonoy, however, observes with regrot
that the nddress contains allusions to mattors of n controversial kind, which, in
his opinion, render it impossiblo for hum to receive it in its present form
I romain, yours faithfully,
° Hennxnt JBKYLL,

The proposed address contained the following among other
possages:  ‘‘'T'o your-immediate predecessors in the oftice of
Viceroy wo havo felt it our duty to declare our conviction that
the maintenance of the Legislative Union nuw existing between
Ireland and Great Britain is ossential to the prosperity of the
trade and commerce of Ireland. and the experienco of recent
years has tended to deepen this strongand deliberate conviction.
We earnestly hope that the Government will continue to admin-
ister the laws with that impartiality and firmness which are
needed to presorve to the people that sense of security and
personal freedom in the exercise of their lawful vocations which
are essentinl {o the display of energy and enterprise, whether
in agricultural or commercial pursuits,” "These sentiments the
Viceroy deemed mis-placed ini an address presented him in his
official capacity.

MAKES BAD WORSE.

A queer genius is James Gammack, LL.D., of East Toronto,

who writes to the World to say that:

* Your Young Man was a little astray in his calculation about tho actual an.
mversnry of Columbus’ discovery of America. 1 mako no attempt to uccount
for tho selection.of Qct. 21 by the Awmeoricans, or of Qct. 12 by the Canadiana,
as, if attention is to bo paid to the change of atyle, neither Oct. 12 nor Oct. 21

is tho true date for commomorating Oct. 12, 1492, It is truo that in 1492 there.

was a progression of nine days, though no publio atlontion had been drnwn to
it,,and the present commemoration is in the 19th Contury, when 12 days
asparate the styles. Our change of style dntes from 1752, and Oct. 12, 1493,
corresponds with Oct. 24, 1892,

So, we were all wrong. The President of the United States
'ho adopted the 21st, and the Pope who adhered to the 12th ;
*and James Gammack, LL.D., is going to prove it. He says
“ Twelve days separate the styles.” As the question isan astro-
noaical one, we take the liberty of translating his odd phrase-
ology into something tangible. This is a correct statement:
“ The sun.is, to-day, twe've duys (more or less) in advance of the
¢ position assigned him by the Julian Calendar.” But in 1492
the sun was only nine days in advance of the position assigned
him by the Julian Calendar. If it had been necessu.ry {which
the Church deemed Gnnecessary) to readjust anniversaries that
they might he astronomically correct, the work should begin at
the year 325 when sun and calendar were put in perfect accord
(by the First General Council of Nice), and should be carried
forward, year by year. So counting, the 12th Oct., 1492, would
have been the 21st. With this arrangement we have no quarrel.
The Calendar dates were slow, but the Gregorian correction
brought them-up to date and provided for their accuracy (we
should have said correctness), for some few thousand years to
come.

The Revd. (we hope we are not presuming) Gammack, LL.D.,
will therefore see that the error was cumulative from A.D. 825 ;
and its total effect in 1492 was nine days (nearly). That par-
ticular 12th Oct. should really have been called (and, if the as-
tronomical knowledge of the world had then reached its present
development would have been called), not the 12th but the 21st
of October. The Holy See was the first fo corrcct the error.
Dr. Gammack says “ Our change of style dates from 1752.”
That's true. Protestant England took 170 years to find out
she Was wrong, after the Catholic world had adopted Pope Greg-
ory’s correction, and Russm., for a similar reason, still refuses to
accept it, against all the science and reason of the world.

England’s refusal made no more change in the Church’s
calendar than makes, at present, Russia's.

Counting from the fixed, well established, Pasehnl Moon of
A.D. 825, the day on which Columbus discovered Americn,
should have been entled the 21st and not the 12th of October,
1492. Gammack’s iden of making the count retrograde from
1892 is an absurdity, simply. Wo relurn to the contention, al-
ready soveral timos advanced in these columns, that there is no
authority, scientific or other, for changing the Calendar date of
anniversarics. Tho day of the month has always been, by
common consont, the anniversary and will be for all time,

ENFORCE THAT LAW. '

Lady Frederick Cavendish and the Duchess of Bodford ut the
Church Congress in Folkestone & couple of weoks ago published
a genuine sensution. In the higher circles of gociety in Britain
heavy drinking has been abandoned by the men, but the women
“aro becoming inveterate tipplers; many ladies have recourse
to ¢ pick-me-ups ' at 11 a.n., brandy and soda during the day,
wine it dinner, and something hot at bed-time ' ; and fashion
favors * the young ladies and the old ones too, accompanying
the gentlemen to the smoking-room after dinner and sharing not
only the cigurs but also tha spirits.,”” Now we havo the anthor-
ity of an Euglish exchange that a law was passed in Eugland in
1750 to the effect that at partics “ladies must not get drunk on
‘ any pretext whatever, and gentlomen not before nine o’clock.”
There are no penalties named; but surely something could be
desised ‘¢ to suit the crime.” The Presbyterian Review views the
situation with dismay and declares that if ‘“such customs and
fashions come to prevail, there will soon be room and need for
a new Puritanism, and, who knows, but for a new Cromwell
also.”” 'The new Puritanism would correct all that by wearing
its hair short and making Sundays bluer than the bluest of blue
Mondays. .

SOME MORE CATHOLICITY.

Said Biskop Carman at the opening of Victorita University

last week :

* From the very nature ol God, the very constitution of the human mind,
and the conrse of the moral universe, it was not supposable that the Diviae
mstructor wonld leave so perilously responsible a being as mian for his gure and
cortain hight, for his knowledgn, convictions and imperishable intereats to
vistas, expectations and shifting interprotations of future possibilities, when
he might provido him with authoritative decisions and positive facts.”

Here is the good Catholic doctrine. God did not design to
leave man at the mercy of ‘* shifting interpretations” and es-
tablished a church which * would provide him with authorita-
¢ tivo decisions and positive facts.” So entirely Catholic was
the sentiment that, whatever may have prompted Dr. Carman
to,express it, he saw the futility of attempting to show that
“ guthoritative decisions ” on *‘ positive faczts” were to be had
at the hands of Methodism. Only the Catholic Church has the
power ; and in fact she alone lays claim to it.

THEY DON'T KNOW LATIN.

Tag anti-Popery ranters in Great Britain have not vven yet
recovered from the vivleut agitation into which the investiture
of Archbishop Vaughan threw them. As usual, most ridiculous
assertions were made and most ludicrous arguments used to ex-
cite popular feeling against the Church. Oncof the statements
to whick special prominence was given, was that an Archbishop
has to swear that he * will persecute and fight herctics. There,
say they, he is our sworn enumy. Some of the more reckless de-
clared that he must swear tv ‘“persccute and exterminate ™ the
heretics, but, as the Latin' would not stand the strain, if quoted,
they made ths assuitivn without offering an atom of evidence to
support it. Those who published thefirat-quoted translation boldly
advanced tbe text, and proved thereby—simply that they dil not
know Latin. The text of,the oath which they alleged to be taken
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by al' Archbishops contained the words * persequar ct impug-
nabo,” which thoy trauslated *“ persecute and fight.””  Now, in the
firgt place, the phrase does not occur in the onth as at present
admiuistered, and from its eontext in the old formuls its mean-
ing is simply ** I will follow up and contend with.,” But it was
quite tov much to hope that the runters would accopt any ox-
planation however clearly made. They are of the sume breed
as ourown pareons who, during the late Jesuit agitation, insisted
that * wbligare ad peccatum ** meant *““ to vblige o sin,” when it
had been made as clear as duy that the true meaning was * to
bind under pain of 8in.” None so blind as he who will nnt sce.

HIS HONOR DID NOT SAY IT.

WILL THE ** GLOBE '’ PLEASE EXPLAIN.

A personal friend of the Licutenunt Governor baving drawn
his uttention to our article of last week (referring to the Globe's
report of the address he delivered at the distribution of rewards
at the Jarvis St. Collegiute Institute) received from His Honor
an explicit dental that he used the words which the Globe attri-

buted to him. Ile says in conclusion :

* Moy 1 regqnest that you will agk the oditor of the Catnonic Revaaw 1o state
that I deny most emphatically using the words sscribed to me, or any similar
words, or that 1 destred to convey to my hearers any such idea.”

We truly rejoice that the Globe's report was erroneous. The

report wade the Governor say (speaking cf Columbus) :

** He went to John of Portugal, but was rejocted.  He went to Ferdinand and
Irabelln, but did not succoed. ~ For three years ho argued with the court com-
mismoners, who were superstitious pricsts, to no purpose.”

His Honor denies emphatically that he used the words
“ superstitious priests ™ or *“ any similar words,” or that he had
any iutention of * cunvering to his hearers any such idea. *
The Licutenant-Governor has, since Ins stallation, shown
great interest in provineial affairs, freely lending the preetige of
hie presence to public gatherings.  We have much admired the
good taste and the large knowledge which he has displayed in
the numerous addresses he has delivered.

The entire Gloke report of the Collegiate Institute distribu-
tion was a most olovenly performance; but the editor should
have hesitated before aseribing, i any report, to the Executive
Head of the Province an expression grossly offensive to its
Catholic readers.

ECCLESIASTICAT, EDUCAPION,

At the reason when attention ie called to the need of aid for
the Wacation of young wen for the priesthood 1t would be well
for those Catholics whom God has blessed with abundance to
consider whether they are domg therr duty in this regard. The
priesthood will be perpetuated—God will provide for that—but
those who are now able to assist effectively in its perpetuation
and who negleet their opportunity, lose the large merit of the
most excellent charity in the world, and possibly miss the
mark God set for them when in His Providence He so disposed
of their material condition. When we compare the maguificent
foundations made by Protestants for the education of their
ministry according to their various modes of thought, with the
very modest donations made by our own people for the perpetu-
ation of the Divine priesthood, we can draw but one conclusion
and that is that Catholics generally do not appreciate the situa.
tion of the Church in this part of the country. Having no
foundatiosis, or trusts, or lands whose revenues zan be applied
to the education of the clergy, the Church is entirely dependent
on the more or less precarious resource of annual collections.
Let our people rise to tho occasion. How many there are who
withovt interfering in the least with their business or other in.
terests, could charge themselves with the education of one stu-
dent. There is no question of donating hundreds of thousands
to build a seminary or the sther hundreds of thousands to equip
and endow it An expeuse which tv many a man would be &
light ~ue, ard to many othars not burdensome. would place an-
other laborer in the fidd, whose wurhs, prayéra aud sacnifices
would call desn untold blessings on his benefactor.  The min-
wtry of Chust’s Charch will, as we have said before, necessarily
be perpetuated, but blessed 1indeed will be the man whose benifi-
cent charity shall have co-operated in the Divine plan,

THE IRISH IN AMERIOA BEFORE COLUMBUS.

That an Irishhiman reached America a3 soon as Columbus did, can-
not be disputed by any one who knows tho history of that grest dis-
coverer. Among tho crow of the ship, tha * Santa Maria,” in whisk
Columbus lnmself sailed, was a smlor from Galway named Wilhiam
Ires. From 1492, at least, may be truly eaid that the Irish began to
50 to Ameries.  Tho names of the members of the crew who left the
port of the Pales with Columnbus on the morning of August 8cd, 1842,
have not been recorded ; but those left bebund :n the nesly ditcovered
Jaud, when tho Aduural returned to Spain, are known, and amongst
them is that of Guillermo, or William, Ires, of Galway. Navarotte
gives the « list of the persons whom Columbus left in the island of
Hispaniola and found dead, killed by the Indians, where he returned
in 1498." It is in this hst that the name of the Irishman is to be-
found who, with Columbus, placed his foot-upon the new lands. Iti1s
true, that among this ghips crew there was also an Englisnmnan, who
was, 1n all probability, the first of his nation who landed on the shores
of America. e was named Tallarte do Lajes.

France came later. It was not, so far as can be ascertaned, until
the second expedition, in 1498, that a Frenchman accompanied Co'-
umbus. An mquiry recently msututed into tlns subject has shown
that the first Frenchinan who went to Ameriea was Jeun Deledeulle.
He was born in Bourgogne and belonged to the Order of I'ranciscans.
His lustory bas been put together by a seeker into old documents,
picce by piece, in the nrchives of the Biblioteca Colombiuna and in the
archives of the Indies, at Seville. 'The story of this monk 1s wterest-
ing as furnishing avother tribute to the morits of the rehigious orders.
In the Chapter hield by the Franciscan Order in 1511, 1n the province
of Aquitmne, the death was announced of a Franciscan. French by
nationality. called Brother Jean Deleduello or de la Duela (as the
Spamards made it), also surnamed the ‘ Bourguignon,” and also
« the Rouget," because he was red.1sh colored, who died in the pro-
vince of Sunta Cruz, in the Indies. * He went to the New World «
with the second expedition in 1493," having returncd to Europe, he
crussed the Atlantic once again i company with Bobadilla in 1500,
The famous * De Gubernatis ** of the qucigcans, declares, cuutinues
the writer from whom I quote (Orbis sersphicus. Vol. 111., page 220)
that ho is the first religious of tlus orde: who went to America, and
the Franciscaus should kiow something abous bim since they were. at
first, the ouly religivus order whicl: took part in the cxgeditions of
Columbus. Bartolome Jas Casas, in his ** History of the Indics * (L.
chapter Ixxxi.), spuaking of the first monks who went to the Indius,
declares to us that hie hus known personally two lay brothers, * uot-
able persuns, natives of Picardy, o1 Buorguignons, sud sl decided to
malke this voyage solely with the object of converting souls,™ ** although
lay brothers,” he adds,  they were very well instrucied and lettered,
and one saw tery soon tlat it was only through humility that they
had nut wisked Lo Lecotue priests, one of them was called Friar Jean
de la Duela, or Friar Jean * 1a Rouge,’ or Red, because Lie was so, and
the other Friar Jean do Tisin.”

However interesting it may be tu know that the Irishman from Gal-
way who sailed with Columbus, remained in America and died there,
* Lolding the fort ** for humamty and civilization, it is still nora im-
portant tu consider the evideuces of an earlicr arrival and scttleinent
of lus fellow-countrymen, of whom he may be said to have inherited
the spirit and the courage and daring. We know mmuch of the inci-
dents of the first voyage of Columbas to the Ioud Leyoud the Atlantic,
thanks to the copious diary, or log-book, that great navigator kept
during the passa;x, and in which he entered overy event o1 the least
as the greatest imiportance, even the record of his theuglits, and feel-
ings, and aspirat.ons., But what would we not give for the diary of
Williamn Ires, of Galway! The discovery of America, seen from this
point of view, would be of palpitating interest. Weo migiit learn then
whethor it was love or adventuro, or the desire of seeing **men and
cities,” such as moved Ulysses of old time, which led him to embark
with the * dreamer of dreams ** who sailed from Palos ; or whether he,
having heard in his youth the legends and traditicna with which his
land was well furnished, of great countries of boundless wealth, and
unfading flowers, and sweet perfumes, and jewels, and strange birds,
beyond the Western seas, desired to test the accuracy of the tales heard
in childhood and to seek for himself the land so poetically deseribed.

TWith regard t6 the legends, whether pagan or Christian, in wlich
the Irish people have declared the continuity of their belief in the ex-
istence of lands beyond the Western Ocean, while no one thinks of
taking all they contain in s literal sense, ye! it would be undoubtedly
rash to deny the whole story they tell, becausec some of the de-
tails they relawe arc extravagant, and perhaps impossible. In hig
lectures Q'Curry has said that these facts would be of & great value if
thoy had been transmitted to us in their original form, but, in the
course of ages, afior having passed from the lips of narrators full of
imagination, theso stories bave lost a great part of their original sim-
plicity, becoming more and ‘'more fantssiic and extravagant. Never.
theless, they consiitate, ag a recent authorily on this most attractive
subject, and whose work largely inspires this paper. writes, -** they
constitntoe a source of most valuable information.”

Brendin, a full account of which, sent to T'he
Pilot by Mr. B. I5. Dunigan as the report of Major-General Buttor-
field’s valuablo study on the subjeat, precludes any further treatment
of it bere. I muy note, however, that full as Major Batterfield's paper
on the subjoct was, a completo treatment of it would require n large
treatise, for the story provailed in Ireland and over most of the Conti
nent of Europe for reveral centurivs.

In the Middlo Ages—in that glorious peried of individuul exertion,
to which some lurge-minded historian will yot do justice— Ireland was
not only the Islund of Suintg, but ulso the land of travellers. Ener
getic and stirring; proud of their independence, the Irish, suys a writer,
seems to Liave iblerited the best qualities of their legendary ancestors,
the Phanicians. They loved change and action, and they did not
hesitate to bring their entorprising genius into othier lands. When
the island became Christian, the Irish then felt, us it were, un over-
whelming impulse to carry abroad the light of faith and of learning.
Ireland well desorvbd the name of Island of Saints on account of its
numerous wonasteries, of the learning of its priests, and of the capti-
vating arder of its missionaries. These were found in every lund and
on every sea of the West. *In their mystic visions,” says the writer
to whoum I havo referred, ** people offored themselves to them to be
initiated in the law of Christ. Excited by the reading of the Sacred
Scriptures and the scientific works then known, and, as it were,
fevered by the habit of religious meditation in sight of the ocean, the
saints of Erin, from the sixth century forward, sought unknown worlds
to conquer for the new faith.” And it is noted how the Irish Dicuil,
in his work, ** De Mensura Orbia Terre,” quotes Priscian, Sclinus,
Pliny. Isidore of Seville, Phileemon, Xenophon of Lampsacus, Pytheas

.and Onesicrites—as those referring more or less directly to lands or
islands beyond the Western seas.—P. L. CoxserLan (in Doston Pilot).

REVELATIONS OF A SPY.

LE CARON IN CANADA.

From Le Caron’s * Recollections,” just published, the stories of his
connection with the Fenian brotherhood and their designs on Canada
is perhaps the mcst interesting. Twice ouly did the betrnyer come
into any personal peril of discovery. On the first occasion he incau-
tiously touk dotwvn somo Fenian names and addresses in a note-book—
a proceeding wluch a genuine revolutionist would bave carefully
avoided, This aroused suspicion, he was denounced, and a committee
of inquiry was hield. They declared the charges to be scaudulously
untrue, but tho acquittal was not good enough for this humnan ferret,
who felt thiat a consprrator mast be hike Crsar's wife, above suspicion,
and that if he were to succeed in the future as in the past. he must
take some heroic means of completely wiping this off. He theretore
positively resigned Lis official position in the Irish Republican Army,
couching his letter,in 1ndignant terws. The prudent courage and con-
fidence of this act take ones breath away. It succeeded, however,
and he was begged to remain, and finally did so, with his position
stronger than ever. But ho adds, I never kept a note-book again."

The second occasion was a much more dangerous one. Le Caron
liad ventured to pay a second visit to Canada, and was having dinner
at a station where the train stopped for the parpose. Here 18 the in-
cident, in his own words .—

Struck by an unusual commotion at the dosr of the dining room, 1
louked round to find advancing towards me Lwo men, one remarkable
for his 1all, military appearance, and the other for his clerical attire.
All eyes were turned upon them, and as [ ceased eating for the moment
to look up, I heard the clerical-looking person say as he pointed his
finger towards me, ¢ That is the men.” Advancing, the tall man,
who subsequently turned out to be the Mayor of Cornwall, speaking
witl: a Scotch accent, said.  You are my prisoner,” accompanying
the words with a grasp of my shoulder. I imagined there was some
mistake, and laughed as I turned to resume my dinner, asking at the
same time what was tho matter. Not a movement, however, dis-
turbed the solidity of my Scotch friend's face as he solemnly repeated
the words, ** You are my prisoner,” adding, ** you must come with me
atonce.”

As I Jearned subsequently, the priestly-looking percon was a wand-
ering preacher, who had happened to be in the vicinity of Malone
when 1 was locating arms there, and I had been pointed out to him
as the leading Fenian agent. His memory was a very good one, and
he immediately recognized me when we met again.

Matters were begioning to look serions; but still I could not com-
prebend what all this meant, atd being still hungry I said, * But
won't you let mo finish my dinner 2™ ¢ No,” was the sharp reply,
e come.” * For what reason 2" quoth I indignantly, « Why am I
arrested 2" ** You are a Fonian,” came the reply, tho words falling
clearly and distincily on the hushed room, where those present began
to sbow sigus of anger and indignation towards me. I hurried out
with my captors, and was laken to a room adjoining tha ticket office,
thero o have demanded of me my luggage aud my keys, with every-
thing on my person. Ihad no loggage save a hand-bag, yet I had
with me documents which wonld reves] everything, if mude public.

My position was daugerous—distinotly dangerous. The prospect be-
foro mo was that of disclusure and imprisonment among a strange
poople, whors [ had no friend.

Unier tho circumstances thore was but one thing to do. He asked
for u fow minutes’ private conversation with the Mayor, and made o
clear bronst of everything, and tho Mayor sent lum under armed
escort, amid angry cries of **Shoot him!" and * Lyuch ham!™ to
Ottawa, ‘Thore, of course, ho was at onco relensed and conveyed
secretly out of the city. Although his own wonderful cooluess and
judgment, combined with the utmost good luck, carcied lum sale
thirough everything, his subonlinates were not sv fortunate. While
ongaged in shipping arms at Malone, N.Y., ho employved a man numed
Rose, who was supplied to him by the Canadian Government. It
was noticed by tho Fenians that this man was constantly at tho same
places with him, and was geen following him about. ‘Therefore men
were set, without Le Caron's knowledge, to wateh Rosy, and they
arrived at the conclusion that ho was spying upon Le Caron. e
was thercfore, waylaid, robbed, and cruelly beaten. Of the real spy's
feelings he must himself tell :

I was immediately advised by my Fenian friends as to the dungerous
character of this mutuel enemy of ours, ug he was termed; and,
though shocked and embittered by the treatment accorded to the poor,
devoted fellow, I had, for politic reasons, to applaud their cowardly
ussault, and to denounce my brave friend, who was beariug all Iug
sufferings in silonce and with a splendid spirit. TFor months poor
Rose was quite prostrated, and through this act of my brother Feninns
I was deprived of the services and co-operation of as fusthful and cap-
able an ally as ever was given to me.

I anything could add to the dramatic character of the whole nar
rative it would certainly be this spectacle of the Feniuns watching
with such devoted care over tha safety of their deadly snd unscrupul-
ous persecutor. .

O'Neil ordered the attack on Caunda so suddenly that Le Curon
feared the Canadians would be taken unprepared. He ¢t ut once tele-
graphed thie authorities in Ottawa,” and fortunuialy the same plan of
campaign as before was adopted. In the meantime he Limself was
appointed Adjutant-General, with the rank of Brigadir Geucral.
«\Wo had quick promotions,” he sarcastically ndds. *“ in the Fenian
army.” Tle details of the ** invasion * were much the same as before,
O Neill expected 1,000 men to meet him, there were unly 500.  These,
however, O'Neill mustered, and addressing them as folluws, 1ed than
to the attack : -

Soldiers, this is the advance guard of the Irish American army for
the liberation of Ireland from the yoke of the oppressor. For your
own country ycu entcr that of the ¢newsy.  The ¢yes of your country-
men are upon you. Forward. March.

The frontier was a narrow river spanned by a bridge. Beyond it
was o durk and thick wood. Thoy crossed the bridge, and -« deploy-
ing as skizmishers in close order advanced with fised bayonets, chieer-
ingly wildly *—no eremy being in asight. The rest is told in a dozen
words : .

A few paces. and on their startled ears cume the ringing ping, ping,
of the ambushed rifies, as the Cauadians pourcd a deadly volley
straight into their ranks. Ultterly tuken abach, they stopped, broke
rank, and fled as in 1866, an ungovernablc mob, to return for a
moment in order to pour a volley on their almost invidiblo enemy,
and to finally retreat up the hill to where I stood, still under the fire
of their adversaries, leaving their dead to be subsequently buried by
the Cunadians.

Accordiug to all accounts there 13 great activity in the States west
of tha Alleghanies among the secret anti-Catholic societics. In some
of these locahities the Know-Nothingism that raged all over the coun-
try from 1858 to 1856 has nover disappeared, thongh the increase in
the numbers, wealth, and social standing of Catholics has Lad the
effect of cowing the beast for some years. 1t is now some twenty years
since Mr. Hayes was clected to a second term as Governor of Ohio
largely through the aid of a silly anti-Catholic panic.

A similar anu-Catholic society to that which stirred up the rustics,
and the city bigots as well, 1n Olo in Governor Hayes® tune is now
busy throughout the West. It prints weekly papers in various cities
and 1t 1s sending out circulars by thousands. It has its members
among the Protestant clergy, who are uncessingly advising therr
hearers to be on their guard aganst ¢ The Romanists,’ in other words,
to bu sure not to support any Catholic for public office or private em-
ployment.

1t 18 & curious revival of the *No Popery* folly. What is the
meamng of 1t ?  Une bigh-minded and talented Protestani minister,
who lias long bean well known as a contnibator to The Century Maga-
zine, the Ruv. Washington Gladden, of Columbns, Obio, has conjured
the members of his cougregation to have nothing to do with this
develish attempt at persecution for conscience’ sake. He sees both
the wickedness and the folly of this movement, but he is an.exception
among the Pratestant clergy, or, at all events, he is exceptional in his
courage, the intelligenco and the charnitableness of heart which prompt
him to perform his duty. The explanation of this attempt in 1892 to
rehabilitato the Know-Nothing movement of nearly forty years ago is
probably to be found 12 a muxture of fear and envy on the part of the
more rock-ribbed of tho Protestant sectaries, Thoy say that the
spread of education is weakening the hold of Protestantism on the
great mass of the people, whilo Catholicitv is growing apace. It is
a very ancient story.  Many centunes ago Arianism alincst gained the
mastery of Chinstendom, but 1n the course of tume it burnt itself out.
Towards the last, howerer, 1t became more violent than sver and the
poor ¢ atholics were made to feel the bitterness of ats hatred.

As for Catholics, they have only to possess themselves in peace.
For their soparated brethren they can only bear love and good will.
These excited Protestanis will some day recover from their unprovoked
rago and will feel ashamed of themselves, 1t is to be boped. The days
of persecution for religion on any large scale, in the 1nited States, at
least bave passed by. The Philudelphia centennial was credited with
having much improved the wsthetic faculty among Americans af large.
perhaps 1t 18 reserved for the Chicago Columbian Exposition to soft¢ep
tho asperity of Western Protestantism.—0atholic Review, (.
