TUE EDUCATIONL FUND,

.

At tho anuusl meeting at Westport in September
last John M. Ford and Henry W. Stewart were
olectod to constituto the Educational Board—the old
Board, after four years of faithful service, having
resigned. In that time threo of our young men
roceived assistanco from the educational fund, and
thoy are now all out in the Master's field doing work,
Bro. Ellis B, Barnes is meeting with great success
in Bowmanville, Oat. During the past year he had
about fifty additions to the church, and tho second
year, upon which ho has just entered, opens up
auspiciously. Bro. G, D, Weavor is also in Can-
ada. Ho graduated in Juno last, and immediately
went to Ontario. Sinco then he has been preach-
ing with great accoptance, and hus recently closed
a meoting with thirty-eight additions to the church.
Four churches in Ontario are anxious to have him
labor with them during the coming year, but so
far he has not consented, hoping that some church
or churches in these Provinces would desire his
sorvices. Bro. 0. H. Do Voo iz also ready for
work, Since college closed in June thore have
been few nights which he did not preach, and in
that timo he has addud to the churches in Ken.
tucky, Indiana aud Ohio more than ono hundrad
and thirty precious souls.

I mention these facts to show that the educa-
tional fund has proved an unqualified succese.
But hero is an additional faot to add weight to the
statement, and to cause the brotherhood to take an
increasing interest in the fund. Each of these three
brethren has prowised to pay into the fund all the
money he roceived out of it, It jthusbecomes a
porpotual fund, and the money paid to assist them
is coming back to do a similar service for othors,
These also will repay in good time, and thus the
money may be at woik until twenty or thirty of
our earnest young Christians are fully equipped to
preach the word. Is not this fund worthy of the
hearty support of tho brotherhood? Do you say
that the boys are ot willing to come back! Try
them and then speak.

The amount which in four years has been paid
into the cducational fund is $514.16. The amount
paid out is $8599.65, lvaving a deficit of $85.49,
This last amount Bro. Capp—the former treasurer
—paid out of his own pocket. The now Board is
anxious to repay him, It has no money on hand,
except a few dollars. The brethren who were as-
sisted cannot repay their first instalment till early
in the coming year. If the Board has to wait till
it receives enough from them Bro. Capp may have
to be without his money for several months longer.
Tho Board has, therefore, concluded to ask tho
brotherhood to remember the educational fund, so
that its debts may be paid, and that it may be enabled
to assist the young men who are desirous of going
to college. All contributions to this fund should
be sent to the undersigned, who will acknowledgo
them in Tre COHRISTIAN.

But,
anxious to make provision for his future, he acted
wisely in that while the goods were yet under his
control he made such a prudent use of them that he
secured for humself friends who would receive him
into their homes when he Was put vue of his stewatd-
ship.

Ience. whatever of this
world's gouds we may pussess belongs to God and
we are His stewards,  As is Llauglit in the parable of
the taleuts, su in this, whalever we Lave s been
given as a trust 1o keep and improve.

THE GENERAL CONVENTION,

— —

Cn Thursday morning, October 15th, about cleven
o'duck, a solituy individual started from Spring.
ficld, Mo., fur Allegheny, Pa., to atiend what is
commonly called ** The Natiousl Cunvention of our
Brotherhood.”

The morning was lovely and warm and your cor-
respondent never, cither in body or spirits, felt
better in his life  He just felt coop, for he was
going on his way to a lig meeting, to have a biy
time, to sce some iy men, to hear some big sermous,
by singing, by reports, by rosvlutivus for Christ and
the world aud to sce by givings, cte,, cte., in fact
he could not think of anything being small at that
meeting, and strange though it may scem the waiter
of these notes began to feel 116 himself.

The lighteing speed of the train presented to the
observers ao ever changing scencry, su that the
beautiful, the grand and the romantic followed each
other in quick succession, Looking out of the
window and turning the cyes downward the myriads
of tree tops,with the irautumnal leaves of variegated
colors, appeared asan immensecarpet of indescribable
benuty, covering the bottoms of the valleys, then the
mountain slopes, the uplands and yonder stretching
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awny up to tho hizhest mountain peak, the bluo
outhines of distant hills coune in sight, Lnow the run
ning streams and brooklets, with their waters spark-
ling in the sun and joyfully wending theiv ways to
meet at some distant place to unite in forming u
larger and a more useful body, so that in some
respects they typified the delegates hurrying from
the differert sections of the States to swell the
numbers and add to the importance of the great
convention,  Methinks that if the Psalmist of Isracl
had scen all these sights in such a short space of
timo he would have exclaimed, *‘The mountains
and valleys declare the glory of God and the trees
and the streamlets showeth forth His handiwork,”

On Friday ¢vening, about 7o'clock, having travel-
led sumicthing like seventeen hundred miles, Alle
gheny was reached, and in less than a half an hour
we (for there wasmany of us then) were at the place
appointed for holding the convention.

Our readers are familiar, no doubt, with the
statistival reputts, these having appearal in the
columns of uther religivus papees, and for this reeson
are, with but few exceptions, omitted in these few
random notes, Neither will an attewpt be made
tu give any thing like a full report of what was caid
and dung, but unly a few facts not especially empha-
sized by otlicr writers,  Aud Birst, hiere is au ides of
the place of worship.

‘The house is un the corner of Arch and Montgom
ery streets, is of brick and faces the cast. In front
is an iron rmling with swinging gates, and after
advancing a short distance you ascend three er four
stonesteps and entering the front dvor you are in a
sort of vestibule, in which, on the right and left,
ascend stair-ways leading to an upper hall and then
you pass to the main audicnce room. But leaving
the front door and going forward a few steps and
pushing open u surt of folding dvor you have befure
you a large room for Sunday-school and prayer-
wmeeting purposes. The St. John brethren will sco
at a glance that it resembles very much the Coburg
street church,  The main audicnee 100m las at the
cast end 4 gallery, the floor of whicli furms the ceiling
of the upper hall, the pulpit is on a platform in the
west end. There are four large windows on tho
north side and four on the soutis and a large onc in
the east end.  Thiete are three seats in a tier—the
centre oue heing twice the length of the side ones,
and the side ones having aisles between their outer
ends and the wall make four aisles in all. Nine
hundred can be comfortably seated in this room.

On the cvening of vur arrival all the rooms weve
thrown open aod beautifully lighted. A large
crowd had gathered and each one was trying, so it
appeared, to outde every other one in kindness. You
no sooner cutered the door than sume ouc or wore
would exclaim: “ Why there is Bro. so-and-so, I
must go and speak to him. Well! well! if I a'int
glad to see you,” cte.  And then would follow such
haud-sbaking, such as 1 have often scen and felt at
our Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and P. I. Island
gatherings.  Ol! how I would like to have some of
those provincial shakes right vow. This was called
“an informal meeting,” at which you were eapucted
to speak to everybody and cverybody to you.

On Saturday morning, at half past nine, the Chris-
tian Women'’s Board of Missions Legan their session
with reading and prayer. These sessios continued
till 10 o’clock Monday night, suspending business
on Lord’s day for worship. This Roard was seven-
teen years old on the 21st of October last. It has
employed forty-five issionaries since its orgauiza-
tion, and cighteen are now 1o its employ —six in
Jamaica, four in India, five in Montana, two in
Kentucky, one at Ano-Arbor, besides rendering
assistance to other fields of labor. Duiting the
seventeen years it has collected $248,704.43. The
first year it received but $1,200, in the year just
closed about $48,000,

The President, Sister O. A. Burgess, conducted
the meetizg with grace and dignity. Ier simplicity
of dress and manners, her earnestness and loving
appeals for the work of saving souls won all hearts,
and everyone felt and many said, God bless the
women iu their noble work.

Tuesday at 9 a. m. the Forelgn Christian Mis-
sivnary Society commenced its session with a thirty
minute prayer-meeting. Bro. C. L. Loos is the
President, Archie MeLean, formerly of P, I8, Island,
the Sceretary.  ‘This society was organized in
Louisville, Ky., in Octobes, 1875, It is supporting
seventy-five missionaries, and already over 05,300
have turned to the Lord through its efforts.

Tho General Christian Missionary Convention had
a short session on Tuesday afternoon and then
adjourncd till Wednesday, 2 p. m., and continucd
till Thursday night 10 o’clock. It was organized in
1819, showing it to be the senior and parent socicty
of the two wmentioned above, Its first foroign mis-
gionary was Dr. J. T. Barclay and the ficld was
Jerusalem in Pa'estine. During the year just closed
$87,192.00 was poured into its treasury, and adding
the Church Extension Fund of $18,000 gives a total
of §65,192.00.

Though interesting and profitable it might be,
timo and space will not permit a further reforence
to what was said and dune during that week’s meet-
ing, DBut just a fow things more before bringing to
a close these notes.

In the main audience room were hung within the
sight of all present immense maps.  On the north
side there were two—Chine and Indis—and over
China was written in large letters, A million a
month in China dying without God.” And as the
missionary from China turaed his cyes towards that
map and with his fingers pointed to those words it
made every one feel the need of doing more for
China than ever before. At the west end and above
the pulpit was a large map, having the eastern and
western  hemispheres, In the western, looking
north, Canada and the United States were painted
green, representing Protestantisin; South America,
red, Catholicism; Western—away up the N, W.—a,
little green spot, British Isles; away down south.
cast, another green spot, Australia, Russiu was a
smoky black; but Africa intensely black, heathen-
dom. On the south was a map of Japan. When
luoking upon those maps it was impossible to feel
otherwise than that the evangelization of the world
is an immense work, an important work, and woe
is me if I have no part or lot in this work,

The scrmon on Lurd’s day morning by Bro. Garri-
son of St. Louis, Mo., wasfinc. The raising of about
$3000 for hospitals in China was so quickly done
that a stranger to such things might well ask: Wy,
where am I?

An address by Bro. J. W. Loos on Negro cvan-
gelization presented in a forcible manner the im-
portance of this work.

Bro. R, Grabam’s sermon — The sources of mis-
stonary enthusiasm — was a masterly effort.  Surely
he never did better in his life. His tongue was
indecd *“as the pen of a ready writer.” His soul
seemed to be on fire.  His love for and loyalty to the
truth were to the listeners soul-inspiring, and on that
Tuesday night we all loved him better, if that were
possible, than ever before.

Bro. Tuzo Obno, an educated Japanese convers,
now in Toroato, but svon tu return to his native
country, was grected with a hearty applause when
he said:” “ I am not a disciple of the Disciples, hut
Iam a disciple of Jesus Christ” Brethren, that is
a point worth considering.

The addresses of Brothers Meigs, Loos, Tyler,
Streator, Garst, Moflatt, and those of Sisters Bur-
gess, Jessic H. Brown, Graybiel, Boyd, Christian
and Mitchell, must all pass unnoticed,

The hospitality of the Allegheny and Pittsburg
brethren caunot be surpassed. The patience, im.
partiality and exccutive ability of Bro. W. F.
Richardson, preacher of the Allegheny church wasg
remarkable.

Thedevotionalspiritcharacterized all the meetings,
‘The desire to do more for Christ pervaded overy
heart.

Was it a big meeting? Yes; it was immense.
Did it come up to your expectations? Why, yes,
and away beyond them.

Some one says: ** Our preacher does not believe
in forcign missions, and how to convert him from
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this error we know not,” Why, sEXD him to the
next general convention, and if he returns homo
unconverted, then cease your efforts, for ho is dead,
sure,

Somo one asks: Did you take in the meeting?
No; it was too big for that —it took e in.

The reports and carnest words of the missionarics
in Delwlf of their respeetive fclds of labor gave me,
as it were, a fecling of unvrest. I wanted to be all
over the world at once, and that without delay.

Veils are so often mentioned in tke Bible, and
are in such frequent use in our day, that their
description is unnecessary, Voils, sithor partially or
totally, hide things from our sight, In like man-
nor a veil over the heart keops out the love of God,
for as light meets tho wants of tho oye so does the
love of Giod meots tho desires and capabilitivs of
the human heart.

Paul says that the Jows had a voil upon their
hoart — their minds weore blinded — and tells ow
this veil was to bo taken away, which subject we
now consider,

“Whon it shall turn to tho Lord,” he says, ‘‘the
voil shall bo taken away.”

The above leads to this important inquiry: What
is the antecedont to the word it? or what is it that
turns to the Lord before the veil is removed?

Evory thoughttul Christian will seo the import-
ance of this question, Reador, do you remember
how it troubled you when you tried to como to the
Saviour? how an%ious you were to feel tho love of
God, and how thick and hard was the veil on your
heart, which kept out Ilis love. Is it not import-
ant to know how that veil is taken away?

Ask tho missicnary of tho cross: What is your
sorest trial? [s it about the wants of yourself and
family? “* Not at all,” will bo his answer. Is it
to gain the friendship of those you would lead to
Josus? ‘‘1 always meet frionds,” he roplies. Ts
it to havo the veil taken from tho hearts of the
poople, 80 that the love of God may onter and re-
main thero? ¢ That's it, that’s it,” is his anawer.
I would gladly enduroe greator hardships to see the
veil removed and the peuple receive the love of the
Saviour."” .

We shall then enquire, What does Paul say
shall turn to the Lord? Passing by many answers
to this question, we will look at one, which is very
plausible, and given by many great and good men,
and we will endeavor to treat it fairly and Chrie-
tianly. [t is this: ““When the Jews shall turn to
the Lord, the veil shall be taken uway.” The Jews
then stand for the antecodent of the pronoun 1,
which is grammatically wrong, one being plural
the othar singular, But what is still worse, it is
theologically wrong teaching, that the turning to
the Lord precedes rather than suceceeds the removal
of the veil from the heart— that men love tho
Lord after they turn to Him and not before; that
they are convorted to Him boforo thoy love Him,
This cannot be. It is God’s lovo that draws them
from sin to His servico,

We ask again, What is it that turns to
the Lord before the veil is takon away?! To
our mind it i3 very clear that it is *‘the
reading” that turns to the Lord. The apos-
tlo shows what the reading of the Jews was and
what was its effects. ¢ But their minds were
blinded, for until this day romaineth tho same veil
untaken away in thu readiug of the old Testament,
which veil is done away in Christ, But even unto
this day, whon Moses is read, the veil is upon their
heart. Novertheless whon it shall tura to the Lord
tho veil shall be taken away. The two readingsare
L ‘e contrasted, ea.h with its own effect, one leaving
the veil upon the heart, the other taking it away.
Our understanding of tho passage, then, is as fol-
lows, viz.: Evon until this day whon tho Iaraclites
are readivg Mosen nnd the old Testament 1he veit

tho veil shall be removed. The reading hero re-
forred to 18 an eager, mmpovtant rendumy. It s
| like & man on tra! for lus life reading the verdict
| of tho jury. The Jows met to hear what God
would do with sinners, and to learn the divine
character. ‘They trusted to Moses to roveal God
to them. Moses showed tho justice of Gud, and
how overy *‘transgroision and disobedionco recurved
{ & just recompense of reward,” He declared that
| **the soul that sinneth 1t shall die,” but showed
no way of clearing tho guilty., Theso things were
read to them every Sabbath in their synagogues.
Now and then such parts ns the fifteonth chaptor
of Numbers would be read, ehowing the fate of
him who gathered sticks on tho Sabbath day. No
prayor was to bo offered for him, no pity to be folt,
but he was to bo taken and by the congregation
stoned until he died. Tho veil would be on the
heart of tho dying criminal, and also on the hearts
of those who throw the great stones at him, It
would kindlo in them no feeling of Jove to God or
man, but would fill thom with the terror of a God
so great, and holy, and just, who would by no
means clear the guilty,

What was thore in such reading to remove tho
voil and kindle the love of God in their heartsf
Thoy could see whero even DMMoses himself was
punished for his sin, and died before he entered
tho promised Iand, All theso things left the veil
upon their heart.

But when cager souls read the Lord Jesus, tho
Christ, how different tha effect. He has como to
reveal God in all His holy and just and Joveablo
character, And He has done it so clearly and so
offectually that He declares, ¢ He that hath seen
Me hath seen the Father.” (Jno. xiv. 9). In all
the actions of Ris life Ho magnified tho law of God
and made it honorable. As Man, He showed how
blessed it was for man to keop that law without one
breach and to have the testimony of God, ¢ Thou
art my beloved Son in whom I am well pleused.”
When Ho spoke of God it was on this wise, *‘God
8o loved tho world that, He save His only begotten
Son that whosoever believeth on Him should not
perish, but have overlasting life. For God sent
not His Son into the world to condemn the
world, but that the world through Him might be
saved.” When He speaks of man in all his viloness
and rain, He says: **He that bolioveth on Him is
not condemned,” and shows that it is only unbolief
that condemns him. His whole life testifies that
He did 20t come to condemn men, for though
often urged to condemn the guilty He never did.
Bven Hia own murderers He did not condemn, but
effectually prayed for their pardon, His grand
mission was to separate the sinner from his sins
and condemn them, but justify hin.

After He had honored tho law of God which man
has broken, He offered Himself without spot to
God a sacrifico for our sins, God bas accepted Hie
offering and raised Jesus from the dead. His
Father loved Him because Ho laid down His life
that He might take it again. (John x. 17).

When Jesus had risen and was asconding to
heaven He sent a message of pardon to every sin-
ner in the whole world on the plainest and casiest
possible torms, No wonder that the veil is taken
away from: every heart that reads and believes on
the Lord.

It was when Peter road or declared Christ at
Pontecost that tho veil was taken from the hearts
of thousands. Saul of Tarsus read Moses with a
heart 8o hard that ho could approve of the stoning
of Stephen and give his voice against many of the
saints whon they were imprisoned and put to death.
But the veil was taken away when he heard the
voice of Jesus. By constantly reading Him he
could exclaim, ¢ But wo all with open face behold-
ing as iu a glass tho glory of the Lord are changed
intn the came imaen fram glore {0 ofave, ar hy the

shone in the oloud which led the lsraclites through
the Red Sea aud the wilderness and filled the holiest
of all had no glory by reason of tho excolling glory
that shinesin tho fuco of Jesus Christ. The Gospel
reveals tho glorious union of the human and divino
natere in the man Christ Jesus with the clearnoss
of & murrur, and the sinner who luoks into that
mirror, trusting alune in Jesus, will bo dolivered
from that veil and will love Him who died for his
sina and rosoe again for his justification, and by
continually beholding at in a glass the glory of
the Lord he will be changed intv the same image
from glory to glory even as by the spirit of the
Lord.

¢¢ Horo is a splondid opportunity for the practice
of a little old-fashioned, genuine ¢‘quackery,”
which tho Simon-pure, thus-saith-thc-Lord frater-
nity ought to improve to the utmost.”—Christian
Evangelist.

Tho air is full of heresy. The old standards of
orthodoxy sre being abandoned and left tu the
mercy of mid-ocean waves. The flags of truce that
80 long marked tho boundary line between belief
and unbelief are being struck. Men everywhere
aro challenging the Bible. Heresy hunters with
car trumpet, spy giass and microscope are going
about seeking whom they may devour. Synods,
Councils, Presbyteries, crced mougers and croed
bunglers are over head and esrs in business. So
great is the rush that they are compelled to work
after hours. The dark ages are recalled to testify
to the most eflicient way of silencing these heretics.
In those ages thero was an efficient way—an un-
answerable argument — for tho brutal logic of the
rack, the thumbscrew and the stake did not permit
of a reply. But since rcligion has tamed, to a
great cxtont, the wild beast that there is in the
heart of men, these death-dealing arguments are
no longer in vogue; and the wighty force of police-
men who keep watch over the minds of those who
happen to fall within their jurisdiction are often
powerless to arrost a singlo man who gets into for-
bidden pasture.

We have thus far Jived in tho hope that an end
to all this strifo would como, but, alas! we are
doomed to disuppointment. Each day discloses
fresh horesies. A wail now comes up from ‘¢ away
down in Tennessee.” Lamentations, surpassed only
by those of Ezekiel, fall dolefully upon our ears.
The quiet aud unobatrusive settlement of Duck
River has been shaken from centre to circumfer-
enco. Heresy, unheard of since the foundation of
tho world, is harrowing the hearts of the orthodox,
and threatons to spread destruction within the
walls ot Zion. The mystery of iniquity has begun
to work., Tha mothor of harlots has sent some of
hov lpathsome progeny to evangelize in that circuit.
Their efforts have been successiul, and a reign of
spiritual depression brooda ovor the land. Tongue
can nover tall the far-raaching consequence of the
heretical abomination which han landed at Dack
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River. The plagues of Egypt, of the wildeiness,
the bloody wars of Canaan, all are but fant typos
of some awful calamity which must bofali, and
now with the certainty of unfailing sight tho anti-
typo has appeared at Duck Rivor. Thote is no
mistaking it. Oh, Duck River, would that thau
hadst fallen asleop in the ovorlasting armns of obli-
viou cro thy ambitivus name fell upon the ear of
mortal man; would, yes, & thousund timeos, that thou
hadst porished among the cities of tho plain then
in theso latter days the powers of darkness, ro-in-
forced by all the satanic hosts, had mado war upoin
tho faithful within thy walls; for now, whenever
the namo of Duck River is spoken men will re-
member the calamity that has invaded thy borders,
and henceforth and forover will rogard theo as a
a hissing and byeword among the orthodox of
earth,

Do you ask, Has some black-hearted villain,
within some obscure and dark corner of hor boun-
daries, steeped his hands in tho goro of his fellow-
man?  Has righteous vengoeance, swifter than the
lightning, laid him unrepentant in a felon's
grave! Has pestilonce invaded the land snd
mercilessly robbed the living of life? Has drought
dono its deadly work? or has the artillery of the
skies thundered its fierc. und fatal wrath against
doomed Duck River] Would to heaven that these
dire fruits of Satan's religion had befallen; for
then the peace and prosperity of Zion might have
beon preserved, The orthodoxy of tho faithful
was tho very life blood of this quiet sottlemont,
but some subtle and unscon onemy has drained it
off as steadily as though it flowed through a
sluico, The inhabitants would have taken un-
complainingly drought, pestilence, famine and
sword, but tho present curse is greater than they
can bear.

Yo nations of the earth listen, O listen io a tale
of woe! **I will ataleunfold whose lightest word
will harrow up the soul like quills upon the fretful
poreunpine.” The faithful at Duck River for many
years enjoyed poace and prosperity. No strifles
ruflled the temper of the brethren; no giddy
youths marred the monotony of a long sermon by
even a whisper. Everything was done in the good
old-fashioned way. Bnt one fatal day, alas! that
it should ever have had the honor of putting a
night 1o flight, whea the orthodox asgsembled for
worship then Satan appeared also and tompted ono
of the progressive youths, who had become tired
of the good old way, by supgesting that a clock Le
hung upon the wall, so that ail might know the
timeof day. His heratical schme,when made known,
fell like a death knell upou the ears of the congrega-
tion. In vain did the older brethren toll him that
such a practice was unauthorized by scripturo; that
their fathers had worshipped thero’many years with-
out a clock, and that their worship was accepted;
and further, that their fathers had died and gone
to heaven unaided by the single tick of a clock. If
they went to heaven without a clock why cannot
wel And, morever, the tendency of all congre.

Then if any oppose the introduction of a clock
you have no right to wound the consciences of
theso weak brethren, who advertize thewselves os
such, after being in tho church thirty years or
more. You will admit, say tho erthedox, that all
can worship without a clock, but ali cannot worship
with one, 8o the clock logically must go. Thus did
thoy reason with the yonng man and his followors,
But all to no purposy; for thy nexi time the cons

gregation assembled there was the olock upon the
wall,  The effect upun the brethren was tertific.
Their bluud curdled 1 their veins, so great was
their terror.  Their knees smote vne azaivst the
other; their hands hung palsied by their side, their
oyes glared wildly 1n their sockets; while the howl-
ing of the faithful watch-dug in the distance, and
the hoarse cruaking of the raven npun a neighber-
ing treo added horror to the scene. For o long
tuno the mon stuud specchless; the womon wept,
and lihe Rachel of old, refused to be comforted.
When thoy camo to thomsolves they romemberod
the hand wpon the wall at Bolchezzir's drunken
feast — grim omen cf what followed — but wose,
woe, woo, how much greater #ill be the calamity
witen two hands appear upon the wall? Fearful
retribution will visit the orthodox for the sins of
tho guilty. Tuturo goneratioas will remember
Duck River only as a placo that was aud
is notl; while proachors, with flaming tongue,
will hold before the gaze of horrified listeners tho
awful results of heresy as seen at Duck River.
But the clock apostuoy, the brothren olaim, is not
the worst. In its wake will follow organs, choirs,
beautiful church edifices, paid pastors, Sunday
schools, missionary societies, °f organizations ¥ of
all kinds as unauthorizod by scripture, as the clock
upon tho wall.

But Duck Rivor is doomed. Jts race on earth
is onded. Ity story told, never to be forgotten,
Apostacy’s dread hand is upon it. Death is the
only liberator. Ifarowell Duck River, thy fame in
thy dreadful horesy has been sounded afar, We
never hoard of theo before, wo may never huar of
theo again. But know thou these fearful tendencices
of our times are hard to counteract. Woe feol for
thee as only a sinner can, Wo blush because of
thy transgressions. We hang our heads in shawe.
We would gladly aid thee by tongue or pen, but
thou hast already gone too far. We will remember
theo in thy palmy days, and do our best to forget
theo in thy fatal fall so low. Farewell, fare-
well, a long farewell.

THE TEARS OF JESUS.

In no place in the Bible do we rcad that Jesus
smiled. We have no direct proof that Je ever
did, but still we can easily peravade ourselves that
the face, which in after years was more marred
than the visage of any man, wasin boyhood days
often wreathed in smiles. Smiles are the heritage
of childhnod years; the sorrows of life have not
begun to fall in showers; experience has not curbed
youthful vivacity; the native buoyancy of young
hearts has uot been punctured.

And this, not becauso tears aro more
precious than smiles, but becauso Ho was ** a man
of sorrows and acquainted with grief.” Threo
times they fall upon the sacred page, but they do
not mar its besuty. They ave sacredly preserved
who. ¢ tu futover consceta’s “eata,

Tho fivst time wo find tears >n Jesus’ cheeks is on
that sud uvecasion in Buthauy, whon tho home which
Ho was wont tu sanctity by ITis prosonce had beon
cruelly invaded and the sisters of Lazarus wero
left weeping in sorrow, Jesus camo and ¢ Jesus
wopt.” These wore tears unsealed by the griefs of
others; and, with & thrilling eloguence whichk no
words can equal, thoy will speak of the tendernces
of Jesus and of that divine sympathy which reached
duwn to the dupths of the deepest sorrows. Thoy
gay to us in most touching toues, If you would take
Jesus for your example, then *“weep with thoso
that woep.”

The next time we loarn of sorrow breaking up
the fountain of Iis tears, they do not flow on
account of familv bereavemonts, hut because of the
blindness, the stubborness and the wickedness of a
city. He had tears for those who had none for
themeolves. Ho was approsnching Jerusalom for
the last time. Iis glorious history was passing
through His mind. It was tho city of David—the
typo of that city whose builder and maker is God.
His temple was there. What favors had not God
shown that city? What protection had He not
givon 117 But Jesus looks into the future. He
sces tho Roman army on every side. He sees tho
heathen soldiera tearing down God’s house till not
one stono romains upon another, and Ho weeps,
Tho wickedness of the people had wrung these toars
from Jesus’ oyea. ‘O Jerusalem, Jerusalem,
which killest tho prophets and stonest thom that
aro sent unto thoe; how often would 1 have gather-
ed thy children together as a hen doth gather her
brood under her wing and ye would not. Behold,
your house is loft unto you desolate,” The pic-
ture, as Jesus scos it, is appalling. They have
rojected Him; thoy are going to briug about His
death; and then calamities such as have befallen
fow cities will come upon them with lightning .
speed and thundering power. No wonder He
wopt tears on account of tho wickeduess of others.
¢ Shall our checks be dry?”

Onco more and only once do we find Jesus weep-
ing. He is not in the home of sorrow mingling
His tears with the tears of thoso whoso hearts
have boen crushed. Heo is not gazing upon a
crowded city ripe for destruction, but ignorant of
its danger. Ho is alone; He is treading the wine-
press. The sun has disappeared; the uight has
fallen; all around is oti}), Heisin a garden. His
disciples are asleep. Tho world’s sins are pressing
His heart with tremendous power. The hour of
His deopest sorrow has come. How can Ho drink
the bitter cup which the world has filled and presses
to His lips? He shrinks from it and says, *‘Father,
if it be pessible, let this cup pass from Me.” ¢He
offers up prayers and supplications with strong cry-
ivg aud tears unto Him who js able to save Him
from death, and was heard in that He feared,” for
¢ thero appeared an angel unto Him from heaven
strengthening Bim.”

Tears for other's sorrows; tears for other’s sins.
But that is notall. Let us never forgot that tears,
set free by tho power of our own suffering and
griofs, ave forever sanctificd by this scene in the

Bro. J. R. Gaif has given up thoe work in Toronto
and is at present laboring with the church at
Hamilton, Ohio, Our best wishes go with Bro.

Mills, Octlober 18th. Bro, Furd has filled an ap-
pointment here once a month for three or four
yoars. Wo found the people in this community
very kind, agreeable and intellhigent. The dark
nights, muddy roads and stormy weather, the first
two weeks, was all we could oxpect, and much
more than desired. We succecded, howevor, in
holding three evening meetings the first week and
four the second week. Kind Providence favored
us the third weck with fine weather. The congre-
gation increased and the interest increased. Tho
prospects were fine for a profitable meeting, but
right at this time unfortunate and unexpected cir-
cumstancee, over which we had no control, pre-
vouted any further meetings. The charity that
‘“ thinketh no evil” forbids us making any uu-
fa\jorable remarks relating to the circumstances that
blecked our meeting. During this time we had
preached on Lord's days at Church street, and the
fourth Lord’s day there wore four confessions, one
of whom was from Sheflield’s Mills.

We have en-
gaged Bre. H. A. DeVoe to labor for a short time
at points in Digby Co. Brethren pray that tho
Lord will bless his meotings. We aro about enter-
ing into an agreement with the United States
Mission Board to support an cvangelist between
us for six months, Wo hopo fo have it settled
soon and to have a good evangelist at work in this

{ field by tho first of January.

FOREIGN MISSION NOLES.

In reply to a letter sent by the Secretary 1o Bro.
Swuith, relative to the work in Japan and to our
teking it as our field, the following was received.
All the roaders of Tug CHRISTIAN must be helped
by reading such a letter:

Honao, Tokvo, JAraN, }
Oct, 20, 1801,
Dear Sister Ilaglor,—

Your favor of 17th uiw is at hand and it gives
me pleasure to make such reply as lies in my power.
It is a matter of rejorcing and of sincere congratula.
tion that the sisters have formed a Mission Society.
The fewness of the churches in New Bruanswick und
Nova Scotin and the constant emigration of your
young members nught well be au excuse for confin-
ing your attention tu the newly ficlds of your home
Jand, but such is not Christ’s way, such is not the
law of growth and development.

There is that scattereth and increaseth yet more;
and there i8 that withholdeth more than. is meet, but
it tendeth ouly to want.  The liberal soul shall be
made fat; and hethat watereth shall be watered also
himself. Prov. xi. 24, 23.

The churches in Macedomia were poor, yet out of
great afiliction and deep poverty their joy and liber
ality rose supreme. ‘I'hey were blessed. Every
mag, every church which learns to look not only on
its own neced, but also on the need of others, is
likewise blessed of God. In giving to the local
work, or to work in one’s own province, there is a
return in the immediate and vistble results, which
lessen the actual sncrifice made.  In cuntributing to
the snlvation of a Japanese or a Chinaman there is a
real sacrifice, nun oflering of faith unalloyed. Ile
who seeth in sceret will reward thee openly. I feel
sure that the reflex influence of your foreign work
will bring down a blessing upon your churches from
Tim who giveth the increase, which blessing shall
be far greater than i€ you had used tbe moucy for
the home work. Certainly it is the law of God
that every one for whom Jesus tasted death should
hear the Gospel, it is cqually undeniable that only
in the proportion to which we contorm to the law
of God can we expect His Llessing.  To sucrifice
something in order that the Gospel nuuy be preached
to those who bow down to idols and steeped in
immorality of sin are plunging over the dark preci-
pices 1nto endiess woe 1s to Jift us Into cluser fellow
ship with the peerless Redeemer, it is to fill us more
and more with the spirit of God and to esuse us to
auticipate with keener joy theday of the Lord when
we shall behold, in their robes of righteousness, those
whom we have helped to save. But it inust be a
sacrifice  One who keeps the substance for himself
and breaks off a little crumb of his possessions for
the Lord can hardly claim to be sacrificing for the
cause of missions. Oune who is afraid to exaumine
his income and the amount he gives to see whether
he gives ounc-tenth ¢ven, cannot feel that he closely
follows the footsteps of the Son of Man. One who
subtracts from the wmount now given to the local
church, or to home missions, tlic amount given for
the foreign work is not really laying auytbing on
the altar for the redemption ot the lost nations.

Let it be a veal, specint offering, let it be consecra-
ted with & fecvent prayer for a blessing upon the
issionury, his family and the people among whom
he lives, and the offerer will surcly feel that night
“how sweet to work for Jesus through the day and
to lic down at night under His staite.”

It would be difticult for me to determine, if I were
at home, cven with my present knowledge, whether
to contribute to the work in Japan, or in China orin

Indin. The neced is great in all, the souls are as
precious before God in whiclicver country they be,
and the cause of Christ is equally dear to my heart
in every part of the vineyard. *All thingsaroyours,
and ye are Christ’s and Christ Is God’s.”

Japan is in a far higher state of civilization than
China, therefore lMving is more custly, To support
a child, a dollar will go four times as far in China
as in.Tapan. That is, for the same amount you can
keep four children in China or one in Japan.

Japan is nearer civilized nations, she is neaver
Christianity in the same Fproportion. The seed sown
here ripens quickly. The reaper treads upon the
heels of the sower. Bro. Meigs, one of our mission-
aries to China, said that in ono hundred years Chiaa
will be where Japan is now. Japan needs help at
once. The country is in a whirl, Buddhism has
Jost its liold, is uaily growing weaker. Agnosticism,
Unitarinnism, Cniversalism are active forces at work
upon the people and they are very noisy. There
are between 500 and 600 Protestant missionaries,
counting wives of missionaries, and th-ir success
has been phenomenal. Up to last year there were
abou: 5,000 additions cach year, but during 1890
there were but 1,200, A re-action against foreign
things and the coming of Unitarianism were the
more prominent courses, but it is only an ebb of the
tide; the mation, though immetsed in lying and
licentiousness, is not an irreligious nation and must
evidently come to the truth as it is in Jesus.

e shall rejoice if you can help usand already
there is a tie between us, as yousuggest, not only
beeause of soi) consecrated by the mortal remains of
one of your daughters and her babe, but because
her daughter Elsie is growing up into Christian
womanhood and hopes to take up the work which
her mother laid down all too soon.

To adopt a child and rear it in a Christian home
is possible to a limited extent. The cost is about
sixty dolars a year. It would secem that only
orphans or children of very poor parents should bLe
taken and only girls, Boys would not be a sure
investment.  They would far more likely to not
become true Christians and might be completely
carricd away. Also it would seem that only girls
who are bright, capable of taking an education, and
girls wilh a heart not so terribly distorted by a sin
ful inhorited naturc as to forbid a hope of their
becoming useful workers ought to be chosen.  Such
rirls are rave, Ior two ycears Mrs, Smith has been

vuking for onc or two, but without success. The
poverty which makes them pitifvl reaches back for
gencrations, and that means that their ancestors
were not cducated and- they have no desire for an
education and but little capacity. Those of gentle
Lirth usually have relatives to take charge of them;
those ties are very strong among the Japaacse,
Now to take an ordinary girl, an orphan, who will
grow up to be a Christiun, but only a servant, or
wife of a working man, is a good work, but consider
the cost and it seems to be an expensive way to gain
a convert. Some missionarics favor it.

To educate a yuung man for the ministry has its
risks. The English Baptists educated one, paid him
$25 2 month: he joined the Presbyteriaus where he
could get $30.  Others have lost nerve lately, others,
the less in numbers, have not maintained a good
Christinu character. These risks arc everywhere, but
more so where the people have not Christian bload
in their veins, . The cost of educating & young man
would be from $50to $90 yeurly. Some can receive
clothes from home, some cavnot. An unbelieving
father is sometimes angry because his son chooses
the ministey. Thereis pressing nced for this work,

To sustain a native cvangelist is another good
work. He goes to work immediately and results
will be sooner manifest. This costs from $100 to
$200 & year.

To educate n Japanese in America is the next step,
but it cannot generally be recommended In rare
cases a Japauese can be benefited and will benefit
others, but there is nune available to-day,

Why should not one of the consecrated daughters
of your missionary society become your representa
tive, upborne by your prayers and offerings while
giving her life to the rescue of the lost? That
cxpense, if you work independently, would be §600
or $700 a year; if in co-operation with the Foreign
Christian Missionary Socicty it would be $500 —if
you supported her entirely, less if you made other
arrangements with the society.

But I have already written longer thau cither of
us expected. The field is white unto the harvest.
Japanese write to us sometimes, asking us to send a
preacher to their town. Pray ye the Lord of tho
harvest that 1I¢ would send laborers into 11is harvest
ficld,

Corresponding Secrotary of O. C. W. B. M., in
which she says:

You will doubtless bo delighted to learn that
at a recent meoting of our Board wo decided upon
taking Japan for our field. Wo will, ourselves,
send a missionary there at a cost of about $1,000

for first year,-—S600 for his support, about $200
for travelling expenses and about $100 for an
outfit. It will be a great undertaking for us out
sido of our home work. Wa shall expect the hearty
symputhy and co-operation of all our dear sisters in
the Macitime Proviuces, Would it not bo wall for
gome sistor to go out us an orgaunizer in both our
provinces gotting the sisters interested in our poor
degraded sisters in heathen lands, enlisting the
sympathies of thoso who are indifferent, only
becauso they know so little about the matter.
There are many uoble hearts in overy church who
are longing to do more work for the Master if they
only know what to do and how to do it. OQur
children’s bands will all help to support the mis-
sionary.

* What abont the sisters vn P. E. Island? I
know that thero are some over there who would
like to help aud we need tho help that thoy can
givo. Will thoy not take up this workl”

Dear sisters, this is just what we have beon
wanting, o unite with the Ontario sisters in send-
ing a person to Japan, who shall bo the Canadian
women's missivnary. We have now a much greater
incontive to work ecarnestly, as we will feel that
this porson will be dependent upon us, Upon each of
us, dear sisters, will rest a part of the responsibility.
Shall we not rise to the need?

We began this work with much foar and trem-
bling, but havo been greatly encouraged by the
willingness of onr sistors to help and by the many
cheoring words recoived. Some have said that
thoy had wauted for someo time to help in -this
work and that thoy were glad that now there was
a channel through whish to give. Tho treasurer’s
roport, too, kas exceedod our expectativns.
