had sacrificed. Tho * libel” rolates to the De-
cian persecuiion. It must be profoundly dis-
quieting to the know-tothings that, ono aftor
another, teslimonies are forthcoming tu the
veraoity of historians, cspecially in respect of
Christ and Christianity. The Old Testament
and the New are constantly being nuthonticated
by evidence which muy be ignored but cannot
be refuted.

Brssor Wonpswonrn, in his * Shakesponro
and tho Bible,” finds in the poot’s works, uc-
cording 1o a writer in the Nineteenth Century,
more than 550 Biblical quotations, allusions,
roferonces and sentimonts, ‘‘Hamlet” alone

containg about eighty, “ Richard the Third”
noarly fifty, and “ Honry the Fifth” and
% Richard the Second" about forty ench.
Shakosanre uotes from fifty-four of the Bibli-
cul books, and not one of his thirty-seven plays
is without n Seriptural referonce. Gonosis fur-
nishes the poet with thirty-one quotations or al-
lusions, the Psalms with fifty-nine, Proverbs
with thirty-five, Isainh with twenty-one, Mat-
thow with sixty, Luke with thirty, and Romans
with twenty.

Tae Christian at Work suys: “The rapid
growth of Protestant Kpiscopalians in Now
York was some timo ago strikingly illustrated
by the Rov. Dr. A. F. Schauiller, of the Now
York City Mission. A fow days ago the Rov,
Dr. A. H. Bradford, of Montclair, N.J., pub-
lished statistics which illustrate the Kpiscopa-
lian progress of the pust twonty yours. In that
poriod the clergy increased from 305 to 366;
the number of churches frem 170 to 244 ; Sun-
day-school pupils from 22,473 to 44,405 ; com-
municants from 26,242 to 57,639 ; and contri-
butions from 8449,061 to 82,8:8,480. Another
romarkable and suggestive fuct is that while
some othor churches have beon forsuking the
downtown part of the city, Episcopaliuns have
only removed one church from Lolow Four-
teenth street uptown.”

Prenenpary WesB PerLoE, one of the most
able and successtul clorgymen in our Church
to-day, uses unsparing langusge in rogurd to
sonsational preaching: “ The notice that the
latest poem of Tonnyson shall be the subject of
thenext day’s address, or the Intest discovery in

the scientific field, or the most recent geo-
graphical question concerning Contral Africa,
compels us to wonder what men think people
come to church for, with aching hearts and
heavy woes, longing for comfort and for peace,
and for life, and to be broaght into rolation
with Him who alone can bless them. It is
marvel in the present day that even Kvangelical
clergymen should have thought how, by dis-
playing before the people something tricky,
something theatrical, they can bent win the nt-
tention of the unconverted and the godless, and
that there is no power in the old Gospel. In my
humble judgment, these things ought not to be
8o, and I verily believe that it is our highost
honour and privilege still to koep to the pure
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Word of God, and to the announcement that we
preach God’s Word in the beliefthatit is stfll »
power, und will prevail with the sons of men.”

A GLANCE AT THE COLLECTS.
(From the American Church S. S. Magazine for
Murch).

Our first Collect in tho month of March this
present year is for tho Fourth Sunday in Lent,
also known as Mid-Lent Sunday. It is found in
the Suncramontary of Gregory, and consists of :
[1] “A confossion that we worthily deserve to
bo punished for our sinx;" [2] “A prayor
hat we may mercifully be relioved.” The Latin
word transinted “relieved ™ s ¢ refreshed

(respiremus) ; and thus the nume ** Refreshment
Sunduy,” by which the day has been known for
a long period in the Christian Church. In the
Prayer Book of 1540 the first phraxo read vory
corractly : ‘Grant that we, who for our evil
deods are worthily punishod.! This doctrine of
prosont chastisement for sin is fully recognized
in tho Septuagesima Collect, and thus we may
be grlad that in the Prayer Book of 1661 the
phrase wus mado to read ug wo now have it;
the punishment being made future, and not
presont. In the petition for refreshment ¢ by
the comfort of thy grace, we noed to be re-
minded that in the Latin thoro is somothing
more implied than what is contained in our
idea of “ comfort. 1t is that of holp or strength.
The fulness of its meaning may bo seon in the
following text : “ When Paul had received moat,
ho was strengthened ;* for here the Latin word is
tho samo as in our Collect.

The nameof ‘ Passion Sunday * has beon given
to tho Fifth Sunday in Lent, becuuse on that
day our Lord began to make opon predictions
of His coming sufferings. Thus the Epistle re-
fors to lis passion; tho Gospel pietures tho
beginning of it, in His foarful rejection by tho
Jows; and tho Commissionors of 1688 proposed
to substitute the tollowing Collect ns more suit-
able to a ‘ Passion Sunday ’: “O Almighty God,
who hast sent thy Son Jesus Christ to be an
high priest of good things to come, and by his
own blood to enter in once into the holy place,
having obtained oternal redemption for us;
moreifully look upon thy people, that by tho
same blood of our Saviour, who through the
oternal Spirit otfored Himwelf without spot unto
thee, our consciencos muy be purged from dead
worky, to serve Thee, the living  God, that we

may receive the promise of eternal inheritance,
through Jesus Christ our Lord. Their effort,
however, failed, and the samo short Collect,
taken from the Sacramentary of Gregory, still
remains. It is a prayer of God's people that
He would (1) govern and (2) preserve them
both in body and soul. The Latin original con-
nects the ‘ government’ with the body, and the
¢ preservation with the soul,

It is hardly necessary to be reminded that
" The Sunday next before Baster’ is familiarly
known as ‘Palm Sunday ’; and we are all as-
quainted with those circumstances attending
the triumphal entry of our Lord into Jerusu-
lens, which have so named it. Yet, neither Col-
lect, Lipistle nor Gospel makes any allusion to
the triumphal entry, bat all direct our thoughts
to the suftering humility of the Son of Man,
which is to culminate in the death upon the
Crosu during this Holy week. The Collect is
taken from the Sucrumentary of Gelusius, and
consists of (1) *“ A commemoration of the love
of God in sending His Son to die for us': (2)
¢ A prayer that we may (a) follow the example
of His patience and (0) be made partskers of
His resurrection,” 1t is certainly woll suited
tu precedo the Lpistles and Gospels of Holy
week, and we have no othor, until those ap-
pointed for Good Friday. The namo Good Fri-
day is peculiar to the Anglican Church, and
seems to have beon 8o named by roason of the
blessings conferred upon mankind by the sucri-
fice of Christ, on this day commemorated. In
carly Christiun writings it is spoken of as the
¢ Paschal Day.” ‘Then it was called successively,
the ‘ Day of Proparation '; the ‘Day of our
Lord’s Passion ’; and the ‘ Day of Absolution,’
in the carly Mnglish Church it was called
‘Long IFriday,” There are three Collocts for
Good Friduy. The first, from the Sacramentary
of Gregory, is 4 prayer for the eongregation ; the
socond, from that of Gelasius, is for all estates of
men in the Chursh; and the third, based upon
three Collects found in both Sacramentarics, is
for ull who are outside the Church, ‘Jews,
Turks, infidols and heretics,” They have been
thus very fully analyzed :

1. (a) * A commemoration of our Lord’s be-

trayal and crucifixion,’

() ‘A prayer that God may graciously
behold the ° fumily’ for which Christ
suffered and died.”

11. (a) ‘' A commemoration of the work of the
Holy Spirit in governing and sunctify-
ing the Church.’

(0] ¢ A prayer that all estates of men in
the Church may serve God faithfully,

11L [a] * A declaration of God's common Fa-
therhood of the human race and uni-
versal love,’

[6] ‘A prayer for the conversion of all
who huve loft their ‘home’ in the
‘family of God.’

By Turks must be understood Mohammedans,
they being the chief Mohammedan power with
which Western Europoe in the sixteenth century
was brought into contact. Infidels are unbe-
lievorsof all kinds, The Jews believe in God,
but reject Christ; the Mobammedans believe in
God and honor Christ, but do not pay Him di-
vine houor; infidels believein and honor neither
God nor Christ. Heretics are all who have
fallen awuy from the Catholic faith.

Easter oven has its special Collect, adapted
from one eomposed for the Scoteh Liturgy in
1637, probably by Archbishop Laud. Itis based
on Romans G, and consists of : [ 1] ‘A ecommemor-
ation of our baptism into Christ's death,; [2] ‘A
prayer that we may, by mortifying our affec-
tions, be buried with Him, and for His merits
pass {0 our joyful resurrection.'

Tne Collect for Eastor-day is an expansion of
oue coatained in the old Sacramentaries, and
consists of: [1] ‘A commemoration of the re-
surrection of our Lord; [2] ‘A prayer for pre-
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venient and co-operating graco to lead the new
life in Christ to which we are already risen.’
The old English word ‘preventing’is still re-
tained, with its meuning, us direct from the
Latin : te., going before, in the nature of help-
ing. In ournew American Prayer Book we aro
furnished with an additional Collect, which may
be used at the first Communion, when there are
two celebrations. 1t consists of: [1] A com-
memoration of our redemption by the death and
resurrection of our Lord; [2] A prayer that
we may ‘so die daily from sin, that we may
ever live with Him in the joy of Mis resurrec-
tion,”

As Easter day comes this year on March 25th,
“the Annunciation of the Blessed Virgin Mary'
is celebrated upon the same day. It will natur-
ully be given but asmall portion of onr thoughts
and services in tho midst of our Kaster festivi-
ties, and yet we must remember that without
an * Anouneiation ” and all that it -implies, we
never could have had an Easter. Therefore lot
us delight to be able to glance at *the Annun-
ciation’ Collect before we close this article, It
is from tho Sacramentary of Gelasius and con-
sists of ¢ [1} “A commemoration of the angel's
announcemont of Christ’s incarnation; [2] ‘A
prayer that we may be brought by His Cross
and Passion to the glory of His resurrcction.’

THE NECESSITY OF CHURCH TEACHING

There are two practical applications of this
general argument, which 1 ask yon to take with
you,

The training of children, the catechising in
which Theophilus was brought up, is, of course,
the most important, and the most hopeful phase
of this. *“Wkhom shall I make to understand
dactrine ? Them that are weaned from the milk
and druwn from the breasts.” I haye come to
liave considerable doubt and great anxiety about
the teaching of childmen as it is carried on to
day. International series of question books’
rresponsible and  ill-educated Sunday-school

tenchers, absorbing the duties of pastor, parents
und sponsors ; the Sunday-school made a sub-
stitute for the Church, with its own service
buok and hymn book, and with the questionable
accompaniment of prizes and picnics, tend to
wothing safe or certain, definite or distinctive.
We have got to accept the fact in this country
that large numbers of the children will be in-
structed in the public schools, unless the ex-
travagance of our modern school boards, in
over-educating children into utter unfitness for,
and discontent with, their providential position
and their appointed sphere in life, reacts into
un overthrow of the whole system. And the
Jublic schools must be, and ought to be, abso-
lutely secular, Tho thin veneer of so-cailed
religion laid on the system by the casual read-
ing of half a chapter of the Bible only deludes
people into an easy ecxcuse for neglecting their
duties about the religious training of the young.
We cannot undertake to compete with common
schools by parochial schools. I believe we are
bound to furnish, when we can, Church schools
and colleges of every sort and grade. But the
great majority of American children must be
educated in the public schools, And public
school edncation must be, and ought to be, un-
religious.  This means that the clergy ought to
le most careful about the training of our child-
ren in the positive, definite, distinctive faith of
the creeds, and in the clear-cut system of the
Church, This cannot be left to the hour of
yuestionable teaching in the Sunday-school.
The public catechising in the Catechism; the
personal, pastoral instruction of the rector; the
grounding of children in the principles of our
most holy faith; the teaching of Church doec-
trine, and especially of Church history, the
customs and ceremonial of the Church, and the

groat Church fact, especially in the proparation
of candidates for Counfirmation, must be the
main dependence of the generations yet to come,

I confoss thut the subject presents itself to
me, s0 far as our immediute danger is concerned,
in a far more urgent light, as it applies to the
number of those coming in adult years to our
communion. The accident of marriage into a
Churoh fumily ; the acsthetie preference for our
servico; personal weariness with the perpetual
harangues upon the seculnr juestions of the
day ; dislike of the nurrowing restrictions which
are part and parcel of the sect systom ; politienl
preferences or dislikes; somo seoming social
advantage; nearness 1o a particular church;
the personal liking for a clergyman—all sorts
of reasons are bringing men into a habit attend-
ance upon our service; into the occupation of
our seats; intc u nominal adhesion to the
Church, If the man is wealthy and prominent,
he becomes at once an officer in the parish.
Utterly uninstructed, ignorant of the first prin-
ciples of the dectrine of Christ, he yet becomos
a factor—and money multiplies immensely his
importance as a fuclor—in parochial adminis-
tration.  Absolutely houest, and often very
earnest, he is nevertheless incapable of any in-
telligent discharge of his trust. [ count it an
unkindness to such & man not to teach him,
plainly, positively, suthoritatively. You do not
wunt to tuke men by guile,  You want to make
them know ‘‘ the certainty of things,” They
ghould be fed with milk until thoy are sirong
onough to be fed with meat; and then they
should be fed with strong meat, And the honest,
uncontroversial, plain statements of what the
Church is, und what the Church holds, are due
to men like thoso—not merely of moraliy, 1ot
mercly of the religious life; but of the ditfer-
ences und distinctions between the old and the
new ; between the deposit, and tho aceretions to
it or the departures from it. 1 am amazed
sometimes to find the surprise of people whon
they discover that tho unbroken succession of
our suthority to minister in holy things can be

roved, not as Cutholic doctrine merely, but as
Eistorical fact. It startles me to realizo how far
away the great mujority of modern congrogu-
tions are from any appreciationof the historical
position of the Church. And their utter confu-
sion of idens about regeneration, conversion,
fasting, frequent communions, the condition of
the departed, the eternal lifo of heaven, is a
sorious condomnation of our unfuithfulness in
delivering ‘“‘the whole counsol of God." Of
course, tho clevation of human character, tho
training of souls for heaven, the strengthening
of people against temptation, the warnings
against sin, the reasoning about “righteous-
ness, temperance, and judgment to come,” .tlm
preaching of repentance, of pardon, of salvation,
the preaching “ Jesus Christ and Him crucified,”
must occupy and absorb us, as the great ond
and aim of all our teaching and all our work,
But wo wo have no right to forget that we have
given to us & system of faith and duty, o system
of religion, in which and by which we are to fit
men for life and for eternity. To say the least
of it, we are bound to think that system the
best. And without uncharitableness, without
controversy, without attacking anybody or any-
thing but sin and anbelief and error, we are
bound, I think, by every obligation before God
and man, to insist upon that system in its full-
ness of faith, orders discipline, sacraments, as
that by which we must be governed and con-
trolled, and by which we are to mould men.
The Gospel in the Church i8 that with which
we havo been put in trust. We arc not left to
our own choosing. We aro not at liberty to
submit to popular control. We are ambassadors
for Christ, %Je are commissioned teachers of
the Church, “we are ambassadors in bonds.”
Letus be workmen * that need not be ashamed,
rightly dividing the word of truth.” Let us be
“¢lear of the blood of all men,” * not shunning
to declare the whole counsel of God.” Let us

doliver unto mon * that which wo also havo ro-
ceived.” Lot us strivo to be “found faithful,”
as “‘stewards of the mystories of God.” Lot us
remember tho solomn vow of our ordination,
“go to minister the doctrine and sacramants
and tho discipline of Christ as the Church hath
received the same, according to the command-
ments of God.”  And soour work will tend to
edifying, to upbuilding, upon “tho foundation
of the Apostles and prophots, Josus Christ Him-
self being the chief Corner-stone.” “ Romember
yo the words which woro spoken before of tho
Apostles of our Lord Josus Christ.”

It is taken from the New York 7ribune.—
Church and Parish.

“Lient begins this month; and Lont in our
large cities commands notice now, notonly us a
roligions, but a social and secular fact.  Wo sup-
poso tho end of Lont to be, in plain Mnglish,
that ench human being should have one season
during the yeur in which ke should withdraw
himself from ordinary life end seck Lo undor-
stand more clearly the position in which he
stands to God.  1f u man or woman is helped
to do this by church-going and fasting, as no
doubt they arein & majority of cusos, then he is
right and honestin joining in these obsorvancon,
Butif he gives up balls und substitutes spmall
dinners; it he goes to Church daily and enws
oysters instead of beof, sunply becauso it is © the
thing " to do from Ash Wodnosday to Hnstor,
he is only clinging more derporately than ever
o the world in the very time whon he should
turn his back on it ; and is holding tho most
miserablo of frauds and shams up botwoon lim
and his God. The Saviour in His Lent did not
r0 10 the crowded synagogues, or fust with his

isciples from this or that article of food. He
went into the wilderness and was alone with
God. There is not u man of us all, endowed
with ordinary sense or feeling, who doos not
know perfectly well that ho should sometimes
stop in the daily grind in house, in shop or so-
cioty,to take breath,to push buck the hamporing
routine of things and people wbout him, 8o that
be can look into the awful facts of the GGod wha
gave him Jife, and the death which waits
beyond,

Fach man knows for himself how best he can
muke this pause, and can get furthest away
from his every-day thoughts und aims. Men of
businoss may reach this ‘ wilderness, whore God
waity to speak Lo then, through the unaceustomn-
ed servicos and prayers and sermons in chureh :
there are myriads of pious souls who mount
on these, as ou well-trodden eltar stops, to their
Maker's presence. A woman of society might
find it more quickly in the buck ulloy, whero
some of Ilis brothren, hungry and poor, haven
direct message from Him to give her ; it in pos-
gible that Lo many a clergymun, for whom the
meaning of church and hymn and sermon has
become dulled through long iteration, Lent
would be most real if like their Master, they
could leave thom ull bohind and face God some
where with neither form nor cerermony |-
tween,

But, however we accept Lent, do not ot uy
make a sham und u fruud of it, Neglect it
ultogethor, if that scems right; tuke some
other time, unknown toany human being, to
strive to como nearer to tho great roulitios of
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Lifo and Doath and God. But if wo profess to
use the season at all, in its high and awful
Yurposo, let there be no hypocrisy, about it.
fish-eating und church-going are good things
in their place and, and sorve a reusonable
purpose whon kept there; but if they aro sub-
stituted for the justice which a man should mete
out to his own life when it is puton trial, or the
goenuino abasement of soul with which he should
approach his Makor, they are the most perilous
ot[ frauds.”

Altogether
the occasion was a pleasant one, and the Super-
intendent reported that the Sunday school had
heen more largely and regularly attended this
last term than during any provious year,

Diocese of New Westminster,

The Fobruary number of the Churchman's
({azette, the ofticial Diocesan Chronicle, is before
us, and we find it contains the Bishop’s report
of Church progress in his diocese during the
yoar, 1893. Looking it through, we find very
distinet and most gratifying evidenco of pro-
gress in all departments, notwithstanding the
sevore hard times which have boen specially
felt, apparently in British Columbin. We take
the following particulars from the Bishop's re-
ort. '

: During the year, throo of the clerical staff
have left for other fields, but five additional
have been roceived, amongst them the Rov. L.
N. Tucker, appointed to Christ Church, Van-
couver, and tho Ven, Archdeacon McKay to
Donald.  Besides these clergy, Mr. Whitting-
ton, of St. Augustine's College has joined the
staff of St. James, Vancouver, and is waiting
ordination,

The number of communicants reported from
the several parishes and missions show an in-
croase of 134, and of Church poople 970.

Owing to the serious illness of the Bishop,
tho number of persons confirmed during the
yoar was vory much less than in 1892, but the
docrease is accounted for by the inability of his
Lordship to make the visitations,

Referring to conrnisurions, hig Lordship
oxpresses surpriro and satisfaction, that not-
withstanding the almost complete stagnation of
business, especially in regard to lumber and
mining industrics, and the scarcity of moncy
in consequenco, the contributions within the
diocese for Church purposes did not diminish
but, in rospect of donations and subscriptions,
showed a considerablo incrense over those of
lnst yoar. This proves the willingness and
determination of the Church people of the dio
cose, to respond heartily to the claims of the
Church upon them. There was raised for church
{mrposos in Yancouver, $6,041.52, and in New
Wostminater $5,056.70, making a total of $11,-
098.22 raised in these two small cities. Such
enrnest and liberal response by church members
should eacourage the triends of the diocese in
Canada and elsowhere,

A total amount contributed within the dio-
cese for church purposes in 1893 was §20,251,82,
being §1,882.16 more than last year, making an
average of $2.77 for every man, woman and
child, [ndians, Chinese and Whites,

Local contributions to stipends of clergy also
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showed a gratifying increase over last yoar,
and in one particular parish, Kamloops, the
amount increngsed from $92480 to 81,200,
Kamloops seems to be the banner parish in this
respect.

In referring to the district of Cuariboo, his
Tordship expresses deep regret, that as yet he
has beon able to do nothing for this distriet in
the way of appointing s successor to Mr.
Brooks, and he adds: “ It is a heart rendering
circumstance that fully two-thirds of the dio-
cose should be without spiritual ministration,
but while the circumstances of this portion of
our immense area remains 85 at present, there
is no help for us, but cither considerablo aid
from without, or a considerablo augmentation
of our Home Mission Fund. In this last con-
neetion I was glad to find that the Synod had
discussed the subject at length and appointed a
committee for the purpose of ondeavoring to
extend the interest taken in the Diocesan
Fund.”

(m~EsE worK,—By the generous help of the
Domestic and Foreign Mission Suciety ot Can-
adi, good progress says the Bishop, hus been
made with this work, especially in Vanconver,
where the eatechist, Mr. Ten Yong is fully «c-
cupied ; a rocond catechist 1o reside in New
Westminster is much required.

Amongst the tabulated statements appended
to the Bishop's report, we find a comparmive
table of the last five yeurs, which we pnblish
in full, showing as.it does at o glance the grout
progress which has been made in this Dacitic
Coast Diocese :

The regular meeting of the Chrixt Church
Uathedral branch of the Canadian Charch Union
took place on Tuesday evening, 20th Februury.

city parishes being well represented, s most
gratifying sign to the oflicers of the Union,
showing that Churchmen uro taking more in-
torest in their heritago. The oftice was read by
Rev. Canon Beanlands, who also acted as chair-
man in the absence of Mr. Marshall, the vice-
president, The other clergy prosent were Von,
Archdeacon Scriven and Revs, Arden and
Hewetson, Previous to the lecture a number
of photographs of v. rious parish churches in
the Old Country were pussed ronnd for inspec-
tion, and the furniture of the various altars,
with their frontals, crosses, vases of flowors,
cucharistic and vesper liirhts were groatly ad-
mired. A photograph ot Dr, King, the veteran
Bishop of Lincoln, in cope and mitre, and sev-
eral Sisters of Merey of tho Anglican commu-
nion, excited much curiosity. Rev. C. I, Sharp’s
lecture on * Vestments and Colors™ was most
interesting and instructive, and was woll illus-
trated by large drawings lent by Mr. Roskell
Bayne, one in particular being that, of Thomas-
a-Beckot in tull vestments. The cucharistic
vostments, consisting  of amice, alb, girdle,
maniple, stole and chasuble. were onch sepur-
ately dealt with and expluned, great stress
being laid on their symbolizal amd ancient uso,
and the authority ot the Prayer Book for using
the same,  Tho vestments have come down
us, said the lecturer, from the days ot our Lord
and the Apostles, for iU is, in fact, their old
BFastern dress, enriched and ornumented, which
wo use still in memory ot the Catholie veligion,
having come from the Holy Land nearly 2,000
years ago, and not having been invented in
England in modern times. A briof description
of the cope, dalmatic and tunic, and a fow re-
marks on tho sarum and common colors, ter-
minated the lecture. A voto of thanks was
givon Rov. Mr. Sharp and Mr. Bayne for their
kindness in so ably entertaining the meeting,

THE CHRISTIAN AND TIHE CHURCII.

In order also to exercine a dite influence upon
others, tho Christian must be a LOYAL
MEMBER OF THE CHURCI{—that is a true
follower of the Lord Jesus Christ in all places
and under all circumstances. In season and
out of season ho must be firm in his adherence
to his principles. IHaving engaged to fight
under Christ’s banner, he must never be found
fighting under the colours of Satan, but the
warfaro should bo maintained in the spirit of
the true Christian, and with humility,

But the Churchman’s loyalty does not end
here. 1le has not only to be loyal to Christ as
the Head of the Church, but he is called upon to
be loyal to that branch of the Church ot which
he is & member. He is required to be loyal to
“The Church of England.’ Layal to hor teaeh-
ing—loyal to ber ministers—loyal to his fellow-
Churchmen, IHaving been admitted into full

followship, he has to use continually tho groeat
priviloges which the Church offers to those who
desire to load atruly Christian life, He should
cultivate a studious habit, and try tounderstand
the full meaning ana boauty of tho Book of
Common Prayer, the glorious hereitage of the
Church of England. Ho should be regular and
punctual in his atiendanco upon public worship,
a constant Communicant, and guard himself
from looking upon this Ordinance as a mere ro-
ligious form in which Churchmen aro expocted
to tako part. There is no charm in the use of
tho Sacrament; it is the faitn of the truo believer
which alone brings a blossing.

Wo should also remoembor that we are not
loyal membors to the church whon our chuvch-
going becomes a mere fashion to ho complied
with beecause it denotes our standing in the
world and in society, and whenit is looked upon
morely as a plaee for meoting friends nnd ac-
quaintancos. Theso are low motivos, irrevoront
and derogatory to God and to the roligion in
which we profess to believe,

Apart also from porsonal respect and rogard,
the loyal Churchman will always bo ready to
show honour to those who aro set over himin
the Lord, esteeming them * very highly in love
for their work’s sake.” Thero is no moro try-
ing and respon<ible position than that occupied
by the Chriatian pastor, and those who aro c¢on-
fessadly his adherents should do all they ean to
mako his path as smonth ns possible,  Whon
engngod in public worship the  hkumble
worshipper should also avoid singularity in ro-
gard to extornal signs and observances. No-
thing can add to thosimplicity and the grandeur
of faith and worship of the Church of England,
but they rest upon principlos, not upon personal
tasto and we sLow our loyalty to the Church
when we nbstain from noveltios and oxaggera-
tions of all kinds, A soldier whon ho ontors
tho army yields his own private views to accopt
what the Quoen and the service demand, and
loyal church-membors should be roady to sur-
render their own notions of how things should
bo done, and do what the Church commands,
Itis only in this way that we can hopo thut
our worship will be a blonuin_Li to ourselvos,
profituble to others, und accoptable and ploasing
to God.

Thoro is just ono word more which porhnps
onght to bo waid in referenco to our loyalty w0
the Church. We should carefully gunrd our-
solves ngainst the notion that it is of littlo con-
soquence whother wo go to what is called
“Church or Chapoel.” This is cnllod * un-
denominational ' teaching, and the persons who
hold these views are supposed to tuke whul is
culled a liboral view of things, But it is alto-
gether a mistake. Churchmen are not ““ un.
denominationnl ', Tt does mattor whether wo
attend “ church or chapel.”  As buptized mom-
bers of the Church of England she has u claim
upon our service which cannot ensilyho set uside,
and tho loose and selfish fecling which induces
porsons to go habitually here and there to
worship is prejudical to the progress of the
spiritual life,

It is almost noedless to add that CONSIS-
TENCY OFL1FEis of suprome importance,
Worldly men judee the Christian by what he is
when they see him. Haviog publicly mado s
profession of his alloginnce to God, having vol-
untarily made his chotce botween the sorvice of
the world and the service of Christ, he is judged
by # higher standard than that usually applied
to the actions of others. He must therefore be
on his guand, lest by word or action he brings
shame and discredit upon the Master's cause,
Thero are but two moral kingdoms upon the
oarth—the kingdom of God, reprosented by the
Church, and the kingdom of Satan, Christiam §
as individuals, aro represented by our Lord in
the sermon on the Eiount, a8 the “ salt of the
carth " and the ** light of the world,” That iy
they are the preserving and the lluminating
moral power in the world, Having taken our
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stand on Christ’'s side, wo should aim to * let
our light shine before men, that they may see
our good words, and glorify our Father which is
in heuven.”

Strive, then to attain to this standard of

Christian activity and usefulnoss, Lot usox-
amine ourselves continually how far our mo-
tives und actions ngree with these requirements;
how fur we aro loving ; loyal, consistent Chris-
tinns; and what we are doing to sdvance the
interests of Christ’s Church. Prayer, God's
Holy word, tho ordinances of the Church, are
ull helpful to spiritunl growth ; they are the
channels through which the soul is nourished,
und by which the Christian is enabled most ef-
foctually to glorify God, I.et us, thon, by a
diligont use of these means of grace, fit our-
solvon for the performance of tho duties and re-
sponsibilities which dovolvo upon us as aotive
mombers of The IToly Cutholic Chureh, in which
weo profess to bolieve, nnd of which we ure mom-
bors.— From Palmer's Counsels for the Newly Con-
Jirmed. :

There is not a word in the abovo rubric, or
olsowhoro in the Book of Common Prayer, about
teolleeting.”  The churchwarden doos not go
with a * demand note” asif he wore a P'oor Rato
colloctor or Inland Revenue officor.

The function of ““receiving” is discharged by
many thousands of persons ovory Sunduy. Do
they always romomber that nctions spouk louder
than words, and that by theiv domeanour they
may suggost true or falso idvas about the otfor-
tory 7 Do they always thomselves realiso what
ib in?

11 is an opportunity for cach worshippor to
do “an ho purposoth i his heart” (2Cor, ix, 7.)
It in not an ocension for doing what is expocted
of him, Tho subscription list or the ndvertise-
moent columns of tho newspaper or parish
mayrazino atford occasions for that,

1t is an offoring, not an asking. The bag, or
box, or plutoe is not possed round for what can
ho got, Lut for what the willing henrtis wishful
to give, To colloct in activo—to sook what can
bo picked up. Lo reeeive is passive—to aceopt
what flows in, When o man says, ¢ Idon’t like
having o bag hold under my nose,” heiscloarly
thinking ho is boing asked to give, 1o cannot
roulize that ho is only asked to doas ho wishos,
and as his conscience dictatos.

Thoe tirst vule, thorefore, ruggested for any
ono who ‘ rocvives’ 8, ¥ Un no account to mark
who drops anything into the bag or who does
not.”  Ho has no right to assumo that this row
of poor pooplo, or that row of little childron has
nothing to give ; still loss is he to snatch the
bayr awny and hurry oft bofore the littlo ones
have found their coins. His duty is to take
eare that an opportunity for giving in secrot is
afordod to overyono in the congrogation.  This
is boat dono by letting the bag pass from neigh-
bour to noigh{)our without interforonce, and this

not only along each row of worshippers, but at
cach end of the row to the nextseat. It is of
course included in this rule that mo receiver
shall ever mention anything he does observe;
that there shall be no questioning in the vestry
as to who was the donor of some particular
coin or note; no telling if by chance (a8 in
the case of a cheque) it bappens to be known;
no wish to defeat tho desire to obey the Divine
admonition, * Lot not thy left hand know what
thy right hand dooth.” (St. Matt. vi, 3). Itis
a help to this rule for the receivers to be numer-
ous, 80 as to be often changed, and also for them
to often change their pltces.

The offering 18 & gift to no man, but a render-
ing to God, to God Himself, and to God alone;
any apology therofore, whether in church or af-
torwards, for not contributing is out of place.
A common oxcuse may bo answored kindly,
“Woll, God knows you loft your purseat home;
don’t tell mo,” Some gifts, it is to be feared,
are riow made chiefly because of man’s opinion,
«nd not wholly asin the sight of God, io it may
perhaps one day bo thought well to add to the
offertory gontonces, “ The fear of man bringeth
u snare.”

o who “receives” has a high honour. The
offico is neithor menial nor inforior, It is to be
cominitted not only to churchwardens and other
fit and appointed porsons, but to “Doacons ;"
nevertholess, membors of that order have boen
known to rofuse the offico as bonouth them.
The most *“influential parishioner,” as well as
tho humblest communicant, is honoured by hav-
ing a bag entrusted to him, and when, as may
now be ofton seen, noblomon and judgoes of the
land carofully and patiently receivo the offer-
ings of little children, so to act does confor on
thom tho honour they evidently feel it to be.

During the recoiving,sentences of Holy Serip-
turo are appointod to be read which enforcethe
Christian grace of giving. [t cannot beintended
that thoso sontences are to bo most frequontly
tnkon wa road, nor yol that thoy be read with
todiously long pauses betweon them ; lenst of all
that thoso reforring to the privilege of minis.
tering to him that teachoth should in some
churchos nover bo heoard. In the evening a
hymn must of course be used, and there can be
no objoction to one in the morning also after
somo of the sontences have beon road ; but whon
a hymn only is sung, and that wselected is not
appropriate cither to thanksgiving, offoring, or
the objoect to which the gifts are to be devoted,
tho spirit of the dircction to read the sentences
sooms to be lost.

IL.—The Reverent Bringing.

The Church of England again enforces the
dignity of the offortory wheon she directs the re-
coivors to “roverently bring it to the priest.”
All tho reccivers should nssomble near the west
end and thon march in order, two and two if
thero bo room, to tho oast : turning ot after pre-
sontation outward right and left, Ior each to
come up soparvatoly ns ho finishes is hardly
compatible with “raveront bringing.” It isno
disadvantago if the reverent bringing be post-
poned until aftor the sentences (or the hymn)
be finished, us then tho ontire congregation
seom 10 take 2 more porsonal part, not having
thoir attontion otherwise engaged.

11.—The Ilumble Presentation.

Tho dignity of tho offertory is furthor on-
forced by the diroction to the priest, whon he
has taken tho ofterings from the receivoers in a
“decent bason” (as the alms-dish was formerly
called), to “ humbly present”” them. Who shall
blameo the costliness of the gift oftéen made for
this dignitied use ? Someo clorgy hold the alms-
dish above the Holy Table whilo saying a fow
words of private prayer or some text such as
“Of Thino own have wo given Thee,” or “Who
am [ and what is my peoplo that we should be
able to offor so willingly aflor this sort?” (1
Chron. xxix, 14). During the humble presen-

tation the priest usually stands, and the con-
gregation should do the same, In some churches
(e.g., York Minister) a custom prevails for the
receivers t0 remain grouped at the rail until
the presentation is complete.

IV.—The Placing on the Holy Table,

The presentation ended, the priest is not to
put the offering upon the Holy Table carciesly,
still Jess is a churchwarden to go off with it into
the vestry before the service is concluded. [t
is to be placed. Ayo, let it lie upon the Holy
Table, and let the man who has just robbed God
(Mal. iii, 8) reflect that his paltry coin is lying
there, plainly visible to the eye of Him who in
the days of His flesh “sat over against tho
treasury, and beheld how the people cast money
into the treasury” (St. Mark xii, 41).

The * conclusion of the whole mattor” is that
it is impossible to bring out too plainly, or to
insist too strongly,that the offering is a holy and
a solomn action, and essentially a part of public
worship, As years roll on, and tithes {rom the
land decrease in value, and pew rents vanish
away, more and still more reliance will havo to
be placed upon the weekly offertory. It cannot
fail if the people are but properly taught to
mako their offering to God, and as in Hissight,
upon some systemutic plan and proportionate
basis, The threepenny-bit standard will give
place to something measurable by Scriptural
procept and actuated by Christinn feeling, as
oach worshipper realises that he is offering to
God that which is His own, and that God (but
only Ho) seos and notes his willing mind, his
moans, his offering,—but above all what he
keaps back.—The %ncorporated Free and Open
Church Association, Church House, Westminster.

OUR CONDUCT ON LEAVING CHURCII,

Noxt to the importance of proper and rever-
ont demesnour during service in church, comes
the question of how weo should deport ourselves
when leaving God’s House. Inthe vast major-
ity of cases tho congregation begin to move off
the very moment after the blessing is pro-
nounced. In fact the clorgyman has scarcely
had time to kneel down and say a short prayer

bofore there is a general tramp and rustle, indi-
cating that all is over, and that the congrega-
tion may get out as quickly as over they can.
Surely this is neither seemly nor rospectful,
Would it not be more reverent and suitable to
the occasion if' all the worshippors would re-
main, oeven for one minute, until the clergy had
oftered their private prayer, and had returned
to the vestry ? In the case of a Masonic or
Orange function, none of those present would
attempt Lo leavo the building or lodge-room un-
til the presiding officers and his subordinates
had left, in cases whero they loave in proces-
sion, as the clergy do when returning to the
vestry. And these Masonic und Orange breth-
ren would also take care to stand whilo the su-
perior officers retired, Why should Church
peoplo treat the House of God and His minis-
ters with less courtesy than the Masons and
Orangemon trest their lodge-rooms and offi-
cers?

But the most serious breach of this law of’
reverence and courtesy is committed when com-
munijcants leavo tho church before the clergy
have consumed tho sacred elements, after the
Holy Communion. Tho rubric directs the priest
to call as many of the communicants as he may
think necessary to help him to consume the olo-
ments, if there be too much for himself and his
assistants, How could this be done if the peoplo
hurried out immediately aftor the last words of
the blessing were pronounced ? It is not seemly
or reveront Lo leave the church until the clergy
have consumed tho elements and have retired
to the vestry. ““ Liet all things be done decently
and in order.” Some people are greatly afraid
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of what is called “ Ritualism ;" but they scom
to have no dread of want of reverence or of dis-
order. We must have some kind of ritual; let
it be a reverent rather than a disorderly one.
Talking and shaking hands while leaving
church are 8o obviously out of place that it is
almost & waste of time to call attention to the
practice. BeTA.

NOTES O THE EPISTLEN.

“ Phe promise of eternal inheritanee."—Heb, ix, 15

1.—St. Paul in Uhis 1pistle doseribes the Mo-
watic disponnation as w shadow of the Christian
Covonant, T'ho coromonial law ospocially pro-
tigurod in outline the new covonant in Christ,
It in nocossary Lo a cloar nnderstanding of this
passago to boar in mind the typical character of
all that related to the tabernaclo service,  Tho
Apostlo was writing in the first place for the
inatruction ot lHobrew Christinng, and  he
laboured to convineo them of tho superiority ot
the Now Covenant over the Old by showing
from the ** Seriptures,” /e, thoe Jews' Biblo, the
suporiority of Jusus to the high priests and the
transitory and ineflicient nature of the pro-
visions of the Old Law, Ho shows how the
“ Liaw™ was not destroyed but fulfilted in Christ;
that Faith in Christ not only does all that the
“Law’ did for man, but it does infinetly more,
reaching down to the moral nature, and taking
heed of motives and thoughts and intontions as
well as outward acts) in a word ombracing and
influoncing tho wholo man: mind and spirit ax
woll as bady.  The Old Law took account only
of outwanrd nets, the Gospoel covenant elaims
obodivneo of © hoart™ as woll as body.

11.—The tabornaclo was divided into two
parts by a veil or curtain, and none might entor
the innor part, tho loly of THolies, but the high
priest, and ho only oneo a year, oo the great
day of atonoment, when ho passed through the
voil with the blood of bulls and goaty, and

sprinkled it before and on the mercy seat, Liov,
xvi. By this means an atonement was annually
made for the childron of Israel, and they were
considered fit to join in the services of the tab-
ornaclo for another yeur, and dolivered from all
Jinbility to legal punishment. But theso sacri-
fices did not take uway sin or impart spiritual
life to the people by virtue of any inherent forco
or value. They purified ‘the flesh’ only. But
Christ having now come, a high priest of the
futuro good things, i.e, ot the good things that
were only dimly outlined by the Law, and were
looked for as future by tho good men who
lived under the Law. ‘Tho greater and more
porfect Tubernacle’ of which the tabernacle in
the wilderness was u type. Christ has passed
through the Heavenly Holy Place into tho true
Holy of lolies, not built or fashioned by human
hands (v. 24) nor of this earthly building.
“Through Ilis own blood" as through a door,
not with Ilis own blood, “once for all,” ex-
prossos a finality. “ It ia finished.” The price
of redemption was paid. The purchase way valid
for ever, ** Thoro 18 thorefore now no condem-
nation to them that are in Christ Josus,”” Rom.
viti, 1. Tho ransom wus paid—the captivity
wan ended by this act of our great High Priest.
This is the essence and heart of the Gospol mes-
sugo which the Apostles were charged to de-
liver to mankind.  This is “the joy” which no
man can tako from the beliover and every faith-
ful ehild of the new covenant of grace and love,
I11.—Tho conscience is purged from “dead”
works—uin working death—works not done,
even if correct outwardly, {rom fuith in Christ,
Who is our Lifo, and without Whom wo are
dead. Christ atoned for the sins of all men,
both original and actual, (Art. xxxi.) The offi-
cacy of Christ’s death to accomplish all the pur-
poses for which e submitted to it. To cleanse
tho conscience, Lo sanctify the purposes of
life, to obtain eternal redemption for man—that
all might rocoivo tho promise of tho eternul in-
heritance, Life with God and for God and in
God, & union of mun with lis Maker in pur-
o and act, for the accomplishing of the Divine
Yill in all things. “This is oternal life that
they may know the only true God,” St. John
xvii, 3. Christ entered into the Highest
Henvens through the veil, which iy ¢ His tlesh’
or human nature, a porfocl sacritico without do-
foct or fault, and with “IHis own blood"” ob-
tained liberty and eternal life for all mankind.
So was o suporior to the high priest of the
(Md covenant ; 8o was His sacrifice moro effec-
tunl and moroe abiding in its regults,

[V.—Iow beautiful upon the mountaing are
the feot of thom that bring to fallon man tidings

of so glorious un atonement.  With what conti-
dence may tho Chureh proclaim: i, The sulli-
cieney of Christ’s sin-offering, and say *“ Behold
tho Lamb of God that taketh away the sing of
the world.,” The fountain is opened in which
evory heart may be clounsed, and hope sand
peaco take the place of drend and un-
certainty and deapair. ii. Tho sanctification of
life. Sorvico is demandod of us by this sacri-
fico, We wore pardoned in ordor that we might
have liberty of service and ' serve the living
(tod.”  Accoptanco of Christ’s gift implivs do-
votion and enorgy of life.  * If ye love mo keep
my commandmonts,”” iii. The cortainty of
“ the etornal inheritance” secured for the faith-
ful.  Death and the grave were vanquished,
and the kingdom of heaven oponed for all be-
liovers, whon Christ entered in tho Holy of
Holies * not made with hands.” It is an “ cter-
nal” inheritance, not tomporary or transient,
but “tor ever.” Itis for us: 1. To bless God
daily for tho unspeakable gift of His Son. ii.
To trust only in tho merits of the * precious
blood™ for cleansing and pardon, ijii. To serve
the living God by an obedient and selt-denying
lite. iv. To walk worthy of our voeation ue
those who aro callod to an “etornal inherit-
anco” with tho saints in light.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

Wz have frequently referred to the Amerioin
Church Sunday School Magazine, published in
Philadelphia, in terms of approval, Itis always
a most welcome visitor to our table, and peru-.
ing it from month to month we cannot but ex.
pross uneigned astonishment that Church Sun.
day School teachers should, with such a mine
of information within their reach as is furnishel
by this Magazino and by the excellent monthly
of the Church of England Sunday School Institute,
find it necessary to invoke sectarian aid. The
number of the 4A.C.S.S. Magazine for March ix
full of good things. Amongst these we would
mention the report of the semi-annual meeting
of the Joint Diocesan Sunday School Committee
of the Church in the United States held in
Philadelphis on the 25th February last, and in
connection with which are published the pupers
or addresses then delivered, evory ono of which
is full of interest. The titles and authors
are: “ Catechical Instruction in the Primitive
Church,” by the Rev. Greorge W. Shinn, D D
Newton, Mass, ; ““ The History of the Catechism
and the Book of Common Prayer,” by the Rev,
Samuel Hart, DD, Protessor of Trinity ol
logo, Hartford ; “The Catechism us Summariz.
ingr Iloly Scripture,” by the Rev, James N,
Stono, D.D., presently Rector of Girace church,
Philadelphia, and formerly connected with the
Church in Canada; A Knowledge of the
Church Cuthechism as a help to Christian Faith
and Christian Living,” by George €. Thomas,
Vice-President of the Joint Diocesan Commit-
teo. Wo hope to refor to these papors here-
after.  Sunday School teachers would do well to
obtain, if they can, a copy of the March number
of this Magazine.

D, Stoxg, in advocating the use by Church
Sunday Schools in the States of the Joint Dio-
cosan series of lessons in preforence to all others
cvon though “adapted” to the Eeclesiastical
year, said (and his remarks equally apply to
the schome of the Inter-Diocesan Sunduy School
Committee of the Church in Canada, based upon
the system of the Church of England Sunday
School Institute.) :

“1In tho first place, wo should use it because
of its compliance with the ecclosiastical year,
Tho lessons in this schome are not adupted to
tho oeclesiastical year, hut they spring out of it—
a most important distinction. Lt is not as il
the Committee mot and first selected twenty-xix
lessons, and then saw how thoy could adapt or
accommodate them to the Church year; but
the Commitiee, having the Church yoar in their
mind, find lessons that shall naturally inculeate
and teach the lessons of the several days and
sonsons of that year. For we, as Churchmen,
believing that wher the Holy (thost was poured
out on tho day of Pentecost, o was to guide
the Church into all truth, believe in spiritual
dovelopment, and beliove that the Ecclesiastical
year i3 tho best method of perpetuating the
momory of the most wonderful events in the
lifo of our Blessed Lord and in the history of
His Church. Wolook upon the Chureh year as
something sucred : not of human device en-
tiroly, but of human workmanship, guided and
inspired by the Spirit which cver dwelleth
within the Church; and therefore, because
these lossons are not simply passages to be a-
dapted to the Feclesiastical year, but because
they spring out of it—because, for instance,
when laster-tide comes, we do not try 1o find
how some passuge from the Prophets or the
Kings may be adapted to the Resurrcction, but
what lesson does Baster teach, and what pas
sage of God’s Word will best illustrate it—that
1 maintain wo should use this series,
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« My second reason is that the lossons se-
jected often coincide with the Epistle or the
{jospel, or some chosen part of the service of
the Church, und thus illustrate ever and anon
the harmony of the Sunday teaching in the
anctuary and in the Sunday Sehool.”

It appears from the remarks of Dr. Stone on
the occasion above referred to, that tho Joint

Lam loyal enough a Churchman, as I am loyul
enough w eitizen, to believe that the body in
whirh God in His Providence has placed me, is
the one to which 1 should give my absolute al-
lerianee, 1 believe wo have a right to be proud
of the work of the Church, and we have a right
o look 1o Her to give us that which shall en-
able us to perform the mission which God has
committed to us,”

Di. SToxE also referred to the desirability of
~auitormity” of lessons inall our Schools; o
thing very much to be songht after in this
(el of ours, and which it was attempted to
seiire through  the Inter-Diocesan  Sunday
Sehool Connmittee, but which has failed tosome
extent by the nurrowness of particular Dio-
co-vs, - What Dr, Stone suys in this connection
i~ well worthy of careful consideration:

»We hope to see the day when the Churehof
Eneland, and the Church of England in the
colonies around the world, will come in line
with us, so that it may be said thut throughout
the entire Anglican Communion, as the Churches
= the same Fpistle and the same Gospel, they
will in their Sunday Schools teach one and the
samne lesson.”

More than once the same thought has come
intoour mind, and when comparing this scheme
of the Chureh of England Sunday School Insti-
tute, and that of the Jotnt Diocesan Committeo
ot the Cliareh in the United States, and hearing
o other independent and stll more divergent
~ehemes, we have telt the same longing as indi-
vated s Dy Stone’s words for a unitorm sys-
tem of Sunday School teaching for the whole
Anglican Communion  throughout the workd,
We helieve such a benelicial result might be
sehioved if the Committee of the American
Chureli (the largest organization probably of
any nutside the C.ES.8.1) were to put itself
nto communication with the older society, the
Chireh of England Sunday School Institute;
and these two bodies agreeing, there would be,
it seems to us, little doubt ot a very general uc-
ceptiunce by the colonial Churches of the scheme
which they might unitedly adopt,

tme thing we are convinced about, and that
i~ thiz: That the attempt to adapt Church of Kng-
land Sunday School teaching to the so-called In-
ternutional Scheme of Lessons will not only
prove a failure, but also vperates to the un-
doubted prejudice of the young people of the
Cureh of England.,  Any “ adapiation’ so-
ealleid of that scheme must, it seems to ug, in-
dubitubly place the International Scheme in the
toreground, and ahead of the Church; and oper-
sies against Dr. Stone's well-expressed senti-
ment that Churchmen have a right to look to
L Cirek to give them that which is necessary
Wwoperform the work entrusted to them.

We think it is equaily indubitable in so far as
we ol the Church of England are concerned,
Ui that right has been recognized, and the
4wy has been amply fultilled for years past
tirongh the Leaflots and [nstruction Books

Cax any of our readers inform us what au-
thority there is for omitting from the Ante-
Communion service the State prayer? We have
known of cases where, notwithstanging the ex-
press rubric following the Commandments
neither of the Collects for the Queen are used,
but the priest immediately proceeds to the Col-
lect for tho day, This scems to be in the very
teeth of the Church's directions, and if excusa-
ble at all (which we thinkit is not) when Morn-
ing Prayer has been previously said in full, is
indofensiblo when the Ante-Commmnunion is used
independently.

Sreakixe of this rubrical conformity we tind
that the Right Rev. Dr. Branch, Bishop of” Au-
tigna, in a Charge lately delivered, referred to
this matter in connection with the administra-
tion of Holy Communion, and specially to the
practice in somo parishes in his diocese of using
only the words of the first cliuse in the actual
delivery of the elements, e says: = 1 eannot
eonceive a more distinet departure from the
plain words of one of the plainest rubiries .
the very history of these words ought to prevent
any priest from being to such an extent a law
to himself, cither to suit his convenience or his
own views,” and the Bishop (uotes approvingly
sume remarks of the hurch Tines in 1840
touching thix practice ; * unauthoritatively to
omit the seeond half of the words of adminis-
tration is an offence agninst the rubrie with
which we have no sympathy. Tempting as is
the opportunity todu so, loyalty to the Prayer
Book forbids the practice,”  His Lordship also
refers {o a custom not unfrequent in his diocese,
and we think prevalont adpo in Canadu, “for
the priest to put the chalice to the lips of the
recipient whilst the latter does unt touch it with
his or her band 7*; and to this he vhjects on the
ground that it often happens that none of the
sacred wine reachies the lips of the commuui-
eant, In this particular, the words of the ra-
bric seem to be * plain and of the plainese™:
“and after them to the people also in order, (nfo
their hands.” For ourselves we cunnot feel that
the words of the rubric are fultillel hy =« cns-
tom which we know prevaiis of so holding the
cup s entirely to prevent any control thereol
by the recipient, Whilst there may be adanger
of a * possible spilling of the su-red species or
of taking too large a quantity,” tu the wonlds of
Bishop Branch, we do not consider the dunger
so imminent as to justify the violation of the
rubric. It appears to us quite possible for the
celobrant to guide the cup, whitt allowing the
communicant to hold the sume us to prevend
any real danger of the kind mentioned by
Bishop Branch, as a possible excuse,
