EMINENT LEGAL OPINION

"The adjourned meeting of the St. Patrick’s
Socicty was held Wednesday at the hall on the
corner of Alexander and Craig streets,
Michael Mallin, Esq., Vice-President of the
St. Patrick’s Society, in the absencc of the
President, in the chair. The hall was crowd-
ed to its utmost capacity by the most pro-
mireut Irish Catholic citizens of Montreal,
and the vimost calmness, good feeling and
enthusiasm  prevailed throughout.  Among
others present were Messts. Devlin, M.P, J.
3. Curran, Q.C., Aldermen Donovan, Mullin
and Kennedy, Messrs. Barry, McNamee, Mc-
Eveaue, 4. P. Whelan, 5. J. Meany, OMeara
and Bury. : )

Mr. Devus who acted as spokesman of the
committee of fifteen, appointed the night be-
fore, to wait uponthe Mayor, came forward
and said, that in putsuance ofthe resolution
passed, he and the fourteen other gentlemen
waited upon His Worship the Mayor at ten
o'clock in the morning, and stated to lim the
opinions of the meeting, and the stond taken
I the Lrish Catholics whom they represented
in defence of the peace of the city. His Wor-
ship was very happy to hear of such an ex-
pression of opinion, coming from such a
source, and in answer to the offer of service
as special constables or otherwise sincerely

jhanked them and fully appreciated
theiv motives and honored them. The
question, however, Was a most  seriouy

on¢, and deserved mature and deliberate con-
sideration.  He (the Mayor) would like to
Year the opinion of Father Dowd on the sub-
ject, knowing as he did, the great respect the
Irish Catholics, as well as the citizens of Mon-
treal in general entertained for him, and said
lie would see the deputation again at 2 o'clock
pm.  The deputation accordingly departed,
and shortly after waited upon Father Dowd,
who entirely agreed with them in their view
of the situation, that is to say, that the
Grange body was an illegal one, that the
Mavor in the matter of preserving the peace
of the city was fully capable of doing his
duty, and  was the paramount power; and
finally, that the calm stand the representative
Irishmen had made in furtherance of law and

order, et with his entire concurrence.
Lunctnelly it the time appointed the depu-
tation waited once more upon the ion. Mr.
Reaudry. wio stated, in substance, as follows:
Acvording to instructions from Ottawa, Gen-
eral Selby Smith had assumed the military
comuaml of the City of Montreal, and that
in consequence he washed Lis hands of the
brsiness and allowed others to resume the
responsibility of mmintuining peace on the
b of July. Hence a proclamation to that
effect was in the press and its contents would
be kuown in a few howrs. He had, however,
empowered v, Devlin to state to the General
that the Mavor of Montreal was prepared to
act tnder iis instruetions as Civil Magistrate,
and would Ju all in his  power to assist in
preserving . the peace.  His (Mr. Devlin's)
next stepr wzs to go to the Windsor Hotel
and see-General Smyth, who received him
conrteousty. . The General was o magnificent
spevimen of a soldier, and one who would act
strictly, justiy and impartinlly at a1l hazards;
of that he perfectly sure, even if lte hal
not so expresseo) himself.  He would be very,
happy to have the assistance of the Mayor
and told Limn (Mr. Devlin) that it was not
his intenticn {o move the volunteers in any
way unless it were absolutely necessnry
{cheers), and @t the same time expressed his
regret that L was  called  upon  to
act  in that  capacity. The next pro-
ceeding  of Mr. Devlin and his collengues
was to procure the advice of foir of the
most eminent lnwyers in Montreal or perhaps
in Cannda, on the legality or illegnllity of the
of the Orange procession.

- OPINION.

1. By the sixth section of chapter ten of the
Consolidated Statntes of Lower Canndn (1861)
every society or association, the members
whereof are, aecording to the rules thereof, or
to any provision or any agrecment for that
purpose, required to keep secret the acts
or proceedings of such society or association,
or to take any oath or engagement not
required or authorized by law; and
every society or association, the numbers
whereof, or any of them, take, or in any man-
ner bind themselves by any such oath or
engangement, or in conscquence of being mem-
bers of such society or association; and every
society or association, the members whereof,
or any of them, take, subscribe, or assent to
any engagement of secrecy, test or declara-
tion not required by luw; e e
and every society or association which
is composed of different divisions or
branches, or of different parts acting in any
manner apparently or distinct from each
other, or of which any part shall have any
separate or distinct President, Secretary, Trea-
surer, Delegnte, or other oflicer eclected or
appointed by or for such part, or to act
as an officer for such part, shall be deemed
and taken to be unlawful combinations and
confederacies. And, by the seventh section,
any person who,in Ureach of the provisions of
the Act, shall Le gnilty of any such unlawful
combination or vonfederacy, and shall be con-
victed thereof, shall be imprison-
ed in the Provincial Penitentiary
for a term not exceeding seven years
nor less than two years. Aud by the
ninth section, Freemusons wunder
any Grand Lodge in the United
Kingdom are exempt from the oper-
ation of the Act, and Ly the 29
“ict., Ch. 46, (18635), the exemption
is extended to Frecmnsons under
the Grand Lodge of Canada. The
Orange Associntion referred to be-
ing bound by an oath net authorized
by law, and containing an engage-
ment of secrecy not required by Jaw,
we are of opinion that it is an un-
Inwful combination and confederacy
within the meaning of the said
Act, ch. 10 of the Consolidated Sta-
tutes of Lower Canada, and conse-
quently, that any meeting of the
Socicty, either in a building or
in any of the strects of this eity. or
in any other place within this Pre-
vince, is an unlawful meeting or ax-
sembly.  ‘The right thus to meet or
assemble being illegal, it necessu-
rilv follows that the walking toge-
thes of such fociety in procession
in the streets of Montreal on the
twelfth instant will be unlawful.

2. Applying the principles of the
Common Law, and in view of the
express provisions of the second
sub-section of section six of the
said Act, ¢h. 10, of the Cops. Sta-
tutes of Lower Canada, we are of
opinion that any persons, whether
residing in the Province of Quebec
or not, joining in the procession,
althougl not members of the said
Orarige Association, would be equal-
Iy liable as if they were such mem-
bers,  The words of this sub-sec-
tion are ax follows :—“And every

% or acts as nmember thereof, and
severy  persen who,  directly S or
4 indirectly maintains correspond-

Mr. 8..J Meaxy expressed himself to the cffect
that in the present crisis the leaders of public
opionion ameong the Irish Catholics should
be very cautious, or except they acted as
abettors and aiders of the civil power, the
combined strength ef the Orange body and
the military would overpower any resistance,
and the consequence would be loss of life
without any good result obtained.

Ald. Mrirey moved, -seconded by Mr. Mc-
Evesug, that this mecting stand adjourned tiil
12 at noon to-morrow, and then nieet in the
same plnce.  Carried.

It was moved by Mr. Meaxy, seconded by
Mr. Bagny, that the committee then acting
(the deputation of 15) be and remain perma-
nent until the crisis were passed. Carried.

Ald. Meeuy made a few brief remarks, in
whicl: he advised the utmost caution. 1f, he
faid, the Mayor concluded to swear in special
constables as proposed, the citizens would be
able to prohibit the illegal procession of an
illegal association, and it on the contrary Hix
Worship adopted the opposite course, he for
onc would advise the absence from off the
streets of Irish Catholics on the 12th of July,

and meanwhile, he would recognize the jus-
tice of their canse and an outraged public

THE ORANGGE ANNIVERSARY.

At half-past cight Friday morning the heart
of Montreal began to beat, that is if we nccept
the district extending from Radegonde street,
to McGill and from the City Hall to Victoria
square, including the great arteries of traflic
between those points namely  Craig, Nolre
Dame aud St. Jamees streets. At about eight
o'clock these places were the scene of consi-
derable excitement and  the situation was
something like the following :—A troop of
cavalry, marched along Cruig street; the
special constables and a reserve of police
were marching up aud down 8t. James street
keeping the sidewalk clear. Long lines of
intuntry were posted in Victorin syuare, on
Radegonde street and Dominion square, a
battalion of vitles occupied MceGill and all
the squaves and points of vantage in the
vicinity, « company of red coated infantry
being very comspicious on Evans' woodpile,
On St. Jamesstrect, the centeal point of ntteac-
tion cverything was. comparatively quict,
but ouly osteusibly, for the fuce of alinost
every man in it wore a look of trouble and
excitement. A number of DBritons and

" The fall i the price of this articie is
causing a'godd deal of grambling and des-
pondency amongst farmers. The cry now iy,
& Wool raising won't pay.” But if they will
look only a few years—say previous to the
American war—they will see that wool then
was as low .as 19 cents. It was during the
vears immediately following that wool rose
to theprice of the last few years. Extensive
factories were built, and furnished with
costly machinery for the making of the
woollen goods. Joreign goods were excluded
by the Government imposing a duty of 70 per
cent. on cloth, 70 per cent. on wool hats, and
90 percent upon blankets. This accured to the
Awmerican manufacturer the monopoly of his
own market. With this the prices of woollen
fabrics rose and stimulated the wool growing
interest. .Ohjo, Pennsylvania, Michigan- and
different othars of the Western and Northern
States have o late years been extensive sheep
breeders. Ohic has gone almost exclusivelyinto |
wool raising.. Besides the manufacturing of
their own wool,they have imported extensively
from Australia, New Zealand and Canada. So
eager were United States manufacturers to se-
clire the monopoly of the wool trade that
they paid miore for Australian wool by Gets.
per pound than for a superior quality
of home-grwn wool. In 1876, during
the Intermational Exposition at Phil-
adelphia, iwo thousand wool-growers from
vatious pazis. of <the United States and
Canada met to discuss the question’  Does
wool raising pay?' and it was positively
asserted that foreign wool of the same quality
sold higher than native-grown. The large
importations had te be made in order to keep
the extensive factories in operation. The only
alternative was either to keep running, at
whatever cost, or have machinery idle. Such
a number w<nt into manufacturing woollen
goods of ‘all kinds that the market'is glutted,
or is over produced, or the supply is greater
than the demand; the consequence is the
prices have “allen at least 50 per cent,. This
#all in the price of wool has been imminent
for the lagt two years. It is the incvitable
result of fostering certain industries, and di-
verting capital into particular channels, and
thus overstocking certain lines-of business.
By thus encouraging: and propping: up some
particular. anufacturing interest induces the
producers of raw material, the farmers, to
follow, and thus losses accrue all'around. The
attention of American farmers mainly for the
last few ;years has becn uttracted in live.stock
o sheep .and pigs, and probably they make the
«quickest returns for the outlay; but when
‘everyone wsht cxtensively into raising this
Pparticular etoek, therehad to bea fall. - The
orror in both farming here and that of the
United States is not judiciously varying their
crops, s0 that farmers would have a general
average 01 prices; ‘that is, if one. particular
produce was low, it would in selling be ‘made
up by the high price of another. Again, it is
not probable, taking scasons into considera-
tion, that all cropa will equally fail alike. A
mixed husbandry is not only the most profit-
able to the Zarmer, but to the: community at
large.

“man whose house was so entered has an ac-
tion" against every one concerned in the
search. . The fuct as to the time of the search
can, we presume, be easily ascertained, and, if
- the law has been violated, those who violated
it ought to bebrought to justice. Let ushope
this matter will not be lost sight of. The
Freeman owght to appeal with all the autho-
rity it possesses, both to its correspondents
aud to the inhabitants of Tuam, to make such
inquiries as will- place the fact beyond all
doubt: and if the hour at which the search
was made is such as to give ground for bring-
ing actions, those actions ought certainly to
be brought. But this is not all.  Another
provision in the Renewal Act expressly
epacts “that - “the warrant shall not
ba executed cxcept in the presence and under
the direction of some person to whom such
warrants is directed by name.” If, thercfore,
the police really divide themselves into de-
tachments, and then proceeded to search for
arms, all the scarches were illegal except
those made by the detachment accompanying

“the person named in the warrant. Another

provision of the same nature is, that the war-
rant must not Uic given for wore than twenty-
one days. If the Lord Lieutenant has issued
a warrant at all like that described in the.
extract we have quoted, authorising an en.
trance into houses by night, or professing to
give authority for search for three months,
this warrant is illegal and worthless, and any
searchh made under it, at any time or under
any circumstances, is illegal. Let us earn-
estly hope that this subject will not be lost
lost sight of. No heavier blow could be
struck against coercion than to convict of
lawlessness those who put it in force against
a peaceable and unoffending population.

USEFUL RECIZPES-

TO0 CLEAN GLASS.

Glass should be washed in a wooden bowl;
an earthenware pan spoils the polish, and the
glasses are more likely to break. They should
be left for a short time in cold water, then
stood out to drain, and dried with two cloths
—that i8, one to dry, and one to polish.
Silversmith’s soap.is admirable for cut or
ground glass. A piece of lighted paper, put
into a decanter s0 as to fill it with smoke, is
the most admirable thing to clean and
brighten it. Tea-leaves, brown paper tom in
small pieces, with little bits of mottled soap,
warm water, and & little pearlash is another
receipt ; but I'think there is nothing more
efficacious than the smoke. Decanters should
always be thoroughly. drained, or they will
mildew. In drying winc-glasses, be careful
not tohold the stem tight, or you may wipe
it off, a very common nccident, Close the
thumb and forefinger of your left hand over it,
and let then glass turn as you rub it dry ; in
this manner you will not drop it or wrench it
from the stem.

There are many receipts for taking out a
stopper which bas been tixed in a bottle ; but,
as prevention is better than cure, I would
advise that, in replacing the stopper of a
bottle, you give it a gentle turn; and in
taking the decanter from the sidcboard or
cupboard, be careful not to knock the top of
the stopper, as that is a frequent cause of its
getting fixed. ,

_SeinacR—Pick  the spinach carefully
geeing that no weeds or stalks are mixed with
it, and wash it thoroughly through several
waters.- About fourteen: quarts of spinach
will be sufficient .for five or six. persons.
Put this quantity into a.very large saucepan,
with about kalf a pint of boiling water, and
three heaped tablespoonfuls of salt. Press
it down frequently with a.large spoon, that
it may be done. equally.. In about ten min-
utes it will be. perfectly. tender, when, drain
through a colander, pressing until quite dry,
and chop it finely.

THE CYPRUS TREATY.

The Times' Berlin special says the news
from Italy and especially trom France seems
to indicate that public opinion regards the
Cyprus treaty as secrionsly affecting the pri-
vate interests of these nations. On this sub-
ject I heard one of the plenipotentixries of
Great Britain say if France and Austria at the
end of the war had declared themselves
ready to act together for the maintenance of
the integrity of Turkey, England would have
joined them. Unfortunately they could not,
or would not. Then England, from considera-
tions of superior interest, was obliged to
guarantee the integrity of the Porte's Asiatic
possessions. Seizing the Dardanelles would
have wounded the susceptibilitics of Europe;
.taking Egypt or oreupying the extremities of
the Suez Canal would have hurt the feelings
of France. Shc decided, therefore, upon occu-
pying Cyprus. France, on considering the
“absolute uecessity imposed on England, will
soon see that the occupation of Cyprus was
only suggested to England by her ardent de-
gire to reconcile her absolute interests with
the sympathies of France.

Hores ou Louvae, Paris, June 28,
There is no single fact that can Letter illus-

SUPPOSE IT. i
We henr of startling news from Toronto.
A circumstance unprecedented in the an-
nals of Canada has put the peoplo into »
state of frenzy. DBusiness is suspended, the
thoroughfares are crowded with idlers, and
men scowl at each other as they pass nlong
the streets. A great numher of the inhabit-
ants have left the city in drend, and the
police appear to be powerless to stay the
surging tide of anger and ferocity. DMeetings
are held every night, and thousands of men
attenud them, all protesting agrinst the action
of the Government. The circumstances are
these. The supposed Fenians of Toronto
determived to have a celebration. The oc-
casion of this celebration is a solemn one in
the annals of their country, and they
determined to walk in procession throngh
some of the prineipal streets. The Orange-
men got wind of this and threatened resist-
ance. They met and openly declured
that they would resist the procession
to the death. They said that these men were
Feninns, and were conneoted with an illegal
supposed Fenians said,
«prove it.” The Orangemen appesled to the
Statute Books, and the supposed Fenians
snapped their fingers at them and suid, # these
laws were not intended for us, we were not in
existence when they were framed” Long
and angry discussions ensued. The supposed
Fenians still persisted In walking, and the
city became aflame with anxiety, The people
Iknew that the supposed Fenians were deter-
mined men. They knew that they had been
preparing for this ¢walk" for fully a year.
Every man of them was known to be well
armed, and serious conflicts between them

and the Orangemen had proved that
there "was & good deal of fight in
them. Shooting bécame a common past-

time and the question «Nolody shot last
night 7" becamo the latest sensation. At last
the Government interfered. An Act of Par-
Hn.ment was passed prokibiting the carrying
of ﬁrem-ms, snd this for o while stopped the
small play. But the supposed Fenians re-
solved to walk and they invited their broth-
ren from the United States to come to their
assigtance.  Then . the magisirates of the city
mes and ‘determined to'take measures to pre-
serve ﬂm peace. The Mayor of Toronto, him-
gelf an Orangeman, issued & proclamation and
forbade the agsembly ofthe people in the streets
or & elsewhere” on'the day in'quesation.

For the last twelve months we have been
urging the Irish societies to move in the
matter of the illegality of Orangeism, and yet
it was left until the last hour.

If the so-
cicties had done their duty some time since,
or if some one, any one, of our local Legisla~
tors meant business, therc would be no talk
of an Qrange procession to-morrow.

confusion. The Catholics of Montreal have
had many lcssons taught to them lately, and
the lesson of this delay they will not soon
forget. When this excitement is over, some
stops must be taken to place us outside the
power of hostile factions, and what those
steps are we shall all soon know.

WHERE WILL IT END?

Where is all this trouble to end? What
will be the effect of this attempt to plant
Orangeism in the heart of a Catholic popula-
lation ? What, too, will be the effect of its
failure? These are questions that thought-
ful men must ask themselves, and that
thoughtful men must answor.  'Where, we re-
peat, is all this to end? If the Protestant
population of Quebec is prepared to accept
Orangemen as their champions, then, we fear,
it will not end at all.

MAYOR BEAUDRY.

At the hour of their nesd he stood in the
breach. and locked the surrouading dangers
fairly in the eye. He bas been tried and he
has not been found wanting. The stern re.
solve with which he yesterday sustained autho-
rity should command genoral respect, and
neither the inwendoes of « hostile press, nor
the jeers of a hostile people, can rob him of
the sympathy and support of the Catho-
lics of Canada, from ocean to ocean. The
more hLe is assailed the more we rally to his
assistance, and it becomes us now to testify
in some tangible manner our appreciation of
his conduct. Last yecar he was firm, and he
is firm to-dny, and we will honor ourselves by
giving him some proof of the appreciation in
which he is held. Yesterdnyall depended on
the Mayor, and no minor consideration or side
issue should prevent us showing to the men
who assail him, that the Catholics appreciate
his conduct and applaud his resolute deter-
mination tosee the law obeyed to the very
letter. .

THE TWELFTH.

The dreaded twelfth has conte and gone—
and “peacereigns in Warsaw.” Law hag tri-
umphed, and the braggart threats of a bully
few have rebounded to their own shame.
Civic jurisdiction has proclaimed its power,
and the howling dervishoes of funaticism and
rancour have once more slunk through our
strects, not as Lrawling bullies, Lut as cul-
prits. In this hour they feel the degrada-
tion they tlought to heap upon an inoffensive
people, and what faunlt there is, is all their
own, Instead of triumph, they have Uleen
piteously humiliated,—and if they were gene-
rous foes we could feel some little sorrow for
the depth of degradation to which they were
reduced. Up -to the last hour they swore
almighty oaths that they wounld walk through
the streets of Montreal, even if they were
obliged to welk through bleood. But this is
their custom. - Last year they told us
much the same, only they had the tact to
throw dust in our eyes and graciously retired,
“in the name of Christian feeling.” This
yenr all their tact abandoned them, and they
never for a second renounced their determi-
nation to ¢ process.” But that awry crowd of
armed autharity that looked up af their hiding
place appalled their hearts and unnerved their
arms—and two by two they were nl]owed to
depart- in peace, escorted by police, ‘who
carried their freight in cabs, to their destina-
tion. Thus has Orangeism # triumphed” in
Montreal. Thus hes tle fire of twelve
months been extinguished, and the vapouring
of Orangeism lias vanished in this Province
for ever. Never again can it raise its head
within the legal jurisdiction of the Pravince
of Quebec. Never again can it proclaim its
“right” to walk through our thoroughfmes
Twelve months ago we said that « Orange-
ism lad no rights” in this Provmcc
and the proceedings of yesterday proxed
it. Twelve months ago we said that
oevery Orangeman was a criminal amd
to-day all men edmitit. Here Orangeism
can never be recognized, for the members of |
the Order are guilty of violating the laws of |
the-land, and are linble to be sent to the peni-
tentiar.  And thess are the men who prato
about their “loyalty.” If they were loyal”
men they would, in fice of the testimo-
ny of their xllegalfty tha.t was made public,
have accepted " the ‘situation. If they
‘were ‘“loyal” men they would not have
threntened to walk in deflance of the Mayor's

proclamation and eminent legal advisers who

sustained him. That advice was not law, we
grant, but it was so near it that the Orange-
men could have retired with grace.. But no,
in face of all Rutharity and all opinions, they
bluffed up to the last hour, and then they ate

the Jeck with all the grimaces of disappointed

fury. # By tho back door,” says the ‘.Gazet!e,f
many of them flew to their homes.

Now
they try to bully thy authorities, and it is, we
say, too late to shdter themselves behind a
uconstitutional plea’ They may try the
game of bluff again, but if they do they
must be met as they we:e met yesterday. All
the Orangemen in Ontarip will not be allowed
to trample upon the laws of this Province, nor
to get the civic nuthorities atdefiance. Come
what will, the laws must and shall be sup-
ported. The Mayor is now identified with a
policy ; that policy he will, we gre sure, pur-
sue, and if a hostile and illcgal demonstration
is threatened on the 16th, then tre Mayor of
Montreal will be called upon to see thgt
no invading Dands can be gllowed
to disturb the peace or to viclate ths laws
which he is, by virtue of his oath, bound to
faithfully fulfil. If 500 special constables are
not enough, he can have 5,000, and if 5500
are not enough be can have 10,000; butbe
the expensc what it may, the laws must Le
maintained and some securify given {o us
that welive ina land where constitutional
principles prevail—one where authority will
be vindicated at all hazards,

ONE OR THE OTHER.

Of one thing we may assure the Catholics of
Montreal, and that is, that they are not aware
of the danger they have passed through, We
do not care now to make public all we know.
That will be done, if necessary, at the proper
place and in the proper time. But if the
Catholics of this city wish to be placed in a
position of security ; if they are anxious to
feel that thir lives are their own; if they are
determined to be in a position toguard against
violence, then they will ef once tuke steps to
enable them the better to uphold authority
by joining the volunteers. The ranks must
be open to Catholics or, at lenst, wo must
know the reason why. It is first our duty, as
loyal Canadian citizens, to rally around the
flag that shelters us, Besides, nothing will
prevent the chance of disturbance so much as
the balance of power,and when men wear the
same uniform a better feeling is more easily
cultivated than when one set of
people do all the soldering, and another
do little or mnone. Up to the present
the Government has refused permission to
form another corps in Montreal, and now the
time is fast approrching when the Govern-
ment must cither grant such permission er
else suffer the consequences. This is to us a
vital question, and we believe the Catholics
of Montreal stand prepared to do all in their
power 1o punish the Government if it persists
in refusing, Let us have a battalion of
volunteers, or else Montreal Centre -goes by
the bonrd. 'We bLelieve that the Irish Catho-
lics are anxious to see dr.Devlin again repre-
sent them for that division of the city, but wo
believe they want that battalion too. - We de-
mand it purely on military grounds, for inde-
pendent companies have already been reported
ineflicient in ovder to have their headguarters
transferred to Montreal, and if the Minister
of Militin takes advantage of this, and
wipes out the independent companies without
giving the transfer, then we must take mea~
sures to resent the injustice, There are seve-
ral gentlemen of wealth, position and old
residents of Montreal who will take com-
mand, and we believe that the formation of
such a corps would do more to bring about a
good feeling in Montreal than all the Blake
Acts or Party Procession Bills that could be
paeeed in a year.

It appears that a number of # roughs” came
from Quebec on the twelfth.

! & One of the Sergeants,” 8ays a con-
tempornry, “fired off his rifle from the cars
and commanded his men to get their revol-
vers ready. When they arrived uvearly op-
posite where the children were playing, some
30 or 40 shots were fired” And so the Loys,
these «little boys,” were shot and maimed, and
theso things in uniform ¢ started to shout,
scream and wave their handkerchiefs, and act
in every way like men inflamed with liquor.”
We know not swhat steps the military author-
ities will take in this matter., If justice is
done, and the report as published be correct,
the corps should be distanded. This would
be but simple justice, for these creatures Lava
disgraced the uniform they wear by excesses
the like of which we never before remember
reading about.

THE SPECIAL CONSTABLES.

Thereis o good deal of abuse being heaped
upon the special constables. Theyare called
liard names, and are accused of doing unlaw-
ful things. But what arc the facts? With
the exception of two or three officious swag-
gerers the special constables behaved them-
selves with marked propriety. If they showed
an eagerness to arrest Orangemen, that was
their business. If they proved their anxiety
to prevent any evidences of Orange display—
that was tlieir busingss too. Thoy were calied
out to enforce the Mayor's proclamation, and
not to defy it. If, in two or three cases they
committed excesses, in other cases they be-
bhaved with commendable courage. In more
than one instance they protected Orangemen
from the mob. That there were hard cases
among them we grant, but the majority were
respectable citizens, men with interests of
atake and reputations to sustain. Andas to
that mob—here is what & report in the Herald
of this morning says of it :— :

A fact, however, that could not hut le
noticed throughout the day, wasthe compar-
atively orderly character of the moh towurds
all parties outsido those suspected of belong~
ing to the Orange order. E'roe access was
with the exception of n few instances, allowed
to reporters and those having business within
the prescribed: space bLetween St. Lambert’s
Hill and Place d’Armes, and questions not
bearing on party subjects were readily answer-
ed. They were evidently placed on their
dignity as order-loving peopic, and- were
determined to prove themaseves such, 50
far os all. persons outside the Orange Order,
or those. whom they believed to Llelong to
the - Orange Qrder, wers concerned. . {Thy
marked quietude of the city during the even-
ing and at.night, when the streets were. com-
paratively deserted, is sufficieut, proof of this
stastement. A marked instanée of this is the
fact thatthe Young Britons at tho Point went
through . o number of streets playing . their
bands and serenading the proprietor of Lomag’
Club House, where they held -thoir meetings,
without molestation, although Catholics re-
gide in the immedinte vicinity. The grent
point grined, the Catholic residents lhought it
wise to 4 Dear and forbear.”

TIE SHOOTING BY THE VOL-
UNTEERS.

WHAT AN EYE WITNESS SAW.

In addition to what has been already pub-
lished in these columns, weare now in a posi-
tion to give a statement made by Mr. R. J.
Gibson, and which he ‘isiprepared, if neces-
sary, to substantiate upon onth. His version
of the occurrence is substantially as follows :
—On Saturday cvening' fic went to the field
at the railway curve ‘to‘witness a lacrosse
match, to be played between the Emmett and
Linnet Clubs. There.were a great many per-
song present awaiting the commencement of
the match, when a train'Chrrying o number of
voluntcers stopped at thé curve, in order to al-

low an approaching irain, which was also

laden with volunteers, t¢ pass. The parties
in the first-mentioned ‘train were cheering
and shouting, and the' bdys who were in the
field'naturally ran towards the cars, getting on
the fence in order to get a good view of what
was transpiring. When the tmin stopped,
the volunteors cheered and wnved their hand-
kerchiefs, and the boys hboted. Onc of the
volunteers had an Orange lily attached to the
point of his bayonet, which he flourished ina
most exeited monner, while another waved an
Omnge-colored . handkerchief. The crowd
becamne cxcited, when one_ of the volunteers
called  for ¢three cheers for the Young
Britons,” which so enraged the boys that they
fired o volley of stones at'the cars when the
train was about departing. .

but they did not long continue to do 60, as
their actions were watched, and a charge was
made upon them which they could not with-
stand. Their lightness of foot, however, pre-
vented them from falling into the power of
their foes. On the Champ de Mars, a man,
whose name is said to be Johnson, walked up
and down in front of o few French Canadians
who were seated on the steps, but was roon
met by an  individusl who, though
his junior by several years, succceded
in knocking him down and otherwise
injuting him. It is complained that some of
the police on duty in the locality of the
Orange hall show purtiality. It is positively
asserted that Sergeant Hynes was this after-
noon fully an liour in comversation with a
prominent Orangeman, and that when the
police, in the discharge of their duty, ordered
all parties to move on, the Sergeant recalled
this individual, who is said to be & prominent
member of the Order, and protected Lim from
interference at the Lands of the constables.
This happened in front of the Hochelaga
Bank this afternoon, and & nuinber of Catho-
lick who were present naturally 16 aggrieved
that, on such an occasion as the present, par-
tiality should be shown towards one party or
the other.

While the Young Britons were in their hall
they amused themselves by playing party
tunes, and in fact one of the Order went so

The Union Jack, fringed with orange-colored
lace, huny from one of the windows, while &
similar ensign was displayed from the door.

Hamilton, in answer to one of his just sent,
saying they would come to Montreal imme-
diately.

A lamentable accident bappened at about
three o'clock this afternoon. A man named
Mignon, while bandling a revolver in the Re-
corder's Hotel, Jacques Cartier Square, shot
himself through the forehead, The tall en-
tered the brain and Le fell dead instantly.
The man whom we represented in our first
edition as Thomas Inglis is Thomos Ingram.
He is foreman at Brown & Clagget’s and lives
at No. 12 City Councillors strect. We also
made a mistake in snying that the Orangemen
loft the hall. at the solicitution of Mayor
Beandry. A few certainly left ; the great body
remained inside until the special constables
—=a8 they required—should be sent away.
The constables went off, but the brethren

drumming away to their hearts’ content and
waiting for reinforcemcents (as is reported)
from: Toronto and Kingston. Both from the
windows looking into Fortification lane and
from thosc locking into St. Jumes street, they
did their best by waving banners, emblems,
handkerchiefs and such like, at the rame time
shouting 4 To h—I11 with Pope and Popery,”
and other observations of the same nature not
at all tending to soothe the feclings of the
majority of those within ear-shot.

A femalerather aged, and ugly at that, was
making her way through Fortitication Lane,
her headgear being gaily decorated with
flowers of all colors, and while passing the
windows of the Orange Hall waved ler
umbrella tothe boys looking out. Some ex-
citement immediately ensued, and it was with
great difficulty that the special constables on
duty at that point, prevailed upon her to leave.
Eventually she was seen safe through the
crowd, rhouting defiance to Cutholics in
general, and the Pope in particular. The un-
fortunate creature wag partly under the in-
fluence of liguor at the time.

This afternoon the Huntingdon troops
formed a line acrvss each side of Place
d’Armes xquare, and prevented parties trom
passing in that direction to the Orange Hall
or locality. One of our reporters approached
the ofticer in command, and requested that he
be allewed the privilege of passing on the
ground that he was a representative of the
press, but the officer, not perhaps, understand-
ing the nature of the statement, said he did
not want to

BUY ANY PRESS,

and refused to allow him to pass. About

250 o guard of two mon was stationed
at the door of the hall, but were
roon after removed. The mayor, who

was present throughont, endeavored to do all
in his power to maintain order, and was ably
assisted Ly & number of aldermen and other
magistrates.

One of the members of the Prince of Wales'
Rifles named Pringle went round the streets
wlile in an intoxicated condition, and insult-
ed every person who came in his way. He
was arrested, but was soon after released, on
the promise to go to his home.

After considerable discussion between tlie
Mayor, the Aldermen, magistrates and Orange
ieaders, His Worship said that Le not only
would be

QUITE WILLING,

but would consider himsclf bound, ns chief
magistrate, to protect them on their way to
their homes, provided they yent without ro-
golin or colors.  The brethren were at a loss
to determine how to act, when Major Robert
Whitehead rode up to the ball, which he en-
tered, and after a short consultation reap-
peared on the street and informed the Mayor
that the Britons had decided that they would
be satisfied to walk to their homes without
regalia provided His Worship would guaran-
tee them protection. This was agreed to,and
nfter some short delay it was decided to send
the younger members of the Order to their
homes in carriages, and accordingly a number
of vehicles were suramoned from the stand
at Ilace d'Armes Square. The first car
riage was loaded with four juvenilo adhberents
to the principles of Orangisn, and the second
carter was about taking his load when a
driver from another stand taking in the
sitnation advised him to have nothing todo
with driving
SUCH A CONTEMPTIELE CREW,

Upon this the carter thus addressed drove
away, as did also the majority of those who
hiad been called upon. Ultimately, however,
a sufficient number of vehicles were found to
convey the majority of the junior Grangemen
away from the face of danger to their homes.
But the older members of the organization
declined to go, and in fact tried to insist upon
keeping the overgrown, who did not, however,
relish the idea of being all nightas well as all
day in a building, which could not be con-
sidered as otherwige than in & state of siege.

At one period of the day a half-intoxicated
man, at the corner of St. Urbain and Craig
streets, was nearly coming to grief at the
hands of a mob for his partizan expressions,
when Messrs. P. Hogan, the Dbrewer, and W.
Paquette, son of the hotel-keeper on Craig
street, interfered in his behalf, took him into
their buggy, and drove him out of harm's

way.
A feature observable throughout the pro-
iceedings was the vigilance manifested by the
Orangeand pro-Orange policemen in their

Order Reigns in Warsaw—Thanks to the
Special Constables.

On Friday every precaution was taken to
prevent any disturbance at or near the Wel-
lington Bridge, Sergeant Glynn and a nmn-
ber of men armed with Spencer rifles being
on guard throughout the day. After the
Young Britons und 'Prentice Boys had been
sent home in carriages from the Orange Hall,
2 number of Orangemen, who still remained,
refused to depart unless the special constables,
who occupied the centreof the street, were
removed and replaced by the volunteers. This
was agreed to,and aftera short time the
Orangemen left the buildiag in carriages,
threc being in each, guarded Ly twe police-
men with Spencer rifles

LOADED IN THE PRESENCE OF THE ORANGEMEN.
Shortly lefore six oclock the various city
corps marched - through St. James street on
their way to their respective armorier, and
were loudly cheered, the 65th and the St
Jean Baptiste Infuntry especially being well
received.  One of the Montreal Garrison Ar-
tillery, when that corps was wmarching past
St. Lambert Hill, ran out of the ranks for the
purpose of attacking some person who had
made use of some remark not pleasing to
him. The officer in command ordered the
volunteer who hed thus

VIQLATED THE MILITARY REGULATIONS
to give up his rifle, but this he refused to do,

-and herothe matter ended. About aquarter past

six o'clock the special constables were removed
from the vicinity of the trouble of the day,
and marched to the Central Station, where,
after handing over to the officer in charg¢
their batons and buadges, they were dismirsed.
Here the men gave three times three

CHEERS FOR THE MAYOR,

and after a few moinents asscmbled in front
of the Court House, where they were nddressed
by His Worchip, who congratulated them
npon the manucrin which they Lad performed
their duties. He also said it was a source of
satisfaction to all good vitizens that the
threatened dangers of the day had been averted.
Ald. Wilson and Laberge also addressed the
meeting, congriatulating those present on
their orderly conduct thronghout the
diey. Mr. Curran uext spoke, and after
a few words in praire of the Muyor, called for
three cheers for His Worship, which were
given with ¢ will. One of the Unebecers,
while getting on the boat, fell into the river,
at was immediately rescued, no less than
six of his cormrades having, without divesting
themselves of their clothing, jumped in after
him. At alate Iour in the evening, the ne-
cereary steps were taken to
BAIL THE QRANGEMEN,

and, the necessary forms having been gone
through, they were released from custmdy.
About Lalf-pust six o'clock, while the Muyor
was driving along Notre Dame street,in cow-
pany with some other . gentlemen, he was
hooted by n crowd standing nt the corner of
St. John strect. Some parties passing at the
time made a charge on the howling roughs
and would have punished them for their in-
pertinence hud they not taken refuge in a
saloon, where they remuined for some time,
the crowd outside still wauiting for them. Af-
ter about Lalf an hour one of the party within
ventured  outside  te  reconnoitre, when
Ie was chased by the crowd, but took refige
in a city passenger cur, into which he was,
however, followed and  reverely handled.
During the excitement, bhefore the last of the
Orungemen had left the hall, M+ 31 {1
Gault accidentally reccived a blow of a stick
from some person in the door of the hall, but
hie is sure it was not intended for him, When
the road had been pretty well cleared o Loy
attempted to pass, when it was discovered
that he had a regulia inside his coat, and he
was  knocked down, and would lave been
devercly handled, but for the promptitude of
the police. Last night Robert Hurst, an Or-
angemnn, came to the Genoral Hospital, and
requested to be admitted for treatment. le

During the
afternoon two young men, wearing hats with
blue ribbons, were passing by the St. Law-
rence Hall, when they were recognized as
Britons by a ¢crowd of boys and men, who fell
upon them, and would cortainly have given
them rotigh treatment had it not been for the
interference of Mr. Stephen J. Meany, who
rescued them and brought them into the Hall,
whore they remained until the excitement
lad subsided. i

procession.  They, however, are dispused to
clatin the right which all persons possess of
appearing in this way in the pullic streets;
and I cannot help thinking that it would be
a wise courso for the authorities of the city to
let it Te understood that in the cxercise of
such right they will be protected.

1 had communication with some represen.
tatives of the Orange body when lutely in
Toronto, and T pressed upon them the ndvis-
ability of their remaining at home, insiead of
going to Montreal on the 12th July.

Dear Sm—Your Jetter dated the 18th
instant, reached me only this morning on my
return from Quebec, where 1 had to attend the
Legislative Couneil ; this will exphin the
delay in answering it.

In view of the imminent danger which
seems to threateu our city, I cannot concenl
my satisfaction at hearing of your desire to
uid, as far as the law permits the Federal
Government to do, in tho maintenance of or-
der, and allow me to add that your sugges-
tions are received by me with all the respect
and the consideration they desorve. I shall,
therefore, avail myself of this. opportunity
to submit to your kind attention a few obser-
vations. i

The authoritics have the nocessary power
to preserve the peace within the limits of the
city and amongst its own citizens, but the
real danger comes evidently from the large
number of persons who declare their inten-

treal to impose upon a large portion of its
oitizens a demonstration whick is distaateful
to them, Last year, thousands of men, fully
armed, invaded our city, and this year
the newspapers of a neighboring P'rovince
have intimated that we should be again
visited by a much larger number. In such
an emergency I would ask, have we not &

ment against attacks coming from outside,
not only of our city, but of our Province? If
we judge by our sad experience of last year,
these men will certainly come all armedin i
violation of the Federal Act promulgated |
during last sesslon. Whose duty is it ¢o see
that the law in that respect is rigorously en-
forced? I would humbly submit that thig is |
not n mere municipal affair, and that it is in-
cumbent upon the Federal authorities to take
all the necessary measures to prevert a viola-
tion of the law.

You state that & the loeal authoritics have
the necessary  power to preserve the peace
within the limits of the city and amongst’ its
own citizens, bhut the real  danger comes evi-

dently from the [nrge nnmber of persons who

declare their inteution of coming troen other
Provinges intu Montreal o impose npon 2
lurge portion of  its Citizens a demonstration
which is most distasteful to them ;7 and you
usk ify in such an cmergeney, vou have not a
right to be protected by the Federal Govern-
ment agninst attnekr coming from outside.

In reply I have to sny that it makes no
diffurence whatever, in - vegad to the legal o
moril obligations Dimposed nwpon the local or
provincial anthorities, it there should be any
rioting, where the rioterg may come from, as
the magistrates of awother provinee cannot
follow their citizens into the Provinee of
Quebee, and the 1Federal Government have no
power whatever nnder the law  to  iuterfere
with the exeention  of the laws in the pro-
vinces relting to  the preservation of the
peace.

In this connection yon refer to the Act of
last Session, entitled ¢ An Act {or the better
presention of crimes of violene in certain
parts of Cannda”  But you will ohserve ]
reading this Act that it confers ne power
whatever upon the Federal Government s
though in any district which is proclaimed
under the Act 1y the Fedual Government
extensive powers are conferred upont the ma-
gistrates, constubles and peace officers for tho
disarming of any parties nnd the summary
dealing with offenders against. the provisions
of the Act. As yon are aware, the city of
Moutrenl awd the county of Hoehelaga wero
some tine ago proclaimed uoder this Act,
ant therefore the Jocal anthoritier are en-
trusted with all the powers which that Act
confers. .

The next matter to which von refer is the
legnl existence of the Orange Association, and
you state you are advised thnt the Act 2nd
Vie, Chap. 8, See. 6, and the Consolidated
Statutes of Lower Canada, Chap. 14, and
29 Vic,, Chap. 46, should be construed as
showing that the Orange Association js an
“illegal combination or confederacy.” You
ask me, should that interpretation be .a cor-
rect ome, what I think yoli cught to do.  You
wuggest that the opinion of the law oflicers of
the Dominion be solicited on tho statutes
quotedd.  With regard to this, [ kave
o state . that the law  officers  of
the Dominion have no right to give nd-
vice to the Provinciasl anthorities, That
tests with the Attorney-General of the Pro-
vince interested.  But T do not think it ig
material whether your interpretation of the
statutes in question be the correct ome
or not. Even in the ¢vent of the Orange
Axsocintion being, as you designate it, an jl-
legal comfederncy, that would in no way re-
lieve you, as Mayor and the magistrates and
peace officers of the city, from the protection
of them individoally a8 citizens. Individuals
who happen to belong to the Association in
question have the same right to assemblo
together for the - purpose of walking
in public procession that any other parties
have. 'This would not interfere with any
prosecution instituted by the local authorities
for belonging to an illegal combination and
the imposition of any penalty provided. by
such acts.

He
drank the health of the -plenipotentiaries, who
on this memorable day had signed the T'reaty
of Berlin. The only alsentees from the
banquet were Lord Beaconsfield and Gorts-
chakoff. The German Official Press publishes
long pwns rejoicing and triumphing in the
signaturc of the Treaty of Peace.

Loxboy, July 13.—The trenty of peace con-
tains fifky-eight articles. The Times' version,
which is declared at Berlin to be unauthentic,
contaius fifty-seven articles, and ‘makes no
mention of two important questions, namcly,
the Dardanelles and Armenia. It is probable
it was from an carly copy obtained before the
final revision. 1ts first twelve articles is
relutive to Bulgaria, which it constitutes an
autonomic tributary to the principality under
the Suzerainty of the Sultan, with a Christiau
government and nationa! militia. Those
articles further regulate the election
of the Prigce by notables at Tirnova.
They arrange for a provisional government
previous to his election, and lay the Dbasis
of his government after his election. Articles
18 to 21 inclusively relate to the new province
called Eastern Roumania, east of the Balkans,
which is placed under the direct military and-
political authority of the Sultan; with, how-
ever, a Christian Governor and in a condition
of autonomy. The administration and the
Governor is to be appointed Ly the Porte,
with the assent of the powers for five years.
Article 22 fixes the Russian ocenpation at nine
months from the signature of the Treaty of
Berlin.  Article »3 provides_for the Austrian
occupation and the administration of Bosuia
and Herzegovina. Articles 24 to 30 inclu-
‘sively relate to Montencgro, 31 to 39 to Servia,
40 to 54 to Roumania and the Danube, 55 and
56 to Greece and Crete, and 57 to religious
equality in the Turkish Dominions.

Bucuarest, July 14.—At a sceret sitting of
the Chamber; Minister Bratano stated that
the Government, while reserving the historical
right of Roumania, had resolved to accept the
Dobrujda and fultil the decisions of the Con-
gress in regard to the Jews.

IRELAND'S MILITARY GLORY.

Mr. James Burke, of the bar, has, we see,
written a lctter, which appears in the Dublin
Freeman’s Journal, in reply to Sir Robert Stew-
art, who had in a lccture stated that Ireland
had “no military history.” We extract some
passages of Mr. Burke's letter :

No military history| Does our distinguished
fellow-countryman, Sir Robert Stewart, forget
Clontarf, the « Marathon of Irelund,” where
the Danes were galluntly repulsed by the
army of Brian Borgihme, and received a blow
from which, in Treland, they never recovered,
though about the same time the Dancs held,
by successful invasion, the throne of England ?
Does Sir Robert forget Beal-an-athn-Buie (the
famous " «Yellow Ford”) where glorious
Red Hugh O'Neill overthrew Elizabeth'’s
best general 7 Does Sir Robert forget magni-
ficent Benburb, where the truly historic Owen
Roc O'Neill shivered to splinters the army of
Monroe? Docs Sir Robert forget the Boyne,
where Irish valour was well proved on hoth
sides, and Derry (for, likc my political mas-
ter, O’Conncll, whose praises of George Walk-
er often I heard, I write in no party or sect-
rian spirit), and Athlone, and Aughrim, and
last (and greatest of all), Limerick, from
whose historic walls the brave men of that
famous city (and brave women, too), hurled
the myrmidons of the Dutch usurper?  Some
of thesc battles were, 1 frecly admit,
Irish defeats. But cven the defeat of »
brave army is ¢military histery.” (reece
honored the memory of Leonidns, though
Thermopyle  was, after a  gallant
struggle, a defeat; as much as she hon-
oured those who conquered at Marathon and
Salamis. Rome paid public honours to the
man who, after hard fighting, lost Canner, be-
cause “he did not despair of the Republic.”
The Saxons of England treasured the memory
of those who were beaten at Hastings. Scot-
land honors those who were defeated at Flod-
den,Killiccrankie and Culloden as much as she
does those who drove the  Sassenach 7 before
them ut Bannockburn and at Prestonpans ; and
she has crected a statucat Stirling to Wallace,
who (though a prisoncer of war) was brutally
murdered in cold blood in London by an
English kiog, whom $cott truly called a
# felon.”

But Sir Robert Stewart waw right in one
thing. We ought to honor the memory of
our great men more than we do. It is no ex-
cvuse¢ that England has not honored her
greatest men. There is not in any street in
all London & statue to Shakepeare, Nilton,
Newton, Dryden, Popt, or Byron. Scotland
gives us a better example. Stand on the
Calton Hill and you can survey memorials of
Jurns, Seott, and a glorious array of intellec-
tual giants. We have improved, it is true,
Grattan. Burke, Goldsmith, Moore (in a sort
of a way), O'Brien, O'Connell (Royal Ex-
change and Glasnevin) are before us. Hut
where is that great Dublin wmar, the most
brilliant genius that Irelund, or perhaps any
other country, ever produced—Eichard Brink-
Iey Sheridan—

The orator, dranatist, roinstrol who ran
Th’{.’;‘-‘fﬂ ::m.-h mode o1 the lyre, and wis master

1 shall not occupy vowrspacelby dwelling
on the military history of 1lrishmen abroad,
though that is part of the military history of
every nation. I shall not take you to Sars-
field at Lunden, to Montgomery at Quebec, 10
Foutenoy, to Wellington at the Peninsula
and Watarleo, or to the countless fields in
every quartervf the glohe where Ireland has
written splendid ehapters of military history.

ANOTHELR LARGE IRISH FORTUNE
GOING A-BEGGING.

For many years a somewhatl cccentric gen-
tleman, for as such William A. Kinnilly, whe
resided in Second Place, bggween Court and
Clinton streets, South BrooKlyn, was regarded
by his neighbors, caitied on business in New
York City as n wholesale dealer in perfumery.
He was a bachelor and had amassed o compe-
tence. He had travelled on the continent of
Europe extensively, was posscssed of a fine
collection of paintings, and lived in quiet se-
clusion, secing but few friende, and rarely,
if ever, making a confidant of any of lis
neighbors in  matters appertaining  to
himself or his antecedents. It was
rumored that when & youth he had studied
for the Catholic priesthood, but for years had
not practised the fuith in which he had been
baptized. It was not known at the time of
his death, which occurred in the month of
April, 1878, that Mr. Kinnilly had leff any
relatives to inherit liis wealth, which, it was
said, amounted to $1006,000. He left a will,
but he failed to put his intentions in proper
legal form, and therc being then, as stated,
no known heirs, the property reverted to the
State. Within the past few weeks, however,
claimants have ¢come forward as heirs-at-law.
and the State'will be called upon to hand
over the money which it has converted to its
0WD UEE. '

PROVIEIONS OF THE WILL.

Mr Kinnilly’s will provided that $20,000
should go to Edward Kinnilly, his brother, or,
in case of his death, to his widow, child, or
descendants, in equal shares. The testator
set forth in his will that it was forty years
since he parted with his brother at Amherst-
burg, Canada. Edward was born in England,
July 30th, 1813. Their father’s name was
Jobn, and their mother's name Mary Finn.
Their parents were natives of Ircland. Kin-
nilly in his will says: «I desire particularly
my executors to make diligent Inquiries and
search, particularly about Ann Arbor, State of
Michigan, to discover if possible, my long lost
brother, or, in the event ofhis death, any of his
legitimate offspring.” Therest of the cstate the
testator bequeathed, in trust, to his exccutors,
Mathias Aalholm and Robert O'Brien, banker,
of No. 53 Wall street; the use of the house
and grounds, No. 100 Second Place, ag a
home for twelve female children, all the as-
sets to be invested and the interest to go
for the use of the home, and the surplus to
support and educate six boys for mercantile
pursuits ; colored ehbildren of both sexes are
excluded, but to distinction to be made as to
nationelity or‘religion. The father of the
tcstator, who had been a British soldier, died
in Canade in the early part of the present cen-
tury, and the two sons were brought up under
the care of a Cutholic priest. As the long-
lost brother could not be found by the execu-
tors, who were informed that the charitable
bequests were invalid, they, in March, 1870,
filed a bill for & judicious construction of the
will. In the December. following the Court

A NEW USE FOR NIAGARA.
MARNERSING THE FALLS FOR MECHANICAL
PUTIGSES.

(Buffalo Adeertises)

Some months ago the Commercial deseribed
a seriex of experiments made in this city with
the view of demonstrating the practicubility
of using the immense water power at Ningara
Falls for transmitting power 1o this city
though the the agency of compressed air.  As
stated at the time, the experiments were sutti-
ciently suceessful to convince several of our
enterpriging citizens that the scheme was
entirely feasible. A company has since been
formed, of which Scuator Pierce is I'resident,
considerable capital has been puid in, and

practical operations kave been begun.

The principal part of the machienry will he
located near the water’s edge below the Falls,
in the vieinity of that delightiul spot called
the Bridaleveil.  The reimninder will e onthe
bank immediately  above. The  great air
receptacles, three of whielr will he 70 feet long
by 6 feet in dinmeter, will be located®elow the
bank, near the water, while the recviving
geservoirs will be on thebank.,  Thecylinders
will be constacted of hoiler ivan, in the most
rubstantial manner.  The perpendicnlar fall
from the feeding basin above to the air recep-
tacles below is 214 feet.  The Enginecer's
figures show that 200,000 pounds of jron will
be required, and it is estimated that power
enough will e generated to raise about 350,000
gallons of water 150 feet every minute.  These
results have been obtained by carcful seientitic
tests, so that there is little doubt but they are
nearly correct.

Gentlemen prominently connerted with this
enterprise own Day's canal, which it will be
reinembered was conatructed geveral yearsago
by Mr. Diy for water-power purposes, st an
expense of uearly a million dollars.  This
canal will play an important part in conncction
with the new project. 1t in 32 feet wide hy 11
fect deep, nnd Teads fram n point just above
therapids a mile across to the bank helow.
At its lower terminus, is a large  Lasin 70 feet
wide, and 800 feet long and 11 feet in depth.
From the basin a flome 200 feet lougis<dag to
the edge of the precipice. At the mouth of
the flume will be a massive iron gate with an
eight feet opening, "which Pratt & Co. are to
furnish.  The water from the lume will pass
into the reservoir,which will e connoectad with
the air recepacles below by means of luge
pipes Byphou shaped.  Attached to the cylin-
ders will be & requigite number of large auton:-
atic valves, to let the water ran out of the
cylinders after the compressed air has been
allowed to eecape. The practical working of
the machinery will be briefly as follows =—
After the water in tae reservoir on the top of
the bank ishigh enoagh to reach thie bend of
the syphon it will escape down the pipetothe
air cylinders below. The pressnre thusob-
inined very soon closes the nutomatic valves.
There being no cseape forthe water which con-
tinues to pour into the eyinder (each has its
own fecder), the air which & contuing is com-
presged by the volume of water fromn above
until it hag as much expansive power when
releared as steam.  ‘The capacitr of the reser-
voir and of the cylinders is fo airunged that
the reservoir will be exhausted by tae time the
desired compression has been obtained liclow.

Thus the operation is re-
peated at regular intervalg in each cylinder,
and there being several of them a conlinuous
charge of highly compressed air is secured.

‘There secis to be no doubt but that the air
thus compressed can be conveyed by pipes a
reasonable distance and made to do valuable
service at o nominal expense, In Franceit
is conveyed fifty miles. The loss by friction
in transmitting it from the Falls {0 Bufialo is
placed at fifty horse power on every thousand,
which is scarcely worthy of mention. The
projectors of this great enterprise are confident
tbat they will be able to do the pumping for
the City Water-works at figures whicl will
make the present cost of the department appear
enormous. Theyarealso confident that they
can make compressed air take the place of
steamn in manufacturing thus doing away with
the necessity forfire or fuel. Theyarc aiming
to do wonders, and, what is more, the chances
seem to be strongly-in favour of their success.

ARcH.—A temporary and rather disreput-
able arch, composed of a few pales and three
or four branches of green was to be scen on
Beaver Hall hill Friday wnorning, when the
troops were coming down town, previous to
their departure. On  the arch these words
were written— It is to be hoped you come in
& Dbetter cause next time.” The ridiculous
arch was removed by the police.

Vouesteer Partvisy—On the evening of
last 12fh of July a voluntecr belonging to the
6th Fusiliers named Blackley, very much
incbriated, and dressed up in his fall uniform,
paraded Seaton street shouting ¢ Hurrah for
King Billy” and so forth. The only spectators
of his bravado were & few women whom he
evidently took to be a whole contingent of
able-bodied Roman Catholics.

Waex all was profound quict at Point St.Char-
les, at three o’clock Saturday morning, a body
of Orungemen emerged from unknown places,
formed into a procession and marched through
the streets playing the wsual airs. The
police attempted to stop them, but the “boys”
were dogged and refused to break up till they
had celebrated the 12th, or rather the 13th of
July, in a becoming manner.

CARRYING A Loapep REvoLver.—John Coch-
rane was on Saturday tried before the Police
Magistrate on the charge of having a loaded
revolver in his hand, on the evening of the
1ith instant. Constable Couillier deposed
that he met the accused on  the evening in
question on the Champ de Mars in & state of
intoxication, and bLrandishing a loaded re-
volver. 'The constable Lrought him to the
station where he was confined in the cells. In
Justification the prisoner pleaded that he was
amember of the volunteer force, and had
been working at Mascouchie, a distance of
twenty-two miles from the city.  He snid he
had heen sumntoned to join his regiment, and
had justarrived o few moments previous to
his arrest. Mr. Thibault argued on behalf of
the prisoner, that he was entitled ns a volun-
teer to carry arms, but the Magistrate ruled
that, when not in uniform he had no more
right to have 2 revolver than any other per-
son.

HIS EMINEXCE CARDIN:AL MCCLOSKEY

The fine porwait which appears on our first
page, will ensily be ‘recognized as that of the
vonerated Archiishop of New York, his
Eminence Cardinall McCloskey, the first Am-
erican prelate upon whom has ever been be-
stowed the exalted title of Prince of the Holy,
Roman, Catholic and. Apostolical Church.

The life and services of the illustrious
Archbishop are too well known to require any
extended notice from us. Born in Brooklyn,
N. Y, March 10th, 1810,of Irish Catholic
parents, hie evinced so marked an aptitude for
study and such filial devotion to the faith of
his parents, that he was sent to St. Mary’s Col-
lege, Maryland, in his twelfth year, and com.
pleted lis college course at the early age of
cighteen. After a year spent at home, he re-
turned to Mary's to pursue a theological
course of four years, and in January, 1834, was
ordained in St. Patrick's Cathedral, Ne# York.
In the year following he went to Rome, where
he spent two years perfecting his studies,
afterwards passing one year in traveling
Europe. Retnrning to New York in 1838, he
was appointed pastor of St. Joseph's, which
position he held till consecrated coadjutor to
the late Archbishop Hughes, with the right
of suecession, March 10th, 1844.

Upon the crection of the diocese of Albany,
in 1847, Dr. McCloskey took charge of the
new See, but on the death of Archbishop
Hughes, in Junuary, 1864, he was called upon
to assume the dutics and responsibilities in-
cident to the government of this vast ecclesi-
astical province. On July 15th, 1875, he was
created a Cardinal Priest by Pope Pius IX,, to
the great joy of the Catholics of this contin-
ent, and the profound satisfuction of all ad-
mirers of great ability and sincere piety of
every creed and nationality.— MeGee's Illust.
