‘TORELIEF FUND

Flfty Thousand Dollars to Be
Sent to - Hillcrest, Al-
berta—Will Investi-
gate Disaster.

‘OTTAWA, June 22.—S8ir Robert Bor-
den stated this afternoon that he sent:
a message to Senator Lougheed in
Calgary asking if a relief committee
had been appointed in connection with
the Hillcrest disaster, ‘and- intimating
that the government was prepared to
contribute $50,000 to help the families
of the unfortunate coal miners.

STRONG EFFORT
T BEAT HANNA

Local Issues Being Raised m
Sarnia, But Liberals Are
Not Hopeful of

Success.

By a Staff Reporter.

SARNIA, June 22.—The provincial
elections’ struggle in West Lambton,
the riding of Hon.. W. J. Hanna, is
proving one of the most peculiar in
the campsaign. Instead of one big issue
of temperance or ~bilingual schools,
there are a score of smaller ones of a
strictly local bearing, But losing none
of their importance to the candidates
for that reason. ‘There is no whirl-
wind of election excitement, but the
riding is being combed to the last man
by both parties in the field.

There is little doubt as to the out-
come. Hon. Mr. Hanna is expected by
both Liberal and Conservative organi-
zations. to return with a substantial
majority. In the 1911 campaign he
rolled up a majority of 1100, but this
was considered abriormal.

In Sarnia iself the personality of
the candidates will count strongly in
the result. Both Messrs. Hanna and
Cowan are equally well known in their
riding.

A supreme issue In the matter of license
laws and the evils of intemperance has
beén raised in this province and the ejec-
tors are about to pass upon it. The can-
didates were named yesterday: they have
still this week to state their case and to
make their appeal.

But the appeal is not so much that of
the respective candidates as it is of Bir
James Whitney and Mr. Rowell and of
the Liberal party and the Conservative
party of which they are the heads.

of licenses, in reducing the hours of sale,
of realizing total prohibition in gcores
and scores of municipalities, that has
given new hope to those who'd save the
boys of our land from forming drinking
habits and who'd put the bottle out of
the home.

If Mr., Rowell is not to be held | re-
sponsible for the failure-of leaders that
preceded him, Sir James is certainly en-
titled to consideration for the things he
himself did, and for the further advances
that he undoubtedly will bring about on
a renewal of confidence in him by the
people next Monday.

We give Mr. Rowell credit for sincerity,
and likewise we recognize the sincerity
of the advocates of the abolition of the
bar; but on the issue of record and per-
formance Sir James Whitney has a r:ght
to count on the continued support of all
his friends of the past, on the rezogni-
tion in some kind of way even of those
who’d march faster than he has marched
80 far.

Lieut. Commander Forbes reached
Father Point today and his investi-
gation showed that the accident hap-
pened while the water was at low
level, that every precaution for deep
sea. diving operations was properly
carried out .and that no better condi-
tions for carrying on the work could
be expected.

Lieut. Commander ¥orbes notified
Captain Walsh, marine superinten-
dent of the C. P. R. of these facts and
suggested that the divers from the
Eseex be sent back to their ship here.

Captain Walsh after consulting with
Captain Watson of H. M. S, Essex, re-
dugtantly decided . that everything
possible had been done to secure the
bodies. The divers were accordingly
ordered to return to their ship.

This decision of the C. P. R. does
not affect the operations of the com-
pany attempting to salvage the ship,
but it is thought here that it will also
e eompelled to give up diving opera-
tions.

A KNIGHT OF THE GOLDEN WEST.
In the Parliamentary Guide he is
called James Albert Mannihg Aikins,
but ip the golden west they call him
“Jam.” as they called him at college in
this city. One might search thru Win-
nipeg in vain for James Albert Man-
ning Aikins, unless someone happened
to guess that he was looking for “Jam
Aijkins.” Probably few people west
of Lake Superior know yet what has
happened to the member for Brandon.
but the news is bound to leak out. The
west will become, sooner or later,
seized of the fact that this new knight
with the long name is no other than
their own “Jam,” and they will rejoice
and be exceeding glad.

Mr. Aikins- came to parliament in
1911, succeeding\Hon. Clifford Sifton
as member for Brandon. He was re-
puted }o be a Progressive, but handi-
capped by the fact that he had just
severed an almost life-long connection
with the Canndian Pacific Railway
Company. He was in much the same
boat as Mr. R. B. Bennett of Calgary,
both of whom were preceded by great
cratorical reputations.

But Mr. Aikins’ style of oratory can-
not be so summarily classified and dis-
poscd of. Indeed he is beyond all
comparison and, stands infa class by
l;imself. It was in his. historic speech
upon the naval aid bill that Mr. Aikins
s0 eloquently rebresented “every fish
that cuts in joy the Canadian seas” as
anxiously awaiting the decision of par-
liament. Not only were t&le fish ex-
cited over the naval bill but it appear-
ed from his glowing peroration that
“every lamb that skips in play tpon

the Canadian hills” was ne less keenly
interested.

We cannot remember that Mr. Aik-
ins ever supplemented this noble effort.

eity treasury of $100 a year in the fix-
ing of a local compuny's‘assessment.
He claimed that _the company in ques-
tion was misrepresented and that the
town stood to 'gain where it would
have lost.

In plunging into the real substance
of his address, Mr. Hanna stated his
position on temperance for all time.
He referred to letters he had receiv-
ed from persons. in different parts of
the riding,’ and particularly .to the
stand taken by W. W. A. Walden of
Point Edward, who had attacked the
government from the pulpit and had
followed up with a challenge for Mr.
Hanna to define his actual position.
The statement he gave was that of
Sir James Whitney. in his. manifesto,
with especial disapproval of the “tem-
perance qucsffon being dragged into
the arena of pariy polities:” Such a
policy ‘was not fair or legitimate: It
did not give the people a fair oppor-
tunity of expressing their opinion.

Bow to Public Sentiment.

The government ‘was. awaiting  an
expression of public sentiment. They
were ‘desirous of doing what the peo-
ple wanted: in. regard' f{o the liquor
question. Two greal oppertunities
now were advanced in the Scott Act
and local option. Both went further
than the rural program for bars,
shops and ‘clubs were 'tlike closed at
the voiee of the pub’lic.

WASHINGTON, June 22.—The su-
preme court today reversed the com-
merce court, and upheld the inter-
mountain rate order of the inlerstate
commerce commission.
