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by our own people. The English consumup-
tion of cleese is about 36 lbs. per capita;
a consuniption of like proportion in the
United States alone would anount to not
far from 750,000,000 lbs., a qunntity it
would take sore years to reach, even with
the rapid increase of production of the
last ten years. That the relative prices
for butter and cheese have been so nearly
equal is surprising ivhen it is ascertained
that it takes tiwo and one-half times the
quantity of milk for a pound of butter
that it does for a pound of cheese. There-
fore the corresponding pi'ce for butter
should be two and one-half times that for
cheese. Thus, if cheese brings 8c., the
correspondiig price for butter would be
20c. But at these rates butter making
bas slightly the advantage, as the skim-
med milk and butter milk are of more
value than wvhey.

Great Britain imports annually about
the sane quantity of butter as of cheese.
The oflicial statistics show the importation
in 1877 was 183,448,944 Ibs., exclusive of'
that which comles from 1reland. The
English butter product, exclusive of the
Irish nake, aniounts annually te only
59,360,000 lbs. The quantity sent from
hieland is not known, but nust be liuge
as no cheese is Made in Ireland. The
total consuiptive denand of butter in
England is in round numbers 242,000,000
Ibs., supplied from France, Holland, Swe-
den and Denmark, w'ith, comparatively
s.mall quanti ties froin A merica. Prices for
several years past have been very uniforni
for best sorts, ranging from 130 shillings to
150 shillings sterling per cwt. If the
prices of cheese are compared vith these,
Ainerican cheese (faultless) bringing 52
shillings, and fine 48 shillings, it is found
that foreign butter brings a better price,
relatively, than best American cheese.
.American cheese at 52 shillings equals
butter at 330 shillings, while Danisl but-
ter is quoted 144 shillings per cwt. 'The
loivest priced European butter comes from
Jersey, and is quoted 110 shillings, but, on
the other hiand, the lowest priced Ameri.
can cheese is quoted at only 20 shillings,
or 0 shillings below the corresponding
rate for Jersey butter.

The evident conclusion is that it will
not pay the American or Canadian pro-
ducer to export butter unless it be of the
linest description, and so packed as to
arrive in sound condition. The consump.
tion in the United States is about S00,000,-
000 lbs., or 3,6 Ibs. per headI, wbile it is only
7ý lbs. per head in England. In view of
these facts, it i3 incumbent on the dairy-
-Men to stop making skimmedcheese and to
improve their methods of dairying. Larger
quantities of butter are recluired tO be put

up in prints and small packages and sent
fresh from tle churn to the table of con-
sumers. The numberofrecentinventions
in butter packages show the increasing
demand for nice, sweet, fresh butter in
small packages convenient for the table,
and in such shape that there ivill be no
loss on account of deterioration from
holding. Every hotel and boar'ding house
in cities sheuld be regularly supplied at
short intervals with sweet, fresh butter;
and when consumers can obtain small
packages from w'eek te veek, eor from day
to day, of a ffice palatable article, con-
sumptionî may be increased to an unlimited
extent.

Another very interesting question w'as
discussed, namely, the cost of producing
chîeese in 3878. The Secretary of one of'
the conventions had sent out soie
250 postal cards te farmers ivith printed
questions on them foi' reply. By this
means he got at the yield of the cows,
cost of producing milk, amounît of nilk
necessary te make a pound of cheese and
iany other highly interesting points.

Fr'omii the general resulis, lie makes the
average cost per- cow $39.70, Vhile the
gross muoney product of the dai'y wvas
$47.25 per cow-leaving but a small mar-
gin for profit wlen w'ear and tear is con-
sidered ; but as this cost was mostly taken
from the products of the farmî, the show-
ing is not so bad.

Many of the questions so thoroughly
elucidated at the cotnventions have the
equal application on both, sides of the line.
We are glad to observe that, the dcep-
setting systein in butter making, whîicl ne
advocated in a series of articles last spring
and summser, is becomlling more and more
popular eve'y year.

OVERITRADING.

It is much to be feared that, in couse-
quence of' the anticipated imcrease in our
customîîs cluties, our merchants have been
inîduced to imiport mucl moie la'gely
thIan fhe circunmstances of the country
warrant. lI our last nuiber we gave
some statistics shoiving the large increase
in the exports fron the United Kingdon
to British North America in the mîonîthl et'
January of 'a considerable number of
leading articles. It appears that during
the month of Febi-ary there nwas u,
immensie increase in the customis duties
in Canada as compared w'ith the coi'i'es-
ponding month in 1878. Thi is not
absolute proof of over'tr'aditng', as the goods
may have on1ly been taken from the
bonded wai, use at an earlier' per'iod than
they othermvise wovuld have been. There
is, however, some ,reason to fear that the
temptation to obtain tlhe benefit of in.

creesed prices, oiving to higher duties, May
hav' ['d to muchi greater importations
tiait the requireinents of the country

.justify. There is likewise reason to fear
that exaggetatecl ideas have prevailed
as to the extent of the increase of duties.
Before our present issue is in the hands
of many of ou, readers the financial state-
ment w'ill have been nade, but ive can
scarcely doubt that the incteases in the
tariff ivill fall very fai' short of vhat
specilators have calculated on, and we
are persuaded that they will not compen-
sate for the lass that w'ill be incurred
should the market be overstocked with
goods at such e period of depression as
that vhich at present exists. 'We hope
Most sincerely thiat our apprehensions may
prove ta be groiundless,but i t lias been Most
unfoitunate that so long a time should
have elapsed diriig which people have
been encouraged to believe thatmeasures
vould be adopted to increase the price of
ail kinds of manufactures. The effect of
the recent large importations, moreover,
will be cealculated to prevent, for a consid-
erable Lime, our mîantacturers securing
the mnonopoly of the home mariket, for
w'hich they have bocen laboring so earn-
estly. 'lTere is ire f'ear nuch cause for
anxiety inder the circunmstances to
vhiclh w'e have called attention.

THE INSOLVENCY LAW.
Next in importance te the fiscal policy

of' the Goveriiment is the mcasure to be
adopted t'for dealing vith insolventestates.
As ire anticipated, the menibers of the
Govei'nisett entertain different opin-
ions on the sibject, and have therefore
been obliged to treat it as an open ques-
tion. Under the cir'cumstances the course
adopted seems the mîîost likely tosecure
a mceasire that will bc satisf'actory to
lthe country. The Minister of Justice
lias obtained the concurrence of the Housge
to tise appoinîtmeiit of a select coinnittee
te coisider the subject, and it seems pro-
hable that Mr. Colby's bill vill be referred
'to that committee. 'Me have little doubt
that the new Batkruptcy Bill, introduced
by the iLord Chancellor of England, will
receive the consideration of the commit-
tee. The objections vhich have been
madie to the English law are very similar
to those iiade here, viz., the facilities
affoi'ded by fhe existing law for airange-
inents betwveen debtors and their ciedit-
cia, vhiich result more for the benefit of
the f'oimieri thîan the latter. Experience
lias proved that there lias been an im-
mense increase in the number of liquida-
tions by arrangement and composition,
and the most urgent reform advocated in'
a nsovemei t fano the principal bankers
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and merchants of London is to put a stop
to the facilities w'hich private arrange-
ments afford to insolvent persons to
escape from the reasonable coitrol and
supervision of their'creditors. Tie pro-
bability is, that additional strengthi will
be given to the Bankruptcy Court in
England, and that nuch greater judicial
supervision over insolvents will be en-
forced. In Canada the most serious con-
plaints have been the unfair competition
ta w'hich solvent traders have been sub-
jected, owing ta compositions enabling
insolvents to obtain their stocks of goods
at reduced prices. Wc have no doubt
that the tendency of the forthcoming
legislation will be to render compositions
and discharges diflicult, if not absolutely
impossible, whiile securing a fair division
of the estates of insolvents, and prevent-
ing as much as possible fraudulent pre
ferences.

SU PE1îAŽ XîO
SUPERNNUATION.

We have observed with regret tijat the
principle of providing for tihe superan-
nuation of publie officers lias been recent-
ly objected ta, both lin the House of
Comnons and in the press. The objec
tion is based on the ground that goverin-
ment employees should provide for theisr
families in the sane wacy as others, and
that if they neglect doing sa their fami-
lies must suffer. There might be soie
force in this argument if the public inter-
est vould be benefited by placing gov-
erninent employees on precisely the sane
footing as persons enployed eitler by
corporations or by private individuals.
One of the necessary consequences of
party government is, that there is a ten-
dency on the part of the leaders of rival
parties to substitute their political friends
for their opponents,,and that unless the
civil service is placed an the footing of
permanency, it would become w'lolly de-
moralized. As it is, although the leaders of'
both political parties admit the expedi-
ency of' laving a permanent civil service,
and the impropriety of maolesting oflicers
an account of their political bias, yet it
cannot be denied that wien changes of
Miiiistry take place, complaints are made
of the violation of wliat is admitted ta be
the established rule. It is far fron our
intention to discuss individual cases,
which are invariably the subject of con-
troversy, ane party contending that there
were special reasons for the dismissals or
superannuations, and the other party re-
fusing ta admit the validity of the
grounds stated. It must be admsitted on
all hands, that the few cases in ivhich dis-
missals have taken place only prove the
general rule, that public officers may rely

with a good deal of confidence ont the

permnainecy of their situations.
Our contention is that,. oi the assiuimlp-

tion thsat a periaiieiit civil seivice is
calculated to promiote the public interest,
a system of' superannuation is a necessary
adjunct to tlat systeim. Loig before the
superannuation systemi was establislied
for the civil service, it had besn adlopted
with almsîost universal concurrence for. the
Judges, not, be it observed, ta enable
those functioaicries ta preyide for Ltheir
families, but ta place t.ici iiin a position
ta retire frons the belich wlien eitier ge
or ill lealth mniglt render suchi a step de-
sirable. Even in the case of judges, comn-
plaints have frequently been made iii the
Mother Country that they remain on the
bench long after it lias been thouglht by
all but theiiselves that their retireimienst
would be bencficial ta the publie. The
case of the judges is peculiair, because as
it lias been deeimed expedient ta nmake
the coipfletely iidependcent of the
Executive Governieit, it is hardly pas-
sible ta comlipel tiem ta resigin. In the
civil service precisely the sanie conse-
quences are found ta result fron the
superasniation systei. ,The cases are
rare i whsicli anîy officer applies foi'
supier'ainuatioss, and if bas been founsd
necessary ta establishs rules ta enforce
retirement after a certain age lias been
reacied. The arguient about providing
for their familles lias no0 weight. Neither
in the case ofjudges nai' of officers of the
civil service, are pensions granted either
ta widois or children. Without superan-
nuation the strong pI'oIbaLbility is, that old
civil servants would continue in office
long after the period wien, in the is terest
of the public, their retirement should
hiav'e been insisted on. If there were no
superannuation it would ho scaréely pos-
sible ta compel resignation.

The opponieits of superannuation admit
tia t public officers should have the guaran-
tee of permanent eimployment', and tiat,
if dismissed for the puirpose of ecoînmy,
cither a pension ai' commutation money
should be given. But i lias evet been
admitted that, in the case of a persan
appdinted ta permanent oflce, if, by a
mistalke of the Governnent, his services
were found ta be of no value, ho should be
compensated before being dismissed. The
absdrdity must be sufficiently obvious of
giving ta an incompetent man a compen-
sation which is refused ta a man whsose
whole life lias been spent in the service.
There are et the present time in the' public
employment of the Dominion three indi-
viduals at least whose average length of
service would be about 50 years, and who
are still performing laborious public

duties. Vould it, we vould ask those vlo
cavil at superannuation, be consistent
vit.h the public interests ta allowr thoso

genI tLIcien, in the event of thoir falling hi
to bad lealth, ta retire witLhout any kind of
compensation ? It must not be forgotten
that wlien the superannuation system vas
establislied it was intended ta be self.
sup porting, and it is probable that it would
have been so in the course of tiie lad not
Parliament in its visdom reduced the per-
ceci tage af contib in. Tie superannu-
ation allowaiices have, of corse, been
larger in the infancy of the systeim thanîs
they will be when, by the lapse of timse, it
lias coie ta be in its normal state. 'T'le
revenue at presenit is about $40,000, and
the expenditure a little over $100,000.
This w'as paid ta 272 pensioners, 25 of
vhoin lied during the fiscal year. of
those, 20 liad beeci in the public service
for periods varying fron 20 ta 40 years,
and five foi' periods from 10 ta 20. On
the preseit list 10 have been in the Ber-
vice 40 years and npwards, 6l, 30 and
under 410 years, and S6, 20, and under 30
years. Only 14 retired vith less than 10
years service, and the cause as adlmost
invariably abolition of office. On the
whole ther cai be no doubt tiat the
superannuation systom lias worked nvell.
It is absolutely necessary that a perian-
cnt system should be accoipanied with
proivison for retirement, and although ex-
ceptioisal cases may be citecd in which
persons capable of p'erforming tlheir duties
miay have been superannuated, yet for
eaci one of these it is probable thsat there
are four o live in which persons who
ouglt ta retire owing ta age au' iiifirmiiity
are pernitted ta reiain in office gnt full
salary. It iill appear fron our pension
list that about four.fiftlis of the recipients
are over 60years of age, while those above
70 and 80 are about oie-third of the aggre-
gate number.

Althougli we believe that flie gîat
public convenience of tle superainuation
systen must recommend it ta Parlia-
ment, and tiat there is little cause for
apprehension that those who abject ta it
will succeed in effecting a change in pub-
lic opinion, yet wlien gentlemen ofiParlia-
mentary influence attack it, iwe think tsat
nia effort should be spared ta defend a
measure whiclh is absolutely necessary in
order ta maintain the efliciency of the
public.service.'

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MR. TILLEY'S LOAN.

We should scarcely have deemed it

necessary to notice the papers contain-
ing the particulars of the negotiation of
the loan of £3,000,000 sterling, but for
some remariks tiat we have seen to the
effect that the London -agents of the
Dominion vere not entitled to the usual
commission under the circumstances.
Tie commission and brolerage cha-ged
aiount to 1 per cent. on £1,500,000 and
;r of 1 per cent. on £3,000,000. With the
latter charge the agents have no concern
whatever, and the commission is precisely
-what has been invariably charged on pre-
vious occasions. Ifanymenber either of
Parliament or of the Press is under the
delusion that a Canadian Minister of
Finance cen go into the London Money
Masket and negotiate a loan without
assistance, it would bu ivell to afford hum
an opportunity of trying his hand. The
commission of the agents was ciarged
only on the bonds issued on the security
of the Dominion, as no risk or trouble of
any kindwas involve d in the negotiation
of the guaranteed bonds, wisici, if placed
separately, wvould have been negotiated
by the Bank of England for a mere
brokerage. We confess that we are
unable to pronounce any opinion as to
the respective merits of the scheme of
the rival Ministers, that of Mir. Cart-
wrigit wlo placed the loan at a fixed
price, and. that of Mr, Tilley, whio
imvited tenders not to be less tîan a
price named. Msr. Tilley succeuded in
obtaining about.one-tvelfti of one per
cent. over the fixed price, and on 0he
assunption that £96 10s. wvoulci have
been the fixed price, tiere is a profit to
that extent, but it is far frosm improbable
that contractors, if secure of the viole
loan, would have taken it at a slisde
higher. The truth is that neither mei-
bers of Parliarent nor the press aie capa-
ble of forming a correct judgment as to
the best mode of placing a Canadian loan
in the London market. .Agency is abso-
lutely niecessary, and Canada lias been
fortunate enouglî to have liad as its
agents houses of the most undoubted
character, and the wisest course it car
adopt is to keep all questions relating tc
the floating of loans outside of the areni
of party politics, and to rest assured tha
the Minister of Finance, wloever lie ma.
be, will do all in lis power to secure th
best terms th at, under the circumstances
can bu obtained.

GOVERNMENT LIFE ASSURANCE.

The annotncement in. tihe speech from
the throne that the Goveniment ivas
about to undertake the business of life
assurance took the peopleof the counstry
everywhere by surprise, and it is most
unfortunate that there is a prevailing in-
pression that ef'orts have been made by
individuals to induce the Governent to
assume the business. Apart altogether
from the merits of the schseme, it must bu
admitted that the time for lauinêliing it
is most unpropitious. Life assurance is a
speculative business of a wholly diffrent
character fron tiat of a savings bank,
and the Government proposes to enter in-
to competition with establilsed compa-
nies, and to carry on a business at the
public expense which, to be successful,
requires more than ordinary prudence.
The existing' companies are under
supervision, and by the Consolidated
Insurance Act of 1877 the Govern.-
ment took from them the deposits which
it deemed nècessary for the protec-
tion of the persons assured. 1t does not
appear tisat the Government in England
lias had much success in its competition
with the established companies, and it is
to bu feared that it vould be impossible
te inspire public confidence in a systeni
which would necessarily bu under the
control of Government employees. The
existing Life Assurance Companies have
invested very largely in- municipal securi-
ties, and by so doing have rendered im-
portant benefits to those bodies. As far
as mere profit is concerned it is more
thyan doubtful whether the Governient
would be successful in the speculation ,
and so long as it can borrow in the
London market on favorable ternis there
is no object in its.becoming a boi-rower
at home. It is well kcnoin that the Gov.
ernnent in England undertook the
business chiefly in order to encourage the
industrial classes to insure tieir lives, and
the result lias been total failure, judging
from the amount insured in eaclh year.
The careful and prudent selectioni of lives
is lilkely to be more efficiently exercised
by the directors of companies who are
responsible and interested in their safety,
tliai it would bu by Government officials
upon wliom no such liability or responsi-
bility would rest. It nifty bu hoped that,

r if the measure is passed this Session,
it ill bu referred to the Standing Corn-
nuittee on Bncing and Commerce, and
that evidence will be taken as to its

n probable effect. Such a course lias beuen

r frequently taken with bills of a smilar
t ciaracter, such as the Government Bank-

ing Act.

H. W. Goldring, from whom Paquet, Ilubsrt,
and Oulmet purclsused or procuired tie pieis-
plate property, i also in itrace vile, having
been arrested on a *capias last Friday, the bail of
$77,500 not being forthcoming. Mr. Goldring
bas inistituteid proceedings against the bank.
claiming damages of $100,000 for false arrest. A
flaw in the capins compelled the baik to aban-
don the first suit and prepare another cnplas,
which was served upon-him as lie emerged from
the jail gate. Mr. Goldrîngallegeslimseelftobe
the dupe of Paquet, and says the latterpaid
him only soine $28,000 for five-eigliths of
the property. Mr. iumphrey, Goldring's gen-
tlemanly representative et the mines in Temple-
ton, says it was only $22,500 ; and the inference
suggested is, that the balance of $55,000 Was
to bu Ised as a rork:ig capital if the
bank could bu prevailed to take the p*ro-
lserty off Paquut's bands at thie ulluged
pre of purcliase. There is likely to bu alaim
for another $100,000 on the second capias. We
are preparing a biographical sketch of the clever
operator, whose experience is said to be world-
wide, atlîouiglh it may be questioined .whether
that obtained in Canada will bu amtiong the
pleasantest of his recollections hereafter,
whether be wins or loses. The bank admits a
total loss of about ' ff,000, alilîoiîgl tlîis iill
li reduced ly the Guarantee Poicy of 31r. Pa-
quet for $10,000, and probably somewhat more
by the five-eiglhts ofthe 1600 acres ofplhosplate
lands, which Mr. Goldring originally purchased
from Blackburn & AcLaren of Ottawa, somue
time last sunmmer, for, it is said, $45,000, s bould
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the bank b obliged to rotain it. Figures do flot
always deceive.

- The Governinent, instead of concerning
itself with the Life Insurance business of the
country which is already well conducted,
should look a little aifter the Alutual Pire In-
tîtrance companies. The Local Government

mtiglt take the natter up, and compel tlem
to mrake sworn rotures besides making a de-

posit. The doings of one or two mutuals in
this province require some investigation

-Attorney-Geneortl Schtoonîmaker, of New
York, bits arranged with tie Premtan fitnily,
bo surrender $85,000 of hlie stock of the Globe
Insurance Company, four-liftls of lte whole
capital stock, whicl will be deposited lin trust
for the Company, ant new officers of the Com-
pany b immediately chosen.

- Tie Sherbrooke nt Stanstead Muttal
Fire Insurance Co. are puzzled over an error
as it is cilled, of $18,590 lu their accountts
extending over five years. There tire liîîts of
peculiar features lit the books of the company,
but particulars aire postponed pentding further
iniquiries.

- Tite new gas company at London, Ontario,
having, by a resolution of the Couacil, receivei
permission to lay down their pipes thIroghout
the city, vill commence operatiotns immediately.
Gas will then be reduced fron $2.50 to $1.50
per thousand cubie foot.

There are 753
vessels of 276,272 tons registered at St Joln,
169 vessels of 18,263 tous at Chatham, 180 ves-
sels of 20,273 tons at St. Andrews, 22 vessels of
16,860 tons at Dorchester, 11 vessels of 4,6G7
toits at Sackville, and one vessel ol 313 toits at
Moncton. Tie sbipigon the register books ait
the several ports of' register in the Province of
New Brunswick aiounts to 1,136. vessels of
336,658 tons, a gain of 5 vessels and 7,179 tors
over last year. Ship building is stated to be
comparatively dull, there beimg now in course

It was not to be ex-
pected that there would b, any great number
down the first trip, as travellers were ont
earlier, and sound retailers bave had goods
pressed upon their notice for two months past
and had every opportunity furnislhed them for
baying. The boot and toe trad,- is purifying
itself at last and setting, a good example te
other trades, especially to the dry goods people,
who, with a few exceptions, seem yet to think
that they must encourage bankrupts to continue
n business to: the injury of their neigbbours

and the general demoralization of the trade.
Tihe weather bas ,been quite spring-like during

the week, and the country roands have been
mach improved through the thaw, followed by
the frost of last night. The money markets
show little change. Stocks are looking up-
wards.

Asiles.-Receilts of Pots bave somewlhit
fallen olf, but the demand being light, price
lias given way, and $3.95 has beau taken for
sniall bris. of First Pots ; il. is qlite clear we
wvill see veri low prices next suminer. Seconds,
$3.35. Thirds $2.75. Pearls.-Are scarce and
wvantedl, but it.is impossible to quote. Rceipts
snce 1st January, 1430 bris Pots and 75 bris
Peanls. Deliveries, 737 bris Pots and 178 bris
Pearls. Stock in store on l2th March at six
p.m., 1816 bris Pots and 135 bris Pearis.

Boo-rs AND SnoEs.-There seems to be more
activity in the trade the preseut week, a few
buyers are in town. and a better feelingis mani-
lest as to the future. Prices cannot be said to
have advanced, but the feeling among the
bouses which remain solvent is that botter
prices wili be obtained as the season advances,
as stocks of desirable goods arc not large.

Dtuos AND CHEMcALs.-A moderate business
is doing in a limited way with prices unchanged.
In the absence of advices from England we
have no report as to the state of the market
there.

Dit Goons.-The business thus far this
season compares fitvorably with that of the
corresponding period of last year. There
appears to be an over stock of American Cot-
tons in the market, andi retailers have also been
supplied largely direct from American buyers;
whience it setould be inferred that this article
vill nlot command top prices during the remain-

der of the season. No change in our quota-
lions.

Fî,ouit.-Tiere lias been only a moderato de-
mand for flour during the week. Te market,
however, lias ruled very firm, and holders aire
asking advanced prices for forvard delivery.
Spring Wheat flours are 5 to 10e per barre ou
spot sales.
