'The struggle for supremas
cy between America and English produc- |
tion has commenced, and if America can
aﬁoxd to export cheese low enougb Eng- -
lish dairymen must be driven from the
field.

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by our own people. The English consump-
tion of cheese is about 16 lbs. per caplm,
a consumption of like proportion in the
United States alone would amount to not
far from 750,000,000 lbs,, a quantity it
would take some years to reach, even with
the rapid increase of production of the
last ten years. That the velative prices
{for butter and cheese have been so nearly
equal is surprising when it is ascertained
that it takes two and one-half times the
quantity of milk for a pound of butter
that it does for a pound of cheese. There-
fore the corresponding price for.butter
should be two and one-half times that for
cheese. Thus, if cheese brings Sc., tho
corvesponding price for butter would be
20c. But at these rates butter making
has slightly the advantage, as the skim-
med milk and butter milk are of more
value than whey.

Great Britain imports annually about
the same quantity of butter as of cheese.
The oflicial statistics show the importation
in 1877 was 183,448,944 1bs., exclusive of
that which comes from Ireland. The
English butter product, exclusive of the
Irish make, amounts annually to only
59,860,000 1bs. The quantity sent from
Ireland is not known, but must be large
us no-cheese is made in Ireland. The
total consumptive demand of butter in
England is in . round numbers 242,000,000
1bs., supplied from France, Holland, Swe-
den and Denmark, with- comparatively
small quantities from America. Prices for
several years past have been very uniform
for best sorts, ranging from 130 shillings to
150 shillings sterling per cwt. 1f the
prices of cheese are compared with these,
American cheese (faultless) bringing 52
shillings, and fine 48 shillings, it is found
that foreign butter brings a better price,

. relatively, than best American cheese,
American cheese at 52 shillings equals
butter at 130 shillings, while Danish but-
ter is quoted 144 shillings per cwt. The
-lowest priced European butter comes from
Jersey, and is quoted 110 s]nllmgs but, on
the other hand, the lowest priced Ameri-
can cheese is quoted at only 20 shillings,
or G0 shillings below the couespondmg
rate for Jersey butter.

The evident conclusion is that it will

not pay the' American or Canadian pro-
ducer to export butter unless it be of the
finest description, ‘and so packed as to
-arrive in sound condition. The consump-
tion in the United States is about 800,000,
000 1bs., or 16 1bs. per head, while itis only
73 1bs. per head in England. In view of
these facts, it i3 incumbent on the dairy-
-men to stop malking skimmed cheese and to
improve their methods of dairying, Lax 'ger

fresh from the churn to the table of con-
sumers. The number of recent inventions
in butter packages show the increasing
demand for nice, sweet, fresh butter in

small packages convenient for the table, '

and in such shape that there will be no
loss on account of deterioration from
holding. Every hotel and boarding house
in cities should be regularly supplied at
short intervals with sweet, fresh butter;
and when consumers can obtain small
packages from week to week, or from day
to day, of a Mee palatable article, con-
sumpticu may be inereased to an unlimited
extent.

- OVERTRADING,

It is much to be feared that, in conse-
quence of the anticipated increase in our
customs duties, our merchants have been
induced to import much moie largely
than the circumstances of the country
warrant. In our last number we gave
some statistics showing the large increase
in the exports from the United Kingdom

to British North-America in the month of

January. of a considerable number of
leading articles. ~ It appears that during
the month of Febirnary there was an
immense ' increase in the customs duties
in Canada as compared with the corres-
ponding month in 1878. This is' not
absolute proof of overtrading, as the goods
may have only been taken from the
bonded ward wouse at an earlier period than
they otherwise would have been. There
is, however, some reason to fear that the

- erensed prices, owing to higher duties, may

have led to much “greater importations
than the requirements’ of the country’
justify. There is likewise reason to fear
that exaggerated ideas have. prevailed -
as to the extent of the incréase of duties.
Before our present issue is in the hands
of many of our readers the financial state-
ment will have been made, but we can
searcely doubt that the increases in the
tariff - will fall very far short of what
speculators have calculated on, and we
are persuaded that they will not compen-
sate for the loss that will be incurred
shonld the marvket be overstocked with
goods at such a period of depression as
that which at present exists. We hope
most sincerely that our apprehensions may
prove to be groundless,but it has been most
unfortunate that so long a time should
have elapsed during which people have
been encouraged to believe that measures
would bé adopted to increase the price of
all kinds of manufactures. The effect of
the recent large importations, moreover,
will be ealeulated to prevent, for a consid-
erable time, our manufacturers securing
the monopoly of the home market, for
which - they have been laboring so earn-
estly.  There is we fear much cause for
anxiety under ' the circumstances to
which-we have called attention.

THE INSOLVEXNCY LAW.

Next in importance to the fiscal policy
of the Government is the measure to be
adopted for dealing with insclvent estates.
As we anticipated, the members of the
Giovernment -entertain  different opin-
fons on the subject, and have thercfore
been:obliged to treat it as an open ques-
tion. Under the circumstances the course
adopted seems the most likely to secure
a measure that will be satisfactory to
the country. The Minister of Justice
has obtained the concurrence of the House
to the appointment of a select committee
to consider the subject, and it seems pro-
bable that Mr. Colby’s bill will be referred
‘to that commitiee. "We have little doubt
that the new. Bankruptey Bill,introduced
by the Lord Chancellor of England, will
receive the consideration of the commit-
tee. The objections which have Dbeen
made to the XEnglish law are very similar
to those made here, viz, the facilities
aftorded by the existing law for arrange-

 ments between debtors and their credit-

ovs, which result more for the benefit of
Experience
has proved that there has been an im-
mense increase in the number of liquida-
tions: by’ arrangement dind - composition,
and the most urgent reform advocated in’
a'movement from: the priﬁcipnl ‘bankers
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and merchants of London isto put a stop
to the facilities which private arrange-

ments afford to insolvent persons to-

escape from {he reasonable control and
supervision of their creditors. The pro-
bability is, that additional strength will
be. given to the. Bankruptey -Court in
England, and that much greater judicial
supervision over insolvents will be en-
forced. In Canada the most serious com-
plaints have been the unfair competition
to which solvent traders have been sub-
Jjected, owing to compositions enabling
insolvents to oblain their stocks of guods
at reduced prices. We have no doubt
that the tendency of the forthcoming
legislation will be to render compositions
and discharges diflicult, if not absolutely
impossible, while securing a fair division
of the estatesof insolvents, and prevent-
ing as much as possible fraudulent pre
ferences.

SUPERANNUATION.

We have observed with regret that the
principle of providing for the superan-
unation of public ofticers hias been recent-
1y objected to, both in the ' House of
Commons-and in the press. The objec
tion is ‘based on the ground that govern-
ment employees should provide for their
families in the sume way as others, and
that if* they neglect doing so ‘their fami-
lies must suffer. There might be some
force in this argument if the public inter-
est- would ‘be benefited by placing gov-
ernment employees on precisely the same
footing as persons employed either by
corporations or by private individuuls.
One of the necessary consequences of
party government is, that there is a ten-
dency on the part of the leaders of rival
parties to substitute their political friends
for their opponents, and  that unless the
civil service is placed on the footing of

permanency, it would become wholly de-

moralized. As it is, although the leaders of
both political parties admit the expedi-
ency of having a permanent civil service,,
‘and the impropriety of molesting officers

on account of their political biaé, yet it

cannot be -denied that when changes of
Ministry take place, complaints are made
of the violation of what is admitted to be
the established rule. Itis. far from our
intention . to discuss individual cases,
which are invariably the subject of con-
troversy, one party contending that there
were special reasons for the dismissals, or
superannuations; and the other party re-
.fusing to admit - the validity . of the
-: grounds stated. . Tt must be admitted on
all hands, that the few cases in which dis-
missals have taken place only prove the
general rule, that public officers may rely

with a  good deal of confidence on the
permanency of their situations.

Our contention is that, on the assump-
tion that a permanent civil service is
calculated to promote the public intevest,
a system of superannuation is o necessary
adjunct to that system. Tongbefore the
superannuntion system was established
for the civil service, it had been wlopted
with almost universal concurrence for the
Judges, not, be it observed, to enable
those functionaries to previde for their
families, but to place them in a position
to retire from the bench when either age
or ill health might render such a step de-
sirable. Even in the case of judges, com-
plaints have frequently been made in the
Mother Country that they remain on the
bench long after it has been thought by
all but themselves that their retivement
would be beneficial to the public. The
case of the judges is peculiar, because as
it has been deemed expedient to make
the  completely independent of the
Executive Government, it is hardly pos-
sible to compel them to resign. In the
civil service precisely the same conse-
quences are found to: result from the
superannuation system. .The cases are
rare in  which any officer applies for
superannuation,. and it has been found
necessary to establish rules to enforce
retivement alter a certain age has been
reached. - The argument about providing
for their families ins no weight. Neither
in the case of judges nor of officers of the
civil service, ave pensions granted either
to widows or children. . Without superan-
nuation the strong probability is, that old
civil servants would continue in office
long after the period when, in the interest
of - the public, their retivement should
have been insisted on. If there were no
superannuation it would be scarcely pos-
sible to compel resignation.

The opponents of superannuation admit
that public officers should have the guaran-
tee of permanent employment, and that,
if dismissed for the purpose of economy,
cither a pension or commutation money
should be given. But ii has even been
admitted that, in the case of a person
appointed to permanent office, if, by a
mistake of the Government, his services
were found to be of no value, he should be

_compensated before being dismissed. The

absurdity must be sufficiently obvious of
giving to an incompetent man a compen-
sation which-is refused to a man whose

“whole life has been spent. in the service.
There areat the present time in the public

duties.” Would it, we would aslk those who
cavil at superannuation, be consistent
with the public interests to allow those
gentlemen,in the event of their falling in
to bad health, to retire without any kind of
compensation 2 1t must not be forgotten
thatwhen the superannuation system was
established it was intended to be self-
supporting, and it is probable that it would
have been s0 in the course of time had not
Parliament in its wisdom reduced the per-
centage of contribution. The superannu-
ation allowances have, of course, been
larger in the infancy of the system than
they will be when, by the lapse of time, it
has come to be in its normal state. The
revenue at present is about $40,000, and
the expenditure a little over $100,000.
This was paid to 272 pensioners, 25 of
whom died during tho fiscal year. Of-
those, 20 had been in the public service
for periods varying from 20 to 40 years,
and five for periods from 10 to 20. On
the present list 10 have been in the sex-
vice 40 years and upwards, 61, 30 and
under 40 years, and’ 86, 20, and under 30
years., Only 14 retived w ith less than 10
years service, and the cause was almost
invariably abolition of oftice.  On' the
whole there can be no doubt that the
superannuation system has worked well.
It is absolutely necessary that a perman-
ent system should be accompanied with
proivison for retirement, and although ex-
ceptlonul cases may be cited in which
persons capable of performing their duties
may have been. superannuated, yet for
each one of theseit is probable that there
are four or five in which persons who
ought to retire owing to age or imfirmity
ave permitted to remain in office gn full
salary. Tt will appear from our pension
list that about four-fifths of the recipients
are over 60years of age, while those above
70 and 80 are about one-third of the aggre-
gate number.

Although we believe that the nx'eaL
public convenience of the superannuation
system must recommend. it to Parlia-
ment, and that there is little cause for
apprehension that those who object to it
will succeed in effecting a change in pub-
lic opinion, yet when gentlemen of Parlia-
mentary influence attack it, we think that
no effort should be spared to defend a

measure which is absolutely necessary in © ..

order to m'unt'un tbe e(ﬁclency of the
public service.”

The commission.and brokerage charged

latter charge the agents have no concern
whatever, and the commission is precisely
what has been invariably charged on pre-
vious ocecasions. If any member either of
Parlinment or of the Press is under the
delusion’ that a Canadian Minister of
Finance can go into the London Money
Market ‘and negotiate n loan- without
assistance, it would be well to afford him
an opportunity of trying his hand.  The
commission of the agents was charged
only on the bonds issued on the security
. of the Dominion, as no risk or trouble of
any kind was involved in the negotiation
" of the guaranteed bonds, which, if :placed
separately, would have been negotiated
by the Bank of England for a mere
bLrokerage. “We confess that .we ave
unable to pronounce .any opinion. as:to
the respective merits of the scheme of
the rival Ministers, that of Mr. Cart-
‘wright who placed the loan at & fixed
price, and.. that . of " Mr. Tilley, who
_invited tenders not to be less than" a
price named. Mr. Tilley | succeeded in
obtaining about.one-twelfth of one per
" cent. over the fixed price, and on the

GOVDRNMF\’T LIFE ASSUR &\ICE

The announcement in the speech from
the throne that the Government was
about to undertake the business of life

assurance took the peopleof the country-

everywhere by surprise, and it is most
unfortunate that there is a prevailing im-
pression that efforts have been made by
individuals to induce the Governimnent to
assume thé business. Apart altogether
from the merits of the 'scheme, it must be
admitted that the time for launchingit
is most unpropitious. Life assurance is a
speculative business of a wholly difterent
character from that of a savings bank,
and_the Government proposes to enter in-
to competition with established compa-
nies, and to carry on a business at the
public expense which; to be successful,
requires more than ordinary prudence.
The existing’ companies ~are - under
supervision, and by the Consolidated
Insurance Act of 1877 the Govern-
ment took from them the deposits which
it -deemed’ nécessary for the protec-
1t. does not
appear that the Govemment in_England
has had much success in its competition

with the established companies, and it is

to be feared that it wonld be impossible

- to'inspire public confidence: in a system

which would necessarily be under the
control of Government employees. The

existing Life Assurance Companies have

invested very largely in municipal securi-
ties, -and by so doing have rendered im-
portant benefits to those bodies. As far

as mere profit is concerned it is more

than doubitful whether the Government
would be suecessful in the speculation,
and so long as jt can borrow in the
London market on favorable terms there

is no .object in its.becoming a borrower
at home. Itis well known that the Gov.
“in England undertook - the
business chiefly in order to encourage the
industrial classes to insure their lives, and
the result has been  total failure, judging

“ from the amount insured in each year.

The carefol and prudent selection of lives
is likely to be more efficiently exercised
by the directors of companies who' are
responsible and interested in*their safety,
thian it would be by Government officials
upon whom no such liability or responsi-
bility would rest. It:mey be hoped that,
if. the measure is passed this - Session,
it w111 be referred to the Standing Com-
