Lieut. Pennell, commander of the Terra
Nova of the British Antarctic expedi-
tion of 1910, which arrived here yester-
day, brought with him a long and in-
tensely interesting account of the work
and experienices of the expedition up to
Jan. 3 last, written expressely for the
Cemral News of London, by Capt. Robt.

E., Scott, the léader of the expedition.

Captain Ccott's story is as follows:

“MacMurdo Sound, Oct. 30., 1911—
Shortly after the departure, of the de-

«~ypot-laying party from Cape Evans on

Jan, 25, 1911, the sea ice broke at South
Cape and severed communication 'with
the station. The depot party, consist-
ing of twelve men, efght ponies and
two dog teams, occupled till Jan. 39 in
establishing o« base camp.at the Bar-
rier, seven miles east-southeast of Flut
Point, ‘Owing to the heavy weights to
he transported, the main part. of the
supplies were left at this camp.

now. Hard on Ponies

‘“The party proceeded with single
‘loads east goutheas twenty-seven miles
to a spot name Corner Camp befora
turning south to avoid 'the crevasses
of White Island. The snow surface
yroved very soft, making terribly hard
Work for the ponies. A three days’
blizard at Corner Camp was a further
severe trial to the animals, which were
not in good condition. On Feb. 8 we
proceeded south, marching by night
and resting by day. The weather was
exceptionally bad, but the surface im-
proved, The three weakest ponies
were sent back but these unfortunate-
ly were caught in another bad bliz-
zard an dtwo succumbed.

“With the remalning ponies and the
4088, we reached latitude 791 degrees
i the 16th, when 1 de¢ided, oMng to
the condition of the weather and: the
animals to make a depot here and re-
turn. We left more than a ton of
#tores at this place, which we named
Oné Ton Camp, and which should be a
great help to us this season. We then
returned. to our hase camp with dog
teams,

Fell Into Crevasse.

Whilst cutting a corner of White Is-
land in a bad lght, the whole of one
dog team fell into a crevasse. Meares,
myself and the sledge were miracul-
ously held up on part of 4 bridge across
the crevasse along which we had heen
traveling and most of the dogs hung
by thelr harness: W ith great dif-
fleculty and after three hours’
we extrigated the animals, One, which
was badly imjured by falling sixty
feet, afterwards died.

Got News of the ‘“Fram”

“At Base Camp I found every si ihgle
vony well, and, visiting Hut Point, T
recelved news of the Terra Nova and
the Fram. On Feb. 24, with men gn
wkis and a single pony, I started (o
take more stores to Corner Camp. On
the outward journey we passed return- |
ing ponies going well. Returning from
Corner ‘amp I was held up by a bliz-
zard on the 27th, but feached
Camp on the 28th. I found the storm
had been phenomenal at this place,
raging for three days and causing en-
ormous accumulations of snow. Shifts
of wind had baffled all efforts to shel-
ter the ponfes with snow walls and

Lost Three of Best Ponies,

strongest ponies. This was a severe
blow to our expedition, but nnt enough
to wreck its plans if the remalning
animals could  be preserved. The
heavy swell which caused ' this dis-
aster broke more than ten miles of
fast sea ice, large fragments of the
Barrier and two miles of glacier
tongue, a feature which had remained
otherwise unchanged since discovery
in 1902. . The hut was found almost
completely filled with hard snow, win-
dows broken and door unhinged, With
much labor we cleared and repaired it.
It then afforded good shelter, .

Lived Simple Life,

‘“Whilst forced to walit for the sea
breeze to blow over we settled down
to very primitive life,. With old tins
and discarded fragments of metal we
constructed an excellent blubber stove
and several blubber lamps. We fed al-
most entirely on seal meat, Seals could
only be obtained at a distance over
hills and were sometimes scarce, but
the supply never falled entirely, thanks
to ingenuity shown by my companions
in improvising arrangements with
slenderest resources. With splendid
help, we were quite comfortable and
enjoyed -the discovery of a box of old
magazines. ;

Party Numbered Sixteen,

“On. March ‘15, the western geologi-
cal party returncd, bringing cur total
up to sixteen persons.

It also shows the extraordinarily se-
vere conditions that  obtain on the
great snow plain barrier during the
sunless season. Since the return of
the sun in August considerable dn-
crefide of wind has besn recorded, and
temperatures have remained ag moder-
ate in spring as in winter.

“On Sept. 1 Meares and Mimintri
with dog teams made their hendnuart-
ers at Hut Point, dogs leaving for that
depot in splendid form. At intervals
since our arrival, however, some ob-
scure disease ‘has robbed us of four
excellent dogs. In every case the dog
attacked appeared vigorously healthy,
but died in a few hours.

None of these
animnls were exbausted, but they were
sacrificed on mccount of lightening
loads and as food for the dogs.

“As we approached the weather grew
worse, snowstorms were frequent, the
eky continually overcast and ‘land very
rarely vigible, Under these circum-
stances, it was most difficult to keep
a straight course and maintain steady 4
marches. The ponies continued to pull
splendidly. The excellent condition
they retained under severe work I at-
tribute entirely to the management of
Capt. Oates.' In spite of delays, we
reached latitude 83.24 Within twelve
miles of Mount Hope, on Dec. 4, We
could have reached the glacier with
five ponfes on the following day but
for the intervention of a outherly
gale, which -lasted four days, during
which we did not eight land, altho only
a few miles away. :

Severe Weather ?
““The wind was very violent at times,
a prodigious amount of snow fell and
we had continually to dig out ponies
and tents. The temperature rose to
plus 35, the snow melting on our equip-
ment and. completely goaking every-
thing with water. No such prolongea
storm has hitherto been recorded of
these regions in December. On the 0th.

The traf-
fic experts, however, weére noe engaged
in spite of the efforts of Mayor s,
The council adopted the agreement
with the Township of Etobicoke and
the Village of Mimico regarding the ac-
quirement of the Toronto and Mimico
Radial line.

Humber Valley Scheme,

Ald.. McBride's motion on the order

| Ald: May said Home Smith eould not

| Kive the titles he had claimed he could.

| This scheme would cost the city one
milllon and a half or two miillion dol-
lars. The five bridges would cost $100,-
| 000 aplece, the f11l ‘would cost $150,000 at
least. To acquire the Kennedy and
Watson property would involve the
sum of $150,000., A new bridge will have
to be built at Bloor-st.,he said at a cost
of $750,000, and macadam roads would
cost $225,000. These figures, he said, he
had arrived at after a personal inves-
tigation. He would advocate that the
council should go slow. If the scheme
was accepted; it would be necessary to
annex a plece of territory one and a
half by two and one-half miles in area.

Controller Hocken safd there was 1o
question that the Humber Valley would
be one of the most beautiful parts of
Toronto “in time to come. There had
been practically no opposition to the
city acquiring the territory, the opposi-
tion had been all against Mr. Home
Simth’s proposition, and most of the
opponents were not in possession of the
facts. . The only question, he said, was
whether the city should pay $200,000 for
the park property or get it for nothing.
That the clty should acquire the Hum-
bher Valley for park purposes, nobody
disputed, but a lot of extraneous mat-
ters were thrown in, in an attempt to
alter the real situation,

According to Ald. Dunn, a conserva-
tive estimate of the cost to the city
would be $1,500,000, If the city were to
exprépriate the land, it could be ob-
tained for $100,000, he sald. Controller
Hocken’'s 13 the most absurd and im-
practical proposition, worthy of a lot
of school Boys. Let the city expropriate
that property, he said.

Controller McCarthy, recalled the
Howard . Park proposition, which it
was claimed would bankrupt the city
if it were accepted. “Every alderman
would like to get the Humber Valley,
but they don't want to take it when it
is given them for nothing.” The agree-
ment, he sald, had been misunderstood.
Home Smith would be given jurisdic-
tion only over his own properties, If
You expropriated the property to-mor-
row, you would spend just as much, if
not more, as you would pay under this
proposition.

Appealed to Him,

Ald., Yeomans sald he formerly fa-
vored the Home Smith proposition, but
later he seconded Ald. McBride's mo-
tion to kill the schems. In this he was
influenced by the desire to embarrass
Home 8mith for his attitude before the
private bills committee, and realizing
this, he had declded to favor the
scheme, which in {tself always had ap-
pealed to him,

Ald. Hilton sald at the present time
the amount of land and the boundaries
Were not definitely ascertained. He
thought that the matter was not ready
to be dealt with finally by the council,
and he advocated delay till surveyors
'i-lmxld submit . the necessary informa-

on.

Ald. Austin wanted to know if the
city could not get the whole valley from
the lake shore to Bloorst, by applying
to the government, who were supposed
to own the river beds at the high
water mark., This would mean that the
government owned practically the
whole w*iley. since it was covered by
the spri & floods.

Ald. ‘McBrien sald there had been
plenty of opposition, but the opponents
had offered no alternative scheme, The
city, he sald, should look ahead. This
scheme could be linked up to the sea
wall project and hence would be of
everlasting value to the city.

Mayor Geary read over Home Smith's
letter, which was printed some time
ago. I want to say that T like that
letter no better than I like Mr. Home
Smith's attitude these past two weeks,”
he sald. “I think all thig fuss has
been caused by Mr. Home Smith him-
relf. My attitude regarding this mat-
ter has never changed. I have always
advocated the city accepting this pro-
position, and have done so apart from
the criticlsm and animus which has
been shown.” His worship then took the
maps and gave an analysis of tHe whole’
situation, explaining the agreement
with referemce to the different portions
of the proposad improvements.
