THE DAY'’S EVENTS REVIEWED

By the Associated Press.

By a great surprise attack on the
German lines, Australian troops have
wrested from the Germans the Village
of Hamel, east of Amiens, occupied
Vaire and Hamel Woods, south of the

village, and captured more than 1,500
prisoners. The Australians advanced

under the cover of a smoke barrage
and were led by tanks in the break-
ing of the enemy’s line over a front of
more than four miles. The attack
penetrated a mile and a half into the
German positions.

The British war office has an-
nounced that American troops parti-
cipated in the attack. This is the first
time they have appeared in this part
of the battle aria. ‘

The French have also struck sav-

agely against~the German lines, this
‘4ime cutting thru enemy ranks
near the Town of Autreches, south of

Moulin-sous-Toutvent, where on Tues-
day night they won a local success and
captured prisoners. Here the Germans
Jost 1,066 prisoners.

In both operations the allies have

jmproved their positions. by gaining

LONDON MAN TELLS
. IS EXPERIENCES
Sgt. A;rth‘ur : nght Relates

Story of Hospital Ship
Sinking.

London, July 4—Sergeant Arthur
Knight of London, Ontario, a mem-
ber ‘of the’Canadian, Ambulance Corps,
who was one of the survivors of the
Llandovery Castle, was summoned to
Buckingham Palace today to give
King George an account of the disas-
ter:” The king was most sympathetic
and kindly, asking many questions of
the young man.

Sergeant Knight afterwards related
what be had told the king. His story
is interesting, for it throws light on

home of over two thousand soldiers
at one time in voﬂouootagn«m-j
valescence awaiting their discharge
from the army. Building operations
will commence at once, and in every-
thing that is to be done provision is
made for all future requirements, so
that the wentre will permit of -expan-
sion to accommodate any number of
men. Taken  in conjunction with the
 hospital to the south-of -it, Toronto
will bavé a military population of sev-
eral thousand in that section of the
city. for years to come,

Practically all the details in con-
nection with ‘the new military centre
have been completed. The question
of roads and street car transportation,
however, remains to be solved, but
the magnitude of the undertaking
‘now rémoveés all doubts as to the
necessity .of sireet -cars and new
roads, the governimnent -has plans for
getting to and from both the hospital
and mobflization centre, and expects
shortly to come to seme understand-

ing with the city in regard to them.
Roughly the new ‘mobilization camp
will occapy nearly 40 acres. It will
extend ‘from the east bank 'of the
Reservoir ravine along the C.P.R.
right-of -way a point 900 feet east
of Maclennan” avenue and running
northwards to Rosedale Heights drive,
forming a parallelogram immediately
to the north of the hospital and se-
parated from it by the C.P.R. tracks,
This 40 acres added to the 23 pur-
chased from St:  Andrew's College,
and the 0ld lacresse grounds of seven
acres ‘which the city will turn over
any time, will give the government a
total area of about 70 -acres with
plenty of - avatlable -dand adfoining
should it ‘be requlred iater.

Site is Surveyed.

Nearly all the land thdat is to be
used camé intd the goverfiment's pos-
session - when -the -Canadian Northern
was taken over, There are a few odd
pleces held by private parties, and
they will be either purchased or ex-
propriated. - The wite has already
been surveyed and mapped and the
government’s purchasing agent, who
has been in town for several days,
left for Ottawa last night. ‘He has
the prices the private owners have
placed on their land and will submit
them to the department of oublic
works together with his recomimenda-
tion as to whether they are exceswive
or not,
The plans prepared and for which
tenders are being calléd, provide for
ten two-storey “bunk housés” each
accommodating 200 men. They will
be built of wood and plaster and lo-
cated close to Sight Hill drive, whieh
is one of the two roads, the other
being Maclennan avenue, which tra-
verses the propemty north and south,
Close by a weparate building, to be
used as a kitchen, will be built, and
to the east of this are the officers’
quarters and a large administration
building. In addition <here will
also be an officers’ mess,
quartermasters’ stores, guard house, a
recreation hall, and dining hall. The
heavily - wooded land to the ‘east of
Maclennan avenue,. consisting of about
seven acres, will be used as a recre-
ation ground. A parade ground will
be laid out ¢lose to the crest of the
hill, giving the place the appearance
of a miniature Aldershot. It will be
noticed the  unit system of construc-
tion will be carried out in every de-
tajl—each building will be used for
one specific purpose and nothing else.
Room for expansion is thus easily pro-
vided for.

The Present Buildings.
As for old 8t. Andrew’s College, now
Rosedale Military Hospital, the use to
which the present buildings will be
put to, has been decided upon. The
administration staff will occupy a part
of the ground floor of the main build-
ing and the balance of that .as well
as the two upper ones will bc taken
up entirely with beds. Provision has
been made for the aecommodation of
about 500 patients. The nurses will
occupy the principal's old residence.
Further_ provision. will be. made for.
patients by the erection of pavilions
after the style of that at the On-
tario Government Hospital at Whit-
by. Practically nothing, except the in-
stallation of several lavatories, has to
be done before moving in.

When the government’s program is
completed it will have in the demo-
bilization centre and the hespital, a
property that will represent an ex-
penditure of about $2,000,000,

American citizéns: who enlisted in
any: of his majesty’s forees prior to
the time at which the United States
entered thé war forfel their Ameri-
can natfonality, under the provisions
vi an. aet 0f congress, pasSed on the
sznd day of March, 1217, 'but since,
while Uunited States is at war, no
American  citizen can relinquish his
nationality, the enlistment of ‘Ameri-
can citizens 4n any of his majesty’s
forces after the United States entered
the war has no-effect upon the alles
giance of the men concerned.

Men who ~enlisted in the Canadian
military forces prior to the date-upon
whieh the:United States entered the
war must, in-yiew of the provisions of
the act of congress roférred to, “be
regarded as aliens upon their return
to the United States, after discharge,
end must consequently pay a head tax
urless they take advantasge of the pro-
v!sions for repatriation contained in
the act of congress passed . October,
1917.

All that is necessdry ander the last-
mentioned act is that an expatriated
man should present himself hefore a
consular officar of thé “United States,
offer satisfactory evidence thal he
comes within the provisions of the act
and take the oath of allegiance.

Notes on Garden Pests, Issued By
the Canada Food Board In

FEED THE PESTS.
Féeding the garden insects on
poison is the surest way of keeping

them from feeding .on the vege-
tables you are growing for your
own. use.

Perhaps you have never watched
them closely, but the various pests
have different ways of attacking
the plants. For instance, some
insects chew and swallow their
feed and others suck it from the

ices and sap of the plants. The

est way to get rid of both vari-

eties is to make a study of the

\tr:rlous poisons and how to apply
em.

Arsenate of lead is the-simplest
poison to handle. It comes in two
forms, powder and paste. The
powder is easiest to weigh out and
handle and it keeps indefinitely.
One ounce will go as far as two
ounces of paste.

Paris green is more expensive
and does not mix with water as
well as arsenate of lead, Further-
more, it will burn plants if it does.
not have two or three times its
weight of lime added to the water.
Used in Bordeaux it does not need
the extra lime. In preparing the
spraying mixture half an ounce
of Paris green and twp ounces of
lime in five gallons of water, Keep
well stirred so as to spread the
poison evenly.

ANALYSIS OF POISONS.

As the season advances careful
study tn?hould be given to the use
of poisons for sprayihg purposes.
The best way to keep the pests
from feeding on the vegetables you
are growing for yourself is to feed
them with poison.

One of the easiest ways to apply
poison is with a whisk broom. Of
course, there is the spray pump,
but the other is cheaper and just
as efficacious. When used in its
dry form the poison should be
dusted on by mixing it with air-
slaked lime, sifted ashes or dry
road dust,

Use one ounce of der and
two  ourices .of -paste fn six quarts
of water or Bordeaux thixture. Put
the powder im a bugket and stir
in enough water to wet thoroly.
Then it will mp’lxd.‘”m' into the

rest. of the liquid.. _ . . r

powers the governor-in-council to do
«ll things necessary and expedient for
the *“security, defence, peace, order
pnd welfare of Canada.”

On the other hand, the learned chief
Justice points out that parliament was
delegating its legislative authority to
the governor-in-council for the pur-
gpose of carrying on the war, and sar-
pastically suggests that parlilament
must have certainly intended the gov-
ernment to raise, equip and transport
soldiers for the purpose of fighting
that war,

Possibly the order-in-council will
pbave to be passed as an act of parlia-
ment at the next session, and in view
of that fact it seems almost a pity
that it was not so passed last April
Fiowever, the lawyers, like the doc-

Canada Should Share in the Trade
of Reconstruction.

The cousitries of Europe and others
mow engaged in war will all have
enormous programs of reconstruction
pn their hands.

Of the allies, France, Belgium and
Ytaly will require immense quantities
pf materials and manufactured goods.
Xven more so is this true of Russia;
also of Austria, Germany, Turkey and
their Balkan allies. But not only the
mations engaged in fighting but the
countries of Asia, Africa, South Amer-
jca, Australia, will need great quan-
tities of raw products and finished
goods.

There will be an immense dJdemand
for all kinds of railway equipment,
rails, engines, ties, cars and hundreds
of other things. All kinds of struc-
turgl iron and steel; all the various
metals. Millions of new houses will
have to be buiit to replace those de-
stroyed in the war, and still others
for the growth of population; also in
response to the call for better housing
in Europe for workpeople, especially

dollars of orders to Canada, and these
orders have maintained many fac-
tories now for several years; and have
helped to make wages high and help-
ed to make profit for industries  thut
were rather slow in orders when the
war began. The World has not any
doubt that when the reconstruction
period sets in in Europe our manufac-
turers .can send men to Europe, Asia,
and Africa and get orders. But we
should do better. We should do it as
a nation thru our government. On
the example of the British Imperial
Munitions Board, we should follow the

' suggestion of Senator Nicholls and

solicit orders from governments pri-
marily by a national trade commission.
For instance, if Britain is to build
hundreds of thousands of houses it
will be comparatively easy for a Brit-
ish Government organization , to
ascertain how much cement, how
many doors, how many locks, how
much lumber, etc., is required; what
plumbing is required, or how many
tons of nails; d once the British
Government finds) this out they can
go to the C Trade 'Commis-
sion and say: We are ready to place
orders with you; how much can you
take? Our commissions would say:
We can take the whole of #, or half
of it; and we may be able to arrange
with our banks to carry part of. the
cost distributed over a number of
years, or even take part payment in
your bonds. And the same process for
all or part of Britain's needs. The
trade commission would distribute the
orders pro rata among Canadian
firms.

The United States is organizing it-
self on these lines. But the first thing
the United States wants to know is
what will her own requirements be;
and as far as we can judge for the
moment, the United States will not
have an idle factory, First, it has to
take care of itself; and it will take
months and months to catch up with
her own requirements in the railroad
line; and they will in all likelihood
agree to take care of the reconstruc-
tion of Belgium first, then France,
and then Russia.

Therefore we take the liberty of
again suggesting to the Dominion
Government that they form a trade
commission on pretty much the lines
of the British Imperial Munitions
Board, which will first of all make a
thoro canvass of the capacity and
output of Canadian industries and
producers and, going overseas, enter
into negotiations with Britain first
and. then with others for the supply
of their needs by Canada. We must
also know what our own needs are
and if we can supply them. We may
have to go begging other nations to
take our orders. But we need a
trade commission for all this busi-
ness,

(Next to the winning of the war, we
think this is the most important issue
before the people of the country at
this moment.

Is Prohibition ?

‘Whatever may be said about the
Prohibition Act one thing is certain
that if it does mot prohibit, if it pro-
vides for too many leakages, it will
be a fallure. We do not believe the
government wishes it to bea failure
and for this reason we think the gov-
ernment should pay some aftention ¢to
the following points:

Profiteering should be prohibited in
liquor, The vendors charge $1.75 for
a bottle of whiskey that uszed to cost
86 cents, and a doctor's prescription
has to be paid for as well

The liquor should te of regulation
purity and quality. The vendors are
practicaly without exception experts
in mixing and blending, and one dar-
rel in expert hands can easily be
made to do the work of four. The
vendor system puts a premium on
such practices.

There should be a check on the
measurement of quantities sold. The
purchaser, if entitled to buy, should
have a square deal on what he pays
for.
There must be a different system
for issuing liquor preseriptions, eor
else heavy penalties should be im-

posed on practitioners who issue

The United States appears to be
much more successful in having the
law obeyed where 'embargoes are es-
tablished. They leave no loopholes
and they carry out the law without
fear or favor, Can't we do the same?

A New Turk.

iWith the death of the sultan, which
we ‘should not’ be surprised to hear
was assisted, if not personally con-
ducted, a situation opens up in Tur-
key somewhat similar to that in
Austria-Hungary on the death of the
old emperor. There is an heir to the
throne just as there was the present
Emperor Karl, but he is even more of
an unknown quantity. He is a son of
the late Abdul Aziz of unhallowed
memory, and a codsin of the sultan
just deceased. The one thing we can
count upon is the influence of Ger-
many to decide that only a kaiser’s
tool shall sit at the Sublime Porte.

Some years ago a great deal was
expected from the Young Turk party,
and it was hoped that a new era of
civilization and progress had dawned
for the unhappy land, but German in-
trigues secured control of the situation,
and to the surprise of all, the former
ally of France and Britain took sides
with Germany, incidentally ‘sealing
her own doom. Germany had relled
upon the dominance of 'Turkey to
control the whole Ielamic. body, “or-
getting that Islam iz dounded above
all things on justice and mercy. The
British Empire contains more Mo-
hammedans than any other sover-
eignty, and the Arabe, thru experi-
ences in Egypt, in the Red Sea, and
in, the Persian Gulf, have come to
know Britain as just and merciful,
S0 the German plot failed. Arabia
threw off the Turkish yoke and as-
sumed independence. Egypt haz been
loyal. Islam has stood practically
solild with the allies,

Germany has, however, plotted and
intrigued and falsified in Persia and
other parts of Asia, with some suc-
cess. If a new German tool can be
established at Constantinople it will
assist' the kaiser's scheme of gaining
passage to central AleL and eventual-
fy to India and China. But the key
to this door is not to be folind at Con-
stantinople. It must“be fought for
on the western front. It is said that
¢the iast great battle is now being
sel. Before the end of the month
the German power may be so broken
that not even the sultan may feel
8o poor as to do it reverence.

Expense Allowance.

A scale of expense allowance has
been fixed for discharged men not un-
dergoing vocational training, who are
directed by an officer of the depart-
ment or by a medical practitioner act-
ing on the authorty of the depart -
ment to report at an institution for
examination or observation or for
treatment for a period not exceeding
one week. The same scale applies to
men authorized to report for repairs
for artificial }imbs, etc. The scale in-
cludes return transpontation and one
dollar per day during absence, plus
$1.50 for every night spent in an hotcl
and a similar amount per day for
meals provided the time occupied shall
not be more than one week. For a
longer period than one week the al-
lowance will be that of a man under-
going treatment, less the amount of
his pension. For men receiving treat-
ment in their home town the allow-
ance will be three dollars per day for
any period up to a week. y

The authorized allowances may be
continued for one month after the
completion of treatment or training,
provided that the treatment or train-
ing has occupied a longer period than
two months, that the men is not en-
titled to receive post-discharge pay
and that continuance of payment is
necessary to enable him to obtain em-
ployment. i

Allowances for dependents will not
be paid in respect of any boy over six-
teen or girl over seventeen years of
age. The privileges extended by the
order-in-council are not receivable ty
men who have been cashiered or dis-
missed for misconduct.

AIM TO CONSERVE
COAL IN GUELPH

No Deliveries to Those ‘ Pos-
sessing & Ton, and Limit
Fixed at 3,000 Pounds.

Guelph, July 4~Following the ap-
pointment of a fuel commission at the
meeting of the city eouncil on Mon-
day night an order was issued this
morning to all the coal dealers in the
city to cease delivering coal to all citi-
zens who have one ton and more in
their possession and not more than
3,000 pounds to those who have not
yet secured any. This notice is a pre-
cautionary measure to preventathe
dealers from  delivering large quan-
tities of coal to any one person.

In the meantime the fuel commission
is preparing a4 new system very much
along thé lines in vogue at Kitchener,
for the dixtg'lbution of coal to the citi-
zens, but until the printed forms are
ready and arrangements made for a
suitable office, these particulars are
being htwiheld. It is understood, how-
ever, that the system will differ in
many ways from that used during last
winter and that each person making
an application for coal will have to
make a declaration as to how much

coal they usually burn during the sea-
son, how much they have on hand, and
if given a“pexgnlt the amount allowed
them first will be written thereon and
this same permit must be produced
the second time, and in this way the
fuel office will have a correct tab on
the whole situation.

It is understood that the whole mat -
ter has been fully gone into with the
coal dealers, and while one or two of
them were opposed at first to the new
system, they have been persuaded
that the scheme is a good one and that
both the dealers and the citizens will
get a square deal.

Reduction ‘Will Range From
Twenty-Five to Fifty Per
Cent., Says Report.

i

Ottawa, July 4—The fruft crop re-
port for the month of June just issued
by the department of agriculture in-
dicates a slight falling off in prospects
of -the Canadian apple crop as com-
pared with the previous report issued
just after the blossoming period. Re-
ports from Nova Scotia are not optim-
istic’ and it is doubtful if the yield
will reach four hundred thousand bar-
rels as compared with seven hundred
thousand barrels last year,
In Ontario the best are In
Prince Edward Edward County, Geor-
n Bay and in the western countiss.

n these districts the yield, while cdon-

greater than'last year, Early varieties
give greater promise than late ones.
Spys and Baldwins are very late in
all districts. In eastern Ontario and
Quebec, the 7latest reports strongly
emphasize the severe winter injury,
which has wrougbt havoc in young or-
chards and seriously affected most of
the. old famous orchards. In British
Columbia the crop is still expected to
about equal that of last year, and
would have been a very heavy one but
for the frost injury of May 24.

The Niagara pear crop will be about

forty to fifty per cent. normal. At

Burlington there has been severe win-
ter killing and the crop is very lignt.
In other parts of Ontario, as well as
in Quebec and eastern Canada the
crop is a failure. There is a heavy crop
in British Columbia.

The Niagara peach crop is not like-
ly to exceed forty per cent. of nor-
mal. The decrease is due to very
severe winter injury. The crop Is
practically a complete failure in other
parts of Ontarlo. In British Colum-
bia the yield ‘is not iikely to exceed
sixty per cent. of normal. The losses
due tp'May frosts are about twenty-
five per cent. The British Columbia
pluth crop has also been reduced twen-
ty-five per cent. by frost,

a British Hner. The transports, one
of which was carrying 7,000 Ameriran
soldiers to a European port, account-
ed for three of the U-boats, and the
destroyers sank the other two, accord
ing to the passengers. Officers of the
liner confirmed their stories.

The passengers witnessed the tor-
pedoing of the 5,436 ton British
freighter Orissa, which was part of
their convoy, when the fleet was ap-
proximately a day out, steaming west
from the British Isles. The Orissa,
‘bound in ballast for the United States,
Ywas sent to the bottom by an unseen
submarine. A moment later, bowever,
an American destroyer in the protecé~
jng fleet detected the undersea boat
below the surface and dropped a depth
bomb, making a direct hit, according
to the story related here. The same
evening 4 U-boat was sighted by tihe
passenger vessel, whose gunners sank
it by shell fire,

The other; threec submarines were
destroyed, according to the returned
travelers, on the eastward trip of ap-
other convoy. They declared that a
large British transport, with 7,000
American troops aboard, rammed a
submersible which was revealed with
two others in the sudden lifting of &
heavy fog. Almost simultaneously
with the disappearance of the first
submarine beneath the transport’s bow
the big ship’s gunners accounted for
another of the German craft, while &
British destroyer disposed of the third.
