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THE SIXTY-FIFTH ANNUAL REPORT OF THE MONT-
REAL GENERAL HCSPITAL.

The Sixty-Fifth Annual Meeting of the Corporation of the Mont-
real General Hospital was held in the Governors Hall cf the
Institution, on Tuesday, the 17th May, 1887. Mr. ANDREW ROBERT-
soN, President, in the chair,

The Secretary read the following report, which was adopted, and
ordered to be printed for circulation amongst the subscribers:
GENTLEMEN OF THE CORPORATION OF THE

MONTREAL GENERAL HOSPITAL:

I have to present a ccadensed report of the receipts and expen-
diture of the Hospital, and of the proceedings of the Governors
during the year which terminated 3oth April, 1887.

$618.84 ; steward’s and men’s wages, $244.69.

The items in which there has been an increased disbursement
worth mentioning are : repairs, $503.47 ; workinen’s wages, $339.85;
nurses’ and women's wages, $271.70 ; medical cfficers’ salaries, $200;
dry goods, bedding, etc., $162.92; wines and liquors, $121.40;
instruments and repairs of them, $96.69 ; furniture, crockery, etc.,

The percentage of deaths to the whole admissions is 7.67 ; and, if
the 46 cases in which death occurred within three days after having
entered the Hospital be omitted, the rate of mortality falls to 5.52
per centum,

There were 15,599 consultations in the general out-door depart-
ment, and 4,433 new patients. In the eye and ear department there
were 1,242 new patients and 5,405 consultations ; in the gynacolo-
gical department, 240 new patients and 1,071 consultations; and in
the laryngological department, 382 new patients and 1,642 consulta.
tions. TI'he nationalities of all the patients will be found in the table
annexed to this report.

During the year just terminated not less than ®ight life governors
and one elected governor have departed to their long home. Their
names are : The Hon. Judge Torrance, William Lunn, James Dakers,
Neil . McGillivray, John G. McLachlan, E. A. Prentice, Samuel
Waddell, and Miles Williams, life governors; and R. A. Ramsay,
elected governor. Mr. Lunn was one of the founders of the Hospi-
tal, for many years a member of its board of management and all
his life its friend.

During the same eventful period in the history of this institution
it has suffered an irreparable loss by the death of the late Mr. W-
B. Cumming, who for over eight and twenty years personally collec-
ted from door io door in the West ward, and amongst the citizenss
fully one-half of the annual subscriptions to the maintenance of the
Hospital. The welfare of the sick poor was to him not only a
peremptory duty, but a labor of love, and, although by no means a
wealthy man, he perpetuated his memory as a friend of the indigent
sick by a legacy of $10,000 to the charity for which he had actively
labored most of his life, one-half of it to be devoted to a building for
convalescents and the other to the general endowment fund of the
Hospital.
