Chicago Next Tuesday to

Issue of Public Ownership of the Street Rail--
ways---The Situation Analyzed.

(Springfield Republican.)

Chicago is, perhaps, the most indepen-
dent city politically in America. While
it bas steadily elected a Democratic ma-
yor the past eight years, it has since
186 more than once thrown its weight
for Republican presidemtial cundidates.
bisposed to conservatism on national is-
sues, it is a great hot radical in local
afianns. No other great city in the Un-
ited States has goue so far toward muni-

® cipud socialism as Chicago. 1t might be
saltl that this began i the days of Mr.
Allgeld, who wmanaged to intluence Chi-
cago’'s attitude' on monopolistic issugs
noiwithstanaing his logs of party pres-
tige wnd his political faillures 1n the clos-
Ing years of his life. It was in 1901, if
wemory serves us, that Mr, Altgeld, ran
lfor mayor as a free lance agamust both
ine Kepublican and Democratic candidates
and surprised everybody by poliing near-
Iy 70,000 votes. The chief plank of his
platform was ‘‘municipal ownership’’,
and the vote he received proved that
“muricipal ownership’® was coming - in
Chicago. i

Until the present time there has been
no weakening of the sentiment in favor of
uunicipal ownership ot the street rail-
road system. In 1Y02 there was a spec-

inl referendumy on the question, and the

voters declured for a municipal traction
systeny by 124,504 to 25,987. Another
referendum  in 19U8 gave a majority of
122,000 in -support of the Muyeller en-
abling act, which provided for tne buy-
fug up of unexpected tranchises and of
streey railroad property by the city. At
the same time the people voted, 120,74
1o 50,593, in tavor of 1mmediate actio
under the Mueller law, and against the
further extension of street raiiroad fran-
chises by a vote of 121,181 to 48,006.
These majorities, to he sure, were cast
on issues stitl in an academic stage, but
they put beyond controversy the fact
that Chicago earnestly desired the muni-
cipai ownersnlp  and ouperation of the
street rallroad system.

* ‘The city election next Tuesday will be
the severest test vet of public sentiment,
for now the stage has been reached when
themiv knotks elbows with pracuce, and
confronts the difficulties of applying ideas
to actual conditions. This 18 always a
very critical stage in reform movements,
for many people who make zealous advo-
cates of an idea in the academic period
o1 its discussion lose heart or nerve, or
are over-come by the obstacles in the
path, when the stage ol practical mppli-
cation 1s reanched. Then, too, there are
undoubtedly conditions which at times
justify the,man who says tnat he favors
a thing *"in theory but nut ln practice.”
The conditions now surrounding the trac-
tion question e Chicago are complex,
and sincere, earnest men may honestly
differ as to the best way of attacking
them in order to achieve the end desired
by the great maioritv of the people. This
is a divisive force in the pending munici-
pal campaign. It 1s also to be said that
while the traction issue is supreme l_n the
contest, other ‘questions cannot fail to
influence, it. T'he personality of candi-
dates for various offices, the ‘‘good gov-
ernment’’ issue which is always to be
considered by woters who desire clean, de-
cent and honest administration, the de-
mand for a “house cleaning’’ at City
Hall after s
domination, and finally the grudges of
nartv factionalism—these are factors that
are likely to affect the result.

Decide on the Old Altgeld

As the issue is now joined, howevér, a
Republican victory next Tuesday, would
have to be accounted as a check to the|
tide of wunicipal ownership sentiment |
which has been running so strongly the |
past five years, while a Democratic vic- |
tory would have to be reckoned as an
additional iwmpetus. Candidate Harlan |
of the Repuulican ticket agrees with |
Judge Dunne, the Democritic candidate, !
on the point that municipul ownersnip
must come ultimately; indeed, Mr. Har-
lan has himself a iong record as an advo-
cate of this idea. But, in a 4jeneral
way, Mr. Harlan stands for a degree of
hesitancy or caution in gouing ahead that
appeals to the conservatives ot Chjcago,
and rallies 1n his su.gort every 'interest
that is still opposed o public ownership
of the street railroads. My Harlan
would compromise with the corporations
by granting them a new short-term fran-
chise in place of the few important niue-:
ty-nine year ([ranchises whicn they still
hold; he would, in short, delay the pro-
cess of executing the popular will. Judge
Dunuec, on the other hand, would negoti-
ate no longer, but would buy out the
tangible property of the cowmpanies at
once, either by voluntary bargaining or
by condemnation proceedings, and begin
municipal ownership at the earliest poss-
ible date. . Both . candidates,” however, |
profess their intention to resort to. actual
comyetition, at all possible points, with
the existing companies in case they could
| not bring them to reasomable terms. Mr.
| Harlan also proclaims that before sign-
|ing an ordinance granting u new short-
| term franchise to the companies he would

| 1t seems clear from the way in which |

| monopoly in Chicago supports him.” On‘t
ithe other hand, Judge Dunne, has the:
| solid support of the Socialists, who Te-
igard him as a vigorous and tenacious !
| fighter for\the radical and early solution!
i of the problem. “Judge Dunne also finds
| some support among the ‘‘intellectuals’
of university circles, as appears from the
| cordial letter in his favor from Professor
'Zeublin of the University of Chicago,
whose specialty in political ' science is
municipal government. -

The present signs are that Judge Dunne
will win the election, although the bet-
| ting odds in his favor should not be tak-
‘en too seriously. The feeling that - he
{will win nrobably is based upon the
| heavy majorities given in the past for the
municipal ownership idea, which is some- !
what different from the idea laboring im-|(
to the realm of practice. 'A real sign
that on this issue, however, the more
radical candidate may succeed is the
| present tendency of Mr. Harlan to raise
| other issues of cily government. The pol-!
ice department is now being severely at-
! tacked. If Judge Dunne should be elect~
ied by a large majority and should have|
a  successful administration, he would,
ineed to be regarded as a possible factor

" BAY SHORE ACCIDENT.

Cormicr. Admitted to Bail—Today's Evidence in
the Case Heard Before Poliee Magistrate
Ritchie Added Very Little.

-

The preliminary examination of
Fred G. Cormier resumed before
Judge Ritchie at the police court
this morning.

Fred R. Taylor, counsel for the
C. P. R. produced . a copy of the
train order sent to west end on the
night 'of the accident and the clear-
ance signed by Cormier.

Walter B. Brown was again placed
on the stand, and stated that he
knew Cormicr’s style of writing, and
that the writing on the traip order
lopked like that of the defendant.
Witness noted a peculiarity in the
formation of the letter ‘’f.’’. - He al-
so produced the examination papers,
on the rules of the C. P. R., that
had been written by Cormier in his
presence. '

On the night in question ap order
had been issued that engine 892 run
‘‘engine extra’—i. e. alone— to west
‘end. When an opérator receives a
““81" train order he should signal
“S 1.’ /He bad never ordergd Kel-
ley, the operator at West St. John,
to signal S. D. He had told Kelley
that *“S. D-”’ was only a matter of
form at west end as there was nb
signal there.

Cormier had told him he had a
copy. ofy the rules emd understood
them perfectly. itness explained
the regulation governing a ‘31"
train order.

Roy Maybie was next sworn, and
testified that he was a yard helger
on the west side. He left west St.
John, about seven o‘clock, the night
of the accident, and reached Bay
Shore about 8.40.. ‘Worden, Rogers,
accompanied him into the office.
Campbell came in later. Worden
hhd received no orders in the office,
and witness did not. hear Cormier
say anything about orders. Worden
had signed no orders that night, to
his knowledge. and witness was with
him most of the evening. He had
not heard any one tell Worden that
there were orders  at the office for
him to sign, although this may have
been déne without his knowing it.He
had heard that enginc 992 was going
to west St. John for immigrants.
During the course of his testimony
Maybie degeribed the accident. From
the time witness left the office with
Worden, he was not more than three
car-lengths from him at any time.
Witness asked Griffiths, after the
accident how he got there without
orders, to which he replied that he
had an order that the track was
clear.

His bonor stated that Cormier was
charged, not with manslaughter, but
with omission to carry out instruo-
tions.

Edward U. Griffiths was next exam-
ined, and stated that he was in
charge of enging 992, and received an
order and cleared to go West St.
John, on the night in guestion. He
identified the orders in court as those
he had received. He stated further
that he backed towards Bay Shore

|station, and when about one hun-

dred and fifty feet from it saw a light
on the van. FHe admitted having
traced his name over that signed on
the order by Cormicr, ashehad a
presentiment that something would
go wrong. The ‘order was handed to
the fireman who < placed it in his
hands. Witness was in the telegraph
office the night of the .accident, but

could not remember clearly what
had happened there. But thought. he
hbard Cormier tell Worden that he
either had, or would” have, an order
for him to sign. He heard it said
that Cormier had told Wilfred Camp-
bell that there were orders for Word-
len, and saw Campbell leave the of-
'fice. He told. Cormier as soon ashe
got the orders to send them' down,
meaning that he (Cromier) was to
gign for them. To which he under-
stood Oormier to say ‘‘all right.”
Witness admitted having violated the
rules of the road, in that he did not
read the order aloud to the operator,
but swore that he signed the order in
compliance with the rules of the
road. Witness said that on one oth-
er occasion when..an operator had
written his (Grifith’s) name on an
jorder he h a tracgldq it over on re-
|ceiving it. 3 e

When Judge Ritchie read the charge
to Cormier the prisoner replied.

«T have nothing. tp say, your hon-
or, except that I am not guilty.”
