Destruction of half St. Thomnx, by fire.
We have to record (says the St. Thomas Times of 

Jan.7th,) the most lamentable and destructive fire that 
has ever devastated this Island. On the night of the 
31st December (old years’ night) at half past 10, the 
alarm of fire was given in the part of the town, called 
the garden, in the lot occupied by Mr. Emanuel Gill. 
Owing to many who would have been useful in such 
an event being lost in the revelry of Old Years’ Night, 
and the scarcity of water from a previous drought, the 
flames from their first commencement were not met 
with sufficient energy to suppress their spread. The 
wind too, which Was high, carried terror and devasta­
tion in so many points that all opposition seemed vain 
—the consequence was, that about 600 to 700 hou­
ses, that ie to say, dwellings, were burnt 
in the very centre of the town, which 
mercial and wealthy. The loss of the property in 
building, &c. has been estimated by a good judge, at 
from 2, to 3,000,000 dollars. By this most calami-' 
tous event thousands are houseless ; but we are hap­
py to say there are none famishing, as our Govern­
ment with a most laudable and charitable feeling have 
been issuing rations to those who need support. So 
extensive were the flames that they were distinctly 
visible at St. Croix, a distance of about 40 miles, and
