Judge Reserves Decision on

^EDERLAND, Colo., Dec. 5—Twen­

ty-two miners entombed in the 
flaming subterranean passages of the 
Falrview Mine, near here, for nearly 18 
hours, emerged today from their un­
derground tomb alive. Half of them 
staggered almost unaided from the 
smoking tunnel, while others were car­
ried out unconscious.

The fight shifted this morning from 
the tortuous fire-swept earthen cham­
bers to a little frame house, where a 
temporary hospital had been thrown up 
to receive the 22, together with 10 
volunteer rescue workers, who collaps­
ed from the fumes that rolled through 
the mine.

Power Will Be Neeeded Be­
tween 1933 and 1935, As­

sociation ToldG/'ain Shipments Huge From 
Head of Lakes to U. S. Forts

REV. OR. JOHN PRINGLE,

J^EW YORK, Dec. 5—A plan for the 

longest high voltage system in the 
world, to carry hydro-electric power 
from the St Lawrence River and the 
Adirondacks to New England, North­
ern New Jersey and New York, was 
presented yesterday at the annual 
meeting of the Empire State Gas and 
Electric Association.

The system which would cost about 
$100,000,000 exclusive of generating 
plants and lines into New York City, 
would deliver a million kilowatts to 
the metropolitan district and a half 
million to New England. On this 
basis, the annual output of Energy 
at the points of delivery would fee 
about 8,800,000,000 kilowatt flours, more 
than four-fifths the annual consump­
tion of New York State. The trans­
mission lines committee which pre­
pared the study, estimated this power 
will be needed between the years 1933 
and 1935.

There death came to claim two— 
Robert Stevenson, a miner, and Charles 
Herqulst, a rescue worker. Pulmotors 
and oxygen were being used by a 
corps of doctors. Most of the men will 
recover, but a few were reported in a 
critical condition.

One of the first rescue workers in 
the main tunnel of the mine saw Wal­
ter Swanson, one of the entombed men, 
staggering toward him, and shouted to 
those above: “They’re all safe, they’re 
all safe.”

Joy was short lived in the gathering 
at the top of the shaft, for the rest 
failed to follow. Swanson walked out, 
little the worse for his experiences. The 
rescuers continued their search down 
the main tunnel, and encountered a gas 
pocket, which overcame the party. The 
stronger of the men carried out those 
who had collapsed.

ALL ARE RESCUED
A few hours later, the rescuers again 

penetrated the workings with masks, 
and reached the entombed men. All of 
the men were then aided from the still 
smoking chambers, the last leaving the 
mine about 1.30 this morning.

The Fairview is a silver, gold and 
lead mine. The men were entrapped 
early yesterday, when a fire broke out 
in the mine, and swept the wooden 
timberings for nearly 200 feet in the 
main tunnel. The fire was followed by 
a cave-in which blocked the portal and 
imprisoned the miners.

The miners escaped death primarily 
through the building of a bulwark in 
a wing of the west drift off the main 
tunnel, 4,100 feet from the portal. Be­
hind this shelter they escaped the dead­
ly gas fumes and smoke, 
stones and dirt were used to plug the 
holes in the bulwarks.

BELFAST, Dec. 5—Lord Carson, 

leader of the Irish Unionist party in a 
message from London to Belfast, cal­
culates that the financial deal in the 
Irish boundary agreement, among the 
representatives of Great Britain, the 
Free State and Ulster amounts to a 
gift to the Free State of $1,465,000,000.

The terms of settlement as given out 
in London provide that the Free State 
shall be absolved from paying its al- 
loted portion of Great Britain’s war 
debt, but assumes the cost of com­
pensation for damage to property in 
Ireland during the recent disturbances 
and increases such compensation 10 
per cent.

The new vessel is of steel construc­

tion and will be powered with a 240 H. 
P. Falrbanks-Morse Diesel oil engine, 
with accommodation for the usual auxil­
iaries, consisting of compressor plant, 
bilge and ballast pumps, electric light 
set, etc.

The engine Is arranged to drive a 
single shaft fitted with a bronze pro­
peller capable of giving a service speed 
of 10 knots.

Ample accommodation for 75 passeng­
ers and eight of a crew is provided.

In a deck house at the after end of 
the vessel is a spacious saloon and din­
ing cabin with galley and pantry ad­
joining. The forward end of the deck­
house is allotted for passengers’ smok­
ing room and a separate mess room for 
the crew.

The crew’s sleeping accommodations 
Is below the main deck at the fore end 
of the vessel, with access by compan­
ion and ladder-way.

The boat deck is set apart as a prom­
enade for the passengers, excepting at 
the forward end where the captain’s 
cabin, chart room and pilot house are 
situated.

The pilot house contains the steering 
control wheel, which is connected to an 
air driven steering gear of latest pat­
tern, situated in the engine room, with 
leads from it to the rudder quadrant.

Owing to the wide range between 
high and low water conditions prevail­
ing in the Bay of Fundy, special auto­
mobile handling arrangements are pro­
vided, consisting of a double drum hoist­
ing engine, and powerful derrick on 
which a skid is slung for liftingXie cars 
on or off the deck, where ample space 
ls provided for parking large and small 
cars.

QTTAWA, Dec. 4—Canada's 
net debt increased by $22,- 

594,074 during the month of 
November, according to figures 
issued by the finance department 
today.

The net debt of the Dominion 
now stands at $2,382,616,883 
as compared with $2,360,022,- 
809 on the 31st of last October.

During the month of November of 
last year the net debt showed an in­
crease of $35,405,272 at the end of No­
vember as compared with October. The 
net debt of Canada on Nov. 30, 1924, 
was $2,411,754,347, so that there has 
been a decrease in the year amount­
ing to $29,187,464.

The largest Item on the expenditure 
plde of the sheet is that covering pay­
ments of interest on the public debt. 
For the eight months it amounted to 
$101,917,664 as against $103,848,508 in 
the eight months of the last fiscal year. 
The second item in the expenditure col­
umn is that of $21,880,642 for pensions, 
which is somewhat higher than In the 
eight months of last year, when pen­
sions totalled $20,064,144.

not, alone, create business for Mari­
time Province ports. The difficulties, 
so far as relatione with the rest of the 
Dominion are cencemed, are geographi­
cal, and no one has yet ben able to 

: show how they can be overcome by 
; other parts of Canada.” 
li Such language, however unintention­

ally, misrepresents the ease, and we arc 
compelled to think that if traffic for 
Montreal were In question, the Gazette 
would speak In a very different key. 
Is the Gazette opposing the provision 
of better facilities here and at Halifax? 
Evidently it Is not advocating such 
provision. And it should not Ignore 
the fact that because of the lack of 
additional facilities here business 
which would naturally flow through 
Maritime ports is going elsewhere, at a 
loss to the Maritime* and with Injury 
to the country at large, Facilities 
alone do not create business, but busi­
ness is offering from year to year in 
excess of the capacity of the facilities 
in existence.

Montreal stoutly backs the Quebec 
Government’s contention that the 
upper St. Lawrence shall not be de­
veloped for power and traffic purposes, 
to permit the passage of ocean-going 
vessels to the Greet Lakes, because 
that project is thought to threaten 
Montreal’s prestige as a port, but the

) tf geography 1* to be need as an excuse 
fbr continuing the diversion of freight 
te foreign harbors, then geography 
ritotdd ha held to excuse the Maritimes 
from continuing their contributions to 
•be general expenditure on railways and 
canals and on Immigration, and, logic­
ally, should lead the Dominion to repay 
us the immense balance that stands on 
our side of the ledger with respect to 
our past contributions for such enter­
prises.

Fortunately the cold water which the 
Gazette is inclined at times to pour 
upon Maritime contentions and expec­
tations will have no discouraging effect 
upon Maritime activity in continuing 
the fight for Justice^ and fortunately, 
too, the Gazette's attitude is not repre­
sentative of Canadian opinion, which, 
in a very marked degrees, during the 
last few months has shown valuable 
interest in and support of the Maritime 
case.

The death of Mrs. Susanne M. More­
house, aged 82, occurred on Thurs­
day at the home of her daùghter, Mrs.

The summer of 1769 was a busy one 
for the pioneers at Saint John. James 
Simonds and his partners had work for

FIRST OFFICIAL VISIT.

In the summer of 1783, an attempt 
was made to give the city the name 
of Parr, but it did not meet with much 
enthusiasm. The wife of Governor 
Parr waS an ambitious lady and it was 
probably through her efforts that the 

originated. . Governor Parr, him­
self, did not once set foot in Parrtown, 
even when matters were urgent, so it 

not strange that the name was 
discarded and the name of Saint John 
was restored when the city was Incor­
porated on the second anniversary of 
its founding, May 18, 1785.
OLDEST INCORPORATED CITY.

The charter of incorporation was 
granted to the City of Saint John by 
Governor Carleton. The draft of the 
charter was prepared by Ward Chlp- 

, first recorder of the city, and 
gave the citizens the right to choose 
annually their aldermen, assistants and 
constables, but the mayor, sheriff, re­
corder and Common clerk were ap­
pointed by/ the governor-in-council. 
Governor Carleton was criticized by 
Lord Sidney, for granting the charter 
without the consent of the British Gov­
ernment, so a copy was sent for the 
consideration of the King-in-Council. 
Consequently no other city in.Cnnada 
ventured to imitate the action of the 
Loyalists for 50 years or more, so Saint 
John is, undoubtedly, the oldest incor­
porated city in all Canada.

Payments by the city for November 
were more than $150,000 less than for 
October, there having been paid out 
last month $210,920.32, as compared 
with $363,914.39 for October,

FIRST HOUSE IN INDIANTOWN. J. W. L. Hebert
In order to cultivate friendly rela­

tions with the Indians, it was decided 
to establish a trading house for them, 
at the place now known as Indiantown. 
Accordingly, the “Indian House” was 
built by James Woodman, a ship­
wright by trade, who lived across the 
river at Pleasant Point. Not 1-ng 
afterwards, Simonds, Hazen and White 
cut a road to the “Indian House,” the 
course of which was almost identical 
with the present "Main street." They 
also built the first wharf at the land­
ing. The first house built in Indian- 
town was occupied by Andrew Lloyd.

The general social reforms had 
brought a great step forward in social 
life, but on the other hand there was 
general depression in industrial life 
such as had never been known.

She read an article written at the 
close of the Napoleonic war which 
sliôwed that eonditons had been much 
the same in England then as now, but 
she pointed out that 40 per cent, of the 
cost of the Napoleonic war was paid 
during the war and only 20 per cent, 
of the recent war had ben paid while 
it was in progress.

PRESENT CONDITIONS.
She reviewed the events which had 

brought about present day conditions. 
Before the close of the war it had been 
predicted that there would be great in- j 
dtistrial depression on the termination 
of the war and Miss Ward believed 
that had the depression come at that 
time the people would have made the 
necessary sacrifices and been in a 
better spirit than they were today. 
But the depression had not come all at 
once. On the contrary after the war 
conditions in Europe had left England 
without a serious competitor in the 
markets of the world and prosperity 
reigned for two or three years during 
which period the people got the habit 
of spending and relaxing from the 
strain of war days they set about en­
joying life regardless of the fact that 
the war had still to be paid for.

He felt 
that all hoards, both small and large, 
should be encouraged to join.

Mr. McLean offered to give the part 
time services of George E. Ruickbie, 
transportation expert with the Bathurst 
Company, Ltd. He thought that $3,000 
should cover the cost of operation of 
The board, including the traveling ex­
penses of an expert to encourage in­
terest in the agricultural sections. He 
stressed the need for agricultural in­
terest in the body. Mr. McLean offer­
ed to sec that the amount was raised.

E. Blue, warden of the Middlesex 
County jail, will be sentenced in United 
States District Court next Monday on 
a charge of allowing a prisoner in his 
custody to escape. Blue retracted a 
previous plea of not guilty to an indict­
ment returned by the Federal grand 
jury in Newark and admitted the 
charge.

The warden became involved in dif­
ficulties when Federal agents, investi­
gating the alleged freedom of William
F. (“Bull”) McCoy, New York smug­
gling conspirator, from the Middlesex 
County jail, discovered that Blue had 
accompanied McCoy on several trips 
to New York City, and that they had 
attended the Walker-Shade prizefight 
at the Yankee Stadium. McCoy was 
then supposedly serving four months 
of a nine-month sentence in the jail.

PRILCNER detained.
Acting on the information, Judge 

Bellstab caused McCoy to be detained 
when his sentence expired and both 
were charged here 'with contempt of 
court. During a preliminary hearing 
McCoy was remanded to the Mercey 
County jail, while Blue pleaded not 
guilty and was held under $2,500 bail 
lor a further hearing December 14. Mc­
Coy decided to throw himself on the 
mercy of the court and was sentenced 
by Judge Bellstab to serve forty-five 
days in jail here to complete his ori­
ginal sentence, it being admitted by 
his counsel that he had been at lib­
erty for that length of time.

During the hearing Judge Bellstab 
declared that, while both were equally 
guilty of disobeying a Federal court 
order, nevertheless Blue was much- 
more at fault than the prisoner, whom 
the warden technically allowed to 
escape.
