The railway and
steamboat connections between large
centres in Canada are efficient and an air
competition, if it involved the maintcn-
ance of expensive administrative and
auxiliary departments, has been thought
likely to be unprofitable. Existing trans-
portation companies have, on the other
hand, not shown any desire to establish
There is, more-
over, an independent field for air opera-
tions in the sparsely settled and unde-
veloped portions of Canada in which at
present communications are inadequate.
Exploration and communication services
by aircraft in these areas depend chiefly
tpon their timber, mining or like enter-
prises, which, if adequately financed, can,
with the assistance of the technical and
operations branches of the air board op-
erate advantageously and profitably.
Such individual interests do not, how-
ever, justify direct assistance on public
grounds.

Four Big Railway Brother-
hoods Unite.

The Conductors, Teleraphers,
Engineers and Firemen and
Trainmen— Unprecedented
Decision Means Fight to
Finish.

'Toronto, Aug..6—Four big railway
brotherhood¢ in Canada have united and
pooled their resources to resist the wage
cut which has gone into effect on the
Canadian lines.

The brotherhoods are: The Order of
Ralway Conductors, The Order of Rail-
way Telegraphers, The Brotherhood of
Enginegrs and Firemen, ‘Brotherhood of
Railway Trainmen. A 'board of eon-
ciliation has been"applied for at Ottawa
and the railway men have named David
Campbell, solicitor of Calgary, formerly
president of the Order of Railway Tele-
graphers, as their representative.

The decision to take joint action is
unprecented and reveals a determination
to press. the fight against the wage cut.

The decision to apply for the board
of conciliation was reached aftef a ten
day conference at Montreal between the
brotherhood chairman and the imter-
national presidents. The situation ere-
ated by the decision of the companies to
enforce the wage cut was fully consid-
ered, and two lines of action discussed,
to apply for a board of conciliation or
take a strike vote.

The decision to ask for the board of
conciligi;n was reached only at an early
hour y@terday morning. Several of the
chairman reached the-city last night,
‘but declined to discuss what had tran-
spired in Montreal.

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COMMUNITY SINGING
AS OLD AS EGYPT;
POUNDED BY MOSES

It is to Credit of Kiwanis Club
Club That They Revived
This Wholesome Force in
Montreal.

(Montreal Herald)
It is quite proper to praise and join
in community singing; and there are |

{

many proper things much harder tol
do.. It is, then, to the credit of the!
Kiwanis Club that they revived this |
healthful, comforting and wholesome
force for good. |

Singing people sometimes have sad |
hearts, but there is this comfort, they-|
do not make others sad and their in-
fluence is for good. It is contagious,
Just as laughter is.

The idea is as old as Egypt, and it}
is strange to reflect that it was a Jew,:
Moses, who, as far as records go, wasi
the first great teacher and the found- |
er of community singing. Moses is
still a great teacher. About eight mil—!
lion people still look to his laws for |
guidance, daily, while over two hun-
dred millions read his books and re-
gard them as Holy Writ. These peo-
ple a class are all community sing-
ers, and are the best and most en-
lightened that ever lived, and . that
live in the world today.

Moses was a musician, a stone cut-
ter, a soldier, a leader, a diplomat.;
He founded a nation which exists to-
day and is still a peculiar people,
Broke Into Singing.

So then without argument the great-
est community singer raised his voice
with millions—so the Biblé says—over
thirty-three centuries ago.

So we read, when Moses led the
host from Pharaoh’s land, professedly
for a little holiday in the country, the
Book tells us. “And they broke into
‘singing, all the host, on account of
having reached Elim, where there were
twelve springs and seventy palm trees.”
This trip made by Moses to the Promised
Land is one of the most interesting
stories in the Bible.

Far back in the vistas of memory
community singing shines as a beacon,
and through the middle ages the rare
old monks preserved musi¢c and art
and loveliness in .books by their com-
munity life, and the glittering ember
of hope for idealism was preserved.

In the days of Cromwell his, armies
went into battle singing rare old hymns,
and they accomplished what they went
after.

Gteat Community Singers.

Probably the greatest
singers after Moses, were Charles and
John Wesley; and then comes the
mighty Salvation Army who taught us|
that gloom either in religion or other-
wise was a hypothesis based on follacy.

The hymns of the Wesleys colored
the whole fabric of Christain civiliza-
tion. Charles alone wrote six thou-
sand real hymns and re-wrote most
of the Bible in lyric form. His burst
forth into song from the bondage of
inherited repression.

There is little doubt that the three
sons of Charles Wesley inherited their
parents’ rare talent for music, but it
was singing which started them on a
great career, one of them becoming
the greatest organist of his time in
England.

John Wesley was the first eircuit
rider as a preacher and singer, and he
spoke and sang in the open, and his
steed was a Pegasus which took the
fenées of orthodoxy at a bound. The
sect he founded is born of commun-
ity singing, arnd much it is from Wes-
ley’s hymns.

The unselfishness of the Wesley life
is compact with beauty, and ' be-
hind the lines of those hymns tremble
the vibrations of a world of beauty
and of fine thought. These Wesleys
have been said to be inhumanly- clever
and may be termed the sounding bell
of the world. The sect the Wesleys
founded as a tribute both to singing
and genius, today owns property worth
a billion of dollars on this continent
alone—and its adherents number under
one denomiination more than any other,
except the Roman Catholic church.
Singing in Our Hearts.

Go to it, Kiwanians, you are heirs
of the ages in community singing. The
people who used to gather about their
organs at fine homes sang Moody and
Sankey, and the hymns of the Wesleys,
and the moisture comes to one’s eyes
to think of the part songs where all
the voices blended and perhapPs the
old tuning fork was used by Dad, or
someone’s Dad, to get right before
starting. Then the old anthems
“China” and “Corinth” and “Mear” are
hallowed memories, and let me say
that the people who sing these old
hymns are the people who make the
world worth living in. i

Whether it’s “Shall we gather at the
River,” or “Pull for the Shore,” “Little
Annie Rooney,” “After the Ball,” or
“Blowing Bubbles,” let there be heart
singing, for these songs are hard to beat
and they will be singing in our hearts
forever. .
“God bless these old singers, may we

hear them again,
Sweet songs, sweet
Amen.”

|HAY SCARCE AND
| MUST SELL BEEF

The following appeal is issued by
the Nova Scotia department of agri-
culture:
| While a considerable number of
i farmers in Nova Scotia have harvested
a good crop of hay, and while the whole
' province seems to have fared better in
th.ns respect than Quebec, New Bruns-
wick and Prince Edward Island, yet
there are large sections of Nova Scotia
where farmers will harvest little more
than half as much hay as they did a
year ago. When such conditions have
occurred in former years, there has
usually been some accessible outside
source of supply, such as the province of
Quebec, and on’several occasions, freight
rates have been reduced on this. com-
modity in order to assist farmers to
carry through. At the present time
there does not appear to be any sub-
stantial source of relief, except at such
high prices, that there is little possibil-
ity of farmers purchasing sufficient
quantities 'to carry through their usual
numbers of live stock. If this is the:®
case, and it seems to be, the only prac-
tical solution is for farmers, whose hay
crop is short, to liquidate part of their
live stock. This, however, is not a sim-
ple matter, for reports from American
end Upper Canadian markets, indicate
an excess supply at low prices and there
does not appear to be much relief in
those directions

a récent publication on New Brunswick
issued by the department of the interior
at Ottawa. It prints a plan of St. John
harbor, with special attegtion to Courtc-
nay Bay, and says: |
“The gite upon which St. John stands
and its geographical position aré such
that this city could not byt be impor-
tanit, and its progressive people, alive to
the great opportunities of their city and
port, are ensuring that St. John, which
already has a volume of trade second,
in ada, only to that of Montreal, will
shortly becomie one of the great ports
and cities of the world. - It has beeh
aptly described as ‘ome of the big front
doors of Canada on the Atlantie coast,
a door that is’ never closed, winter or
saummer. In fact, it is as a national
winter port that its importance is most
pronounced. . . . The various products
of the major part of the province find
their way to the sea at St. John, where
also the Canadian Pacific and Canadian
National railways join forces with ocean
steamships from all parts of the world.
. . It is chiefly to oyetseas trade that
St. John owes its importance, and in
this trade, which will-come through the
development of Canada ~ generally, she
lays her hopes for the future. The clos-
ing by ice of the ports of Montreal and
Quebec for about five months each year
leaves St. Jolin as the Atlantic port near-
est to Central Cannda\. For this reason
it has been selécted as the eastern ‘ter-
minus of the CaM¥dian Pacific Railway
and as its winter port. It is also the
. terminus in New Brunswiek of the Can-
adiat National Railways.' St. John is
the great railway focus of the province.”
After giving a description-of the main
harbor and enumerating the steamship
berths and elevators, the government
publication tells of the work in progress
in Courtenay Bay, and of its relation to
the future traffic of the C. N. R., and
adds:
“Courtenay Bay is the second horse-
shoe that will bring good fortunc to St.

“While the native may prefer King
Square, because the crowd is there, the
visitor finds & much greater attraction in
the other; and our own people, if they
once acquired the habit, and the sut-
roundings were made a3 inviting as they
could and should be, would go there in
greater numbers. The fine statue of
Champlath, with pointing finger ex-
tended toward the great new world of
the west, links up this city in the mind
of the visitor to Queen Square, with a
storied past, and the calm or tossing
waters of the bay are another reminder
of days and deeds associated with names
well known to. history. It i worth
while to give greater attention to the
beautification of Queen Squate, and to
direct the attention of every tourist to
this breathing plade. On a fine summer
day lts charm is irtesistible, even though
lacking the local touches of beauty the
landscape pardener could so easily give.

to add to that beauty, that the citizens
may the more enjoy it, and tourists car-
ry away a pleasant memory of a quiet
hour spent in Queen Square.

(New York Evening Times.)

The king is dead. Caruso had his
wish. He died in Italy.

Never will that glorious voice, un-
equalled by that of any other singer in
the memory of man, be heard again.
Never again will it bring thousands of
music lovers of two continents to their
feet in joyous aetlaim. Far a quarter
of a century and more it reigned the
greatest favorite éver known on the
musical stage, to dfe toddy in Naples
at the very height of his career. .

From the moment of his first appear-
ance on the Metropolitan Opera House
stage in 1903 singing “Dorina e mobile”
as it never had been sung before, until
Chrigtmas eve a year ago, when he sang
laét in “La Juive,” he gave his all to his
beloved art, and never did he facé an
empty seat whenever he sang. His ver-
satility was amazing. He wa$ almost as
great an actor as a singer. His reper-
tory ranged from the heights of/tragedy
to the most riotous of farce, and it was
difficult to determine in which he ‘was
best. In full two score of operas he
was, in turn, the clown, the lover, the
tragedian, and equally effective in all.
And when to this was added that glori-
ous voice, which he never spared, it is
; al} wondeér that the world was at his

t.

Caruso was a true artist. He knew
well how great was his stature, but
never presumed upon it. He suffered
much mental anguish hecause of the dif-
fleulty of living up to his reputation.
“Alas,” he once said,: “péople envy me
without knowing &Il my cares, without
realizing the efforts I have t6 make over
and over again to remain on a level
with my renown” That was Caruso.
He was indefatigable ia bis work. He
never. shirked. He. never failed to at-
tend rehearsals, and well as he knew his
roles he was always ready to do his full
share, for the veriést detail of a produc-
tioh must be perfect no matter how
much it took out of him. That, com-
bined with his wonderful voice and
superb acting, thade him great.

It is an oasis which many mourners have
approached with outstretched arms and
left reluctantly; a retreat wherfe many
have found peace and contentment after

troubled search, a temple fuller of the

spirit of reverence than great cathedlars.
To some travellers, éntering it from

dusty roads in Artois, from battered
streets in northern mining cities, ffom
devastated towns astride the Somme, it
has been like a home-coming.

The 3,500 garden graveyards ih the
area through which ran the British front
vary greatly in size, from the vast base
cemeteries, and such as record the toll of
incessant fighting in the Salient—Poel-
cappelle has 15,000 and 11,000 lie together
near what used to be Remy Siding at
Poperinghe—down to the little burying
places dotted about the battlefields, eaca
sheMering a minimum of forty com-
rades. At intervals throughott the area
one finds a chain of concenfral cemeteries
where up to two or three or four' thous-
and of our men are buried—Vermelles,
Dud Caorner at l.oos, the Guards inter-
red at Guinchy, the Fauborg d’Amiens
at Airas, Windmill Cemetery nedr
Monchy Hill, the terrible Butte de War-
lencourt, Grevillers, the Anzac Heath of
Villers Bretonneux. The whole front is
'being transformed into a line of worthy
permanent memorials. . In the country-
side around Ypes, east of Arras, and in
the dead wilderness bétween Albert and
Bapaume, they lié thick upon the ground,
ifemote, but tenderly guarded by those
who were once theirfesmrades-in-arms.

THE NATIONAL BURDEN.,

The Citizens’ Research Institute of
Canada estimates that Canada in the
year ending March 31, 1920, spent $38.19
per head of population on the ordinary
services of the country, apart from pro-
vincial subsidies, and that this com-
pares with $16.40 per capita in 1917. The
Toronto Globe points out with fairness
that this increase is not in the main due
to government extravagance, and gives
the following explanation:

“It must not be supposed thamt this
very serious increase is due in the main
to the extravagance of the government
of the day. The greater part ¢onsists
of interest payments on the national
debt, which is seéven times as t as
it was when the war began in 1914. The
interest charges on the debt are now
approximately $14 per head of the po
ulation. Because of the fallure of t

e

at least half the revenues of the govern-
ment will be expended in paying interest
on the national debt and the railway
capital for which the federal govern-
ment has made itsélf responsible.”

The only innovations herein set fnrtht
are the provisions regarding choice of
' voting residence, eligibility to all of-
fices, and optional jury service. |
| As to property rights, Wisconsin is
in the enforcemtnt of liberalism. Single
:women have, as practically every-
| where in this country, been under no
' disabilities. Married woman, too, since
as early as 1850, has been progressing
toward complete independence.

In the last (1917) consolidated c_ode,
one chapter is devoted to this subject.
A section provides that the wife’s real
estate is her own sole and separate
property. The next paragraph:. ex-
tends this. provision to real and per-
sonal property, which furtherfore, can-,
not be jeopardized by an action to re-
cover for the debts of her husband. In
this respect, it may be added, the wlfe’
is at an advantage over her husband,’
who, under the common law, is liable
for his wife’s *debts.

They Own Their Own Names.

A married woman may engage in
business in her own name; her indi-
vidual earnings, save as an employe of
her husband, are her own. She may also
sue and be sued in all respects as tthough
unmarried.

The only express protection granted
to the husband against the older com-
mon-law. doctrines is in the pamgx:aph
which exempts him from responsibility
for his wife’s ante-nuptial debts.

The divorce regulations are not only
liberal, but eminently fair to both par-
ties.. Absolute divorce is granted to
either party for the usual statutory rea-
sons, and, in addition, because of three
years’ Jjmprisonment, one year’s deser-
tion, cruel and unsual treatment, or
drunkenness on the part of the other.
Voluntary separation for five years may
also end in absolute divorce.

The - court may allow a divorced
{woman the right to use her maiden
‘name. She has a right to support’ dur-
!ing the pendency of a divorce action.
iThe custody of the children may be!
]'awarded to either, of the divorced par-
! ents, a provision which is fortified in the
i new law.

A woman divorced for her fault is
not entitled to alimony, just as in this
state, but the court may always divide
between the divorced persons the hus-
band’s estate and the wife’s estate de-
rived from the husband “with due re-
gard to the legal and equitable rights
of both parties, the ability of the hus-
band, the special estate of the wife,
the character and situation of the par-
ties, and all the circumstances of the
case.” Here again the woman is .at
some advantage, since there is no
question of the husband’s right to any
share in her estate.

Finishes Two Feet Behind
Hoover in Qualifying
Race.

Stirring Finish Adds Hosts of
Admirers to West Side
Sculler’s Following — Yes-
terday’s Events at Buffalo.

Walter Hoover of Duluth, won the
final of the Association singles at Buff-
alo last evening and eliminated Hilton
Belyea'of this city from the champion-
ship race, which will be held this after-
noon at 5.30.

Hé appeared to be going into the
lead as his head bent lower and he call-
ed upon his last resources of energy or
on his wonderful spirit of endeavor for
the additional impetus to put his shell
to the fore. He fairly radiated a sug-
gestion of sacrifice as his body lowered
and lunged to the tremendous demand.
Then, shoal water and ecel-grass com-
pelled a slight diversion. Further exer-
tion was necessary to.make up the lost
time, and the finish line was only a few
lengths away. Belyea responded with
great strength, but Hoover was over the
line, a winner by a fraction of a length.
The time was 7.43 2-5.

The westerners loudly cheered Hoov-
er, but a wealth of acclaim went up for
Belyea from a thousand throats. - To-
night his name is spoken with appreci-
ative comment where men meet who
recognize courage and unconquerable
spirit,

The loss of the association singles
eliminates ‘Belyea automatically from
participation in-the senior singles cham-
pionship, which is exclusively reserved
for competition of those who have been
winners in the association match. Hoover,
by his victory over Belyea, will race to-
morrow at 5.30 against Rooney, Costello
and Zoha, winners in previous years.
Hoover also won the quarter mile dash
today in 1.40, heading Butler, of Toronto,
by two feet.
