“I am your servant and will accept 

your judgment without cavil, but my 
power to administer the great trust 
signed me by the constitution would be 
seriously impaired should your judg­
ment be adverse, and I must frankly tell 
you so because so many critical issues 
depend upon your verdict No scruple 
of taste must in grim times like these 
be allowed to stand in the way of speak- 
inig the plain truth.

“I have no thought of suggesting that 
any political party is paramount in mat­
ters of patriotism. I feel too deeply the 
sacrifices which have been made in this 
way by all our citizens irrespective of 
party affiliations to harbor such an idea.

“I mean only that the difficulties and 
delicacies of our present task are of a 
sort that makes it imperatively necessary 
that the nation should give its undivided 
support to the government under a uni­
fied leadership, and that a Republican 
congress would divide the leadership. 
The leaders of the minority in the pres­
ent congress have unquestionably been 
pro-war, but they have been anti-adminu- 

At almost every turn since we; 
entered the war, they have sought to 
take the choice of policy and the 
duct of the war out of my hands and 
put it under tlte control of instrumen­
talities of their own choosing.

“This is no time either for divided 
council or for divided leadership. Unity 
of command is as necessary now in civil 
action as it is upon the field of battle. 
If the control of the house and of the 
senate should be taken away from the 
party now in power, an opposing ma­
jority could assume control of legisla­
tion and oblige all action to be taken 
amidst contest and obstruction.

“ The return of a Republican majority 
to either house of the congress would, 
moreover, be interpretative on the other 
side of the water as a repudiation of 
my leadership .Spokesmen of the Re­
publican party are urging you to elect 
a Republican congress in order to back 
up and support the president, but 
if they should impose this upon some 
credulous voters on this side of the wa­
ter they would impose it 
the other side, 
there asm well as here that the Repub­
lican leaders desire not so much to sup­
port the president as to control him.

“The peoples of the Allied countries 
with whom we are associated against 
Germany are quite familiar with the 
significance of elections. They would 
find it very difficult to believe that the 
voters of the United States had chosen 
to support their president by electing 
to the congress a majority controlled by 
those who are not in fact in sympathy 
with the attitude and action of the ad­
ministration.

“I need not tell you. My Fellow Coun­
trymen, that I am asking your support 
not for my own sake or for the sake of 
a political party, but for the sake of 
the nation itself in order that its inward 
unity of pi | >ose may be evident to at* 
the world. In ordinary times I would 
not feel at liberty to make such an ap­
peal to you. In ordinary times divided 
counsels can be endured without per­
manent hurt to the country. But these 
are not ordinary times.

“If in these critical days it is your 
wish to sustain us with undivided minds 
I be_j that you will say so in a way 
which it will not be possible to 
understand either Vesre at home or among 
our associates on the other side of the 
sea. I submit my difficulties and my 
hopes to you.

Vladimir Bourtseff Accuses Him of Be­
ing Accomplice of Lenine 

and Trotzky

tseff, Russian revolutionist and writer, 
in an article published by the Paris 
Matin, accused Emperor William of re­
sponsibility for the murder of the ex- 
Emperor Nicholas of Russia, according 
to an official telegram from Paris. The 
dispatch follows :—

“In the Matin of October 20, a well 
known Russian revolutionist, Vladmii 
Bourtseff, accuses the Kaiser of having 
been in some measure an accomplice to 
the murder of Nicholas II. He writes:— 

Wilhelm II. did not hesitate in using 
all sorts of expedients, even the most 
abominable and the most treacherous, 
so long as they served his personal 
policy. To carry out his machiavellian 
plan of disorganiaztion aiuj desruction 
of Russia he had done all "lie had the 
power to do to help Lenine and Trotzky 
in making, on the largest scale possible, 
their aiuirchial propaganda.

“ ‘Lenine and Trotzky. obeying Wil­
helm II. and to show him their gratitude 
for the support he gave them, have done 
their best to ruin the Allies and promote 
the triumph of German imperialism. To ' 
do away with Nicholas II. was part of 
their ulan. This is why Nicholas II. 
and his family have had to suffer real 
martyrdom.

“ ‘Finally, Nicholas II. was brutally 
murdered, and it may be that his family 
shared his fate. Was William II. aware 
of the attitude of Trotzky and Lenine 
toward Nicholas II. and the ex-Czar’s 
family? Yes. He knew all. To save 
them would have been very easy for him. 
but to preserve the friendship of lenine 
and Trotzky was advantageous to him 
and, like a true Judas, he delivered the 
Russian ex-imperial family to them.’ 

“Bourtseff concludes :—
“ ‘When the time comes for William 

to account for his complicity with Le­
nine and Trotzky he will have to answer 
for the predominant and decisive share 
he had in the murder of Nicholas II.’ ”

During the second attack he so 
skilfully handled his men that he in­
curred no casualties and placed all posts 
along the line of consolidation with great 
rapidity. During the night he went out 
and patrolled all the ground in front of 
his position and brought in valuable in­
formation. Although he had been on 
duty continuously for thirty-six hours 
and had been in two attacks, he volun­
teered and went out with a patrol in 
daylight, although under heavy machine 
gun fire.

“This N, C. O. took part in the fight­
ing on April 9 and in that action showed 
great courage and coolness. He has al­
ways been exceedingly conscientious and 
his work has always been done cheer­
fully and well”

His company or his platoon command­
er has, no doubt, written you regarding 
the circumstances surrounding his death. 
Briefly, they are as follows: At about 
11 a. m. on the 2nd inst., while advancing 
with his company (D Company) through 
enemy positions, during the recent suc­
cessful operations of the Canadian corps, 
he was hit by an enemy machine gun 
bullet, causing Ills instant death.
