“From personal yisit and observation ; including de-

“ Tearian and other Societies, their religious ¢reeds,
“social practices, numbers, industries and present
condition.” The work is suitably illustrated and
printed from large type on good paper, making a
readable and not unwieldy volume of abont 440
pages. Harper & Brothers are the publishers.
Nothing in Mr. Nordhoff’s book is taken for jgrant-
ed, his stateélnents being, as the title suggests, the
result of special personal acquaintance and résearch

“The Insplmwmm of Amana,” or “ The Amana
Community,” or the “True Inspiration Congrega-
tions,” as they prefer to be called, form a commun-
istic societyin Iowa, 74 miles from Davenport.
They are Giermans, numbering about 1,450 mem-
bers, residing inseven villages. and owning about
25,000 acres of land. They live by agriculture and
by their woollen factories and are quite prosperous
and their fand free fromrdebt. Among the numbers
wha bélonged to their society wererome whq contri-
buted from two to twenty thousand dollars to the
common fund; and one who paid in as high as
between fifty and sixty thousand dollars. They have
their own grist mills, saw mill, tannery, stores, ete.
The people live in families, but eat and pray
together, there being-in each town or. village at
irregnlar intervals houses larger than the rest
which are either cook-housesor prayer-houses. The
sexes sit af separate tables and the children by
themselves. In their schools, at which ¢hildren
are kept from lhe age of six to thirteen, the boys as
well aa girls are| reqmred’to learn to knit gloves,
stockings, wristlets, etc., in addition to the simple
clementary instiuction in the * three R's” and con-
stant drjll in the Bible and the Catechism. Females
are cmpelled 10 dress in the very simplest manner,
heing p d. 1In fact, the
sex in not._highly esteemed by these people, who
think it highly dangerous to the Christian’s peace
of mind. One of their most esteemed  writers
advises men “ to fly from intercourse with women, as
a very —lyxgﬁlv dangerous magnet and magieal fire.”

sanction of the society and its elders, matrimony is
not regarded as a meritorious act, being  calculated
to make people not more, M}&ﬂ, spiritually { o
minded.

“ The Perfectiohists” of Oneida ‘and Walling-
ford, in Madison County, New York, are of Ameri-
can origin. The [founder was John Humphrey
Noyes, of Brattleboro, Vermont, ‘who still lives
and le.ld them. They were established in Putney,
Vi., but ‘their views, more’ particularly with refer-
ence to the relations of the sexes, covered them
with odium, and they were mobbed and driven out
of the place in 1847 or ’48, and established them-
selves in New York State. A characteristic feature
of their Society i4 that not merely property but
persons should be jn common; that !herm no mar-
riage ; or, rather, that ¢ mmpleA marriage takes
the place oi simple;” that the same spirit which
abolished exclusiveness in regard to money would
abolish, if circumftance= allowed fall scope to it,
exclusiveness in repard to. women and children.
Mr. Nordhoff. remarks that it is “an extraordinary
evidence of the capacity of-mankind for various
and extreme religious belicfs, that many men have
brourhit their wives and young daughters into the
Oneid: Community.” Thé Perfectionists profess'to
‘aim at a sinless life. They: hold that intercourse
with God may praceed so f‘r as to destroy selfish-
ness in the heart and so make an end of sin. They
have no preaching, baptism or the Lord’s Supper,
vegard every day as a Sabbath] avoid all set forms,
never pray'aloud, but read the Bible and quote it
freely. Noyesd md others are stated to have raised
the sick by the exercise of prayer. An essay by
their founder; on { Scientific Propagation,” reveals
a frightful system of social morals and the utter
repudiafion of thé marriage laws of the State of
New York. No athet of the Communistic Socie-
ties of the United States has reached the point
which indicates Oneida and Wallingford as the
p_lamlespd- of the[United States, Utah nat excepted.

Of the other Communistic bodies described by
Mr, Nordhoff' we have not space to treat, though
ever 20 briefly. To “ Colonies not Communistic,”
such as Vineland, we uuv vefer again. The
aiithor’s “ Comparative View"” of the operations
and aims of the bodies, of whom he has given such
interesting details, is \\a;tln‘ of careful perusal, as
a cautious, just estimate of the value of this peculiar
style of life, or, 'rather, a clesr statement from
which the reader may form his own estimate and
draw his own conclusions. Phe great morit of the
book is found in the fuct that the author brings
vividly before our very eyes the men and women,
the hybjts and sodiety, the morals and religion of
bodies of people who are gt least “ peculiar,” who
are distant fromh us, and of whom we learn throngh
the pages of this book far' more than one in ten
thousand of his readers could evef hope to learn
for themselves, even if they were tp make pllgnm-
